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economic and in terms of their state definition. It is important to understand that ignoring such
national variability, the wealth of forms of development of peoples, lack of respect for historical
and cultural traditions and the needs of nationalities lead to deformations in interethnic
communication.

As you can see, in Kazakhstan, the most important, point-to-point task is to preserve the
accumulated potential of tolerance, which ultimately serves as the basis for its increase. The
tolerance of the people of Kazakhstan (in this case, all ethnic groups) is brought to the fore, and I
would like to emphasize the tolerance of the Kazakh people.

Summing up all of the above, we note that the study of the problem of tolerance is of great
importance at this stage of the development of society, since the category of tolerance is one of the
key factors in ensuring peaceful coexistence and recognition of the intrinsic value of each ethnic
group, on the scale of not only one region, but and the whole country.

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FROM ATATURK TO ERDOGAN:
PATTERNS OF POWER TRANSIT IN TURKEY

Abstract

The article deals with the issues of power transit and transformation of political values in the
Republic of Turkey. The founder of the Turkish Republic, Mustafa Kemal Ataturk, attached key
importance to such phenomena as secularism, civil society, liberalization and modernization.
However, the current development of political processes in Turkey causes some concern not only
from the point of view of changing the form of government, but also from the point of view of
transforming the value orientation of the state Prosecutor's office. The reasons that led to such
radical changes are many and not least it was due to the incomplete reforms that were so
successfully launched. Turkey is currently a transit country whose experience is of great interest to
us. The regularities of the transit of political power are relevant for the entire Eurasian space.
