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For comparative politics method problems are central. Actually, comparative politics got its name exactly by
the method, not the subject. On this basis, many scholars deny for comparative political science your own subject
and, accordingly, the specificity of his own theory, saying that comparative politics is the whole of political
science that uses the comparative method. At the time, Emile Durkheim stressed that the comparative is all
sociology.

As a research method, the comparison makes the originality of the research, not only in technique, but in the
result gain knowledge [1]. When comparing increases the validity of theoretical generalizations, they acquire a
synthesized character. However, it should be remembered that comparative politics is not only the method of
comparison, as well as the comparative method can be used in other Sciences.

The comparison supports as general installation knowledge. In everyday practice we are all somehow matched
to each other. What is the essence of similes and comparisons? What is their nature? In the role of prompter here
can speak the language. When comparing things or phenomena are put side by side. When compared they are
equal and compared. There are similarities, i.e., moving to the same place, the convergence, or overlap, i.e.,
overlap each other, fall in one place. There may be differences, i.e. different faces, their multiplication. Even when
this approach is quite justified to say that the comparison method is a method of identifying and similarities in the
phenomena they are studying. It is not that other, as the two possible comparison operations. The first is the
operation of identifying, based on finding similar features. The second is the operation of distinction, establishing
and explaining the differences. In accordance with the fact which operations is used, the comparison may be
complete (if it consists of two operations — identification and differences) and incomplete (if it consists of only
one operation).

Similar and different, general and specific leads to the question: compared to what? Sooner or later it becomes
clear that it is more efficient to compare a unique phenomenon not to each other, but with the kind of standard
sample. Indeed, the comparison is performed in the mapping compare the realities with the standard, which can be
words, concepts, value judgments, ideal types, etc.

Returning to the issue of varieties of political knowledge, it can be argued that different levels are typical of its
standards, criteria, and measures of comparison. For ordinary knowledge is words and concepts, doctrinal
concepts and perfect design, scientific — special tools, comparison, ideal type, model, sample, pattern, typology,
etc. For scientific knowledge is characterized by problematization of the comparison, the constant return to the
question of equivalent extent and effective criteria, i.e. a high degree of critical reflection.

The benchmark for comparison contains within itself, as a rule, two sides of: generating a model and a
taxonomy, i.e. build a number of classification. In this context, the comparison acts as a liaison between the
abstractions of our thinking and the specifics of direct perception of reality. Conventionally, the first universal, the
second is unigue. In political science a comparison connects political philosophy, theory and real political
practice.

Given these opportunities, comparative studies may well play the role of scientific experiment in which it is
possible, for example to install, confirm whether the facts of any pattern or not, or Vice versa, to withdraw from a
number of facts any regularity. John Stuart mill wrote that when comparing the historical facts, the researcher tries
to find some generalizing empirical laws. A priori deduce them from the laws of human nature impossible.

The comparative method focuses primarily on producing empirical generalizations in the form of laws,
correlations, models, typologies and classifications. To some extent, the results of the comparative analysis are
descriptive and illustrative. Therefore, some researchers believe that the comparison does not give new
knowledge. A number of researchers have a higher opinion of the capabilities of the comparative method. For
example, Lawrence Mayer writes that the tendency in comparative politics to the empirical analysis allows
obtaining middle range theories, but this does not mean that comparative politics may be satisfied with this and
not to demand closer ties with the political theory and philosophy. Despite the difference in approaches should be
recognized that the comparison is rarely used as an end in itself to research, it is an approach to the subject, a kind
of methodological research strategy, research outlook [2].

Despite the seeming simplicity in fact, the comparison is a complex research technique. His organization
typically includes a number of essential operations that allows speaking about an algorithm of operationalization
of the comparison.

The first step in the comparative study is conceptualization, i.e. the choice of theories and hypotheses,
conditional objects for a comparative study. On their basis, selection of variables or criteria for comparison is
carried out. Under variables refers to the characteristics, quality study political phenomena, the measurement of
which can be applied non-metric or metric scales. Variables transformed into indicators and indexes with which
the measurement is made. The measurement leads to the identification or discernment, which in fact, is complete
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or incomplete comparative analysis. The results obtained in the comparative procedures, or confirm the selected
theory, or deny it, giving the material to develop a new.

For example, for comparative analysis, we have chosen the problem of the organization of countries.
Conceptualizing our choice, we need to clarify the object for comparison: it is not just an abstract device, but a
territorial - political, state structure, moreover, its specific - a kind - federation. So we defined a hypothesis or a
theory - federalism. Further we specify objects for comparison - federal arrangements of the countries. Now we
select the variables for comparison. They can be the following categories: history of the development of federal
relations, federal state formations, modern constitutional provisions on federalism - subjects of the federation,
government bodies in them, spheres of legislation and exclusive competence of the center, subjects, the sphere of
competing legislation, the principles of the federal system, the political doctrines of federalism etc. Comparative
analysis of federalism can be performed in the framework of inductive or deductive strategy. Selecting inductive
strategy, we need to identify a specific country with a Federal system and to compare them according to the set
variables. (Comparison of each variable can be a structural unit of text — a paragraph, etc. Although it is possible
the part devoted to individual countries, structured according to the specified variables. Part of the country should
strictly correspond to each other, to be proportionate). Within the deductive strategy, we compare the theoretical
model of federalism by applying the same scheme. It can also form the basis for the structure of the work. Various
countries are given as examples to confirm the theoretical propositions.

Specific comparative studies appear a lot of difficulties, called the methodological problem of comparison.
They were compiled and grouped. We will present the most common ones.

The problem of comparability. It consists in the fact that when studying two or more objects, the question
always arises: are they comparable? A well-known Latin saying conveys doubt: «Si licet parva componere
magnis» (If I may compare small with great). The condition of possibility of comparison emerges as the similarity
and difference of objects. It’s all the matter in the conceptual framework and subjective as the researcher. It should
be borne in mind mill's logic expressed in Canon the only differences. According to this logic, the objects for
comparison must be as close as possible, similar. If the analyst chooses to compare countries, they should be
related historically, culturally, economically, etc.

In the framework of mathematical logic was formulated the basic principle of any comparison: compare may
be only those objects which have similar characteristics. The mathematical counterpart of this principle is the
following statement of set theory: if two sets contain no common elements, then they are not equivalent.

The equivalence problem. This problem is particularly important when conducting comparative studies using
interviewing techniques, questionnaires, expert analysis. In this case, it is an equivalence of concepts and
procedures used in the study. It is important here to achieve conceptual equivalence, i.e. Mutual correspondence
of the meaning of concepts in different cultures.

The problem of universality. The determining factor in the comparison is the search for universal empirical
generalizations. The quality of universality has vaber ideal types. The problems of universalism concepts are well
known: do the General concepts of the policy content of political processes as they apply to various cultural and
historical environments. For example, does the universal "Parliament” to all the specific similar structures or
universal "democracy" - to the different political regimes? It is known that numerous indices of democracy have a
tendency to favor some countries and understate it in other countries. In contemporary comparative politics, the
universality is changing, becoming more careful. This is evidenced by the decrease in debts for global studies and
the relevance of comparative — historical research of a small number of countries with a focus on qualitative rather
than quantitative methods.

The problem is "few N, many variables". It consists in that the researcher is usually limited to a small number
of cases, for example, countries that can be studied, whereas the number of variables that characterize countries is
large. In this case, the comparatives’ faces two problems: in order to make the study more reasonable, he must
either maximize the number of cases or, on the contrary, be able to limit the number of variables. Until recently, a
small number of cases have considered the lack of comparative studies, so comparatively tried in every way to
increase this number if compared to the country, then tried to cover almost all countries of the world. So there
were many global comparative studies, for example, the level of democracy. Currently, however, the value of
such studies has decreased, and some scientists say the real crisis in this area. Mattei Dogan noted that the
problem of global studies is that it reaches a very large expansion due to the loss of any living sense made
comparisons among the less diverse set of nations. Some researchers, especially in recent times, on the contrary
think the low number of cases, the advantage rather than a disadvantage of the comparative method.

"Problems of Gelton". Very often in a comparative political study, the unit of analysis is the national political
system, state, country. However, they are treated as independent units of study. However, in the context of
globalization the question arises regarding the role of external factors and conditions concerning the reality of the
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concept of national sovereignty. The problem is named for the President of the Royal anthropological Institute of
Great Britain Gelton who in 1889, when discussing the methodology of cross — cultural analysis suggested a
significant influence on the culture of the external factor. It is highly desirable, - he said - were given complete
information regarding the extent to which customs compare tribes and races are independent.

In comparative political studies it was assumed that several methodological solutions "to the problem of
Geltona". According to the "Galitskoe methodology™ of the nation state as the unit of analysis is interrelated
whole, integrated system. However, holistic approach a problem is the choice of unit of analysis.

Close to holistic methodology is the theory of world-system analysis of I.Wallerstein and his school. In
accordance with the latest economic, political and other systems of the countries considered open to external
influences of the world system and, in addition, are considered nothing more than parts of this world system. It is
the latter, not the national state, should be the object of analysis.

The problem of measurement. It refers to quantitative comparative studies. Measuring the quality always raises
the question about possible use of metric scales. When selecting indices it is sometimes stated, the influence of
value orientations of the researcher. In global comparative studies there is a difficulty related to the lack of
necessary and adequate statistics on countries.

The problem of interpretation. Recently, in connection with a certain weakening of interest in quantitative
methods of analysis there is the problem of interpretation, which is that there are many meanings of the same
phenomenon. Researchers - relativists argue that any socio — political concept does not exist in reality; it is always
constructed in the moment. How to analyze and compare democracy in various countries, if this notion is nothing
more than a social construct and depends on the assessments ideology, the ideologues and the researcher, and the
peoples of the countries where she studied? Overcoming the problem of interpretation lies in the path of
development of scientific — realist methodological strategies [3].

Taking into account the methodological problems of comparison researcher D.L. Bari formulated the rules of
comparative literature, which became recognized as a methodological concept.

The first rule: it is necessary to make sure that the questions we are posing actually allow a comparative
analysis, i.e. are applicable to different countries and are quite politically correct in relation to different states.

The second rule: each variable must be equal to the measure of concepts that correspond to each culture in the
sample countries. In other words, when comparing sites in different countries, it is necessary to use the same term
—or choose concepts that are specific to each country, but meaning essentially the same thing.

Third rule: countries for analysis need to be selected in such a way as to minimize the influence of culture,
which can distort the results of the study. Here two variants are possible: selection of countries on the principle of
maximum similarity, then the explanation of the differences, you can exclude similar features; the choice of
countries on the principle of maximum difference, then the explanation of the similarity can be neglected
differences.

The fourth rule: the events explored in each country should be as independent as possible, i.e. if possible, you
should eliminate the diffusion process — when events in one country affect the life of another country. Therefore,
in the process of comparative analysis it is necessary to identify all the signs of influence of one country on
another, and then to exclude the latter from the study. It is important to keep in mind the “problem of Galton",
when the comparison process can be seen as a causal relationship between two events, in one country, which in
reality does not exist because both events are caused by the strong influence of another state.

Interesting research on methodological problems of comparison did Giovanni Sartori, aptly calling it
"Distortion of concepts in comparative political sciences”. Sartori identifies the following problems.

The problem of "portability” of concepts. Than wider becomes the subject of study, especially if the scientists
want to study any socio — political reality in a larger number of countries in the broader field of geographic
coverage, so they are more actively resorting to the stretching of concepts, or to conception stretch. The end result
of such exaggeration is the fact that the acquisition terms of coverage area usually entails losses in terms of
content accuracy. For example, the term "Parliament"” in its democratic Western version has to stretch to refer to
the Eastern advisory or consultative bodies.

Quantification and classification. Quite often, the scientists randomly collected facts. In the words of John La
Palombara, graduate students sent around the world to "indiscriminate fishing facts". It's like that to go fishing, not
picking up networks. Taxonomic (classification) of the network to solve the problems associated with the
establishment, systematization and use of facts. No science, including comparative political sciences is impossible
without the classified information base.

The ladder of abstraction. Concepts should be subject to meaningful interpretation, for this can be placed on
different levels of abstraction, e.g., lower, middle and upper.

Miscalculations of comparative literature. One of the major failures is the presence of a developed functional
vocabulary and lack a structural (descriptive) terminology. For example, there are many names for various
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political institutions (Parliament, legislature, house of representatives, the government...), but there are far fewer
words to their definitions: "agency to...". The big problem is that many categories of Western science, developed
for understanding Western political dynamics, do not work in Asia, Africa, i.e. in the conditions of eastern
statehood.

In comparative political sciences there are the following types of comparative studies.

Case — study comparison. This type of comparison is used when one analyzes a country or any political
phenomenon in the background of the comparison with other countries. These are so-called "case-by-case"
studies. Not all scholars recognize comparative, because the comparison often appears in them no more than an
illustration, but the comparative the accent is present, which allows other scientists to consider them truly
comparable. Arend Lijphart identifies the following types of comparisons of this kind: first, interpretive research
"single case", which uses the existing theory for the description of the event; the second kind is the study of
individual cases to validate and confirm the theory; third, study of individual cases, for the production of
hypotheses; fourth, studies of deviant individual cases.

Case — study comparison is one of the most common types of comparative strategies, as evidenced by the
predominance of relevant publications.

Binary comparison. This research strategy of the two countries or any two political phenomena, allowing
identify common and special. There are two types of binary comparisons: indirect and direct. Indirect binary
comparison is studied is mainly one object, but the background or the context of the second depending on the
position of the researcher. A classic example of the indirect binary comparison is a study of democracy in the
United States of Alexis de Tocqueville. America is indirectly compared with France, it is the comparative context
gave the opportunity to the author vividly represent many aspects of American political practice. A direct binary
comparison is immediate and allows the researcher to include the orbit of the study of two countries at once.

A regional comparison. In this type of comparison compared regions or countries within the same region.
Researchers emphasized the fruitfulness of such a comparison, especially of countries in the same region, as they
allow you to solve a number of problems of comparison (comparability, equivalence, etc.). As a rule, in
comparative political science examines the countries of Western Europe, the Scandinavian countries, Latin
America, English-speaking countries, Central and Eastern Europe, republics of the former Yugoslavia, former
Soviet countries etc. However, the premise of similarity of countries in a region often leads the researcher from
possible finding a life of differences in the respective group of countries, which can serve as explanatory
variables.

John Matts gives the following guidelines for comparative analysis of similar countries, based on comparative
research in Latin America: first, it is necessary to limit the space domain, i.e., instead of looking at all of Latin
America, should be limited to a subregion - Central America, Southern cone, etc.; secondly, it is necessary to
focus not on macrotheories and middle range theories; third, to practice analytical eclecticism, to include in the
analysis of cultural variables together with economic, institutional and other; fourth, in order to avoid regional
provincialism its need to link regional study to global challenges and trends.

A global comparison. Although the interest in global comparisons based on large amount of empirical data and
the static material in the 1990 s declined, but still they constitute a separate species comparisons and. Feature of
global studies is that as the unit of analysis here is taken the entire political system, its established characteristics.
The ability to conduct global studies emerged in the 1960 s in connection with the development of comparative
statistics. The "third wave" of democratization once again forced to pay attention to global comparative analysis.
Currently, Russian scientists are working on a large project, "Political Atlas of modernity".

Cross - temporal comparison. Increasing importance in comparative studies is beginning to be given to time as
an operational variable. Time is included in the comparison to overcome the static character and reach the
dynamic level. One of the traditional types of cross-temporal comparison is defined as a synchronic comparison.
This strategy involves comparing the same country or different countries at different historical times. For
example, examine political dynamics of modern Africa and medieval Europe, Weimar Germany and the Federal
Republic of Germany, various revolutions, etc. the inclusion of the time variable gives rise to a number of
methodological problems, but they can be resolved. Stefano Bartolini suggested methods for their solution,
putting to use the two methodological traditions: a comparative study in space and in time.

There are a number of original approaches to the classification of the comparative study [4]. For example,
American political scientist G. Peters distinguishes such types of comparative studies: a comparative study of one
country; the comparative analysis of similar processes and institutions of a group of countries; comparison of the
typologies and classifications of the countries and groups of countries, and the internal structure of their political
systems; static or descriptive data analysis of groups of countries United by geography or on the basis of similarity
of paths of development, where they are subjected to testing of the hypothesis based on analysis of the relationship
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variables is taken from the group of samples; static analysis of all countries, which is based on an attempt to
highlight the model or relationships in the political systems of all types.

In conclusion, it should be said that a comparative political method allows setting what is the similarity, to
identify common features or to show how political objects are different. However, comparative policy analysis
allows: to develop a verifiable system of knowledge about the policy; to assess the political experience,
institutions, behavior and communications processes; predicting events, trends and conseguences.

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SOCIO - POLITICAL VIEWS OF ABU NASR AL-FARABI

Abstract

The study of socio-political views of al-Farabi acquires a greater relevance in contemporary context of increasing
democratic reforms, creation of a legal and secular state, approval of harmony in society. At this point, the study of al Farabi’s
political philosophy, especially his teachings on politics, freedom, happiness, the necessity of mutual aid among people, his
appeal to science, intellectual and moral perfection of human and society, are being overly actualized. Particularly, the concept
of political leadership of the thinker, his ideas about the virtuous society, justice, equality, keeping peace, preventing war,
condemnation of unjust wars, are relevant today. In this regard, political philosophy and ideas of the thinker can be a valuable
source for the political education of the younger generation.

Key words: Socio-political philosophy of Farabi, ethics, tracts, state, philosophy, motive, wisdom, humanity, saturated
society, "virtuous" and "ignorant” city, etc.

Introduction.The life and the work of great thinker of the Middle Ages is a rare example when an individual
plays a key role in the cultivation of an entire cultural tradition and public opinion’s shaping on the cultivation of
society. There are eminent names in the mankind’s history which have made significant contributions to the
development of various branches of knowledge, moreover, they were the founders of sciences and are considered
not only at the level of a domestic culture, but also in a global scale. These include al-Farabi. As the Kazakh
farabi-researchers denote, "enduring importance of al-Farabi’s legacy is determined by the fact that many of his
positions in the area of philosophy, sociology, logic, ethics, aesthetics, natural scientific ideas had a great
influence on the subsequent development of social and philosophical thought of the people not only the East, but
also of Europe in the Middle Ages and the Renaissance". Thus, al-Farabi can be regarded as a man of world, who
during the searching of knowledge and truth, managed to overcome the existing differences in ethnic, cultural,
linguistic, religious grounds. The proof of this is the fact that the philosopher despite being a native of the Turkic
lands, became famous as Arab-Muslim culture’s philosopher that deeply comprehended and popularized Greek
philosophy.

He is the author of about 160 tracts covering a wide variety of disciplines. The problems of sociology, ethics,
aesthetics, philosophy, logic, and others, which were relevant to that time took a great place in his writings. The
roots of his philosophy, socio-ethical and aesthetic studies were progressive, humanistic ideas of ancient Greek
thinkers. His writings had influenced to the development of the liberation movement, indigenous culture, on
folklore of the peoples of the Middle and Central East.

In the socio-political views of al-Farabi as a central place takes the concept of the state, which would be
headed by a group of people with the leader who must possess the highest wisdom, allowing to properly rule over
human society.

