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DEVELOPMENT STAGES OF CHINESE ECONOMIC

Abstract

and Autumn and during the Warring States, various vassals came into contact with each other in the form of
taxes, gifts and, thus, actually began the practice of economic diplomacy. In modern history, Western
countries, in search of industrial raw materials and increasing market share, demanded that China open trade
ports, reduce tariffs, or tried to force China to provide loans. In fact, it can also be seen as economic
diplomacy. As China became more actively involved in the international economic system after reforms and
openness, it gradually turned into a "pioneer" in the international economic and diplomatic arena. The
transformation of China into the second largest economy in the world has increased the interest of
researchers in a comprehensive study of economic diplomacy. China's economic power surpasses the
military, political and cultural spheres of global development, and today China effectively uses economic
instruments to achieve national security, political stability, social development and other important strategic
goals. Therefore, this article, which emphasizes the importance of studying China's economic diplomacy,
analyzes the evolutionary development of its various forms.

Annotation

The article discusses issues of relative unity and difference of legal and moral norms in Kazakh society
that have not yet been studied in social and political science. The article examines in more detail the political
and moral aspects: the difference of the legal and moral norms of Kazakh society; the relative unity of
Kazakh law and morality of the people of Kazakhstan and others. The article states that the relative unity of
legal and moral norms in Kazakh society is reflected primarily in the difference of the created ways, the
forms of their existence and their guarantees. The rules of law are contained in the legislation, presidential
decrees, decrees, statutes, orders and other acts of the organs of the Kazakh State, and the rules of morality
are contained in the public conscience. Moral norms are transmitted from generation to generation in the
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form of generally accepted notions of good and evil, of nobility and vileness, etc., are imprinted in folk
proverbs, legends, in works of art. However, the article also focuses on discussion issues.

Introduction

The successful solution of the tasks of building a democratic and civil society in Kazakhstan stems from
the development of universal human standards of life, the education of people in the spirit of Kazakh
patriotism, friendship among peoples and a political and legal culture. True human morality plays a major
role in the education of the population. It acts as a regulator of relations between people, between individuals
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and society. The principles of true universal human morality are a moral criterion for the behaviour of
Kazakh people. On the basis of the norms of genuine, universal morality, the individual is rational and
consciously combines individual interests with public, and his actions are guided by the interests of society.

Norms of true human morality is not the sole regulator of individual behavior. In addition, other types of
norms, such as the law, operate in a democratic civil society. Legal norms, unlike moral ones, ensure that
public demands are met by the authority of the State. Kazakh law establishes a legal order that corresponds
to the objective requirements of building a democratic and just society [1,c.4,6-12]. The norms of Kazakh
law during the period of the construction of a democratic and civil society in the country should help to
educate the population and ensure that the discipline of members of our society is better organized. The rule
of law occupies a prominent place in the fight against transgressions in the minds and behaviour of human
beings, helps to shape a new human being in the spirit of the principles of true human morality and is thus
closely linked to the norms of human morality.

It should be noted in this connection that the nature of communication and the dialectic of interaction
between the rules of law and morality in Kazakh society are not yet sufficiently studied in the scientific
literature. Our article attempts to elucidate the political science aspects of the issues: The relative unity and
difference of legal and moral norms in Kazakh society.

Aims and purposes of the study

Considering that the state and level of scientific development of the problem under study do not
correspond to current requirements and have not been specifically studied, The purpose of this article — on
the basis of concrete materials reflecting the implementation of State policy in Kazakhstan, To make a
political generalization: To uncover the content, problems and peculiarities of the relative unity and
differences in legal and moral norms in Kazakh society. In order to achieve this objective, the following
objectives have been defined: To uncover the political aspects of the relative unity of legal and moral norms
in Kazakhstan; On the basis of scientific methodology, to study the difference between the norms of Kazakh
law and the morals of Kazakh people; Consideration of new aspects of the study of the interaction of legal
and moral norms, and the elaboration of some practical recommendations for improving Kazakh legislation
and developing human morality in the context of the transition to a market economy and the modernization
of society.

Methodology and methods of research

The theoretical and methodological foundations of the article make up the fundamental provisions of
philosophy, political science, jurisprudence, and the achievement of world and domestic socio-political
thought on the problems of legal and moral norms. Methods of historical, systemic, institutional,
comparative and expert analysis were used in writing the article.

Discussion and results. As is well known, it is difficult at present to draw any line between legal and
moral standards, for there is no legal requirement that is devoid of moral force. Despite the broad and
profound embodiment in the legal norms of Kazakh society of the basic principles and norms of human
morality, they remain a separate form of social norms. The rules of law and morality express two
inextricably linked, interacting but distinct sides in a single dialectical process of regulating social relations,
conduct of Kazakh people in accordance with the needs and tasks of building a democratic civil society [2,
p-36].

In this connection, it should be said that the unity of all interrelated parties, phenomena and processes is
relatively incomplete. The relativity of the unity of legal and moral norms in Kazakh society is reflected
primarily in the difference in the ways in which they are created and in the forms of their existence and
guarantees. The rules of law are contained in the laws, presidential decrees, decrees, statutes, orders and
other acts of the organs of the Kazakh State, and the norms of genuine, universal morality are contained in
the public conscience. Moral norms are transmitted from generation to generation in the form of generally
accepted notions of good and evil, nobility and villainy, etc., sealed in folk proverbs, legends, works of art.
Their social content can be both universal and historically limited. Universal, authentic morality, arising as
the progressive morality of the people, becomes the universal morality of democratic, civil society as a
whole. If the implementation of moral norms is controlled by public opinion and their violation is only
subject to public pressure, the requirements of legal norms are often not met by reason of internal conviction,
a Affected by the imposition of sanctions provided for in the Act, in particular State coercive measures [3,
p-371.
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The difference between the norms of Kazakh law and the morals of Kazakh people is due to the different
degree of their connection with the economic relations of society and to the different manifestations of
autonomy in relation to the Kazakh basis and its political superstructure. The norms of Kazakh law are more
closely related to the political superstructure and through it to the economic basis than to the norms of human
morality. Rules of law tend to become obsolete earlier and require change.

On the other hand, the norms of true human morality are often ahead of the law, anticipating the future
structure of human relations in a democratic civil society, Closer to the ideals of due process and express the
main content of the future rules of civic hostel.

State coercion is necessary in Kazakh society. Legal norms dictate certain precepts, requiring their
implementation regardless of personal beliefs, desires and motives. While the vast majority of the population
comply voluntarily with the law, this does not preclude the enforcement of the law in a democratic, civil
society.

The power of law and the possibility of its use in the event of a breach of State coercion make it
necessary for the legislator to indicate, as precisely as possible, a specific rule defining the rights and
obligations of the parties, the actual living conditions, in which subjects are required to comply with the rules
and measures that the State applies to the violators of this rule of conduct.

Human morality, on the other hand, is a more general way of behaving. They do not provide for detailed
regulation of social relations, specification of requirements, authorizations and prohibitions, and such precise
definition of measures of influence and conditions for their application to violators, as is the case in Kazakh
law. Thus, the moral standards of the Kazakh people require humane relations and mutual respect. This
requirement is also contained in the norms of Kazakh law [4,p.200]. But unlike moral norms, the law does
not provide for a general rule: "to be humane and to respect one another", but it is very clear that the
measures and the conditions under which they are to be applied are formulated precisely to deal with the
most dangerous violators of this general rule, who allow, for example, that: Slander, verbal or physical insult,
by hooliganism, etc.

A great deal of regulation and detail in the legal norms of requirements, authorizations and prohibitions
means that they cannot take into account all specific cases and circumstances. Conversely, less regulation,
more detailed requirements, authorizations, and prohibitions in moral norms make them more mobile, more
flexible, and allow them to take a comprehensive approach to the evaluation of individual human acts and
actions. In that connection, it was possible to imagine Kazakh people who violated moral standards but did
not come into conflict with the norms of Kazakh law. This can happen, for example, when people do not
welcome each other, gloat at the failures of their friend, comrade, display arrogance, scruples, conniveness,
etc. From the point of view of true human morality, the reputation of such people will be extremely low. Not
only are they subject to moral disapproval, but very strong social pressure can also be applied. For example,
if they are members of a party, members of a trade union, the relevant public organization may exclude them
from its ranks, but they may not be subjected to legal coercion.

Considering the difference between the norms of Kazakh law and the morals of Kazakh people, one
cannot avoid the question of the complexity of cooperation in practice and in the living reality of our society.
Legal and moral norms in Kazakh society are not implemented automatically in people’s practical activities,
but are refracted through the prism of individual consciousness [5, p.32], which is formed as a result of a
person’s varied interaction with the environment. From an objective environment that includes not only
social existence but also social consciousness, the individual — a Kazakh citizen — derives his ideas, concepts
and opinions. Society as a whole influences the formation of a person not so much in itself, but through the
immediate environment surrounding that person.

The issue of the relationship between the individual and the community is therefore of particular
interest. Thus, effective organization of work, modern requirements for the participants of the production
team, reasonable use of legal and moral means of influencing the collective and each individual are topical
issues, The Government of the Republic of Kazakhstan is committed to the implementation of the
Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination against Women.

Under conditions of positive influence of the environment, the principles of true universal human
morality and respect for Kazakh law permeate individual consciousness. Conversely, an unhealthy
microenvironment has a negative impact on the formation of the personality of Kazakh, engenders a
nihilistic attitude towards the norms of universal human morality and Kazakh law. In particular, a study of
the impact of micro-environments on juvenile offenders shows that many of them have learned anti-social
attitudes and habits from their daily interaction with demoralized adults.
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In every individual consciousness, there are inevitably both features of the social consciousness as a
whole and special features defined by the peculiarities of the upbringing and living conditions of the
individual. The peculiarities of individual consciousness have a strong influence on people’s understanding
of legal and moral norms, on how they are treated and how they are implemented.

