PROFESSIONAL SKILLS OF A TEACHER IN A NEW FORMAT:

Abstract
This article is a sociological analysis of the professional skills of teachers in the education system.
The authors describe the main characteristics of pedagogical excellence, as well as technologies and
methods that can help teachers achieve a high level of professionalism. The article also discusses social
and cultural factors that influence the professional skills of teachers, such as social status, cultural
context, the role of public opinion, and others.
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The article presents the results of an empirical study conducted among teachers of different skill
levels, as well as an analysis of the factors influencing the professional skills of teachers. In general, the
article is an important contribution to the study of the professional skills of teachers and its impact on
the quality of education.

SOCIOLOGICAL ANALYSIS OF STUDENTS VALUE ORIENTATIONS FORMED UNDER
THE INFLUENCE OF CONFORMISM

Abstract

A sociological analysis of students' value orientations formed under the influence of conformism
was carried out in this article. The concept of conformity, its role in society, as well as the influence of
conformity on students' value orientations were considered. Empirical data and research results helped
to confirm the connection between conformity and value orientations. Understanding this connection
can be useful for developing strategies to support students and form their independent thinking and
value attitudes within educational programs and social contexts.

In modern society, conformism plays a significant role on the formation of students' value
orientations. Conformism can influence how young people perceive and accept the values, norms and
expectations of society. In this article, a sociological analysis of students' value orientations will be
conducted focused on the influence of conformism.

INTRODUCTION
Training a competitive specialist who is able to independently, confidently defend his ideas and
solutions in connection with modern social changes, implement them, think critically and creatively and
act, searching and finding ways of self-development, is one of the tasks set by universities. It is assumed

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that the intellectual potential of students depends on the stereotypes and values formed by students in the
social environment when entering the modernization process of society. The scientific and
methodological subject of the study is a critical analysis of value orientations formed under the pressure
of social roles and prevailing standards of mass consciousness (conformism), aimed at identifying
conditions for the formation of an ideal and value among students who meet the requirements of
national tradition and time. Identification of value systems on the career path as a solution to the
problem and systematic study of the relationship between personal values and organizational behavior,
including decision-making, based on constructive methodology. In this regard, we propose to change
the attitude towards society, which is formed on the basis of conformity. The study of the value
orientations of students is determined by the dependence of the field of education on the cultural nature
and historical context. The purpose of the article is to reveal the role of the stereotype of conformity in
the formation of students’ need for independent formation of value orientations.

The theme of the impact of conformity on the formation of value orientations of students is
important and relevant in modern society. Conformity and social influence are integral part of our lives.
People are often looking for approval and acceptance from other people, and it can exert a strong
influence on their values, beliefs, and decisions. Universities and colleges play an important role on the
formation of value orientations of students. Educational environment may present different social and
cultural contexts in which students encounter a variety of views and values. To study the effect of
conformity on students, can help better understand how the learning environment affects the formation
and change of value orientations. The formation of self-identity and development as a person are
important tasks for students. The influence of conformity can create tension between the desire being
accepted by the group and the preservation of their own values and beliefs. The study of this topic can
help students to develop a more informed and independent approach to the formation of their identity.
Understanding of the influence of conformity on the decisions of students is of practical importance in
various fields such as education, psychology, social work and management. This knowledge may help
to develop more effective strategies to support students, contributing to the development of their self-
determination and self-development.

RESEARCH METHODOLOGY

People are social creatures, and they seek social affiliation and approval. As a result, they may rely
on the opinions and behavior of others to conform and to group norms and expectations. This can
manifest itself in various forms of conformity, when people change their beliefs and behaviors to fit the
group.

French sociologist Emile Durkheim, known for his research in the area of social norms and social
influence in society, believed that norms play a key role in the maintenance of social coordination and
stability, and social influence has a strong impact in shaping the behavior and beliefs of people [1,
p.273]. When we are talking about students, social influence and norms also play a significant role in
their lives. In the University environment, students are confronted with different social groups, such as
peers, teachers and community organizations. The influence of these groups can affect the students and
to influence their behavior and attitudes.

American scientist Stanley Milgram in the 1960-ies conducted an experiment to study how
authority figures can influence the behavior of individuals and lead them to conform, even if it is
contrary to their own values and beliefs. In experiments, Asch investigated how people can be
influenced by the group's opinion and tend to change their own beliefs or perceptions to fit the majority
opinion.

Studies of social influence, for example, C. Milgram's experiments [2, p.46] and S. Asch [3]
demonstrate how group pressure and conformity can change the behavior and beliefs of people based on
the desire to be loved by others, or the desire to be right, which Sheriff [4] called the private adoption
(i.e., believing that the opinions of others can be more proper or knowledgeable than their own). One of
the most famous Asch’s experiment is an experiment on the correlation lines. The participants were
shown a series of images with lines of different lengths and were asked to indicate which of them
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coincides with the reference line. However, the experiment was attended by the actors who gave
incorrect answers, deliberately choosing a line that is clearly not coincide with the reference.
Interestingly, in such cases, many of the participants of the experiment, despite the obvious correct
answer, were subjected to group pressure and also chose the wrong option to fit the opinion of the other
participants.

In addition, a small social experiment was conducted among the students of the Kazakh National
Pedagogical University named after Abai. It can be noticed that under the influence of authoritative
persons or authoritative students in the group, other students changed their decisions.

Asch’s experiments showed that social influence and group pressure could significantly influence
on the decisions and behavior of individuals. Mechanisms of social conformity include factors such as
the desire for social belonging, fear of rejection; doubt their own knowledge and abilities, as well as the
perception of the majority as a source of correct information.

Solomon Asch’s research stressed the importance of social context and the influence of the group
on the formation of beliefs and behavior. These results have relevance not only in the field of social
psychology, but also in understanding the mechanisms of social interaction and the formation of
collective norms and values [5].

Indeed, the theory of social conformity, developed by Solomon Asch, represents an important
contribution to the understanding of the influence of group dynamics on individual behavior. His
experiments demonstrate that even in situations where the right answer is obvious, people can obey the
opinion of the majority, avoiding conflict or seeking to meet the group. Also the experiment of Stanley
Milgram showed that under the influence of authority and social pressure, people can deviate from their
own values and to make unpopular or even harmful decisions. He emphasized the strength of an
authority figure and its ability to control the behavior of other people, even if it contradicts their own
beliefs [6].

They stressed that conformism can be a powerful factor influencing our behavior and the ability to
make their own decisions, especially in the presence of authority figures and social pressure. Also the
need for awareness of their own values and beliefs, and the ability to think critically and make their own
decisions in situations when faced with social pressure.

The study of the theory of social conformity Asch and Milgram also allows you to realize the
importance of critical thinking, autonomy and independent decision-making. This allows us to
understand more deeply how the social environment in which we live can influence on our values,
beliefs and actions, and how we can develop more autonomous and conscious behavior.

These studies have broad applications and are important not only for understanding behavior in the
laboratory, but also for the analysis of real social situations. They help to explain why people can make
unpopular or irrational decisions being exposed to social pressure or trying not to violate the generally
accepted norms.

In order to prove these theories there was carried out a little experiment with the students of Abai
University. The participants of the experiment were 2" year students of Abai University. The
experiment was conducted in accordance with the relevant guidelines. Before starting the behavioral
experiment, each participant consent has been obtained. During the lecture was held questions and
answers on various topics. For wrong answers is indicated by the special experts, attending lessons and
actors elders as well as, students who had a reputation among the group. In addition, to manipulate
social hierarchy, the teacher also gave examples of these, which are not correct answers. As a result, the
participants chose the correct answer, and approved the response, which were selected by actors.

