However, the management of projects in e-Learning, particularly those based on small groups
and modern web tools, or social services (software), remains insufficiently addressed in current
academic literature. The transformative possibilities are evident, emphasizing ICT's potential to
enhance student engagement, foster creativity and collaboration, and facilitate personalized and
inclusive learning experiences. Studies underscore the need for careful planning, teacher training,
and the adoption of appropriate pedagogical approaches for successful integration. As technology
becomes an integral part of students’ daily lives, leveraging ICT in music education emerges as a
promising avenue for enriching the learning experience. The integration of ICT in music education
offers numerous benefits for both students and educators.

principle prevalent in traditional pedagogy.

Collaborative learning encompasses specific types of group learning, including joint student-
teacher research projects, short-term targeted groups, learning communities, and more. All these
forms are based on the principle of cooperative organization of educational activities. Cooperative
learning, on the other hand, is a structured, systematic educational strategy where small,
purposefully selected groups of 3-5 students work together towards a common goal, producing a
specific, content-rich final product. It involves the systematic application of content-defined ways
of organizing interaction in the classroom, with prescribed behaviors at each step. Each student is
individually accountable for their work results, while the teacher acts as a consultant in the group
learning process. Cooperative learning is more goal-directed than the collaborative system of
organizing educational activities and is more teacher-centered. Recently, collaborative learning has
gained new interpretations in the context of e-learning (computer-supported collaborative learning).
In this regard, collaborative learning involves the use of Web 2.0 services for educational purposes:
wikis, blogs, social networks, collaborative applications, virtual classrooms, Communities of
Practice (CoP), etc. It is believed that the most successful format has been the Communities of
Practice, which can be used among professional groups such as research teams, sales specialist
teams, production teams, technical staff, and others.

Based on constructivism and connectivism, various methodologies have been developed
centered around independent student work in small groups. Working in small groups allows
participants in distance learning courses to increase their cognitive interest and positive attitude
toward the learning process. Students learn business communication skills using new information
and communication technologies. During group (team) work, students develop critical thinking
skills, which involve the ability to gather data, select necessary facts, compare and correlate them
with previously studied or familiar facts and phenomena, and construct a logic of evidence for
solving the analyzed problem.

They not only provide
means for communication and entertainment but also exert significant influence on shaping the
values and beliefs of young individuals. In this context, social media serves several functions that
can have both positive and negative effects on the value orientations of youth.

Firstly, social media creates unique opportunities for exchanging ideas, opinions, and information.
Young people can participate in discussions on various topics, explore different perspectives, and shape
their own worldview. However, in this process, they may be exposed to uniform opinions and distorted
information, which can distort their perceptions of the world and values.

Secondly, social media offers models of behavior and lifestyles that can influence the value
preferences of youth. Many young people aspire to aesthetic and material well-being, which is often
demonstrated on social media through photos, videos, and stories about an ideal life. This can lead
to the idealization of certain values, such as consumption, external beauty, and material success.

Thirdly, social media influences the formation of social relationships and belonging to certain
groups and communities. Youth may find support, understanding, and approval in online
communities that share their values and interests. However, this can also lead to the formation of
«echo chambers» where certain beliefs are supported and reinforced, while alternative viewpoints
and values are excluded. Thus, the influence of social media on the values of youth is complex and
multifaceted. It can contribute to expanding horizons, self-understanding, and social activism, but
also presents the danger of distorting reality and reinforcing superficial and materialistic values.

The research conducted by Brand Analytics presents data on the active audience of social
networks in Kazakhstan for September 2023 [10]. The main attention is paid to the analysis of
active users, since the research focuses on the role of social networks as a means of public
communication and their influence on the formation of public opinion. The conclusions of the study
emphasize the importance of the role of online communities and social platforms in the formation
of the information field and value orientations in Kazakhstan. Instagram and Telegram are the
leaders in terms of the number of active authors and the volume of messages. VK and Facebook
also occupy a significant place in the information space of the country.

Russian and Kazakh languages predominate in Kazakhstan's social networks, with a slight
decrease in the share of the Russian language. The rating of influential online media complements
the picture of the information field, showing the activity of users when quoting and discussing the
materials of publications.

The study provides important data on the composition of the active audience of social networks,
their preferences and behavioral trends, which helps to better understand the information space and
social processes in Kazakhstan. Facebook remains the most popular social media in the world.
Thus, by the end of October 2023, its share amounted to 65.15%. Instagram (12.05%), Twitter
(8.75%) and Pinterest (8.47%) are following with a large gap.

In addition, Internet media play an important role in shaping the information space of
Kazakhstan. These online publications provide a wide range of news, analytical materials, event
reviews and other information that is actively distributed in the online environment. Among such
online media, to which users of social networks most often refer and make links to their materials,
such resources as Sports.kz, Zakon.kz, TengriNews, Nur.kz, KazInform, Business Kazakhstan,
Kazlenta, prosports.kz, Vesti.kz, KazTAG and others. These publications actively participate in the
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formation of public opinion and information dialogue in Kazakhstan, playing an important role in
the dissemination of relevant news and analytical materials.

In summary, our study delved into the intricate interplay between global trends and the values
held by today's youth. By scrutinizing the effects of globalization, technological advancements,
environmental concerns, social activism, economic fluctuations, cultural shifts, and media
influence, we unearthed pivotal factors molding the beliefs and principles of young individuals.

Our research spotlighted the profound impact of digitalization and globalization on youth
values, showcasing how digital technologies and social media platforms expose young people to
diverse cultural perspectives, fostering cosmopolitan values and hybrid identities. Additionally, we
underscored the significance of environmental consciousness and sustainable development in
shaping youth values, along with the pivotal role of social movements and activism in cultivating
values of freedom, justice, and civic responsibility. Economic circumstances, including
unemployment and inflation, emerged as influential determinants of youth values, emphasizing the
necessity of addressing economic instability to foster values of labor stability, financial
independence, and career success. Furthermore, we emphasized the influential role of cultural
trends and media exposure in shaping youth values, particularly through platforms like Instagram,
Twitter, and YouTube, which mold young people's lifestyles, aspirations, and self-expression.

CONCLUSION

As a result of the study of the influence of global trends on the formation of youth values, it
becomes obvious that the modern young generation finds itself in the center of a complex
interaction of global processes that have a significant impact on their values and life orientations.
Globalization, technological progress, environmental challenges, social movements and cultural
transformations form a variety of factors that determine the values and preferences of young people.
On one hand, modern youth shows a high interest in the development of digital skills, actively
participates in social movements and initiatives, and strives to create a just and sustainable world.
On the other hand, young people are influenced by economic and socio-cultural factors, which can
lead to the formation of values focused on individual success, consumer materialism or apathy.

Comprehensive and targeted strategies and programmes are needed to successfully address the
challenges faced by young people and effectively support their positive development. Education
plays a key role in shaping the values of young people, so it is important to develop educational
programs that promote the development of critical thinking, tolerance and digital skills.

