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SPECIALIZED LIBRARIES AS A MEANS OF SOCIAL ADAPTATION
FOR VISUALLY IMPAIRED INDIVIDUALS

Annotation

Visually impaired people face a number of significant difficulties in social and professional
spheres, including limited access to educational resources, difficulty in finding employment,
problems in social interaction and the perception of information. Printed materials such as books,
magazines and newspapers remain the main source of knowledge and information, which
significantly limits their ability to educate, shape public opinion and develop interests. Specialized
libraries that provide access to information in accessible formats for people with visual
impairments, ensuring their integration into social and cultural life, play an important role in
overcoming these barriers.

The theoretical part of the article presents a scientific review of the history of the development
of libraries for people with visual impairments, as well as their role in social adaptation and
integration of blind people into society through the activities of specialized libraries. The empirical
part includes results of structured interviews with readers and employees of the Republican Special
Library of Almaty. The study showed that such libraries play a key role in stimulating self-
development and active participation of blind people in social life, facilitating their successful
adaptation to society. The article also analyses the impact of cultural and educational work of the
library on improving the quality of life of its readers, as well as discussing problems and challenges
that special libraries face in the process of improving their activities. The results of the study can be
useful for developing and improving inclusive educational and social programs aimed at improving
the quality of life of people with disabilities.

SOCIO-CULTURAL FACTORS OF INTEGRATION OF INTERNATIONAL
STANDARDS INTO THE PENITENTIARY SYSTEM OF KAZAKHSTAN:
QUALITATIVE ASSESSMENT

Abstract
The article examines the process of integrating international standards, such as the Nelson
Mandela Rules and the Bangkok Rules, into the penitentiary system of Kazakhstan. The relevance
of the study is due to the need to bring prison conditions in line with international standards,
including the protection of human rights, improved access to health care, humanisation of the
penitentiary environment and compliance with ethical norms. The paper analyses the current state
of the penitentiary system and identifies the main challenges to the full integration of international
standards. The key challenges include cultural and social barriers, limited resources, and
insufficient staff training. Particular attention is paid to the prospects for developing staff
development programmes, improving the legislative framework, modernising infrastructure and
strengthening international cooperation. On the basis of the study, specific recommendations are
proposed for the introduction of international standards into the practice of penitentiary institutions.
The implementation of the proposed measures contributes to the protection of prisoners' rights,
improvement of their conditions of detention and increasing public confidence in the penitentiary
system. This work emphasises the need for further systemic reforms and opens prospects for
sustainable and progressive development of the penitentiary system of Kazakhstan at the
international level.

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ENHANCING THE ROLE OF PUBLIC COUNCILS AS AN ANTI-CORRUPTION
MECHANISM: THE CASE OF KAZAKHSTAN

Abstract

A current trend in public administration is combating corruption through mechanisms of
transparency and accountability. In Kazakhstan, one such mechanism is public councils. The aim of
this article is to examine the effectiveness of public councils in Kazakhstan in countering
corruption. To achieve this goal, qualitative methods of data collection and analysis were applied.
The study analyzed Kazakhstan's legislation on public councils for its compliance with five anti-
corruption social accountability mechanisms: participatory budgeting, public monitoring, access to
information, organized civil society and engagement, and media involvement. The study also
reviewed the results of a focus group with members of public councils from Kazakhstan's central
government bodies (12 participants). The findings revealed that the anti-corruption role of public
councils in Kazakhstan remains limited. In particular, their involvement in budget formation and
legislative development is minimal. The influence of public councils on government decision-
making is low. Furthermore, public council members are often subjected to pressure from
government bodies. Legislative changes are needed to grant councils binding powers, along with
measures to protect council members from undue pressure. Increasing citizen awareness and
ensuring their active participation in decision-making processes are also critically important for
strengthening the role of civil society in combating corruption.

MAIN PART

One of the effective methods to combat corruption is social accountability, implemented
through various mechanisms of citizen participation in government decision-making. One such
mechanism is public councils. In the Republic of Kazakhstan, the institution of public councils has
a history of almost a decade, following the adoption of the relevant law in 2015. However, to date,
despite the established legal framework and considerable accumulated experience, the effectiveness
of public councils remains questionable. In particular, they have limited effectiveness in preventing
corruption within governmental decision-making processes.

This study explores the legal framework governing public councils and assesses the
perspectives of their representatives operating under Central Government bodies in Kazakhstan.
The findings indicate that these councils do not serve as a robust anti-corruption mechanism,
primarily due to restricted authority and an absence of substantial influence over government
decisions.

INTRODUCTION

Corruption poses a significant threat to the sustainable development of nations, undermining
citizens' trust in government institutions and hindering the effective functioning of the economy [1,
2]. In the global fight against corruption, mechanisms that promote transparency and accountability
of public authorities to society play a crucial role. Principles of good governance emphasize citizen
participation in public administration, both directly and through legitimate intermediary
organizations. Key factors for the successful implementation of good governance include minimal
corruption and maximum consideration of public needs and opinions in government decision-
making [3].

In Kazakhstan, where combating corruption is a top state priority, Public Councils have
emerged as an important tool for involving citizens in overseeing government activities and
decision-making. Despite some progress in Kazakhstan’s Corruption Perceptions Index (CPI), as
reported by Transparency International (TI) in 2023, the country remains categorized among the
highly corrupt states and territories [4]. According to TI experts, recent improvements are largely
attributed to the activation of civil society engagement mechanisms, particularly following the
events of January 2022 [5]. One such mechanism is the Public Councils, which function as an
institution for public oversight and participation in governance. In recent years, the role of Public
Councils has become increasingly significant, as they serve as a crucial platform for dialogue
between the state and society while also contributing to the development of a sustainable anti-
corruption culture. The Public Councils in Kazakhstan have seen notable development, especially
following the adoption of the Law "On Public Councils" in 2015, which established the legal
framework for their creation and operation [6]. The main goal of these councils is to enhance the
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role of civil society in public governance, ensure transparency in government actions, and enhance
the effectiveness of anti-corruption means.

Public Councils bring together diverse civil society actors, including members of non-
governmental organizations, public associations, independent experts, and socially active citizens.
Their main functions include reviewing and discussing draft legal acts, participating in the
monitoring and evaluation of government agencies, and making recommendations on public policy
issues. A critical task of the Public Councils is to instill confidence in citizens that their opinions are
considered in state-level decision-making.

Public Councils contribute to anti-corruption efforts by detecting and mitigating corruption
risks at an early stage, enhancing transparency in governmental activities, and fostering public
oversight. Since the success of anti-corruption initiatives largely relies on active civil society
participation, these councils serve as vital instruments for strengthening government accountability
and openness.

The aim of this article is to examine examines how effectively Public Councils function as an
anti-corruption tool in Kazakhstan. To this end, the work of public councils was analyzed through
the lens of five anti-corruption components: participatory budgeting, public monitoring, access to
information, organized civil society and engagement, and media involvement.

Research hypothesis: The existing structure and operations of Public Councils in Kazakhstan
impose significant limitations on their ability to combat corruption.

From a societal standpoint, this study highlights the need to strengthen the role of Public
Councils in combating corruption and fostering greater citizen engagement in governance.
Academically, it addresses a gap in the existing literature by evaluating the structural challenges
and potential of Public Councils through the lens of five key anti-corruption factors. The insights
and recommendations provided aim to support policymakers, scholars, and civil society actors in
advancing reforms that enhance the effectiveness of Public Councils as an anti-corruption
instrument in Kazakhstan and beyond.

The significance of examining Public Councils as an anti-corruption mechanism lies in the
necessity of understanding their potential to reinforce transparency and accountability in
governance. In Kazakhstan, their impact remains limited due to several constraints, including
restricted authority over budget oversight, conflicts of interest, weak collaboration with anti-
corruption institutions, and other systemic barriers [7]. Given these challenges, a thorough analysis
of Public Councils’ role in anti-corruption efforts is both timely and essential for strengthening civil
society institutions and improving state policies aimed at combating corruption. This article
explores the legal framework and practical functioning of Kazakhstan's Public Councils as an anti-
corruption tool, offering strategic recommendations to enhance their effectiveness.

METHODOLOGY

A mixed-methods approach was used in this study, combining a cross-sectional analysis of two
sources of qualitative data:

- Legal acts of Kazakhstan regulating the activities of Public Councils.

- Focus group data collected from members of Public Councils of Central government bodies of
Kazakhstan.

The research was conducted across five areas (Figure 1), each of which aligns with the
mechanisms (measures/initiatives) proposed by the Department for International Development
(DFID) for involving civil society in the fight against corruption.

Analyzing legal acts provides insight into the formal framework governing Public Councils,
including their powers, responsibilities, and mechanisms for interaction with government bodies.
This data source is critical for understanding how Public Councils are expected to function as anti-
corruption tools within the legal and institutional context of Kazakhstan. Furthermore, this analysis
helps identify potential gaps, ambiguities, or weaknesses in the regulatory framework that may
hinder their effectiveness.

Focus groups were conducted because they allow for an in-depth exploration of the practical
realities and operational constraints faced by Public Councils, directly aligning with the research
hypothesis. By facilitating discussions among participants, focus groups help uncover specific
structural and procedural limitations that hinder the councils' ability to combat corruption. This
method enables the identification of recurring challenges, power dynamics, and institutional barriers
that restrict their effectiveness. Additionally, it provides a deeper understanding of how Public
Councils navigate their roles within the existing governance framework, offering insights that
support the hypothesis regarding their constrained anti-corruption capacity.

By combining these two data sources, the study bridges the gap between the theoretical design
of Public Councils (as outlined in legal acts) and their practical implementation (as experienced by
council members). This mixed-methods approach ensures that the analysis is both grounded in the
formal regulatory framework and enriched by the lived experiences of key stakeholders. Such an
approach enhances the validity of the findings and provides a robust foundation for policy
recommendations aimed at improving the anti-corruption role of Public Councils in Kazakhstan.

The focus group took place in September, 2024, in Astana, Kazakhstan, with the members of
the Public Councils of the central government agencies. The selection of focus group participants
was justified by the need to ensure representation from the widest possible range of public
administration sectors, with a particular focus on agencies overseeing industries with the high
corruption risks. This approach allowed for a more targeted analysis of the structural and
operational challenges that hinder the effectiveness of Public Councils in combating corruption.

The primary goal of the focus group was to gather insights on how members of Public Councils
perceive the effectiveness of their interactions with government bodies. A structured script and
questions were used to explore themes related to the relationship between Public Councils and
government bodies.
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Participants were asked to discuss several key topics, including:

- The impact of unresolved issues by government bodies;

- Key achievements of Public Councils;

- Challenges they face in their work.

The focus group consisted of 12 participants. This method allowed for the identification of
diverse perspectives and practical expertise regarding the anti-corruption function of Public
Councils. An analysis was conducted to reveal the extent to which members of Public Councils are
engaged in anti-corruption work and what recommendations they may offer to improve their work.

The data obtained from the analysis of Kazakhstan's legal acts regulating Public Councils were
systematically coded and categorized to identify key provisions, gaps, and inconsistencies in the
regulatory framework. This analysis focused on evaluating the alignment of the legislative
framework with the 5 anti-corruption framework elements (public monitoring, access to
information, participatory budgeting, organized civil society and engagement, and media).

The data from the focus group discussions were transcribed verbatim and analyzed using
thematic analysis. Key themes and patterns were identified to capture participants' perceptions of
the effectiveness of Public Councils, their challenges, and the opportunities for improving their anti-
corruption role. Thematic coding was performed manually to ensure a nuanced understanding of the
participants' insights, with particular attention paid to areas of convergence and divergence in their
experiences.

The authors admit certain limitations of the study, particularly that the focus groups involved
members of Public Councils of Central government bodies. Future research could expand by
including data from surveys of members of Public Councils at local executive bodies and quasi-
governmental entities.

LITERATURE REVIEW

The role of Public Councils can be analyzed through various theoretical and conceptual
frameworks, including their contribution to public engagement in anti-corruption efforts.
Democratic accountability reforms promoted by developed countries emphasize the active
participation of citizens in combating corruption. Over the past decades, this topic has garnered
increasing attention, as highlighted in numerous theoretical and empirical studies. A. Persson, B.
Rothstein and J. Teorell, examining the failures of anti-corruption reforms based on the principal-
agent model, argue that in some countries, corruption should be conceptualized through the lens of
collective action theory [10]. This theory highlights the importance of group attitudes, trust, and
individual behavioral tendencies in society. In other words, if corruption is perceived as a social
norm, people are less likely to engage in meaningful anti-corruption activities, and vice versa.
Building on this, M. Bauhr notes that societal mobilization in anti-corruption campaigns does not
guarantee success if greed, rather than necessity, drives corruption [11, p.561]. Necessity-based
corruption often involves extortion by officials, making citizens more likely to engage in anti-
corruption efforts when institutional mechanisms and organizations are available. This aligns with
the earlier model by M.Van Zomeren, T.Postmes, R.Spears, which identifies three factors that drive
collective action: perceived injustice, perceived efficacy, and social identity [12, p.504]. By
conceptualizing these findings, the anti-corruption role of Public Councils can be understood as
shaping society's collective perception of corruption as an undesirable phenomenon. Public
Councils contribute to anti-corruption efforts by employing practical mechanisms, such as involving
citizens in strategic, economic, and legislative decision-making processes. Their role has been
extensively studied in international literature, particularly regarding public monitoring, which,
according to G.Mugellini, S.Della Bella, M.Colagrossi, G.L. Isenring, M.Killias, is more effective
in reducing public sector corruption than cultural or organizational reforms [13, p.9]. Similar
findings by E.Molina, L.Carella, A.Pacheco, G.Cruces, and L.Gasparini demonstrate that
community monitoring interventions are effective in low- and middle-income countries, particularly
where state institutions are weak [14, p.88]. Public monitoring can take various forms, such as
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social audits, which assess organizational performance based on societal impact. However, as
B.Santoso and B.Aprillianto note, legal support from the state is critical for social auditors to
function effectively [15, p.44], highlighting the need for institutional backing to ensure transparency
and accountability.