Although much time passed since the establishment of the political philosophy of al Farabi, his ideas and
political philosophy largely kept their value and are essential to modern society. Several tracts of Farabi are
devoted to public life doctrine ("Civil Policy", "Aphorisms of statesman", "Treatise on the views of the residents
of the virtuous city", "The way to happiness", "Designation of happiness ways" and other small tracts) [1].

Basing on the political and ethical ideas of the Greek philosophers, especially Plato and Aristotle, and using
social ideas of the ancient East, Farabi developed a coherent theory of social structure. In his opinion, virtuous city
(al-Madina, al fazila ) rulers are philosophers, acting both as the leaders of the religious community. In virtuous
cities it’s aspired to achieve true happiness for all people, dominated by goodness and justice, condemned
injustice and evil. Farabi opposed virtuous cities to ignorant cities (al- Madina, al- Jahiliyyah), where the rulers
and the people had no idea about the true happiness and do not aspire to it, and only focus on physical health,
pleasure and wealth [2].

"The tract about the views of the virtuous city’s citizens" - one of the most mature works of al-
Farabi. It was originated in 948 in Egypt. He expounded the doctrine of the virtuous city, which is headed by the
philosopher. Al-Farabi believes that the goal of human activity is the happiness that can be achieved only by
means of rational knowledge. Thinker identified society with the state. Society is the same as a human body. "The
virtuous city is like a healthy body, all the organs of which help each other in order to preserve the life of alive
being"[3]. Farabi creates the Doctrine of the virtuous city on the principles of Platonism, although Neo-Platonic
and construction elements of Aristotelian teachings cannot be underestimated. Like any ordinary ideas of his time,
the political concept of Farabi did not coincide with the theoretical acting canons of Arab culture, which focused
on real images of an Islamic caliphate [4].

In this respect one feature should be noted - "Civil policy" of Farabi develops and interprets Plato's thoughts
about virtue in the light of the Islamic worldview, but the justice of the society construction connects to the
education of citizens. Farabi says it this way: "By nature, every person is arranged so that for his existence and
achievement of highest perfection, he needs many things he cannot deliver himself and for the achievement of
which he needs the certain community of people delivering him separately anything from the set of what he
needs"[5].

Another feature of the political thoughts of Farabi is geopolitical implications (Geopolitics - the science on
controlling over the territory, over the laws of distribution and redistribution of spheres of influence (power
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centers) of different states and interstate associations. It belongs to the family socio-geographical sciences, as part
of the political geography). He, like Aristotle, connects politics with geography, but it complements the territorial
dimension, which contains not just a natural geographic component, but also the spatial and territorial factors that
are not the same. For example, human society of Farabi is "a combination of many people in one place of
residence ", which can only occur as a result of the cumulative effects of these factors [6].

Research methods. In this article, in order to reveal the politico-philosophical bases and theoretical
importance of Al-Farabi’s concept “virtuous city”, the author used as a scientific instrument the comparative-
theoretical methods of research. On top of that, researches of foreign and domestic scientists in this sphere were
used as one of the bases for this research. Hermeneutic, comparative, stylistic methods were used as well.

Main body. Farabi divides human society into separate nations, differing from each other by the following
differences: natural character, natural features (nature) and the language, ie speech. Thus, the foundation of
ethnogeny was based by Farabi on natural conditions (nature, character and language of nations), which, in his
opinion, are formed by geographical factors. In his great, medium and small societies are seen modern analogues
of empire, mono-ethnic countries and policies. At the same time the great, and medium and small societies, in
thinker’s point of view can be completely autonomous, politically independent, while providing maximum
opportunities for improving people in deeds and thoughts ( "perfect society" ), and the most "achievement"
according to Farabi was possessed by urban community .

Farabi classified urban communities ("City and Society™) by the following characteristics:

- "The city and society of necessity" - the aim of which is "to give mutual assistance in the acquisition (of that),
it is necessary for the existence and protection of the body ...";

- "The city and society of exchange - are those (people) who help each other in
achieving prosperity and wealth";

- "The city and society of meanness - these are where people help each other in getting sensual pleasures ...".

Farabi considers best city as Aristotle, "collective city ", the one where every citizen is completely free to do
what he wants. Its residents elect a ruler themselves who ruled them in accordance with the will of the people.

Perhaps, the idea of Farabi and unnatural sound naive in our understanding, but we should not forget the time
in which Farabi lived and under what conditions his political concept of the ideal city was evolved. Time of Farabi
was the time of the Arab Caliphate collapse and political instability, when every person deprived of state support
and protection, sought help and support in the family, neighbors, urban community. Therefore, thoughts of Farabi
based primarily on the most important considerations - the man and his problems. Based on this definition Farabi
divides society in the qualitative and quantitative traits : total - small - town society, people - average society, and
the society of humanity - large, and incomplete - family, village, city block. Perfection in human society is
achieved through the growth in the number of people connected to each other in unity.

Farabi sees the structure of society similar to structure of the universe and it has the biological nature of
human. Ruler’s functions are similar to the functions of doctor who treats the body. Though, ruler does not treat
the body but the soul. Here slips the idea that society is a spiritual community of people, although Farabi often
speaks about needs, supplies and division of labor. Home or cell of the social organism has three relationships:
husband and wife, master and servant, parents and children. Although Farabi calls family the most imperfect
society, but in genetic terms he considers it as a primary cell. He says that every nation characterized by three
characteristic features: a natural disposition (morality, tradition), the natural character (psychological
characteristics) and the related language [7].

Political ideals of Farabi are most clearly shown in comparing them to "virtuous" and "ignorant" cities as
follows: 1) the virtuous city, 2) ignorant city, 3) an immoral city and 4) a lost city (between the last two as a mid-
driven "fickle town "). Virtuous city is ideal. Ignorant city — is a reality, but, according to Farabi, it gives some
hope for improvement if to engage in education, find a wise ruler, etc. But even among the ignorant cities there
are those, to which al-Farabi gives preference as an opportunity to convert them to the path of virtue isn’t lost: " ...
educating of virtuous cities and virtuous guides most likely possible and easy [feasible] in collective and necessity
cities."

In accordance with Al-Farabi, in the city of ignorant, people never aspire to happiness, which represents the
highest spiritual perfection. Among benefits people of ignorant city know those, which are only apparently
benefits, such as bodily health, wealth, pleasure, freedom to indulge in passions, honor and greatness. Each of
these benefits seems to inhabitants of the ignorant city as the happiness, but the greatest happiness consists in
combining all of these benefits. Benefits that are opposite misery: body illness, poverty, lack of pleasure, inability
to follow their passions and lack of honor.
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The residents of necessity city are limited to those necessary things that are needed for the body existence:
food, drink, clothing, sexual intercourse and help each other in achieving this. In city of exchange residents help
each other in achieving prosperity and wealth, considering them as the purpose of life.

The residents of city of meanness and misery appreciate such enjoyment that would act on the senses and
imagination, tend to excite and soothe fun pastimes in all forms and manifestations.

The residents of ambitious city help each other, but only in order to be extolled, praised and to be discussed, to
be known to other people, for being glorified and exalted in word and deed, that they were in the magnificence
and splendor - either in the eyes of others or to each other.

Overbearing city residents crave subjugation of others, do not want to submit to anyone, and their efforts are
aimed to achieving the joy that brings victory.

The voluptuous city residents seek to ensure that each of them could freely do what he wants, does not restrain
his passion.

Farabi considers overbearing city as the lowest type of ignorant city. The philosopher sometimes called
collective city as a free city. It combines the features of all the cities: unites lowlands and uplands. At the same
time, having emphasized the integrity of public life, Farabi said that the types of cities do not exist in pure form.
The city's population consists of five categories: 1) the most worthy ones (feudal lords), 2) speakers - people
involved in science, art and spiritual activities, 3) measurer (officials and technical personnel), 4) warriors and 5)
richs.

Happiness - the central category of Farabi ethics — is not individual. In the virtuous city is fulfilled the people's
happiness, goodness, justice and beauty. "The city where unity of people has the aim of mutual help, which finds a
real happiness - is virtuous city and a society where people help each other in order to achieve happiness - is a
virtuous society. People living in cities where everybody helps each other in order to achieve happiness - is a
virtuous people. Therefore. the whole earth will become virtuous if people help each other to achieve
happiness”[8].

As a theoretical prototype city Farabi had a "Platonic State” - a social utopia of antiquity, but there are some
differences between "original" and "prototype". Just as Plato, Farabi divides people according to their native
public benefit activities. But his division does not create the impression of sharp inequalities among people, they
all have common goal - pursuing the happiness through self-improvement, it depends from the positions they
hold. Plato gives the ability of perfection to rulers, philosophers, and in a lesser extent to guard soldiers, others’
fate is to be an obedient tools in their hands, create wealth for them and for themselves and to have a first
opportunity to engage in contemplative activities.

Farabi compares teacher and head of the family with a ruler, but he is enough realistic to understand that the
education of citizens includes a moment of social, political, i.e. compulsion to fulfill social norms through the
violence, armed forces, courts, etc. In addition to the method of persuasion you may resort, according to Farabi, to
the "coercive methods used in relation to the rebellious and disobedient citizens and people who are not
encouraged to volunteer on their own and do not obey the orders, this method is also adopted in relation to those
who resists assimilation of theoretical knowledge, which they have begun to acquire.”

Subject of perfection of "the main member of the union city" is often a repeating theme in the work of Farabi.
"Virtuous" city-state of Farabi is a model of the best and natural communication in which a person can achieve the
highest good and decent life. Key features of this city are the order and high moral character of its inhabitants,
especially the rulers. Almost all of their formulated conditions, which must be satisfied by the ruler of a city, refer
to Islam. In truth, Farabi put policies in one line with Islamic legal doctrine and religious canons. This could be
seen as attempt to combine Greek philosophy with Islamic morality policy, the appeal to the analysis of power -
all this quite naturally approached the Arabic philosophy to studying of the state actually existed at the time - the
Arab Caliphate - in alliance with the Islamic legal doctrine.

Actual conditions of historical development, in which people were removed from the knowledge of the
culture, in which it played the role of an object rather than a subject of history, led to the vitality of the utopian
concept of "enlightened absolutism™, which became so influential in the European social philosophy of the XVIII
century. Thinkers from different ages harbored a keen interest in figure of politician and his moral or other
characteristics, but in different ways. Moral characteristics given by them are necessary for a statesman - the love
of truth, nobility, greatness of character, taken by themselves - are the ideal norm. In addition to reasons for
educational utopia relatively to monarch - culture hero, the state power in the East can be denoted as a specific
point. In virtuous state legislator-ruler or imam, spiritual mentor, connects the temporal power to the spiritual, a
philosophical ruler combines the advantages of the first, of the head: has the theory and is able to implement it.
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As you can see the virtuous city according to Farabi may exist due to certain structural organization - on the
basis of "virtuous " ideas of education, moral purity and residents’ decency, observing common canons of Islam,
which in today's geopolitics are sometimes treated not merely utopian and unreal, but also sometimes as a spiritual
position of Islamic fanaticism. But we should not forget that the "virtuous™ mind modern civilization founded by
thinkers such as Farabi and many other enlighteners, reformers, which sought to reorganize social life on a
reasonable basis, even idealistic utopian [9].

Dream , as well as utopia , gives to person the image of the desired future and a hope. In political philosophy,
this range of possibilities is sometimes reduced to a sharp line between positions. On the one hand , utopia is
interpreted as a "line of totalitarianism" aimed at the suppression of human freedom in the name of future
perfection , on the other hand - as the "principle of hope " without which human existence is meaningless. A point
of intersection of these trends is a person in his everyday existence. But this does not mean that dreams and utopia
, as a reasonable idea of the human mind can not ever be implemented.

In the center of the philosophical system of al-Farabi located the problem of man, his intellectual and moral
perfection, his desire to achieve freedom, to personal and social happiness, his search for a better future. Questions
of the origin and functioning of human society, the state, its types, forms of governance, the role and place of law,
principles of a virtuous state, as well as the necessary qualities and attributes for a man who endowed with
authority (political leader). All of that wasn’t actual only in past, many of his ideas have fundamental importance
today. In this regard, the study of political philosophy al-Farabi is very significant.

Developed by al-Farabi philosophical socio-political doctrine, based on rationalism and aimed at finding
devices fair and virtuous life, changing and transformation of existing devices on the political liberation of man,
the disclosure of his spiritual wealth and opportunity, the justification of humanism and a number of other
positions were the foundation on which was formed and approved on a Near and Middle East political
philosophy.

Living in conditions of medieval thought, al-Farabi wrote about more than higher forms of communication:
people, mankind, and the form of government - he thought it’s independent, sovereign and supreme in relation to
the nation. The basis of the organization of state apparatus puts the principle of hierarchy. Positions occupied by
people are not depending on the nobility and wealth, but on ability.

Ideas of Al-Farabi, though have not been realized in practice in the Middle Ages, though it was he who raised
the discussion of political issues and moral issues at the level of logical generalizations, thereby laying the
foundation for the beginning of a theoretical and methodological research in this area. Problems, which received
its impetus from the philosopher, occupied a very important place and enjoyed great influence in the philosophical
and political systems of his associates and subsequent thinkers, which are widely appealed to his teachings to
justify their theoretical ideas. His follower-scientists creatively developed his ideas in the new historical
conditions. It should be noted that the thinker’s followers’ political concepts represent progressive movement of
political philosophy on the uplink [10].

The study of political philosophy of al-Farabi acquires greater relevance in modern conditions strengthen
democratic reforms, creation of a legal and secular state approval harmony in society. In this respect, the study of
political philosophy of al-Farabi, especially his teachings on politics, freedom, happiness, the necessity of mutual
aid among people, his appeal to science, intellectual and moral perfection of man and society, overly updated.
Particularly, the concept of political leadership thinker, his ideas about the virtuous society, justice, equality,
preserving peace, preventing war, condemnation of unjust wars remain relevant today. In this regard, political
philosophy and ideas of the thinker can be a valuable source for the political education of the younger generation.

Conclusion. What should be the leader? This question has troubled many famous philosophers, from ancient
times. Plato believed that it should be a philosopher seeking knowledge, loving the truth and rejecting the lie,
because only he is able to see an orderly, ideal being, where there is no injustice location and enter it into the
social being. Antique thinker argued that only a governor can change the course of history and the presence of
such a person in the community will ensure the achievement of yet unrealized ideas. According to Plato, a
governor has a good memory, the ability to know and is friends with the truth, justice, courage and wisdom.

Following Plato, al-Farabi lists twelve innate qualities of the head of state, the imam, the Master. Let us
consider some of them in the context of the personal qualities of the First President of Kazakhstan Nursultan
Nazarbayev. In his speech in front of students in September 2010, he noted that we are building a virtuous city
that Al Farabi dreamed. According to al-Farabi, the first and most important thing is the quality of the head of the
virtuous city - "absolutely perfect bodies, which powers are well adapted to carry out the actions they have to
perform®.
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In other words, the head of state should have good health, or, as the Kazakh proverb "the first wealth is health".
We know that our President is actively involved in sports such as tennis, golf, athletics, skiing, lead a healthy
lifestyle and focuses its propaganda, especially among young people. It should be noted that this trend is typical
for many heads of all modern countries in the world.

It is noteworthy that in the same speech, the President noted that our country's universities have excellent
sports facilities and encourages students and teachers to engage in sports and take an active part, following the
example of universities in the world, famous for its magnificent sports teams, in the universiade and sports
movements. We should note that among the world universities that pay more attention to the development of
sport, our university - Kazakh National University named after al-Farabi is also included.

Al-Farabi emphasizes that the head of the virtuous city should be able to understand the nature of the fine and
imagine all that he said, comprehending spoken to him in accordance with what the speaker has in mind, and with
the way things are in themselves. This according to al-Farabi is perfect quality of mind. Nazarbayev has excellent
knowledge in various fields of economy, science and the arts, and always shows a great understanding of the
actual problems of these spheres. For example, we have often witnessed how he was having a wonderful memory,
when they meet with the youth - scholarship "Bolashak" representatives of business structures, and well-known
writers, poets, actors, always he reminded them about the issues discussed at previous events.

Al-Farabi notes that the governor should have an expressive style and be able to state quite clearly all that he
conceived, to love learning and knowledge, achieving it easily without getting any fatigue from studying. It is well
known how the art of oratory has our president, freely and clearly express his thoughts on the Kazakh and Russian
languages equally. He constantly heads to knowledge, pays special attention on philosophy. The President is the
author of "In the flow of history"”, "Epicenter of Peace", "Ten years equal to the centennial,” "In the Heart of
Eurasia", "Kazakhstan's way", and other fundamental works.

It is necessary to focus on another imam’s quality which is said by Al Farabi: determination at fulfilling of
what he considers is necessary, at the same time be brave and not cowardice.

We can conclude that the philosophical doctrine of al-Farabi was and remains relevant at all times, the
development of human society and every modern man will find in it answers to his concerns on all issues of
society and individual development.

It is also true that today's political initiatives in the form of the national idea "Eternal Nation" is in contact with
the great scientist's ideas. Since 1997 the President of Kazakhstan gives to people a political messages and
guidelines. National idea "Eternal Nation" appeals first and foremost to the entire nation, to all citizens of
Kazakhstan, which has done by al-Farabi in his time with his works. We can say with certainty that the idea of
"Eternal Nation" is a logical continuation of Plato's ideas about the ideal state and the teachings of Al-Farabi on
the virtuous city.

To achieve happiness, according to al-Farabi, residents of virtuous city should strive for humanity and
discipline that will enable them to be happy in both worlds. In other words, it means the relationship and unity of
the inhabitants of the virtuous city. The same can be said with regard to the construction of "Eternal Nation". The
future of our country and the state depends on each citizen of Kazakhstan, on his relation to himself, his family
and his country. Unified national idea "Eternal Nation™ should be close to people of all ages, across national,
linguistic and religious differences. "Eternal Nation" is a national idea in the first place of all Kazakhstan at home
and dream of all of our great ancestors.
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MODERNIZATION AND VALUES: NATIONAL AFFAIRS

Abstract

This article reveals the role of political modernization in the value dimension. Today the notion of "political
modernization™ and "value" is one of the main criteria of relevance in the domestic political science. Their essences, should be
the subject of lively discussions due to the lack of attention of scientists to the axiological problems of political science and
their interrelations and influence on the political process, are insufficiently researched. Undoubtedly, the main direction of
political modernization of the Republic of Kazakhstan is the democratization of the political system, which implies the
formation and development of its own model of democracy, since the theoretical and practical framework for understanding
democracy as an ideal-typical concept and form of state structure has settled in modern political science. In democracy
specific socio-political criteria are laid down, on which one can analyze the development, conservation and regress of the
democratic process that take place in a particular state. Modernization includes various public spheres. In fact, modernization
is the implementation of comprehensive reform in such areas as: social, economic, cultural, political. Moreover, there are own
transformations in each individual sphere.

The category of "modernization" in Kazakhstan's political theory at the very beginning was based on the idea
of reforming society on the so-called Western model. In the future, this approach to the modernization process
was revised. In practice, it turned out that the transformation of society by the Western model is not so effective
and effective. Scientists, practitioners came to the conclusion that the implementation of the processes of
transition to modern society requires objective prerequisites.

In addition, the view of a set of a number of prerequisites for modernization has also been significantly
corrected. A certain group of researchers for the modernization process proposed the idea of the need for
technological aspects. Some scholars have paid close attention to the mandatory presence of institutions of
democracy. An important role was also determined for the economy. It is noteworthy that the socio-cultural
conditions for modernization have also gained some support among practitioners.