Undoubtedly, the overwhelming majority of Kazakh people abide by the law not for fear of State
coercion [6,p.9-11] but voluntarily. But voluntary compliance does not mean that the motives for conduct are
homogeneous. Voluntary acts of the same nature may be motivated by different motivations related to the
moral and legal perceptions of the individual.

Some are complying with the requirements of the norms of Kazakh law because the principle of genuine
universal human morality embodied therein — to work conscientiously for the benefit of society — has
become their conscious norm of conduct and the result of respect for Kazakh law. The voluntary compliance
of others with legal norms may be linked to the desire to receive the material and spiritual benefits that they
provide. The third applies Kazakh law because they do not wish to have unfavorable legal consequences.
Morally, the behavior of these three categories of individuals is not the same. There is no doubt that such
acts, whose motives are linked to universal human ideals, deserve the highest moral recognition.

Significant progress has been made in recent years to improve the laws. New laws and regulations have
been adopted to strengthen the rule of law and protect citizens' rights. All this helps to eliminate many
obsolete norms that have come into conflict with new demands for real, universal morality and Kazakh legal
awareness.

The process of reducing the emerging contradictions between the norms of Kazakh law and the morals
of the people of Kazakhstan is being facilitated by the abolition of outdated legal norms, the publication of
new normative acts and the formation of civil society. As is well known, the formation of civil society and
the strengthening of the morals of the people of Kazakhstan require a high moral and legal culture, without
which «Such important principles of public life as the rule of law, the priority of man, his rights and
freedoms cannot be fully realized » [7, p.6].

In the present circumstances, when the moral principle of conscientious work for the benefit of the
country is becoming more and more deeply ingrained in the minds of the vast majority of Kazakh people,
particularly intolerant become roughnecks, truancers, drunks and other labour offenders, Social discipline
and the rules of Kazakh law. The strictest observance of discipline: The order, organization, norms of
Kazakh law and genuine universal morality must become the personal conviction of every Kazakh and the
norm of his conduct, the first civic duty and duty. Those who violate the rules of law and morality must be
held strictly accountable before the people, the society.

Conclusion

The acceleration and complexity of the processes of social development in the course of the construction
of a democratic civil society in Kazakhstan could not fail to have a corresponding impact on the
interrelationship between the rules of law and morality. The ongoing changes in the interrelationship
between the legal and moral regulation of social relations in Kazakhstan require careful consideration and are
one of the important but pressing problems of building a democratic and civil society.

The problem of the interrelationship of legal and moral norms in Kazakh society lies at the intersection
of various scientific disciplines. It is certainly one of the issues where comprehensive, systematic research
across the socio-political sciences is needed. It is the duty of Kazakh scientists — political scientists, legal
scholars, sociologists, philosophers and others — to penetrate as deeply as possible the essence of the
relationship, differences, relative unity of the norms of law and morality, and to reveal its new aspects,
features, elements, etc.

Today, the study of the rule of law is an important way forward for the further development of research
on this issue [8, p.220] and the socio-political values of specific legal and moral norms, and the
establishment of the appropriate: optimal balance between legal and moral regulation of individual social
relations. The resolution of these issues requires a thorough, comprehensive socio-political study of the place
and role of individual social relations in the system of relations of Kazakh society and the effectiveness of its
regulation by the existing legal norms, the morale of the masses, Identification of positive and negative
aspects of the application of legal and moral methods of regulation, etc. These studies will help to obtain new
data and, on the basis of their synthesis, to draw important conclusions and make appropriate
recommendations, Proposals for further improvement of Kazakh legislation, improvement of the work of the
State apparatus and comprehensive education of the population.
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In this connection, we think that scientists and researchers should not only know the objective
foundations of the rule of law and morality in Kazakh society, but also work where there is a mass of the
population, live in the thick of real life, know it backwards and forwards, express what man, people aware, to
be an active promoter of the policy of legal culture and morality into life, thus limit the manifestations of
crime, immorality and non-legal or moral conduct.

Today, the Kazakh State and society are faced with the challenge of bringing about a new level of social
development through modernization systems and the reform of the political, socio-economic and legal
system of the country [9, p.314]. Nowadays, it is important that the solution of the urgent socio-political
problems of the interrelationship between the legal and moral norms of the Republic of Kazakhstan and their
relative unity as a whole should contribute to the unification of the multi — ethnic and a multi — religious
society into a united family and the progress of a democratic, law-based and social State that owns the future.

THE HISTORY OF THE CREATION AND ACTIVITIES OF THE INTERNATIONAL
ANTI-NUCLEAR MOVEMENT "NEVADA-SEMIPALATINSK"

Abstract

The article examines the real history of social activity of the population of Kazakhstan during the period
of political change of power in the USSR on the example of the first non-governmental democratic
movement that stirred up the world community. The authors talk about the reasons for the creation of the
International Anti-Nuclear Movement (MAD) "Nevada-Semipalatinsk”, which they witness. The article
presents historical facts and analysis of the events that eventually led to a global moratorium on conducting
nuclear tests on a planetary scale. The calendar of the described events covers the period from 1949 to the
present day. The role of the leader and activists of the Movement in the processes of anti-nuclear world
politics during the years of the end of the Cold War, which resulted in the adoption of a planetary
moratorium on nuclear tests, is shown. The authors assess the social significance of the plans of the future
work of the MAD in the field of youth policy of Kazakhstan, environmental initiatives and health-saving
proposals for the people.

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PROBLEMS OF NATIONAL IDENTITY IN AFGHANISTAN

Abstract

From a sociological point of view, national identity is defined as a kind of feeling and emotional
belonging to a society that causes national unity and cohesion and has different material, cultural and
psychological dimensions that cause societies to differ from each other. The phenomenon of Ethnicization
and the formation of sub-national identities and subcultures have become doubly important in the
contemporary period because factors such as territorial divisions based on national government, inequality,
deprivation, ideology, and colonialism play an important role in ethnic nationalization in societies. The
ethnicization of identity can be called a process in which the link between national values is weakened and
the possibility of maintaining the convergence of a nation is endangered. What is true of national identity in
Afghanistan is that no deep link has yet been established between nationalities and ethnicities with national
territory, values, and culture.

The identity crisis in Afghanistan has been more focused on the social segregation of groups and has not
yet reached the stage of disintegration. Lack of national identity has left negative consequences in the
development of concepts such as national unity, national participation, and social justice and has prevented
the formation of civic nationalism.

Introduction

National identity is the most universal level of identity in all social systems, of which the functional
importance depends on the unity and cohesion that it creates in society. National identity is a two-
dimensional concept that implies "similarity" and "distinction" at the same time national identity, on the one
hand, includes the characteristics which a nation is identified, and on the other hand, refers to the
characteristics based on which nationalities are separated from each other. Sociologists say that "the ideal
model of national identity in any society is different from other societies and arises from the values and
attitudes of that society" [1, p. 2]. In general, the concept of national identity, according to Eastern and
Western philosophers, is related to modern literature that has emerged after the Renaissance. Some writers
consider national identity to be a political phenomenon that first appeared in Europe and then spread to the
political literature of other lands. Apart from the issue of identity typology, the discussion of national identity
is usually considered in societies that consist of heterogeneous ethnic, religious groups, and social gaps.
These social gaps in society have become active and influential gaps in ethnic-religious identities, as a result
of which ethnic conflicts and national identity crises are becoming commonplace in a given society [2]. "If
the concept of identity means the cognition that people have of themselves and distinguish themselves from
others, national identity promotes this individual cognition to collective cognition and a sense of belonging
to common cultural elements, national symbols and historical values" [3, p.10]. National identity is a sense
of belonging to a particular nation. A nation that has symbols, traditions, holy places, customs, traditions,
historical heroes, and special culture and land [4, p.81]. The main cause of identity crisis in countries with
ethnic diversity is disagreement over the definition of their national symbols, which is examined under
factors influencing the formation of identities.

Scientists give various characteristics of identity, enriching the understanding of such social phenomena.

1. Giddens examines the issue of identity under the conditions of modernity and globalization. He
believes that globalization is simultaneously increasing the importance of regionalism, local nationalism,
local ethnicity, and decentralization. "Ultimately, Giddens considers the main pattern of identity-building in
today's societies to be non-specific, emphasizing that project-making identity is reflective and that
individuals make choices about their identities; Because in general, globalization provides the opportunity to
the continuous reconstruction of identity" [5, p.291].

2. Peter Berg besides emphasizing the theory of "identity control" explains how the meaning of identity
can help predict one's future behavior. He believes that identity and behavior are linked through a common
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semantic system, so if we can discover the meaning that identity has for the individual, we can predict the
behavior of individuals and groups [6]. Identity is one of the most important and prominent issues in any
society that has the greatest importance and necessity in terms of national unity and cohesion. Identity has
different hierarchies, but at a glance, two types of identity can be distinguished:

Individual Identity is the characteristics that distinguish the "I" from others.

Collective Identity; It is a group of people in common affairs, which leads to social solidarity and the
formation of a social unit called "us" and separate from other social units [2, p.74].

"Social identity" refers to how individuals and groups are distinguished. Social identity is determined by
our understanding of "who we are and who others are" which is rooted in the process of socialization [7].