RESULTS AND DISCUSSION
A specific level of people's dependence on the opinions of others may differ depending on various
factors, including personal characteristics, context, and socio-cultural conditions. However, we can say
that social influence and opinions of others play an important role in shaping the behavior and beliefs of
people. People are social creatures, and they seek social affiliation and approval. As a result, they may
rely on the opinions and behavior of others to conform to group norms and expectations. This can

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manifest itself in various forms of conformity, when people change their beliefs and behaviors to fit the
group.

Conformism is a phenomenon when the individual brings their behavior, opinions, and values in
accordance with the opinions and behavior of others or with the requirements of the social environment.
Durkheim believed that conformity is important for the maintenance of social integration and solidarity
in society. When people conformists, they share common norms and values that facilitate social
coordination and stability [7, C. 118].

However, Durkheim also warned about the possible negative consequences of conformity. Too high
level of conformity can lead to loss of individuality, innovation, and diversity in society. If all people
unconditionally conformidade, it can prevent change and progress.

It should be noted that conformism could be both positive and negative depending on the context. In
some cases, conformity may contribute to the maintenance of the social order, solidarity and coherence
in society. However, in other cases conformism can support inequality, injustice or bad practices.

Thus, Durkheim emphasized the importance of social influences and norms in society, as well as
the informed and critical approach to conformity to achieve a balance between the maintenance of social
inclusion and the preservation of identity.

Conformity can occur for various reasons, including the desire to be accepted and to avoid social
isolation, the desire to follow the authorities, comparison with other people and their opinions and
influence group dynamics.

However, it is important to note that the degree of dependence on the opinions of others may vary
from person to person. Some people may show greater independence and independence of thinking, not
submitting to group pressure. Other people may be more susceptible to the influence of others and more
prone to conformism.

Overall, the opinions of others can have a significant impact on the behavior and beliefs of people,
but the final decision and responsibility for decision-making are always on the human. It is important to
develop critical thinking, self-awareness and ability to evaluate information to make their own, informed
decisions based on their own values and beliefs.

The impact of conformity on value orientations of students can be significant. It is possible to
allocate the following main aspects of this influence:

1. The adoption of the standards and norms of the group. When students feel the pressure of
conformity, they may be inclined to adopt the opinions, values and norms that prevail in their social
group. Therefore, people are in social groups, often exposed to the pressure of conformity and tend to
accept the values and norms of their group. It can influence their decisions and behaviour, as they strive
to meet expectations and be accepted by the group. They can take these values as their own, even if they
do not fully correspond to their own beliefs. This comes from the desire to be accepted and socially
integrated.

2. Social comparison. Students can use conformity as a guide to determine what is considered
"right” or "normal” in a certain situation. They can make decisions based on what other people do,
instead of completely guided by their own beliefs and values. Conformity can occur from the desire of
students to meet the expectations of their peers and the environment. "Most individuals that changed
their opinion did so out of some combination of the two forces, but there were people who only changed
their opinion overtly in order to gain social acceptance as well as those who did not want to give the
appearance of changing their mind, but still wanted to be right. These findings have important
implications for research on social and political behavior. They reinforce the understanding that citizens
and elites cannot be simply viewed as rational utility maximizers independent of group dynamics. Yet,
at the same time, the desire to be right and information remain critical components of opinion change"
[8]. They can compare their values and beliefs with what is considered "normal” in the group, and to
change their orientation to meet these standards. They fear being rejected or isolated if their values differ
from the majority.

3. Influence of authorities. Authoritative figures such as teachers, parents and others influence the
formation of students' value orientations. If they express certain opinions or offer certain options,
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students may be inclined to their decisions because of authority and fear of doubting their own beliefs.
When students see that these authorities express certain values, they tend to accept them and incorporate
them into their own value systems. This is due to the desire to gain acceptance and recognition from
these authorities. Experts in the field of social psychology has studied the preference due to their choice
and preferences that have changed because of the opinions of other people with different social status.
"The results showed that the participants were more likely to change their preferences in line with those
of the superior partner and in the public rather than in the private condition. In other words, they are
more inclined to publicly conform to those with the authority in the hierarchical situation (i.e., the
modified dictator game) or with expertise (i.e., a higher performance in the perceptual tasks) than
unauthorized partner or non-expert” [9]. The results obtained, based on research and theory, suggested
that social identity would depend on social hierarchy.

4. Fear of rejection and social isolation. Fear of rejection or remain isolated is a powerful factor of
influence conformity. Students, for fear of losing support and communication with your group, | can
change their values, to conform to what's considered "proper" in the group. This can lead to loss of
individuality and the suppression of unique values.

However, it is important to note that the impact of conformity on value orientations of students can
be positive. It can facilitate social integration, cooperation and strengthen group ties. To study
S.Kucherenko "the lower sociometric status of the student, the more he prefers the pleasure of
socialization and stimulation of security. The opposite is true: the higher sociometric status, the more
students preferred social and security" [10, C.186]. That is, the higher the value of socialization and self-
determination, the less the impact of the group. At the same time, it is necessary to develop students’
critical thinking, independence and the ability to analyze and evaluate the value of different paradigms,
so they can make informed decisions and to form their own value orientation. In some cases, conformity
can promote social integration, cooperation and coordination in the group. However, in other cases, it
may suppress individual thinking, creativity and independence of decision-making.

The educational environment plays a significant role in the formation of students' value orientations.
Curricula and the content of education can influence the formation of values among students. Courses
and subjects that they are studying can represent certain values and worldview. For example, the objects
associated with the Humanities, can emphasize the values of tolerance, social justice and civic
responsibility, while the technical subjects can focus on innovation, rationality and efficiency. Training
programs can have an indirect effect on value orientations of students, presenting them with various
options and prospects. Following that teachers have an important influence on students in an educational
environment. They can be source models of knowledge and values. Their example, the ability of critical
thinking and support the active participation can encourage students to form their own value
orientations. Interaction with a variety of teachers from different worldviews and values can help
students to understand and make their own value orientations.

You can also note the educational environment. It provides students with the opportunity to interact
with their peers and other students. This interaction can have a strong influence on the formation of
value orientations. Equal and supportive relationships between students can contribute to the
development of values of cooperation, mutual assistance and tolerance. In addition, the educational
environment can provide students with the opportunity to be acquainted with diverse cultures, opinions
and values, which contributes to their awareness and breadth in value attitudes.

In addition, the last stand the impact of the institution where enrolled students. The university also
offers various extra durable activities and opportunities for public involvement. Participation in social
and volunteer activities, student organizations, sports teams or cultural groups may contribute to the
formation of values of civic responsibility, leadership, teamwork and self-development. Educational
environment is a complex and multidimensional factor in the value formation of students. It provides
opportunities for awareness, socialization and diversity of value orientations of students.

From this ranking conducted at the university, we can see that students turn to conformism in order
to keep safe "that full-time students in a Self-real image are dominated by values such as Hedonism,
Independence, Achievements, and they strive for Conformity and Security, i.e. they seek to control
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themselves in relation to the prevention of conflict situations , for example, obedience, self-discipline,
politeness, while it is important for them to maintain security for other people and themselves, harmony,
stability of society and relationships” [11, p.435].

Social norms determine the expected behavior in society. In the university environment, there are
norms related to the educational process, for example, striving for success, respect for the rules of
academic integrity, etc. There are also norms of social behavior, for example, respect for one's
colleagues, cooperation, tolerance, etc.