In addition, it is necessary to focus on the development of social and environmental programs
that promote active civic participation and responsibility to society and the environment. The
promotion of media and cultural initiatives, support for youth initiatives and the creation of partner
platforms for dialogue between youth and public structures will also contribute to the development
of positive values and the formation of active citizens.

In conclusion, understanding and taking into account the influence of global trends on the
formation of youth values will make it possible to develop and implement effective strategies and
programs that contribute to strengthening positive values and developing the potential of youth in
the modern world.

THE ISSUE OF LEGAL CULTURE PROPAGANDA

Abstract

The article deals with the issues of legal culture, which have not yet been studied in political
science. The paper examines in detail the materials of Kazakhstan political aspects of the promotion
of legal culture, legal lifestyle, and ways to overcome the offense. The article notes that the depth
and effectiveness of legal culture propaganda primarily depend on the scientific status of this
problem.

Propaganda of legal culture is a complex and multifaceted task. It requires the constant
attention of propaganda cadres, all ideological and law enforcement officials. It can be conducted
only based on a comprehensive study of the processes of legal, and social life, in close connection
with the law, and the policy pursued by the state in the economic, social, and foreign policy spheres.

MAIN PART

effectiveness of this propagation.

Special attention is paid to the importance of a thorough understanding of legal culture for
managing the process of legal education and its influence on the legal behavior of citizens.
Normative aspects of legal culture, as well as its reflection in the real life of society, are analyzed.
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In conclusion, the importance of the extensive use of the concept of legal culture in the
ideological and legal work of the state, and the necessity for further exploration of this issue in
socio-political literature, are emphasized. A scientific approach to this problem is crucial for
enhancing the effectiveness of legal culture promotion.

The topic of legal policy is widely covered in our newspapers, radio, and television. The
editorial offices of Kazakhstan's central television and radio broadcasting companies have
organized numerous programs on this topic and produced radio and television programs and films
that artistically depict the characteristics of the legal way of life, showcasing its level and high
humanistic essence. Lecturers, agitators, political informers, and lawyers actively promote legal
culture and its advantages.

However, the need for propaganda and education of the population's legal culture requires
further expansion and deepening of the scientific development of the issue of legal policy. Socio-
political science must delineate the constituent components of the concept of "legal culture” and
establish a logical basis for analyzing the causal relationships of legal culture as a system. Scientific
status necessitates methodological comparison of legal and anti-legal culture. Scientific forecasting
of the further development of various aspects of legal culture holds exceptional importance.

Transitioning to a more specific consideration of the role of ideological and legal work in
shaping and strengthening legal culture, it is imperative to acknowledge the evident fact that the
system of ideological and legal institutions and propaganda institutions inherently constitutes an
extensive and extremely significant sphere of life for members of our society. Nowadays, it is
inconceivable to envision a Kazakh individual without their daily engagement with newspapers and
magazines, television, the Internet, and radio, without attending cinemas, museums, political and
legal events, exhibitions — without all that has firmly become part of our lives.

The formation and deepening of the scientific and legal outlook, which forms the core of the
legal consciousness and legal culture of the Kazakh people, through which they perceive and reflect
the surrounding legal reality, is also crucial.

INTRODUCTION

The surveys of legal culture and its propaganda, which we consider in the article, are the focus
of theory and social practice. They are considered in the program documents of the Kazakhstani
state and are widely discussed in the scientific and socio-political literature. There is a discussion
and ideological work around them. Such a wide appeal to the issues of legal culture and its
propaganda is not accidental. Behind it are the real needs of modern social development. At the
same time, we note that the issues of propaganda of legal culture in Kazakhstan have not yet been
studied in political science.

The relevance of issues related to the establishment of legal culture is due, first of all, to the
peculiarities of the current stage of development of the Kazakhstani society [1] - the stage of the
new Kazakhstan. As you know it is characterized by a balanced, harmonious development of all
spheres of public, and legal life, interconnected by the solution of economic, socio-political,
ideological, legal, cultural, and spiritual problems of democratic construction. The concept of "legal
culture” is such a synthetic category, which reflects the economic, social, political, legal, and
ideological relations of people and which expresses the typical forms and their legal life and legal
behavior. This explains the fact that the issues of improving the legal culture put forward in the
center of attention of the state, considered inextricably linked with such tasks as improving the
material and cultural standard of living of Kazakhstani people, improving their working conditions,
developing law and human freedom, etc.

Political scientists and lawyers, philosophers and economists, representatives of other social
sciences, and ideological workers especially note the exceptional fruitfulness of deep knowledge of
legal culture for managing the process of legal education. The study of legal culture involves the
consideration of society through the characteristics of a particular legal behavior of people.
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Legal culture is a normative category. This is not a mirror, but a generalized, typified reflection
of the actual legal behavior of people, that is, a kind of norm arising from the deepest foundations
but in public construction. Of course, if we keep in mind a large social and historical scale, the task
of establishing a legal culture has been solved in our country basically. But in real life, there are
also such phenomena, which, of course, cannot be included in it. So, in relation to individual
members of society and even certain sections of the population, the approval of the principles and
norms of legal culture has not been removed and cannot be erased from the agenda. Comparison of
legal life as a normative concept with real practice makes it possible to better see unsolved issues,
and to find ways to improve educational and legal work.

Finally, the importance of the wide use of the category of legal culture in ideological and legal
work also follows from the tasks set by the state and the implementation of an integrated approach
to this work, involving the solution of issues of ideological, political, labor and moral education in
close connection with the totality of economic, legal, organizational and technical, social factors of
life and activity of people. Thus, we are talking about legal culture as an important tool for
scientific knowledge and management of the formation of a legal person. To do this, it is necessary
to actively promote legal culture among the population. This is a problem, unfortunately not yet
investigated in socio-political literature.

Aim and objectives of the research. The purpose of the article is to study the political science
aspects of the legal culture pro[aganda (on the materials of Kazakhstan). Based on the aim of the
study, we have outlined the following objectives: to determine the forms and content of the
promotion of legal culture; to identify the features, significance and effectiveness of the promotion
of legal culture and legal lifestyle.

RESEARCH METHODOLOGY

The methodological and theoretical foundations of the article have become the fundamental
position of political science, jurisprudence, philosophy, sociology, the achievements of world
scientific thought on the problems of propaganda, and legal policy. The study used such methods as
the historical method, political science method, system analysis, comparative method, complex
assessment, sociological method and others. The article uses published political science, sociology,
legal, philosophical, and historical works; individual psychological, pedagogical, and philological
papers related to the topic of the study, as well as materials from periodicals, conversation data, and
observation. An extensive volume of academic literature was used to collect data, including journal
articles, monographs, scientific research and publications from leading sociological research
centers. Sources were included based on their relevance to the research topic and providing an
analysis of legal culture, its leveling up and reach of society. The analysis made it possible to
identify the key aspects of legal culture social reach among the population of Kazakhstan and
summarize the results of previous studies for further analytical study of this problem.