In post-Soviet countries, the anti-corruption role of Public Councils has been analyzed from
different perspectives. For instance, C.Knox and S.Janenova studied their activities in Kazakhstan,
identifying systemic issues such as dependence on government bodies, limited opportunities for
public oversight, and weak NGO infrastructure, all of which undermine their effectiveness [16,
p.318]. In Russia, E.Dyakova and A.Trakhtenberg outlined the varied roles of Public Councils,
including experts, watchdogs, lobbyists, and intermediaries between the public and the state [17,
p.195]. L.A. McCarthy, K.Stolerman, A.V. Tikhomirov emphasized their role in promoting a positive
image of the state, which can limit their independence and anti-corruption effectiveness [18]. In
Ukraine, 1.Kovbas and P.Krainii identified key barriers, including legal, technical, and substantive
shortcomings, which prevent Public Councils from fully realizing their anti-corruption potential [19,
p.93]. The lack of standardized approaches to membership and functions was also emphasized by
I.0rlova and T.Sokolova [20, p.124]. In Uzbekistan, as noted by M.Alimova, legal uncertainty
remains a major obstacle to the effective functioning of civil society institutions, including Public
Councils, limiting their ability to act as independent anti-corruption mechanisms [21, p.254].

A comparative analysis reveals common challenges faced by Public Councils in post-Soviet
countries, such as formalism, weak legal frameworks, and limited independence. In Kazakhstan, as
C.Knox and S.Janenova highlighted, these challenges are exacerbated by dependence on state bodies,
weak NGOs, and restricted opportunities for public oversight. At the same time, Kazakhstan is
undergoing governance reforms aimed at enhancing transparency and accountability. While previous
studies have largely focused on identifying the structural weaknesses of Public Councils and their
dependence on the state, our research specifically examines their potential as anti-corruption
mechanisms. Unlike existing literature, which primarily assesses Public Councils in terms of their
formal roles and operational limitations, our study aims to evaluate their practical effectiveness in
reducing corruption through public engagement and oversight. By focusing on Public Councils within
the broader anti-corruption framework, this research provides new empirical insights into their role in
Kazakhstan’s evolving governance landscape. In this context, assessing the effectiveness of Public
Councils becomes particularly relevant, as it can provide insights into the progress of these reforms and
the extent to which Public Councils fulfill their anti-corruption functions. Such research is essential, as it
addresses an underexplored area in the academic literature.

RESULTS

The mechanisms of public participation in anti-corruption efforts are embedded in four legal
acts of the Republic of Kazakhstan (Tables 1-5).

Participatory Budgeting

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Table 1 illustrates that Kazakhstan's legal framework grants Public Councils the authority to
engage in the planning and implementation of both national and local budgets, including initiatives
funded by the National Welfare Fund and quasi-state organizations. Budget-related discussions are
conducted during council meetings in accordance with standardized procedural regulations (Order,
2021). Public Councils are entitled to provide recommendations, which government agencies and
quasi-state entities are required to review and justify their responses to, ensuring a level of
accountability (Law "On Public Councils,” Article 1).

During the focus group discussion, several participants expressed concerns about the lack of
real influence of Public Councils, particularly regarding budget discussions. One participant
emphasized the councils' limited authority in budget formation:

"Public Councils need real power. Every government agency has its own quasi-state company,
and national companies don’t answer to anyone — they just do as they please. When we discuss
budgets, we re given a final decision and told to approve it. You can speak up, but no one really
listens.” (Participant 1)

Another participant highlighted administrative pressure on council members who raise critical
issues related to the budget:

"Before Public Council recommendations are even drafted, members who bring up sensitive
issues face significant pressure, often through their workplaces. If someone raises a tough question
about the budget, their director might receive calls urging them to silence the employee. This
practice continues today. Many council members may seem to represent the public, but in reality,
they have their own vested interests." (Participant 2)

Community Monitoring

Public Councils in Kazakhstan carry out community monitoring as one form of public
oversight (Table 2).

One focus group participant noted the prevalence of contradictory legal acts:

"We in the Public Council are focused on solving our own issues, but if you look from a
broader perspective, many state orders and legal acts contradict the law. No one takes our
opposition into account, and such contradictions often slip through, with councils serving as a
‘release valve’ 10 show international organizations that we have democracy. But in practice, we
face these issues on the ground.” (Participant 3)

Another participant criticized the development of strategic documents, pointing out the lack of
justification for budget spending in terms of sectoral development:

"Recently, we were brought in to approve a sectoral development concept. There were six of us,
different experts, and we were presented with a finished product, a vision of a bright future. But in
reality, there’s nothing there—no indicators, just superficial ‘before and after’ scenarios. Budgets
for construction projects are justified, but not as part of any development or transformation of the
sector. We need a system where Public Councils are listened to, with the vice minister accountable
to the council." (Participant 4)

As shown in Table 3, information holders are only required to publish information about public
monitoring results on the quality of government services. However, the scope of public monitoring
IS much broader and includes, for example, monitoring the implementation of development plans
and the application of legislative norms.

In terms of Public Councils as a channel of communication between society and the
government, weak informational activity was noted.

"The existing online platforms for Public Councils are ineffective. Here, during our discussion,
we’re getting much more information. We don’t know what’s happening in other ministries. We
need a platform with live, informal conferences where there’s actual content because currently,
there’s no information.” (Participant 5)

Organized Civil Society and Engagement

The maximum number of civil society representatives in national-level Public Councils and
quasi-state organizations is limited, with one-third of the participants being government
representatives (Table 4).

Council members from civil society are elected through a competitive process (Law "On Public
Councils", Article 10). For local councils, the maximum number of members is set by the relevant
government body (Law "On Public Councils", Article 2-1). In practice, each elected member of a
Public Council represents the interests of a specific group of individuals or legal entities, often
business associations. Additionally, the involvement of ordinary citizens is minimal, as evidenced
by the opinions of council members.
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"Public Councils are a bridge between civil society and government bodies. One of my
suggestions is to make our work more visible so that citizens know they can raise their issues. For
example, | haven 't seen a single request from civil society. The Public Council institution isn’t well
promoted, and that, in my opinion, is the most important mission we ve failed to accomplish."
(Participant 6)

This conclusion suggests that civil society participation in Kazakhstan remains in its early
stages, with minimal engagement from citizens. Moreover, the prospect of greater involvement
raises concerns:

"The question is whether Public Council members are ready for the workload if there is more
promotion and a flood of complaints. No one is prepared because this is voluntary work. If someone
brings you a complaint, you’ll say, ‘I’'m not a government body; | can’t resolve this,” and the
person will think, 7 went to a Public Council member, and it’s the same bureaucracy as the
government.’" (Participant 7)

Media

The role of media in the activities of Public Councils in Kazakhstan is defined by legal
provisions, as shown in Table 5. In this context, media serves as one option for publishing reports
on planned and implemented actions of Public Councils within the framework of public oversight.
Alternatives to media include online resources, such as government websites. However, in practice,
these online platforms are not widely visited or popular, resulting in reduced public awareness.

Media is also used to disseminate recommendations resulting from public hearings and planned
discussions. However, the role of the media in the functioning of Public Councils is neither defined
nor regulated by special laws such as the "On Mass Media" [25] and "On Access to Information™.
Some Public Councils view media interaction as a means to enhance their influence over
government bodies:

"This is done through public resonance, raising issues via media interaction. Media
engagement is the only effective lever; until there is significant public outcry, neither the
government nor deputies will take action.” (Participant 8)

"This remains the only tool — to create more noise through media and public opinion, if, of
course, we are right. If not, how do we achieve things we are unsure about?" (Participant 9)

Participant 9's response indicates uncertainty about the effectiveness of creating media noise
without absolute confidence in their position. This reflects concerns about potential legal
repercussions for spreading inaccurate information under Kazakhstan’s administrative and criminal
laws.
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DISCUSSION

In Kazakhstan, the institution of Public Councils is a result of state policy aimed at increasing
government transparency and accountability to citizens. The history of Public Councils dates back
to the adoption of the 2015 Law "On Public Councils", which provided the legal framework for
their formation at the national and local levels. The primary goal of these councils is to facilitate
dialogue between the authority and society, contribute to the development and realizing of public
policies, and oversee the operating of government bodies.

Participatory budgeting is a principle that allows citizens to take part in the planning and
allocation of public finances [26, p.1] and can significantly influence the exposure of corruption [8].
Despite the councils' monitoring powers, the implementation of their recommendations is not
mandatory for government bodies. The analysis indicates that the corruption risks in budget
planning processes in Kazakhstan’s central government bodies are highly likely when large
amounts of money are allocated to inefficient projects with low transparency in distribution and
spending. The influence of Public Councils on these decisions is minimal, as confirmed by both the
lack of legal authority and the practical experiences of council members.

Community monitoring refers to the process by which community members oversee the
implementation of government projects and development programs [9]. The range of objects for
such monitoring is extensive, covering government services, programs, strategic plans, budgets, and
the application of existing legislation. The goal of this monitoring is to identify negative
consequences for citizens and any violations of public interests, with corruption being one
significant potential consequence. During monitoring, Public Councils are authorized to request
necessary information from government bodies, and their conclusions result in council
recommendations (Law "On Public Councils,” Article 20). However, these recommendations are
not mandatory for implementation. Public monitoring of legal acts and sectoral programs faces clear
pressure on Public Council members, and significant remarks are not taken into account. The
formalism of the process can be partly explained by the nature of Public Councils in Kazakhstan.
According to G. Mansuri and V. Rao, their activities can be classified as "induced participation™,
meaning that they are government-initiated and encouraged [27, p.32]. In contrast, "organic
participation” arises independently and is driven by motivated and charismatic leaders. When the
government induces participation, its agents are less likely to act in opposition.

It is crucial to assess the level of awareness among Public Council members regarding government
activities and the willingness of state bodies to disclose publicly relevant information. Under
Kazakhstan's legislation, Public Council members have the right to request information from
governmental and quasi-governmental organizations for public oversight purposes (Law "On Public
Councils," Article 20). However, there is no legislative obligation for information holders to provide
such information, and the term "necessary information” is vague, leaving it unclear what types of
information are required. As noted by I. Luna-Pla and J.R. Nicolas-Carlock, improving legal practices is
a key component of effective anti-corruption efforts [28, p.15]. On the other hand, ambiguous legal
norms are often exploited by those in power to maintain a corrupt status quo [29, p.1]. The results of this
study aligns with 1. Bajrami and T. Bajrami's conclusion that governments are reluctant to inform
citizens about their opportunities to participate in decision-making [30, p.139].

Public Councils in Kazakhstan, while not the only instrument of civil society participation, are
a key tool for citizen involvement in public policy implementation. The current format of Public
Council operations does not allow for full and comprehensive citizen participation in governance.
As noted by M. Bauhr, mobilizing society for anti-corruption work is possible under certain
conditions, including the presence of appropriate engagement infrastructure [11, p.561]. This study
demonstrates the need to improve the working mechanism of Public Councils in Kazakhstan.

The results strongly support the hypothesis that the current structure and activities of Public
Councils in Kazakhstan significantly limit their effectiveness as an anti-corruption mechanism.
Across key dimensions, their ability to serve as robust anti-corruption bodies is hindered by
systemic and operational challenges. Public Councils have minimal influence over budgetary
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processes due to the absence of legal authority and inadequate involvement in decision-making.
This undermines their capacity to address corruption risks in budget allocation and spending. They
face significant formalism and pressure in monitoring activities, with their remarks often
disregarded. As government-initiated entities ("induced participation™), they lack the independence
and grassroots legitimacy necessary for effective anti-corruption oversight. Weak informational
activity and limited public awareness hinder the Councils’ role as intermediaries between the
government and society. Government reluctance to inform citizens of participatory opportunities
exacerbates this limitation, reducing transparency and accountability. Civil society participation in
Public Councils remains underdeveloped. Members often represent narrow interest groups rather
than the broader public, while ordinary citizens have limited involvement. This reflects the early
stages of civil society development in Kazakhstan and limits the Councils' collective anti-corruption
capacity. Finally, media engagement remains an underutilized mechanism for enhancing
transparency and public oversight.