It is clear that the more reliable in conducting successful radical changes is the consideration of all objective
and subjective prerequisites in the process of socio-political modernization. This will avoid the modernizing
country's social and socio-political upheaval.

In the process of political modernization, it is important to maintain a key priority, namely, the universal values
of a modern democratic society. A departure from democratic values should not be explained by national and
other specific features of a particular country. Democratic values: the rule of law, civil society, the middle class,
market economy, private property, healthy competition, pluralism, multi-party system, non-governmental sector
and public organizations are necessary for the implementation of such a democratic modernization of the state.

For the successful implementation of modernization, it is important to have a policy and strategy for
fundamental change. Modernization is far from painless processes, which is important to understand. This process
is accompanied by some difficulties. This side of the reform processes is natural for the transition from traditional
societies to modern ones.

The theory of modernization covered all spheres of a social life. It was assumed that each of their existing
spheres of society should undergo modernization. Economic modernization itself meant the development and
application of high technologies, which would be based on a solid scientific basis for research. Economic
modernization implied the use of highly efficient energy sources, deepening the process of labor differentiation,
the development and implementation of a broad market of goods, services, money, the existence of incentives for
the further creation of technological and organizational innovations.

However, it should be noted that already in the 60s of the XX century some researchers proposed to abandon
the principle of technological determinism. Attempts to reduce modernization only to technological development
received sharp criticism. In the mainstream of these conceptual debates, the idea arose of the primacy of the
development of the level of education, the growth of human capital.
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If we talk about the social sphere of society, its modernization was defined as a clear specialization of people,
public and state institutions by the genus of their activities. Moreover, the emphasis was on the rejection of
traditional division based on discriminatory signs. Social modernization should not depend on gender, age, origin,
personal ties, membership of a particular social group, etc. At the forefront are requirements of a more rational
nature, namely personal characteristics, educational level, qualifications, etc. Modernization of the social structure
proposed the construction of horizontal equal relations, and the replacement of vertical hierarchical relations of
subordination. The role and functions of the individual, the family, and the demographic structure are reviewed.

Cultural, or, as it is also called, spiritual modernization presupposed the differentiation of cultural and value
systems, norms, orientations. In addition, this type of modernization was associated with the rejection of
traditional values, and the increased role of individualism, the rationalization of consciousness and behavior based
on scientific achievements.

Finally, political modernization also implied the implementation of certain principles. Among them, one can
single out the need to strengthen the central authority, and at the same time preserve its division into three main
branches. The implementation of the modernization process must take place in conditions of public harmony and
stability. Preservation of these priorities will also contribute to the successful process of shaping a modern society.

One of the most important conditions for the political modernization of traditional societies is the
establishment and development of democracy and its fundamental principles, as well as the dissemination of its
values in the general population. Of course, this process has also determined the process of transforming the level
of political culture and consciousness of citizens.

The Russian scientist Y. B. Shestopal quite rightly notes that two major types of obstacles stand in the way of
the emergence of a modern democratic system of power in all its branches: objective (economic crisis,
imperfection and immaturity of political institutions and legislative base) and subjective mentality, authoritarian
traditions of political culture [1].

Among other things, modernization theorists were fully aware of the fact that the modernization process in
different countries will be carried out in different ways. In some traditional societies, the causes of modernization
are ripening from within, and in others it will be carried out under the external influence of modern societies. In
addition, the pace of modernization itself is very different. The reason for this may be a variety of objective and
subjective factors. For example, the absence of civil society, as the most important feature of modern society, will
create serious difficulties on the way of modernization. And so, in principle, there can be with every missing
principle forming a modern society.

It should be noted that in the existing theories of modernization, a major role is assigned to political
institutions, leadership issues, and the state in the process of transition from a traditional society to a modern one.
At the same time, the problems of the social subject of the modernization process were considered.

It is important to note that the main conclusion of theorists is that the success of reform depends on whether
the subjects of modernization can ensure and maintain stability in the process of renewal of society and the state.
Thus, stability is a certain cornerstone of the transition from a traditional society to a modern one, and only if it is
available will this process be effective.

It should be noted that when studying the modernization process on the experience of specific countries in
Asia, Africa and Latin America, many researchers came to the conclusion that not always the existing values and
norms of traditional society can impede the process of renewal. Successful modernization, transition from
traditional society to modern in specific countries was very significant. Harmonious interweaving, mutual support
of existing traditional values and new principles of the transformation of society contributed to the achievement of
its own unique result.

Highlighting the variety of paradigms of understanding the term “modernization™ it would be important to
briefly consider the most common and main models of modern modernization and transformation of political
systems, economic, social conditions of life and development of the state and society:

- First, the classical model of organic modernization;

- Secondly, a delayed or inorganic model of modernization;

- Third, belatedmodernization;

- Fourth, the forced modernization model. The urgency and scientific need for a brief examination of these
models of modern modernization is determined by the fact that each of them represents its interpretation and
content of the concept of "modernization”. Moreover, each of the models in its own way defines and explains the
role and influence of traditional and universal values on the development and implementation of modernization.

The theory of modernization allowed to generalize the standards in the field of economy, politics, culture,
inherent in modern societies, and to which traditional social systems also turned. Standards such as the
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introduction of a market economy, economic growth, the development of high technologies, the raising of the
level of education, the formation of democratic principles of life, have become truly universal values. Thus, in a
complex study of the problem of modernization, it is proposed to disclose its essential characteristic through
recognizing it as an integral part, a function of political development. The world experience of political
development clearly reveals a tendency towards modernization and, more recently, post-modernization of specific
countries of the international community. The process of modernization takes place simultaneously in the
aggregate of universal expansion of economic, cultural, and political cooperation.

Revealing the basic theoretical content of the conceptual bases of the study of political modernization in the
value dimension, it is necessary to proceed to the disclosure of the following concept of "value".

As you know, values fulfill the functions of social, normative, political and legal regulators of public life and
people’'s behavior in society. The normative-political function of values makes them a special subject of socio-
political research in political science.

In this regard, it should be noted that the world of values in socio-political science consists of assessments,
dimensions, values, value criteria and corresponding hierarchies.

All the diversity of human activity, social and political relations and included in their range of natural
phenomena acts as "object values" as objects of value relations, that is, evaluated in terms of good and evil, justice
and injustice, truth and untruth, duty or irresponsibility, Conscience or callousness, beauty or disgrace, accessible
or forbidden, fair or unjust, etc.

The Kazakh researcher V.Kh. Baymurzaeva believes that "in the context of the transition of society to market
relations and the radical changes taking place in our country and in the world as a whole, the need for a deep
political understanding of these problems has intensified and is the imperative of the times. Today, Kazakhstan's
experience shows that the total Kazakhstani values have a specific historical content. In this regard, it should be
emphasized that the study of general Kazakhstani values is important, relevant and priority for the Republic of
Kazakhstan "[2].

However, before to explore the common-Kazakhstan values we will study the conceptual apparatus of the
category of "value".

In Greek, "axios" means "value." Value is for a person all that has for him a certain value, personal or social
meaning. The word "value™ was well known already to the ancient Greeks. However, it was only in the twentieth
century that philosophers began to develop the doctrine of values, because man did not immediately realize his
own position in the world, but only in the New Times. It was during this period that the first concepts of values
appeared.

The concept of "value" is widely used in the philosophical, social, legal psychological and political sciences to
refer to certain socio-political and cultural phenomena of human reality, that is, being.

By means of a political analysis of the theoretical and methodological aspects of the concept of "value", one
can come to the conclusion that the value is:

1) interest, belief, representation of the subject;

2) an object, phenomenon, material or ideal in its substratum, capable of satisfying the need;

3) ability, potential function;

4) the functioning of the object as a means of satisfying the need, i.e. Its real significance;

5) the phenomenon of a special reality, arising as a result of the interaction of the properties of objects and the
needs directed at them. Since socio-political values, refracted through the prism of individual life activity, enter
into the psychological structure of each person in the form of personal values. At the same time, the world of
people and values in social and political science is viewed from assessments, value criteria and the corresponding
hierarchies. [3]

As the political history of many countries shows, value systems are formed and transformed in the
evolutionary development of society. This can be fully projected into Kazakhstan society. At the same time, in the
evolutionary process of the development of a given society, an own model of the value system is being formed,
which has an important human and cultural significance. This can be fully projected, for example, into a system of
general Kazakhstani values, as components of universal human values. [4]

Kazakhstan people have a specific system of hierarchies of social and political values, which acts as a link
between the tradition, mentality, culture of society and the spiritual world of the individual, between the public
and individual, national and national life. At the same time, in our opinion, the values of a single person fulfill the
function of promising strategic life goals and motives of life activity, the realization of which is expressed in the
contribution of the personality of every Kazakhstani to culture, the formation of new objectified forms of values.
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Consequently, the interaction of the personality of every Kazakhstani and the society is constantly realized in
permanent mutual transitions of social, political and personal values. Thus, social and political values are
fundamental norms of social life, ensuring the integrity of socio-political systems, which is expressed in the
importance of the existence and development of material and spiritual goods of society. In this case, one should
take into account such a fact as the transition from one state to another. According to the prominent Kyrgyz
scientist and diplomat Zh. Saadanbekov, the entire world community is in a transitional state. This stage, when
one should expect new important discoveries in science, technology, economic and social management,
psychology of communication and a sense of peace that can lead to global changes. Many elements, for example,
economics, information systems and communications, science and education, for the most part acquire an
increasingly deeper international dimension. But the resulting benefits are not distributed evenly, but depending
on the place in which the countries or whole systems are located in the world. One can not but agree with the
scientist's opinion that the leading powers are gradually creating a system for managing global processes.
Therefore, if the Commonwealth of Independent States (CIS) does not want to remain on the margins of the world
economy, it needs to realistically assess its capabilities in a new geopolitical and economic configuration and, with
consistency on fundamental issues, focus on reserves and opportunities for common development. The era of
integration civilization is coming [5]. This, in our opinion, can not but exert its influence on the modernization
processes in the post-Soviet states, including the Republic of Kazakhstan.

Summarizing the above, we can summarize that there are several most important concepts of understanding
the term "modernization”.

The liberal trend perceives modernization as a social decision and action, when changes and reforms are
initiated and implemented by the citizens themselves, civil society. The opposite of it is conservative.
Conservative scientists stand on the position that modernization should take place under the control of the state,
political authorities, government. In many ways, this concept is similar to the principles of constructivism, when
all the values and traditions of society are under state control. Modernization, as well as social values and
traditions, are the same projects and programs of state development, strengthening and security as economic,
social, ethnic policy. However, it is obvious that the complexity of managing public processes, the
implementation of public management tasks, control can not develop within the framework of only one concept.
In this area, the universality and acceptability of political, social reality are required, which impose their
conditions and requirements.

Political modernization of the democratization of social processes, systems and institutions of public
administration, decision-making inevitably encounters internal constraints, both traditions and values. Western,
universal values of liberalization are particularly hard to deal with, create risky situations in societies. Who
experience periods of transformation, have special cultural, ethnic, religious traditions, customs and morals. Not
an exception, and modern Kazakhstan, where elements of liberalization of the political system, democratization
come up against the internal objective conditions of traditional values, the ideals of statism and collectivism.

Thus, modernization, as an objective and inevitable process and demand of the modern world community, the
competitiveness of modern states, economies, is a phenomenon that affects every state and society. However,
modernization, as a development process, inevitably has internal risks and dangers. The conflict of values is an
objective consequence and an associated element with modernization. The issue of modernization is particularly
closely linked to the processes of globalization, which also challenges national states and societies to address the
associated problems and risks of internal exclusion and conflict. The issue of the ratio of modernization and values is
especially relevant for Kazakhstan. The economic crisis, social instability, the reduction of traditional jobs, and the
decrease in the incomes of the population increase the risk of conflicts of values between citizens. Strengthening
social separation between rich and poor citizens increases the dangers of a value confrontation between those who
support the economic policies of the state and those who oppose opposition. All this strengthens political scientists,
the elite, and statesmen in the idea of the need for accelerated political reform and modernization.

Introduction. Authors of the monograph “Ethnicity and race: designing of identity in the changing world”
D.Hartman and S. Cornell have investigated in their work the problem of ratio, the concepts of ethnicity and race
of modern conditions. They have carried out the deep analysis of the opinions, expressed by the predecessors,
explained assimilation and pluralism, emergence of the new directions. Authors have drawn the conclusion about
the concepts and the cornerstone of life in the society, explained such phenomena as genocide, discrimination,
opposition of various forces, formulation of the demands of the various forces. At the same time, these categories
showed the insignificant. Only the sense and the activity of people are important. Further they wrote, that in the
XXI-st century the particular importance has the maintenance of ethnicity and race, as representatives of ethnic
and racial groups [1] are really necessary.

Methods. At the basics of the methodology of this article the dialectic method, exempted from a materialistic
or idealistic monism, and based on pluralistic, multiple line interdependence of all public phenomena, with
reference to results of ethnographic and ethnological researches is applied. Also the method of the sociopolitical
analysis of problems of ethno political ways and tools of ethno policy in the USA and EU countries was used.

Results. The conducted research allows us to mark out theoretical aspects of studying of ethnicity and self-
identification, which have concentrated in several main directions. Lack of a consensus literally on all questions
reflects complexity and discrepancy of the considered phenomena and processes, connected with ethnicity.
Special relevance of this perspective is connected with a modern situation in the multiethnic communities which
have faced problems of cohabitation of representatives of culturally various ethnic groups having own interests,
other than others. The American people aren't super ethnos. In a phase of break of the Western European super
ethnos the new ethnos has consisted of the most passion representatives of Protestant ethnos of Europe - British
and Dutch super activists, activity, and world religious, which couldn't be shown in the homeland, has departure to
the North America, their descendants have destroyed Indians (now they are called “the first nations”), and have
formed rather monolithic ethnos - Yankee Americans, mostly ardent Protestants.

Discussion. The USA represents the classical empire in the transition phase from inertia to an obscuration,
which in fact has no borders, and only provinces, the earth of federate (allies) and barbarians, who struggled
against. What connects all these super ethnos in uniform state education, it is the natural dollar force, American
way of life, when the representatives of these super ethnos have refused from mentality and life style. All this
quite important in the number of the regions of the USA, several alien super ethnic, ethnos, coexisted in one
ecological sicle. It is the direct road to an ethnic chimera. And we would like to say, that the USA becomes anti-
system, created and maintenances the anti-system in the modern conditions [2, P.202].

The importance in rooting of ethnics to the USA is played by adaptation, which represents the process of
mutual adaptation between culture and the external environment, directed to survival and stability of the social
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system. In narrow biological sense adaptation means, that the organism undergoes changes in the form and
behavior, which lead to acquisition of the qualities, giving the chance to survive in the certain conditions. In the
context of anthropology, adaptation means that “the culture is a product of interaction between the external
environment and the strategy of activity, special technology of development of natural resources, economy and
social structure” [3, P.36].

Thus, adaptation is a process or result (both treatments are admissible), establishment of such way of
interaction between the people and the environment, which allows the people to survive in this environment (even
in the conditions of ethnologist extreme), and raise the number of people, at least, would remain stable. The
culture is the main mechanism of adaption of the human collectives to the environment. Such behavior models
contain the culture, which gives the chance to get them to livelihood, to build dwellings, to make clothes in the
most rational way for the available geographical and climatic conditions. These behavioral models pass from
father to son in the course of socialization. These behavior models, which are directly connected with the process
of life support of ethnos, are the main subject of studying as manifestation of adaptation of human society to the
environment. Quoting A. Coen, one may say, that adaptation is a process, “by means of which the person has an
opportunity to productively use for satisfaction of the requirements the habitat™ [4, P.6].

“Two main adaptive aspects of culture” are most often distinguished: they are connected with transformation
of energy potential of the environment into food. Each culture has the main food manufacture strategy and special
models of distribution of food among the members of the society. The measure of domination of food
manufacture strategy corresponds with other aspects of the culture, differently estimated by different
anthropologists; however, obviously degree of efficiency of the social union depends on the strategy of life
support. Thus, each culture can be interpreted as the strategy of human adaptation and element of unique social
model, as means for receiving the habitat of the maximum energy.

As the prof. G.S. Gadzhiyev notes, ‘“For the USA the problem consists in the definition of the status of a super
state, the terms of school of the great military-political power, capable to coexist and interact as equals with other
great powers. Therefore it is very difficult for Washington to study the lessons of history and to draw conclusions,
adequate to the created situation” [5, P.211].

As recommendations about improvement of ethno policy we would like to formulate the following rules:

1. The accounting of ethnic factors in the foreign policy, interstate (external) factors on politicization of
concrete ethnic manifestations.

2. Completing of states governments (officials), taking into account the representatives of ethnic groups.

3. Refusal of a habit to see the minorities as some kind of “whipping boys”.

4. Granting an opportunity of the minorities to define the problems of self-government and the strategy of the
development.

5. To distribute funds, allocated for these groups, through ethnic groups.

6. The support of national political parties the ethnic groups.

7. The union of political leaders in the center with ethnic leaders of crisis regions.

But obviously one of important role of the state in the sphere of ethno policy means the sufficient tools for
deduction of the situation in constructive framework and prevention of the transition to destructive phase. Skill of
the order resources with the ethnic aspects is not the problem of only transitional and developing countries. In the
USA the black middle class can exist only with assistance of the government. Therefore it is quite justified by
ideological means to introduce in public consciousness the idea of exemplary ethno groups.

The policy in education is especially significant. It is a principle question of subsidizing of ethnic schools,
national cultures. Quality education for all means the state system against formation of stagnant and explosive
“periphery”. Besides, at city schools the culture of violence, turned on ethnic groups, was formed. Schools can
quite protect the children from ethnic prejudices; there is an experience (studied by ethno sociologists) of the
solution of these problems at schools on the basis of modeling, designing of the ethno national relations in the
concrete community.

The way of formation of ethnic consciousness as culture problem, is an aim of training and education by the
means and forms of permission and the prevention of the conflicts. Teaching at universities is quite able to reveal
and open psychological, cultural manifestations of ethnicity, side of the corresponding policy and behavior of
institutes of the civil society, to train leaders of mass media and to form their ideology. Educational institutes are
urged to act as suppliers of personnel from among ethnic groups in the government.

The European Union is one of the most successful integration educations in the modern world, uniting 24
states, producing 28% of world GDP with the population about 405 million people. In process of deepening of
economic and political integration the European Union strengthens the status on the international scene and
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already considered by experts in the context of problems of global leadership in spite of the fact, that the status of
the EU as the consolidated geopolitical player wasn't created fully yet. Possessing advanced economy, democratic
political systems, powerful scientific and technological potential and the developed system of social guarantees
for the citizens, the EU is an attractive pole of partnership for the significant amount of the countries of so-called
“third world”. At the same time the association of significant amount of the national states causes’ existence of
complex institutional structure, becomes more difficult for them to react to new calls. In the conditions of arising
contradictions between the members EU faces the difficult stage of the integration: definition of strategic
reference points in the political and economic areas in new geopolitical realities.

At the current moment the most significant problems of the development of the European Union are: the
problem of immigration and adaptation of immigrants in the European countries, the problem of economic
integration of countries of Eastern Europe after their accession to the EU, the problem of improvement of
economy of Germany is the great problem of possible accession of Turkey to alliance.