3. In the theory of "social comparison", Leon Festinger believes that social groups by comparing "their
group”" with "other groups" realize their abilities and possessions with others. In this case, a sense of
discrimination and social and political conflict may develop between individuals and groups, which is shown
in their behavior [8, p.74].

4. In the theory of "situational identity", Alexander shows how a person's relationship with the
environment at a given time, can create a situational identity. Alexander's theory focuses on situational
identity, not on a structured and relatively fixed identity [9, p.74].

Methods research

In the nineteenth century, Afghanistan experienced linguistic unity and the creation of a single ethnic
identity through such components as language and common heritage. The main strategy in the nation-
building projects of that time was the attraction and assimilation of all linguistic or ethnic groups into a
single identity based on a common national language [10, p.43-45]. Identity and ethnicity are cultural
phenomena, as Anthony Giddens says that, ethnic and diversity of identity can enrich societies; and that
multi-ethnicity often transforms countries into vibrant and dynamic environments, but ethnic conflict,
especially internal unrest, and external factors, has turned ethnic diversity in Afghanistan now into a most
important challenge. The main challenge is to compete to the political power by relying on its undemocratic
approach, which is seen as an obstacle to achieving a just political system. What must be denied in the
struggle for democracy is ethnic nationalism and hegemony. Otherwise, the desire and need of society to
acquire an ethnic identity, "identifying it" is considered the main factor of "separatist movements and ethnic
decentralization" [11, p.203].

The people of Afghanistan and its tribes have lived together peacefully in the past and had a strong
social unity like religion, faith, national values, cultural customs, art, and a common language (Persian) and
as well as the Persian language was the language of authorities were the connecting factors of the tribes. Like
most countries that link ethnicity to immigration, ethnic nationalism in Afghanistan is strongly linked to
politics and political power. The history of Afghan nationalism also dates back to the modern era (early 20th
century), especially to nation-state-building and constitution-making, because the politics of ethnic identity
has created a kind of extreme minority instead of citizenship rights, the most important consequence of
which is ethnic conflict. If ethnic identity becomes an "extreme minority" and a sense of ethnic superiority it
causes national conflict and prevents the ethnics from the social solidarity [6, p.69]. Some sociologists
believe ethnic differences, and ethnic differences will gradually fade in the process of modernization.
Although Afghanistan is still a traditional society, in traditional societies, identity is not considered a
problem and there is no identity crisis in these societies because "the identity of individuals in traditional
societies is easily determined and the history clarifies the existing identity of individuals", but in today's
modern societies, contrary to fixed definitions of identity, different identities have exploded and clashed with
each other under any circumstances as if [ am a citizen of Afghanistan, my identity must be Afghan. "This is
the anti-pluralist spirit that deprives individuals of the right to freedom of choice" [12].

To compare the past of Afghanistan and its present, to study the problem of ethnic identity and conflicts
arising on this basis in modern conditions, the method of theoretical analysis, comparative historical analysis
was used. Critical analysis of the consequences of the superiority of ethnic identity instead of the creation of
civil relations helped the authors to make a predictive assessment of the situation in Afghanistan.

Results and discussions

The "identity crisis" and, more importantly, the "politicization of ethnicity" in Afghanistan have been
the result of the wrong policies of Afghan rulers throughout history. According to Ahadi, only in the last two
centuries, in the decade of democracy (1964-1973), there had been made serious efforts to establish a nation-
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state system based on equality and social justice. The 1964 constitution, in addition to equal ethnic rights,
also ended centuries of discrimination against Shiite Muslims (in Afghanistan) (1995). The crisis of identity
and ethnicity in Afghanistan was so widespread that even these efforts could not bring about lasting change
in the situation. In this regard, the ethnic structure of political power, ethnic elites, and competition for scarce
resources are the main reasons that play a role in the politicization of ethnicity.

Most scholars of contemporary history have studied the relationship between ethnicity and tribe and
political power mainly since the time of Ahmad Shah Durrani (1747). Some domestic scholars interpret
ethnicity as the determinant of political behavior, Ethnic and ethnicity play a decisive role in the Afghan
political system to elements such as language, religion, and ideology. Although specific statistics on the
number of ethnic groups are not available, the constitution and national anthem of Afghanistan listed 14
ethnic groups in Afghanistan. Among the four ethnic groups (Pashtuns, Tajiks, Hazaras & Uzbeks) are the
most populous tribes and are the main players in political power.

After the transition period (The Bonn Agreement13 December 2001) and the formation of the Senate
and the approval of the constitution, the constitution declared the structure of the new democratic
government of Afghanistan and "prohibited any political behavior based on ethnicity" [13, p. 64 — 66]. But
the truth is that even in the "Bonn Agreement" the distribution of power in proportion to the (estimated)
population among the tribes retained its importance and again the ethnic factor played a decisive role in
government organizations and political parties. I have already mentioned that ethnic identity is a "cultural
phenomenon" in itself. It is only by highlighting differences and politicizing ethnicity that a kind of
hegemony is formed between ethnic groups. There are various theories regarding the politicization of
ethnicity in the social sciences, the most important are mentioned below:

On the nature of the politicization of ethnicity and ethnic heterogeneity Glaser, Moynihan, and Susan
Olzak say: "they have seen the competition for government resources and jobs as the impetus for ethnic
conflict" [14]. But Anthony Smith and Paul Brass, see based on "elite competition theory" consider the role
of elites important in the ethnic mobilization using cultural elements. Some see the role of the international
system as an effective factor in ethnic conflicts. How are these three theories examined about the Afghan? In
Afghanistan, it has been widely believed that tribes first became embroiled in ethnic strife over land, water,
and pastures to the point that some writers on the wars of Amir Abdul Rahman and the theory of ethnic
elimination and ethnic displacements in northern Afghanistan to get the land of the minorities. His
successors have done the same according to the above-mentioned theory [14].

According to the deprivation theory, "the relative deprivation of minority groups causes ethnic conflicts
between the minority and the majority" [15, p.30]. The long isolation of non-Pashtuns from the arena of
political power motivated them to seek to end their "historical deprivation" Elite competition theory about
Afghanistan's experience of ethnic conflict complements the theory of deprivation of sources of political
power.

These two theories pay attention to the internal factors of the phenomenon of ethnicity, but the third
theory considers external factors to be an effective factor in strengthen ethnicity. The beginnings of the
international system's influence on ethnicity in Afghanistan date back to "the time of Russian-British rivalry
in the nineteenth and twentieth centuries." Scholars such as Vartan Gregorian and Mohammad Siddiq
Farhang believe that some of Afghanistan's political and cultural elites have been theoretically influenced by
the Pan-Turkism of Mustafa Kemal Ataturk and other nationalist views of the 1930s and have considered
implementing their models. In this case, they especially mention several Pashtun elites such as (Mahmoud
Tarzi) [16, p.264].

The invasion of Afghanistan by the Soviet Union (1979), the independence of Pakistan, Uzbekistan, and
Tajikistan due to cultural commonalities in southern and northern Afghanistan are considered external
factors which have been influencing nationalism and ethnic identity in Afghanistan. One example of a factor
in Afghanistan's domestic politics and its impact on the ethnicity approach is that "for the first time in the
literature Afghan media, the term 'nationalities' was promoted by the Russians" [17, p.60]. This was the issue
for the Central Asian countries which the Russians wanted to implement in Afghanistan as well. On the eve
of communistic government, the official language of the government in addition to Pashto and Persian also
recognized the language of a minority like Uzbek, Turkmen, Baluchi, and Nuristani as the official languages
of the country [18, p.7-9]. During the rule of the People's Party government, recognition of minority
languages Ethnic groups was initially formed to weaken the position of the Persian language and strengthen
the Pashto language as a national language, which for the first time diverted cultural nationalism from its
main course and served the government's policy. There is no doubt that ethnicity and the national identity
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crisis in Afghanistan have not become a social phenomenon, but the identity crisis is formed when the
identity has become political. The issue of identities in Afghanistan has reached this stage, there is no other
way out of it than the government obeys cultural-ethnic pluralism.

Conclusion

Sociologists mention three models for solving the problems of sub-identities, ethnicities, and achieving
national identity in countries: "assimilation", "smelting furnace" and "pluralism". These models are based on
the sociological analysis of immigrant countries. Although Afghan society is not made up of immigrant
ethnic groups, this does not mean that the challenge of national identity in Afghanistan cannot be examined
in terms of these approaches.

Anthony Giddens explains that the first model does not accept the cultural differences of immigrants and
emphasizes that they are similar to the dominant culture. The smelting model accepts ethnic diversity but
emphasizes the cultural mixing of immigrants with the original culture. Pluralism recognizes the approach of
subcultures with equal validity and importance. What was decided at the Bonn Summit (5 December 2001)
about ethnicity and the structure of political power in Afghanistan was somewhat in line with the third
approach, the pluralism approach.