Social influence can occur through various mechanisms, such as conformity, identification with a
group or authority, social comparison, and other. Students may feel pressure from their peers or the
public opinion, which can influence their behavior and choices.

However, it is important to note that social influence is not necessarily negative or limiting. They
can also play a positive role in shaping the personality of students, helping them to adapt to University
life, develop social skills, and learn to cooperate with others and to participate in the collective effort.

Overall, social influence and norms in society, including academic circles play an important role in
shaping the behavior and beliefs of students. They can have both positive and negative effects, so it is
important to be aware and critical in relation to external influences and to adhere to its own values and
principles.

CONCLUSION

Studies show that the social environment such as family, friends, school, and cultural factors can
have a significant impact on the value orientations of students. These factors can interact with
conformism and to generate unique values.

Overall, the theme of the impact of conformity on value orientations of students is always relevant,
as it helps us to understand better social processes in learning environments, and provides the basis for
the development of strategies and programs aimed at the development of individuality, critical thinking,
and independence of students.

It is important to note that conformism can have both positive and negative aspects. It can facilitate
social integration and solidarity in the society, but can also limit individual freedom of thought and
diversity in the value system. Therefore, examining the role of conformism in the formation of value
orientations allows us to better understand the complex relationships between individual and social
factors in the formation of values.

It is possible to allocate the following issues and challenges related to conformity:

The loss of identity. When students too much conformists, they can lose their uniqueness and
individuality. They can suppress their own opinions, ideas and values to fit the group. This may lead to
loss of identity and to limit the possibilities of personal development.

Limit innovation and progress. When students in a group or society too conformidade, it may
prevent the emergence of new ideas, innovation and progress. Individuals who do not want to conform
may face resistance and unfair treatment from the group, which can depress ideas and creativity.

Conformity can lead to the persistence of negative norms and practices in society. If all obey and
follow existing regulations that may be unfair, discriminatory, or harmful, then it can impede change
and improve the situation.

Conformism can imply strong group pressure on an individual, which can lead to the loss of his
autonomy and freedom to make his own decisions. People may feel obligated to follow group norms
and values, even if it contradicts their own beliefs.

Conformism could contribute to social and cultural monotony, when students in a group or society
strive to be like and to comply with the generally accepted norms and expectations. This may limit the
diversity, creativity and mutual enrichment of different ideas and perspectives.

It is important to note that conformity itself is not always a problem. However, when conformity
becomes a direct consequence of group pressure, suppresses individuality, restricts freedom of thought
and leads to the preservation of negative norms and practices, this can have negative consequences for
society and the individual.
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THE RIGHTS OF THE CHILD IN KAZAKHSTAN:
PRIORITY AREAS OF STATE SOCIAL POLICY

Abstract

This article raises an important topic about the rights of children, as a priority direction of state
policy. The authors tried to understand how the rights of children are ensured in Kazakhstan today. The
relevance of the topic is explained by the fact that the number of children in the country is 1/3 of the
population. In addition, the President of Kazakhstan K.K. Tokayev, in his New Year's speech to the
people, declared 2022 the Year of Children.

The article examined the key areas of social policy. A review was also made of the effectiveness of
social measures to protect the rights of children and what difficulties exist today in this area. The authors
analyzed the main problems of ensuring the rights of children in Kazakhstani society, such as violence
against children, poor development of inclusive education, lack of kindergartens and schools, as well as
gaps in legislation. The article also notes the main achievements that were made during the "Year of
Children",

INTRODUCTION

Head of State K.K. Tokayev in his New Year's address to the people of Kazakhstan, declared 2022
the Year of Children: “Particular attention should be paid to children. Their well-being is a reliable
guarantee of the successful future of our state. Therefore, | believe that next year should be declared the
Year of Children. This is not about slogans and festive events, but above all, about specific measures on
the part of the authorities in the field of health, education, social security in order to protect children.
The harmonious development and happy childhood of the younger generation is our national task™ [1].
In this article, we will try to analyze what has been done over the past year to improve the state of
children’s rights in Kazakhstan. But first you need to understand how it was before. That is, how are the
rights of children ensured in Kazakhstan and what problems exist in this area?

RESEARCH METHODOLOGY

The article uses a logical method, a structural-functional method and a documentary method. The
structural-functional method is applied in the analysis of the content of social policy, the definition of its
subjects, the levels of social policy and the functions of social policy and its subjects at different levels:
national (central), regional and local. The logical method is applied in identifying cause-and-effect
relationships, analyzing problems and their solutions.

Documents tend to be an important source of information, and their analysis has become
widespread in research. Researchers analyze documents in order to see many important aspects of social
life and their traditions and values inherent in a certain society in a certain historical period, to get the
information to describe certain social structures, to follow the dynamics of interaction between various
social groups and individuals, etc. e. Analysis of the existing legislation, conceptually significant
documents in the field of national law, children's rights made it possible to identify problems that hinder
the provision of children's rights in full.

RESULTS AND DISCUSSION
The raised topic of the article is relevant for a young state, where in general, the number of children
is 1/3 of the population of Republic of Kazakhstan. According to the Bureau of National Statistics, there
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are 6,485,507 children living in Kazakhstan today. This is 2 million more than in 2011 (Figure 1). Of
these, 51.5% are boys, 48.5% are girls. Most of all children live in the Turkestan and Almaty regions
and in Almaty, the least of all - in the North Kazakhstan, Pavlodar and Kostanay regions [2].

Also, the relevance of the topic is due to the fact that one of the main directions of the national
policy of the Republic of Kazakhstan is the protection of the rights of children and the protection of their
legitimate interests. Improving the quality of life of society, of course, is primarily aimed at improving
the children's quality of life. Because human rights begin with protecting the rights of children. There is
a law that protects the life, health and peace of a person from the moment of his birth. And that law is
the Constitution. In addition, in June 1994, Kazakhstan signs the “Convention on the Rights of the
Child”, and on the basis of it, the “Law on Children in Kazakhstan” was adopted. According to the latest
data, 190 countries of the world have ratified the Convention on the Rights of the Child. This fact
suggests that this Convention is the first treaty in the world that has ever been ratified by all countries of
the world. It is also important to note that, for the first time in history, a special committee was created
to monitor the implementation of the provisions of the convention on the rights of the child. It is called
the International Committee on the Rights of the Child. Every 5 years, all countries of the world submit
to this committee their reports on the measures they have taken to implement the provisions of the
convention.

Children, like adults, have basic rights such as respect, integrity and human dignity, and from the
moment a child is born, they have the above rights. The rights of the child in Kazakhstan are reflected in
civil, family and other areas of law. To date, Kazakhstan has adopted over 45 normative legal acts
regulating the rights and guarantees of children and adolescents. The main ones are the decrees of the
President of the Republic of Kazakhstan "On the state program Health of the people™, "On the state
program Education”, the order of the President "On the concept of the state youth policy of the Republic
of Kazakhstan", the laws of the Republic of Kazakhstan "On marriage and family"”, "On education™, the
Code " About administrative offenses [3].

The protection of the rights of the child ensured through the concerted action of the government,
non-governmental organizations and the public. They share a purpose of developing the child's rights in
order to form a full-fledged and harmoniously developed personality, and to promote their consolidation
in legislation.

The state social policy of Kazakhstan ensures the full-fledged physical, social, spiritual, moral,
intellectual development of the child in accordance with the norms of the Constitution of the Republic
of Kazakhstan and international treaties.