Previous studies indicate an increase in legal culture among sitizens. Some studies associate this
phenomenon with increased levels of civil liability due to people's involvement in social and
political activities Other scientists consider the influence of family, education, legal state policy and
social culture on the formation of legal culture of people. Despite a significant amount of research,
gaps remain in understanding the mechanisms and causes of legal culture social increase.

The objective factors that influence the development of legal culture of people include the
following. Firstly, it is the democratic state foundations. Society feels the need for its participation
in building the future, and the government requires the activity of society. Secondly, the system of
values and needs is changing, transforming, civic activity and involvement of the people in building
a socio-political system are increasingly being promoted. In a socially unstable society, people need
clear guidelines.

The methodology of this article represents a comprehensive approach based on a systemic study
of legal culture propaganda. Various research methods were employed to achieve a profound
analysis, including:
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First and foremost, the historical method was applied to analyze the evolution of legal culture
propaganda in historical dynamics, identifying key moments and changes. This approach allowed
observing how propaganda has developed over time and what factors influenced it.

The political science method was also used to study the impact of political processes on the
formation of legal culture and the role of ideological work and legal policy. Analyzing these
influences helped understand how politics affects the formation of legal culture in society.

System analysis was employed to study the interconnections and impact of various aspects of
legal culture on society. This method allowed considering legal culture as a system, comprising
numerous interconnected elements.

The comparative method was utilized to analyze differences between legal and anti-legal
cultures and to compare situations in different countries. This approach helped identify peculiarities
and variations in approaches to legal culture in different contexts.

A comprehensive assessment was conducted to synthesize the results of the research and
present a holistic view of the problem. This method facilitated the systematic organization of the
gathered data and highlighted the main aspects of propaganda’s impact on legal culture.

The sociological method was brought in for the analysis of public opinion, the perception of
legal culture, and the impact of propaganda on public consciousness. Studying sociological data
provided insights into how propaganda influences the perception of legal values by society.

Scientific forecasting was employed to evaluate long-term trends in the development of various
aspects of legal culture. This method assisted in foreseeing possible changes and trends in the
development of legal culture in the future.

The research materials included published works on political science, sociology, law,
philosophy, and history, as well as data from periodicals, conversations, observations, and other
informational sources, ensuring a broad and fundamental analysis of the issue.

Additionally, the research methodology was based on studying the scientific and legal
worldview as a fundamental component of shaping an individual's legal life. Theoretical and
methodological principles introduced by this worldview into understanding legal reality and its
influence on labor, social, political, and economic activities were analyzed.

Special attention was given to the relevance of the study in the context of the new role of the
legal factor in Kazakhstan and its impact on social progress. The methodology included an analysis
of the impact of propaganda on various aspects of legal culture, emphasizing the understanding of
the state's approach to the educational process, responsible for overcoming narrow-mindedness and
abstraction in political and legal education.

The methodology encompassed an assessment of the quality of political and legal agitation,
prioritizing quality over quantity. Emphasis was placed on the necessity of training agitators and
political informants in accordance with the test principle of "Better fewer but better." The
methodology analyzed the role of mass media in legal policy propaganda, highlighting existing
shortcomings in the results of propaganda activities, such as the loss of the "human"” component
behind the outcomes of law implementation.

The methodology also dealt with the transition of the legal literacy system to new tasks, such as
increasing the population's level of in-depth knowledge of laws and organizing legal culture. These
methodological principles define the research approach, aimed at analyzing the impact of the
scientific and legal worldview, evaluating propaganda methods, and supporting the formation of
legal culture in society. The methodological approach allowed for a profound analysis of the legal
culture problem, assessing the effectiveness of propaganda, and identifying key aspects for further
study and analytical work.

DISCUSSION AND RESULTS
The depth and effectiveness of propaganda of legal culture primarily depend on the scientific
status of this problem. It is perhaps difficult to find another issue in social science that reveals in
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such volume the inextricable link between scientific research and propaganda practice. Recently in
the country, there has been a noticeable rise in scientific and propaganda work in this area.

Socio-political science has yet to isolate the constituent components of
the concept of "legal culture”, to create a logical basis for a cause-and-effect analysis of legal
culture as a system. Scientific status requires a methodology for comparing legal and anti-legal
culture. Of exceptional importance is the scientific forecasting of the further development of various
aspects of legal culture. Today, more than ever, the nature of people's behavior is changing rapidly,
the economy is developing, migration processes are intensifying, etc. It is important to know how in
the future this will affect the way of legal life of people, individual social groups, and the whole
society. The issues of implementation of legal policy are becoming more acute.

Turning to a more specific consideration of the role of ideological and legal work in general,
and propaganda in particular in the formation and establishment of legal culture, first of all, it is
necessary to note the obvious fact that the system of ideological and legal institutions and
propaganda institutions in itself form a vast and extremely important life sphere of the members of
our society. Today it is impossible to imagine a Kazakhstani person without his daily
communication with a newspaper and a magazine, television, the Internet and radio, without
visiting cinemas, museums, political and legal events, exhibitions — without everything that has
firmly entered our lives. The growing role of the media in the legal culture is clearly visible in the
historical retrospective. Today, for example, there are approximately 7 million televisions in our
country. In areas of stable reception of broadcasts, television is used by the population.

Mass media [3, p. 123-127], political, and legal education, oral propaganda, and agitation have
created a high degree of legal information saturation in our society. Lecture propaganda of legal
policy plays an important role in this direction. Departments of law and social sciences of
Kazakhstani universities actively participate in the promotion of the legal policy of the. Of
fundamental importance is the fact that the functioning of the ideological and legal sphere, directed
and organized by the state, rests on democratic foundations, and relies on the high activity of people
and their public organizations. A Kazakhstani person is not a passive object of ideological and
legal, propaganda influence and manipulation of consciousness, not a silent consumer of
information, but an active creator, an accomplice of ideological and legal actions. A whole army of
ideological and legal workers is now working among the masses. This is a whole army of teachers,
faculties, scientists, law enforcement officers, public organizations, professional journalists,
propagandists, etc. They are lecturers, political informants, and agitators of legal policy.

The fact that the ideological-legal, propaganda sphere creates an important field for the
manifestation of the vital activity of members of society to protect human rights and freedoms, to
meet the legal and other needs of people, is, however, only one side of the relationship between
propaganda and legal policy. Another and perhaps more crucial side of it is the active role of
propaganda, ideological, political and legal education in the establishment and improvement of
legal culture.

The formation and deepening of the scientific and legal worldview, which is the core of the
legal consciousness, legal culture of Kazakhstani people, through which they perceive and refract
the surrounding legal reality, is of inestimable importance. It should be noted that in the scientific
and legal worldview of the Kazakhstan population, the “central idea is the ideas of the rule of law,
the direct action of natural human rights and freedoms, the mutual responsibility of the state and the
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citizen for the state of affairs in the country, which are the central ideas of the Constitution of the
Republic of Kazakhstan” [4, p. 62].