These findings confirm that the structural, procedural, and legal limitations of Public Councils
prevent them from fulfilling their potential as effective anti-corruption mechanisms. To achieve
substantial progress, reforms should grant councils greater independence, improve transparency
initiatives, enhance media collaboration, and increase public involvement. The results of this
research are practically important because they highlight clear weaknesses in the anti-corruption
function of Public Councils in Kazakhstan. They can serve as a guide for policymakers on the steps
to improve the councils' effectiveness.

CONCLUSION

Civil society struggles to combat corruption effectively when transparent legislation, consistent
law enforcement, and strong governance are lacking [31, p.558]. Research suggests that, although
public councils formally exist in Kazakhstan and have a legislative framework, their impact on anti-
corruption efforts remains constrained. These councils encounter challenges such as limited
authority, the non-binding nature of their recommendations, and the significant influence of
administrative bodies on decision-making.

Mechanisms such as public monitoring, participation in budgeting, and access to information
are theoretically designed to enhance transparency and reduce corruption risks. However, in
practice, the influence of public councils on key processes like budget formation and legislative
development is minimal. This is due both to legal constraints and the lack of real tools to alter
governmental decisions.

Furthermore, focus group results reveal that members of public councils are often subjected to
administrative pressure, and their involvement in discussing sensitive issues related to funding
poses a risk of negative consequences for their professional activities. Moreover, the activities of
public councils are perceived as a formal measure used to create the appearance of civic
participation and democratic processes, without having a substantial impact on outcomes.

Thus, the existing system requires significant reforms to enhance the effectiveness of public
councils. Key recommendations include the following:

Grant Binding Powers to Public Councils: Legislative reforms should grant councils the power
to implement their recommendations, ensuring their influence in governmental decision-making.

Protect Council Members from Administrative Pressure: Introduce legal safeguards to shield
public council members from retaliation or pressure when addressing sensitive or controversial topics.

Enhance Public Monitoring and Budget Participation: Establish clearer mechanisms for public
councils to influence budget formation and oversight, alongside transparent reporting standards.

Foster Citizen Engagement: Launch awareness campaigns to educate citizens about the role
and importance of public councils, and create more accessible channels for active participation.

Strengthen Capacity Building: Provide training programs for public council members to
improve their understanding of governance processes, anti-corruption strategies, and effective
communication techniques.
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By implementing these reforms, Kazakhstan can transform its public councils into a robust
mechanism for combating corruption and strengthening civil society's role in governance.

STATE MODERNIZATION POLICIES IN EAST ASIAN COUNTRIES:

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POLITICAL AND LEGAL ASPECTS OF REGULATING
CIVIL SERVANTS' ETHICS IN THE REPUBLIC OF KAZAKHSTAN

Abstract

The study is devoted to the analysis of key political and legal aspects of regulating the official
ethics of civil servants in the Republic of Kazakhstan. The importance of professional ethics as an
element contributing to the formation of an effective state apparatus and the successful
implementation of political and legal reforms is emphasized. The necessity of transition to a new
political culture based on the principles of ethics and responsibility, which is an important condition
for the democratization of society, is substantiated. An important aspect is to ensure transparency
and accountability of the actions of civil servants. The article also discusses the issues of legal
regulation of the principles and standards of professional ethics of civil servants of Kazakhstan. The
relevance of the research is determined by the need to improve the quality and effectiveness of
public administration, reduce corruption in the public service system, enhance transparency in the
activities of government agencies and increase public confidence in them and the state as a whole.

The purpose of the study is to review the legal provision of ethical standards in the civil service
system of the Republic of Kazakhstan and develop recommendations for its improvement.

The authors conducted an analysis of the legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan on public
service in terms of consolidating the principles and norms of official ethics of civil servants and the
practice of its application, studied the scientific literature on the issues involved, and explored
foreign experience in regulating the requirements of professional (official) ethics in the civil service
system of various countries around the world.

On this basis, some recommendations are proposed for improving national legislation.

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CASE STUDY OF SINGLE-INDUSTRY TOWNS IN EAST KAZAKHSTAN

Abstract

This article presents an analytical study of the state policy of the socio-economic development
and problems of single-industry towns. The study covers four cities in Eastern Kazakhstan: Ridder,
Serebryansk, Altai and Kurchatov. It examines the infrastructural conditions, the socio-economic
dynamics and the interdependence between the socio-economic situation of these cities and the
activities of urban enterprises. The study identifies key issues such as deteriorating infrastructure,
economic stagnation, labor market problems and demographic shifts.

The article pays particular attention to the influence of economic and social factors on the
development trajectories of these cities, including targeted public policies and private investment
initiatives. The authors analyze current efforts under national and regional development programs,
assess their effectiveness and identify areas for improvement.

The findings highlight the difficulty of maintaining socio-economic stability in cities dependent
on a single industry. It is worth noting that the study is limited by sample size and focuses
exclusively on four cities, which limits the wider applicability of its findings.

In addition, the article discusses the limitations of the current study and suggests directions for
future research, which include a wider range of single-industry cities in different regions of
Kazakhstan and beyond.

MAIN PART

The economic vulnerability of single-industry towns in Eastern Kazakhstan is a significant
concern, given their reliance on city-forming enterprises. While diversification efforts are a crucial
aspect of economic resilience, they remain underdeveloped, with varying degrees of success across
towns

Despite a decline in population, the town of Ridder is experiencing a shortage of labor, while in
Altai the demand for labor is in decline. The migration of workers has contributed to a widening of
skill imbalances, with Kurchatov being a notable exception due to its specialization

The condition of urban infrastructure, particularly water, heating, and sewage systems, is
severely compromised, exhibiting a wear level of 70-90%. The deterioration of infrastructure
systems is a pervasive problem in all four cities. The retreat of urban enterprises from their social
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and urban responsibilities following economic reforms has left these cities unable to maintain
critical infrastructure. This has had a cascading effect on quality of life, investment attractiveness
and long-term sustainable urbanism.

INTRODUCTION

Problems of sustainability of industrial single-industry towns are typical for many post-Soviet
countries [1]. In Kazakhstan, single-industry towns play an important role in the economic and
social framework for several reasons.

To begin with, these communities make substantial contributions to the nation’s gross domestic
product (GDP), especially in industry, which makes up a large part of the country's economy. By
the end of 2023, the volume of industrial production in single-industry towns amounted to 40% of
the country's industrial production [2].

Secondly, single-industry towns frequently comprise a substantial proportion of the population
engaged in the primary industry.

Thirdly, the creation of towns focused on a single industry aid in promoting balanced regional
growth throughout the country, which assists in diminishing the inequalities among various regions
of Kazakhstan and encourages economic activity in underdeveloped areas.

In essence, the economic challenges faced by single-industry towns are linked to a limited
range of economic activities, the potential for the emergence of an urban development initiative,
along with the increased dependence on the local population and municipal budget on the
operations of a city-forming enterprise [3]. Main factors that cause lowering the rate of economic
growth in monotowns are irrelevance of material and managerial capabilities of local self-
government, lowering of municipal income [4].

The Strategy "Kazakhstan-2050" identifies the necessity for the advancement of single-industry
towns [5]. This subject is given particular consideration in the National Development Plan of the
Republic of Kazakhstan until 2025, which emphasizes the importance of developing alternative
industries to diversify the economy [6]. In a State of the Nation Address dated 1 September 2020,
President of Kazakhstan K. Tokayev highlighted that "it is especially important to give "a second
lease of life" to our single-industry towns™ [7].

The Program for the Development of Single-Industry Towns of the Republic of Kazakhstan [8]
provides a classification of single industry towns for a number of reasons.

First of all, the term "single-industry town" means a type of category in which a considerable
amount of production and industrial workers in the age of active employment is engaged in one or
two or more than two industrial complexes (20% or more) which has similar or same raw material
and finishes products mass orientation (singleness). Such firms integrate all the economic and social
activities present in the city.

Furthermore, The Program classifies single-industry towns by the two criteria — the economic
profile and the present state of the city-forming activity.

The first example identifies cities that have a substantial presence of the extractive industry.
The second criterion divides single-industry towns into three groups: those with operational city-
forming enterprises, those with partially operational city-forming enterprises, and those without
operational city-forming enterprises.

In 2022, 27 monotowns, of which 21 had manufacturing, 5 — mining, 1 — research center [9]
were home to 1.559 million people, or 7.85% of the country’s population [10]. Currently, there are
20 monotowns in Kazakhstan according to the order of the Minister of National Economy [11].
Some have revitalized through economic transformations, such as Saran and Tekeli, while others
lost their status [12].

The Comprehensive Development Plan (CDP) of East Kazakhstan's single-industry towns is
fundamentally based on the Republican Program's classification scheme. However, it would be wise
to recommend developing a more thorough typology of single-industry towns, particularly in
relation to East Kazakhstan. This will make it easier to create and carry out a customized regional
plan for the growth of communities with a particular sector.
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Novelty. The article offers an extensive classification of single-industry towns in Eastern
Kazakhstan, covering historical, economic, and social aspects. This typology not only categorizes
towns based on their industrial profiles but also considers their historical origins, socio-economic
transformations, and current challenges, thereby providing a multifaceted understanding of their
development trajectories.

A comparative analysis of four case studies reveals overarching issues such as infrastructure
deterioration, demographic shifts, and labor market challenges. These findings contribute to a
broader understanding of the systemic problems faced by single-industry towns in Kazakhstan.

The study delineates particular constraints, including the concentration on a restricted number
of towns, and suggests avenues for future research.

METHODOLOGY

The study utilized research methods that were formulated to thoroughly examine the socio-
economic and infrastructure dynamics of towns focused on one industry located in one economic
and geographical region — Eastern Kazakhstan, which was divided into two regions in 2022 as a
result of administrative and territorial reform - Abai oblast and East Kazakhstan oblast.

Four specific case studies were selected for in-depth examination: Ridder, Serebryansk
(included despite the loss of the status of a single-industry city in 2023 due to the closure of the
city-forming enterprise for representativeness and due to the presence of a similar development
program), Altai, and Kurchatov.

The method of statistical data analysis is used as the main research method. In addition, the
following are used:

1. Regional Typology. The adoption of a regional typology framework represents a pivotal
methodological choice for the study. By classifying single-industry towns according to historical,
economic, and social factors, the study presents an organized method for comprehending the
challenges presented in each town.

2. Case Study Method. Choosing four towns as case studies enables a thorough examination
of particular local dynamics and issues. Employing case studies offers valuable, contextual
information crucial for grasping the interaction of local and systemic elements, including labor
market dynamics, infrastructure decline, and demographic changes.

3. Comparative Analysis. A comparative analysis of the selected towns enables the
identification of both shared issues and distinctive patterns.

4. Multidimensional Framework. The research employs a multidimensional framework that
integrates historical, economic, and social factors.

5. Quantitative and Qualitative Data Integration. The study integrates both quantitative data
(e.g., demographic trends, labor market statistics) and qualitative insights (e.g., historical context,
policy impacts). Quantitative data provide measurable indicators of socio-economic conditions,
enabling comparisons and trend analysis. Qualitative insights, on the other hand, add depth to the
understanding of local contexts, uncovering underlying causes and potential solutions.

RESULTS AND DISCUSSION

In terms of historical and cultural specifics, cities with a long and rather rich history can be
distinguished. These consist of Ridder (created in 1786) and Altai (1791), which were established
and focused on pre-Soviet eras, along with towns that developed during the Soviet era concerning
industrial growth or the military-industrial complex, like Serebryansk (1953) and Kurchatov (1947).

The historical roots of single-industry towns are not considered in the Republic Program or the
KPR. Nonetheless, this element holds significant value for community engagement and educational
initiatives with the local residents, along with the creation of communication strategies. In Altai and
Ridder, the historical origins aid in fostering a more cohesive and connected local community.

The different historical trajectories of East Kazakhstan's single-industry cities have a significant
impact on their current development challenges. Cities such as Serebryansk and Kurchatov, which
were shaped primarily during the Soviet era, face the continuing effects of the post-Soviet
transition, including infrastructure deterioration and industrial decline. In Serebryansk, water supply
networks deterioration marks 91%, heat supply networks — 80%, road surface — 75%. However, the
same situation can be seen in other analyzed towns. In Altai, water supply networks deterioration
marks 86%, heat supply networks — 87% [13].

The lack of focus on historical origins in national and regional development programs also
hinders effective social and cultural engagement, undermining efforts to revitalize these cities.

The impact of economic and political reforms is clearly observable in the single-industry
towns of East Kazakhstan, which can be categorized into two groups based on the extent of these
reforms' effects.

The first group includes Ridder and Altai. Besides the general difficulties associated with the
market transition in Kazakhstan and other post-Soviet states, the most significant negative outcome
has been the withdrawal of city-forming enterprises from their role in maintaining both social and
urban infrastructure. In Ridder, one in four able-bodied residents works at a city-forming enterprise
— Kazzinc.

The second group consists of Kurchatov and Serebryansk. In Kurchatov's case, the cessation of
its primary function — operating the nuclear test site — led to complete socio-economic stagnation,
with the city's population decreasing by a factor of seven. However, through the implementation of
swift political measures aimed at converting its military-scientific capacity into a scientific-
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industrial base, Kurchatov has managed to avoid the fate of becoming a "dead city.” In contrast,
Serebryansk is still in a state of prolonged decline and uncertainty. The city is undergoing a
significant shift toward an agrarian economy, with the self-employed now forming the dominant
demographic group. By the end of 2022, the city's population was 7.2 thousand people, and the
workforce was 3.1 thousand people, or 43.1% of the total population [13].