Migration becomes one of the most important social phenomena of the modern world. By estimates of the UN,
about 200 million people from seven-billion world's population (about 3%) are immigrants. The phenomenon of
migration exists long ago, however only recently it began the most important problem of domestic and
international policy, especially in the developed countries, where inflow of illegal immigrants is swept more and
more up.

Formation of multiethnic society faces certain problems. In many EU countries natives of families of the
African or Asian immigrants, are given birth in Europe, don't feel completely involved in this country, and many
residents of EU countries continue to carry out the distinctions between the citizens of the European origin and
other persons.

Especially it should be noted that the European immigration of the end of XX-the beginning of the XXI-st
century is accurately divided into two parts: 1) remigration; 2) inflow of the population from the undeveloped
countries, close to Europe. Among ten national groups, delivering the greatest number of immigrants to EU
countries in 1996, the origin only Turks were not European; the first three places in this list belongs to the
repatriated Germans, persons of the British origin and natives of the countries of the former Soviet Union.

The largest and developed cities of the countries of the West most often are exposed to the most quick and
radical changes. In recent years the research scholars noted the increase of the degree of social inequality, an
aggravation of the cultural and ethnic conflicts, strengthening of political instability in the modern megalopolises.
In order to prevent of this threat, it is necessary to turn back process of impoverishment of mass segments of the
population [6, P.12].

According to the opinion of the corresponding member of the National Academy of Sciences, the Doctor of
Philosophy, professor R.B. Absattarov, “accumulation and an aggravation of the social contradictions in the post-
industrial countries can lead to emergence of the conflicts which will have far bigger value for destinies of
mankind, than succession of events on the world periphery” [7, P.185]. It is well known, that the large cities are
the place, where the large number of people lives in close contact with each other, in close interrelation and where
there are the majority of social problems. In the developed countries megalopolises have appeared in the face of
serious changes in social, ethnic and demographic structure, and also in the lifestyle in connection with the big
inflow of immigrants from the white countries which aren't adapted to new social and cultural reality today
[8, P.83].

Conclusion. Summing up, in the conclusion, we need to stress, that the ethno policy in the USA and EU
countries doesn't represent something uniform, stiffened, and immovable. In accordance with the different
approaches, constantly become outdated, others are corrected; symbolical reflection of the problems of ethnicity
in terminology of media is specified: not “nation”, but “country”, not “international”, but “interstate” relations, not
“national”, but “international” tensions, not “national”, but state “‘construction”, etc.

This article examines the modernization of politics, which is descriptive of the political integration of peoples in relation to
economic, historical, language, culture, social psychology, and various factors, as a multi-component structure associated with
a single geographical center.

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COOPERATION BETWEEN KAZAKHSTAN AND THE USA IN THE FIELD
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Abstract

The article is devoted to cooperation between Kazakhstan and the USA in the field of education and science. It is not
without reason that subject of the article is related to education, because education is the priority direction of social policy in
developed countries. The importance of education for the entire population of the state and society has been recognized in
many countries for a long time. And example for that is the education system in the United States because it is a leading
country in this field. Education policy has a number of basic principles: the ability and responsibility in the field of education,
highly qualified staff, continuing investment in education. According to the basic principles we can say that the US education
system is integrity — «education - the society». The author emphasizes that the education policy of the USA in Kazakhstan
was launched in 1992 in accordance with the Act of the US government. During the years of cooperation a solid legal
framework has been formed between States. Much attention is paid to the academic exchange programs - FLEX, UGRAD,
TEA, JFDP, FULBRIGHT, IREX, ADA, BOLASHAK. Cooperation in the field of science was carried out with the support
of the Soros Foundation. The author believes that the above-mentioned programs have made an enormous contribution to the
development of the Kazakh-American relations in the field of education and science.

Introduction

Since gaining independence, Kazakhstan has been actively involved in the globalization process.
Consequently, the state felt the need to introduce reforms in various spheres of life, because it faced
unprecedented problems in almost all areas, among which education was allocated in a special way. The collapse
of the social status of science and education entailed the outflow of cadres from the scientific sphere and a
reduction in the number of scientists. Hence the modernization of the educational system through cooperation
with developed countries and the introduction of new foreign experience was the first task set by the Kazakh
government.

All this became the reason for appealing for help to foreign states, in particular the USA, in order to improve
the educational sector. In turn, the United States, wishing to establish its influence in the countries of Central Asia,
could not release from its control such an important sphere as education [1, p.65].

The state promoted the creation of private higher educational institutions, implemented international
educational cooperation, and also initiated the financing of research centers. This situation was due to socio-
economic changes, the transition to market relations, which entailed the need to recruit new people with
knowledge that meet international standards.

Thus, Kazakhstan began to negotiate and establish a relationship in the educational sphere with such world
leaders as the USA, Canada, countries of Western Europe, Japan, etc. Multifaceted cooperation between
Kazakhstan and the United States was an important factor in the development of education, as various educational
programs were adopted during the negotiations, within the framework of which the training of highly qualified
specialists was actively conducted.

Discussion

In the era of the bipolar system, higher education in the Soviet Union was subordinated to the requirements of
various ministries and departments, and it prevented the formation of unemployment in the state creating a state
order. At the same time, the problem of professional personnel shortage was solved, as the migration of working
population occurred throughout the territory of the USSR - depending on professional demand and educational
proposals. However, after the collapse of the Union, states formed on the post-Soviet space began to implement
their educational policies, create specialized ministries of education and science, and form an educational base,
taking into account the specificities and needs of own countries.

The sphere of education includes some activities of educational institutions for the implementation
ofinternational experiencein the education and science of Kazakhstan. In the significantly strengthened
Kazakhstan in comparison with the period of the 1990 s, the problem of education is still a topical issue today. At
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the early stage of independence, the republic required highly skilled personnel, who would carry out important
reforms and adequately represent national interests on the world stage.

In 1992, the US Congress adopted the Freedom Support Act, which dealt with educational policy in the area of
the former Soviet Union. This document was aimed at improving mutual understanding between the peoples of
the United States and other countries [2]. The educational policy of the USA in Kazakhstan began to be realized in
1992 in accordance with the adopted Act of American Government. Initially, the contractual base was developed
between the Kazakh-American government, conditions were negotiated, certain requirements were specified for
participating contestants.

In this period of relations, Kazakh-American educational cooperation is carried out on the basis of the
Agreement between the Ministry of Education and Science of the Republic of Kazakhstan and the Peace Corps of
the United States of May 3, 2000, as well as the Memorandum of Understanding between the Ministry of
Education and Science of the Republic of Kazakhstan and the Peace Corps in Kazakhstan from 5 November,
2008.

Academic Programs

Academic programs were introduced for teachers, students, schoolchildren, as well as representatives of public
organizations. The first non-profit FLEX program for high school students was initiated by Senator Bill Bradley.
This initiative was approved by the US Congress and was seen as a tool for establishing mutual understanding
between the American and Kazakh cultures.

Particular attention should be paid to the fact that FLEX was funded by the US government through the US
State Department. All participants in this program live in American families and study in American secondary
schools for one academic year. This program gives high school students a unique opportunity to learn more about
American culture and tell more about their culture. Finalists of the program are selected according to the "open
competition™ system, which consists of three rounds. The first and second testing tours are held in many regional
centers from the beginning of September till October. The first selection round is a fifteen-minute English test, the
second round is a two-hour English test and the composition, the third round is an interview in English and filling
out the questionnaire [3, p.53-54].

The FLEX exchange program for the period of its existence provided more than 2,000 grants to schoolchildren
from Kazakhstan. In the FLEX program for the 2017-2018 academic years one hundred grants were allocated for
Kazakhstan to participate in program. The administration of the program is the responsibility of the American
Council for International Education ASPRYAL / ACCELS with the support of the Ministry of Education and
Science of the Republic of Kazakhstan. The purpose of this program is the generation of new generations of
leaders. At the end of the program, the graduates return home with purposes and being motivated to develop a
trusting relationship between Kazakhstan and the United States. In addition to FLEX within the framework of
Kazakh-American educational cooperation, there are also exchange and academic programs. For example, the
Eurasian Student Exchange Program - UGRAD, the Teacher Development Improvement Program for Teachers of
Secondary Schools - TEA, the Internship Fellowship Program for Professors from Eurasia and Southeast Europe -
JFDP, the Fulbright Program, the Inclusive Education Scholarship Program Americans with Disabilities Act.

The UGRAD program is aimed a student exchange, in which students are given the opportunity to complete
one academic semester without obtaining a degree in US educational institutions. This program is supervised by
the Bureau of Educational and Cultural Programs of the US Department of State, administered by the American
Council for International Research and Exchanges, lyrrix. The TEA program is a program to improve teaching
excellence, providing a unigue opportunity for secondary school teachers for the benefit of continuing education
in the subject taught. TEA consists of a six-week advanced training program at US universities. This program
includes courses and intensive trainings on the methodology of teaching, the creation of curricula, the use of
computers in the learning process as tools in the learning process. JFDP is aimed an internship at American
universities. Also, this program gives them the opportunity to introduce alternative methods of teaching strategy.
Today the FULBRIGHT program is one of the most recognized and prestigious programs in the world. More than
hundreds of graduates who have studied under this program hold high positions in politics, education and
journalism. The American International Council for Research and Exchanges IREX annually provides citizens of
Kazakhstan with training in US universities through two programs: under the MUSKIE program, university
graduates, as well as teachers can study in master’s, under the Global UGRAD program, students study for 2
academic semesters. The ADA Inclusive Education Scholarship Program enables participants from countries such
as Kazakhstan, Ukraine, India and Armenia to participate in a 6-week intensive program of a wide range.

In addition, in the first period of cooperation, the Center for Kazakh Studies at the University of Kentucky was
opened, where the history, language and traditions of Kazakh people were studied. The task of the center was to
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organize joint round tables and conferences. The United States, in turn, sent teachers and scholars in various fields
to Kazakhstani universities. For example, the sent teachers opened the Kazakh-American College at the East
Kazakhstan State University.

By the time and the rapprochement between the two countries, the number of students that were sent to the
United States in the framework of international educational programs was gradually increasing. Due to the fact
that Kazakhstan chose the path of a market economy based on the model of competitive and sustainable
development of the country, the need for specialists in the field of industrial-innovative development, information
technologies, as well as humanitarian education and science was constantly growing.

Therefore, for the specialties associated with the above directions, the countries of training that apply advanced
technologies in the sectors of economy have been identified. So, the United States came to the forefront of
cooperation. According to world experts in the field of education, Kazakhstan remains the leader among the
countries of Central Asia in terms of the number of students enrolled in American higher education institutions.

Summarizing the above, it should be noted that these programs contribute to the strengthening of mutual
understanding between the US and Kazakhstan. According to the Ministry of Education and Science of the
Republic of Kazakhstan, today more than 1,000 Kazakhstanis study in the United States. This number includes
students who receive education through the programs of the US government, as well as those whose training is
fully funded by Kazakhstan's state scholarship programs.

The Bolashak program

Kazakhstan carries out foreign education mainly in the framework of the Bolashak scholarship program. For
the first time in history, after the disintegration of the bipolar system Kazakhstan's talented youth were given an
opportunity to study abroad. First of all, we are talking about the scholarship program "Bolashak™, which was
established on November 5, 1993 by the Decree of the Head of State N.A. Nazarbayev. Over time, the program
has actively developed and adapted to the implementation of public tasks. The first years the fellows were trained
in four countries - the United States, Britain, Germany and France. Subsequently, the number of countries of
training increased in connection with the development of partnership with foreign universities. According to the
strategic program, promulgated in 1997, the first challenge was the preparation of the younger generation for a
new labor market equipped with innovative technologies. Because of this need, in 2000, with the decree of the
President of the Republic of Kazakhstan, applicants with engineering and technical education were granted the
privilege to take part in the competition without taking into account the requirement for free possession of one of
the foreign languages.

As a result, hundreds of Kazakhstanis at that time received knowledge in the leading educational institutions of
the world, among which American universities were given a significant place.

The fact that after the completion of academic activity, Kazakhstani students are obliged to work in
Kazakhstan for five years was well-known. According to the analysis of the survey conducted on the situation of
Kazakhstani students in the United States, many scholars say that they are better supported by the government, the
Consulate and the Embassy of the Republic of Kazakhstan. In turn, American higher education institutions,
positioning themselves in the educational market of the world, provide quality knowledge on the basis of an
effective educational process.

Experience of the USA for Kazakhstan

Creating conditions for full-fledged disclosure of potential and spiritual aspirations of students, as well as the
creative abilities of the younger generation, is a priority task of American universities. This positioning fixes a
positive image for the university and the country, which can contribute to the growth of foreign students who wish
to study in the US. From the point of view of Kazakhstan's national interests, the provision of an intellectual
learning environment for Kazakhstani citizens in America contributes to the growth of the country as a whole, as
the implementation of foreign experience in various spheres of life of the state is being realized.

In 1999, Kazakhstan passed the Education Law, article 12 of which regulated the functioning of foreign and
foreign educational institutions on the territory of Kazakhstan in accordance with the procedure established by this
law. [4] The reason for this was an increase in the demand of Kazakhstan citizens for higher education abroad,
both inside the country and abroad. Such a mass phenomenon was closely connected with the task of socio-
economic character - the correspondence of the qualifications of specialists to the knowledge of the international
standard.

After the establishment of laws on the functioning of foreign educational institutions, a foreign style of
teaching began to be implemented in Kazakhstan. For example, one can mention the academic activities of the
KIMEP University in Almaty, the Kazakh-American Free University in Ust-Kamenogorsk, where classes are
conducted in analogy with higher educational institutions of the United States. All scientific researches conducted
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under the auspices of the Kazakh-American Free University are aimed primarily at raising the social status of the
Kazakh-American Free University, updating the content and structure of scientific and scientific industrial
research on the basis of national traditions and modern experience, ensuring multidimensionality and Integration
of research, research and production processes.

Scientific research work at the Kazakh-American Free University is realized through scientific conferences,
international student scientific-practical conferences, scientific seminars [5, p.6].

The American Peace Corps also participated in educational programs in Kazakhstan. In December 1992, in
Washington, Ambassador Extraordinary and Plenipotentiary of Kazakhstan to the United States and the
leadership of the Peace Corps entered into an agreement on the activities of this voluntary organization in
Kazakhstan. Peace Corps began its work in the republic in 1993. His specialists taught English in high schools and
universities of the republic. Representatives of this organization visited a number of secondary schools and higher
educational institutions in Almaty, Shymkent, Kostanay, Kokshetau and Taldykorgan. In September 1993, they
began teaching English in these cities. In 1994, 100 volunteers from the Peace Corps worked in Kazakhstan [6].
On the general background of unemployment, foreign education gave a certain advantage that could provide the
young generation with a future. If we pay attention to the correlation observed between the level of education and
the size of wages, then it is clear that it is material. For example, in the United States, young professionals with
baccalaureate status earn twice as many ordinary workers with a high school diploma.

Each year, the Embassy of the United States of America announces a competition in Kazakhstan to participate
in educational programs and cultural exchanges between the two states. All programs conducted by the USA are
implemented under the auspices of the Bureau of Educational and Cultural Programs of the US Department of
State.

Kazakh-American cooperation in the field of education is mainly divided into the following areas: providing
support for the American side in equipping the educational institutions of Kazakhstan, inviting for internships of
Kazakhstan's faculty, granting grants for higher education, consulting for the adoption of regulations In the sphere
of education, sending special personnel to raise the level of qualification, etc.

The American education sector can serve as an example of carrying out educational reforms for Kazakhstan.
So, for example, in 1993 in the United States was published a government document "The nation is in danger: the
need for educational reform", which was not limited to ascertaining negative trends in school education, but also
outlined ways out of the crisis. In 1999, the Administration of the US President George W. Bush initiated the
development of a school education strategy, reflected in the document "America 2000" under Bill Clinton. This
document was taken as a basis and conducted through Congress as the Law on National Priorities in the Field of
School Education. As a result of such works, the quality of the US school education was raised to a new level.

A significant event in the educational system of Kazakhstan was the country's accession to the Bologna
Declaration and the development of close cooperation with European educational institutions, along with
American universities. Despite the accession of Kazakhstan to the Bologna Declaration and the active cooperation
with Europe in the field of education, the American vector still remained a priority because of the significant
advantage in the scientific personnel of the highest qualifications and experience of teaching foreign students [7].

At present, Kazakh-American relations are an example of a pragmatic and strategic partnership. The traditions
of national tolerance and respect for all religious communities, actively supported by the government of
Kazakhstan, are the main factor ensuring both political stability and economic development of the country.

In general, when speaking about the education system, it is necessary to follow the experts' opinion that it
includes many different subsystems. Thus, in order to raise the quality of the education system, it is necessary to
raise the quality of all its subsystems. If we follow the world standard of education, then we can distinguish the
following types of subsystems:

- training programs and standards;

- educational literature;

- quality of professionalism of pedagogical staff;

- Assessment of the quality of education;

- Spiritually-moral and patriotic education;

- research works;

- control system;

- material and technical base.

If the quality of the above components is high, then, respectively, the quality of education in Kazakhstan will
be at a high level. Therefore, in order to raise all subsystems of Kazakhstan's educational sphere, exchanges and
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academic programs are being implemented to introduce foreign experience, where cooperation with the United
States occupies a significant place.

Since the establishment of bilateral relations, cooperation in the field of science has been intensively
developing. Cooperation was carried out by the Academy of Sciences of Kazakhstan and the University of
California. In 1994, with the support of the Soros Foundation, a scientific research was organized in the amount of
$ 118645. Then the cooperation continued within the framework of the USAID program, which provided material
resources for joint implementation of scientific programs of Kazakhstan and Israeli scientists in the field of
agricultural modernization.

Also, within the framework of the Soros Foundation, programs were implemented to support Kazakhstani
scientists and educational institutions. In particular, the Soros Foundation has established a number of grants for
the publication of educational literature and for supporting interesting initiatives in the field of school education.
Also within USAID, a number of training programs were implemented. For the first time in 1996, 369
Kazakhstanis were retrained according to the project "Exchange and training in the newly independent states".
Such specialists included, in particular, English language teachers.

USAID's joint funding program Chevron and Baker Hughes are implementing a small business development
project in Kazakhstan, which is known as "Getting to know business”, developed for teachers of economic
disciplines in Kazakhstan. This course "CAV - Acquaintance with Business" was successfully implemented in
many cities of Kazakhstan. To date, the program has trained more than 300 teachers of economic disciplines.

Today, in the academic field, the passage of a foreign scientific internship is becoming more urgent. Therefore,
within the framework of Kazakh-American scientific cooperation, the American side recommended about 20
scientific organizations of the United States to Kazakhstani young scientists for a scientific internship. In
connection with the development of Russian science on April 11, 2010, an agreement was signed between the
governments of the United States and Kazakhstan on scientific and technical support of the parties. On the basis
of this agreement, the leadership of the Ministry of Education and Science of the Republic of Kazakhstan met
with the delegation of the United States led by the Deputy Minister of Defense of the United States under the
Nuclear, Chemical, Biological Protection Program. During the negotiations, topical issues of scientific and
technical partnership were discussed in the framework of the biological threat prevention program.