In the approach of totalitarianism and sectarianism, the emphasis is on the inclusion of ethnic groups in
political power based on agreement. In the new political system, the values of human rights, citizenship
rights, equality, and social justice could not transform the existing vacuum (civil nationalism) in political and
social structures. Thus, the attempt to integrate minorities into the political structure was interpreted by
critics of the system as "de-ethnicization." The holistic trend emphasizes national identity, national unity, and
the condemnation of ethnicity as a platform for nationalization, which is pursued primarily through the
enactment of laws, instructions, and executive orders, and emphasizes the cultural interaction of ethnic
groups. The diversity of the composition of government employees, the broadcast of mixed Persian and
Pashto programs from the media, are signs of efforts to implement this model. In such cases, this approach is
considered close to the "melting furnace" approach [14]. On the other hand, the generalization of "Afghan"
identity (the name of the Pashtun people to other ethnic groups) in national identities and the emphasis on the
word "Afghan" as a national identity is similar to the "assimilation" model. Critics say the attempt to remove
ethnic identities runs counter to constitutional principles and successful mechanisms implemented in multi-
ethnic countries. They emphasize that in Afghanistan, too, pluralism and ethnic tolerance can be a solution to
ethnic conflict and political crisis, rather than enacting extra-legal regulations to eliminate ethnic identities.
Patterns of national identity in Afghanistan discuss the existing social contexts and backgrounds for
achieving national identity. These patterns will help us to elucidate the relationship between the geographical
location of ethnic groups, wartime migrations, second-generation immigrants, and the ethnic structure of
political power in Afghanistan with how national identity is defined.

1. The model of pluralism: The model of pluralism in Afghanistan can be examined in terms of culture,
ethnicity, and religion. Cultural pluralism means accepting cultural plurality and diversity within the
framework of national values [14]. Cultural pluralism creates a kind of integration in the field of culture,
which is the opposite of cultural elimination and imposition and brings Afghan society closer to the national
identity. However, in the multicultural conceptual course, "the idea of an egalitarian multicultural society has
never been fully realized empirically" [19].

2. Transition to Democracy: In post-conflict countries with ethnic minority structures "majority
democracy" leads to the permanent victory of one social group and the permanent defeat of another, resulting
in ethnic violence and identity-seeking. "The reality is that in countries like Afghanistan, where on the one
hand the people choose with ethnic presuppositions and on the other hand the political decision-makers act
according to tribal criteria, there is no other way but to moderate the kind of democracy that governs power
relations in the country [20]. The establishment of consensual or democracy and the division of the quota of
executive power is the only possible way to gather different social groups at the center of the political
system.
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THE INFLUENCE OF MAX WEBER ON THE REPRESENTATIONS OF JOSEPH

Abstract

The article discusses sociological and political questions about the influence of M. Weber on I
Schumpeter’s view of the rationalization of life under capitalism, which have not yet been studied in the
scientific literature. The article focuses on the social and political views of M. Weber and his influence on L.
Schumpeter, as well as on the rationalization of life under capitalism of the 19th-20th centuries. The article
notes that I. Schumpeter showed the elitism of any democracy and joined M. Weber’s thesis that politics
encompasses all activities of independent exercise of power and leadership. Capitalist lifestyle means
rationalizing and calculating everything. However, the article also focuses on discussion issues.

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FEATURES AND MANIFESTATIONS OF THE TENDENCY TO
LIE OF HIGH SCHOOL STUDENTS

Abstract

This article is devoted to the problems of false interaction of students in the field of secondary
education. This article provides a scientific analysis of the term "falseointeraction". Falseointraction is
interactions of a special kind, characterized by the awareness of lies (falsehood, deception) by both Actors
and the simultaneous acceptance (or imitation of acceptance) of this lie for the truth.

The main purpose of the article is to explain the relationship between truthfulness and false information
through falseointeraction among secondary school students, namely among schoolchildren studying from
grades 5-9, and to determine the level of relevance of this problem on the basis of special studies and
scientific articles published in recent years. Communication between adolescents and parents has been the
subject of several studies examining the effects of disclosure and secrecy on social relationships and
adolescent adaptation. Less attention was paid to adolescent deception. Despite the fact that lying is a
common problem for parents, doctors and specialists, there has been little systematic research on the lies that
children tell in connection with their problematic behavior, as well as other social factors that may influence
this relationship. In adolescence, it is very difficult to be heard and not get punished for it. Which is also a
big issue in a society. And in no case should children be given the opportunity to use the results of deception.

Introduction

Truth and lies are always a "construct" of our consciousness. At the same time a lie is always a
deliberate action of the liar, due to his possession of rent information, and which becoming known to the
victim of deception is able to harm the liar in the form of threat of punishment and destroy the intention of
the liar to have a positive social evaluation on the part of society and the context surrounding the liar.

The phenomenon of lying has been the subject of study by various sciences for centuries of human
history. There are many definitions of this phenomenon, but its essence is the same: it is the reverse side of
the truth. So, the dictionary of the Russian language S.I. Ozhegov defines lie as "intentional distortion of the
truth, untruth" (Ozhegov S.I. Dictionary 1989), and modern philosophical thought states that lie is "the
subject effect of knowingly wrong ideas about the truth" ( Sharaurov L.V. 2015).

Falsehood, as the content of social interaction, ceases to be mastered as a problem. Gradually actors of
such interaction will be realized as a mutually advantageous exchange that certainly leads to
deproblematization of lie as filling of interaction. We propose to define the described form of social
interaction with the notion of "falsification" Manipulation of information quality (Conscious manipulation of
the quality of transmitted information explains lies or falsification well.) (Kashirina 2013 and 2015).

The direction and sample of this research is adolescents in grades 5-9 of secondary school in Kazakhstan
and the phenomenon of lying in adolescents specifically in the city of Nur-Sultan.

Research problem: ten basic motives of liars: desire to avoid punishment; aspiration to receive for itself
benefit; desire to protect relatives, friends from experiences or troubles; to protect itself or other person; to
draw attention to itself; to prevent a negative situation; to avoid disgrace, shame; to hide the facts about the
personal life; desire to seem better; aspiration to superiority and leadership over others, to be ideal
(Bardetskaya Y.V., 2016).
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The relevance of this study: the motives for the creation of lies can be different, but the fact that lies in
social relations arise in the case if it is beneficial to at least one of the actors. Under certain social conditions,
lying becomes "useful" and beneficial to both participants in the interaction; and if the expectations of lying
are mutual, then such social interaction acquires a falsiological character. Falsehood is a special type of
social interaction at which lie becomes a subject of the tacit convention between actors. And frequent use of
lie only for one side of the actor, then consequences can be negative (Bardetskaya Y.V., 2016).

The purpose of this study is, the identification of the system of factors contributing to the genesis of
falsehood-interaction in the modern system of secondary education in the Republic of Kazakhstan. The
methodology of this study: 1) the need to critically analyse, directly or indirectly, the use of imitation or lies
in educational schools; 2) the need to define a methodological study of falseo-interactions in general and
false interactions in particular; 3) the need to document the study.

Rationale for the choice of topic and aims and objectives

Referring to the scientific thesis, namely to her research Gorchakova Irina: age features of understanding
in research', Nel, it is necessary to note the fact that* the reasons of lying of teenagers change! with age.
Teenagers distinguished different types of lying, mainly depending on its purposefulness. So, despite the fact
that pupils in grades 5-9 named fear as their main reason for lying (in the 5th grade it was 33.3%, in the 7th
grade — 32.6%, in the 9th grade — 37.5%), nevertheless, it was found that they indicated different types of
fear. Factors such as fear of self-expression and fear of not conforming to the expectations of others, as well
as all other types of fear and indicators of mendacity found correlations with school anxiety in the study9.
(Gorchakova L. 2015) [2, p 126].

In the book "Why children lie" the well-known doctor of psychology Paul Ekman identified the
following motives for lying:

1) the desire to avoid punishment;

2) the desire to obtain something which cannot be obtained by other means;

3) a desire to protect friends from trouble;

4) self-defence or protection of another person;

5) desire to arouse interest in oneself, recognition by others;

6) prevention of an unpleasant situation;

7) fear of being embarrassed, of getting into a conflict situation;

8) protection of private life and property;

9) desire to appear better in front of those superior and in power

10) desire for superiority over others (P.Ekman 2004).

There are several kinds of lies: white lies (delicate lies), lies of embellishment, lies of politeness, lies of
bragging and sucking up, lies that help us get along with other people, self-deception, lies for good and lies
for salvation. (Wikipedia:lies).

Scientific research methodology

A child's moral understanding of lies and truth emerges in early pre-school age and develops rapidly
during the school years and later is influenced by the social context in which lies are told and the liar's
intention in evaluating the lie. And by early adolescence, children's conceptual and moral understanding of
lying and truth, becomes comparable to that of adults. Most children who had previously reported that lying
to cover up a misdeed was wrong were able to recognise such lies correctly and advise others to tell the truth.
However, most of them lied to cover up their own wrongdoing. Likewise, behind the moral understanding of
teenagers and their lying behaviour is an act to cover up their parents' transgressions.(Wikipedia Why
children lie) (Zakharov A.L., 2012).

Thus, there have been few studies that have examined the social factors that contribute to the
development of lying or truthfulness. Moreover, few studies have investigated the relationship between
social and cognitive factors (e.g., mental theory, executive functions, conceptual and moral judgments of
adolescent children) and lying. Therefore, the aim of the present study was to address these gaps in sociology
and to provide a holistic and general picture of the relationship between adolescent lying behaviour and
various social factors.