Providing social and legal guarantees of the quality of children’s life, the state takes all possible
measures to implement state policy in this area. But, unfortunately, there are still acute problems that
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must be solved in the near future. Issues such as violence against children, poor development of
inclusive education, lack of kindergartens and schools, gaps in legislation, etc. are often raised in
society.

Violence against children

- The concept of violence against children refers to all types and forms of violence that are
perpetrated by parents or other adults, and even by peers or strangers, against people under 18 years of
age. According to UNICEF, up to 1 billion children aged 2 to 17 years in 2021 worldwide experienced
physical, sexual or emotional abuse.

- Child abuse has lifelong consequences for the health and well-being of children, families,
communities and countries. Violence against children can:

- Lead to death. Homicide, often committed with weapons such as knives and guns, is one of the
top three causes of death for teenagers, with boys accounting for over 80% of victims and perpetrators.

- Cause serious injury. For every murder, there are hundreds of victims of youth abuse
(overwhelmingly male) who are injured in fights and assaults.

- Affect the development of the brain and nervous system. Violence experienced at an early age can
lead to impaired brain development and have lifelong negative effects on other parts of the nervous
system, as well as on the endocrine, reproductive, musculoskeletal, respiratory and immune systems. In
this regard, violence against children can have a negative impact on cognitive development and affect
academic and professional success.

- Influence opportunities and future generations. Children exposed to violence and other
disadvantages are more likely to drop out of school and have difficulty finding and staying in a job.
They are also more likely to be victims of and/or perpetrate interpersonal and self-violence violence
later in life, and in this regard, violence against children may have an impact on future generations.

According to the latest data, in Kazakhstan, up to 40% of violence against children occurs in the
family itself, and 38% - in schools and kindergartens. But not everyone knows about it, because not
everyone has access to objective information. Since the results of a recent survey show that out of 220
surveyed specialists in different regions of Kazakhstan, only 5.4% have access to such information. That
is, 94% of experts are denied access. It is also important to note that the results of a sociological survey
conducted among children show that on average 3.3% of children experience abuse on a regular basis,
and 16.3% - often, more than half of 66.6% - sometimes and only 13.8% - never become objects of
violence. In addition, 100% of the victims of violence are, so to speak, "street” children. Of these, 70%
are subjected to violence on a regular basis. Also, children living in boarding schools are regularly
subjected to violence - 11.7%, 70.6% - sometimes. Children from the orphanage: 28.9% are abused
regularly, 63.2% - sometimes. In the Center for Adaptation for Minors, children are subjected to
violence regularly 27.8%, and 52.8% sometimes. Children also note that they are attacked mainly by
older and stronger guys - 44.5%; - parents and relatives - 23.9%; - even police officers - 9.6%; - teachers
and educators - 9.6%; - and only 4.2% are hooligans, bandits [4].

According to part 2 of Art. 67 of the Marriage and Family Code, the child has the right to be
protected from abuse by parents or persons in their stead [5]. In our opinion, for non-compliance with
this norm, legal liability is not provided for in the legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan, which
hinders the exercise of the child's right to protection. This is because ensuring the rights of the child
depends on the age of the child. Since a small child will not be able to use to the authorities. Because
children try to hide the facts of violence, fearing that they will be taken away from their parents and
placed in a children's home. The circumstance noted by us requires its legislative permission.

Weak development of inclusive education.

The development of inclusive education in society makes it possible for children with special needs
to receive a high-quality and meaningful curriculum. Thus, inclusive education will improve the overall
quality of life of these children and create a solid foundation for their future. Recently, the state
educational policy has raised the issue of developing inclusive education in order to give equal access to
quality education for everyone, regardless of age, health status. Kazakhstan's commitment to the values
of inclusive education is reflected in a number of strategic documents. The State Program for the
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Development of the Education System of the Republic of Kazakhstan for 2016-2019 (SPDES) provides
for an increase in the number of general education schools that have created conditions for the inclusion
of children with special needs, from 30% to 70% by 2020. However, to date, the national mechanism
for assessing the development of inclusive education remains undeveloped [6].

Without a doubt, Kazakhstan has made great progress in the education system over the years of
independence. And the next logical step is the full-scale development of inclusive education. The plans
of the National Scientific and Practical Center by 2025 are to develop inclusive education in the country
and cover 70 percent of all preschool organizations, moreover to bring it to 100 percent in universities
and colleges.

The biggest difficulty in the development of inclusive education is that it is difficult to train high-
quality teaching staff who meet all the criteria for inclusive education. In Kazakhstan, the shortage of
these personnel is growing every year due to the unpopularity of such specialties. In addition, the
process of retraining such specialists in the field of education is slowly going on.

In Kazakhstan, for an effective transition to high-quality inclusive education, the following
problems have to be solved:

- provide teachers with effective methodological support;

- to promote the formation of a tolerant attitude towards children with special needs in all areas,
both at school and outside the classroom;

- resolve the issue of training new personnel and retraining existing personnel;

- develop a special requirement and instructions for professionals involved in inclusive education.

Lack of kindergartens and schools

This problem exists throughout Kazakhstan, and is already acutely felt in megacities. And in the
future, the state may face a shortage of land. In the meantime, the price of not only land, but also the
construction itself is growing. In Almaty and Astana, the pace of construction of schools, kindergartens
and polyclinics is already 3 times behind. An acute problem in Mangistau is the lack of student places.
Three-shift education has not yet been eliminated in the region. Meanwhile, every year the number of
first-graders is increasing, which means that the need for schools will only increase. The state land fund
with infrastructure is running out. Therefore, the government needs to reconsider approaches to the
development of master plans for cities. It is necessary to provide for uniform construction of housing
and social facilities.

Consider the example of the largest city of Almaty. Today, there are 866 kindergartens in Almaty,
193 of which are state-owned. “We are taking a set of measures to reduce the waiting list in
kindergartens. For example, in the first half of the year, 54 new private kindergartens for 3,316 places
were opened in Almaty. By the end of the year, it is planned to open another 15 private preschool
organizations for more than 2,000 places and to commission a state kindergarten for 280 places,” said
Lyazzat Zhylkybayeva, head of the city’s Department of Education [7]. y the end of the year, it is
planned to commission 18 secondary education facilities for 13,820 places. These are five schools for
7500 places in the microdistrict. Kalkaman-2, Kairat, Darkhan, Madeniet, Nurkent. Schools No. 48,
191, 125, 146, School No. 9 will be expanded, due to which an additional 1270 places will appear. They
will buy out two buildings for 1800 places in the Bostandyk and Nauryzbay districts and open 6 schools
for 3250 places at the expense of private investment.

It is considered an important step that Almaty has developed the Rules for the formation of the
architectural appearance and urban planning, within the framework of which the construction of multi-
storey residential complexes requires the mandatory presence of schools within walking distance, taking
into account the expected population density.

Gaps in the legislation

The main shortcoming of the legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan on the rights of children is
the absence or incompleteness of implementation mechanisms of a number of specific norms, which
leads to their non-fulfillment. Including in the field of rehabilitation of disabled children, ensuring a
living wage, free healthcare services, etc. Part of the legal norms provided for by the current legislation
is not fully implemented even if there are clear implementation mechanisms.
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It is proposed to create a special independent body for the protection of the rights of the child, not
only for a particular country, but also in the United Nations system. The High Commissioner for Human
Rights at the UN has already successfully established itself, why not create the same position only for
the rights of the child. One of the main tasks of this body will be to respond early and quickly to
violations of the child’s rights and warn UN bodies about this before a particular violation becomes
more widespread.