The scientific and legal worldview gives internal unity to the legal image of a person, equips
him with theoretical and methodological principles of approach to legal reality, labor and social
activities, to the problems of politics, economics, social and legal life, etc.

Without connection with the scientific and legal worldview, it is impossible to educate a legal
culture, high ideological and moral qualities. The development of a person's scientific and legal
worldview is of pivotal importance in achieving the optimal combination of material and spiritual,
legal, and moral values in a person's life.

Today, the relevance of work on the formation and deepening of the scientific and legal
worldview is greater than ever. It is also determined by the needs of the new Kazakhstan, when the
role of the legal factor as an accelerator of social progress increases.

In our society, legal culture has become the dominant worldview, and the legal consciousness,
culture and education of the nation have grown immeasurably. But this in no way reduces the
importance of the formation and deepening of the scientific and legal worldview among all populations.

In terms of the impact of propaganda on various aspects of legal culture, of particular
importance is the attitude of the state to overcome the narrowly utilitarian and abstract educational
approach to the organization of political, legal education, to study any issue in the unity of its
theoretical, legal, political and practical aspects, to transform the acquired knowledge into legal
active life position of people.

As for oral political and legal campaigning, it is vital to take measures to improve the quality of the
agitators and political informants according to the test principle: "Better less, but better.” And the most
important thing is to work out a system for promptly informing and instructing them at all levels.

In recent years, the press, television, radio, the Internet, more than ever, have widely and
systematically covered issues of legal policy, promoted and supported initiatives of great legal
cultural significance.

The accumulated experience of Kazakhstan in the ideological and legal support of the
population allows us to more clearly see our omissions and shortcomings in the propaganda work of
legal culture. The advocacy activity observed during the development and adoption of laws often
decreases markedly in the course of their implementation. After the approval of valuable legal
initiatives, sometimes we forget about them, and a useful deal stalls. Unfortunately, efficiency and
quality indicators have not yet become the main criterion for summing up the results of legal work.

It should also be noted that often in propaganda proceedings, behind the results of the
implementation of laws, a living person with his legal thoughts and experiences, aspirations and
thoughts is not visible.

It seems that the propagandistic, educational potential of the slogan of improving the quality of
legal work put forward by the state is not fully used. The development of legal culture is now
specifically expressed in improving the quality of legal work [5]. In this regard, | would like to note
that in the propaganda of legal culture is sometimes considered too basically, in isolation from the
real tasks of the development of a legal person. On this basis, situations sometimes arise when a
collective or social group of people, which includes the majority of law-abiding people, cannot cope
with offenses.

Now that the system of legal literacy has passed the period of formation, it faces qualitatively
new tasks. The main one is to ensure the transition of the bulk of the population in the new
Kazakhstan to a higher level of mastery - from mastering the basics of legal knowledge to in-depth
knowledge of laws, legal administration, rational organization of legal culture.

Promotion of the legal way of life of the Kazakhstani population is very relevant. This topic is a
separate study. Our state, defining the tasks of forming a legal person, especially draws attention to
the need to strengthen the education of the legal culture of Kazakhstani people, an uncompromising
struggle against still occurring deviations from legal and moral norms. The formulation of this task
is most directly connected with the growth of legal principles in the life of our society during its
transition to the new Kazakhstan, with the high requirements that the modern economy, a complex
social organism imposes on the individual, his legal appearance, spiritual outlook.
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In the field of education of legal culture, much is being done in Kazakhstan [6, p. 217-301].
Huge experience in combating various kinds of negative, anti-legal phenomena has been
accumulated by state and public organizations of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

In recent years, the mass media and propaganda have begun to look more closely into the legal
world of a Kazakhstani person. Today, perhaps, there is no such newspaper in Kazakhstan, where
the appearance of a legal person would not be revealed to one degree or another.

At the same time, our propaganda speaks unjustifiably muffled about the lawful action of the
builder of the new Kazakhstan. It happens that journalists pass by really high examples of legal
culture and at the same time extol as a feat the usual manifestations of legal behavior or even lawful
action, which turned out to be forced due to elementary hopelessness and an uncertain situation.

There are still quite a few articles, essays, programs in which ordinary legal behavior in itself is
presented as the growth of the culture of the legal level of this or that person. There are no words, it
is necessary both widely and fully to show how the legal life, culture of people is improving, how
they are fighting offenders.

It is important, however, not to lose sight of the fact that today we are still faced with facts
when offenses, corruption [7, 91] associated with law enforcement and government officials. If
these facts are not noticed and properly assessed, then an anti-legal culture can occur.

This is a part, and a very essential one, of an acute problem of "individual and society". Publi-
cations and all our propaganda of legal culture as a whole are designed to show the Kazakhstani
person in all the richness of legal, life manifestations, in all the grandeur of his spiritual and legal
appearance and raising the level of legal awareness [8, p. 49]. It is here that lies one of the main
arguments convincing of the advantages of a legal culture and a legal way of life, and it is
necessarry to learn how to use them with maximum efficiency.

Showing the benefits of a legal culture is essential for law education work, since many people
know firsthand the vices of the underworld. To increase the effectiveness of such work, propagan-
dists need help, first of all, in the form of visual information containing convincing material that
characterizes the features of legal culture, its difference from any anti-legal culture.

Bringing the ideas of legal culture to the masses, and improving the legal way of life is not only
our high duty but also a great responsibility [9].

An important means of enhancing the effectiveness of ideological and legal work is to increase
the ideological and legal level and professional skills of propaganda personnel, which ensure the
unity of lawful actions of various institutions and organizations. Raising the ideological, theoretical,
legal level and business skills of propaganda personnel is carried out at courses, seminars, master
classes, schools and universities. For this purpose, scientific-theoretical, scientific-practical
conferences, seminars - meetings are also used.

When we talk about the efficiency and effectiveness of promoting a legal culture, a legal way of
life, we mean a person in all the diversity of his social ties. This implies the need to take into
account not one of any factors, but the whole complex of phenomena that determine the legal
relations of people.

At the current stage of the new Kazakhstan, there is a growing need for further scientific
development of various problems of ideological and legal work. It is necessary to investigate the
socio-psychological mechanism of legal influence, to develop a creative approach to the matter
among the ideological and propaganda personnel, taking into account the goals and objectives of
promoting legal culture. The use of all means of ideological and legal influence, the further
involvement of people in the sphere of legal culture, and the unity of theoretical, organizational and
propaganda activities expand the possibilities for improving the coordination of state and public
organizations in promoting legal culture, legal way of life.