The specialization and diversification of the economy in single-industry towns can be
categorized into two groups based on their development trajectories:

Single-industry towns with relatively successful specialization: The primary focus here is on
strengthening and expanding the existing specialization, with economic diversification playing a
supportive role in ensuring long-term social sustainability. In these towns, the challenges of
diversifying the economy and creating new employment opportunities are particularly critical, as
they are essential for the towns' survival and growth.

Ridder and Kurchatov are proposed to belong to this first group. Despite some fluctuations
during the recent economic downturn, Ridder has demonstrated a positive development trend,
particularly in the growth of its city-forming industries. These enterprises not only maintain
employment levels but are also undergoing modernization and expansion, creating a foundation for
economic diversification. Meanwhile, Kurchatov, following its severe socio-economic disruptions,
is now experiencing an intensive phase of restructuring and the formation of a new socio-economic
identity.

Single-industry towns facing greater challenges in diversification: This group includes Altai
and Serebryansk. Altai faces a major obstacle in the depletion of its mineral resources, which have
traditionally supported the city-forming industries. The future prospects for new resource
exploration remain uncertain, highlighting the urgent need for the development of new industries
capable of absorbing labor and meeting market demands. Among the most promising sectors for
Altai’s economic revitalization are tourism, agricultural product processing, and the food industry.

In the case of Serebryansk, experts suggest that the most viable solution would be to establish
new production facilities oriented towards market needs, particularly those based on the city’s
specialized natural resources. This would help reorient the local economy and create sustainable
employment opportunities.

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The challenges faced by single-industry cities stem from economic factors such as dependence
on city-forming enterprises, lack of diversification and depletion of natural resources. Ridder and
Kurchatov, classified as relatively successful in specialization, have managed to modernize their
industries to some extent. However, Altai is facing declining industrial output due to resource
depletion, while Serebryansk is struggling to transform its economy, with the city's enterprises in a
prolonged state of stagnation. Over-reliance on mono-industrial models exacerbates vulnerability to
market shifts and external economic pressures.

The role of city-forming enterprises in fostering the development of small and medium-
sized businesses (SMES) in single-industry towns of Eastern Kazakhstan warrants further analysis.
It is helpful to differentiate between two distinct groups of towns in this context. The first group
includes cities where city-forming enterprises can significantly contribute to the growth of SMEs,
while the second group consists of cities where the development of SMEs is more likely to thrive
outside the direct influence of these enterprises.

The first group could include Ridder and Altai. In these towns, city-forming enterprises have
considerable potential to establish subsidiary small and medium-sized businesses aligned with their
production needs. Additionally, they can encourage the growth of independent SMEs by prioritizing
local orders within their single-industry sectors, thereby stimulating broader economic activity.

On the other hand, Kurchatov and Serebryansk represent towns in the second group. While
Kurchatov has seen successful developments in the National Nuclear Center, the highly specialized
nature of the center limits its capacity to foster a broader SME ecosystem. The city’s technological
focus and sectoral specificity restrict the potential for SMEs to develop in areas unrelated to its core
activities. Similarly, in Serebryansk, where there are 296 SMEs, most of which are engaged in the
field of food, catering and transportation [13], the existing industrial currently lacks the ability to
generate or support new production, economic, or service-oriented enterprises outside of its
specialized framework, further limiting the scope for SME development.

The nature of employment, demographic trends, and migration patterns in single-industry
towns reveal distinct challenges and dynamics, as seen in both local and international contexts.
Flexible employment forms, such as freelancing, temporary labor, and shift work, have proven
crucial in supporting effective labor markets in such towns [14]. Based on this framework, each of
the single-industry towns in East Kazakhstan can be seen as a unique case.

In Ridder, despite ongoing population decline, city-forming enterprises are facing a significant
labor shortage. To address this, businesses are resorting to the temporary importation of labor from
nearby villages on an as-needed basis. In Altai, the population outflow is coupled with a decreased
demand for labor, reflecting a broader economic contraction. The mobility of the workforce in both
Ridder and Altai is notably constrained by the poor working conditions and low wages offered by
the city-forming enterprises.

Serebryansk, in turn, has experienced a long-term population decline primarily due to the
prolonged lack of employment opportunities. In contrast, Kurchatov stands out as the only city in
the region that has seen population growth in recent years. This growth is largely attributed to the
influx of specialists drawn to the city’s advanced scientific and technological infrastructure.
However, the majority of the population increase is driven by migration, indicating that external
factors play a significant role in Kurchatov’s demographic shift.

It is worth mentioning that the authorities, realizing the importance of single-industry towns
and at the same time taking into account the problems of these towns, approve programs for their
socio-economic development. In 2023, Comprehensive plans for the socio-economic development
of the towns of Ridder, Altai, and Serebryansk were approved. These plans are aimed at developing
SMEs, modernizing infrastructure, and improving living standards. Such individual approach
allows to consider all the specifics of one or another town.

Generally, the cities of Ridder, Serebryansk and Kurchatov can be considered to exhibit
characteristics of relative urban instability, given that they have experienced a population decline of
over 5%. In contrast, the city of Altai can be viewed as a relatively stable single-industry town,
given that the outflow of population is less than 5% [15].

The labor market in these cities reflects the complex interplay of economic challenges and
demographic trends. Ridder and Altai face labor shortages despite population decline, mainly due to
poor working conditions and inadequate wages. Conversely, Serebryansk suffers from persistent
unemployment and demographic stagnation. Migration patterns and declining birth rates further
strain the socio-economic fabric of these cities and limit their development potential.

One of the approaches to the development of single—industry towns is the introduction of national
and regional government programs to develop the territory's infrastructure, retrain the population, and
improve the environment and urban environment [16]. In this regard, based on the example of the
selected cities, the government traces the transition from the establishment of common programs for
the development of single-industry towns to an individual approach to each one.

CONCLUSION

It can be stated that the current state of urbanization in Kazakhstan is a complex and multi-
layered process, which is determined by a multitude of factors. The economic, political and social
aspects of urbanization interact with one another, forming a distinctive picture of the development
of cities and urban agglomerations.

Economic factors assume a pivotal role in the process of urbanization. A notable feature of
Kazakhstan's urbanization process is the high proportion of investments allocated to infrastructure
projects, including the construction of roads, bridges and housing complexes. Furthermore, the
expansion of the oil, gas and mining industries attracts considerable investment and generates
employment opportunities, which also contribute to urbanization.

The policy of decentralization and regional development contributes to the uniform
development of cities and the reduction of disparities between the capital and the periphery.
Furthermore, government programs designed to support the growth of small and medium-sized
businesses also contribute to the creation of new employment opportunities and the advancement of
the urban economy.

The growth of the urban population gives rise to changes in the social structure, which in turn
necessitates the development of education, healthcare and housing construction. The education and
healthcare systems in Kazakhstan are undergoing significant expansion, which is attracting young
people and specialists to cities. Social mobility and migration also exert an influence on the
processes of urbanization. Internal migration from rural areas to cities is driven by the search for
superior economic opportunities, access to quality services and improved living conditions.

In response to the socio-economic challenges and opportunities encountered by single-industry
towns in Eastern Kazakhstan, the following recommendations are proposed;

1. To lessen reliance on city-forming enterprises, it is essential to invest in the development of
new industries, including tourism, agriculture, renewable energy, and various service sectors;
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2. In order to facilitate access to financing, training, and networking opportunities, provide
support to small and medium-sized enterprises (SMESs). This support should be directed particularly
towards SMEs that are not already influenced by city-forming enterprises;

3. To enhance the quality of life, repair and modernize water, heating and sewage systems;

4. In order to address the issue of labor shortages, introduce incentive programs designed to
attract and retain skilled workers. Such programs could include the provision of housing subsidies
and competitive wages;

5. Develop targeted regional programs. These programs should take the form of bespoke
strategies for single-industry towns, reflecting the unique challenges and development potential of
each such area;

6. To enhance the quality of life for residents of single-industry towns, develop recreational,
cultural, and educational facilities.

This study highlights the importance of tailored, evidence-based approaches to address the
challenges faced by single-industry towns. The findings provide a foundation for policymakers,
urban planners, and investors to develop more sustainable and resilient urban economies. The
practical significance lies in its potential to inform the formulation of integrated policies that
balance economic, social, and environmental goals.

It is recommended that future researches be expanded to include the following:

» comparative analysis of single-industry towns in other regions of Kazakhstan and beyond,
with a view to identifying transferable strategies and practices;

* longitudinal studies on the impact of economic diversification efforts and infrastructure
modernization initiatives.

Further researches addressing these areas will facilitate a more profound comprehension of the
dynamics influencing the evolution of single-industry towns, thereby contributing to their
successful transition into dynamic, multifunctional urban centers.

The conclusion emphasizes the importance of balancing technology
integration with the cultivation of traditional social and critical thinking skills to ensure sustainable
personal and societal growth.

POLICIES OF POST-SOVIET COUNTRIES IN THE FIELD OF COMBATING
ADDICTION: A COMPARATIVE LEGAL STUDY

Abstract

The state policy of each of the post-Soviet countries, initially possessing a single ideological
platform, has acquired individual characteristics and features as social relations under the conditions
of a new formation are being established and developed. This individuality is a reflection of the
specifics of national history, culture and traditions, economy and socio-demographic structure of the
state. This circumstance is peculiarly reflected in the content of state policy in the field of
counteraction to ludomania. The concept of ‘addiction’ is relatively new for the post-Soviet
countries. The inclusion of this concept in the legal turnover is associated with a set of urgent
problems that have arisen in connection with the formation of a new market economy, including
such a sphere as gambling business.

Purpose of the study: to assess the legal policy in the field of counteracting ludomania with the
subsequent determination of the most effective legal model used to resolve emerging socio-legal
problems, as well as the development of the most rational policy of counteracting ludomania in
Kazakhstan.

Material for the study: normative legal acts in the field of gambling business and counteraction
to addiction, applied in the post-Soviet countries. The main research method is comparative analysis
and evaluation.

The results related to the latest political and legal preferences in the countries of the post-Soviet
space in the field of counteraction to tinkering.

The conclusion contains the author's vision of solving the problems relevant to the political-
legal model of Kazakhstan.

French sociologist Pierre Bourdieu emphasized that fashion is closely tied to social capital and
distinction, as people use clothing and other fashionable elements to signify their social position and
align themselves with particular groups. Similarly, Georg Simmel discussed fashion as a dual
process of imitation and differentiation. According to his theory, individuals adopt fashion trends to
integrate into specific social circles, yet these trends are constantly changing to maintain exclusivity
among elite groups. Once a style becomes widespread, it loses its symbolic power, prompting the
emergence of new trends.

The impact of fashion on socialization is particularly evident in the student environment, where
young individuals actively engage in identity formation. The student phase of life is characterized
by a search for self-expression, and fashion serves as a primary medium for experimentation and
self-representation. It shapes social interactions by influencing group dynamics, peer relationships,
and even perceptions of self-worth. Through fashion choices, students navigate social hierarchies,
build social networks, and align with subcultures that share similar values and aspirations.

Furthermore, fashion is deeply embedded in consumer culture, where mass media, influencers,
and marketing strategies play a crucial role in shaping preferences and behaviors. The widespread
accessibility of fashion through digital platforms amplifies its influence, accelerating trend cycles
and intensifying the desire for social belonging through material consumption. As a result, students’
fashion choices often reflect broader societal trends, reinforcing consumer behaviors that contribute
to the overall process of socialization in the modern world. This topic is significant as fashion
serves as a powerful mechanism for identity construction, social stratification, and cultural
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integration among students in a consumer society, shaping their self-perception, social affiliations,
and value systems. The findings of this study can provide valuable insights for educators,
sociologists, and policymakers in analyzing the socio-cultural implications of fashion-driven
socialization, thereby informing strategies to foster critical engagement with consumer culture and
its influence on youth identity formation.

INTRODUCTION

In society, depending on the interests of people, a demand is formed for the use of certain
products, goods, and the needs for the consumption of goods and services increase. Therefore, in
sociological science, this process is interpreted as a "consumer society".

Consumer activity is an essential aspect of societal functioning and our everyday lives. While
the concept of consumption has been subject to scholarly inquiry since the mid-18th century, it was
initially examined solely within the confines of economic science, primarily viewed as a means to
achieve producer goals. However, in the 19th century, the foundations of a sociological approach
emerged, focusing on an individual analysis of consumption and delving into the attitudes people
hold toward consumption, driven by their conscious interests [1, p.149].

Conventionally, "consumption™ refers to the physical utilization of material goods, wherein
individuals engage with the beneficial properties of goods or processes to satisfy their needs. In
essence, consumption entails both the utilization of a particular good's beneficial properties and the
subsequent depletion of its value. It is the nexus where individual human needs intersect with the
tangible world, facilitating satisfaction while simultaneously altering the value of the consumed
good [2, p.35].