Negotiations in the sphere of science are conducted not only within the framework of programs or projects, but
also Kazakhstan scientific research centers have stepped up their activity. For example, the Kazakhstan Institute
for Strategic Studies under the President of the Republic of Kazakhstan maintains scientific links with world
renowned research centers, among which are the following American scientific institutions: the James Baker
Institute, the Center for the Study of Economic Growth, the Center for the Study of Central Asia, the American
Association for the Advancement of Development The Institute for Strategic Studies of the US Army, the Center
for the Study of Eurasia, Russia and Eastern Europe. With all listed scientific and analytical structures, KISI has a
legal basis. The signed documents provide the basis for expanding cooperation in Kazakh-American research
activities, contributing to the improvement of the educational process and facilitating the realization of the
country's scientific potential. The growing interest of the American colleagues in the Institute speaks about the
international authority of the Kazakh analytical structure. All this contributes to the rapprochement of Kazakh-
American cooperation and stimulates further deepening of relations.

Conclusion

In general, the expansion of mutually beneficial cooperation with the United States in many aspects is one of
the priorities of Kazakhstan's foreign policy for several reasons. First, the development of trade and economic
cooperation with the United States is seen as one of the factors contributing to the development of the country. We
are talking about Kazakhstan's implementation of the largest modernization project, and in this respect, interaction
with the US can be extremely useful. Secondly, the energy partnership with the US is an important aspect of the
development of Kazakhstan's oil and gas sector. In Washington, Kazakhstan is assigned an important role in
ensuring global energy security.

Summarizing the relationship between Kazakhstan and the United States in the field of science and education,
it should be noted that the Kazakhstani direction is currently moving along the right path, pursuing a multi-vector
policy. Today, humanity is withessing that globalization necessarily involves any state in the union and
cooperation. Since international relations in the 21st century are such that no country can unilaterally implement
its national strategy, it is necessary to recognize the special importance of the American vector in Kazakhstan's
foreign policy.

This article attempts to address the necessity to enhance public awareness in elimination the negative effects of
contemporary global challenges and threats. Our task is to intensify efforts to prevent religious extremism propaganda,
terrorism. An effective factor in solving the problem will be the creation and implementation by the Government and the
Committee of National Security "Kazakhstan’s Cyber shield" system, as well as the "Digital Kazakhstan" program.

The identified
priorities in the Message are timely and are an urgent necessity, caused by the accelerated technological pace of
the world's development in a new stage of globalization, accompanied by the aggravation of regional challenges
and threats.

Today Kazakhstan should be competitive, to ensure an efficient growth of the economy, which is undoubtedly
connected with providing national security. A great attention in the fifth priority of the Message is given to
institutional reforms, security and the combating corruption. As noted in the fifth priority the state of security
becomes an extent of a strong and developing state. [1].

Methods. Information security may be defined as the protection of the national information space from the
negative information impact of external forces, while it should be noted that often there are no clear wording of
the concept of information security. Such approach increases the vulnerability of the region to external
information challenges and threats, use of information and communication networks for their propaganda, the
threat of computer attacks like a method of cyber crime and terrorism et al. by the extremist and terrorist
organizations [2]. Therefore, any attempts for cognition and prevention of such activities are an essential
contribution not only to the development of the information space, but also to the national security in the region.
This article attempts to address the necessity to enhance public awareness in elimination the negative effects of
contemporary global challenges and threats. Our task is to intensify efforts to prevent religious extremism
propaganda, terrorism which is associated with any such manifestations. In this respect, Higher Education
Institutions should take an active part in the moral upbringing of the younger generation. Identified problems have
long been the subject to debates.

Considerable attention is paid to the Kazakhstan’s Government decision on the security problems. Regulation
and protection of security issues are clearly states in the Presidential Decree "On the Concept of Information
Security of the Republic of Kazakhstan until 2016" dated of November 14, 2011, No. 174, which states that "the
information security of the country is considered from two related aspects: technical and socio-political. The
technical aspect implies ensuring the protection of national information resources, information systems,
information and telecommunications infrastructure from unauthorized access, use, disclosure, violation,
modification, reading, verification, recording or destruction and to provide the integrity, confidentiality and
accessibility of information. Socio-political aspect means to protect the national information space and systems of
mass information from the targeted negative information and organizational impact, which can pose a threat to the
national interests of the Republic of Kazakhstan "[3].

Discussion. Until recently, it was believed that Kazakhstan does not represent an interest for cybercriminals,
however the latest developments speak of another. Threats can be divided into three broad categories: infection of
mobile software, infection through the Internet and local infection of computers, so it can be argued that
Kazakhstan is exposed to risks in all categories.

The study of the manifestation of different situations that is done by the Center for Analysis and Investigation
of Cyber attacks reveals a number of factors that give rise to concerns about the vulnerability of information
security problems, which lead to an impetus for comprehension and taking effective measures to protect national
interests and security. Examples that lead to concern are actions as mass hacking of websites of akimats and state
agencies, sites of district akimats of the North-Kazakhstan district, as well as sites of the department of natural
resources of the East Kazakhstan region and the department of economics and budget planning of the Almaty
region, which was committed on January 28, 2017 [4]. The growth in the number of cyber threats does not pass
without an impact on business. According to a research conducted by Kaspersky Lab, 39% of Kazakh companies
lost access to business information as a result of the cyber crimes. Each corporate computer in Kazakhstan is
subjected to an average of 13 malware attacks during the half-year of 2016 [5]. However, the most serious threat
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to business today is represented by targeted attacks, which can be performed by attackers even without the use of
malicious software. Their main difference from classical cyber attacks is that they are carefully worked out for
each specific company and pass as imperceptibly as possible for traditional security systems. Mostly, the goal of
attackers is the most valuable and confidential data of the enterprise. According to the results of the same survey,
11% of Kazakhstani companies believe that there was targeted attack [5].

Another concern is raised by the information in social networks, calling for teenagers to suicides through the
games such as "Blue Whale" and "Quiet House”, which, undoubtedly, negatively affects to the consciousness of
young generation.

Results. Mentioned examples above give the basis on serious reflections on a subject of protection of
information security, especially now in a situation of the accelerated development of technological modernization
of economy. Kazakhstan makes efforts to create a new industry based on the use of digital technologies, and also
plans to develop such promising industries as 3D-printing, online trading, mobile banking, digital services,
including healthcare and education, and others [1]. The implementation and adoption of the program "Digital
Kazakhstan" which offered to the Government will provide impetus to all other sectors, while an important
condition for the establishment of a new industry will be the support of innovations and their rapid introduction
into production, and a platform for attracting entrepreneurs and investors from around the world on the base of
EXPO-2017 international techno park of IT-startups.

Indicated cardinal and complex tasks in the field of accelerated development of technological modernization of
the economy and in the combating global challenges will make it possible to meet the objectives of the Strategy-
2050 on the basis of the "100 concrete steps" of the Nation’s Plan. The implementation of all ambitious goals set
for the accelerated development of IT technologies for the near future raises the need for the development of an
integrated information security system.

An effective factor in solving this problem will be the creation, introduction and implementation of the system
"Cyber shield of Kazakhstan" which is delegated to the Government and the National Security Committee, as well
as the creation of the program "Digital Kazakhstan". In our opinion, the proposed measures will give the
opportunity to respond timely and adapt to the very complex and sometimes unpredictable new challenges and
realities and their deliberate prevention.

The system "Cyber shield of Kazakhstan™" is a legal and regulatory framework with the existing system of
centralized management of communications networks, which is called the "Electronic Border". This system will
allow to restrict access from the country's territory to illegal information using encryption with the provision of
cyber security. It is a complex of organizational, legal and technical measures, a set of hardware and software
systems and projects implemented by government agencies in the field of information security [6].

Conclusion. Therefore, the President's Message with its clear designations for the implementation of the
program "The Third Modernization of Kazakhstan: Global Competitiveness™ is the long term, as well as the
distribution of responsibility for the implementation of the tasks identified in the Government’s structures and the
reform of the Constitution of the Republic of Kazakhstan, in our view, will give a powerful impetus to
implementation of all programs announced by the Head of State.

Introduction Modern trends in the development of the world economy indicate a constant increase in the
influence of the services sector and a reduction in its dependence on the sphere of production.

Experts at the United Nations Conference on Trade and Development (hereinafter referred to as UNCTAD)
believe that services play a major role in economic growth, inclusive development and employment generation.
For example, intermediate services such as transportation, telecommunications, financial services, business
services, including professional services and services in the field of research and development, contribute to the
specialization, development and dissemination of knowledge, as well as their exchange, which leads to an
increase in the level of complexity Economy, capacity building and participation in global value chains [1].

Main part

The modern structure of international trade in services is represented by high-tech services (communications,
computer and information services), tourist and financial services.
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Tourism is not only a specific form of trade in services, but also a large sector of the economy of many
countries in the world. In terms of economic indicators, the tourism sector is one of the fastest growing. Dynamic
development of tourist markets allows creating new jobs, ensuring the development of related industries, and thus
improving the welfare of the population.

The national economy has its specialization in the world economy due to its economic-geographical position,
the availability of natural and labor resources, and the current norms of administrative and economic regulation.
All of the above is the conditions necessary for the formation of markets for goods and services.

In order for the national economy to form a market for tourism services, it is necessary to observe a number of
conditions that can be grouped into four groups: natural-geographical, cultural-historical, organizational-economic
and socio-economic.

At the heart of the tourist product is the opportunity to meet the needs of tourists in new impressions,
memories, positive emotions, new knowledge. In this regard, destinations with comfortable climatic conditions
become attractive for tourists. The harsh climate and geographical distance, even with bright sights, hamper the
development of tourist markets, as they can not provide year-round demand.

Cultural-historical conditions also have an impact on the development of tourism markets. The third group is
formed by organizational and economic conditions. Here the main role belongs to the state. The state forms the
legislative base within which the enterprises of the tourism and hospitality industry operate. On the basis of state
regulation, administrative and economic methods create favorable conditions for the tourism services market.

Administrative methods allow to establish the rules regulating the activity of enterprises of the tourism and
hospitality industry (regulatory framework, licensing of activities, antimonopoly regulation). The economic ones
are based on the development and application of a system of incentives that involve the enterprises of the tourism
and hospitality industry in carrying out activities in the tourist market (taxes and tax incentives, soft loans,
subventions and subsidies, project financing, state orders).

Favorable organizational and economic conditions in the country contribute to the development of competition
and diversification of the tourism services offered on the market.

Another important group of conditions necessary for the establishment of the market of tourist services are
socio-economic conditions. The number and level of income of the population determine the capacity of the tourist
market.

With the rise in the standard of living of the population of the society from the middle of the twentieth century,
people began to travel more and spend more on trips. There was a formation of a new consumer demand - the
need for organizing a trip. As a result, there has been an increase in the number of companies ready to meet these
needs. As the level of education of the population grew, these requirements increased significantly, and a new
market emerged, the market for tourist services.

Thus, one of the economic regularities of the tourist services market is manifested - Engel's law, according to
which the portion that is spent for essential goods decreases with increasing income, and the share of spending on
luxuries and spiritual development (including tourism) increases [2].

Thus, the following conditions are necessary for the development of the tourism services market:

- the formation of a new consumer demand based on a person's need for travel (natural and geographical and
socio-economic conditions);

- the emergence of a new type of services - tourist services - on the basis of the existing natural-geographical
and cultural-historical potential.

An important role in the formation of an innovative economy is played by raising the level of education, as
well as the growth of the population of the world economy, which causes an increase in the demand for tourist
services. Urbanization and the stereotype of a mobile way of life have led to the fact that residents of large cities
are keenly aware of the need to change the environment for the restoration of physical and spiritual forces.

For the development of the tourism services market, the economic factors associated with the development of
the world economy are of great importance, in which there is a steady tendency to increase the production of
services in comparison with the production of goods and, consequently, an increase in the share of consumption of
these services.

Economic factors include the acceleration of scientific and technological progress in all sectors, the growth of
incomes of the population, the development of tourist infrastructure, and new forms of reception and servicing of
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tourists. The development of modern computer technologies has led to the emergence of new areas of service, the
development of the infrastructure of the tourist market in the Internet (booking systems and accommodation).

Social factors are factors related to the conditions of life and human activity. A direct impact on the
development of international tourism is the increase in the duration of paid leave, including the tendency to divide
the vacation into two parts, which allows for two trips during the year.

One of the key features of the tourist market is seasonality of tourist demand and supply.

In recent decades, a large number of works of foreign scientists devoted to the study of the issue of seasonality
in tourism, since this factor has a significant impact on the development of tourism markets, and the degree of its
impact can be adjusted through the implementation of government programs in the field of tourism management.

The main reasons for seasonality can be divided into three large groups:

- Natural (eg, climate, daylight hours, temperature, rainy seasons or winter periods);

-institutional (for example, religious and national holidays, customs of business turnover, traditions);

-availability of supply constraints (for example, availability or absence of qualified personnel, accommodation
facilities, transport infrastructure)

Seasonality in tourism is observed both from the side of demand, and from the side of supply.

The main problem of seasonality is the impossibility on the part of the tourist offer (tourist resources and
facilities) to satisfy tourist demand during peak seasons and underutilization of available capacities in low and
"dead" seasons. The latter is measured, as a rule, in non-covering of costs or loss of profit due to inefficient use of
available capacities. Related industries (accommodation facilities and the entertainment industry) also suffer from
this, because they can not change the location, nor can they find alternative applications. Socio-cultural
consequences are associated with seasonal changes in destinations and regions of origin of tourists.

The main methods of smoothing seasonal fluctuations on the part of tourist demand are: 1. Diversification
(extension of the line) of the tourist product.

2. Attracting the destination population to servicing the tourist flow in low seasons.

Estimate the degree of seasonality of tourist demand in the national or regional tourist market can be based on
the calculation of the seasonality factor.

The seasonality factor represents the percentage of average monthly levels over a humber of years to the
average monthly volume of services sold for the entire billing period [3].

However, this indicator largely depends on the maximum values of tourist arrivals in peak seasons and does
not take into account the influence of various seasonality factors on the part of tourist demand and supply.

To assess the degree of seasonality of tourist demand, the use of this methodology makes it possible to identify
the factors that have the greatest influence on the formation of seasonal fluctuations in tourist demand for the
further development of a program for smoothing seasonal fluctuations in the tourist market.

The breakdown of the data set can be carried out according to the country of origin of the visitors, the purposes
of the trip, the number of days of stay in the region, the chosen location in the region,

The impact of natural factors is associated with various natural deviations. These include floods, tsunamis,
earthquakes, hurricanes, tornadoes, and the like. Natural factors have a negative impact not only on the state of the
tourist infrastructure, but also worsen the ecological situation in the region.

The main importance for the development of international tourism is the legal restrictions associated with the
implementation of tourist formalities: the formulation of foreign passports and visas, the passage of customs
procedures, currency and medical control.

Facilitation has a direct impact on the number of international tourist arrivals, facilitating (or, conversely,
hindering) the movement of labor. The complicated procedure for issuing exit documents, violation of the
established time limits for their consideration or arbitrary rejection, excessive collection, introduction of strict
restrictions on currency exchange, have a negative impact on the size of tourist demand [4].

The main factors that influence the development of world tourism markets in modern conditions are [5]:

- growth of world incomes;

- increased investment in the development of services and infrastructure;

- Increased investment in marketing and advertising;

- liberalization of air transport (in particular, the distribution of low-budget airlines and charter programs);

- the growth of interregional cooperation and public-private partnerships.

One of the main events in the history of Kazakhstan is EXPO-2017.
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Participation in the preparation and holding of EXPO-2017 may be of interest to Kazakhstani and foreign
construction companies, design and planning consultants, consultants on energy-saving technologies and the use
of alternative energy sources; Tourist companies and hotels.

EXPO-2017 for tourism is an internal stimulus, as improving the directions of tourism business, the exhibition
will help create new jobs, train highly qualified specialists, attract foreign investors - this is a guarantee of success,
stability and prosperity of the nation.

Conclusions:

1. Since the middle of the twentieth century, the world economy has developed a number of organizational,
economic and socio-economic conditions favorable for the formation of a new market - the market of tourist
services.

2. The development of the national tourism market is carried out during the implementation of projects to
organize and conduct major international events in Kazakhstan.

3. EXPO-2017 for tourism is an internal incentive, as improving the direction of tourism business, the
exhibition will help create new jobs, train highly qualified specialists, attract foreign investors.
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THE PROBLEMS OF THE SOCIO-ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT
OF LIGHT INDUSTRY IN KAZAKHSTAN

Abstract

The article describes the author's view about the main stages of activity of the light industry in Kazakhstan since 1990 to
the present, investigates the features, clearly identifies the main challenges faced by the industry during this period. The aim of
this article is to consider the history of the production of the clothing and shoe industry in Kazakhstan during 25 years of the
Independence. We are trying to analyze the reasons of the decline of production and to identify effective ways to improve the
organization of production of enterprises. This article describes the history, the current state and perspectives of the
development of this industry in Kazakhstan and we hope to offer effective ways to improve the state of the production of the
clothing and shoe industry in Kazakhstan. In addition, in this work we have been made several proposals and
recommendations on the need for drastic and urgent measures to improve the situation in the industry, in particular, were
proposed measures to enhance the work on the promotion of Kazakhstani brands of light industry.

A huge role in ensuring the economic and strategic security of any country is played by the development of
such an industry as clothing and footwearindustry (the light industry). It has always provided employment of the
population, especially the female part, which proves its high social significance. Light industry has always
occupied an important place in the production of the gross domestic product of Kazakhstan, both in terms of
filling the domestic market of import-substituting products, and from the perspective of the development of
exports of finished products.

At the stage of implementation of the second five-year period of industrial and innovative development of
Kazakhstan, the development of the industry remains one of the key directions for the growth of economy. In the
Government Program of Industrial and Innovative Development of Kazakhstan for 2015-2019 years the light
industry is not defined as a priority. The program stipulates that 80% of funds allocated for the processing industry
should be focused on the support of 14 priority sectors. The remaining 20% of the funds can be allocated to help
other projects in the manufacturing industries, including light industry [1, p.10].

Tracing the changes in the economic situation of the industry over the 25 years of Kazakhstan's independence,
the author of this work tried to make a short historical digression. The author has tried to assess industry’s trends,
to identify certain errors and mistakes that were made in the activities of light industry.

The beginning of the reforms in Kazakhstan's economy, which began in the 90s, led to a radical change in
economic conditions of enterprises. All branches of the light industry were in a state of crisis. In Kazakhstan there
was rates of decline of production and productivity.

Thus, in 1990-1991, the share of light industry products increased from 15.6% to 18.5%. But, since 1992, its
annual decline occurred. In 1999 it occupil.6%. (Figure 1) [2, p.11]. In the light industry, the capacities were only
used by 14%.

Having lost working capital during hyperinflation in 1993-1995, without having loans from banks, the light
industry had to reduce production volumes. Because of the low financial status of enterprises virtually no
measures were taken to operationalize the advanced production lines, reconstruction and modernization of
production. The clothing and footwearindustry was technically backward, unable to produce products at the level
of the best world standards, because it focused on the mass market. Some of the products were at the fashion level
of the 40-60 years.

Thus, the volume of output of the light industry of Kazakhstan has decreased almost 13 times. By the end of
1999, more than 60% of enterprises were unprofitable and did not work.
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The transition of many enterprises to the joint-stock company did not improve the living standards of their
employees. The financial position of such enterprises also worsened. The result of all this was the social tension at
the enterprises: not the payment of wages, the alienation of the participants in production from the means of
production and the results of labor, despite the change in the forms of ownership.