Systems of cheating in different situations are encountered by all parents. Especially cheating in adolescence,
if it has taken place before, is becoming more common. Teenagers cheat more often. And it happens in several
cases: when they want to attract the attention of their parents, peers or the opposite sex; when they experience
negative emotions, jealousy, resentment, anger and so on. And when they feel fear of punishment or fear of letting
their parents down. This is not just because of transition or difficult times, but because teenagers have more and
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more secrets from their parents and therefore, there are reasons to cheat. Some teenagers cheat with their peers in
order to exaggerate their qualities, capabilities or their abilities. Worse, if this becomes a habit in the future, and
habits later become part of a person's character. (Lee, K., 2000). In such situations it is important for parents: not
just to punish their child, to press their authority, but to react in a way that changes the situation. You should
explain your attitude towards honesty by telling your child that it is common in your family to communicate
honestly and openly with each other. In doing so, parents should also consider what kind of example they are
setting for their children in terms of honesty. The same innocent lie that parents ask their child to tell on the phone
or on the doorbell that they are not at home, when in fact they are in the kitchen. Do you always return money in a
shop if you have been given the wrong change or when buying entrance tickets for your children downplaying
their real age to pay less. Because we all come from childhood: children copy their parents thinking that it is OK
to lie, which is also a social problem. And in such situations, parents should identify the reason for the lie: when
the first lie began; whether he behaves this way with all family members; what topic they are most likely to lie
about. A direct question may not help. In some cases, teenagers themselves do not know why they lie either
(Zakharov A.1.,2012).

Teenagers deceive that their parents or relatives look good, when in fact they look tired and so on, and in
this way parents or relatives form an ethical view of teenagers. And it turns out that parents themselves teach
their children to lie from their very childhood. There are lies for good that form fantasy and there are lies
from self-doubt that teenagers want to look better than they are and also are afraid of punishment as it is
written above. Society sees lying as something negative and bad. (Homans, J., 1984). Sometimes it turns out
that it is present in our world and the same parents teach their children to deliberately lie, and it turns out as a
positive phenomenon. It can be difficult to sort out what is good and what is bad [3, p 252].

If to remember the first liar who was described in the literature — it was Hermes. Hermes as a day-old
child stole cows from Apollo. And he stole them in a very clever way, he moved them with his hoof to the
other side. And made it so that one of the most powerful Gods could never find the thief. Even though the
thief was only 1 day old. Then Apollo turned to Zeus, and it was Zeus who helped to find the cows. Hermes
had at that time dismantled the cows and made a musical instrument from their intestines. Zeus reacted that
Apollo had always had these cows, but you could not do anything creative with them, and Hermes was 1 day
old, but he managed to make a musical instrument from the cows. So he showed creativity. And analyzing
such cases parents should distinguish where creativity and where teenagers benefit, get a secondary benefit
from this lie. In this case the teenager should not be allowed to benefit from the results of his lie. That is
actually when parents estimate good, or bad, and try whether there is a malicious intent and personal benefit
in it, and if there is then it is bad. The main parental mistakes when parents try to fight with lying and
stealing are when adults do not ask the question "What happened? And here it is important that the teenager
is able to explain to them "why he did it" and be listened to. If parents find out that their child has lied, they
should tell their teenager that "you know I know the truth, but we would like to hear from you. And then a
dialogue is established between parents and the teenager (Mukhina, V.S., 2017).

In adolescence it is very difficult to be heard and not be punished for it, which is also a big problem in
society. And under no circumstances should children be allowed to benefit from stealing. If parents find out
that the child has benefited from his or her own lies, then punishment can be administered, but the
punishment must be stipulated in advance, i.e. for the future. Thereby giving the child a chance to correct his
mistake. Or confess to the parents and try to solve the problem together. And the teenager will get the
experience that if they have ruined something, they can restore it as well. Or if the teenager has taken
something that is not theirs and lied, they should always have some kind of reaction from adults after such a
situation, parents do not need to encourage this. Although society itself screams that lying is good. The same
social media and various films and TV series that show that by lying to others you can achieve greater
heights in your career, or succeed in business (Polshkova T.A.,2013).

Referring to A.K. Lopyshova's research conducted among freshmen, the students unanimously answered the
questions: "In what cases is lying necessary and in what cases is it unacceptable?". Necessary — "for good",
unacceptable — "to the detriment". "How does a person who is deceived feel?". Respondents, based on their own
experience, state the following feelings and emotions: offence, anger, humiliation, contempt, pity for the liar.
When answering the question: "What does a person who lies feel?" opinions are divided: a part of respondents
consider that a feeling of shame, embarrassment, anxiety, and another part insists on a feeling of satisfaction and
joy (in case if a lie is successful). In the case of a hoax, those with conscience will admit to having committed it,
while a number of those interviewed said they would "insist on it and will not admit to anything.

Responding to the question "Do you think that lying is socially dangerous?" students stated their views
in the following way: "Yes, if it is massive", "No, lies within reasonable limits are vital: otherwise all
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diplomatic relations will collapse wars and strife will ensue", "Lies are, sadly enough, the foundation upon
which the world of human relations rests", "Lies weave their web around all areas of human life...". But at
the same time the respondents think that lies are unacceptable in friendship and love relationships.
Respondents considered the problem "How to protect oneself from lying" from two angles: "How to
protect yourself from lying?" and "How to protect yourself from becoming a victim of a liar?" and they
agreed practically in common opinion: "To be more attentive to yourself and others! (Lopyshova A.K. 2013).

Results and Discussion

In one of the private schools in Nur-Sultan MLS Elorda most teenagers in the transition age lie because
of fear, and because of resentment, to gain an advantage for themselves, to get a good grade at school, to
avoid shame, as well as to be a leader or to appear better than classmates. Or the teenager got a bad grade at
school and told his parents the truth at home. In spite of this, parents severely scolded or punished. To avoid
this happening again, fearing a repeat of the situation, they start lying to their parents (Tarasova S.Y., 2016).

Adolescents in transition, in the transition from elementary school to high school, go through an
adaptation from childhood to adulthood. And those who are able to overcome various adversities,
sociological difficulties in society, then they can continue in adulthood. Some children who can not adapt to
the social environment, they try to stand out from the others, they want to be better and begin to invent any
stories to be in the spotlight and attract attention. Those who are unable to adapt to society, they cross this
line. From some studies, we can learn that teenagers from dysfunctional families also often lic. When
children are either ashamed of his environment, and his environment does not want to accept it. In addition,
there may also be domestic problems that teenagers can hide, just as ashamed of their family, lying to their
peers, so as not to appear flawed in their background. Not being able to endure all of this, they may end their
lives. As Emile Durkheim said in his work "Suicide" that people have a psychological predisposition to
suicide, it can be explained in terms of psychology. But still, suicide is influenced by a social factor, not a
psychological one. Self-injury itself, is one of the easily defined phenomena, and is also a social fact
(singular, society, social relations, and the like). Children, teenagers who often lie lead to all kinds of social
problems (Heckhausen, H., 2013).

From personal experience and observation I can say that teenagers lie when they do not want to go to
school to study. They lie to their parents: that present at all the lessons, may even be delayed at the additional
lessons, the teacher are asked to go, allegedly an urgent need to get home, and they quietly go skipping
classes at computer clubs, or lying pretend to be sick, inventing various diseases, just when approaching
control work or testing in the school. After that comes another fear — exposure. And more and more
entangled in their lies. Manipulation — a thirst to have power over other classmates, keeping everyone in fear,
blackmail. There's something to be said for collective lying among teens (Horney K., 2021).

Several criteria for lying. The first, for example, when a student comes to school late and tells the teacher that
he got stuck in the elevator or stood in traffic on the bus and the like, although in fact he overslept. And realizing
that this is not a valid reason, teens misrepresent the reason they are late. The motive is the desire to be a positive
member of society, and the distortion is the real reason for being late. The second criterion is intent. Lying is a
conscious choice. And if a person actually tells an untruth, but does not believe it himself, he cannot be called a
liar. A liar is someone who knows he is not telling the truth. To deliberately mislead, then the message is false.
And this information is firmly convinced, but you do not see any signs of lying, you can not call it a lie. And the
third criterion is: rent information-providing benefits that allow the owner of information to have certain
advantages "profit", both in the form of positive dividends, and in the form of avoidance of punishment. For
example, rent information is when a pupil cheats during a quarterly test is a cheat sheet or a gadget for cheating, as
well as ignorance of the subject. And the benefit is the opportunity to pass with "excellent" and get a good grade
and the opportunity to become a positive member of their society in connection with the status of good or
excellent student (Electronic resource, 2021).

Falsehood is seen as a belief system. A belief is a firm belief in something based on past experience. A
belief has a cause and an effect. This means that an experience has a sensory reinforcement, which is what
our senses give us: eyes, ears, touch, smell and others. Teenagers, by hiding the real cause, avoid punishment
from teachers and parents. This establishes a new cause and effect relationship. They infer from such
experiences that lying helps them to stay good to those around them [10].

As shown in Figure 1, the adolescent decides to hide the truth by relying on past experiences. This
creates a belief: lying equals positive consequences, or avoiding punishment. And exactly B. In this formula
there is a rent information cause of deception. For example: how the student is not prepared for the lesson.
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Recalling past successful experiences of cheating when not knowing the topic and answering in other
subjects. This is an "A". The student makes a choice to cheat. That's B. In doing so, fearing to be exposed by
the teacher for lack of knowledge. The negative consequence of being exposed, is a bad grade and further,
punishment from parents (Chistyakova M.1.,2017).

If one gets away with it too, an emotion emerges, like the pleasure of cheating, like a sense of
excitement at accomplishing a given task. This kind of excitement, can have bad consequences both for
oneself and for society.

Such emotions can be observed in liars who deceive their peers, classmates. Such phenomenon as lie —
is always deliberate deceitfulness because of possession by the liar of rent information which the victim of
deceit knows, is capable to cause the liar harm in the form of threat of punishment and to destroy intentions
of the liar to have a positive social estimation from the society and surrounding context (Schottenloer, G.
Drawing, 2015).

Likewise, teenagers in the classroom, the more popular, the more talented lie, in order to be a leader, to
strive for superiority and leadership over others, to be perfect. Parents who like to embellish their children's
achievements, their children do not deliberately, but automatically start lying to those around them. In such
situations, teenagers can anticipate preliminary questions from parents or teachers and prepare approximate
answers.