In connection with the existing difficulties in the mechanism for protecting the rights and interests
of children in the republic, the departments for the protection of the rights of children of the city of the
region (city) of the Committee for the Protection of Children's Rights of the Ministry of Education and
Science of the Republic of Kazakhstan need to intensify their efforts to address existing problems and
tasks related to the rights of the child, one of which is the creation of a sustainable public attention to the
problems of protecting children's rights and coordinating the efforts of state structures, non-
governmental, international organizations and the media in the formation and implementation of state
policy in the interests of protecting children's rights.

Given the short period (since 2016) of the activity of the institution of the Commissioner for
Children’s Rights in the Republic of Kazakhstan and the substantiated scientific research of domestic
scientists, it is necessary to raise its status at the legislative level by adopting a special, as we believe,
constitutional law on it, and to resolve those problems that would have a direct impact on his capacity:

- fix its status in the Constitution of the Republic of Kazakhstan and a special law of the country;

- determine the right to initiate legislation to the institution of the Commissioner for Children's
Rights in Kazakhstan within the framework of its authorized activities;

- to determine the financial independence of this body.

To this end, it is necessary to make changes and additions, first of all, to the Budget Code of the
Republic of Kazakhstan, defining the republican budget as a source of financing, and in terms of some
targeted budget programs - local budgets. Corresponding legal indicators must also be fixed in the laws
on the republican budget for the corresponding periods.

In addition, in the format of the activities of the Commissioner for Children's Rights, it is advisable
to conduct a detailed monitoring of the legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan in order to identify
legal norms that are in conflict with the Constitution of Kazakhstan, and such, unfortunately, take place,
international standards and modern state priorities.

Appropriate monitoring should also be carried out within the framework of bilateral treaty
obligations ratified by the Republic of Kazakhstan. This is due to the fact that many of the provisions
that, in accordance with Art. 4 of the Constitution of the Kazakhstan, priority over the laws of the
country, are not actually implemented. Similar actions are necessary in relation to international norms of
law approved by the President of the Republic of Kazakhstan and the Government of the Republic of
Kazakhstan. Without such legislative measures, it will be impossible to effectively carry out the
activities of the institute for the protection of children's rights in Kazakhstan.

2022 is the year of children in Kazakhstan

On October 22, 2020, during the fourth meeting of the National Council of Public Trust, Head of
State Kassym-Jomart Tokayev instructed to develop and implement the Child Welfare Index from 2022
as a national monitoring mechanism. Since the beginning of 2022, for the first time in the country, the
Child Wellbeing Index (CWI) has been developed by the government. There is an active process of its
implementation. The CWI is designed to assess the well-being of children and the effectiveness of
national policies aimed at creating conditions for children in various areas. The introduction of the index
of well-being of children in Kazakhstan makes it possible to timely identify constraints to the effective
implementation of measures in various areas aimed at improving the situation of children by regions,
taking into account the opinions of children and parents/legal representatives. The index consists of
objective and subjective data, the source of which is the official statistics of the Republic of Kazakhstan,
the results of a population survey.

130 kindergartens for 9.4 thousand places have opened in Kazakhstan, which is more than a third of
all kindergartens in the country. The conditions for admission to colleges have changed, the number of
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grants to universities has increased. A free food program for younger students was also developed. By
the end of 2022, children's school buses will also begin to travel on domestic roads. Recently, the first
public transport produced in Kazakhstan was tested. In total, within the framework of the Year of
Children, for the first time, the fleet of school buses is being renovated on a large scale - 515 school
buses are purchased by local executive bodies. The goal of creating and modernizing the existing school
bus fleet is to provide safe and comfortable transportation to and from school for almost 26 thousand
children from more than 1.3 thousand settlements of the country. In general, monitoring of the quality of
schools, sections, etc. has intensified.

CONCLUSION

In conclusion, I would like to note that ensuring the safety of children in Kazakhstan largely
depends on a comprehensive solution of many factors, while the environment surrounding the child
plays a decisive role. And such an environment is created by a society and a state in which upbringing
and family values, the level of health, education, culture, morality of the population largely contribute to
the formation and development of the worldview of the younger generation on the one hand. On the
other hand, social satisfaction, coupled with favorable socio-economic conditions of the country's
population, largely contribute to reducing the level of crime in the population and inevitably reduce the
number of crimes against young children.

The Office of the Superintendent of Children's Rights is actively working to identify flagrant
violations in child care facilities. Cases of supply at inflated prices and short supply of food, household
chemicals, clothing, various works and services have been established. In addition, there are facts of
embezzlement of budgetary funds intended for feeding orphans, and the money of the orphans
themselves, which they receive in the form of state benefits and social assistance.

Therefore, when we talk about the fight against violence, we must be aware of the reasons why it is
becoming more common in our society. And the reasons lie in upbringing and education. Of course, the
work of the police, prosecutors, courts, psychologists is important, but this is work with the
investigation. And tomorrow there may not be enough police officers and psychologists to protect
children and even women. Therefore, the causes must be eradicated! How? By creating opportunities
for children to become who they want to be. Believe me, no one in childhood dreams of growing up and
beating wives and children, committing violence, stealing. They become like that. We need to change
the system, change the conditions in which our children grow up. And when they grow up, they will
create a society where violence will be unacceptable.

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THE ROLE OF FOREIGN MASS MEDIA IN THE FORMATION OF THE

Abstract

Determining the image of the Republic of Kazakhstan on the world scene is one of the most
relevant issues. However, for media experts in Kazakhstan society important to study, how foreign
media portray Kazakhstan, what is the role of foreign media in shaping the image of Kazakhstan
through specific methods. Our goal is to determine the contribution of foreign media to formation the
Kazakhstan’s image in the international arena. We consider measures taken to create the state’s image,
and which media outlets have a large audience for those activities. Used methodology of Adam Smith
proposing the formula "MT/OH=ir" and indicators defining the country's image to comparatively
determine the international image of Kazakhstan. We proved that today the mass media become a
powerful and universal channel that spreads immediate information, influences the people, and brings
society changes. The scientific work analyzes how Kazakhstan's reputation in the international arena
discussed in domestic and foreign media. Per results, foreign mass media have experienced different
stages in the formation of the international image of Kazakhstan. For example, evidence given that
Kazakhstan not began to form its image on the world scene during the first years of independence. But
later, one of the first steps of our country in establishing its position in the international arena was the
abandonment of nuclear weapons. It made sure that Kazakhstan began to be recognized worldwide and
gradually formed its image. Due to its practical significance and innovation, scientific research on this
topic has not been conducted in the Kazakh language until now. Studying scientific literature in other
languages and using it definitely increases the value of the article.

INTRODUCTION

First of all, it should be noted that illegal immigration in the world has not yet been sufficiently
studied in socio-political science. Naturally, it is impossible to consider all the issues of illegal
immigration in the world in one article. Therefore, we will consider some sociological issues of illegal
immigration using specific examples of the European Union (EU).

Among other definitions, a person can be given this: an adult is a geographically oriented being. It
seems impossible for a Taiga person to live in the desert or even in the steppe. He is uncomfortable
there, even a successful person. And the steppe man, on the contrary, is uncomfortable in the taiga.
Exceptions are residents of poor neighborhoods of large cities, where the territorial flora, fauna,
landscape, weather and climatic conditions are much less important. At the same time, it should be
noted that territorial orientation begins with a house, an apartment, a fence on a plot of your land and
extends to the borders of the state. We consider territorial orientation, although we are not biologizers, to
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be the same trait of most people, as well as their desire to be in a certain emotional community, and not
inany [1, P.139].