It should be emphasized that it is needed to use all the arsenals of ideological, political, and
legal means for the formation and development of the legal culture of the population, and the
improvement of the legal way of life. These tasks are solved by the state, public, ideological and
legal organizations and institutions, creative unions, mass propaganda and information agencies.
Coordination by the state [10, p. 21-23] their activity is an important part of the scientific
management of the formation and development of the legal culture of the population.
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As the experience of Kazakhstan shows, the unity of lawful actions of various organizations
and institutions leads to an increase in the efficiency of ideological and legal influence on people: if
some links in the formation of legal culture are omitted in this work, then the legal effectiveness of
others will weaken. At the same time, in the system of propaganda of legal culture, a certain
delimitation of the functions of state, public and ideological and legal organizations is crucial,
which increases their responsibility and initiative, expands the possibility of ideological and legal
influence on all spheres of human activity.

One of the means of coordinating the work of ideological and legal institutions is the evaluation
of the effectiveness of ongoing legal measures, the expansion of the legal topics of sociological
research, the study of the socio-psychological environment, in which educational and legal actions
are carried out.

MAIN PART

The topic of the article concerns the analysis of the system of government and administration in
Nigeria in the context of the post-colonial era. The main goal of the study is to investigate the
political aspects of promoting legal culture and its role in shaping public consciousness. To achieve
this goal, the following tasks have been set: determining the forms and content of legal culture
propaganda, identifying the features and effectiveness of this propaganda.

Particular attention is paid to the importance of a deep understanding of legal culture for
managing the process of legal education and its influence on the legal behavior of citizens. The
normative aspects of legal culture are analyzed, as well as its reflection in real societal life.

In conclusion, the importance of widespread use of the concept of legal culture in the
ideological and legal work of the state and the need for further study of this issue in sociopolitical
literature are emphasized. To enhance the effectiveness of legal culture promotion, a scientific
approach to this problem is crucial. The system of government in Nigeria is explored, which is a
federal republic with a national government and individual governments of 36 states. Power in the
country is distributed among the federal, state, and local levels, each associated with specific duties
and responsibilities. The Federal Government, also known as the Federal Republic of Nigeria,
governs through the executive, legislative, and judicial branches. State governments have
sovereignty under the Nigerian constitution but are subordinate to the federal government. Local
governments, in turn, are governing bodies at the local level, providing residents of local
communities with various services and addressing their issues. The content of the article
summarizes historical events and general observations of the system of government and
administration in Nigeria from its independence to the present time. The study is based on a
qualitative method and is conceptual in nature, integrating various studies and literature sources on
the topic.

INTRODUCTION
Analyzation of Nigeria’s political transition is a wide area of knowledge that has been studied
by assorted scholars and students of knowledge. Noticing how the country climbed and sloped
through many systems of government and administration under mixtures of different political
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system after its independence, ranging from infant democracy to military regimes (a civil war just
after independence) and back to democracy. Although Nigeria was among the list of first African
states to tasted democratic political system as studied by (Huntington 1991) [1] to date some argue
if it’s indeed democratic even with a record of 20 years of stable democracy after the return of
civilian rule in the country. Although, the separation of power between the executive, legislature
and judiciary is a constitutional provision in Nigeria, the political executives have extensive power
leverage over other branches of government (Olusola 2022). Nonetheless, Nigeria runs election
periodically but, the failure proving a standard institutionalization, democratic crises, separationist
chaos and rising insecurity could be said to be a challenge for Nigeria even at this level of its
democratic attainment after independence. The parliamentary election that took place a year before
the independence, and the new turn to the first republic were marked as the beginning of post-
colonial system of political system of ruling [2]. But then the breakthrough of the military rule, the
civil war few years after the independence and the political transitions experience marked a note to
Nigeria’s path to a consolidated democracy. A constituent assembly was elected in 1977 to draft a
new constitution, this marked the beginning of the second republic, but then On December 31,
1983, the military overthrew the Second Republic. Major General Muhammadu Buhari emerged as
the leader of the Supreme Military Council, the country's new ruling body (Larry 1985) [3].
Concurrently, the hustle for a developed nation continue, as Nigeria stepped into its journey for a
republic in a third attempt, although it was abortive too; the election that was ran on 12 June
1993 was nullified by the then military head of state Gen. Ibrahim Babangida. With the country
sliding into chaos defense Minister Sani Abacha assumed power and forced Shonekan's (the interim
head of state) resignation on 17 November 1993 [4] . Abacha ruled Nigeria under a military system
of government until his death on 8 June 1998 and was replaced by General Abdulsalami Abubakar.
In August 1998 Abubakar appointed the Independent National Electoral Commission (INEC) and
prepare Nigeria for its fourth trial for a republic. The resurrection of democracy in Nigeria in May
1999 ended the 16 years of consecutive military rule and set Nigeria for its journey to establishment
of consolidate democracy [5]. Although from that time to date Nigeria answer the name of Federal
Republic, and conduct election every four-year term, there were changes in leadership and political
parties. May 29 1999 formed a historic day for Nigeria as it’s celebrated as Democracy day, until
June 2018 when President Muhammadu Buhari changed the date to June 8. From 1999 to 2023
Nigeria has witnessed four different leaders under 2 major political parties.

RESEARCH METHODOLOGY

This study traced the story of Nigerian system of government and administration from the time
it achieved independence to current date (2023). As an old British colony with huge historical
background prior and after its establishment as an independent state it has profile in the British,
American and world historical archives (Brittanica, US library congress). This paper has been
developed as a qualitative study. The primary aim of the paper is to gather previous events and
generally narrate in brief what happened through the Nigeria’s system of government and
administration. The study is conceptual which dives to merge various studies as academically
Nigeria is a wide topic of study that has extended publications, written journals and books under
different topics of Nigeria’s political system, administration and social studies to which this study
was opportune to gather the relevant literature and formed a single manuscript that studies this topic
from Nigeria’s independence to date in a compiled nature.

The research conducted in this paper represents a comprehensive analysis of the Nigerian
government system, starting from the period of colonial rule under the British Empire in 1914 and
extending to the contemporary era. The research methodology included an analysis of the
establishment of the governance system, the history of political parties, and their role in the struggle
for independence.

A focus on the 1959 elections and the roles of leaders such as Dr. Nnamdi Azikiwe and
Abubakar Tafawa Balewa helped identify the peculiarities of government formation post-
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independence. Special attention was given to administrative decisions, such as the UN-supervised
referendum on the borders of the Trust Territory of Cameroon, and their influence on the formation
of the Federal Republic of Cameroon.

The analysis of the era of the first republic revealed the dynamics of ethnic and religious
tensions, driven by educational and economic inequalities, as well as leadership problems that led to
military intervention in 1966. The research covered the causes of crises, the impact of the federal
constitution, and regional aspects of the multi-party system.

The period between the first and second republics included military regimes, parallel coups, and
the 1960-70 civil war. The research addressed the issues faced by the country and events
influencing the formation of democracy. Examination of the fourth republic highlighted problems
both domestically and on the global stage.

A review of various theories and concepts allowed for a better understanding of the historical
and political processes in Nigeria, identifying the causes of political crises, and evaluating the
resilience of democratic institutions. Overall, this research provides a deep analysis of the history of
the Nigerian government, its formation, and evolution amidst diverse challenges and issues.