The intricate web of relations established to fulfill both material and other needs within the
realm of consumption operates within a public structure. The general consumer society stands as the
sole legal framework within which both commercial and non-commercial economic activities can
transpire. Membership in this society is open to individuals who have reached the age of 18, as well
as to legal entities of any organizational and legal form. Consumption serves as the primary
motivating force across all social groups within modern society. Consequently, consumer behavior
not only constitutes a form of social behavior but also stands as one of the pivotal focal points in
disciplines such as sociology, psychology, and economics.

Before delving into the influence of fashion on the socialization process of student youth within
a consumer society, it is prudent to elucidate the essence of the socialization process among this
demographic. Students represent a distinctive social group within the broader youth stratum, and
researchers across various scientific fields have long grappled with the intricacies of youth-related
issues. Among the earliest publications delving into the methodological intricacies of the youth
category, the works of researcher Neuborne [3, p.32] stand out. This author articulated a profound
understanding of youth, defining it as a socio-demographic group distinguished by age, alongside a
complex array of social and socio-psychological attributes. Moreover, Paul [4] insightful
commentary underscores the multifaceted nature of youth, emphasizing that while biologically
diverse at a certain life stage, their specific age range, social status, and socio-psychological
characteristics are inherently socio-historical. These facets are intricately intertwined with the social
system of culture and the laws of socialization inherent in society. In this context, the paramount
objective of young individuals during their student years is the systematic and thorough acquisition
of theoretical knowledge pertinent to self-awareness and their chosen fields of study. It is upon this
foundation that they cultivate the practical skills requisite for their future endeavors. Student youth,
by and large, share a common lifestyle characterized by their collective pursuit of education,
employment, and leisure activities. This stage serves as a pivotal juncture wherein models of
personal and social behavior are molded, alongside the development of value orientations.
Consequently, they traverse the significant process of socialization, shaping their identities and
roles within society.
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Hence, socialization emerges as a vast and multifaceted process of paramount significance in
an individual's societal existence. The concept itself made its inaugural foray into scholarly
discourse toward the late 19th century, spearheaded by American sociologist F.Giddings and French
sociologist and psychologist G.Tard. They posited that socialization epitomizes the developmental
journey of humanity's social essence, intricately intertwined with the shaping of one's personality
under the pervasive influence of the social milieu [5, p.1198].

Scholars provide thorough insights into the concept of socialization. For instance, in a concise
Sociology Dictionary, socialization, derived from Latin meaning "public," is defined as the process
through which personalities are shaped by studying and internalizing the behaviors, norms, and
values characteristic of a specific society, social community, or group, along with their associated
patterns of conduct [6, p.363].

Based on the process of socialization, individuals undergo the formation of their personality,
assimilating societal requirements and rules while achieving social maturity and integrating patterns
of consciousness and behavior. Socialization, particularly crucial during youth, is a bidirectional
process. It involves both the absorption of social experiences by individuals as they interact within
their social environments and their active engagement in shaping these environments. Youth
socialization specifically entails the assimilation of social norms, cultural values, and behavioral
patterns, with the student phase serving as a significant period in this process, imprinting lasting
impressions on their lives.

Examining student youth within social frameworks reveals several distinct characteristics. They
possess their own aspirations and interests, serving as a wellspring of spiritual and economic
potential for their communities. Despite their limited life experience, their interests often herald
shifts in societal orientations. Moreover, during their student years, they engage in studying
behavioral and fashion trends and consumer practices, demonstrating a capacity to navigate and
make choices regarding values and goals [7, p.191].

Consumption stands as a key indicator of societal development, shaping individuals'
personalities, statuses, lifestyles, and broader social landscapes. As such, the intersection of youth
and consumption warrants attention, given the primacy of consumption in young minds and its
potential to influence their consumer experiences. Sociologists increasingly delve into the
intricacies of youth consumerism as a result.

Fashion emerges as a multifaceted socio-cultural phenomenon, wielding considerable influence
not only in shaping external attributes but also in the socialization of student youth. Originating
from the French "mode" and Latin "modus," fashion encapsulates habits, values, and preferences
adopted within specific environments and timeframes. Its dynamic nature, subject to rapid changes
in the external milieu, underscores its profound impact on societal preferences and behaviors [8].

According to the Michaela [9], fashion encompasses a broad spectrum of cultural phenomena,
embodying both material and spiritual values that humanity has accumulated throughout its
development. In a narrower sense, fashion denotes the rapid evolution of clothing, hats, and
accessories styles, marked by significant changes within relatively short timeframes. On the other
hand, Martin [10, p.41] defines fashion as periodic shifts in cultural patterns and behavioral forms
across various domains of human activity. Fashion predominantly pertains to personal appearance,
encompassing attire, hairstyles, and extends to aspects of daily life such as housing, furniture, and
even technological gadgets like household appliances and cars. It exerts a profound influence on the
formation of perspectives in fields like science, art, literature, and music, and extends its impact to
individuals across diverse realms including politicians and creative personalities. Moreover, fashion
serves as a vital means of communication, facilitating social interaction and reflecting cultural
practices. Its significance in the education of young people is notable, as it serves as a vehicle for
introducing cultural norms and values. The perception of fashion varies among different social
groups and time periods, capable of being both widespread and exclusive, while also shaping
notions of taste and style, whether positively or negatively.
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Understanding fashion's impact on student socialization is vital. Fashion mirrors cultural
values, guiding identity formation. Youth, especially students, navigate identity through fashion,
influenced by broader societal trends. Analyzing fashion's role informs strategies for promoting
responsible consumption and inclusive education. In essence, studying fashion's influence on
student socialization offers insights into cultural trends, identity formation, consumer behavior, and
educational dynamics, crucial for understanding contemporary Kazakh society.

LITERATURE REVIEW

The issue of fashion’s influence on the processes of youth socialization has received broad
coverage in interdisciplinary research—from sociology and psychology to marketing and cultural
studies. Contemporary scholars emphasize that fashion not only reflects current social and cultural
values but also actively shapes behavior models, group belonging norms, and either fosters or
hinders the development of individual identity.

For example, Lana et al., in the article “Status and Fashion Effects on Consumer Conformity”,
found that fashion is a significant factor in shaping consumer conformity, influencing behavioral
choices through mechanisms of group imitation [11, p. 301]. Their study showed that fashion
trends, rather than social status, more strongly determine "consumption waves" in youth
environments, creating an effect of social pressure and imitation at the level of everyday decisions.

In the study by Lachance “Adolescents’ brand sensitivity in apparel: influence of three
socialization agents” [12, p. 50], the emphasis is placed on the influence of socialization agents: the
primary sources of adolescent consumer behavior are peers, parents (especially fathers for girls),
and to a lesser extent television. This confirms the importance of the social context and empathic
communication in shaping sensitivity to brands and fashion standards.

The article “Proceedings of the 45th International Scientific Conference on Economic and
Social Development — X1X International Social Congress” [13] examines fashion as a sociocultural
mechanism of youth socialization, fulfilling several functions: adaptive, communicative,
integrative, and identificational. The authors emphasize that fashion has an ambivalent influence: on
the one hand, it allows young people to find their “self” within the social structure; on the other, it
imposes standards that contribute to the erasure of uniqueness and critical thinking.

The work of O. Essiz and C. Mandrik [14] focuses on the intergenerational transmission of
consumer attitudes and sustainable behavioral models. The study found that values of sustainable
consumption are often passed from daughters to mothers, especially in families with open
communication and trust, whereas peer influence can weaken the transmission of norms within the
family. This highlights the importance of the socialization environment in determining consumption
patterns and attitudes toward fashion practices.

Current research increasingly turns to analyzing fashion’s role as a group and cultural code
regulating youth behavior. Scholars note that fashion becomes a universal language of
identification, but at the same time can lead to conformity, imitation, and external dependence on
the evaluation of significant others. Nevertheless, despite the wide international coverage of this
topic, the literature lacks sufficient empirical studies devoted to the specific features of fashion
behavior among youth in Central Asian countries, particularly Kazakhstan.

In addition to the directions discussed above, modern academic literature emphasizes the
influence of the digital environment and influencers on youth fashion behavior.

In particular, the article “The Role of Fashion Influencers in Shaping Consumers’ Buying
Decisions and Trends” [15, p. 1013] highlights that fashion has ceased to be purely a domain of
commercial advertising and has become a social phenomenon, in which fashion influencers play a
key role. The study showed that young consumers (under 25) are most susceptible to their
influence: they not only actively follow fashion bloggers but also see them as a source of inspiration
when choosing clothes. At the same time, the influence of influencers is expressed less in direct
purchase stimulation and more in shaping taste, style, and identity.
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An important source is also the empirical study "Preference of Fashion Style Among University
Students" [16], which records that students’ style preferences depend on a combination of cultural
norms, gender, social belonging, and media influence. The authors identified typical style
preferences among students and showed that youth adapt fashion images by combining them with
personal self-identification. It is particularly emphasized that style serves as a tool for social
positioning and group identity formation.

Unlike the above-mentioned works, our study aims at a comprehensive understanding of
fashion as a social phenomenon that shapes value orientations and behavioral attitudes of student
youth in Kazakhstan.

For the first time, an analysis based on empirical data from Kazakhstan has been conducted to
show how fashion simultaneously performs the functions of self-expression and social conformity,
and how these mechanisms are manifested in everyday clothing choices, style, and self-
identification of youth. In our study, special attention is paid to the socializing and normative role of
fashion. We consider fashion not merely as a channel of trend information but as a tool for
integration into the sociocultural environment, a means of adaptation and inclusion.

Our research takes into account the specifics of the post-Soviet, multicultural, and transitional
Kazakhstani context, where fashion becomes a field of tension between global trends and local
norms.

Based on the findings, we propose recommendations applicable in educational and youth policy
aimed at fostering critical thinking toward fashion models, increasing awareness in consumption,
and supporting positive youth socialization.

METHODOLOGY

The methodological framework of this study is grounded in a sociocultural analysis aimed at
examining the relationship between fashion and the socialization processes of student youth within
a consumer society. The research is based on a mixed-method approach, combining both
quantitative and qualitative methods, which enables a more comprehensive exploration of
behavioral patterns and value orientations among young people.

This study investigates the relationship between fashion and consumer behavior among student
youth, focusing on how fashion influences socialization and decision-making processes. The
primary objective is to explore how students perceive fashion as a social phenomenon and how
demographic factors, such as gender and age, shape their attitudes and engagement with fashion
trends. The study is based on the hypothesis that fashion serves both as a means of self-expression
and as a tool for social conformity among student youth. To achieve this goal, a mixed-
methodological approach was employed, allowing for the integration of quantitative data with in-
depth qualitative analysis. This is particularly relevant in the context of interdisciplinary research on
fashion, situated at the intersection of sociology, psychology, and cultural studies.

To examine these aspects, a mixed-methods research design was employed, integrating both
qualitative and quantitative approaches. A structured questionnaire survey was chosen as the
primary data collection method because it allows for gathering a broad range of perspectives
efficiently while ensuring anonymity, which encourages honest responses. Surveys are particularly
effective in capturing trends and general attitudes in a short period, making them a suitable tool for
studying consumer behavior and social influences in fashion.

The study was conducted from January to October 2023 in Almaty, targeting students from the
Abai Kazakh National Pedagogical University. The sample size consisted of 124 participants,
evenly divided between male and female respondents. Convenience sampling was used to select
participants, ensuring accessibility while maintaining diversity across different age groups (17 to 22
years old). The study focused on young individuals aged 17-22, as this age group represents a
critical phase of self-discovery and social adaptation. Students from Abai Kazakh National
Pedagogical University were chosen for this study because the university specializes in pedagogy
and social sciences, meaning its students are more likely to have an academic interest in social
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trends, consumer behavior, and cultural influences on fashion. Additionally, being located in
Almaty, a major cultural and economic hub of Kazakhstan, these students are exposed to both
global and local fashion influences. This combination makes them ideal respondents for examining
the intersection of fashion and sociology. The questionnaire consisted of 15 questions, with five
closed-ended demographic questions aimed at collecting information on gender, age, and
educational background. The remaining ten questions were open-ended, designed to explore
students' attitudes, motivations, and experiences regarding fashion. The survey method was chosen
due to its time-efficiency and its ability to reach more people, which is important for research
outcomes.

The methodological framework included comparative-structural, comparative-historical, and
systematic-structural approaches to analyze fashion's role in socialization. Comparative analysis
was used to examine global practices of fashion-related socialization and assess their relevance in
the Kazakhstani context. The systematic-structural approach helped to explore the interplay
between fashion, consumerism, and youth identity formation. Additionally, expert and logical
analyses were conducted to evaluate domestic and international literature on socialization,
providing a theoretical foundation for the study.

Despite the advantages of using surveys, such as efficiency, scalability, and anonymity, this
method also presents certain limitations. Surveys rely on self-reported data, which can be subject to
biases such as social desirability or misinterpretation of questions.

Additionally, expert and logical analyses were conducted to evaluate domestic and international
literature on socialization. This involved a comprehensive review of academic journals, books, and
reports related to fashion sociology, consumer studies, and youth culture. Experts in sociology and
consumer behavior were consulted to assess the relevance and applicability of various theoretical
models. The findings from these analyses provided a solid theoretical foundation for understanding
the role of fashion in the socialization of student youth. The study's methodological rigor ensures
that the results can contribute meaningfully to discussions on responsible consumption and youth
social integration.