The decline of production at the enterprises of light industry in Kazakhstan in the 90 years of the 20th century
was the result of the influence of many factors, such as:

- the openness of the borders of the domestic market in conditions of insufficient protectionism resulted to
the displacement of Kazakhstan goods by import;

- liberalization of overseas trade, and as a result of this, a large-scale invasion of imported goods into the
country;

- inflationary processes affected the growth of prices of materials, electricity, raw materials;

- competitiveness of products due to low technical and technological level;

- lack of investment and, consequently, inability to update production and to improve quality of product.

For example, if we analyze the decline of production in the footwear industry, we can say that in this industry
was the greatest crisis (table 1).

The liberalization of prices for raw materials and materials, which began in 1992, had a negative impact on the
production of footwear. To achieve profit, the majority of tanneries began to significantly increase the price of
sales and reduce the output of leather goods. This decrease was influenced by the large export of tanning raw
materials. So, according to the Agency for Statistics of the Republic of Kazakhstan, the export of leather raw

materials in 1995 amounted to $ 34.9 million, in 1996 - it increased to $ 58.6 million, in 1998 it already amounted
to $ 65 million [2, p.10].

With the liberalization of foreign trade, a large-scale offensive of foreign commodity producers began on the
Kazakhstani market. Commercial, intermediary companies and private individuals started unorganized deliveries
of imported goods, as a result of which, the share of these goods in the Kazakhstan market increased. As a
consequence, in those years the "shuttle" business was widely used. For many goods, imports (customs, shuttle
trade, nonequivalent barter transactions, settling transit) did not take into account customs statistics, significantly
influenced both import volumes and retail prices. Transparency of borders and insufficient level of customs
created the preconditions for large volumes of smuggling and entry of non-certified and low-quality products from
China, which was sold at dumping prices.

The beginning of reforms led to a deterioration of the situation of the real sector of the economy, due to:

- the termination of the government crediting of the enterprises under circulating assets has caused crisis of
non-payments;

- a sharp rise of the cost of credit made it impossible for enterprises to begin work on changing their
production profile and updating their products;

- the disintegration of the system of commodity circulation and the absence of a new system of wholesale and
retail trade in the 1990s deprived the enterprise of stable sales channels.

Since the beginning of 2000, Kazakhstan's light industry has been gradually raising its "head" from the ruins.
In connection with the state support of small business, which began in these years, more than 80% of enterprises
in the industry became subjects of small and medium-sized businesses, while they were equipped with outdated
equipment, the workload of which was 40%.

In the structure of the output, along with the production of textiles, clothing, footwear, knitwear, hosiery and
fur products, headgear, there was a high proportion of cotton fiber production, clothing for power departments.
The light industry began to meet the needs of the population in medical clothes, as well as in special, work clothes
and shoes, in personal protective equipment.

The share of Kazakhstan in the world market of textiles, clothing and knitwear has always remained very low.
The domestic market was also formed due to imports, imported “shuttles" or smuggled. In consumer goods of
light industry, the share of domestic products did not exceed 8%.

The insecurity of the domestic market from unscrupulous imports, the lack of working capital, the growing
debts of enterprises to the budget and suppliers, the lack of interest of entrepreneurs to invest in light industry
hampered the development of the industry. In those years, high lending rates did not allow enterprises to use bank
loans, and banks did not want to lend to light industry’s enterprises because of risks.

In the industry there has always been a problem with ensuring the employment of workers. If, in 2005, the
number of employees in the light industry was 20,0 thousand people, as of January 1, 2010, it was reduced to 13,7
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thousand people. The protracted crisis, which can be characterized by the situation in light industry, was
accompanied by a drop in production volumes. Only for the period from 2005 to 2009 the share of the light
industry in the structure of the industry of the republic decreased from 2,2% to 0,8%, while the share of industry
in the domestic gross product decreased from 0.62% in 2005 to 0.27% in 2009 Year [3].

In December 1, 2015, 1492 legal entities and individual entrepreneurs were registered in the light industry, of
which 58.9% or 879 enterprises were active [4].

In July 1, 2016, the number of operating enterprises of light industry was 933, the main share (58% or 538
enterprises) of which are sewing enterprises, 31% or 289 enterprises are textile enterprises and 11%, or 106
enterprises - for the production of leather products. In the light industry, a sufficiently large number of small
enterprises operate - 95% or 872 of the total number of enterprises.

At the end of 2015, the domestic market for consumption of light industry products amounted to 1.4 billion US
dollars, of which domestic production was 7.3%, imports 92.7% [5].

In January-June 2016, compared with the same period in 2015, imports of light industry products fell 1.6 times
to $ 441.2 million, exports amounted to $ 149.2 million, which is higher than the same indicator for 2015 Year in
2,2 times.

One of the reasons for the predominance of imports over exports is that exports are mainly represented by low-
value commodities, and imports mainly consist of finished products with high added value. Significant volumes
of imports of light industry products create competition for domestic goods [5].

If we consider the dynamics of industrial production in the light industry (Table 2), starting in 2009, we can
observe a trend towards a gradual increase in the volume of its production.

In my opinion, based on the analysis of the light industry, in the industry there are the following trends that
hamper to the development of the light industry of Kazakhstan:

1) The high share of import, which has become the reason for strengthening the commodity dependence of the
government.

A large number of imported products from the countries of near and far abroad put domestic commodity
producers in a weak position. The imported products, from the countries of South-East Asia and China, are much
lower in price and quality, but, at the same time, fashionable, was always more competitive.

2) Staffing the industry.

One of the threats to the growth of almost all companies is the shortage of qualified personnel. We have a
tendency to reduce the number of students studying engineering and technology for light industry in the
Universities, as in Kazakhstan these specialties were not in demand. Another reason is the poor training of
workers, due to the fact that the equipment on which the students were trained is morally obsolete.

3) Lack of guaranteed sales markets for products.

Enterprises have a problem selling their finished products, because import supplants us.

A set of measures developed in the Government’s Program on Forced Industrial and Innovative Development
of the Republic of Kazakhstan for 2010-2014 was a saving step for raising the sector. In this program it was stated
that "for successful development of light industry in Kazakhstan there are favorable factors and prerequisites: in
the South Kazakhstan region, 400,000-450,000 tons of raw cotton are annually harvested, the country produces
natural raw materials - cotton fiber (130-170 thousand Tons / year), wool (15-20 thousand tons / year) and more
than 7.5 million pieces of leather raw materials, the possibility of exporting fabrics and yarn, clothing to the world
commaodity markets, where there is a demand for these products from natural raw materials "' [6].
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The program has put forward the implementation of several ambitious projects of light industry, another
question - was it actually implemented?

The main expert of the Center for Industrial Analysis of the JSC "Kazakhstan Institute of Industry
Development™ Aizadallyasova said: "Over the years of implementation of the GPFIIR has achieved the following
results:

- volumes of production of light industry products increased from KZT 27.5 billion in 2008 to KZT65.9 billion
in 2014 or by 10.2% in real terms;

- for the year 2014 the labor productivity index increased 1.5 times compared to the base year 2008 and
amounted to 13.2 thousand dollars.

In the framework of the Industrialization Map, about 3.7 thousand new jobs were created in the light industry.
All the systemic measures taken by the government in the first five-year plan helped restore the level of
development of the pre-crisis period and ensured production growth "[7].

The results of the program, as the experts of the Center say, are visible. The light industry was able to restore
previously lost positions and achieved growth of almost 10%.

Thus, in my opinion, the light industry of Kazakhstan has a huge potential that can provide the population with
all kinds of goods. But many enterprises are little known, which is due to their weak advertising activities.

At the same time, Kazakhstan has exemplary business examples, which include «Kazakhstan Textileline»
companies with children's clothing brand «Mimioriki», «Kaz SPO-N», which clothes foreign athletes,
«ZIBROO» sports suits are exported to the countries of the EEMP and the EU, “Semiramid”- produces outerwear
with the brand” SMD ", Glasman "- has opened a number of boutiques in the RK and supplies its products to
selected countries of the EAEC and the CIS (men'’s suits and school uniforms), etc.

Kazakhstan designers AidaKaumenova, AigulKassymova, Kamila Kurbani are also developing domestic light
industry. Successful companies are“AZALA Textile” LLP, which produces textiles, the “Bal Textile” factory is
producing carpets, and it has started cooperation with the world-famous IKEA [5, p.3].

In our country the action "Buy the Kazakhstan's goods " or "Made in Kazakhstan" gave a great incentive to
attract buyers. And within the framework of this action, the movement for organizing fairs and exhibitions of
Kazakhstan's goods began in the country.

At present, the government is carrying out a large-scale ideological work to promote Kazakhstan’s goods. The
National Agency for the Development of Local Content together with the Association of Light Industry and the
Union of Light Industry Products Manufacturers of Kazakhstan held a number of actions to attract customers in
social networks. All these events gave impetus to the opening of special stores "Made in Kazakhstan™ in all cities
of the country. For example, in Astana a shop "UniversMAG.KZ" was opened, where only Kazakhstan’s clothes
are sold [8p.9].

Recently, within the framework of the major government’s programs, the state-owned enterprises received
Substantial government’s support. For example, under the "Business Road Map-2020" program for the period
from 2010 to 2014, more than 109 projects on light industry for the amount of 422.9 million tenge were financed.
And in the first half of 2015, 115 projects were supported to the amount of 23.6 billion tenge. All major projects
of the light industry were realized and financed by the Government Program of Forced Industrial-Innovative
development. Many enterprises received service support. Within the framework of the "Productivity-2020"
program, the National Agency for the Development of Local Content of the RK reimburses part of the costs for
product certification and quality management systems for improvement of quality of products, and also, for satisfy
to standards of international quality [8, p.10].

All these actions undoubtedly already give results, but, in my opinion, it is still insufficient, because, still the
share of the light industry in the total volume of industrial production in the Republic of Kazakhstan so far does
not exceed 1%, which indicates that there are acute problems in the light industry.

Firstly, the entire light industry, especially its sewing and shoe industries, operates on government's orders.
And when receiving government orders, corruption schemes with informal payments for speeding up procedures
for obtaining services can always be used.

Secondly, the prices of domestic sewing products are relatively more expensive compared to similar imported
products, because all products of the light industry of Kazakhstan are subject to high taxes.

In Kyrgyzstan manufacturers of clothing products pay only an annual one-time payment from each sewing
machine, it calls patent fee, which is not tied to the products. In this country the customs duty for the import of
fabrics is 5%, and in Kazakhstan - from 12 to 20%. [8, p.10] Thus, a large tax burden, customs duties on imported
raw materials raises the cost of manufactured products, which affects to price and reduces the demand.
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The problem of the revival and development of light industry is the restoration of the interrelation between the
raw material base and manufacturing enterprises, which are represented by small enterprises engaged in tailoring
of individual clothes and footwear from imported materials. As a result, in the presence of cotton, wool,
Kazakhstan is forced to export raw materials to the countries, where its processing exists. And then, Kazakhstan is
forced to import leather, woolen, cotton and knitted fabrics, fabrics for production of overalls, accessories - and
this greatly increases the cost price of the products.

Thirdly, there is the problem of unfair competition through the use of counterfeit products and "gray™ schemes
associated with avoiding taxes and payments.

By the end of the 2016, the physical volume of output in the industry fell by 1% against growth of 3,4% in
2015. All textile and footwear products, consumed by Kazakhstan’s people, are imported. The rise of the cost of
raw materials and the decline of purchasing demand are pressing the production in the light industry. The situation
in the leather goods manufacturing sector is most dramatic. In 2016, the enterprises of the sector produced 13%
less than in 2015. Also, the output of clothes decreased by 0.8% [9, p.3].

The reduction of the actual volume of output occurs against the backdrop of an increasing of its value.

Over the past year, the number of active producers in light industry has significantly decreased - by 27%, from
79 enterprises to 58. The fall in production is a consequence of the deterioration of the situation in the industry.
Over the past year, the number of active producers in light industry has significantly decreased - by 27%, from 79
enterprises to 58.

The number of Kazakhstan's clothing manufacturers in 2016 decreased by 8 enterprises, or by 22%. In the
production of leather goods, only 6 enterprises remained, compared to 7 years ago. Producers of Kazakhstan
decreased due to a double devaluation in 2014-2015. In 2016 some enterprises left the market [9, p 4.].

Conclusion

In my opinion, for the development of light industry in Kazakhstan needs the following measures:

Firstly, it is necessary to limit the import of goods, introduce flexible special protective measures and to
increase tariffs on exports of raw materials.

Secondly, to exempt from duties and value-added tax the purchased abroad technological equipment and to
create all favorable conditions with the state for the purchase of this equipment on favorable terms.

Thirdly, to protect the domestic market from unfair competition the government needs to take measures to ban
imports of smuggled goods and to create equal competitive conditions in the country for all the participants of
foreign economic activity.

Fourthly, annually to hold fairs of the goods of the Kazakhstan manufacturers in all cities of Kazakhstan for
the purpose of attraction of consumers and expansion of demand.

Fifthly, to intensify the work of popularization of Kazakhstan brands of light industry by holding various
actions for the support of the domestic commodity producer.

For Kazakhstan, light industry is a strategically important industry both in point of view of increasing the
domestic market with its products, and from the point of view of the development of the export of
products.Therefore, the transition to industrial-innovative development of light industry is becoming a major
focus of economic recovery, as the protection of its own market - an objective necessity, ensuring economic
security of the country.

CONCEPTUAL APPROACHES TO THE STUDY OF THE RELATIONSHIP
BETWEEN LABOR MIGRATION AND SOCIAL INEQUALITY

Abstract

The theoretical bases for the study of labor migration are analyzed in the article. At present, labor migration reflects the
most important social processes associated primarily with qualitative changes in the economy and in social relations, both in
the country that produces migrants, and in the country hosting them.Since migration is a multifaceted social phenomenon and
is the result of the intersection of various processes - economic, social, cultural, and geopolitical and others, its study requires
a holistic, interdisciplinary approach. This leads to the emergence of numerous competing concepts and hypotheses that
explain the migratory processes and behavior of migrants. The article reflects such sociological concepts as the theory of
"Pull-Push factors”, the concept of "soft" and "hard" factors of labor migration, the theory of social hierarchy and
segmentation of the labor market, division of the labor market into "periphery™ and "center " by the criteria of the level of
wages and employment stability, generation theory, the theory of mobile transition, etc.

Labor migration is one of the most popular subjects of sociological research.This is due to the fact that since
the second half of the 20 th century, migration has been a leading global phenomenon, characteristic of societies at
different levels of economic and socio-political development [1, p.77]. Modern society has become mobile and
mobile, which was also due to an increase in the flow of movements of the working-age population in the
conditions of rapid development of transport and communications [2, p. 56-66]. Within the framework of
statistics, labor migration is understood as changing the place of residence in order to find the most suitable place
of work [3, p. 168]. Significant interest in this social phenomenon is caused by numerous facts of the vital success
of labor migrants, confirming their high adaptability to the conditions of the new country, their effective self-
realization, and the increase of their social and economic status.

One of the key problems in the study of this phenomenon is the search for factors that explain the observed
patterns of labor movement. So, if migration is a reaction solely to the difference in income and well-being, how
to explain the fact that, having become successful, many migrant workers prefer to return to their homeland.In this
case, scientists could observe significant migration flows between poor and rich states with little migration in the
regions of developed countries. Purely economic models do not withstand a comprehensive statistical test and
cannot cover equally important social conditions that affect labor migration. The social context affects both the
definition and perception of the concept of "migrant”. In this regard, it seems relevant to consider theories of
social inequality, developed within sociology, as a methodological basis for investigating the phenomenon of
labor migration. They explain the migration processes through the analysis of structural factors associated with
unequal distribution and access to socio-economic resources like work, high income, wealth, economic and social
stability, education, cultural goods and others.

Since migration is a multifaceted social phenomenon and is the result of the intersection of various processes -
economic, social, cultural, geopolitical and others, its study requires a holistic, interdisciplinary approach.This
leads to the emergence of numerous competing concepts and hypotheses that explain the migratory processes and
behavior of migrants, among them, in their significance and usefulness, sociological and economic theories are
singled out.

In sociology, the main approaches to the study of social inequality are the Marxist, Weberian and structural-
functionalist (Parsonsian), characterized by both methodological and historical differences [4, p. 19-43.] In
addition, the basis of the formation of the first two theories was the experience of the European countries of
emerging capitalism (second half of the XIX century), while the structural and functional theory is based on the
analysis of the US society in the first half of the twentieth century. These theories did not aim to study labor
migration, however, they formed a conceptual and categorical apparatus and a theoretical and methodological
foundation for developing theories of social inequality that explain the causes of this phenomenon.

One of the first social researchers working in this direction was the demographer E. Lee, who proposed a
gravitational model of labor migrationin 1966. It is more commonly known as the theory of factors of attraction
and repulsion (“Pull-Push factors" or "push-pull” factors). Based on the study of the statistics, the scientist
identified the factors pushing the labor force out of the country, including the economic crisis and significant
differentiation in the income level. Pull factors at the same time are the possibility of higher earnings, political
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stability, the possibility of achieving a high level of welfare and other conditions that promote not only the levels
of financial security, but also the social hierarchy [5, p. 179-200]. In addition, the decision to migrate is made on
the basis of intermediate factors that lie between the two sets of factors listed above.They act as certain barriers to
be overcome by the migrant, and increase the costs of migration, they resist both the factors of attraction and
repulsion.

The methodological approach used by E. Lee, based on the evaluation of the correlation between the indicators
of labor immigration and emigration, and other factors characterizing this or that country, was developed in the
works of modern sociologists. Along with the traditionally considered factors characterizing the economic and
social conditions, the factors were gradually added to the subjective assessments of the new region (for example,
assessing the attractiveness of the country by familiar migrants, etc.), social and emotional involvement
[6, 302 p]. The decision on migration, as the researcher notes, is individual.lt is based on a comparison of a
common set of relevant factors at the place of origin (including ejection factors) and destination (including the
factors of attraction), and intermediate variables are taken into account.

The proposed model is attractive for a number of reasons.In this model, factors such as migration distance,
migration costs and migration risks (especially for illegal migrants) may be the same potential variables in the
model as labor demand, wages, unemployment and other economic factors. It shows that the more the difference
between the forces of attraction and repulsion in places of origin and destination is perceived, the higher the
probability that migration will take place.Moreover, Lee asserts that migrants motivated primarily by attraction
factors will tend to be positively selected by age and qualification criteria, whereas those that are driven by
expulsion factors will tend to negative selection.However, the reality of this statement is relative in the face of
contradictory evidence [7, p.20].

S.Eberg supplemented the theory of E. Lee, introduced the concept of "soft" and "hard" factors of labor
migration.In the first group, he included ill-managed factors of an extraordinary nature (armed conflict,
humanitarian crisis, natural disasters), secondly - social and economic factors managed at the state level, including
social inequality, unemployment and poverty [8, pp. 336-357].

This approach to the study of labor migration seems attractive, allowing to consider the factors influencing the
decision on migration, in the aggregate. Critics of the theory of "Pull-Push factors” reduce it to a descriptive
model, since, in fact, the theory does not explain the mechanism of action and the mutual influence of factors, but
simply states the very fact of the dependence of statistical migration indicators on them. According to opponents,
this approach does not take into account social heterogeneity and social stratification in donor countries,
practically ignoring the influence of the social component [9, p. 1270-1282].