With the introduction of online learning, due to the pandemic in the country, pupils could
simultaneously watch the answers and cheat on the Internet, peek at them and tell their teachers and parents
that they had answered honestly. Consequently, teenagers get used to this method, and that it's possible to
study hard and not study. This leads to a poor quality of education as the meaning of memorizing school
material is lost. 15 children out of 40 teenagers (5 grade — 20 pupils, 6 grade — 10 pupils, 7 grade — 10 pupils)
got "3" and "2" grades while taking an assessment test (summary assessment for one week and one quarter),
which was supervised by a teacher (Zenkovsky V.,2010).

With working parents, most teenage children stay home alone. With online learning in schools,
teenagers do not pick up calls from teachers, do not show up for classes on schedule. Deceiving the teachers
with the fact that the Internet connection is poor, or when the teacher dialed the student to teach the lesson, if
parents were around, they would answer the call saying "wrong number", "wrong number" or put on silent
mode altogether. But they continued to sit quietly on their various social networks like Instagram, Tik-tok,
Likee and so on. And then there are disagreements between parents and teachers until they figure out who
lied and who was right. Because, domestic lying destroys both the teenager and those around him. Likewise,
when a parent comes home and asks "did you do your homework?" they say "yes", if a parent starts checking
and they see they haven't even sat down and opened their books, or when they ask "who ate the candy?" they
say "not me, I don't even know who did it", it means the child does not want to upset their parents or is afraid
of a reaction or action from the parents. Automatically, the teenager wants to get rid of this kind of pressure
from parents or teachers, and it is easier for them to say "yes, I've already done it", just so they don't get
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touched at this point in time. These kinds of lies become commonplace and the norm for teenagers. When
parents put a "parent code" on their smartphones so that they do not enter unnecessary social networks, they
want to know the code in every way, their used phrases are "mum send me the code, the teacher said to look
on the internet how to solve the problem in maths", "the teacher said to watch the movie "Menin atym Koja"
(5th grade curriculum), "we have finished classes, last lesson asynchronously” (Amina S. 5th grade, 11
years). (Asynchronous learning is a method of teaching in which the contact between the teacher and the
learner is delayed in time. Internet resources used to support asynchronous learning include email, electronic
mailing lists, and e-learning courses), getting a password after the fact, and sitting on social networking sites.
(Wikipedia Asynchronous_learning) (Znakov V.V.,2010).

Lying financially among teenagers, i.e. for pocket money. Money for teenagers is a kind of belonging to
adult life, and a kind of status among classmates or among friends from the yard. If they have money, they
can treat their classmates, spend it on themselves or treat girls to get her attention, as well as not to feel
disadvantaged. That is to dispose of as an adult, a certain attribute of adulthood. Most teenagers at this age
are not yet able to plan and calculate money. Once a classmate in the school canteen, he gets used to it and
thinking that it is allowed, begins to ask for money every day. But pocket money he does not spend on
himself, but for his kindness, he can not refuse, and parents can not admit it, so as not to feel out of character
or stingy in front of his peers, further deceived that the pocket money is spent on himself. Adding to the real
cost in the school canteen, asking parents for double the amount of money. Buying something at school
every day, showing their peers their financial situation and thus want to draw attention to themselves, to
show their importance. They want to appear to be what they really are not, i.e. they want to appear superior
to others just because he/she is given more pocket money and can afford all sorts of nonsense. Or to spend
this money not even on themselves, but for older teenagers. That is, 9th grade teenagers extort money from
Sth and 6th grade teenagers. But it is out of fear of not being able to tell their parents, of fraudulently asking
them for money. They are afraid they will cripple him, so they manipulate him and blackmail him saying "if
you don't want to be crippled, give me the money". If parents don't give money to their children, they
become cunning, which may also lead to stealing in the future. Some teenagers start looking for ways and
where to find or take money. Teenagers at the bus stop have been begging adults for money to pay for their
bus ticket or wallet. Gullible adults would give the teenagers money without question. Later, these teenagers
would use the money to buy sweets or go to computer clubs (Znakov, V.V., 2015).

Research among educators suggests that the process of raising and educating children should be honest,
sincere. For "like begets like". We lie to children and destroy our health. Time will pass and children will
begin to lie to us, becoming sickly and imperfect. It is necessary to overcome this vicious circle of
unhealthiness, to contribute to the general harmony of human development, on the principles of which the
Universe is built (Sharaurov I.V. 2015).

Conclusions

On observations and initial data of public school of Nur-Sultan city MLS ELORDA, in middle school
among teenagers from 5-7 classes it was noticed that lying disposition is caused by age, personality, gender,
culture-conditioned, environment and intellectual features. Teenagers also want to hide their ignorance in
front of teachers, parents or friends when they resort to lying. Referring to the fact that teachers either did not
give homework, forgot the username and password to their page where teachers send homework. Or in front
of their peers, in order not to seem stupider in front of them, they start making up all sorts of situations. And
based on this, it can be assumed that adolescent lying has a link to anxiety, level of mental ability, self-
esteem and is an indicator of social desirability. Adolescents' propensity to lie is influenced by the learning
environment in grammar school or in a regular school, in a remedial-development class and in a general
school (Znakov, V.V.,2017).

Teenagers who lie, some of them lie to protect themselves. Once they have learned to lie, it is almost
impossible to stop. And it is necessary to understand, that when children lie from 3-5 years, it forms the
person, gives him possibilities, and parents teach him a lot, already in the teenage years it is the moment,
when it more destroys the child and the people who are near to him. It destroys relationships, it destroys life,
it has no effect on development. At this point parents need to think "what am I doing wrong?" or "are the
people around my child doing wrong?", "why is my child afraid and lying where it is not necessary? And
parents will need to respond to their children's lies 50/50. That is, either that you believe or that you know he
is not telling the truth. The first time parents discover that their teenage child has lied, they should agree, and
pretend to believe him, even if it's obvious what he's done. The next time a teenager lies, they'll practice it
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hard every day. And then pretend not to believe it. Calmly and kindly tell your child that you did it. Next,
alternate between believing it or not. At these moments, teenagers begin to understand where the boundaries
of lying lie. Will learn to communicate more effectively and manoeuvre the situation. They will also learn
where to tell the whole truth and where not to say something so as not to hurt or hurt those around them. This
is an important period that builds the foundation for the future. Parents, if they will try to keep their child
safe and be able to hear and respond appropriately to their lies so that they do not do so in the future, then
they will not have to lie to parents and teachers either. They will be able to lie, but they will not do it because
there is no need to. Make it so that the teenager is not afraid of their parents, not afraid to scare them or upset
them and not afraid to be who they really are. Not the way their parents want them to be, because that is also
pressure. Begging him not to lie anymore and then being caught in another lie. This is much more painful
than if they had asked never to lie again (Znakov, V.V., 1993).

The reasons for deception can be quite varied, it can be to avoid punishment, an attempt to gain an
advantage, one of the most common reasons is to create or maintain a socially favourable image of a member
of society. There are cases that are worth highlighting separately, those that relate to a situation where the
cheater benefits by harming another person, such as extorting money, manipulating, forcing them to do their
homework for them and then passing it off as their own merit.

Cheating and fraud are low and despicable qualities unbecoming of a decent person. Deliberately
distorting the truth in order to mislead others is contrary to the concept of honesty, which implies sincerity,
straightforwardness, justice, and excludes all tricks, cunning, fraud, deceit...(The Religion of Islam 2011.
Deception and Fraud).

To date, the problem in both public and public schools is the lack of professional staff such as school
psychologists and social workers/educators and also do not consider it so important to have such
professionals in schools (Matveeva S. V., Matveeva A. 0.,2021).

The results obtained after the initial study are preliminary and definitely need more experimental
confirmation. To determine the perspective of further research, we can say the main directions: clarification of
understanding of lie phenomenon depending on gender aspect, personality traits, on family upbringing styles, on
moral beliefs of adolescents, etc. The research will be continued (Matveeva S.V., Matveeva A.0.2014).

SOCIAL CHOICE: MODERN PROBLEMS AND THE IMPACT OF PUBLIC INTERESTS

Abstract

The article reflects approaches to social choice and their diversity, as well as the role of social choice in
society as a sociological category and its characteristics. Social choice in various forms is a phenomenon that
occurs in all social circles of an individual's life. The factors influencing the freedom of social choice are
diverse: depending on society, personal preferences and random circumstances, socio-political events, etc.
Among the factors listed in the article, the most significant are public interests, attempts to reveal the
conditions of the influence of public interests on the choice of individuals. For any State, a certain social
policy often serves the public interest. However, in most cases, unlike the interests of the majority, it is
aimed at satisfying the special interests and needs of the influential part of the population. The possibility of
social choice is a criterion for people to exercise their rights and freedoms. In this article, the problem of
social choice in the process of developing a policy focused on public interests is, in practical terms, a socio-
political conceptual dilemma. Specific studies on how the relationship between social choice and public
interests is determined, criteria and nature of development and implementation in public policy do not
currently provide a complete explanation of social choice. Therefore, a very important issue is the
sociological study of the category of social choice, the identification and assessment of the nature of public
interests and the conditions under which it is possible for social policy to correspond to public interests.

THE JADIDS IN KAZAKHSTAN DURING THE REIGN OF TSARIST RUSSIA AND IN THE
EARLY YEARS OF THE SSSR AND THE RELIGIOUS POLITICS IN THE COUNTRY.