A person as a socio-cultural being is attached or feels attached to a certain group of people.
Belonging to one group automatically implies some psychological and emotional, greater or lesser
separation from other groups. And wherever there are groups of people, the division into "we" and
"they" begins, which, under certain circumstances, can smoothly switch to "our" and "others". Approval
and solidarity prevail towards "their own", they are, as it were, a priori good people. Feelings of
wariness and distrust prevail towards "strangers", which can turn into enmity. "Strangers", as if a priori,
need additional verification of their positive human qualities. All this applies to emigrants, both legal
and illegal, to varying degrees.

Armed conflicts have always been aimed, ultimately, at controlling the territory. Even the people
living in this territory today, if we consider the goals of an armed attack, are not considered the highest
value. As such, the territory itself is considered. It is the roof of many minerals, an area absorbing solar
energy, a potential granary and pasture, a reserve site for the settlement of its population and for control
over adjacent territories. And the population is fleeing from the devastated and virtually occupied
territories, replenishing the endless ranks of immigrants to the EU. In recent years, the Middle East has
been a clear example of this.

In this regard, it should be said that illegal immigration on the example of Germany and some other
EU countries has not yet been studied in sociological science. The article examines some sociological
problems of illegal immigration on the example of Germany and some other EU countries.

Goals and objectives of the study. The purpose of the article is a sociological analysis of illegal
immigration on the example of Germany and some other EU countries. To achieve this goal, the
following tasks are defined: to study the main channels of illegal, illegal immigration; to analyze and
uncover the consequences of illegal immigration and search for ways to solve its negative
consequences.

RESEARCH METHODOLOGY

The methodological foundations of the research were the fundamental provisions of philosophy,
sociology, political science, history, achievements of European and world public thought on the
problems of migration, emigration, illegal, illegal immigration. In the study, such methods as the
historical method, system analysis, sociological method, comparative method, integrated assessment
method and others were used. The article uses published sociological, historical, and political science
works; individual psychological, cultural, legal, psychological, pedagogical works related to the
research topic, as well as periodical materials, statistical data.

DISCUSSION AND RESULTS

Legal and illegal immigration to the EU has positive and negative sides: legal — more positive,
illegal — more negative. Some positive aspects: it helps to solve demographic (to increase the birth rate
in the country), economic (to fill jobs avoided by the local population; to keep the salary level at a level
acceptable to local entrepreneurs, etc.) and political and ideological reasons (hypocritical "humanity"” of
Western democratic states and inter-party struggle in them). Some negative aspects: it corrodes local
culture and religion, provokes social and political instability, it can threaten the internal security of the
state by bringing agents of hostile forces into the country, is a source of increased criminalization of
certain territories (especially in large cities), etc.

There are more negative sides to illegal, secret emigration. Meanwhile, it has been rapidly
increasing in the EU in recent years, effective methods of combating it are only being sought, and the
political elite of the Union is just beginning to realize the threat of the problem. Even the most hardened
representatives of it began to realize the insolubility of the dilemma: a strong national state and the
security of its own citizens, on the one hand, and boundless democracy, an ever-expanding sphere of
"human rights” (foreigners are also “people™), on the other hand. In attempts to resolve this dilemma, the
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most "humane" representatives of this elite (from the left and "green" parties) are increasingly
questioning the legitimacy of the very concept of "national state™.

Mass illegal emigration would be impossible without freedom of movement within the EU. The
movement and residence of third-country nationals was regulated with very significant differences by
each individual EU Member State. Illegal emigration is also based on the history of a large-scale state
policy of attracting foreign labor to Western European countries. Many such workers not only stayed in
the country forever, but also helped by hook or by crook the relocation of their relatives, friends and
fellow countrymen. In particular, "“family reunification" and marriages with women and men living
abroad contributed to such resettlement. This is a process that has never stopped and continues today
[1, P.140]. Contributes to illegal emigration and serious omissions in the documentary database of
identity identification in the countries of origin of emigrants and high corruption of officials at all levels
in them.

It should be said that legal and illegal immigrants to the EU increased every year and, for example,
by the middle of 2015, it became pre—critical in many EU member states. Signs of such a state: arson of
houses built or renovated for the residence of immigrants, demonstrations demanding the eviction of
emigrants who have already arrived, extreme discontent of local residents (especially large cities in
which anonymity of life is quite an easy matter) with the vagrant and begging lifestyle of immigrants
from a number of countries (Bulgaria, Romania, new states that have arisen in the Balkans after the
collapse of Yugoslavia, etc.), government bills on a general ban on the admission of emigrants from a
number of countries (Bosnia, Kosovo, Albania, etc.).

In the past, recent years, after a number of "color" coups in the Middle East and North Africa
(Tunisia, Egypt, etc.), after the military aggression against Iraq, Libya, Syria, the process of
disintegration of a number of countries is rapidly intensifying and, as a result, the flow of refugees from
them, mainly Muslims. Most of them get through Greece, Italy and Hungary to Germany. And the
citizens of this country are increasingly having puzzled questions. According to existing laws, refugees
should be accepted by the specified countries of arrival, not Germany. Why is the question of the
number of immigrants in the country determined in Brussels (the capital of the EU), and not in Berlin,
why the United States, the state that destroyed Irag with its unjustified military attack, does not accept
the main contingent of refugees from this country, why England and France, which destroyed Libya as
an integral state, do not accept the main contingent of refugees from this country and etc.

The largest EU states, Germany and France, their leadership has been unable in the last 3-4 years to
manage immigration, to control the external borders of the Union, to the policy of mandatory civil and
cultural-linguistic integration of immigrants, to a single policy agreed with all EU countries in relation
to legal and illegal immigrants, in the fight against new criminal structures that rely on immigrants
(arms trafficking, human trafficking, drug trafficking, etc.). Illegal emigration is also a fertile ground for
recruiting members of terrorist organizations. Over the past 15 years, these phenomena have not only
not weakened, but also increased both in number and danger to the already established society [2].

Some readmission agreements with countries that "supply™ immigrants did not bring the desired
results. After all, the main purpose of such agreements was to establish a mechanism for the almost
automatic return of illegal immigrants to their country of residence, if this country can be established:
many immigrants arrive in the EU with "lost" documents [3].

Stable Germany, which is developing economically, despite all local and global crises, successfully
attracts immigrants like a bright light at night butterflies. The comparison with moths is not humiliating,
but compassionate: most legal and, especially, illegal immigrants are waiting for a difficult life in the
country, although they will not die of hunger here, as it was in the countries of origin. Why is it not
easy? Poor knowledge of the language, culture, religious denominations prevailing in the country, lack
of a permanent job, housing problems, overt or hidden hostility of the majority of the population to
immigrants, police nagging and threats of right-wing extremists, the constant possibility of being
expelled from the country — these are some components of such a life.

The increasing influx of immigrants every year, as well as the policy of the Green Party, leads to a
shortage and, consequently, an increase in the price of apartments and any rental housing in large
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German cities (Berlin, Hamburg, etc.). This is noticed primarily by German citizens with small and
medium incomes, which is reflected in their "disapproving" attitude towards immigrants. It has already
reached the point that renovated or newly built dormitories for immigrants are being burned by
unknown people in different parts of Germany [4].

The streets of major German cities are flooded with beggars, persistently begging for alms. Their
density for even a kilometer, but several hundred meters in the summer of 2015 was unusually high. If
you walk in one of the central districts of Berlin, Schéneberg, along Hauptstrasse from Kaiser Wilhelm
Square to Kurtnerstrasse, you will see dozens of people asking for a handout. On every corner there are
men or women with dark skin standing or sitting and asking you to serve. Men with a dog or without
dogs, women, girls with a baby in their arms, which they often feed right on the sidewalk.