REVIEW OF THE LITERATURE

In a brief overview let’s analyze Nigeria’s system of government and the journey to
establishment of federal government; Nigeria was ruled as a colony under the British empire from
the 1914 (after the amalgamation of Northern and southern protectorate) to 1960 (the year Nigeria
gained independence). The political parties that were formed by the nationalists near to the
independence of Nigeria lead the fight to freedom and so a new constitution helped in establishing a
federal system then an elected prime minister and a head of state. The political party ruled by Dr.
Nnamdi Azikiwe, formed a coalition with Abubakar Tafawa Balewa’s party hence none of their
party won a majority in the 1959 elections (prior to Independence). And so Balewa continued to
take control as the prime minister, as he was since 1957, then Azikiwe took the largely acclaimed
position of president of the Senate. This brought the new system of rule in a new independent state,
as other system of administration formed by the British leaders stayed the same before being
adjusted as the time comes. Next administrational decision taken after the independence of Nigeria
was the United Nation supervised referendum, which slotted the northern part of the Trust Territory
of the Cameroons to the Northern region of Nigeria in June 1961, and in October of the same year
the Southern Cameroons united with Cameroun to form the Federal Republic of Cameroon as a
country. The New established government was liable to a Parliament that composed of the
popularly elected 312 members House of Representatives with the 44 members of the Senate,
chosen by each regional legislatures. October 1, 1963 marked the date Nigeria entered its first
republic as a nation until January 15, 1966, when the first military coup d'état took place, from
independence Nigeria had all the trappings of a democratic state and was indeed regarded as a
beacon of hope for democracy [7] but then there was a turn to the negative adjacent in the hope of
democracy in Nigeria which according to Britannica encyclopedia was caused by ethnic
competitiveness, educational inequality, and economic imbalance, again came in time the
controversial census of 1962-63. The country had a federal constitution that guaranteed a large
measure of autonomy to three and (later four) regions, it generated a parliamentary democracy
imitated along British lines that emphasized majority rule, while the constitution included an
elaborate bill of rights, unlike other African states that implied one party systems immediately after
independence, the country had a functional, albeit regionally based, multiparty system. From the
initial step of a new state under the first republic, Nigeria's ethnic and religious tensions were
magnified by the mere hustles of economic and educational development between the south and the
north plus struggle of power divide between the south and the northern region. Leadership crisis
stalled the progress of the first republic at which brought an intervention of the military rule system
to Nigeria. The federal military government that assumed power under General Johnson Aguiyi
Ironsi was unable to quiet ethnic tensions as well, contrary to the issue or other social issues.
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Furthermore, the Ironsi government was unable to produce a constitution acceptable to the various
regions of the country. Fatefully for the Ironsi government was the decision to issue Decree No. 34
which sought to unify the nation. This decision unfortunately, brought the opposite of its initial
purpose as the country became more divided and hotter regionally. Between the first and second
republic, Nigeria went through military regimes and parallel coups in addition to the 1960-70 civil
war. The fourth republic prove the dominance of democracy in Nigeria, with the 1999 election the
country took a new dimension to modern political sphere to standardize democracy. Nevertheless,
all through the journey of attaining consolidated democracy, Nigeria encountered assorted issues
and problems domestically and foreign and in political faculty of knowledge we revise and trace
theories to understand what happened and when.

RESULTS

The Federal, State and Local Government

Nigeria’s system of government is federal republic which portrays both a national government
and individual governments 36 states in the line of the form of government in which the people hold
power, but deemed responsible to elect representatives who would exercise and utilize that power
while the executive power is laid on the hand of the president. The three —tier structure of
government is developed to make governance in the country effective and responsible. Nonetheless,
the three bodies relate with each other in terms of duties and responsibilities, the federal and state
government are the sole bodies for setting and collection of state taxes, the local government is
basically responsible for collecting license fees. Payments collected usually are gathered and later
distributed to each of the three governments for projects. Furthermore, the federal government
referred also as Federal Republic of Nigeria (FRN) is the central government which is mothering
the 36 individual states, also the federal body has other state bodies namely; the Legislature,
Executive and the Judiciary. These three state bodies overlook the Judicial system of the state which
comprises of creation and protection of laws and order, whereby legislature stands as the nation’s
parliament system followed by the executive body of the presidential sphere. Consecutively, the
state governments are sovereign on their own, but sovereign under the act of the federal government
as prescribed by the Nigeria’s constitution. The are 36 sovereign states under the federal
government of Nigeria in addition to the Nation’s capital. The states have their capitals too and a
governor who governs the state matters. In comparison to the federal government, the states have
the 3 arms of (Executive, Legislature and Judiciary) as well. Basically, the state governments duties
consist of; provision of basic amenities to the citizens, generation of state revenue, creation of
health and educational institutions and also protection of lives and properties. The last juncture of
government in the federal system is the local government, which is the local body that caters to
residents in their local communities. This last level of government has endorsed councils who
represent the state. Each state has subjective amount of local governments under it, and delegate
members that make minor laws and manage primary needs of the locality they are assigned to. The
local government functions are to; provide welfare to the needy citizens in the local community,
propose recommendations and fundamental projects needed to the state government, responsible for
citizen’s registrations, provision of public utilities to the masses in the locality, construction and
renovation of the local community’s infrastructures.

The 3 arms of government

The 3 arms of Nigeria’s government are; the Executive, Judiciary and the Legislature, they have
evolved so as to simplify the goal and aims of a functioning and representative government. The
executive is the first arm of government, the president serves as both the chief of state and head of
government, that heads the Federal Executive Council, or cabinet as it may be. Nigerian
constitution hands the president power to be the chief executive and commander in chief of the
armed forces of the federation. Likewise, all the executive power of the federation is in the person
of the president which can be exercised directly by him or by his vice president or members of his
cabinet as enacted by the constitution. The executive branch is further divided into Federal
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Ministries, that are headed by a minister who the president appointed, Federal Ministries are those
civil service departments which were made responsible for delivering various types of government
service and each ministry is headed by a Permanent Secretary who reports to a Minister in
the Federal Cabinet [8]. Other major responsibilities of the executive are; to implement
governmental policies and develop programs or enforce public laws, gives governmental and
political leadership, sends and receives foreign diplomatic representatives or negotiations and
coordinate with the legislature to decide state matters. Further comes the Legislature, who is the law
making body of the government, also approve money and budget submitted by the executive. The
legislators stand as the parliament members or the representatives of the citizens elected to police
the state matters. Nigerian legislature is politically bicameral, which denotes two houses of the
parliament known as the upper (The Senate) and the lower (House of representatives). Some
purposes of the legislature are; law creation and scrutiny a bill thoroughly before it passes into
approved law, the legislature supervises the executive, ratifies judicial appointments made by the
executive and manage public expenditures. The last branch of the 3 arms of government is the
Judiciary, this body is responsible for the interpreting laws made and approved by the legislature to
the general public members of the state as well as punishment of offenders of the laws. They serve
as the guardians of the state’s constitution and protect the rights and liberties of citizens, and handle
disputes that may arise between individuals or organizations. This branch of government is the only
one of the three branches of government at which its members are not elected but are rather
appointed, and it’s headed by the apex position of “Chief Justice”. From the executive, legislature
and judiciary the determination in the creation of these 3 branches of government is for the aim of
achieving separation of power or check and balances in government.