The use of a questionnaire was determined by its high efficiency in collecting data from a
significant number of respondents within a limited time frame. The anonymity of the survey
encouraged participants to provide candid responses. The combination of closed- and open-ended
questions enabled the collection of both statistically generalizable data and deeper insights into
behavioral motivations.

The choice of a mixed-method approach allowed not only for the quantitative identification of
trends but also for the exploration of the symbolic and value-laden dimensions of fashion as a tool
of socialization, which is particularly important in the study of youth environments.

The limitation of the sample to a single university and a specific age group does not allow for
full generalization of the results to the broader student population of Kazakhstan. Additionally,
potential biases may arise from the subjective interpretation of survey questions by respondents.

RESULTS

The study aimed to examine the interplay between fashion and consumer behavior among
student youth, focusing on their perceptions, motivations, and decision-making processes related to
fashion consumption. The results provide valuable insights into how young individuals navigate
fashion trends as both a form of self-expression and a means of social conformity.

Sociologist Fishman [17, p.67], delving into the study of consumer behavior among young
individuals in relation to corporate marketing objectives, underscores the challenge of working with
student demographics due to their notably fickle tastes. Author notes a diminishing predictability in
the preferences of young people annually, complicating market analysis. He highlights age, living
circumstances, and limited financial resources as pivotal factors influencing their consumption
decisions.
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Similarly, Ippolitov [18] classifies determinants of product selection into cultural, social,
personal, and psychological categories. Cultural aspects, including education levels, subcultures,
and prevailing trends, alongside social factors such as peer influence, family dynamics, and
socioeconomic status, shape young consumers' choices. Additionally, personal traits, including age,
gender, and lifestyle, as well as psychological elements such as susceptibility to persuasion and
emotional tendencies, play crucial roles in defining their consumption behavior.

Within this framework, internal (personal and psychological) and external (advertising, societal
trends, economic conditions, and media) factors contribute to shaping youth consumption behavior.
Notably, contemporary youth exhibit a strong inclination toward luxury consumption, with fashion
trends occupying a significant place in their lives. Student demographics, given their access to
information and engagement with digital platforms, actively explore and assimilate details about
trending fashion items, further reinforcing the role of fashion in their consumer identity.

The study’s findings, based on a structured questionnaire survey, reveal key differences in
attitudes toward fashion among student youth. The sample consisted of an equal number of male
and female students, with 50 individuals in each group.

Analysis of the questionnaire responses highlights the subjective understanding of fashion
among students. A significant portion of respondents (21.4%) perceive fashion as a means of self-
expression, allowing them to convey individuality and creativity through clothing choices.
Meanwhile, 19.2% view fashion as a form of interpersonal communication, emphasizing its role in
social interactions and identity formation. These findings underscore the contemporary perception
of fashion as a dynamic and multifaceted concept that transcends mere aesthetics, reflecting
individual personality traits and social affiliations (Figure 1).

A survey exploring students' attitudes toward fashion revealed notable differences between
younger and older respondents. Among students aged 17 to 19, 44.7% expressed a strong
preference for dressing stylishly and keeping up with the latest fashion trends, viewing it as an
essential aspect of their personal identity. In contrast, the majority (55.3%) of students aged 20 to
22 reported following fashion trends primarily to conform to societal norms rather than as a means
of self-expression. These findings suggest a shift in motivation as students transition into young
adulthood, moving from an emphasis on individuality toward greater alignment with social
expectations.

The survey results further explored how students define fashion and the role it plays in shaping
their identity. When asked what they associate with fashion, 38% of respondents identified it as
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wearing famous brand clothing, emphasizing the importance of labels and designer names. Another
17% viewed fashion as simply following the latest trends, indicating that for them, being
fashionable means keeping up with current styles. Additionally, 25% of students associated fashion
with accessories, such as jewelry, bags, and shoes, considering these elements essential to a stylish
appearance. Lastly, 20% believed fashion is about choosing the right color combinations,
highlighting the role of aesthetics and harmony in dressing well (Figure 2).

In addition to defining fashion, students also shared their perspectives on how fashion contributes
to self-identification. The results indicate that 34% of respondents believe that dressing for themselves
helps shape their individuality, allowing them to express their unique personality. Meanwhile, 31%
think that fashion helps them gain authority and respect from others, suggesting that clothing choices
influence social standing. Another 19% associate fashion with wealth, believing that one's style
reflects financial status. Finally, the remaining 16% stated that fashion is purely personal and does not
necessarily communicate anything significant about a person (Figure 3).

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These results highlight the dual function of fashion in the lives of student youth—it serves both
as a mechanism of individual self-expression and as a means of adapting to collective social norms.
The data confirm that fashion influences not only students’ outward appearance but also their social
positioning, emotional well-being, and strategies of self-identification within peer groups and
society at large. The observed variations in fashion-related attitudes by age and gender further
emphasize the role of fashion as a dynamic and socially embedded phenomenon that reflects
broader processes of cultural adaptation, identity construction, and value orientation among youth.

These findings reinforce the relevance of considering fashion as a serious subject of
sociological inquiry in the context of youth studies, particularly in transitional societies like
Kazakhstan, where global consumer trends intersect with traditional cultural frameworks. Thus,
fashion is not merely a superficial expression of style, but a complex social language through which
students articulate belonging, negotiate differences, and participate in the formation of modern
youth identity.

DISCUSSION

These findings suggest that fashion serves both an external and internal function,
simultaneously shaping self-perception and influencing how individuals are viewed by others.
While some see fashion as a tool for self-expression, others perceive it as a means of fitting into
social hierarchies or displaying economic status. According to Simmel [19, p.608], fashion serves
as both an instrument of social differentiation and a means of group integration, allowing
individuals to express their uniqueness while simultaneously conforming to collective trends.

The younger demographic, aged 17 to 19, appears to be primarily driven by a desire for
personal style expression, viewing fashion as a tool for showcasing their individuality, creativity,
and unique preferences. This age group sees clothing choices as an extension of their personality, a
means of standing out, and an opportunity to experiment with diverse styles and trends that resonate
with their identity.

Conversely, the older group, aged 20 to 22, demonstrates a different approach, with a stronger
emphasis on conformity and social integration. Rather than prioritizing self-expression, they are
more inclined to align their fashion choices with prevailing societal norms and expectations. This
shift suggests that as individuals transition into young adulthood, they become increasingly
conscious of their social environment, professional aspirations, and the desire to fit into broader
societal structures. The emphasis on blending in rather than standing out may stem from the
growing awareness of social roles, workplace expectations, and peer influences that encourage a
more conventional approach to fashion.

Our results confirm and expand upon prior research. For instance, the study by Lana et al.
(2022) emphasized that fashion significantly shapes consumer conformity among young people,
often overpowering the role of social status in determining consumption behavior [11, p.301].
Similarly, in our study, students aged 20-22 predominantly associated fashion with social approval
and societal expectations, rather than with individuality—thus reinforcing the thesis that fashion
increasingly functions as a tool for external validation in later student years.

When analyzing the responses of student youth aged 17 to 19 based on gender, a clear
distinction emerged in their attitudes toward fashion. The data revealed that 51.4% of girls
identified themselves as fashion-conscious, actively engaging with current trends and considering
fashion an important aspect of their identity. In contrast, only 32% of boys exhibited a similar
inclination, highlighting a significant gender disparity in fashion awareness and enthusiasm.

Conversely, younger students (17-19) more frequently viewed fashion as a vehicle for self-
expression. This observation echoes the findings of Bakar et al., who identified that early-stage
university students display greater experimental engagement with fashion, using it as a form of
personal exploration and social positioning [16].

However, our findings diverge in some aspects from prior studies that suggest a declining
influence of traditional socialization agents (e.g., parents) in the digital age. While Lachance et al.
(2003) identified peers and media as dominant sources of influence [12, p.55], our respondents still
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indicated a strong reliance on parental input—especially mothers—in making fashion-related
consumer choices. This contrast may reflect the cultural specificity of the Kazakhstani context,
where familial bonds and intergenerational influence remain stronger compared to more
individualistic societies.

Furthermore, unlike some Western-based studies that emphasize the liberating and creative
potential of fashion, our results revealed a notable degree of internalized social pressure, with many
students admitting to adjusting their fashion choices to meet external expectations. This is
consistent with the ambivalent view of fashion presented by Zanina et al. (2019), who argue that
while fashion supports identity construction, it simultaneously imposes conformist standards that
limit critical thinking and authenticity [13].

This suggests that young women are generally more invested in fashion-related activities, such
as following trends, shopping for stylish clothing, and staying updated on the latest styles. For many
girls, fashion serves as a form of self-expression, allowing them to showcase their individuality and
social identity. Meanwhile, young men demonstrate comparatively lower engagement, with only
one in three boys identifying as fashion-conscious. This may be attributed to differing societal
expectations, cultural influences, or personal priorities when it comes to appearance and style.

Barbi [20] also assumes that the influence of fashion is more pronounced among female
students. Embracing the identity of "being fashionable” entails a certain level of consumer
engagement, such as staying updated on fashion trends through activities like purchasing fashion
magazines, following specific TV shows or websites, attending design events, and consuming
related products.

Fashion trends for young people are heavily influenced and shaped by broader social
movements. Today's student youth exhibit a generally positive outlook toward fashion, with their
choices often guided by input from friends or family members. Upon analysis, it was noted that
fewer than half of the surveyed student youth consult their loved ones when making consumer
decisions. This suggests that while students largely rely on their own preferences and opinions, they
also value the advice and recommendations of those close to them.

Notably, a significant portion (24%) of modern student youth seek guidance from friends when
purchasing trendy items, driven by a desire for validation from peers who share similar values.
Additionally, a substantial majority (66.5%) turn to their parents for advice. In this context, parents
not only provide financial support for fashion purchases but also serve as sources of wisdom and
impart consumer values based on their own experiences. In his study on consumer behavior, Singh
[21] emphasizes that trends in youth fashion are not only driven by individual preferences but also
by peer influence and the desire for social recognition.

The study revealed that when the opinions of young individuals regarding a particular purchase
differ from those of their older family members, they often opt to delay the purchase or seek
alternative products. Many student youth exhibit a tendency to rely on the guidance of others rather
than making decisions independently. Overall, it can be inferred that student youth frequently
experience uncertainty when making consumer choices and therefore seek advice from loved ones
to validate their decisions. This stems from a desire to ensure the usefulness of their purchases,
given the material and time investments involved.

Moreover, the study examined how often both boys and girls seek advice from friends or
family members during the consumption process. Notably, 21% of the girls surveyed indicated that
they almost never make a purchase without consulting their loved ones [22].

Therefore, fashion serves as a primary means for student youth to highlight their social
belonging while simultaneously asserting their individuality within a collective setting. By aligning
with current trends, they express their membership in a particular social group while also asserting
their unique identity. In essence, fashion becomes a dual mechanism through which young
individuals navigate their sense of belonging and differentiation within society .

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CONCLUSION

behaviors, and socialization processes of student youth. It is not merely a reflection of trends but a
powerful tool for self-expression, communication, and social integration. This study highlights that
young people engage with fashion in ways that extend beyond aesthetics, using it to navigate their
individuality and social belonging.

The findings suggest that while fashion serves as a means of personal expression, it is also
influenced by broader societal norms. As students mature, their motivations for following fashion
trends shift from a focus on individuality to a desire for conformity and social acceptance. Gender
differences further emphasize how fashion is perceived differently among student youth, with
female students displaying a stronger association with fashion as a key element of their identity.

Moreover, fashion functions as a bridge between cultural heritage and contemporary
influences, shaping students' consumer habits and perceptions of status, self-worth, and belonging.
Despite the variety of perspectives, one common thread remains—fashion is deeply intertwined with
the social experiences of young people, influencing their confidence, aspirations, and interactions.
However, to mitigate the negative consequences of excessive consumerism and peer pressure, it is
essential to promote responsible fashion choices among student youth.

Educational programs focusing on financial literacy can equip students with the knowledge
needed to make informed purchasing decisions, reducing impulsive consumption and fostering a
more mindful approach to fashion. Raising awareness about sustainable fashion and ethical
consumption can further encourage students to adopt eco-friendly habits, thus minimizing the
environmental impact of fast fashion. Universities and social institutions should also create
environments that celebrate diverse fashion expressions, fostering individuality over conformity and
helping students develop confidence in their unique styles. Additionally, integrating fashion
discussions into cultural education can enhance students' understanding of its historical and societal
significance, allowing them to engage with it in a more meaningful way. Finally, offering
psychological support for students struggling with self-esteem and social pressures related to
fashion can contribute to a healthier relationship with clothing and identity.

In conclusion, fashion is not merely an industry-driven phenomenon but a dynamic force that
reflects and shapes societal values. Its influence on student youth extends beyond clothing choices,
impacting their social roles, self-perception, and integration into the broader community. As fashion
continues to evolve, its role in youth socialization will remain a key subject of study in
understanding generational shifts and cultural transformation. By encouraging responsible
consumption and fostering an awareness of fashion’s broader implications, students can develop a
balanced approach to self-expression and societal integration.

This study has revealed the complex and ambivalent role that fashion plays in the socialization
of student youth within a consumer society. It has demonstrated that fashion serves not only as a
channel for individual self-expression but also as a mechanism of social conformity, shaping
students’ identities, behaviors, and value orientations.