Theoretical approaches that consider market and labor structures as key variables within the framework of
migration processes models provide a deeper understanding of the interrelationship between migration and social
inequality. Supporters of the theory of social hierarchy and segmentation of the labor market justify the thesis that
labor migration leads to the formation of a certain stratification system in the labor market in which low-skilled
labor migrants of certain ethnic groups occupy the lower levels, which leads to the phenomenon of social
segregation.

Supporters of this approach are M. Payor [10, 298 p.] And P. Deringer, who view the heterogeneous labor
market as a combination of primary and secondary segments and offer the theory of dual labor markets. The
primary segment is characterized by favorable working conditions, high wages, stability, strict observance of
labor law standards and extensive opportunities for professional self-improvement and advancement. The
secondary segment is represented by unfavorable conditions of professional activity, low level of payment,
"envelope™ wages, high turnover, lack of social benefits and opportunities for career advancement [11, c. 58].

More favorable professions are preferable to the local population, while immigrants remain with relatively
unattractive vacancies. This explains the observed migration in developed countries, emphasizes the importance
of labor migrants for ensuring the stability of the national economy.

Similar is the division of some researchers of the labor market into "periphery™ and "center" according to the
criteria of the level of wages and the stability of employment.Occupations of the "center" of the labor market are
proposals characterized by a high level of remuneration of labor, employment on a constant basis under long-term
employment contracts. "Periphery” is represented by employment under short-term contracts or without
formalization of labor relations, characterized by a low level of wages [12, p.36-51].

These theories make it possible to explain the flows of migrants, between not only countries with different
levels of material well-being of the population, but also between regions of one country or countries with
approximately the same level of welfare, but differ. For example, in guarantees of labor rights, professional

self-realization.Within their framework, it is justified why labor migrants in different countries, as a rule,
constitute the lower and middle strata in the social structure.

Indicative proximity considered theories of segmentation of the labor market with the provisions of the theory
of social inequality proposed by J. Goldthorpe and E. Wright.Scientists suggested differentiating professional
groups by criteria of level and source of income, levels of legal guarantees of security and stability, the likelihood
of economic success and place in the system of control and power mechanism of labor relations.J. Goldthorpe on
the degree of decrease in the importance of professional groups and the growth of social inequality in the structure
of society, considered the service, middle and working classes [13, 208 p.]. E Wright developed this theory,
presenting the social structure of society as a set of 9 professional groups in terms of the scope of functions of
power and coercion: from unskilled workers to highly skilled managers [14, 170 p.]

Within the framework of labor market segmentation theories, observed differences between developed
countries with a similar structural organization of the society and the economy, characterized by different
migration rates (for example, Norway and Denmark, on the one hand, and Switzerland, and Canada, on the other)
are not considered. According to UN statistics, within the framework of the classification of countries in terms of
the human development index, within the global vector "South-North", the migration flow accounts for only 37%
of the global flow, while the movement of labor between the states of the "South" accounts for as much as 45%.
[15]

From the point of view of overcoming social inequality by migrants with representatives of the local
population of the host country, generational theories are interesting. Therefore, in the proposed H.G. Duncan's
approach indicates that migrants are integrated into the social structure of the host society gradually, from
generation to generation. If the first generation of employees pursues primarily the goals of raising the level of
economic welfare, then the second generation is characterized by emotional and psychological inclusion:
receiving, for example, a traditional education for the host country, they identify themselves as full-fledged
citizens. Children migrants adopt the characteristics of the culture of the country of residence, while family
education instills in them the values and traditions of the society in which their parents were born. The third
generation is ready for complete assimilation with the population of the host country. The ambitions of the
descendants of migrants are much higher than the representatives of their first generation: migrants seek to
achieve equality with the inhabitants of the host country, fight for their rights, which often leads to providing them
with much greater opportunities for self-realization and raising their status in social stratification [16, p. 60].

There are interesting results of a study by J. Winter and M. Teitelbaum, who note the increase in the intensity
of the migration flow and the countries of the socialist camp in the 1990 s. in countries of Europe and North
America with an unfavorable demographic situation. The destruction of the former social stratification in the
former communist countries (when all are relatively equal) stimulated the most initiative workers to search for
more favorable conditions for their development and residence. At the same time, the host countries were not
ready to provide the most highly paid and attractive professions to migrants, which led to the strengthening of the
state policy of national identity in the host states [17, p. 37-39].

In the theory of the mobile transition, first proposed in the works of V. Zelinsky, and developed in the works
of J. Taylor and F. Martin, as the society develops, the forms of labor migration are transformed. Within the
framework of this methodological approach, development is considered not only in the context of demographic
and economic conditions, but also characterized by the development of infrastructure, communications, education
- that is, the set of conditions predetermined by the influence of globalization on the desire of people of working
age to go to another country.

The influence of such development, according to M.S. Savocul, depends on the time horizon for the study of
labor migration.In the short and medium term, the development of the donor country stimulates the intensity of
migration flows (for a risk assessment and decision on migration a person needs a certain amount of capital for the
first time). However, in a longer period internal migration from rural areas to urban and external outflow of
migrants is reduced, the migration flow is diversified, the role of migration inflow gradually increases [18, p. 61].

The study of labor migration on the basis of theories of social inequality appears to be a promising direction in
the study of this phenomenon. Taking into account only the economic or demographic factors of migration while
ignoring social factors leads to a clear simplification of models of labor migration, which is confirmed by the
experience and statistics of modern states. The scale of the movement of labor and its direction is predetermined
by the interaction of many factors, including the peculiarities of social stratification and stratification of society,
income distribution, access to educational services and attractive professions, and state social and migration
policies. Only in combination, these factors contribute to the adoption of decisions by labor migrants.

Introduction. National interests are total requirements of all society, namely safety and integrity of the state,
protection of sovereignty, strengthening of positions on the international scene, creation of favorable external
conditions for internal development and increase in a level of living of the population. Set of the foreign policy
purposes and ways of their realization makes the concept of foreign policy. It usually includes three moments.
Firstly, general idea about an optimum condition of the international system. Secondly, general idea about how
this system can be created. Thirdly, it contains justification of the place and a role of this state in creation of this
system. The foreign policy concept is implemented through a foreign policy that is a target orientation of foreign
policy activity of the state.

On January 24, 2017 in the capital of the Republic of Kazakhstan took place the meeting of authorities of Syria
and opposition, called in modern diplomacy by the Astana process. Now there is no doubt that this year in the
foreign policy relations began successfully for Kazakhstan. Carrying out so important round of negotiations not in
Geneva, but in the capital of Kazakhstan (negotiations on Syria are officially held in Geneva since 2011), is an
important indicator of the authority of Kazakhstan on foreign policy circles. It is an indicator of correctly verified
strategy of bilateral negotiations both with the countries of the FSU and beyond, and with the whole organizations
changing shape of modern geopolitics the last 30-40 years.

In article there is a wish to pay attention to formation of Kazakhstan as reliable foreign policy ally, mediator
capable the influence in the region of Central Asia to unite these countries for the good of the solution of problems
not only economic character, but also showing important qualities and remarkable efforts in the decision of the
arising conflicts border regions.

Kazakhstan could collect at a negotiating table of participants of the bloody conflicts, which claimed of the
lives of civilians, conflicting parties and forces of the authorities wishing to help with building relations and
opposition which claimed sets. Kazakhstan, Turkey, Russia, Iran, representatives of the UN showed willingness to
continue participation in negotiations which next round will take place in Geneva on February 8, 2017 and noted
that the international meeting on Syria in Astana is a form for direct dialogue between the government and
opposition as that the resolution demands 2254 UN Security Councils.

Before discussion in article of a geopolitical vector of Kazakhstan, | think will be important to consider the
question — ‘what is the modern geopolitics’.

Geopolitics — studies the dependence of foreign policy of the states and character of the international relations
on system of the political, economic and military strategy caused by a geographical location of the country
(region) and a number of natural and economical and geographical factors (climate, natural resources,
resettlement, etc.). Geopolitics purposes — development of geostrategy of the state that is justification of the
directions and mechanisms of its foreign policy activity [1].

According to the concept of foreign policy of the Republic of Kazakhstan for 2014-2020" our country puts
before externally political department in the person of the president, the ministry of foreign policy and the Prime
minister the following tasks:

1) every possible ensuring national security, defense capability, sovereignty and territorial integrity of the
country;

2) strengthening of the world, regional and global security;

3) providing steady positions and formation of a positive image of the state in the world community;

4) establishment of a fair and democratic world order at the central and coordinating role of the United Nations
(UN);

5) further integration into system of regional and international trade and economic relations;

6) creation of favorable external conditions for successful realization of Strategy-2050, achievement of a high
level of living of the population, strengthening of unity of multinational society, the constitutional state and
democratic institutes, realization of the rights and freedoms of the person;

7) diversification, industrial and technological development and increase in competitiveness of national
economy;

8) phased transition of the country on the "green" way of development and entry into number of 30 most
developed states of the world,;

9) preservation of national and cultural originality and following to own way of further development of the
state;

10) protection of the rights of citizens and legal entities of the Republic of Kazakhstan, their private, family
and business interests abroad;

11) support of the Kazakh diaspora and Kazakhs abroad [2].

The Republic of Kazakhstan in the decisions and aspirations is guided by these principles that we observed
before adoption of so important document and which promotes strengthening of a role of our country in
geopolitics and it is a reference point in development the relation with neighboring countries.

Development of the concept of foreign policy of the Republic of Kazakhstan was conducted in line with the
foreign policy priorities formulated in Strategy Kazakhstan-2050. In it difference of the new Concept from
previous consists. In this regard emergence of the new concept of foreign policy was caused by justification of
new priorities of modernization, strengthening of a role of the Republic of Kazakhstan on the international scene,
and also cardinal change of structure and dynamics of modern worldwide policy and economy.

The foreign policy of our republic formally is implemented by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, is actually
carried out by the Head of state. ("The concept of foreign policy of the republic for 2014-2020" was approved by
the Presidential decree of the Republic of Kazakhstan of January 29, 2014). Personal ideas of the President of
what place at Kazakhstan in system of the international relations what policy the republic strongly has to pursue
has to be is reflected in our open foreign policy which suits many partners.

For Kazakhstan achievement of success in foreign policy was not one-day work. It is step-by-step considered,
somewhere risky strategy. So our country will not be satisfied with what has already been achieved and will
continue to establish and develop good-neighbourhood both with neighboring countries and with foreign
countries.

As the difficult way of overcoming economic and political barriers and in what geopolitical course will take
Kazakhstan in the contemporary history began for our country, this question is key in this article.

Kazakhstan declared the Independence in 1991. Before the young state there were problems of definition of
the person on the international scene, developments of an independent strategic course of development in foreign
and domestic policy.

From the very beginning, that is from Independence finding, Kazakhstan completely conducted open foreign
policy activity. The country supported all integration efforts of neighbors and was their active member:
Commonwealth of Independent States (CIS), Shanghai Cooperation Organisation (SCO), Collective Security Treaty
Organization (CSTO), Euroasian Economic Community (EurAsEC) and Common Economic Space (CES).

On March 2, 1992 Kazakhstan was admitted (without vote) to the UN. Until the end of 1992 the republic was
recognized by 106 states of the world, diplomatic relations were established with 61 states. Kazakhstan became
the member of the Organization for Security and Co-operation in Europe (CSCE), World bank of reconstruction
and development (IBRD), European Bank for Reconstruction and Development (EBRD), International Monetary
Fund (IMF), World Bank (WB) and other authoritative international organizations.

Now Kazakhstan established diplomatic relations already with 139 states of the world, having opened at the
same time more than 70 foreign representations. In Kazakhstan diplomats more than 100 foreign states,
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representatives of the regional and international organizations are accredited. Today in various areas of activity in
Kazakhstan 15 representative offices of the UN fruitfully work.

Since the first Independence Day the Leader of the nation — the President of the Republic of Kazakhstan
N.A. Nazarbayev, consistently and purposefully seeking for strengthening of a position of the state in the world,
and also to participation in affairs of the world community, announced a number of the institutional and
constructive international initiatives directed to strengthening of the world, dialogue, stability as within the
country, and on the international space. One of the last such initiatives, Nursultan Nazarbayev's proposal on
convocation in Astana of the Summit of the world and its appeal to adoption of the Convention on full prohibition
of nuclear weapon sounded at the Summit on nuclear safety in Washington and at a conference in Astana on
August 29, 2016.

Position of our country as reliable partner in the political and economic relations, openness and tolerance
(creation of Assembly of the people of Kazakhstan and giving of political force to it), the multinationality, and the
most key question at the beginning of Independence - refusal of a nuclear armory (Closing of Semipalatinsk Test
Site, 1991) began to put future success of the country in on the international scene.

In the brochure of 1992 N. Nazarbayev notes: "Kazakhstan will become a zone, free from nuclear weapon, as
a result of contractual process. Taking into account interests of the safety our final desire - to obtain guarantees of
territorial integrity and inviolability without nuclear potential”[3].

In 1992 Kazakhstan, confirming desire for peace and safety around the world entered Organization for
Security and Cooperation in Europe (OSCE).

Heads of many state members of OSCE gave appreciation of a role and to a contribution of Kazakhstan to case
on non-proliferation of nuclear weapon and other means of mass defeat, is emphasized about further support of
policy of our country in this sphere.

The mission of the Republic of Kazakhstan as a part of OSCE first of all consists in the aspiration to keep
stability in Central Asia and to ensure regional security for forward development of the region.

Presidency of our country in OSCE in 2010 became one of the major events for Kazakhstan on the
international scene; it confirms high trust of the international community.

Developing cooperation with the Arab and Turkic states, Kazakhstan in 1995 became the member of the
Organization of Islamic Conference.

Interaction with the Muslim states is one of priorities of foreign policy of the republic. In return the Islamic
world regards Kazakhstan as an integral part of Muslim community.

On June 28, 2011 in Kazakhstan there took place the 38th session the meeting of Ministers of Foreign Affairs
(MMFA) of the Organization of Islamic Conference (OIC). On this action more than 1000 foreign guests from 57
countries of the world participated. The first serious decision which was adopted at a session is renaming,
rebranding of OIC — in the Organization of Islamic Cooperation (OIC), and also the statement of a new emblem of
the Organization.

Also at the head of OIC Kazakhstan made efforts for inclusion in the agenda of the organization of such vital
issues as: political, humanitarian and economic cooperation, fight against terrorism, religious intolerance, gender
inequality etc.

Kazakhstan — one of five countries which stood at sources of foundation of the Shanghai Cooperation
Organization. Since the beginning of foundation of SCO Kazakhstan actively participates in work of the
organization and for 2010-2011 became its chairman.

This list can be continued and to write the monograph on the basis of the carried-out work. On the website of
the ministry where the majority above the provided data is taken there is a full list of the countries with the
detailed description of political and economic relations. We only selected a little from them, for definition of a
part which is assigned to Kazakhstan as to the largest country of Central Asia and the long-term partner.

In the message to the world named as "Manifest. XXlIcentury", the Leader N.A. Nazarbayev made huge efforts
in creation of dialogue between world powers that is noted in the UN as an immeasurable contribution to the
future. In the manifesto the head of state suggests to build complete algorithms of actions of the world community
in the following directions.

The FIRST. The consecutive movement to the world which is completely freed from nuclear and other types
of weapon of mass destruction.

The SECOND. In the 21st century it is necessary to create geography of a lasting peace, consistently
eradicating war as a way of activity.

The THIRD. In the 21st century it is necessary to overcome such rudiment of militarism as existence of the
military blocks menacing to global safety and interfering broad international cooperation.
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The FOURTH. It is important to adapt the international disarmament process to new historical conditions.

The FIFTH.The world without war is a fair paradigm of the global competition in the sphere of the
international finance, trade and development [4].

Recently taken place meeting in Astana is a result of the done work, in a mortgaging of bases of modern
diplomacy, in step-by-step establishment of the confidential relations where any wrong move threatens with new
calls.

Intervention of Kazakhstan in resolution of conflict between the Syrian authorities and oppositionis
undoubtedly the authority and experience on the international stage of the Head of state N.A. Nazarbayev.
Respect for his personality and vision of world leaders of the policy which is rather pursued by it as within the
country, and beyond its limits.

In the president's letter of the Republic of Kazakhstan - the Leader of the nation NursultanNazarbayev to the
people of Kazakhstan "Strategy Kazakhstan-2050: the new political policy of the taken place state” of December
14, 2012 is noted a new political policy of the country where "Mangilik EI" is the main task of three generations.
In the text of the message the Head of state notes need of activization of foreign economic relations:

"Our country has to support further all progressive international initiatives and make the contribution to global
safety.

* Together with all interested partners and our neighbors Kazakhstan will try to obtain the fastest political
settlement and restoration of Afghanistan.

* Being an authoritative participant of OIC, Kazakhstan is sincerely interested in peaceful character of process
of Middle Eastern settlement. It is important that the released energy of a people at large in the Arab-Islamic
world was sent to the creative course and served the solution of social and economic problems of the region.

* We have to approach economically the advancing rates the countries of the Pacific Rim" [5].

On May 20, 2015 in all periodic and the Internet editions was published the text of 100 concrete steps on
realization of five institutional reforms. The 85th and 89th steps are devoted to the idea of Mangilik El in the form
of a task of creation of the draft of the patriotic act.

The unity of the people of Kazakhstan is based on the general history, cohabitation and activity, tolerant
culture, the weighed language policy. Consolidation of all ethnoses in the uniform people of Kazakhstan led to the
fact that there was a steady mentality which essence is that all ethnoses, despite cultural, language, etc.
distinctions, together build the general house, Kazakhstan — their Homeland [6].

Already today Kazakhstan discusses the new message of the Leader Nation of N. A. Nazarbayev to the people
of the country "The third modernization of Kazakhstan: global competitiveness™ (on January 31, 2017) where it is
noted that, since the beginning of 2017 Kazakhstan became the non-permanent member of the UN Security
Council, that this year in Astana there will take place the international exhibition "EXPO-2017", in Almaty sports
meets within the Universiade-2017 in which more than 2 000 athletes and members of delegations from 57 states
participate started. All this is result of the correct political way and high authority of Kazakhstan on the
international scene. So Kazakhstan has to carry out further flexible and multilateral diplomatic approach according
to national interests — preservation of peaceful partner relationship with neighboring states.

Conclusion.Confident steps of Kazakhstan to foreign policy space is result of titanic efforts of the Head of
state and department which is directly responsible for carrying out in life of the chosen course of the country.
Trust from the world community in regulation of the conflict between the authorities and opposition of Syria, and
how Kazakhstan surely took and carried out the important tasks assigned to it, speak about growth of influence of
Kazakhstan which extends not only in the territory of Central Asia now. Though in Astana speaks about success
of negotiations still very much early, it is possible to note with confidence that Kazakhstan will use further the
best efforts in continuation of peaceful regulation of the conflicts destabilizing a situation in the Asian region.

FEATURES OF THE FORMATION OF SOCIAL POLICY IN KAZAKHSTAN

Formation of Kazakhstan's independence was associated with the need to develop new conceptual goals and policy
objectives corresponding to the modern civilization standards adopted in the economically developed and politically stable
countries. The article describes the stages of reforming the social sphere in Kazakhstan, its features and the main directions of
implementation of standards of human development adopted by the United Nations Development Programme. The author
proposes own typology of approaches to the study of social policy in Kazakhstan, which includes the following areas:

reform, economic issues of systemic transformation of the social sphere, the legal aspects of the formation of the welfare state,
etc. This structuring of social policy will allow to further expand and deepen the reforms in the social sphere.