Abstract

The article reviews the historical data on the dynamic work of the jadid movement in Kazakhstan in the
early twentieth century and the politics of religion under the Soviet government. In addition, the contribution
of the Kazakh intelligentsia to the reform of education is reflected in the actual archival data. The place of
the representatives of the Jadid school in tsarist Russia in the national intelligentsia was analyzed and
clarified with productive arguments. The policy of the Muslim government in Kazakhstan after the
establishment of the Soviet government is clearly stated in the archives. The article covers the period from
the beginning of the XX century to the rapid implementation of the repressive policy of the Soviet
authorities. As a result of studying the historical data show that Jadid schools and madrassas made a
significant contribution to the formation of a strong political outlook in Kazakh society.

THE IMPORTANCE AND SOCIAL MEANING OF THE CONCEPTS "KIELLI",
"KASIETTI" IN THE CONTEMPORARY KAZAKH RELIGIOUS DISCOURSE

Summary

The phenomenology of religion examines the concept of the "sacred" in different social and
sociocultural contexts. These concepts refer to divinity, the power given to living people by the Creator, and
are also often associated with nature (animals, plants, water, springs, springs, etc.). Also, the concept of

Introduction

Structurally, the culture of interethnic communication implies the presence of its two main dialectically
interrelated and interdependent components. The first includes a set of human qualities such as the level of
scientific knowledge and understanding of the essence of national processes, the belief in the need to comply
with the principles and requirements of scientific national policy. It characterizes the depth of awareness
through the subject of communication, i.e. the level of individual internationalist consciousness. The second
clearly demonstrates the possibility of applying knowledge about internationalism, integration, and the
national question, and allows us to assess a person's practical attitude to the requirements of a functioning
national system of interaction. It is no coincidence that the state of culture of everyday communication of
representatives of different nationalities is a criterion of social maturity of the population. National relations
are a specific form of social relations, which is a system of intra-national and interethnic relations based on
mutual trust of equal citizens and peoples. The system includes economic, socio-political, state-legal,
ideological, moral-psychological, cultural-everyday and other relations of nations.

The culture of interethnic communication manifests itself in all types of communication between
representatives of different nationalities in a particular society, in work, in everyday life, in mass
communication. Each representative of a nation evaluates the purity or evil of the soul of a representative of
another nation, comparing his attitude towards representatives of other nationalities with others.
Representatives of other nationalities strive to instill positive human qualities in themselves, to master life
experience in them [1, p.212].

Review of scientific literature

Interethnic relations are being formed in multinational states. Interethnic relations are a set of political,
social, economic, cultural, linguistic and other relations within a multinational society. In any multinational
state, national policy has its own peculiarities. At the same time, there are ways and methods proven by
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historical experience in solving the national issue, regulating interethnic relations. A special role is played by
the direct political system in the issues of self-determination of the nation, the conjugation of national and
international interests, equality of nations, the creation of conditions for the free development of national
languages and national cultures, the availability of national personnel in the system of power, etc. Political
interethnic relations are aimed at the realization of civil rights and freedoms of representatives of different
nationalities. Ultimately, political interethnic relations play a role at the level of interstate relations of
peoples.

The question of the relationship between language and nationality has been debated in science for more
than 200 years. A significant part of sociologists and linguists, who gravitate to various schools of idealism,
give language the function of primacy in relation to the people. At one time, I. Gerber and V. Humboldt
attributed a leading role to language in the formation of national specificity [2, p.143]. V. Boas raised the
question of “deep study of the psychology of the peoples of the world”, which can only be carried out by
linguistic research. This theoretical premise formed the basis of the conclusion about the decisive influence
of language on the process of cognition, which was subsequently developed by a number of American
researchers, in particular E. Sepir [3, p.15]. The latter called language a "guide to the perception of social
reality”, a model of social behavior. B.Wharf recognized the function of the formation of scientific concepts
for language. “We explore nature in the directions that are indicated to us by our native language™" he wrote.
Culture develops on the basis of the rapprochement of peoples, the unification of the material and spiritual
values created by them.

The powerful strength and wealth of each country is determined not only by the level of economic
development, but also by the cultural and spiritual field. And we know that cultural culture, spiritual taste is
an expression of the mind of the people — it directly depends on the language. Language is a source of
country-specific information, since the language of this people reflects all the features characteristic of the
life of the country -the state of nature, geographical location, social ideology, the level and specialization of
the national economy, the course of historical development, the nature of social construction, the level of
development of science and art. Therefore, having mastered a foreign language, a person not only expands
his horizons, but also develops a worldview, attitude to the environment. Today, the culture of interethnic
communication is not just mutual respect. The spiritual values that have developed in Kazakhstan's society
have deeply penetrated the secular culture, the norms of civil society, education, and the socio-political life
of the country. Multinational and multi-confessional society has become a resource of Kazakhstan's
development strategy. Strengthening of peace and harmony, religious tolerance, charity, formation of
national consciousness, ideals, consolidation of society on the basis of civil and democratic values today can
be attributed to the culture of interethnic relations. The big goal that the country is currently facing is to
achieve unity aimed at recognizing a system of values and principles common to all residents [4, p.3].

Educating students in the spirit of the culture of interethnic communication is a complex task, it has its
own specifics at each stage of the education system. When teaching foreign languages, intercultural
education becomes an integral part of the entire educational process. It is difficult to imagine teaching a
foreign language without constant disclosure of both the characteristic features of the structure of the
language and the features of the creative, creative life of the people whose language is the object of study. In
the system of training teachers of foreign languages, the issues of intercultural education are of particular
importance, since future teachers should have solid practical knowledge of a foreign language combined with
a deep understanding of the life of the people, the native speaker, its history and culture, its achievements in
all fields of knowledge. Language acquisition meets the interests of the comprehensive development of the
economy and especially culture. The culture of interethnic communication is necessary for a person to learn,
master, change and improve interethnic relations and acts as an effective means and way of both national
progress and education in the spirit of national pride. The culture of interethnic communication focuses on
the attitude of people to representatives of other nationalities. The culture of interethnic communication is a
culture in the sphere of national politics. This is a certain systemic quality, a way of social life and activity of
peoples, a form of ensuring the development and continuity of national and internationalist ideas, norms,
beliefs, etc. in their unity and interconnection [5, p.9-10].

Interethnic communication is the communication of representatives of different cultures with each other,
the main components of which are culture and communication. We know that the type of relationship and its
successful completion, that is, the result, depend on several factors. Interethnic communication is a natural,
objective dialectical process beneficial for all peoples and therefore implemented on the basis of
voluntariness and reciprocity. It is the result of the development of people's culture, the main condition, the
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way of existence and improvement of each person. Interethnic communication of people can be defined as a
form of national processes and part of the overall process of development of national relations, covering all
spheres of life of peoples — economy, politics, science, culture, etc.

The task of educating students in the spirit of the culture of interethnic communication in the process of
teaching foreign languages is understood not as a desire to "invest" in it some unchangeable "algorithm" of
behavior, but as the formation of a person of modern society capable of creatively developing ideas of
interethnic culture.

Currently, the main requirement in the process of teaching a foreign language is to introduce students to
the preservation of their culture, national traditions and customs, forming in the language learner people such
abilities as a common approach, willingness to understand their culture, tolerance, flexibility. Developing
their intercultural communication skills, increasing cognitive activity. Let's consider some aspects of
educational teaching of foreign languages, which, as we believe, should be reflected in the system of
intercultural education of students. A necessary condition for intercultural education in the process of
teaching foreign languages is an ideologically rich educational material of great cognitive interest [6, 20-21].

Methodical searches and experiments that determine the optimal methods of teaching foreign languages,
linguistic analysis to determine language samples that provide communication in a foreign language in a
variety of life situations, are combined with a careful selection of educational text materials and auxiliary
means of visualization of deep ideological content and high artistic and aesthetic value.

Now there are big changes in the language education system: new requirements are being put forward
and changes are being made to the choice, content of language material, its organization, and forms of
verification. In particular:

-for the formation of students' skills and abilities in all speech activities, as well as the formation of
linguistic competence at the level established by the state standard and the program, students need active oral
practice.

-for the formation of communicative competence, it is not enough to develop conditional communicative
exercises aimed at solving a communicative task.

-when performing this action, students should focus on the content of their pronunciation, words, which
creates the possibility of solving one task together, gives the opportunity to think about it, i.e. create a real
situation in which the initial node is a thought, and language is its direct function — to form this thought and
formulate it.

-in order to achieve the goals in teaching a foreign language, teachers, psychologists and methodologists
focus on the need to apply new methods and techniques, active forms of learning in the learning process. The
methods and techniques used in the process of teaching a foreign language must meet the following
conditions:

-creating conditions in which the student feels comfortable, free, increasing students' interest in the
subject, developing motivation for the practical use of a foreign language;

-to improve the creative abilities of the student, taking into account his interests as a person, to form the
ability to plan his speech;

-increasing the activity of the student as a person in the process of his interaction with other students in
the learning process;

-the organization of the educational process in such a way that the teacher performs the role of an
assistant, guide, consultant, and not the main person, the student must make sure that learning a foreign
language is more related to his personal interests, activity;

-instilling in students the skills of independent study of the subject, i.e. improving special educational
skills, creating conditions for learning in the learning process according to individual capabilities and
abilities, mastering the range of knowledge belonging to;

-taking into account the possibilities of working in a team, in a couple, in increasing the activity,
creativity, independence of the student.