The vast majority of them come from Romania and Bulgaria, which joined the EU, and are the sons
or daughters of the same people, which in Germany is officially called "Sinti and Roma", and in the
common people — Gypsies. Most passers-by try not to notice these beggars, not to look at them. They
are ashamed both for these beggars, and for the policy of their government, which opened the border
and thereby invited this brotherhood to the countries, and for themselves, who elected such leaders. But
beggars are also people and they need to live somewhere, celebrate natural needs, etc. And in large
cities, in secluded places, in parks, under bridges, etc., tents, groups of tents and even entire tent cities
appeared. A whole tent city of migrants of dubious or simply unknown origin appeared near the city of
metallurgists Eisenhuttenstadt (Federal Land of Brandenburg). These people are actually illegal
immigrants (do not work, do not have housing, do not pay taxes or any other deductions in favor of the
state, etc.), but they are now loudly referred to as EU citizens and therefore have the right to free
movement in the Union.

It is known that through Italy, Greece, Spain, Hungary, France (from France through a tunnel to
England) by sea or by land, tens of thousands of illegal migrants arrive in the EU every year, which are
then distributed and dispersed throughout the Union, mainly in prosperous, rich countries. Germany
accepts the largest number of them. But let's see what figures the government agencies give about illegal
migrants. The German Federal Police says there have been 56 attempts of illegal entry into Germany
[5]. This figure causes amazement even when taking into account the fact that unsuccessful attempts are
repeated. Such a large number of illegal immigrants would pose no problem and no danger to a large
country. However, the data of 16 land police (each federal land has its own police) differ significantly
from this total figure and we will not give them here.

The picture becomes more realistic when we look not at the number of detainees at the EU border,
but at the number of illegal immigrants found in Germany. In 2014, 27,000 people were found who did
not have the right to be in the country, i.e. illegal immigrants. And there is no doubt that in the light of
the events taking place today in North Africa and the Middle East, there will be even more such newly
discovered illegal immigrants in 2015. For many entrepreneurs, this is the cheapest and most
disenfranchised labor force. In order not to be unfounded, we will provide data on only one police
station in the city of Passau (Federal State of Bavaria) at the Rosenheim railway station. Here, only at
one German and not the largest train station, the police stopped the following number of people who did
not have the right to stay on German territory: 2012 — 826 persons; 2013 — 1,430 persons; 2014 — 4,876
persons; 2015 (first half) — 14,560 persons [6].

Is it not the growth of uninvited guests in a geometric proportion that threatens the socio-political
stability of the country. In the "justification” of this railway station, we can say that it stands on one of
the main ways of transporting people for a fee by organized gangs from the Balkans and other regions
through Turkey, Greece, Serbia, Hungary and Austria.

How do they get into Germany? Mainly through the territory of Italy, Greece and other countries.
According to EU laws, the country to which they took the first step, and in which they were discovered
for the first time on the territory of the Union, should accept and serve immigrants and refugees. But
Italy, for example, is not able to accept this mass of sufferers. Therefore, new immigrants, without
photographing each personally and without taking fingerprints from them, without making any
documentary identification of them, are released to European freedom and they go straight north to the
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promised countries. What are these careless Italians? And they respect their interest: the illegals, whom
they have not identified, can no longer be sent back to them. Let rich Germany identify them.

But Germany, if you take a small documented section of it — the Rosenheim railway station, no
longer has time. Up to 300 unexpected guests arrive here every day. According to German rules, they
should all be documented, photographed, fingerprinted and sent each of them to the place of temporary
stay with an accompanying person. But there is an increasing shortage of police human and material
resources for this: in two days, as it should be according to the rules, cash police officers cannot carry
out reliable identification: it takes at least 30 minutes for each person only for preliminary identification.
A police officer or a police officer would have to escort the immigrant or his family to a place of
temporary residence. But there are not enough police officers for this. And the good Germans are
limited to providing an immigrant with a free ticket to their destination. But whether he will arrive there
or settle with fellow countrymen, acquaintances or relatives on the way is unknown. And there are more
and more people of unclear origins and aspirations in the country. And more and more local citizens are
looking at them, to put it mildly, suspiciously.

And here we are forced to make some digression. If you, dear reader, believe that the ideas of the
German political elite coincide with those of the average German burgher, then you are mistaken. The
very concept of "the right is located on the territory of a sovereign state” has been questioned or even
directly denied in Germany by many political and social forces for many years. Moreover, by forces that
seem to have nothing in common: the "greens"”, the left, the Protestant Church, etc. The people
representing these forces do not seem to understand that without the protection of their borders and
territories, these essential functions of any state, it will not be able to exist. Or maybe this is their goal,
as the Communists used to have, the withering away of the state, the national state. Such people make
statements that are otherwise absurd and cannot be determined. For example: it is necessary to leave in
the country all those who have already entered its territory, if they have not proven a criminal past or
present. Absurd: proving such things can, according to German justice, last for months and years and
cost many thousands of euros per person. The same people propose to officially recognize that the
violation of the border of a state or a union of states by refugees is not a criminal offense. In fact, it is
still not considered as such in Germany: first, they will launch passport-free, unknown, and then they try
to check.

But Germany is not the only one with such zealous defenders of migrants who have not yet
received identification and the right to stay, citing the fact that they are also people and they have human
dignity. In Italy, Interior Minister Angelino Alfano (Angelino Alfano) was accused by the over-
progressive public of his country (the greens, the left, etc.) accused him of trying to revive ... the slave-
owning system (1). What is Alfano’'s terrible plan? He was going to solve the problem of employment of
former illegal immigrants who had already received a refugee status, but who did not have the right to
work for 6 months. The Minister decided, instead of watching these people sitting doing nothing, to give
them socially useful work. It is necessary to allow municipalities to involve these people, who are
supported by the state, in gratuitous work with the presentation of medical insurance. It should be noted
that only more than 30 thousand registered migrants arrived in Italy within five months of 2015. The
maintenance in the first 6 months falls entirely on the shoulders of the tax payers.

The police, all law enforcement agencies are sounding the alarm: the situation with immigrants is
coming out, in some places it has already got out of control. Ideologists and politicians, proceeding from
the principles of boundless democracy, humanism, the rights of an individual (but not a normal family,
nation or cultural community), push the interests of their own state to the second or even third plane.
They were chosen so that they would protect the interests of their constituents, their territory, and they
defend their abstract principles. However, the German people are patient and again "frowned upon".
This time by talkers and superhumanists. As if Germany can save and feed all the suffering of the world.
But Germans are having fewer and fewer children (this is the "humane" policy of superhumanists,
steadily reducing the biological basis of the nation), and the existing infrastructure must be maintained.

Only illegal migrants identified by May 2015 throughout the country accounted for plus 50%
compared to the whole of 2014. These are the data provided by the President of the German Federal
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Police Dieter Roman (Dieter Romann). At the same time , he noted: "This is the highest level of illegal
migration experienced by Germany since the unification " [7]. And he noted that the borders of the EU
are easily "permeable”, especially in the poor members of the Union lying on the periphery with a high
level of corruption at all levels. A having overcome these borders, the illegal spreads freely throughout
the Schengen area. The probability of being accidentally caught during irregular and also selective
(there are not enough personnel) checks of passengers on trains, buses, on urban railways and metro in
large cities is small. One of the authors of this truthful report has already visited Germany twice,
including Berlin. In public transport, he was not only never asked to show his documents, but also did
not ask for a travel ticket. And there is very little chance of being detected by an illegal immigrant
traveling on private transport with relatives, friends or fellow countrymen and they do not violate traffic
rules and do not behave provocatively.