The Civil Service

The Nigeria’s federal and state civil services were formed around government departments, or
ministries, then extra-ministerial departments headed by ministers in federal and commissioners in
the states, those appointed by the president and governors, accordingly. These political heads were
responsible for the nation’s policy matters, while the administrative heads of the ministries were the
director generals, formerly referred to permanent secretaries. Not Until the 1988 where there were
changes and new reforms, the civil service was developed strictly based on the British traditions, it
was apolitical and civil servants were organized to serve every government in a nonpartisan system,
and the norms of impersonality and hierarchical authority were well attributed. As the needs of the
society became more secondary and the public sector expanded much, there was a corresponding
need to reform the civil service alternatively too. The Nigerian Civil Service system consists of
general employees of the government agencies aside of the military and police. Most of employees
are career civil servants that serve in the Nigerian ministries and departments of government
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agencies, progressing according to qualifications and seniority. The Nigerian civil service system
also consists of other public institutions like the hospitals, schools and universities. Each of these
public institutions has a relative expenditure on a different scale of budget that is sent annually or
periodically to its financial department or Federal ministry. The Federal Ministries have been
constantly evolving, new ones created, some merged with others or abolished. Nevertheless, the
1988 reforms might have solved some of the problems of the Nigeria’s civil service. Likewise, the
move of the capital from Lagos to Abuja during the early 1990s provide new opportunities for
restructuring the public administration system.

The Economy and the institutions

Nigeria is one of the countries with the largest economy in Africa. From the late 1960s
petroleum has been the primary backbone of the economy. The courses of world oil price increases
from 1973 contributed to the rapid economic growth in transportation, manufacturing, construction,
and governmental services. The flow of rural people into the larger urban centers, agricultural
produce stagnated to an extent that cash crops like palm oil, peanuts and cotton were no longer
significant export commodities in the country. As in the 1970s, the agricultural sector has been in
continuing failure due to the fluctuating world oil market and the Nigeria’s rapid population growth.
Although, much of the population were engaged in farming, still too little food was produced,
which implied increasing costly imports. Simultaneously, in the late 1990s the Nigerian government
began to privatize most of the state-run enterprises, especially those related to communication,
power, and transportation, for the purpose of enhancing the quality of service and likewise to reduce
dependence on the government. Many enterprises were successfully privatized by the beginning of
the 21st century, while a few remained in government control. Nigeria ranks sixth worldwide and
first in Africa in farm output [10], and the agricultural sector accounts for about 18% of the national
GDP and almost one-third of employment. Factually, Nigeria is no longer a major exporter of
agricultural produce, due to rise in local consumption, but it is still a major producer of many
agricultural products. Such products comprise of palm oil and rubber. Some other aspects that
widely contribute Nigeria’s economy are; telecommunication, entertainment, finance and overseas
remittances. The Finance Industry is one of the booming in the country, Nigeria is the largest
financial market in Africa, as of November 2018, the Central Bank of Nigeria (CBN) licensed 21
commercial banks, then the telecommunications sector which shares 12.45 per cent of Nigeria's
Gross Domestic Product (GDP). Noticeably, the country fell into recession in 2016 which it
managed to progress positively after some few years [11], and to talk more of the corruption
endemic in Nigeria. Corruption is visible in every level of Nigerian government. From notably
contract fraud at the top level of government, to even petty bribery, money laundering schemes,
embezzlement of funds and seizure of salaries from non-existing workers, it is estimated that
corruption within the state apparatus costs Nigeria billions of dollars every year.

DISCUSSION

First Republic

In October 1963 Nigeria acclaimed the name of Federal Republic of Nigeria and Nnamdi
Azikwe became the first President of the newly nation. At this moment, Nigeria was in need of
unity against the wide divided states and ethnic groups, as well as a growing economy to succeed.
Although before the arrival of the colonial masters most of Nigeria’s ethnic societies had a
traditional ruling system talking about the major tribes (Hausa, Yoruba and the Igbo). The new
democratic system of politics was still basic during that time and so such traditional rulers still lead
some local institutions and make local laws in their respective habitats. These prove that the civilians are
in between and had to respect the two system of government in the state (traditional and Federal).

As democratic politics was just a crawl step in Nigeria, new several political movements
formed by minority groups to campaign their demands for separate states. Such minority parties
also grew to form opposition parties in the regions and aligned themselves with the party in power
from other region that supported their demands for a separate state. During the 1964 general

elections, (the first election conducted by Nigeria after independence) the country had taken a
polarized system of politics that means competition between two opposing alliances. The 15
January 1966 coup thwarted the project towards a democratic Nigeria and ended the first republic.
From 1966 through 1979 the country was under military regime, additionally the first civil war
(1967-1970) experienced by Nigeria was also within this time.

A new constitution was published on 21 September 1978, and in 1979 election was conducted
to mark Nigeria’s return to the merry path of democracy. In the second republic, Nigeria was
fortuned economically with the rising oil prices in the world then, and so this made Nigeria the sixth
largest producer of oil in the world with revenues from oil at $24 billion per year. In 1982 the
ruling party National Party of Nigeria (NPN), a conservative alliance led by Shehu Shagari,
developed hope to retain power through the patronage and control over the Federal Election
Commission. The following year, August 1983 Shagari and the NPN returned to power in a sharp-
victory with a majority of seats in the National Assembly and control of 12 state governments. But
then the elections were marred by violence and allegations of widespread voter fraud which
included missing returns, polling places failure to open and obvious rigging of the election results.
These claims and queries proved the republic denial, and on December 31, 1983, the military
overthrew the Second Republic. Major General Muhammadu Buhari emerged as the leader of
the Supreme Military Council (SMC), the new ruling body formed. Suddenly not long enough, the
Buhari government was peacefully overthrown by the SMC's third-ranking member
(General Ibrahim Babangida) in August 1985. Babangida claimed the misuse of power, violations
of human rights by key officers of the SMC, and the government's failure to address the country's
worsen economic crisis as justifications for the coup. These two military interchange of power
crippled down the second republic as it failed to be sustained.