The empirical findings confirm that students perceive fashion both as a tool for self-
identification and as a form of social communication. Younger respondents (aged 17-19) tend to
emphasize personal creativity and individuality, whereas older students (20-22) increasingly align
their fashion choices with societal expectations, suggesting a shift from self-expression toward
conformity as students mature. These generational and gendered differences underscore the social
sensitivity of fashion practices and their embeddedness in broader cultural narratives.

Moreover, the study identifies the continuing importance of traditional socialization agents -
particularly parents - in shaping students’ consumer behavior, despite the increasing role of digital
influencers. This emphasizes the significance of the local socio-cultural context and suggests that
Western models of youth consumption cannot be universally applied without adjustments.

The research also highlights the psychological and social risks associated with fashion
conformity, such as peer pressure, identity insecurity, and dependence on external validation.
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Therefore, fashion should be addressed in youth policy and education not only as an aesthetic or
commercial domain, but as a powerful socio-cultural force influencing young people’s
development.

In light of these findings, it is essential to integrate fashion-related discussions into educational
curricula, promote responsible and critical consumption, and create environments that support
diverse and authentic expressions of identity. By doing so, institutions can empower students to
navigate the social world with greater confidence, awareness, and autonomy.
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IDEOLOGY AND EVOLUTION OF KAZAKHSTAN'S RELIGIOUS POLICY:

The article examines the normative
legal acts regulating the activities of religious organizations and their impact on the cultural
institutions of ethnic minorities. Special attention is paid to the study of the political and ideological
mechanisms by which the Soviet regime exerted pressure on religious and ethnic structures,
contributing to the unification of cultural identities and the suppression of religious traditions.

The Soviet policy of nationalities
sought to unify and, in some cases, homogenize ethnic cultures to create a collective Soviet identity,
leading to the erosion of traditional cultural markers among national minorities. Social identity
refers to the way individuals and groups perceive themselves within the broader social framework.
In the Soviet Union, ideological control played a crucial role in shaping social identity through
education, media, and state institutions. National minorities were encouraged or coerced into
adopting Soviet ideals, often at the expense of their traditional social structures and affiliations.

INTRODUCTION

Kazakhstan's policy towards religion after the collapse of the Soviet Union is based on respect
for religious traditions, the revival of cultural identity, and the maintenance of secular principles. As
a country with a rich historical heritage, Kazakhstan has long been a crossroads of various religious
traditions, where Islam, Christianity, Judaism, Buddhism, and other faiths have coexisted for
centuries. After gaining independence, Kazakhstan experienced a significant religious revival,
particularly in the strengthening role of Islam in the lives of the Kazakh people [1, p.48]. At the
same time, religious diversity remains an important characteristic of the country, as different
religious communities continue to develop freely, contributing to intercultural dialogue and social
stability.

This study aims to analyze Kazakhstan’s religious policy in the post-Soviet period, focusing on
the mechanisms used by the state to balance its secular governance model with the revival of
religious traditions. The research explores government strategies in regulating religious activities,
ensuring religious freedom, and countering extremist ideologies. Additionally, it examines the
broader impact of Kazakhstan’s religious policies on national identity, cultural heritage
preservation, and interfaith harmony [2].
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Based on this, the following hypotheses are proposed:

1. Kazakhstan’s religious policy successfully balances the revival of religious traditions with
the maintenance of secular governance.

2. Government regulations on religious activities contribute to social stability by preventing the
spread of extremism.

3. Kazakhstan’s promotion of interfaith dialogue strengthens national unity and enhances the
country’s international reputation as a mediator in religious affairs.

To explore these hypotheses, the study seeks to answer the following key questions:

1. How has Kazakhstan’s policy contributed to the revival of religious traditions while
maintaining the secular nature of the state?

2. What mechanisms has the government implemented to regulate religious activities and
prevent extremism?

3. How do Kazakhstan’s religious policies influence interfaith dialogue, cultural identity, and
social stability?

This study aims to analyze Kazakhstan’s religious policy in the post-Soviet period, focusing on
how the country has managed to balance its secular state principles with the revival of religious
traditions. The research examines the ways in which the government regulates religious activities,
supports religious freedom, and prevents the spread of extremist ideologies. Additionally, this study
explores the broader impact of Kazakhstan’s religious policies on national identity, cultural heritage
preservation, and the promotion of interfaith harmony [2, p.50].

One of the defining aspects of Kazakhstan’s approach to religion is its commitment to interfaith
dialogue and peaceful coexistence. A key initiative in this regard is the Congress of Leaders of
World and Traditional Religions, held in Astana, which brings together representatives of Islam,
Christianity, Judaism, Buddhism, and other faiths to discuss issues of global peace, tolerance, and
mutual understanding. This event has strengthened Kazakhstan’s international image as a platform
for dialogue between different religious communities, showcasing the country’s efforts to build
bridges between civilizations.

Alongside its promotion of religious dialogue, Kazakhstan actively regulates religious activities
to maintain social stability and national security. The establishment of the Committee on Religious
Affairs under the Ministry of Information and Public Development reflects the state’s commitment
to ensuring that religious freedom is exercised within a framework that does not threaten public
order or social cohesion [3, p.197]. While religious groups are free to practice their beliefs, the
government intervenes when necessary to prevent the spread of radical ideologies that could
destabilize society.

Kazakhstan’s secularism does not exclude respect for religious and cultural traditions.
Religious holidays such as Eid al-Adha, Nauryz, Christmas, and Easter play an important role in
public life and contribute to strengthening intercultural understanding [4, p.153]. The revival of
Nauryz, a spring holiday symbolizing renewal and unity, reflects not only the preservation of
ancient Turkic traditions but also the state’s broader efforts to reinforce national identity.
Additionally, Kazakhstan places significant emphasis on preserving its historical and cultural
heritage, exemplified by the restoration of the Mausoleum of Khoja Ahmed Yasawi. This
UNESCO-listed site is a center of pilgrimage and an enduring symbol of the country’s deep-rooted
spiritual and historical traditions.

Kazakhstan’s religious policy seeks to ensure that all citizens can practice their faith in a
peaceful and safe environment while respecting the secular principles of the state and common
societal values. By balancing religious freedom with state regulation, promoting interfaith dialogue,
and preserving cultural heritage, Kazakhstan has developed a unique model of religious governance
that fosters both national unity and religious diversity [5]
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METHODOLOGY

This study employs a combination of qualitative and historical research methods to analyze the
transformation of Soviet religious policies in post-Soviet states, with a particular focus on
Kazakhstan and Russia. The research is structured around the general descriptive method and
historiographical analysis, complemented by additional approaches such as comparative analysis,
content analysis, and case studies. This diverse methodological framework ensures a comprehensive
and multidimensional perspective on the subject.

The general descriptive method is used to outline the main features of Soviet religious policies
and how these policies have been adapted to modern realities in the 21st century. This approach
helps structure the research logically, allowing for an in-depth examination of the development,
evolution, and continuity of religious regulations across different historical periods. By
systematically describing the mechanisms of state-religion relations, this method provides a
foundation for further analysis.

The historiographical analysis serves as a key component of the research. This method involves
a critical review of existing literature, archival records, and government documents related to Soviet
and post-Soviet religious policies. The historiographical approach enables the identification of
dominant narratives in historical and contemporary discussions on religious governance.
Additionally, it allows for a comparative examination of how scholars, policymakers, and religious
leaders have interpreted the role of religion in post-Soviet societies. The analysis also considers the
ideological and political motivations behind the state’s approach to religious institutions across
different periods.

To provide a comparative dimension, the study incorporates the comparative analysis method,
which is essential for understanding similarities and differences in religious policies across post-
Soviet states. By comparing Kazakhstan and Russia, two countries with distinct yet interrelated
approaches to religion, the research identifies patterns of continuity and divergence in state control
over religious organizations. While both countries share a Soviet legacy of religious regulation,
their modern policies differ in terms of state-religion relations, levels of government intervention,
and the political role of religious institutions. This comparative approach helps contextualize
broader trends within the post-Soviet space while acknowledging national variations.

The content analysis method is applied to legal documents, state policies, official statements,
and speeches made by political and religious leaders. This method allows for an in-depth analysis of
how governments construct and utilize religious narratives for political purposes, national identity
formation, and social stability. The research examines:

* Religious laws and regulations on faith-based organizations

» Government discourse on religious freedom and extremism

* International reports on religious freedom and human rights

This approach helps assess how religious policies are framed and justified within contemporary
governance structures, offering insights into the strategic role of religion in state policy.

The study includes case studies of specific religious policies and institutions within Kazakhstan
and Russia to illustrate broader theoretical discussions with concrete examples. These cases offer
empirical evidence of state-religion interactions and help evaluate the real-world implications of
religious policies.

For Kazakhstan, the study examines:

* Regulation of Islamic institutions

* The role of the Spiritual Administration of Muslims of Kazakhstan (SAMK)

* The organization of interfaith dialogue through initiatives such as the Congress of Leaders of
World and Traditional Religions

For Russia, the research focuses on:

* The relationship between the state and the Russian Orthodox Church

« State control over religious minorities

* Regulation of new religious movements
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These case studies serve as illustrative examples that reinforce the broader arguments made
throughout the research.

To ensure a well-rounded and evidence-based analysis, the study relies on a diverse range of
data sources, including:

2. Government publications and legal documents on religious regulation in post-Soviet states,
such as constitutional provisions on secularism, laws on religious organizations, and policies on
combating religious extremism.

3. Reports from international organizations such as the United Nations (UN), the Organization
for Security and Cooperation in Europe (OSCE), and human rights advocacy groups, which provide
external assessments of religious freedom and state-religion relations.

4. Academic literature, including books and peer-reviewed journal articles, which offer
theoretical perspectives and empirical studies on Soviet and post-Soviet religious policies.

Moreover, the inclusion of case studies and expert opinions adds depth to the analysis by
illustrating how abstract policies function in real-world contexts.

By employing these research methods, the study seeks to offer a detailed and well-supported
assessment of the role of Soviet-era religious policies in shaping contemporary state-religion
relations. It highlights:

* The extent to which historical patterns persist

» How religious institutions are utilized for political legitimacy

* The ongoing tensions between secularism and religious revival in post-Soviet societies

Ultimately, this research aims to contribute to a deeper understanding of how religion continues
to function as a tool of governance and social control in the modern political landscape of the post-
Soviet world.

It should be noted that the primary focus of our study is the analysis of political, ideological,
and legal aspects of religious policy. Therefore, the emphasis was placed on the examination of
official documents, public statements, and secondary academic literature.

LITERATURE REVIEW

The evolution of religious and ethnic identity in post-Soviet Kazakhstan has been the subject of
increasing scholarly interest over the past decades, especially in relation to the legacy of Soviet
religious suppression and the strategies of national identity construction in the independent republic.
Numerous studies have revealed the deep structural impact of Soviet atheistic policies on religious
institutions, practices, and social structures in Central Asia. The works of Ro’i [6, p.405], Olcott [7,
p.107], and Khalid [8] provide the historical foundation for understanding contemporary dynamics.
Ro’i provided one of the earliest comprehensive accounts of Islam under Soviet rule, detailing the
suppression and regulation of religious life through institutional control and ideological propaganda.
Similarly, Olcott emphasized how Soviet policies systematically eroded religious hierarchies while
maintaining elements of ritual practice among communities, a duality also identified in later studies
such as those by Hann [9, p.132] and Harding [10]. Hann particularly stressed the anthropological
persistence of Islamic identity across Central Asia despite formal secularism.

The post-independence revival of religion in Kazakhstan is often framed as a controlled re-
integration of spiritual life into national discourse. Anderson analyzed how post-Soviet states,
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including Kazakhstan, attempted to manage religious revival while preventing the emergence of
political Islam or extremism. This balancing act is evident in Kazakhstan’s model, which scholars
such as Payne describe as “managed pluralism,” where interfaith dialogue is encouraged under state
supervision.

From the standpoint of ethnic and cultural identity, Laruelle [11] and Dave [12] highlighted
how the Kazakh state deployed symbolic nationalism to unify diverse ethnic groups. The state’s
promotion of Nauryz, mosque restorations, and interfaith congresses have been interpreted as
instruments for building civic identity while preserving cultural heritage [13, p.515]. This approach
reflects a broader post-Soviet strategy where states adapt Soviet-era governance tools—centralized
regulation, registration, and selective tolerance—to the needs of legitimacy in a globalized, multi-
confessional environment [14, p.425; 15, p.443].

Recent empirical studies further support this view. Khussainova et al. [2] conducted
sociological research showing that religious identity in Kazakhstan remains important but is often
shaped by state narratives and institutional boundaries. Likewise, Burova and Dzhamanbalaeva [16]
emphasized the dual-layered nature of religiosity in Kazakhstan—formal institutional adherence
alongside informal, culturally-rooted practices.

It is also worth noting that contemporary scholarship is increasingly addressing gender and
minority perspectives. The work by KISI [17] on ethnic minority women demonstrates how identity
is experienced intersectionally, combining ethnicity, religion, and gender. These studies underscore
the importance of examining not only state-religion relations but also the everyday lived
experiences of belief and belonging.