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TECHNIQUES AIMED AT THE DEVELOPMENT OF DIALOGICAL SPEECH

Abstract

The article considers the special significance of the dialogue in the process of the schoolchild's personality formation, the
development of his intellectual, communicative and spiritual and moral qualities. The formation of monologic speech and the
ability to conduct a dialogue is a key task of technology for the development of critical thinking. All the techniques and
strategies in this technology are somehow built on discussion, on the ability to communicate and argue coherently, giving
arguments and evidence. They are called upon to develop critical thinking. And most importantly, they teach coherent,
logically built and reasoned speech. Teaching dialogical speech should be conducted at all levels of learning. It happens that
teachers in high school do not pay due attention to this issue, believing that a teenager of 14-16 years old can already speak
coherently. But in addition to logical presentation, the school should teach the imagery of thinking, critical judgments, the
ability to conduct discussions and disputes. Therefore, using those or other techniques that involve dialogues, it is desirable to
constantly emphasize attention to the requirements for oral speech.

Fluency in the language involves the ability to respond to all kinds of situations in real life. Therefore, when
teaching any language, one should pay special attention to the maximum development of oral speech, in
particular, dialogue as one of its forms.

Before proceeding with the construction of a methodological system for teaching dialogical speech, it is
necessary to consider the linguistic aspect of the dialogue.

Dialogue is a complex and multifaceted phenomenon. Depending on what tasks the researchers set themselves
for, the study of it is conducted in a variety of directions, therefore in modern science there is still no single
definition of dialogue.

Thus, the "Dictionary of Linguistic Terms" characterizes dialogue as "one of the forms of speech, in which
each utterance is directly addressed to the interlocutor and turns out to be limited to the immediate subjects of the
conversation" [1,132].

"Linguistic Encyclopaedic Dictionary"” gives the following definition of dialogical speech: "Dialogue speech
(from the Greek dialogos-conversation, conversation of two) is a form (type) of speech, consisting of the
exchange of statements-remarks, the language composition of which is influenced by direct perception, activating
the role of the addressee In speech activity of the addressee™ [2, 135].

Unlike linguists, psychologists in the vocabulary of socio-psychological concepts under the editorship of
E.S. Kuzmin and V.E. Semenov emphasize the structural features of the dialogue: "Dialogue - a form of speech
communication, consisting of alternating replicas of participants” [3, 23].

In the dictionary-reference book "Pedagogical speech” edited by T.A. Ladyzhenskaya, the main features of the
dialogue are formulated as follows: "Dialogue is a variety (type) of speech, under which there is an exchange of
mutually conditioned remarks (with visual and auditory perception of the interlocutor” [4, 42].

So, despite the differences in wording, the dialogue almost everywhere appears as a form of speech
communication, the sphere of manifestation of human speech activity, as one of the forms of existence of
language.

The beginning of the development of studying the dialogue as a "universal form of communication” is
associated with the name of L.P. Yakubinskyin Russian philology. His article "About Dialogue Speech” played
a large role in posing the problem in various aspects of its consideration. The language specifics of the dialogue
LP.Yakubinsky associates with its functional side and with external features of its implementation: the presence of
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several interlocutors, a relatively rapid exchange of cues in the visual and auditory perception, the presence of
facial expressions, gestures and so on [5].

In the study of dialogue, the question of comparing dialogue and monologue is highlighted. The foundations of
this comparison in Russian linguistics were laid down in the works of L.V. Shcherba, L.P. Yakubinsky,
M.M. Bakhtin and others. In the studies of L.VV. Shcherba and L.P. Yakubinsky it is seen the idea of the
"naturalness" of the dialogue and the "artificiality" of the monologue. Thus, L.V. Shcherba noted that "monologue
is largely an artificial linguistic form" (173, 4), that "language” lives "and changes mainly in dialogue™ [6,36].

According to L.P. Yakubinsky, "any interaction of people is precisely interaction; It essentially seeks to avoid
one-sidedness, wants to be two-sided, "dialogic" and "monologic”. Just as the question is almost involuntary,
because of the constant association between thoughts and pronunciation, it generates a response, like this and
every speech irritation, continuously it has not been, exciting, as its reaction, thoughts and feelings, it is necessary
to push the body to speech Reaction ... Dialogue ... is more a phenomenon of "nature” than a monologue "[6, 133].

According to the Oxford English online dictionary, the English term dialogue stems from theold French
dialoge, taken in turn from the Greek dialogos, which loosely translates as converse with or speaking through [7].
A number of scholars have further defined dialogue. Although their definitions have similarities, they also differ
depending on the author’s view of dialogue and its purpose.Burbules and Kazepides argue that dialogue is
continuous with conversation or chatting, although it is more serious and challenging; it may also lead to new
understandings. In addition, Burbules and Kazepides reinforce that dialogue does not have a predetermined
destination; dialogue accepts that there are different views, but it expects a commitment to communicate. In
contrast to problem-solving sessions, dialogue need not lead to consensus, but both parties may gain a deeper
understanding. This view of dialogue perhaps has an ideal of dialogue in mind, with an emphasis on cognitive
understandings [8].

The concept of dialogue is most often linked to the Greek classics. Plato viewed dialogue as the most
important tool for teaching as it leads to rational knowledge. Plato makes the important distinction that logos or
reason develops out of human activities: our thinking is not something we already hold in our mind; rather, it is
obtained through language in dialogue, linking our thinking to the sociocultural and political conditions of
dialogue [9]. Dialogue can thus be seen as the fundamental link between philosophy and education. Dewey views
education as the laboratory in which philosophic directions become concrete and are tested [8, 1]. The next
section discusses dialogue in educational settings.

In trying to define dialogue, there is a risk that elements of the definition may become normative and
definitive, implying that there is only one correct way or a particular standardof dialogue. It needs to be noted that
any attempt to fully define dialogue automatically turns the dialogue about dialogue into a monologic event,
describing what dialogue ought to be and thereby finalising the definition, which is in direct contrast with what
dialogue aims to do.

Dialogue is the conversation of two persons. Unlike a monologue, conversation can be interrupted, largely
depends on emotions, the nature of the conversation and the topic, rarely consists of completed proposals.

Depending on the degree of participation of interlocutors, the following types of dialogical speech are
distinguished:

— One-way interrogation - questions are asked only by one of the interlocutors. This type includes interviews,
guestionnaires, social surveys.

— Bilateral questioning - participants are equally involved in the conversation (discussions, disputes).

— Exchange of opinions - there are no questions, only opinions and opinions.

In the methodology, standard dialogues (or dialogues of etiquette character) are highlighted - these are
dialogues used in typical situations (seller-buyer, boss-subordinate, etc.)

Review of techniques and techniques aimed at the development of coherent monological and dialogical speech

* A pattern of telling is a living, vivid description of an object or phenomenon that is given to children as a role
model. This method of teaching monologic speech is used in elementary school when demonstrating how, for
example, a rule, event description, etc. should sound.

The sample should be short, accessible for understanding, easy to remember, pronounced clearly, loudly,
necessarily expressively.

* Analysis of the pattern of the storytelling. This technique helps to understand the structure of speech, isolate
individual components, work on intonation. It is often practiced in primary schools. For example, you can take
any dialogue or monologue from a read work and ask students to identify where the introduction (the beginning of
the conversation), where the ending. Separately, the students select the key words with colored pencils, on which
it is necessary to lower or increase the intonation.
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» Joined storytelling is another method for initial education. Here the teacher starts the sentence, and the child
finishes it. Either they compose a monologue in turn.

« Partial storytelling is a familiar technique, when you need to restore it completely in the text. You can suggest
the beginning of the story, the middle, the end. It's easier if it's an event story. In high school, you can offer for a
partial story-telling reflections or abstract texts-reasoning.

* A narrative story based on a picture (subject, plot, landscape, series of paintings) is one of the most effective
techniques that helps to develop coherent monologic speech. It is noted from practice that this technique is often
practiced by the Kazakh language teacher in primary and secondary schools. Why is he forgotten in high school?
After all, for high school students and paintings you can pick up interesting, appropriate age, and the conditions
for creating a story complicate.

* Retelling - practice is practiced at all levels of learning. And to learn retelling begin already in class.
Admission is effective, because it allows you to develop not only the imagery of thinking, but also the logical
presentation of thoughts. While retelling the text, the child learns to understand its structure, and remembering the
most vivid phrases of speech and sentences promotes the development of memory and artistry of speech.

» Deductive method is a way of teaching dialogue. It is often used in foreign language lessons, although it is
quite acceptable in other lessons. The essence of the method is that a ready dialogue is given as a model. This can
be situational dialogue, etiquette, professional, which uses the stable expressions that are typical for this situation.
The sample is carefully studied, and then, on its basis, form their own dialogue.

For example, there is a lesson-court. This process is characterized by its own replicas and stable expressions.
Therefore, in advance with the students are studying how the judicial process is being built, what phrases are most
common, what terms are used. A sample can be provided in the form of text, video.

On the basis of the deductive method, techniques such as role plays, discussions, forums, symposiums
appeared. They are all built on the basis of conversation, learning dialogical speech, develop the ability to argue,
defend their opinions, think reasonably and coherently express their thoughts.

» The inductive method assumes the training of dialogical speech "from downwards to upwards". That is, first,
lexical and grammatical units are studied, and only then dialogue is formed. Methods of this method include
"Thick and tonic questions”, "Six hats", techniques that teach the structure of speech, drawing up a plan of
speeches [10].

The formation of monologic speech and the ability to conduct a dialogue is a key task of technology for the
development of critical thinking. All the techniques and strategies in this technology are somehow built on
discussion, on the ability to communicate and argue coherently, giving arguments and evidence. They are
designed to develop critical thinking. And most importantly - they teach coherent, logically built and reasoned
speech.

In conclusion, it can be noted that the training of monologic and dialogical speech should be conducted at all
levels of education. It happens that teachers in high school do not pay due attention to this issue, believing that a
teenager of 14-16 years old can already speak coherently. But in addition to logical presentation, the school should
teach the imagery of thinking, critical judgments, the ability to conduct discussions and disputes. Therefore, using
certain techniques, suggesting monologues and dialogues, it is desirable to constantly focus on the requirements
for oral speech.

MONITORING OF THE MARKET OF CORPORATE BONDS

The article reviews the current state of the domestic market of corporate bonds in Kazakhstan. The structure of
institutional investors and professional participants and investments by types of issuers in the domestic securities market is
analyzed. The capitalization and the yield index of corporate bonds, as well as the significance of inflation and the base rate
are determined. The yield curves of government securities and non-government securities are constructed. The dynamics of
volumes, as well as the number of deals with corporate bonds in the RK for the last six years and the structure of these
transactions, were revealed. The analysis of the dynamics and structure of the primary and secondary placement of corporate
bonds over the past 4-6 years is conducted. The structure of corporate bonds by sectors of the economy of Kazakhstan is
determined. Based on the conducted qualitative and quantitative analysis, the results have been summed up, on the basis of
which certain trends in the development of the corporate bonds sector of Kazakhstan have been determined.

The current stage in the
development of Kazakhstan's society is characterized by attempts by power structures to further consolidate the civilized
values of life, which requires a fundamentally new political science approach to scientific research and a scrupulous analysis
of the political processes taking place in it in the course of political modernization; Also to a scientific study of the optimal
resolution of the problems of the modernization process in its value change Rhenium. It is generally recognized by "political
modernization” to understand the transition from a traditional society to a "modern™ society, that is, in a technological
dimension - from a “preindustrial” society to an "industrial” society, and in a social dimension from a society with a
legitimately rooted tradition, to a society founded, on the principles of rationalization and personal autonomy.

There is no doubt that the political changes that accompanied "political modernization” mean the development
of representative democracy in the entire scope of this concept, including changes in the value dimension, political
culture and psychology, primarily in the system of motivations and values, political and socio-economic
organization society. At the same time, differences in the level of development of societies that have embarked on
the path of modernization in historically different times are coordinated with differences in the level of
accumulation by the masses of a new "motivational syndrome"

Among the urgent problems that are waiting for an immediate and effective solution in the current historical
situation is the organization of the activities of political institutions designed to comprehend and understand the
current state of humanity, the development and application of such political technologies that would ensure high
efficiency of political activity, stabilization and Integration of human interests, peoples and states.

The task of modernizing of the political system is one of the priority, in the proposed package of President
Nazarbaev's initiatives - the "National Program for Political Reforms." [1]

Thus, the twentieth century has become a century of a global change, which found its reflection in the modern
political process of the Republic of Kazakhstan. The fall of the main totalitarian system of government ensured
the emergence of new independent states. The failure of communist ideology led to the spread of the values of
modern Western society. Fifteen former Soviet republics were replaced by completely new systems of
government.

As we know, in the process of political modernization, national values are closely connected with national-
political self-consciousness. Consequently, the events taking place in Kazakhstan and the former USSR testify to
the revival of national-political self-awareness, spiritual culture, national languages, etc. So, primordial rites,
customs, traditions, old norms of behavior and mentality of the people of Kazakhstan are now perceived as
national values in the context of political modernization.

Modern national values and norms are just beginning to form under a certain vision of the objective world and
the tendencies of its development. This is their stability. However, it should be borne in mind that national values
often act as a standard that largely determines the content and direction of Kazakhstan's national values. For
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example, the rights of a Kazakh are the original value inherent in him, as a representative of the human race, a
reference point for the progressive development of society. The modern concept of the rights of a Kazakh in the
period of political modernization should put forward the freedom of the individual, its autonomy.

In turn, the formation of new value dimensions and benchmarks in the modernization of Kazakhstan's society,
the choice of a whole system of new political values is a complex and far from ambiguous process. But, on the
other hand, without a certain set of values, modern Kazakh society can not function, since values determine the
criteria of a society-recognized behavior, on the basis of which certain systems of hormative value control, social
and political institutions, individual and collective actions of people are based. Thus ensuring order in society, in
its value dimension and the so-called value solidarity of all social actors. In this case, it is the value dimensions in
the modern Kazakhstan society that unite and unite the people of Kazakhstan in the process of political
modernization.

The Republic of Kazakhstan, having acquired its independence, has entered the path of democratic political
reforms of the political system. This meant such political reforms as the transformation of the political system
from totalitarianism to democracy, the creation of a mature civil society and the rule of law, etc.

One of the distinguishing features of the modernization process in the Republic of Kazakhstan is its
evolutionary and consistent nature. Modernization in our republic proceeds from the principles of timeliness and
relevance of reform reforms. The entire modernization process is taking place at certain stages, which are
designated primarily by the President's Address to the people of Kazakhstan.

The Kazakhstan population managed to preserve their national accord and political stability, fully
demonstrating their confidence in the political reforms initiated by the head of state, the President of the Republic
of Kazakhstan. Kazakhstan citizens are the backbone of the national consensus within Kazakhstan. It is the
nomadic and universal culture, traditions, mentality of the Kazakhs that rendered and have a significant influence
on the dynamics of political reforms and the formation, as well as the development of a common Kazakhstan
mentality. Therefore, it is unquestionably necessary to investigate the influence of culture, traditions and other
axiological aspects of the life of citizens of our state and society as a whole on political modernization, as well as
study the impact of political modernization on the change, revival of cultural and value aspects of Kazakhstan
society. All these parties objectively called for an urgent need to study and generalize Kazakhstan's experience of
political transformation on the democratization of the state, state authorities, the formation and development of
civil society, and the introduction of democratic culture in all spheres of public life in the Republic of Kazakhstan.

The process of transition from a traditional system to a modern one in itself implies complexities and conceals
potential crises. Under these circumstances, the fact that the modernization subject in Kazakhstan, without
deviating from the overall goal of reform, is gradually and logically modernized is very positive, which directly
has a direct impact on the development of the value dimension of Kazakhstan society. The world experience of
modernization abounds with examples when an overly hasty, ill-conceived political change leads to the collapse
of the transformation and the process of value measurements as a whole. Therefore, to the new values of the
modern Kazakhstan as well as any other society, have become popular, the expiration of a certain time is
necessary. Of course, to achieve this goal, all the political innovations, institutions and procedures for political
decision-making that are introduced must really and efficiently function, and not simply be declared. Only if this
principle is observed in their work they can ensure their legitimate existence. In turn, legitimization will ensure the
recognition of new norms and values on the part of the modernized society [2].

The process of further transformation must proceed from mutual cooperation between society and the subject
of modernization, power structures. The political elite must continue to adhere to democratic values and
guidelines for the development of the republic. It is necessary to work out in detail the mechanisms for involving
citizens in participating in the process of renewal and consolidation of the introduced value priorities, institutions,
etc. Allthis will contri bute to the formation of effective factors forfurther democrati zationand modernization
of Kazakhstan is ociety.

The adaptation of modernized social structures, institutions and values to a new qualitative state of Kazakhstan
society, the continuation and completion of political modernization is the task of the next stage of development,
the implementation of which, in our opinion, will depend on the solution of a number of problems related to
further policy and reform of the existing political regime, and Also with the formation of developed political
institutions and a new mechanism for the exercise of power.

A special role in the positive implementation of modernization is played by the formation of a policy of
mutually beneficial cooperation with developed democracies. The experience of their functioning, as well as
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support in the field of economy, politics, culture is really important. Thus, political modernization in the value
dimension ensures the establishment of contacts on a new rational and parity basis between developed and transit
states.

It should be noted that contacting should be based on rationalism. The automatic copying of the values and
institutions of Western democracies can lead to a completely ambiguous result. Therefore, the process of
modernization of the Republic of Kazakhstan in the value dimension in such aspects as stability, harmony,
gradualness, consistency, timeliness, was ensured by the functioning of a strong presidential republic.

In the process of modernization in the value dimension, the political institutions to be introduced must be not
only democratic, but also particularly strong. This will ensure adaptation to the constantly changing conditions of
the social environment, with its goals and objectives. In this respect, the formation of a strong state power will
ensure order and stability, interethnic and interfaith consent on the path to transition to democracy. [4]

However, the establishment of a strong government structure should not lead to a desire to step back from the
chosen path of democratization and national values. Therefore, it is very important to maintain strong power and
simultaneously conduct democratic reform. Through a gradual and gradual reform in Kazakhstan society, new
and new value factors, institutions, procedures for democratic life-support in the process of political
modernization must accrue. The preservation of a strong executive power must be carried out in conjunction with
the introduction of mechanisms of local self-government. The proposed measures to introduce electivity of the
heads of local executive authorities also contribute to this process.

The implementation of modernization through the identification of its specific stages will also ensure the
effective achievement of the overall goal of reform through a sequence of transformation. At each stage specific
goals and objectives are formulated, as well as ways to achieve them. The solution of the set goals and tasks, thus,
will ensure effective modernization and lead to the achievement of a common goal with the least losses.

In the process of transition from a totalitarian society to a modern one, Kazakhstan has managed to overcome
the disease of blind imitation of existing democratic systems. At the same time, our country has successfully
applied the experience of modernization of individual countries. The most important thing is that the main
universal national values of democratic living arrangements have become the main objectives of the development
of the Republic of Kazakhstan. Thus, recognizing the presence of certain specific features, our country, taking into
account the world democratic experience, systematically implements the overall strategy of modernization of the
post-Soviet society and the state in the value dimension.