Research methodology

When teaching a foreign language, the teacher relies only on a specific textbook, the possibilities of
expanding the horizons of students, developing the need for further self-education are limited. Therefore,
with the help of methods and techniques used in teaching a foreign language, the teacher needs to approach
language communication as an interaction between two people, to form the ability to use language as a
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means of intercultural communication, to promote a deeper understanding of the culture of his country in the
process of learning the history and culture of another country.

As indicated in the methodological literature, the following issues are currently very important in
teaching a foreign language:

— The main subject of learning is the student, his cognitive activity.

— The personality of the teacher bears great responsibility, but there are also differences from traditional
teaching.

— The student performs most of the achievement of results in educational activities by himself.

— The main goal is the development of intellectual and creative abilities of students, i.e. ensuring the
ability of students to independent thinking, independent decision-making, self-education.

Texts on these topics are borrowed from fiction, economic, political and scientific literature. A constant
source of up-to-date information about the country of the language being studied are periodicals — popular
science, literary and journalistic magazines, newspapers in native and foreign languages. Paintings, audio-
video materials and Internet resources serve as teaching aids. A variety of cognitive material makes it
possible from the very beginning of learning a foreign language not only to cultivate a deep professional
interest, but also helps to reveal the uniqueness of the intellectual life of the people, strengthens the desire to
deeply understand their spirit, i.e. contributes to the development of valuable qualities of intercultural
education [7, p.65-70].

A comprehensive study of the country of the language being studied, the history of its economic,
political and cultural ties with other countries arouses interest in the broad problems of world history, the
international situation, deepens the understanding of the general objective laws of the development of
society, formulated in the teaching of intercultural communication.

The educative nature of training is provided not only by the ideological and educational orientation
of the content of the educational material, but also by methods and forms of organization of independent and
extracurricular mass educational work.

Systematic individual work, which plays such an important role in the process of forming the views of a
foreign language teacher, almost does not fit into any organizational forms. However, in this area it is
possible to find means of constant stimulation and development of views in the right direction. It is important
to teach a future foreign language teacher not only what people around the world do, but also what they think
and feel.

The ability to observe the mental, moral and political life of other peoples should be developed in a
student studying a foreign language through organized influence on his independent reading of foreign
literature. In this regard, in addition to the program courses of lectures on literature, review lectures by
leading specialists specially invited to the university on topical issues of modern foreign literature, thematic
round-table discussions, speeches by domestic and foreign literary critics, writers, poets, literary discussions
and poetry evenings are of great benefit [8, p.52-54].

Independent and mass extracurricular work creates an additional opportunity to educate students in the
spirit of the culture of interethnic communication. Active language activity in a foreign language during
extracurricular time not only helps students to train conversational foreign speech in life situations and
communication with many people, but is also a factor in the active formation of a worldview. Such lively
and vital types of foreign language classes are of interest to students. Their educational effectiveness is
obvious. Naturally, it is necessary to constantly improve the forms and methods of intercultural education.

In our university, an extracurricular form of work is practiced to educate students in the spirit of the
culture of interethnic communication "English club". The circle is intended for the 1st year students of all
specialties. The relevance of the program of the circle lies in the fact that in the classes of the circle students
improve their knowledge, skills and abilities, are convinced of the practical significance of a foreign
language in the organization of communication, the acquisition of additional information. The course studies
everyday, political, regional and other topics. The circle prepares them to participate in events in the
language being studied, promotes the development of students, their self-knowledge, self-affirmation and
self-expression. The topic of the work program of the circle complements and deepens the lesson materials,
contributes to their more solid assimilation, provides a connection with the life of students and stimulates
their need for communication. The purpose of the work of the circle is the further development of foreign
language communicative competence, including speech, language, socio-cultural, compensatory and
educational-cognitive. Formation of linguistic thinking of students, modern interdisciplinary approach to the
study of linguistic phenomena, popularization of knowledge about the English language and its culture;
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development of interest in international communication in the studied foreign language and to self-
improvement of acquired skills and abilities; expanding horizons and erudition, increasing students'
motivation to learn English, the formation of positive, social activity [9, p.56-60].

The tasks of the work of the club: the development of students' language culture and their socio-cultural
development; the formation of students' intercultural competence through the implementation of the socio-
cultural component in extracurricular activities in English.

Teaching methods used: the organization of the educational process provides for practical classes.

The communicative method is the supreme, dominant, most appropriate to the specifics of a foreign
language as an academic subject. With the help of this method, mastering the skills and abilities of oral
foreign language communication will be solved.

The visual method provides for the direct display of presentations, videos, handouts, in order to facilitate
the understanding, memorization and use of educational material in the practical activities of students.

The project method makes it possible to implement interdisciplinary connections in teaching, expand the
communication space in the foreign language classroom, and make a broad reliance on practical activities.

-interactive games;

-viewing videos, movie excerpts, parsing words and phrases from TV series;

-discussions and debates;

-online quizzes on the "Kahoot" platform;

-learning new materials;

Every lesson should be started with various types of warm up exercises. At the beginning of classes, the
teacher needs to create a friendly atmosphere in the team that will allow students to focus on what they want
to learn. Give students the opportunity to get to know each other, tune in to English mode.

Conversation club is not complete without debates. To do this, combine the participants into two teams,
let each represent one of the sides of the disputed issue. Give students a few minutes to prepare and let them
present their arguments.

Discussing podcasts and videos can be a good activity. Choose the ones that correspond to the topic,
send them to students in advance and discuss what you heard or saw during the lesson itself. It would be
great if you also prepare word lists for these materials and ask students to actively use these words during the
discussion.
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A role-playing game is another activity that will help your students speak more confidently. For
example, for the topic of food and restaurants, dialogues with waiters or in a grocery store are perfect. And
with higher-level groups, you can practice techniques of active listening or conflict resolution.

Ask students to bring their favorite subject, photo, souvenir or even a book (it all depends on the topic)
and discuss these subjects. They describe: what is this subject, how did they get it, what is its importance.
Other participants should actively engage in the discussion and ask questions. Such a discussion can
generally be held in pairs, and then the conclusions can be presented in a group [10, p.588-593].

One more good way to spend time usefully and having fun is board games. A participant receives a card
with the word "Circus", then he\she must give the definition of this word. Another game is students receive
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cards with letters. Then a letter is randomly selected and for a limited amount of time you need to come up
with as many words as possible that begin with the specified letter. All these games can be made
independently, using various applications.

Reflection. If it is necessary to start a conversation club with icebreakers or warm up, then it is important
to finish the conversation club with reflection, exercises that will help participants assimilate the experience,
place accents and consolidate what they have learned. To do this, you can ask students to name the three
main insights of the meeting or the most impressive moment. You can also ask: what is the main conclusion
that each of the students came to after the discussions.

Culture and personality are inseparable. Culture is the result of human activity, the realization of his
essential powers, his talent, mind, knowledge and skills. The great educational significance of culture lies in
the fact that it plays an outstanding role in the development of the living creativity of the masses, its initiative
and amateur activity. It contributes to the full manifestation of creative abilities of students, increasing their
energy in building a new world.

Every national culture exists in the unity of content and form: the social content plays a decisive role in
the development of culture, and the form is determined by it and has the opposite effect on the content and
through it on the entire cultural life of the people. [11, 2018]

As in other areas of personality formation, it would be interesting and useful to conduct sociological
studies of the formation of the consciousness of internationalism among students studying foreign languages.
This will reveal the deep processes in this area. Only a well-thought-out system gives the greatest effect in
organizational forms and methods of intercultural education of students. The creation of such a system
requires further study of the experience of organizing the education of students in the spirit of the culture of
interethnic communication in the process of teaching foreign languages.

Conclusion

Human activity takes place within a certain natural and social environment. The knowledge received by
a person in the process of familiarization with culture, becoming the inner spiritual world of the individual,
begins a new cycle of functioning: they, in turn, are reincarnated into culture in the course of creative activity
of the individual, spread, multiply spiritual communication of people.

Being born in a society, a person, in the process of accumulating life experience, absorbs the economic,
political and social conditions of society. Under the influence of social relations, feelings of civic duty,
patriotism and mutual understanding of different nationalities are born and strengthened.

Thus, cultural development is part of a broader process of forming a comprehensively developed person.
By transforming society, students transform themselves.

The formation of a new personality presupposes a comprehensive activation of the personality of the
manifestation of its abilities in all possible spheres of life. The very need of the individual for knowledge,
culture. In this sense, it is a consequence of the fact that it is involved in the process of unprecedented
historical creation in grandiose social creativity.

Interethnic education is, first of all, the education of a new worldview in an individual. It necessarily
includes an attentive and sensitive attitude to the national characteristics of each people.

The main purpose of educating students in the spirit of the culture of interethnic communication in the
process of teaching foreign languages is the systematic direction of the formation of a person building a
society in partnership with representatives of different nations and nationalities, the establishment of the
principles of relations between people of different nations and countries. The result of educational work
should be the transformation of the principles of internationalism, deep personal beliefs of a person, and
from beliefs into the norms of everyday habitual behavior.

The education of students in the spirit of the culture of interethnic communication includes many aspects
of the creative process of forming a harmonious personality of its political and moral consciousness. One of
these aspects is the formation of consciousness in the spirit of the culture of interethnic communication.

Interethnic culture is an inspiring moral factor on the basis of which mutual understanding between
peoples develops. Interethnic culture as a system of relations between people of different nationalities and
the consciousness of interethnic culture is formed in the process of daily education of deep respect and a
subtle understanding of the interethnic culture of all peoples of the world. At the same time, interethnic
culture grows on the basis of properly educated feelings of students in the spirit of the culture of interethnic
communication in the process of teaching foreign languages.