Federal police reports indicate that the vast majority of illegal immigrants enter Germany through
France and Austria. In the southern and south-eastern directions, the number of illegal immigrants
arriving in the country has tripled since 2013, and in the western direction it has doubled. The organizers
of the smuggling of illegal immigrants pose a particular danger to the country. In 2014, 2,100 (!) such
organizers fell into the hands of the police. In 2013, 1,535 of them were detained. It turns out that in a
year the growth of this type of crime is one and a half. It is profitable, therefore, this is a criminal case.
German prisons do not frighten these organizers either: they are warm, satisfying, spacious, violence is
not used by guards, TV, the opportunity to play sports. Yes, and communicating with "freedom™ by
phone is not a problem for the propertied sitter. Even alcohol and drugs "friends™ can provide, or similar
goods can be bought directly at the place of detention. Yes, compared to life in many underdeveloped
countries, a German prison is a holiday home.

In 2014, the German Federal Police managed to prevent about 30 thousand (!) illegal aliens from
entering Germany through transit countries. The figure is very impressive and we cannot verify it. The
fact is that the federal police operates not only on the territory of the country and on its borders, but also
abroad, for example, in the diplomatic missions of Germany. There are at least 50 such federal police
officers abroad. There are other forms of countering the penetration of illegal immigrants. However,
they do not bring the desired effect: the pressure of the migrants' cape is too high and the country's
authorities and EU leaders are too soft.

The cooperation of the German police with the police of other countries to prevent the entry of
illegal immigrants is generally useful, but the desired effect does not give. So in the federal state of
Bavaria and Austria there are special joint mobile groups, which include police officers from ltaly. In
2014, the absolute majority of illegal immigrants arrived in Germany from Syria, Eritrea, Kosovo,
Serbia, Somalia through Italy and Austria. Since 2015, the federal police has been busy daily identifying
at least 300 illegal immigrants from these countries alone. Since this year, the Federal Police has begun
to actively support the Serbian police service in controlling the border with Hungary. This is due to a
sharp increase in the influx of illegal Albanians from Kosovo. This is one of the most restless
contingents among other immigrants. It is in this environment that trafficking in weapons, drugs and
people (mainly young women from Eastern Europe) is most common. Mainly based on the analysis of
"refugees” from the Balkans, it turned out that most of them in their own country were not persecuted by
the state on religious, national, or political-ideological grounds. They were just looking for the
"promised land."

However, their return to their homeland, even if the illegality of their claims is proven, is not an
easy matter: human rights defenders (they are in the legal state of Germany), churchmen, "greens™ and a
significant part of the "left" in every possible way prevent this: for those who are threatened with
expulsion, church shelters are created, experienced lawyers are hired, appeals are filed, etc. Only right-
wing groups insist on the immediate sending of refugees to their homeland, who are not such. It is
advantageous for the immigrants themselves to stay in Germany for as long as possible, they receive
good money daily and monthly, by the standards of their countries, at the expense of the German state,
German taxpayers.
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Illegal emigration is a problem not only in Germany, but in almost all more or less prosperous
countries, i.e. a global problem [8]. Here are just a few examples of illegal emigration as baggage that
are harmless to state security. The border of Morocco and the Spanish enclave of Ceuta. A Moroccan
girl tried to hold an 8-year-old boy from Ivory Coast in a suitcase. In Spain, the boy was waiting for his
father, who had already taken root in this country. He did not want to engage in a legal, but long family
reunification procedure and offered the girl money for the delivery of the boy in a suitcase. Both the
father and the girl believed, based on the stories of experienced people, that this case was simple and
quite safe, and besides, it was beneficial for both participants in the operation. The Spanish border
guards noted that they found the boy very timely — he could have died of suffocation in the heat there.

In early March 2015, a young Frenchman was removed from the Moscow-Nice train at the
Belarusian-Polish border, trying to guide his Russian young wife, who failed to get a French visa on
time. The police were suspicious of the size and shape of the suitcase. In the same month, Turkish
border guards asked to open the suitcase of a 25-year-old Georgian citizen. In the suitcase there was a
pretty, elegant girl of small stature.

There are also tragicomic situations of the population preventing the sending of migrants in the
most tolerant European countries. So the residents of the village of Gillberg (Sweden), with the support
of the country's Rural Party, took an extraordinary step. They joined the Gulberg Rescue Group and
decided to build a large pigsty right next to the walls of the planned migrant reception center. This, they
say, will scare away Muslim migrants who will not want to get shelter near pigs, Henry Sandahl, a
representative of the Rural Party and a resident of this village, believed. This representative and these
villagers are naive: for a migrant, the main thing is to get into the country, and then he himself will
dispose of his taste preferences. The villagers did not ask themselves a simple question — why is it that
rich and very rich Muslim countries do not accept Muslim refugees, but Christian countries accept them
under pressure from the governments.

The pressure of migrants is increasing and is becoming similar to the resettlement of peoples.
According to the German Ministry of the Interior, in the first four months of 2015, more than 100,000
applications for provisional asylum were registered in the country.

The German government, tired of the continuously increasing flow of migrants, proposed to
Brussels to officially determine the distribution of immigrants across the EU countries according to
firmly established quotas and parameters (population, territory, GNP, etc., per capita income, etc.).
England, Latvia, Lithuania, Poland, Estonia, a group of countries, often defined as the "fifth column” of
the United States in the European Union. The argument of these countries is that we already have
enough immigrants and migrants. At the same time, the Balts believe that all Russian-speakers in their
countries are migrants, the Poles insist that there is no place for foreign Muslims in their Catholic
country. Germany has so far, with all the governments, "buckled" to the United States and tolerates all
this "mouse fuss™ (they are nothing without the support of the United States in strategic terms) of these
countries. It is difficult to say how long this patience will last. Until now, even American espionage
against the German government and Chancellor Angela Merkel, as well as US industrial espionage
against major German companies, for example against the Siemens concern, has not stopped this
"deflection”. And they will not stop until the EU has its own armed forces and does not need a nuclear
missile "umbrella” of the United States.

CONCLSION

But so far, the country’s authorities, due to the unprecedented growth of migrants to Germany, have
decided to significantly increase the staff of the Federal Office for Migration and Refugees. This
decision was made during the first summit of the heads of federal lands on numerical and territorial
regulation of migration flows held on May 8, 2015. The head of the Ministry of Internal Affairs of
Germany, Thomas de Maiziere, said here that there will be almost twice as many employees of the
department: from 2,800 employees to 4,800 employees. This figure was also confirmed at the federal
meeting on migration issues on July 27-28 in Stuttgart, the capital of Baden-Wurttemberg. In this one of
the richest federal lands of Germany, arson attacks on the dormitories of immigrants also began. Earlier,
in April 2015, Chancellor Angela Merkel's office decided to sharply increase the volume of housing
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construction for refugee emigrants and significantly expand the number of courses for free study of the
German language, the legal system, history and culture of the country.

The problem remains the deadline for processing applications of migrant refugees. According to
German law, it should not exceed three months. This is not possible from the ever-increasing flow of
refugees. By the beginning of April 2015, at least 200,000 asylum applications remained unprocessed in
time. And these hundreds of thousands of people have now become legal illegals, unlike ordinary
illegals, about whom the state does not know. And Horst Seehofer's proposal was aimed at speeding up
the consideration of the applications of those persons who clearly do not have the right to asylum.