Third Republic

Babangida as the head of state vowed to return the country to civilian rule by 1990 which later
extended until January 1993. The regime permitted political activities in 1989 which also led to the
formation of new political parties. In December 1991 the state legislative elections were held,
although cancelled citing claims of electoral fraud, then the presidential election was finally held on
12 June 1993. The election was successful and termed “The fairest of Nigeria’s election” by most
observers. Furthermore, on 23 June, Babangida, annulled the election again raising several pending
lawsuits as a pretense, which the decision threw Nigeria into red state leading to riots and uprising
with the death of over 100 people, and on 27 August 1993 Babangida was forced to hand over
power to Ernest Shonekan by the military committee. Despite the fact that Shonekan was schedule
to rule Nigeria until another election in February 1994, national tensions and economic issues
forced the General Sani Abacha to overthrew the government in November 1993. Abacha dissolved
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all the national democratic institutions and made reforms to the system of government. Like his
predecessors, he promised a swap to civilian rule in 3 years, but his government was marked with
human right abuse and tyranny leadership. His death on 8 June, 1998 throttled Nigerian regime to
another dimension. The military Provisional Ruling Council (PRC) assigned General Abdulsalami
Abubakar as a transition head of state to lead the country’s system of government to civilian rule. In
the same year electoral body was formed to oversee the election activities, and new political parties
were formed to contest in the next year’s general election.

Fourth Republic

The hope for democracy in Nigeria was rekindled in the May 1999 general Election. Olusegun
Obasanjo a former army General emerged winner of the Nigerian presidential election, and he had
to strive with the economic failures and rebuilding the country’s democratic institutions. He took
over a country that faced huge problems, including a dysfunctional bureaucracy and
failed infrastructure among other noted issues. From his first tenure to the second, Obasanjo rule
Nigeria as a democratic president until 2007. The civil society leaders and Nigerians witnessed and
marked positive growth in human rights and freedom of the press under Obasanjo’s regime. But
then, Obasanjo also encountered continues problems counted as inter-ethnic and religious clashes
between communities, corruption and state and federal draws. As Nigeria portrays representational
democracy, conflicts arises between the Executive and Legislative branches over appropriations and
other proposed legislations in the country. In the 2007 general election, Umaru Yar'Adua of
the People's Democratic Party (PDP), was elected president of Nigeria. Even though, the election
was marred by electoral fraud, and gained negative reviews by other candidates and international
observers. In May 2010, Yar'Adua's was announced dead after a long battle with existing health
problems and an undisclosed illness. His second in power Goodluck Jonathan ruled throw the
months remained to election time, and respectively he called for new elections and contested for re-
election in April 2011, which he successfully won. Through Goodluck’s regime, the prominent
terrorist organization “Boko-Haram” raged Nigeria, and put Nigeria into a core state of insecurity.
Regards to that, his inability to quell the rising insecurity in the country led to his failure in the 2015
general election, and former military leader General Muhammdu Buhari won the election. This
made the All Progressive Party (APC) to be the first opposition party to rule since the reverse of
democracy in Nigeria. Once more, Buhari emerged the winner of the 2019 election, giving him the
chance to rule for the country’s system two-term limit (Tabl. 1.) However, hope for better economic
and security challenges shaded in Nigeria, as Boko Haram’s attacks were lessening in Nigeria, a
new crisis of Bandits and Fulani herdsmen rose that crumbled societies, with addition to the dark
economic Crises.

Recommendation

Within the 23 years of stable democracy in Nigeria, political scientists could bet to state an
answer to the question; is democracy consolidated or shaky, or Nigeria is just answering a name of
democratic nation. The reasons to such question are the failure to developed the features of a real
democracy, the required level of institutions and outstanding economy. Nigeria is the most
populous country in Africa, at present Nigeria’s population is estimated at about 206 million [12].
With Africa’s largest economy, it is also one of the world's biggest oil producers. But with all such
top positions Nigeria is battling economic crisis and the government has been pursuing economic
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reforms, it has not yet succeeded in using the country's vast raw materials to impute economic and
social development [13]. Thus, presently the country is facing social, ethnic, religious and political
conflicts, per say; the Boko Haram, Fulani herdsmen, bandits (in the north), and the separatist who
agitate for an independent state of Biafra (in the south). The key aspects on the agenda of the
current government have continuously been security, economic diversification, and the fight against
endemic corruption. Additionally, apart from poverty, major issues of concern include governance
deficits, corruption, the economic crisis, the tense security situation and rising terrorist attacks.
Suffering from all such spoiler issues, Nigeria has just concluded a general election (2023) that
elected a new president, state governors and law makers, it will not be a shock if things turn around
positively, as there’s a hope in politics and hope for democracy in Nigeria. The new president came
into power with the mission of rekindling hope to wide Nigerians. Nigeria can create and claim the
giant of Africa as it’s called only when the assorted and different tribes and ethnic groups come
together and make a form of strong unity. With unity Nigeria can establish a system of public
administration which could compete with the one of the west. Although Nigeria inherits a system of
public administration from its colonial masters (post-independence), there is also need for
transformation of the system, which many political actors have been calling for. A kind of
transformation that will make all the institutions accountable and give the masses more freedom and
opportunities. To summarize, Nigeria should consider reducing or merging some institutions and
ministries with others, while this study gives highlight on some major institutions and
administrations, practically Nigeria’s system of administration has hundreds of institutions that
consume millions of the nation’s budgets. Reducing or merging some tiny institutions or commi-
ssions that serve almost the same purpose with others could help Nigeria to save and focus more on
bringing the new developed Nigeria that every citizen hopes for.

CONCLUSION

In conclusion, the analysis presented in this paper comprehensively reveals the bureaucratic
nature of the Nigerian system of administration and government from the moment of gaining
independence to the early 21st century. The foundations laid by colonial administration
significantly influenced Nigeria's system of administration and government, and over time, Nigeria
has grown into a giant nation with a rich ethnic history.

Nigeria struggled to establish itself as a nation, scrutinizing unsuccessful governments and republics
throughout its history. From the post-independence government and administration to periods of military
regimes and the return of democracy in 1999, it can be asserted that Nigeria has embarked on a path
towards a stable democracy and is considered the strongest democracy in Africa. Historical records attest
that Nigeria holds impressive positions in African rankings, whether in the economy, population, or even
in specific social aspects. However, despite the achievements, Nigeria is still on the path to achieving full
democratic development, and its future is challenging to predict.

Ultimately, the analysis of the governance and administration system in Nigeria in this study has
revealed several key findings. Firstly, colonial legacy has had a profound impact on the structure and
functioning of the Nigerian government, creating features that are still felt in contemporary conditions.
Secondly, the country has overcome complex ethnic and religious tensions and experienced several
political crises but continues to strive for the consolidation of democracy.

A third important conclusion is that Nigeria has demonstrated resilience by restoring
democratic institutions after periods of military regimes. The return to democracy in 1999 was a
significant milestone, and the country has since made substantial strides in the development of
democracy, emerging as a leader in the African region.

Despite the achievements, challenges remain in consolidating democratic principles in the
country. This includes the need to combat corruption, ensure equality, and promote social and
economic stability. Nevertheless, Nigeria retains its uncertainty about the future, and the country's
further development will depend on its ability to address challenges and find sustainable solutions
to ensure the prosperity of all societal layers.