While previous research has provided in-depth historical and sociological analysis of religion in
Kazakhstan, most works either focus on the Soviet period exclusively (e.g., Ro’i, Olcott), or address
religious revival in isolation from ethnic identity construction (e.g., Anderson, Payne). In contrast,
this article offers an integrated analysis of both religious and ethnic identity transformations, linking
Soviet repression, post-Soviet secular governance, and the modern interfaith model into a coherent
longitudinal narrative.

Moreover, unlike studies that emphasize only political or institutional mechanisms, this article
incorporates a methodological synthesis - combining historiographical analysis, legal policy review,
and comparative state analysis (Kazakhstan vs. Russia) - to frame Kazakhstan’s evolving religious
policy within a broader post-Soviet and global context. It does not merely document change but
interprets how state strategies toward religion function as instruments of governance, diplomacy,
and identity management in a multiethnic society.

RESULTS

The analysis conducted in this study provides a coherent picture of Kazakhstan’s evolving
religious policy and supports the three key hypotheses formulated in the introduction. The
combination of legal document analysis, historiographical review, and comparative research
allowed for a nuanced understanding of how state-religion relations have been shaped since
independence.

This study addresses key gaps in understanding the evolution of religious policy in post-Soviet
states, with a particular focus on Kazakhstan. Unlike other post-Soviet nations, Kazakhstan has
developed a distinct approach to religious governance, emphasizing interfaith dialogue and social
stability while maintaining elements of state oversight inherited from the Soviet period.

The research highlights the global significance of Kazakhstan’s religious policy, particularly its
efforts to position itself as a platform for interreligious dialogue at the international level. By
examining these developments, this study contributes to a broader understanding of how religious
policies transform in multinational and multi-confessional societies. The findings also provide
practical insights for shaping policies that balance religious freedom and state regulation in the
context of globalization and modern political challenges.
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Evolution of State Religious Policy

A comparative analysis of religious policy in Kazakhstan and other former Soviet republics
reveals both common patterns and regional differences. The historical trajectory of religious policy
in Kazakhstan reflects a continuum of suppression, controlled tolerance, and strategic adaptation to
modern realities.

1. Soviet Period: Suppression and Control (1917-1991)

During the early Soviet period, state atheism was a defining feature of religious policy across
all republics. In Kazakhstan, this was reflected in:

* Closure of mosques and religious schools

« Abolition of Sharia courts

* Transition to the Latin alphabet (1923-1929) to reduce Islamic scriptural influence

These measures were part of a broader Soviet campaign against religious institutions, mirroring
similar trends in Central Asia and Transcaucasia [10].

During World War 11, a temporary relaxation of religious restrictions occurred across the
USSR. In Kazakhstan, limited religious activities were permitted, and some mosques were reopened
in 1944 [13, p.517]. However, this period of tolerance was strictly controlled by the state.

The post-war period (1953-1964) saw renewed repression of religion, with intensified atheistic
propaganda, the closure of religious educational institutions, and stricter state control over clergy.
This reflected a broader Soviet ideological commitment to secularism [14, p.448].

Between 1964 and 1985, religious policy entered a phase of controlled stability. While
restrictions remained, limited concessions were granted, such as the verification of clergy in
Kazakhstan (1968). Similar patterns were observed in other Soviet republics, though Orthodox
Christianity in Transcaucasia received relatively more tolerance, while Islam in Central Asia
remained tightly controlled [15, p.452].

2. Post-Soviet Transition: Religious Revival and State Regulation (1991-Present)

Following the collapse of the Soviet Union in 1991, former Soviet republics experienced
divergent religious policy trajectories:

» Kazakhstan adopted a balanced model, allowing religious revival while maintaining state
oversight.

« Azerbaijan and Turkmenistan pursued a relatively liberal approach to religious freedom.

» Uzbekistan implemented strict government oversight, particularly concerning Islamic
institutions [18, p.16].

In Kazakhstan, the post-independence period witnessed:

« A revival of religious institutions, with increased public visibility of Islam and Christianity.

+ State control over religious organizations, ensuring alignment with secular governance
principles.

« Promotion of interfaith dialogue, positioning Kazakhstan as a global center for religious
diplomacy.

One of the defining features of Kazakhstan’s modern religious policy is its hybrid approach,
which combines:

1. Legal oversight to regulate religious activities and prevent extremism.

2. Cultural and religious revival, allowing greater public religious expression.

3. Interfaith dialogue, exemplified by initiatives such as the Congress of Leaders of World and
Traditional Religions.

This model contrasts with Uzbekistan’s stricter control and Russia’s increasing politicization of
religious institutions, particularly its alignment with the Russian Orthodox Church.
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3. Kazakhstan’s Unique Model: Balancing Control and Religious Pluralism

Kazakhstan’s religious policy today reflects a delicate balance between secularism, religious
freedom, and national security. Key findings from the study include:

* Elements of Soviet-era control remain: Religious organizations must register with the state,
and certain activities are regulated to prevent radicalization.

« A shift from suppression to strategic regulation: Unlike Soviet policies aimed at eliminating
religion, Kazakhstan’s approach seeks to integrate religion into national identity without
compromising secular governance.

« Global religious diplomacy: Through initiatives such as the Congress of Leaders of World
and Traditional Religions, Kazakhstan positions itself as an international mediator in religious
dialogue.

4. Implications for Global Religious Policy

The findings of this study have broader implications beyond Kazakhstan:

1. Kazakhstan’s model offers insights for other multi-confessional states seeking to balance
religious freedom and state regulation.

2. The role of interfaith dialogue in national identity formation is increasingly relevant in global
governance.

3. The study highlights the persistence of Soviet-era governance patterns, showing how post-
Soviet states adapt historical mechanisms to modern realities.

This study reveals that Kazakhstan has successfully navigated the complex post-Soviet
religious landscape by adapting elements of Soviet-era regulation while promoting interfaith
dialogue and religious freedom. The country’s strategic hybrid model serves as an example for
states with diverse religious populations, illustrating how religious policy can evolve to maintain
stability, cultural identity, and global engagement in a rapidly changing world.

The findings indicate that Kazakhstan has successfully implemented a model of governance
that accommaodates religious revival while firmly maintaining its secular constitutional framework.
Following independence, the state enabled the restoration of mosques, churches, and other places of
worship and permitted public religious expression. However, these developments occurred within a
tightly regulated legal space, ensuring that secularism remained the guiding principle of state
policy. This confirms the first hypothesis that the revival of religious traditions has been achieved
without undermining the secular nature of the state.

The study also confirms the second hypothesis: state regulation of religious organizations has
been instrumental in maintaining social cohesion and preventing religious extremism. Laws
requiring registration, restrictions on proselytism, and state oversight of religious literature have
served not only as tools of control but also as preventive measures in a region historically
vulnerable to radical ideologies. These policies, while sometimes criticized for limiting certain
freedoms, have played a key role in ensuring internal stability and preventing interreligious conflict.

The third hypothesis is supported by Kazakhstan’s active role in promoting interfaith dialogue,
particularly through the Congress of Leaders of World and Traditional Religions. This initiative has
elevated Kazakhstan’s international image as a peace-building nation and fostered a domestic
environment of mutual respect among religious communities. The integration of such dialogue into
state policy illustrates how religion can be used not only for domestic harmony but also as a tool of
soft power and global engagement.

DISCUSSION
The results of this study highlight Kazakhstan's unique trajectory in developing a religious
policy that reflects both continuity with Soviet-era governance mechanisms and innovative
strategies adapted to a multiethnic, globalized society. These findings align with and extend existing
scholarship, while also revealing distinct national approaches that set Kazakhstan apart from other
post-Soviet states.
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Previous research has extensively documented the legacy of Soviet religious suppression and
its long-term effects on institutional structures and community practices (Ro’i [6] Olcott [19]). Our
findings confirm these structural patterns, especially in the legal and bureaucratic frameworks that
still shape the regulation of religion in Kazakhstan today. However, unlike the earlier Soviet
approach aimed at eradicating religion entirely, Kazakhstan has reconfigured religious oversight as
a tool of stability rather than ideological suppression.

In contrast to Russia’s politicization of the Orthodox Church (Hunter [20]; Radnitz [14]),
Kazakhstan has pursued a strategy of religious neutrality through secularism, while also selectively
encouraging interfaith cooperation. This is evident in initiatives such as the Congress of Leaders of
World and Traditional Religions, which position Kazakhstan as a regional platform for religious
diplomacy - a theme not widely explored in comparative post-Soviet literature. The work of Payne
[3] describes Kazakhstan's approach as "managed pluralism”, a term which this study further
supports by illustrating how the state carefully balances freedom of religion with mechanisms of
control.

Moreover, this research adds to the literature by incorporating the intersections between
religious and ethnic identity, a dimension often treated separately in existing works [11;12]. Our
study shows that Kazakhstan’s religious policy not only governs faith practices, but also plays a
crucial role in shaping civic and national identity, especially among ethnic minorities. This confirms
findings by Jessa [13] and Hann [9], who argue that cultural revival in Central Asia is often driven
by both ethnic reassertion and controlled religious expression.

Importantly, while many studies have focused on macro-political or legal structures, our
approach highlights the state’s use of symbolic and cultural tools - such as the restoration of
religious monuments, state-sanctioned holidays like Nauryz, and education policy - as mechanisms
to consolidate national unity. These instruments not only support social cohesion but also reinforce
Kazakhstan’s image as a tolerant and modern Islamic society, in contrast to more conservative or
authoritarian religious models in the region.

Despite these successes, the study also acknowledges ongoing tensions between secular
governance and religious revival. The state’s regulatory stance has been criticized by some
international observers for limiting religious plurality, especially among unregistered groups.
However, within the Central Asian context - where geopolitical instability and the risk of extremism
remain real - Kazakhstan's approach appears to be a pragmatic middle path.

This study thus confirms that Kazakhstan’s religious policy is not merely a reaction to the
Soviet past but a strategically designed system that incorporates elements of control, revival, and
diplomacy. It affirms Kazakhstan’s position as a hybrid model among post-Soviet states:
maintaining stability through state oversight while promoting a pluralistic religious environment.
These findings offer a basis for rethinking how religious and ethnic identities are governed in
transitional societies and suggest avenues for further comparative and empirical research.

CONCLUSIONS

Thus, the policy of the Soviet state aimed at alienating religion from the state and promoting
Marxist atheistic ideology had a significant impact on the religious practices and beliefs of the
peoples living in the USSR. Migration processes, deportations, and forced ethnic changes were also
utilized as tools to influence religious identities and disrupt traditional belief systems. These
measures significantly weakened religious institutions, leading to the fragmentation of spiritual
leadership and the reconfiguration of religious hierarchies. However, traditional elements of
religious worship persisted within popular practices, demonstrating the resilience of cultural and
spiritual traditions despite systematic suppression [19]. The control over religious structures not
only distorted doctrinal elements but also altered the social roles of religious institutions within
minority communities, particularly in Kazakhstan. This dual legacy of suppression and resilience
has left profound and lasting imprints on religious identities and cultural traditions.

Additionally, the resurgence of religious
identity in Kazakhstan highlights the complexities of religious freedom and state intervention,
presenting both opportunities for cultural revitalization and challenges related to extremism and
sectarianism.

By addressing these gaps, scholars can contribute to a more nuanced understanding of the
intersection between state power, religious life, and cultural continuity in the post-Soviet era. A
thorough analysis of these historical and contemporary factors will not only illuminate the
transformation of religious identity in Kazakhstan but also provide insights into broader trends
affecting post-Soviet societies in Central Asia and beyond. Such research can inform policies that
balance secular governance with the need to preserve religious and cultural heritage, ensuring
stability and inclusivity in increasingly pluralistic societies. Migration processes, deportations, and
forced ethnic changes were also utilized as tools to influence religious identities and disrupt
traditional belief systems.

The findings validate the three initial hypotheses. First, Kazakhstan has indeed succeeded in
reviving religious traditions - particularly Islam and Christianity - without compromising its secular
constitutional foundations. Second, the state's regulatory approach has played a crucial role in
maintaining interfaith peace and minimizing the spread of extremism. Third, Kazakhstan’s
institutional support for interfaith dialogue has not only fostered national unity but has also elevated
the country’s international profile as a platform for religious diplomacy.

Unlike some other post-Soviet states, Kazakhstan’s policy does not rely solely on legal
restriction or ideological narratives. Instead, it employs a hybrid model that integrates religious
tolerance, civic nationalism, and international positioning. This combination reflects both a
continuity with past governance models and an adaptation to new geopolitical and sociocultural
realities.

The article contributes to existing literature by offering an integrated perspective that links
religious policy with ethnic identity and nation-building. It also emphasizes the importance of
symbolic state actions—such as national holidays, restoration of religious monuments, and education
policy—in shaping both public religiosity and civic belonging.

Recommendations

Given the findings, future research may explore:

- How younger generations in Kazakhstan negotiate religious identity within a secular
framework;

- How unregistered or minority religious groups perceive state regulation;

- Comparative studies of religious diplomacy in Central Asia and its global implications.

Ultimately, Kazakhstan’s case provides valuable insights for scholars, policymakers, and
religious leaders interested in how pluralistic societies can construct inclusive, stable models of
religious governance in post-authoritarian contexts.
