UNDERSTANDING CAREER CHOICE MOTIVES OF HIGH SCHOOL STUDENTS
OF KAZAKHSTAN

Abstract

This article analyzes the ideas and scientific conclusions of both classical and contemporary
sociologists regarding the professional choice motivations of high school students. Since gaining
independence, Kazakhstan's higher education system has undergone significant qualitative and
quantitative transformations. This shapes new reference points for young people and directly
influence the motivations behind high school students’ career choices. In a context where vocational
education serves not only as a means of achieving personal goals but also as a tool for social mobility
and economic stability, motivational factors — such as interest in the profession, career growth
prospects, social relevance, and family influence — gain particular importance in the process of
students' professional self-determination. The article presents the results of a survey conducted in
2023 across all regions of Kazakhstan, including major cities such as Astana, Almaty, Shymkent,
Semey, and Pavlodar. The sample for the study included high school students from the 9th and 11th
grades, totaling 1,156 respondents. The sample covers urban and rural students, private (paid) and
public schools, as well as general education and specialized schools. The purpose of the study was to
analyze the classification of motivations for choosing a profession and to conduct a comparative
analysis of the professional choice motivations of high school students across different fields of study.

During the research, the motivations guiding high school students in their choice of profession
were grouped into five categories: 1) "interest-oriented,” 2) "career-oriented,” 3) "social status-
oriented,” 4) "family-oriented,” and 5) "accessibility-oriented.” The influence and impact of these
factors were individually analyzed for students planning to pursue careers in the humanities,
medicine, technical fields, economics, and military professions, with distinct characteristics identified
for each group.

MAIN PART

The role of professional education is crucial in forming the global competitiveness of young
specialists and the country itself. In the years of independence, many qualitative and quantitative
changes have taken place at the national level in the field of professional education in order to meet
international standards. These changes also affect the professional choices of high school students.
The relevance of studying the motives behind professional choice is linked to the fact that, in the
current conditions of Kazakh society, education serves as a guarantee of social mobility, and its high
level not only ensures the economic development of the country, but also improves the welfare and
social status of individuals, helping to overcome inequality. Moreover, the results of labor market
analysis show that the indicators of young people working in their field of study in the first years after
graduation from higher educational institutions are low. Despite the increasing opportunities for state
regulation of the labor market to meet the demand for qualified specialists, successful employment
experiences are often not related solely to obtaining higher education but are often associated with
the motives behind professional choice among high school students.

The relevance of the research topic is determined by following factors:

1) In modern Kazakhstan society, education acts as a factor of social mobility, where its high
level increases not only the country's economic potential, but also the well-being of people, their
social status and contributes significantly to the overcoming of inequality. In recent years, this
problem has become relevant because of the instability of social structures and the movement of
people in the system of social hierarchy, a significant relationship between the level of education and
incomes.

2) The modern society provides high school students with an expanded career choice and a vision
of their own prospects. The development of the system of secondary education and the emergence of
advanced, specialized schools that promote the differentiation of starting educational capital of high
school students, as well as the formation of a hierarchy of “elite” and “affordable” universities, and
the expansion of the fee-paid form of training actualize the significance of the study of choice in the
context of family resources.

3) The results of the analysis of professional labor market indicate a low rate of youth

employment related to their major in the first years after graduation. According to the data of the
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“JSC Information and Analytical Center”, of the total number of university graduates in 2014 only
12% found a job related to their major among those who were employed [1].

Despite the expansion of opportunities that influence on the state regulation in providing labor
market with in-demand specialists, the practice of successful employment is not only related to higher
education, but also to effective youth motivex in carer choice. Recent studies conducted in 2023 show
that 17% of young professionals with higher education in Kazakhstan are employed outside their field
of specialization. This misalignment between educational background and actual job responsibilities
in the labor market contributes to a notable decrease in labor productivity. For young professionals,
such discrepancies often result in reduced income levels, commonly referred to as a "wage penalty"
when their current occupation does not correspond with their field of study. On average, the earnings
of young specialists working outside their specialty are approximately 15% lower compared to those
employed in positions that match their qualifications [2].

According to alternative studies conducted by independent organizations, more than 40% of
young people in Kazakhstan with a higher education degree are employed outside their field of study.
This raises concerns about the efficiency of public spending aimed at job creation and youth
employment programs. The situation has a negative impact on the national economy, as the
government invests significant resources in educating each student, yet many graduates ultimately do
not work in their area of specialization and instead shift to other sectors. As a result, shortages of
qualified professionals in specific fields persist across the country [3].

Sociological study of high school students’ motives in career choice in all its multifacetedness opens
new opportunities and prospects for their forecasting and regulation in accordance with the demands of
the economy. High school students” motives in higher education and career influence on the development
of society and at the same time are modified in the context of global changes. Therefore the study of this
problem is important from the standpoint of social and scientific significance.

The practical significance of the study lies in the fact that the identified motivational factors
influencing high school students' career choices can be used by teachers, school psychologists,
parents, and career guidance specialists to provide more accurate and effective support to students in
the process of making decisions about their future careers. The results obtained can contribute to the
development of individual and group career guidance programs adapted to the specific characteristics
of students and the educational environment.

Moreover, a more informed and deliberate career choice can help reduce mismatches between
education and labor market needs, leading to more efficient use of government resources allocated
for educational grants. In the long term, this can positively impact the national economy by improving
workforce planning and reducing the number of specialists working outside their field of training.

INTRODUCTION

The article analyzes the scientific concepts of both classical and contemporary sociologists on
the research topic. The sociological ideas of the classics regarding the issue of education are related
to determining the role and place of professional education in society and the life of an individual.
For example, O. Comte defined the "positive™ nature of the educational system as a social guarantee
for public development and reforms [4]. His ideas were continued by E. Durkheim, and both
sociologists connect the importance of educational institutions not with the intellectual and cultural
development and growth of the individual, but with the development of society. Durkheim defined
the educational institution as the basis for maintaining social harmony and order through the
preparation of specialists needed by society [5, p. 244-264]. H. Spencer, in turn, described society as
a whole biological organism and connected the development of society with the education system,
which ensures the all-round growth of individuals [6]. In the works of M. Weber [7] and P.Sorokin
[8, p. 405-409], professional education is recognized as a factor that forms the social structure and
determines a person’s role and place within it. Weber, within the framework of his concept of social
stratification, viewed professional choice primarily from the perspective of the "prestige” category
[9]. In the global sociology science, the experiences of youth in the field of education have been

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considered since the 1970s primarily in terms of social inequality, social renewal, and the professional
structure of society. Previous studies on students’ career choice intentions have primarily focused on
factors such as career opportunities, internship environment, and student loan debt [10], with limited
attention to motivational factors. Motivasions behind the choice has emerged as a growing area of
research interest. While several studies have explored the link between motivations and career
intentions, most have focused on employed individuals [11]. This research contributes to the
academic discussion of career choice motivations among students and provides theoretical insights
for understanding motives differentiations due to prifessional fields.

The aim of the study is to analyze the classification of motives for choosing a profession and to
make a comparative analysis of the professional choice motives of high school students for different
professions.

The research hypothesis is that high school students adhere to profession-oriented (through
admission to higher education) and status-oriented motives, both of which are not active in nature,
and are mainly characterized by an orientation toward the opinions of "significant others™ (parents,
teachers, and peers).

LITERATURE REWIEV

The study of career decision-making process is classified into economic and sociological
approaches. Within the economic framework, the career decision-making process is studied through
the lens of the rational choice theory, which is based on the concept of human capital. Such studies
are based on the methodological individualism approach proposed by R. Boudon. According to this
approach, it is essential to consider the actions of the individual as "the free choice of an active
individual” in order to better understand the career choice by high school students. The transition
from one level of education to the next is described as a rational decision linked to expectations and
aspirations for the future. The characteristics of career choice by high school students from different
socio-economic groups are defined as a rational decision closely related to their aspirations and
expected achievements after obtaining professional education.

Representatives of the behavioral economics approach suggest studying the career decision-
making process within the framework of the concept of bounded rationality. Since high school and
their parents do not have access to all necessary information during career decision-making process,
they are in a state of uncertainty to some extent. Therefore, predicting their decision in advance
presents certain difficulties. To predict a person’s decision, the following condition must be met: "the
person must be fully informed and aware of their risks and opportunities” [12]. According to the
bounded rationality theory, due to cognitive limitations and the absence of complete information, a
person continues to make choices that align with their needs and interests, but this choice may not be
the best one. The decision made by youth in choosing higher education cannot be compared with the
rational decision of an economist who has all the information. The decision made by a young person
is based on their values, beliefs, interests, and needs. Therefore, considering the process of choosing
higher education based solely on the rationality model does not provide a complete understanding of
the decision-making process [13].

In the field of behavioral economics, four interrelated barriers that high school students and their
parents encounter during career decision-making process are identified:

1) The desire to avoid costs: This refers to the reluctance to pursue professional education due to
the risk that the costs incurred for education might not be justified by the future returns.

2) Continuation of established experience: This occurs when parents without professional
education do not plan for their children to pursue professional education after graduation, continuing
the cycle of lower educational attainment.

3) Mismatch of interests over time: This is the tendency to overvalue the immediate costs of
obtaining professional education rather than considering the long-term benefits that would come after
graduation, such as higher income and improved job opportunities.
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4) Reluctance to disclose one’s socio-economic status: The fear of admitting financial need to
receive support can be a barrier for some high school students and their parents, as applying for
financial aid can feel like an admission of weakness, leading to anxiety or shame.

Other economic perspectives suggest that explaining the career decision-making process through
the theory of costs and benefits underscores the importance of government intervention [12].
Government involvement, particularly in financing professional education, is necessary due to
limitations in payment ability and external factors. Individuals may face financial barriers, such as
the difficulty in paying tuition fees, and therefore, the introduction of financial support systems is
essential. Professional education positively impacts societal development in various ways, such as
reducing crime and unemployment rates. According to several researchers, failing to acknowledge
such factors may lead to insufficient funding for the professional education sector [13].

Representatives of the economic approach explain the career decision-making process within the
framework of rational choice theory, based on "cost-benefit analysis”. However, this approach does
not consider the reasons for the differentiation in career choice across different social groups. Scholars
have pointed out that factors that cannot be quantified, such as non-economic factors, also influence
career choice [14]. In this regard, the importance of the sociological approach in studying career
choice by high school graduates increases. Sociologists consider two issues when explaining career
choice:

1) Even when individuals are fully informed about their chances of success, they cannot
objectively assess them;

2) The career decision-making process is based on their family's socio-economic situation and
their subjective opportunities [15].

Within sociological theories, P.Blau and O.Duncan, when studying the professional structure of
American society, identify class-based distinctions in the division of labor. Their research shows that
parents pass their social status to their children through education and professional choices. The
connection between professional choices and the social-economic resources of the family has been
identified [16]. Blau and Duncan particularly emphasize the strengthening of the relationship between
education and future professional success. According to the scholars, this relationship narrows the
scope of social mobility. Moreover, the continued importance of education as a bridge to the
professional hierarchy may perpetuate social inequality in professional choices. The global
sociological community continues to refine the Blau-Duncan model and is introducing additional
factors in the study of the mechanisms for maintaining social status from one generation to the next.

In the context of capital theory, career choice by high school graduates is examined with
consideration of structural factors such as social, cultural, and historical conditions. Taking structural
conditions into account provides a deeper understanding of the reasons and origins behind the
differences in career decision-making process. According to P.Bourdieu, capital is "a set of resources
and opportunities.” Capital isan important value that isaccumulated over time, creating and renewing
life opportunities. Bourdieu argues that the life and structure of the social world can only be
understood by considering all forms of capital, and he categorizes capital into four types: economic,
cultural, social, and academic [17].

Economic capital is associated with material goods and is measured through family income and
wealth [18]. To determine the discrete, cumulative effects of a family's economic situation, it is
necessary to consider not only annual income but also the level of wealth as an economic resource.
Economic capital is formed based on the interaction between an individual and the economy. Financial
aid and government scholarships can serve as an additional source of economic capital when choosing
higher education [19]. Financial assistance may affect youth's academic preparation and, consequently,
their decision to pursue higher education by alleviating concerns related to tuition fees.

Cultural capital refers to a set of symbolic resources and benefits passed from generation to
generation to maintain class status. Cultural capital plays an important role in examining the specifics
of career decision-making process. Cultural capital is categorized into three types: (1) embodied

cultural capital-cultural values expressed through behavior and style; (2) institutionalized cultural
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capital-objective forms of cultural capital, such as a higher education diploma; (3) objectified cultural
capital-cultural goods such as works of art, books, and musical instruments. The first type of cultural
capital is formed in an individual from early childhood through pedagogical activities. This is shaped
by parents, other family members, or specialized professionals engaged in child-rearing. The second
type of cultural capital manifests in institutional forms, such as professional or educational
competence. The third type of cultural capital is represented by cultural goods such as textbooks,
artifacts, dictionaries, and pictures. The volume of cultural capital increases as an individual's social
rank rises.

Despite often being associated with social connections and relationships, social capital is distinct
in that it is defined as a potential resource and support that can be used when needed, rather than
simply the relationships themselves. Empirical studies describe social capital through the presence of
relationships both within and outside the family (with peers, teachers, law professionals, etc.) and
classify it based on the family's socio-economic status [20]. Within the framework of social capital
theory, the key factors that contribute to the formation of social capital are often debated, such as
close connections or weak ties (i.e., professional connections characterized by distance and short
duration).

Academic capital can be described as graduating from a prestigious school or university. The
former reflects the quantitative measure of education, while the latter defines not only the quantitative
but also the qualitative aspects of education. Academic capital includes diplomas, including those for
professional education. When considering academic capital in the field of professional education,
researchers define it as educational experiences or outcomes [21].

The theory of cultural capital was developed by P.Bourdieu and his colleagues to explain the
cultural and social renewal of society. They attempted to investigate why students from wealthier
families tend to have significantly better academic performance compared to their peers from lower-
income families [22]. In this context, the scholars highly value the importance of cultural capital in
career choice. Cultural capital is seen as a factor influencing higher academic performance in schools.
According to P.Bourdieu's cultural capital theory, academic success is not solely determined by
intellectual capacity and ability. Academic success is primarily determined by the type and amount
of cultural capital passed on from the family environment, rather than individual abilities and
achievements. According to Bourdieu's theory of social reproduction, society is inclined to reproduce
its structure. The education system, especially professional or higher education, plays a role in the
reproduction and preservation of social inequalities.

Habitus theory suggests that habitus is a system of internalized values shared by members of a
particular social group or environment. The concept of habitus is outlined in two main directions: 1)
On the one hand, habitus is shaped based on a person's material conditions; 2) On the other hand,
habitus influences the current state and future of an individual. When studying the process of career
choice within the framework of habitus theory, it is important to analyze family capital and its volume.
This provides insight into the primary motivations behind the choice of a specific university or field
of study. Within the framework of habitus theory, Bourdieu aimed to move beyond dichotomies such
as "structure and action,” "stasis and dynamics,” "conscious and unconscious,” and "individual and
society" [23].

Two key aspects of the theoretical structure of habitus can be distinguished: On one hand, habitus
is formed based on opportunities, circumstances, attitudes, and values, which manifest in a person’s
behavior, speech style, feelings, and thoughts [24]. On the other hand, habitus limits individuals and
their actions by a specific social structure, indicating which actions can or cannot be taken in
particular situations. In this way, habitus shapes individual behavior patterns based on objective
conditions. When conducting research in the career choice process, there are several advantages to
using the concept of habitus. For example, based on structural limitations, Bourdieu notes the
inequality in access to higher education. Therefore, it is important to consider the socio-economic
conditions when studying the choice. In the process of selecting higher education, youth and their

parents make decisions that are beneficial for them. The career choice by students from lower socio-
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economic backgrounds is not always advantageous for students from higher socio-economic
backgrounds.

Thus, while economic concepts have contributed to understanding the process of career choice,
it is important to consider their limitations. The limitation of economic theories, including rational
choice theory, is evident in their inability to explain the decision-making process in cases of
uncertainty, where information is incomplete. According to economic theories, youth and their
parents choose higher education by comparing the costs of education with expected benefits, aiming
to maximize income. Behavioral economists, based on the concept of bounded rationality, explain
the career choice in uncertain conditions by factors such as "risk aversion,” "conflict between habitual
behavior and time-based interests,” and "the need to disclose one's socio-economic status.” However,
this framework does not clarify the influence of values or behavioral patterns or the impact of
structural factors.

In studying career choice, representatives of the economic approach refer to the theory of rational
choice, which was developed in the 1970s. Such research follows the methodological individualism
approach proposed by R. Boudon. According to this perspective, in order to gain a deeper sociological
understanding of strategies for choosing higher education, it is important to view individual actions
as the result of a "self-determined choice made freely by an active individual." Transitioning from
one level of education to another is thus characterized not as a choice shaped by social structure and
inequality, but as a rational decision driven by expectations and aspirations for the future [25].

The theoretical concepts proposed by Boudon were further developed by Goldthorpe and Breen.
In explaining young people's decisions regarding higher education and career, they offer three key
propositions. First, individuals rely on rationality when choosing higher education and career: they
take into account tuition costs, potential future earnings, and the consequences of their decisions. The
final decision reflects the priority given to the expectation of achieving higher income. Second, the
process of higher education and career choice occurs within a specific age range common to most
young people, which is determined by the structure of the national education system. Third, it is
important to consider the common social structure that unites young people making choices under
similar circumstances. Representatives of this theory explain differences in young people's career
choice primarily in terms of their academic achievements, aspirations, and motivations, and
secondarily in terms of their socio-economic status. However, they do not view these differences as
the result of social inequality [26].

Representatives of the behavioral economics approach propose studying young people's
decisions about higher education and career within the framework of the bounded rationality concept.
According to their view, both young people and their parents face a certain level of uncertainty when
higher education and career choice, as they are unable to obtain all the necessary information. As a
result, predicting their decisions in advance presents significant challenges [27]. This is because, in
order to predict a person’s decision, the following condition must be met: “the person must be fully
informed and aware of their risks and opportunities” [28]. According to the concept of bounded
rationality, due to cognitive limitations and the lack of complete information, people tend to make
choices that align with their needs and interests, but these choices may not always be the most optimal
ones.

Young people’s decisions regarding higher education cannot be equated with the rational
decisions of fully informed economists. These decisions are shaped by young people's values, beliefs,
interests, and motivations. Therefore, analyzing the process of higher education and career choice
solely through the lens of the rational choice model does not provide a comprehensive understanding
of it. When analyzing career and higher education choice, it is important to adopt an alternative
approach that incorporates both economic and sociological perspectives to study career choice.
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METHODOLOGY

The article presents the results of a survey conducted in 2023 across all regions of Kazakhstan,
including large cities such as Astana, Almaty, Shymkent, Semey, and Pavlodar. The sample of this
study included high school students from the 9th and 11th grades. The main method for collecting
primary data was face-to-face questionnaire among high school students of urban and rural schools.
The choice of this method is due to the possibility of obtaining comprehensive information regarding
the professional preferences of high school students and the motives behind their career choices. Data
on high school students were obtained based on statistical data from the Ministry of Education and
Science of the Republic of Kazakhstan in the field of secondary education. A targeted sampling
method was used, with the criteria for selection being region of residence, type of school, and gender.

The sample size is 1000 respondents aged 15-17 years. The structure of sample is presented in
the table 1.

It is important to note that the study sample includes both urban and rural high school students,
as well as those from private (paid) and public schools, including both general education and
specialized (advanced) schools. This allows for a more comprehensive understanding of the factors
influencing high school students' decisions regarding their further educational paths.

This study presents new results on the study of career choice motivations among high school
students in urban schools. However, it has certain limitations related to the use of the quantitative
method. Since this method does not allow for the deep outlining of motivations in the context of
different social groups of high school students, in comparison to interviews, it does provide an
overview of the general trend characterizing the motivations of career choice among high school
students.

RESULTS AND DISCUSSION

The motivations for career choice among high school students are formed based on their
professional and educational goals. The goals identified when choosing a profession lead to specific
actions, that is, to making a choice. Career choice can be defined as a long-term plan that allows a
transition from the current situation to the desired one. During career decision-making process, high
school students begin to think about "What do | want to achieve?" and "How can | achieve it?"

According to the results of the study, professional education occupies a special place in the value
hierarchy of high school students. For 96.1% of respondents, obtaining professional education is
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important at various levels, with 19.2% considering it moderately important and 76.9% finding it very
important. Having an interesting job is a high priority for high school students. 93.8% of high school
students plan to pursue professional education, with 70.2% considering domestic higher education
institutions and 23.6% planning to study at foreign universities. High school students view obtaining
higher education as a normal, even obligatory, stage after school graduation. Therefore, there is a
need to understand the motivations behind their desire for education. The leading goals for obtaining
higher education include "studying in an interesting field,” "becoming a sought-after specialist," and
"getting a well-paid job." Each of these goals has been identified as the main motivation for
continuing education after school graduation by more than half of the students. For example, 59% of
students strive to obtain higher education in a field they find interesting; 56.8% believe that higher
education enhances their competitiveness in the labor market; 56.6% aim to engage in a successful
career; 50.5% see it as a social institution that provides opportunities for professional career
advancement; and 48.7% consider it necessary to obtain higher education in order to work in an
interesting profession. There were also students who aim solely for the diploma, and their share is
43.6%. This demonstrates the growing importance of the institutional form of cultural capital, which
is defined as educational competence in modern society. 34.6% of students consider higher education
necessary for everyone, which confirms the high value placed on education among young people.
However, some students view higher education as a means to gain social respect (29.0%) and to
establish useful connections and expand their network (24.4%). There are also students who are
interested in their parents' professional careers and wish to follow in their professional footsteps, but
their proportion is small, only 2.5%.

In the study career choice by high school students, it is important to distinguish between social
orientation and professional orientation. Based on social orientation, students define their future
place in society, social status, and the ways to achieve them through the lens of a particular profession.
Based on professional orientation, students choose a profession they like and find attractive among
all available options.

Given the widespread desire of today's youth to pursue higher education, it becomes increasingly
important to determine whether social or professional orientation takes precedence in their career
choices. Although pragmatic motivations such as "the possibility of a high salary™ (73.8%) and "the
opportunity for career growth™ (52.6%) dominate the hierarchy of factors considered by students,
they also take into account the content-related aspects of a profession. For example, 41.2% of them
emphasize "the social importance of the profession™ and 36.2% consider "the opportunity to realize
their potential” as key factors. In career choice, "the prestige and popularity of the profession™ as
symbolic capital is important for 35% of the respondents, while 23.8% are influenced by "advice
from parents or relatives” and 7.4% by "the example of relatives, friends, or acquaintances," reflecting
social capital.

We can observe a dominant social orientation in students' career choices: 73.8% consider the
salary level, and 52.6% consider career growth opportunities. However, this preference is relatively
conditional, as 41.2% of students also pay attention to the societal significance of the profession, and
36.2% consider the opportunities to realize their potential.

The study of high school students' professional orientations revealed that the leading fields are
natural sciences, social-humanitarian sciences, and information technologies. After graduation,
30.5% of students plan to study natural sciences, 26.7% plan to pursue social-humanitarian sciences,
and 21.3% plan to study information technologies.

A gender difference in professional orientations was also identified. The proportion of girls
planning to choose foreign languages is higher than that of boys, with 12.1% of boys and 21.7% of
girls intending to pursue this field. The creative fields are also more attractive to girls: 12.6% of girls
and 7.7% of boys plan to choose this field. Conversely, there is a tendency for boys to favor
economics and law sciences more than girls. Among students planning to study these fields, 12.1%
of boys and 7.0% of girls prioritize economics, while 10.3% of boys and 8.7% of girls prioritize law

In order to understand the direction of career choice, the factors were grouped as follows: 1)
interest orientation; 2) career orientation; 3) social status orientation; 4) accessibility orientation; 5)
family orientation. The influence and impact levels of these factors were analyzed individually for
high school students planning to study in humanitarian, medical, technical, economic, and military
fields. The study of career choice motivations among high school students based on professional
education trajectories yielded the following results:

Students with "interest-oriented motivations' during career decision-making process tend to
choose humanitarian fields, including social fields. Among students aspiring to enter the military
field, the proportion of such students is half as low. The proportion of students who like their
profession is higher among those planning to study in the humanitarian fields. In the overall sample,
25.7% of respondents loke the profession which they are going to apply to, while 53.8% of those
planning to enter the humanitarian field chose it.

This indicates a strong positive correlation between intrinsic motivation (“I like this profession™)
and the choice of humanitarian specialties. The contrast with economic (7.6%) and medical (15.4%)
directions highlights the relatively low influence of pure interest in these fields. Meanwhile, the high
percentage of students who wish to “develop their abilities” in economic (58.4%) and technical (40%)
fields shows a positive relationship between self-realization motives and the selection of more skill-
or outcome-oriented professions. The military field demonstrates the weakest association with
interest-based motivation, suggesting that decisions in this direction are more likely influenced by
external or structural factors rather than personal interest.

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These patterns suggest that interest-oriented motivation acts as a key internal driver in the choice
of humanitarian professions, whereas in other fields, particularly economic and technical, rational or
instrumental motivations prevail. The weak link between interest and military choice may indicate
that causality lies more in perceived social stability, discipline, or external guidance rather than self-
directed preference (Table 3).

During career decision-making process, there is a noticeable dominance of “career-oriented
motivation”. For instance, “opportunity for career growth” is important for future medical
professionals (75%), future economists place great emphasis on the possibility of “high income”
(75.2%), and those choosing humanitarian fields give special importance to the “status of the
profession” (53.2%).

On the other hand, humanitarian students (66.6%) place less emphasis on career growth,
indicating that other factors, such as personal fulfillment and the meaning of the work, may play a
larger role in their decision-making. The relatively lower importance placed on career advancement
in these fields suggests that humanitarian careers may attract individuals who value intrinsic rewards
over professional progression.

The strong emphasis on high income among economics students (75.2%) demonstrates that
financial considerations are a major motivator in this field, aligning with the expectation of lucrative
career prospects in economics. Similarly, military students (75%) prioritize income, likely due to
the financial security and benefits the military offers, such as steady pay and pensions (Table 4). As
previous studies show, high school students in choosing medical professions pay special attention to
its prestige in society, especially in fiels such as nursing where the competencies of the professionals
associated only with helping patients’ personal hygiene or changing bedsheets [29].

Social status-oriented motivation is characteristic of students choosing economic professions.
Future economists, accountants are particularly focused on “expanding connections”. Additionally,
when career decision-making medical professions, students place special value on the social
importance of these fields in societal development (Table 5). As other research results show social
importance is also dominated among students who are willing to chose social oriented professions
such as social worker. Among these students public service motivations tend to be higher and
altruistic motivation serves as the specific behavioral guidance in career choice [30].

Accessibility-oriented motivation is characterized by factors like "ease of finding a job,” "ease
of entering university,” and "affordable tuition for my family.” Such motivations are more common
among those choosing technical professions (Table 6).

Family-oriented motivation is particularly evident in medical professions. When choosing a
medical profession, students are more likely to prioritize positions like "the profession my parents or
relatives work in" (8.2%) and "advice from parents or relatives” (33.4%). Family-oriented
motivations are particularly influential in the choice of medical professions. The data shows that a
significant portion of students (33.4%) chooses medicine based on advice from parents or relatives,
indicating that family influence is crucial in this field. Additionally, 8.2% of students are motivated
by the profession their parents or relatives work in, highlighting the importance of familial
connections and role models in medical career decisions.

In contrast, humanitarian (13.2%) and military (12.5%) fields show a lower emphasis on family
influence, suggesting that students in these fields may be more independently motivated or guided by
other factors. The influence of family is also less pronounced in the technical (22.2%) and economic
(25%) fields, where professional choice may be driven more by personal interests, career growth
potential, or financial considerations rather than family traditions or advice.

This pattern suggests that family-oriented motivations are stronger in professions with clear, well-
defined career paths, like medicine, and less significant in fields that may offer more diverse or flexible
career opportunities (Table 7). Studies conducted among Russian and French students illustrates the
connection between professional activity of parents and students’ choice of economic professions.
44.6% students in Russia and 37.5% students in France tend to choose economic profession to follow
their parents professional pathway [31]. While studies provided in Lithuania revealed that the main
sources of information when choosing a study program are recommendations from peers. Such as
differeces shows regional features the process of career choice decision making [32].

In general according to research results, Kazakstani high school students place *'career-oriented
motivation™ first, followed by *'social status-oriented motivation™, and *interest-oriented
motivation' ranks last.

The data reveals that career choices among high school students are shaped by a blend of personal
interests, career aspirations, social values, family influence, and practical considerations.
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Humanitarian students are primarily driven by personal interest and passion for their chosen
profession, while those pursuing technical, medical, and economic fields focus more on career growth
and financial stability. Family influence is most pronounced in medicine, where parental advice and
professional pathways play a significant role in decision-making. Social status and professional
prestige are crucial in fields like economics and humanitarian studies, but have less impact in more
pragmatic sectors such as military and technical professions. Overall, the study highlights that career
decisions are influenced by both intrinsic motivations and external factors, with a notable distinction
between fields that prioritize personal fulfillment and those driven by career prospects and family
influence.

CONCLUSION

To fully understand the career choice motivations of high school students, it is important to study
them by combining economic and sociological approaches. Within the framework of economic
approaches, rationality is prioritized when studying the motives for career choice, while sociological
approaches focus on the importance of social and cultural factors. Despite the significance of
pragmatic motivations in career choice among high school students, there is also a noticeable
predominance of "interest-oriented" motivations. In order to understand the direction and goals of
career choices among high school students, the motivations guiding students in their career decisions
have been grouped into five categories: 1) "interest-oriented,” 2) "career-oriented,” 3) "social status-
oriented,” 4) family-oriented, and 5) accessibility-oriented. The influence and impact of these factors
were analyzed separately for high school students planning to choose careers in the humanities,
medicine, engineering, economics, and the military.

The analysis provided the following interesting insights. The motivations forming “career
orientation" are important for the majority of high school students, regardless of their career choice.
"Social status orientation” is dominant among high school students aspiring to choose economic
careers. High school students with a high level of "interest orientation™ tend to choose humanitarian
fields, including social professions. "Family orientation,” including professional continuity, is
characteristic of high school students planning to choose medical careers. "Accessibility orientation"
is evident in the motivations of students planning to choose technical professions. Overall, the
importance of the career choice motivations among high school students can be shown in the
following hierarchy: 1 - “career orientation,” 2 - "social status orientation," 3 - "interest orientation,"
4 - "family orientation," 5 - "accessibility orientation. This hierarchy is characteristic of all high
school students, regardless of their intended career path.

The results of this study deepen our understanding of the career choice motivations of high school
students, highlighting their differences in terms of professional trajectories. However, it is important
to acknowledge the complexity of the causal relationship between motivations and career choice,
which also change in the context of cultural and socio-economic conditions. Therefore, future
research should further examine the factors influencing the formation of career choice motivations
across different socio-economic groups.

PROFESSIONAL IDENTITY OF TEACHERS:
THE RESULTS OF THE SOCIOLOGICAL RESEARCH

Abstract

The article analyzes the problem of the formation of professional identity of teachers of
secondary schools in Kazakhstan. The aim is to study the opinions and value orientations of teachers
on their profession, which is achieved through research tasks, to study: socio-demographic
characteristics, assessments of relevant statements regarding the profession, the level of satisfaction
of teachers with their work. The method of data collection is a standardized survey, the type of sample
is the target; The questionnaire was distributed to the target group of respondents, with the option to
choose their preferred survey language. The results were analyzed using statistical methods:
frequency analysis with the inclusion of descriptive statistics, conjugacy tables with Chi-square
estimation, factor analysis and regression analysis, with estimates of the quality of models. The study
showed that teachers' professional identity is an interconnected aspect that includes a teacher's
understanding of their professional roles, competencies, and place in the educational process.
Professional identity reflects a teacher's awareness of his belonging to the teaching profession, his
value orientations, professional goals and attitudes, as well as the degree to which he accepts the
norms and standards of teaching. At the same time, the study shows that 82% of teachers are satisfied
with their work, this indicator is primarily influenced by the factor of financial opportunities of the
profession, secondarily influenced by professional identity, and also influenced by the value
orientations of teachers. The level of satisfaction of teachers with their work is not affected by age,
length of service as a teacher, type of school and type of settlement where teachers work. The

scientific significance of the research lies in expanding understanding and knowledge about the
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professional group of Kazakhstani teachers, which contributes to managerial decision-making and
effective strategies for targeted support of the teaching profession, which is the practical significance
of such research.

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REGIONAL IDENTITY AND NATIONAL UNITY IN KAZAKHSTAN:
OVERCOMING INCOME INEQUALITY AND FUTURE PROSPECTS

Abstract

The article is devoted to the study of the influence of socio-economic inequality on the formation
of regional identity in Kazakhstan and its relationship with national unity. The work analyzes
theoretical approaches, including the «core-periphery» model of Immanuel Wallerstein, the concepts
of «thick» and «thin» identities, as well as the theory of «invented traditions» by Eric Hobsbawm.
Attention is paid to the issues of integrating local identities into the national discourse in the context
of regional differences and globalization processes. The purpose of the study is to identify how socio-
economic imbalances between regions, especially between large cities (Almaty, Astana, Shymkent)
and rural areas, affect the identity of citizens. The empirical analysis uses statistical data on the gross
regional product, standard of living, migration, access to education and health care. Content analysis
of official reports and comparative analysis of regional differences are also used. The results of the
study confirm that the economic dominance of the central regions increases socio-economic
inequality, forming marginalization in the periphery. This contributes to the strengthening of local
identity, which may conflict with the national one, especially in conditions of limited access to
resources. However, cultural heritage and regional identity can become the basis for consolidation of
society when implementing strategies for harmonizing local and national values. The findings of the
article emphasize the need for public investment in the development of rural regions, the introduction
of inclusive educational programs and the stimulation of cultural initiatives. This will transform
regional identity from a barrier into a resource for strengthening national unity, which is especially
important in the context of globalization and modernization.

MAIN PARTS

The formation of the national identity of any state is a complex socio-political phenomenon
influenced by globalization processes that weaken the role of nation states. In the context of
increasing globalization processes, national identity acts not only as an element of cultural stability,
but also as a strategic resource for ensuring internal consolidation and long-term development of the
state. In Kazakhstan, the formation of national identity is closely linked to the concepts of patriotism,
national idea, civic solidarity and interethnic tolerance, which form the value basis for the integration
of a multiethnic society. One of the key directions of state policy in this context is the institutional
support of cultural diversity, the development of the national education system and the active
promotion of the Kazakh language as a factor of cultural continuity and a symbol of identity. The
preservation and adaptation of these components to modern challenges serve as tools for both national
security and cultural modernization.

National identity is a dynamic and multifaceted phenomenon that is formed under the influence
of both internal and external factors. Globalization, accompanied by increasing interdependence
between countries and decreasing influence of nation states, significantly transforms the processes of
identification. In these conditions, national identity becomes not only an instrument of cultural and
social unity, but also a key element of national security. Kazakhstan, as a post-Soviet country
experiencing complex processes of social, economic and political modernization, faces special
challenges in the formation of national identity, especially in the context of regional differences. The
megacities of Kazakhstan — Astana, Almaty and Shymkent — act as economic and cultural «hubs»
accumulating key resources and opportunities. These cities concentrate political power, major
financial flows, as well as the country’s intellectual and cultural potential. Their development is
characterized by high rates of urbanization, significant growth in investment and innovation activity.
However, this concentration of resources is accompanied by a lack of attention to rural areas and
small towns, which remain on the periphery of socio-economic development.
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INTRODUCTION

Regional inequality in rural areas is manifested in uneven access to basic services, such as
education, healthcare, infrastructure and employment opportunities. For example, residents of rural
areas often face limitations in obtaining a quality education, which reduces their competitiveness in
the labor market. Healthcare in these rural areas in the regions is also at a lower level, which
exacerbates social inequality. As a result, a feeling of marginalization arises, which affects the
formation of identity and reinforces regional differences.

Socio-economic inequality has a significant impact on the self-identification of citizens.
Residents of peripheral regions often feel excluded from the development processes taking place in
the country. This is manifested in the tendency to associate themselves not with a national identity,
but with local communities - villages, auls or small districts. The Kazakh concept of «my native land»
illustrates a deep connection with the area where a person was born and raised. Such attachment, on
the one hand, helps to preserve cultural traditions and strengthen local communities, but on the other
hand, it can hinder the formation of a sense of belonging to the national community. Peripheral
regions in the context of Kazakhstan can be called areas characterized by a low level of economic
and social development, limited access to infrastructure, education and healthcare. Examples of such
regions include the Turkestan, Zhambyl, North Kazakhstan and Almaty regions. Unlike the
megacities of Astana, Almaty and Shymkent, which concentrate the main resources, investments and
opportunities, these regions remain on the periphery of national development. Their peripheral status
is due to economic specialization associated with low-productivity agriculture, insufficient access to
modern technologies and investment, which reduces their competitiveness. Social infrastructure in
such regions also remains limited: health care facilities are inadequately equipped, and schools offer
significantly fewer educational opportunities, which hinders the development of human capital.
Transport and economic isolation, especially in regions such as the North Kazakhstan region,
exacerbates their backwardness, while migration processes directed to megacities deprive the
periphery of an active and skilled population, which leads to depopulation and stagnation. In addition,
historical and cultural factors associated with traditional social structures reinforce local identities,
often formed in isolation from the national context, which gives rise to a sense of remoteness and
marginalization.

The cities of Astana, Almaty and Shymkent, according to Immanuel Wallerstein’s core-periphery
model, act as the core of Kazakhstan’s social and economic system. These megacities concentrate
political power, financial resources and intellectual capital, making them hubs of innovation,
transnational capital and global connections. Almaty, as a financial centre, provides up to 25% of tax
revenues and concentrates high-level educational and medical services, while Astana plays the role
of an administrative and investment hub actively developing infrastructure. Shymkent, being one of
the largest economic centres in the south, connects peripheral regions with the core. The high degree
of agglomeration in these cities provides advantages of scale, including access to markets, skilled
labour and innovative technologies, which strengthens their economic dominance. However, such a
concentration of resources creates inequality, increasing the gap between the center and the periphery,
and requires a strategic approach to the redistribution of opportunities and the development of
peripheral regions to create a more balanced national system.

If we look at this process through the prism of Immanuel Wallerstein's world systems theory, we
can see that the periphery often becomes a zone where resources are exploited and access to
opportunities is minimal. This creates a feeling of inferiority among residents of peripheral regions,
which develops into social discontent and reduces the level of trust in state institutions. In the long
term, this can weaken national unity and make it difficult to achieve the country's strategic goals.

One of the significant consequences of regional inequality is increased migration from peripheral
regions to large cities. In the modern socio-economic context, internal migration is driven by the
desire of the population to improve living conditions — to expand access to financial resources, receive
quality education, opportunities for professional self-realization and ensure a stable future for the

family. However, this process is not unambiguously positive: increased migration flows towards large
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cities contribute to accelerated urbanization, while exacerbating socio-economic imbalances between
the center and the periphery. Rural areas are losing a significant part of the demographically and
economically active population, which leads to a decrease in labor potential, demographic
degradation and stagnation of local economic systems. In addition, migration movements have a
significant impact on the processes of identity transformation. Once in an urban environment,
migrants face the need to adapt to other socio-cultural norms and institutional practices, often
radically different from their usual environment. This creates a phenomenon of identification tension,
in which traditional regional values and cultural codes are revised or displaced in the context of
integration into a new urban space. This leads to the formation of a hybrid identity that combines
elements of local culture and the urban environment. In some cases, this helps to strengthen national
identity, but in others it increases alienation and a sense of a certain inferiority.

The division between the center and the periphery in Kazakhstan raises the question of how
regional identity can coexist with national identity or enhance its significance. On the one hand, a
strong regional identity can deepen social divides and strengthen separatist sentiments, especially if
the periphery continues to feel excluded from national processes. On the other hand, If integrated into
the national identity, regional identity can serve as a resource for promoting cultural diversity and
social unity. The state plays a key role in creating a balance between regional and national identity.
Investments in rural development in the regions, programs to promote local culture and history, as
well as initiatives to improve the quality of life in peripheral regions can help reduce inequality and
strengthen national unity. It is important to take into account that the formation of national identity is
a process in which all citizens should participate, regardless of their place of residence and other
characteristics. The national identity of Kazakhstan is formed in the context of a complex interaction
of global processes, regional differences and social inequality. The division into the center and the
periphery creates serious challenges, as well as new opportunities for the development of Kazakhstan.
Overcoming regional disparities, the active involvement of local communities in national processes
and the institutionalization of the principle of "unity in diversity" are key conditions for strengthening
national identity in Kazakhstan. These measures not only contribute to the formation of a more
balanced socio-economic structure, but also ensure the value and cultural integration of the
population, creating a stable foundation for the long-term modernization and stable development of
the country.

The formation of national identity in Kazakhstan is a complex, multi — layered process that
unfolds at the intersection of global challenges, regional imbalances and socio-economic realities.
The main vector in this process is the desire to integrate diverse local identities into a coherent
national discourse, which is especially important in the context of growing inequality between the
center and the periphery.

The «core-periphery» model proposed by I. Wallerstein and developed in the context of P.
Krugman's spatial economy helps to comprehend the specifics of the Kazakh reality. The central cities
of Astana, Almaty and Shymkent act as economic and cultural poles, concentrating resources,
innovations and administrative power. At the same time, peripheral regions remain somewhat isolated
both economically and culturally. This division is due not only to historical development, but also to
modern agglomeration mechanisms that reinforce the asymmetry in access to opportunities.

Regional identity, which is being formed in conditions of social exclusion and limited access to
basic services (education, healthcare, transport infrastructure), can become both a challenge and a
resource. On the one hand, it captures a sense of marginality, generates distrust of state institutions
and reduces the level of civic engagement. On the other hand, a regional identity based on a rich
cultural heritage can serve as a platform for cultural self-realization and local initiative. In the context
of a politically and economically active center, the state strategy should include peripheral voices in
the national dialogue, which requires investments in education, support for local cultural programs
and infrastructure development.

At the same time, it is worth paying attention to the social determinants that influence the

formation of identity, including the reproductive attitudes of women in households with different

income levels. Women living in conditions of economic instability, especially in peripheral regions,
face limited access to quality healthcare and educational services, which affects not only demographic
behavior, but also their self-identification. Reproductive guidelines in households with limited
material resources are shaped by both economic circumstances and the socio-cultural environment
specific to a particular region. These attitudes act not only as an adaptive mechanism to the conditions
of socio-economic vulnerability, but also as a factor that supports and reproduces local identity
models rooted in traditional values and norms of communities. At the same time, women from more
affluent segments of the population in megacities can integrate into more globalized forms of identity,
shifting the focus from collective to individual values.

The processes of globalization have a dual impact. On the one hand, they promote the spread of
a «thin» identity — flexible, mobile, focused on economic efficiency. On the other hand, they actualize
the need to preserve a «thick» identity rooted in history, culture and tradition. Kazakhstan is faced
with the need to develop a model in which these two types of identity do not conflict, but complement
each other. This is possible through the development of inclusive strategies based on the principle of
«unity in diversity», where each region is represented as a unique part of a common national whole.

Thus, the main part of the analysis emphasizes that the sustainable development of Kazakhstan
is impossible without an integrated approach to regional development and identity. To be viable,
national identity must be open to local variations, integrate them into a single symbolic system, and
create conditions for equal participation of all regions in the nation-building process. This requires
strategic planning, intersectoral engagement, and political will focused not only on economic growth,
but also on cultural and social inclusion.

LITERATURE REVIEW

The modern world is characterized by the intensification of globalization processes, which have
a complex and multifaceted impact on national and regional identities. Kazakhstan, located at the
crossroads of East and West, is a unique example of a country where national identity is formed in
the context of significant regional differences and the influence of globalization. This process is
complicated by economic inequality between regions, differences in the levels of social infrastructure
and changes in cultural and historical practices. Regional identity is a significant socio-cultural
construct in the context of Kazakh reality, where the structure of spatial development is determined
by a pronounced "center- periphery™ model. This structure has a complex impact on the formation of
not only economic and social differences between regions, but also on the processes of symbolic self-
determination of the population, reinforcing the importance of territorial affiliation in the perception
of individual and collective identity. Central cities such as Almaty, Astana and Shymkent serve as
engines of economic development, accumulating the main resources of the country. At the same time,
peripheral regions face limitations in access to basic services, resources and opportunities, which
increases the gap between the center and the regions. This gap not only affects economic
development, but also shapes various forms of identity associated with local communities, cultural
traditions and historical memory.

This paper aims to explore the relationship between regional identity, globalization and economic
inequality in Kazakhstan. The focus is on theoretical approaches such as the center-periphery model,
the concept of «invented traditions» and the theory of discourse analysis, which allow us to deepen
our understanding of the complex processes of identity formation. A special place is occupied by the
discussion of cultural and educational initiatives aimed at harmonizing local and national values, as
well as the analysis of the role of digitalization and new technologies in the transformation of regional
identities.

Within the framework of this discussion, special attention is paid to theoretical and practical
aspects, such as the dynamics of interaction between the center and the periphery, the impact of
globalization on cultural heritage, and the role of civil initiatives in the formation of sustainable
identity models. Against this background, the discussion of the presented data allows us not only to
analyze current challenges, but also to propose strategies for integrating local values into national and
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global contexts, contributing to the consolidation of society in the face of social and economic
disparities.

Globalization and its impact on regional identities

Globalization, as one of the key processes of our time, has a profound impact on regional
identities, changing their content and forms. In the era of neoliberal globalization, traditional «thick»
identities based on historical and cultural roots are giving way to «thin» identities aimed at economic
competitiveness and global mobility (Paasi, 2002) [1]. «Thicks identity is understood as a deep and
rooted connection with historical, cultural and social traditions that determine the collective
perception of one's place in the world. These are identities that are formed on the basis of centuries-
old history, cultural heritage and a strong commitment to traditions. In contrast, «thin» identity is
characterized by greater flexibility and adaptability. It is created in the context of globalization and
Is aimed at economic efficiency, mobility and integration into global networks. «Thinx» identities are
less connected to cultural and historical roots and are often instrumental in nature, focusing on
practical aspects such as regional competitiveness or attractiveness to investors. This shift is
particularly noticeable in semi-peripheral countries, where regional identities are used as a tool to
attract investment and improve competitiveness in the global arena. Globalization simultaneously
promotes unification and stimulates the development of unique forms of identity. It creates new
contexts for the interaction of local cultures with global processes, including the repositioning of
regions in the international system (Rizman, 2008) [2]. As Stewart Hall (2003) [3] notes, local
characteristics do not disappear under the influence of globalization, but adapt, becoming an element
of a new transformed identity. This is especially relevant for countries seeking to emerge from the
semi-periphery status, where the unique cultural and social resources of regions can become an
important competitive advantage. The example of the Amsterdam metropolitan area illustrates how
regions can become «engines» of national economic growth by integrating a «thinx» identity focused
on innovation and mobility with elements of a traditional «thick» identity [4]. This demonstrates the
possibility of harmoniously combining economic efficiency with the preservation of cultural heritage
(Paasi, 2002) [1].

Integration of Regional Identities into National Discourse

One of the key aspects of successful interaction between regional and national identities is their
integration into a common discourse. European regionalization serves as a vivid example, where
educational and cultural standards contribute to the formation of «regional supranational identities»
(Hall, 1996) [3]. In Kazakhstan, this approach can be adapted to strengthen ties between regions and
the national center, where cultural heritage and historical traditions serve as the basis for the
consolidation of society (Erlan Karin, 2023) [5]. Cultural heritage plays a key role in the formation
of identity, providing a link between the past and the present. For Kazakhstan, which has a rich
history, the harmonization of regional and national values will be an effective tool for strengthening
national unity. Particular attention should be paid to the role of local traditions and cultural initiatives
in the formation of a sustainable identity that takes into account both local and global challenges.

Methodological approaches to the study of identity

One of the most effective methods for analyzing the transformation of identities is discourse
analysis. This method allows us to explore how social and political realities are constructed through
rhetoric and communication strategies (Fairclough, 2013) [6]. In the context of globalization,
discourses become a tool through which regional identities adapted to new conditions are formed and
strengthened. For example, the use of mass media and digital technologies allows regional elites to
broadcast key symbolic foundations, facilitating the integration of local characteristics into the global
context (Van Houtum & Lagendijk, 2001) [7]. Bourdieu (2001) emphasizes the need for a critical
approach to the study of identities, especially in the context of depoliticization caused by globalization
[8]. In this regard, it is important to consider how macropoliticians shape regional identities, while
simultaneously strengthening their uniqueness and integration into national processes.

For Kazakhstan, where regions and rural areas within regions have significant cultural and social
differences, the integration of local and national identities represents both an important challenge and
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a broad opportunity. The example of the Amsterdam metropolis and European regionalization
processes highlights the need for strategic work aimed at combining «thin» and «thick» identities.
This requires the creation of inclusive discourses that reflect the diversity of regions, but at the same
time promote national consolidation.

The cultural heritage of Kazakhstan, including the traditions of the Great Turkic Khaganate, the
Kazakh Khanate and the Golden Horde, can become the basis for the formation of a unique image of
the country in the global system. At the same time, an important element remains the development of
educational and cultural programs that focus on regional characteristics, but promote the creation of
a single national identity. Successful integration of regional identities into the national discourse
requires taking into account global processes, the strategic use of cultural heritage and the application
of modern methodological approaches. Kazakhstan, with its unique resources, has the opportunity to
create a model that not only preserves local characteristics, but also promotes their active participation
in the global system.

Core-Periphery Concept

The core-periphery model is one of the key theories for analyzing regional economic disparities.
It focuses on the uneven distribution of economic and social resources between central (core) and
peripheral regions. This concept, proposed by Krugman (1991) [9] and developed by other scholars
(Scott & Storper, 2007; Batur, 2014) [10], explains why central regions dominate economic
development, while peripheral regions face growth constraints. In the modern context of globalization
and rapid urbanization, such disparities are becoming especially noticeable.

Central regions are characterized by high economic activity, dense infrastructure, and access to
skilled labor. These regions and rural areas within them serve as hubs for innovation, transnational
capital, and global production networks (Davidsson et al., 1994) [11]. Peripheral regions, in contrast,
face constraints related to a lack of infrastructure, low levels of entrepreneurial activity, and limited
access to resources (Storey, 1994 [12]; Bennet, 2010 [13]). This imbalance creates the so-called
«siphon effect,” in which resources and talent flow from the periphery to the core, exacerbating
overall and economic inequality.

Agglomeration processes play a central role in strengthening the position of central regions.
Agglomeration promotes the concentration of economic activity in the core due to advantages of
scale, market proximity and the availability of highly qualified specialists (Nystrom, 2007) [14].
However, excessive concentration can lead to diseconomies such as rising land costs, overloaded
infrastructure and deterioration of the environmental situation.

In peripheral regions, on the contrary, agglomeration effects are less frequent due to insufficient
demand and a weak infrastructure base. This creates a vicious circle in which the lack of resources
and opportunities limits the development of the periphery, which, in turn, strengthens the economic
dominance of the center (Krugman, 1991) [9].

One of the key aspects of the core-periphery model is the consideration of the effects of
«concentration» and «spread» (Li, J.; Elahi, E., 2023) [15]. The concentration effect amplifies
disparities as resources, capital and innovation are concentrated in central regions. The spillover
effect, on the other hand, suggests that peripheral regions can benefit from interactions with the
center, for example through technology transfer, knowledge transfer or improved transport
accessibility.

Research shows that the balance between these effects depends on the quality of infrastructure,
the level of regional integration and regional development strategies. For example, the development
of transport infrastructure such as high-speed rail will help to mitigate the concentration effect by
creating new economic opportunities for peripheral regions (Li, J.; Elahi, E., 2023) [15].

Instruments for the Development of Peripheral Regions

To reduce the gap between the center and the periphery, it is important to implement strategic
measures aimed at developing infrastructure and supporting innovation. Transport infrastructure is
one of the key instruments that facilitate the integration of the periphery into the national economy.
The development of roads, railway networks and airports improves the accessibility of resources and
markets for peripheral regions (Li, J.; Elahi, E., 2023) [15].
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In addition, investments in innovative technologies play an important role in the development of
the periphery. The use of digital technologies, the development of educational programs and support
for small and medium-sized businesses can become the basis for increasing the competitiveness of
peripheral regions (Caballero & Hammour, 2000) [16]. Such measures can stimulate local
entrepreneurship, strengthening the economy of peripheral cities and reducing their dependence on
the central regions. In the context of Kazakhstan, the core-periphery model is particularly relevant
due to the significant differences between major cities such as Almaty and Astana, Shymkent and
rural areas in the regions. Central cities serve as economic and administrative hubs, while peripheral
regions face limitations in access to resources and opportunities.

The example of high-speed rail in China and Japan shows that such projects can improve
connections between the core and periphery, stimulating the development of remote regions and
increasing the level of population in the regions. For Kazakhstan, this may mean not only the
construction of transport infrastructure, but also the introduction of innovative policies aimed at
supporting local economies. The core-periphery model and related agglomeration processes are key
concepts for reducing regional disparities. Eliminating the gaps between the core and periphery
requires a comprehensive approach, including infrastructure development, support for innovation,
and the introduction of strategies aimed at balancing the effects of concentration and diffusion. In the
context of Kazakhstan, the successful integration of peripheral regions into the national economy will
be an important step towards achieving sustainable growth and social equality.

Identity politics and cultural initiatives: a theoretical overview

The construction of national identity is often associated with the use of «invented traditions», a
concept proposed by Hobsbawm (2012) [17]. These traditions are typically practices aimed at
creating the illusion of historical continuity and stability. An example is the construction of symbols,
rituals and narratives that reinforce the idea of a single nation. Renan (2018) [18] emphasized that the
nation is a «daily plebiscite» that is maintained by shared memories and collective amnesia about
dividing moments.

An important component of this strategy is historical memory, which, according to Assmann
(2020) [19], serves two functions: preserving cultural values and creating a sense of belonging. In
post-Soviet countries, including Kazakhstan, turning to historical heritage, for example, the era of the
Golden Horde or the Kazakh Khanate, has become an important instrument for consolidating the
nation (Erlan Karin, 2023) [5].

Education and Culture as Instruments of Identity Politics

Educational programs play a central role in shaping national consciousness. Nussbaum (2010)
[20] argues that education should not only impart knowledge, but also foster a cosmopolitan
consciousness, respect for different cultures, and shared responsibility for global challenges.

In Kazakhstan, as in many other countries, educational initiatives aim to harmonize regional and
national identities. For example, mandatory study of the history of Kazakhstan, visits to museums
and cultural monuments are part of the strategy to develop a sense of pride for the country not only
among young people but also among the entire population (Erlan Karin, 2023) [5]. These measures
promote the integration of local values, strengthening national unity. Cultural initiatives also play an
important role. They allow integrating local values into the national context while preserving cultural
diversity. The promotion of Kazakh culture through cinema, literature, and art is an example of such
initiatives. Supporting local cultural and creative traditions, such as folk festivals, crafts, dances,
music and others, helps preserve the cultural heritage of regions and strengthen identity.

Harmonization of Multicultural Identity

Modern societies face challenges in harmonizing multicultural identity. Kazakhstan, as a country
with more than 130 ethnic groups, provides a unique example of the need to strengthen tolerance and
solidarity through local and national programs. Etzioni (1997) [21] argues that a sense of belonging
is strengthened through collective historical roots and shared values, which must be reinforced by
institutional support. The difficulty lies in the balance between local identity and cosmopolitan

aspirations. Caney (2010) [22] suggests that these two approaches are not necessarily in conflict, but
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can complement each other. Cosmopolitanism helps to develop global thinking and respect for
differences, while local identity preserves cultural roots and provides a sense of stability.

Conflict between cosmopolitanism and local identity

One of the main challenges for modern states is the balance between preserving local identity
and adapting to globalization processes. As Rizman (2008) [2] notes, globalization can
simultaneously weaken local identities and strengthen them through the contrast with global values.
For example, in Kazakhstan, urbanized centers can adopt elements of cosmopolitanism, while rural
regions retain traditional ways of life.

In Kazakhstan, cultural and educational initiatives play a key role in strengthening national
identity. Cultural heritage preservation programs, such as the inclusion of monuments in the
UNESCO list, contribute to both internal consolidation and international recognition. This is
especially important for strengthening unity in a multicultural society. Another important step is the
harmonization of local values with the national development strategy. For example, significant
initiatives to develop rural schools and educational programs in remote regions can help reduce the
gap between cities and villages, strengthening the unity of the country.

Identity policy and cultural initiatives are a powerful tool for creating and strengthening national
identity. The most important aspects are the use of historical memory, the development of educational
and cultural programs, and the balance between local and global identity. Kazakhstan's experience
demonstrates that successful integration of these approaches can contribute to both internal
consolidation and international competitiveness.

Theoretical reviews devoted to the issues of the «center-periphery» model, economic
agglomeration, identity policy and cultural initiatives, as well as their relationship with globalization,
demonstrate the complexity and multi-layered nature of these processes. A common unifying factor
of all the areas considered is their importance in ensuring the harmonious development of both
individual regions and national states in the context of global transformations.

1. The «center-periphery» model and economic agglomeration highlight key economic and social
differences between central and peripheral regions. These differences are determined by
agglomeration effects, access to resources and transport infrastructure. Despite the advantages of the
central regions, there is a risk of increasing disproportions, which requires strategic management of
the diffusion of resources and technologies for the development of the peripheries.

2. ldentity politics and cultural initiatives reveal the importance of preserving cultural heritage
and historical memory as tools for consolidating the nation. The use of «invented traditions» and the
development of educational programs allows not only to strengthen national identity, but also to adapt
local values to the global context. Harmonization of multicultural identities through tolerance and
solidarity also plays an important role in preventing internal conflicts.

3. The influence of globalization is manifested in both economic and cultural aspects.
Globalization can enhance the competitiveness of regions and create new forms of identity, but at the
same time it requires maintaining a balance between local values and cosmopolitan tendencies. The
Kazakh example demonstrates the possibility of successfully integrating local, regional and national
identities into a single development strategy.

Combining these aspects, it can be argued that the development of regions, including rural areas
in these regions, the formation of identities and cultural strategies should be based on an integrated
approach that takes into account not only economic indicators, but also socio-cultural factors. The
Kazakhstan model, which is in the context of intensive globalization processes, provides a unique
opportunity to analyze and develop new strategies that can strengthen national unity and increase
international competitiveness. This approach can become an example for other countries seeking to
balance regional and national development in the context of global challenges.

To analyze the topic related to the «center-periphery» model, economic agglomeration, identity
politics and cultural initiatives, we can rely on several key sociological theories and paradigms.
Among them is the theory of world systems by Immanuel Wallerstein [23, 24, 25], which considers
the global division into the center, semi-periphery and periphery, explaining the structural inequalities
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between regions. Paul Krugman's theory of spatial economics reveals the mechanisms of economic
agglomeration and its impact on regional development [26, 27, 28]. An important place is occupied
by the discursive approach of Norman Fairclough [29], which allows us to analyze how the identity
of regions and nations is constructed through language and symbolic practices [30, 31]. It is also
worth noting Eric Hobsbawm's concept of «invented traditions», which emphasizes the role of
symbolic elements in the formation of national and regional identity [32]. Finally, the theory of
glocalization, described by Roland Robertson, suggests seeing the local and the global as
complementary phenomena, which is especially relevant for the analysis of the integration of local
values into the global context.

Sociological understanding: Regional identity and social inequality in Kazakhstan

Modern studies of regional dynamics in Kazakhstan increasingly clearly indicate the need for an
integrated approach to the study of regional identity. This concept has long gone beyond cultural self-
identification - today it is closely linked to a sense of social justice, economic dignity and participation
in national life.

Sociologists, including Rodriguez-Pose et al. (2024) [33], show that the increasing economic
inequality between regions not only creates a gap in living standards, but also contributes to the
formation of local identities that are closed and isolated from the national discourse. This
development threatens the processes of national integration, as residents of socially and
infrastructurally backward regions begin to perceive themselves as «second-class citizens».

The events in Zhanaozen (2011, and especially January 2022) became not only a political signal,
but also a social indicator of deep alienation. Research by Sermagambet et al. (2022) highlights that
discontent in these regions is based not only on economic performance [34], but also on a sense of
exclusion, lack of representation, and injustice. This reinforces the «local identity of resentment»,
which is opposed to the general Kazakh identity.

This phenomenon confirms the thesis that territorial inequality directly affects identification
processes. In such circumstances, «national unity» becomes a rhetorical category divorced from the
real experience of a significant part of the population.

On the other hand, research data from Dnishev et al. (2022) and Zheng et al. (2021) show that
investments in digital infrastructure and access to online services in some suburban areas of the
Almaty region have not only improved economic mobility, but also increased the sense of «belonging
to the nation» [35; 36]. Residents began to participate more actively in educational and professional
projects, and they began to feel included in the national agenda.

This shows that equalizing socio-economic conditions based on accessible and inclusive
technologies can be an effective tool for strengthening identity and national unity. This confirms the
thesis of Zheng et al. (2021) on the need for a geographically sensitive policy that takes into account
the characteristics and needs of specific regions [36].

Thus, regional identity in Kazakhstan is formed not only on the basis of cultural and historical
differences, but also as a reaction to socio-economic reality. Deep territorial polarization, as shown
by Klebanova et al. (2021) [37], leads to the emergence of «alternative» forms of identity, which
often conflict with official rhetoric about unity.

Modern sociology requires considering identity as a result of structural factors — income, access
to resources, and participation in politics. In Kazakhstan, this means that national unity cannot be
built solely through cultural slogans, without real economic alignment and recognition of regional
differences.

Key gaps in existing research and the significance of the present study

Despite the extensive coverage of the topic, there are aspects that have not been studied in
sufficient depth. In particular, little attention has been paid to the dynamics of interaction between
local and national elites in the process of identity formation. The social consequences of
agglomeration processes for peripheral communities, such as cultural marginalization or loss of local
identities, have also been poorly studied. How digitalization and new technologies transform the

mechanisms of identity formation and integration of regions has not been fully disclosed. In addition,
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the role of civil society and local initiatives, which can act as an alternative to top-down strategies for
identity formation, has been limited. These gaps open up prospects for further research that can
deepen the understanding of the complex processes of interaction between the global and the local
within the framework of modern sociology, but also reveal new resources for development.

Despite the growing interest in issues of regional development and socio-economic inequality,
the study of the relationship between regional identity and income inequality remains insufficiently
developed, especially in the Kazakh context. Most of the existing work focuses on the
macroeconomic aspects of regional inequality, overlooking the cultural, identification, and
sociological consequences of such disparities.

First, there is a significant lack of empirical data in Kazakhstani scientific research on the
perception of regional identity by residents of various regions of the country, especially in the context
of increasing socio-economic stratification. Secondly, there is a limited number of interdisciplinary
studies combining the approaches of economic geography, sociology, cultural studies and political
science for a comprehensive analysis of the phenomenon of regional identity in conditions of
inequality.

In addition, in the international literature, regional identity is often considered either in isolation
from economic indicators, or within the framework of developed countries with stable institutions.
Kazakhstan, with its complex post-Soviet transformation trajectory and pronounced regional
heterogeneity, provides an illustrative case for studying the mechanisms of constructing national unity
in the context of internal socio-economic imbalance. The present study contributes to this analytical
discourse by offering a comprehensive understanding of how unequal income distribution and
differences in socio-economic status between regions affect the identification strategies of the
population, a sense of social justice, the level of institutional trust and willingness to participate in
national solidarity practices. The article introduces Kazakhstani empirical material into scientific
circulation, which is especially valuable for comparative regional studies and the formation of
effective public policy. Thus, the work represents a contribution to the development of not only the
Kazakh, but also the global research agenda, emphasizing that strengthening national unity is
impossible without understanding and taking into account regional diversity and socio-economic
realities.

METHODOLOGY

The purpose of this paper is to study the processes of formation of regional identity in Kazakhstan
in the context of socio-economic inequality and globalization. The work is aimed at identifying the
relationships between regional and rural district differences, global transformations and national
identity, as well as analyzing the mechanisms of integration of local characteristics into the general
national discourse.

Particular attention is paid to the study of:

1. The influence of the «core-periphery» model on the development of regional identity and
social inequality;

2. Transformations of identities under the influence of globalization processes, including the
transition from «thick» to «thin» forms of identity;

3. The role of cultural heritage and «invented traditions» in strengthening national unity;

4. The importance of cultural, educational and digital initiatives for the harmonization of local
and national values;

5. Possibilities of strategic use of regional identity as a resource for social and economic
development.

This study aims to develop strategic recommendations aimed at reducing inter-regional
disparities and consolidating national identity through inclusive approaches that take into account
local specifics, cultural diversity and global challenges. The key objectives of the article are the
analysis of socio-economic inequality between different regions of Kazakhstan and the assessment
of its impact on the processes of formation of regional affiliation and individual self-identification of
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the population. Particular attention is paid to the study of the transformations of regional identities
under the influence of globalization processes, including the transition from traditional «thick»
identities based on cultural and historical roots to «thin» forms aimed at economic competitiveness
and mobility. The role of cultural heritage and historical memory in strengthening national unity is
also considered, including the use of «invented traditions» to create a common national discourse. An
important task is to study educational, cultural and digital initiatives aimed at harmonizing local and
national values, as well as their importance in strengthening multicultural identity. In addition, the
task is to formulate recommendations for reducing regional inequality, strengthening national identity
and effectively integrating local characteristics into the overall national context. The theoretical
analysis of the interaction of local, national and global processes is carried out using key concepts
such as world systems theory, the «center-periphery» model, the concept of glocalization and
discourse analysis, which allows for a deeper understanding of the complex mechanisms of identity
formation in modern conditions.

Research Questions

1. How do socio-economic inequalities between the regions of Kazakhstan influence the
formation of regional identity and its interaction with national identity?

This question is central to understanding how economic and infrastructural differences can
increase feelings of alienation among residents of certain regions. Since identity is formed in the
context of access to resources and opportunities, it is important to examine how these inequalities
affect the perception of belonging to a single nation. For example, if some regions feel «abandoned»
compared to economically active centers, this may weaken their connection to the national identity.

2. What strategies can be applied to integrate regional identities into the national discourse,
promoting the formation of unity in the context of socio-economic inequality?

The formation of national identity requires the active inclusion of all regions in the general
discourse. The question focuses on finding solutions, since strengthening national unity depends on
this. Here, the key aspects are cultural initiatives, educational programs and infrastructure
development that could harmonize the interests of the center and the periphery. Kazakhstan, as a
multinational state, needs approaches that take into account the unique characteristics of each region,
revealing their subtleties and integrating them into the national context.

Hypothesis. The main hypothesis of the article is that regional identity in Kazakhstan is formed
under the significant influence of socio-economic inequality, which reinforces the differences
between the center and the periphery, complicating the active integration of regions into a single
national space. Socio-economic inequality, manifested in asymmetric access to education, medical
services, and infrastructural resources, reinforces the processes of local identification, which in some
cases may enter into strained relations with national identity. At the same time, if there is a consistent
state strategy aimed at the balanced development of territories, support for cultural diversity and the
formation of an inclusive discourse of nationality, regional identity can transform from a factor of
separation into a constructive element contributing to the strengthening of national solidarity and
sustainability. This hypothesis suggests that the harmonization of regional characteristics with
national identity requires a strategic approach that takes into account both the cultural and economic
aspects of regional differences.

Theoretical review. The theoretical part of the study is based on the analysis of classical and
modern sociological theories that examine the problems of social and economic inequality. Attention
is paid to the concepts of the center and the periphery, which explain the uneven development of
regions through their economic specialization and access to resources. The theories of economic
agglomeration, emphasizing the role of large cities as growth drivers, and the concepts of social
equalization, offering mechanisms for reducing regional imbalances, are also analyzed. Key
indicators such as gross regional product (GRP), the Gini index, and social infrastructure indicators
are used to analyze the differences. Empirical research.

The empirical part is based on the analysis of official statistics, secondary data, and reports. Data
on GRP, population income, employment levels, the level of indebtedness, and other issues were
used. An analysis of the ratings of Kazakhstan's regions, compiled based on financial and economic
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indicators, standard of living, and business development, was conducted [38]. Particular attention is
paid to the index of regional well-being (IndRn), which made it possible to identify the dynamics of
regional development for the period from 2007 to 2014. The analysis covers both interregional
differences and intraregional disparities, including differences between urban and rural areas [38].

Research methods

The following methods were used to achieve the goals and objectives of the study:

1 Index method, which allows integrating heterogeneous indicators into a single composite
index reflecting the level of well-being of regions.

1 Statistical methods, including trend analysis and comparative analysis of regions to identify
long-term patterns and differences.

1 Content analysis aimed at studying text data from official reports, ratings and statistics.

"1 Comparative analysis of leading and outsider regions in order to determine the factors
influencing their economic and social development.

The results of the study confirmed a significant differentiation of the regions of Kazakhstan by
economic and social indicators. The leaders in terms of well-being were the cities of Almaty and
Astana, Shymkent, which is due to their economic specialization, high level of investment and
developed infrastructure. Outsider regions such as Turkestan, Zhambyl and Almaty regions are
characterized by low GRP, limited access to quality education and healthcare, and insufficient social
infrastructure.

The research methodology, based on theoretical analysis and empirical data, allows for a
comprehensive examination of the problem of regional inequality and the proposal of effective
measures to address it.

Substantiation of research methodology and design

The choice of research methods is determined by the purpose of analyzing the relationship
between regional identity and socio-economic inequality in Kazakhstan. The use of the index method
made it possible to integrate various indicators of regional well-being into a single composite index
reflecting the level of socio-economic development. Statistical methods, including trend analysis and
comparative analysis, have revealed long-term patterns and differences between regions. The content
analysis of official reports and statistical data contributed to the in-depth interpretation of the results.
A comparative analysis of the leading and outsider regions allowed us to identify the key factors
influencing economic and social development.

Sample size and inclusion criteria

The study used data from the official statistics of the Republic of Kazakhstan for the period from
2007 to 2014, covering all 14 regions and 3 cities of national significance. The criteria for inclusion
in the analysis included the availability of data on gross regional product (GRP), household income,
employment, debt, and other socio-economic indicators. Thus, the sample covers the entire territory
of Kazakhstan, ensuring the representativeness and completeness of the analysis.

Detailing data analysis methods

The following statistical methods were used to assess correlations between regional identity and
socio-economic indicators:

1 Pearson correlation coefficient for determining the degree of linear dependence between
variables.

1 Principal Component analysis (PCA) to reduce the size of data and identify the main factors
influencing the formation of regional identity.

1 Multiple regression analysis to assess the influence of several independent variables on the
dependent variable — the level of regional identity

The use of these methods ensured the reliability and reliability of the results obtained, and also
allowed us to identify significant relationships between the studied variables.

The presented research methods, the rationale for their selection, the sample size and inclusion
criteria, as well as detailed data analysis methods meet the requirements of scientific rigor and ensure
the reliability of the results. This allows us to draw reasonable conclusions about the impact of socio-
economic inequality on the formation of regional identity in Kazakhstan.
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RESULTS

The results of the study revealed a significant impact of socio-economic inequality on the
formation of regional identity and its interaction with national identity in Kazakhstan. Regional
differences due to economic specialization, infrastructural limitations and imbalances in access to
basic services create different conditions for self-identification of citizens in the center and on the
periphery. These differences reinforce local identities that may conflict with the national identity,
especially in outsider regions, where the feeling of marginalization is most acute.

However, the data also point to potential resources for integrating regional identities into a single
national space. This is possible through the development of cultural and educational programs aimed
at reducing inequality, and the implementation of strategies that take into account the unique
characteristics of each region. Particular attention should be paid to strengthening the connection
between the center and the periphery, which can be achieved through the harmonization of interests
and the creation of an inclusive national discourse. The subsequent discussion focuses on the
interpretation of the findings from the perspective of theoretical concepts such as the core-periphery
model, the concept of thick and thin identities, and the use of «invented traditions» to build sustainable
national unity. Key mechanisms that can transform regional identity from a challenge into a resource
for strengthening national identity and the socio-economic stability of the country are analyzed.

1. Economic specialization of regions is a key factor in the differentiation of income and
living standards

The heterogeneity of regional development in Kazakhstan is largely determined by the specifics
of the economic specialization of individual territories, which is one of the leading factors forming
spatial imbalances. This specialization affects the level of employment, income structure, and
investment attractiveness of regions, laying the foundations for socio-economic inequality between
them. Data analysis shows that regions with a developed extractive industry, such as the Atyrau and
Mangistau regions, provide high levels of gross regional product (GRP) and significant tax revenues
to the state budget. Thus, in 2017, the Atyrau region contributed 1.05 trillion tenge to the country's
budget, demonstrating a 28.4% increase compared to the previous year [39]. This is due to the
favorable dynamics of world oil prices and an increase in production volumes. At the same time,
regions with a predominantly agricultural focus, such as the Turkestan, Zhambyl and Almaty regions,
lag significantly in terms of GRP. Their economic structure is based on a low-productivity agricultural
sector, limited access to investment and a weak infrastructure base. This situation exacerbates the dire
state of households in these regions, where a significant portion of income is spent on basic needs,
including food. Large cities of national significance, Almaty and Astana, Shymkent occupy a special
position. Almaty, as the financial center of the country, generates 25% of tax revenues to the budget.
The high concentration of business, financial institutions and access to education and health care
make this region a leader in terms of living standards. The capital center - Astana, thanks to
investments in infrastructure and the construction sector, also maintains a stable position, ensuring a
high level of GRP per capita [39].

1.1. The impact of interregional and intraregional differentiation on access to social services,
employment and infrastructure

Interregional differentiation in Kazakhstan is especially noticeable in the context of access to
social services, infrastructure and employment. The leading regions (Astana and Almaty) have a
significantly more developed social and economic infrastructure compared to other regions. In 2017,
the GRP per capita in the Atyrau region was 6.27 million tenge, which is several times higher than
the indicators of less developed regions [39].

On the other hand, intraregional differentiation between urban and rural areas increases social
inequality. Cities (regional centers) have a high level of employment and access to quality social
services, while rural areas suffer from a lack of quality health care, educational institutions and
transport infrastructure. For example, in the Turkestan region, despite the high natural population
growth, social services remain limited, which reduces the overall level of well-being of the region.
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Migration flows from rural areas to large cities exacerbate the problems of host regions. For
example, Almaty and Astana experience a significant burden on the housing stock, medical and
educational institutions, which creates additional internal social problems. However, internal
migration contributes to the redistribution of labor resources, mitigating imbalances in less developed
regions but increasing them in rural areas.

1.2. Indicators of differences: gross regional product, access to education and healthcare,
employment rates, migration flows

Analysis of the main indicators of regional differences, such as GRP, access to education and
healthcare, and employment, shows pronounced disparities between regions. For example, the IndRn
welfare index, which combines various indicators, showed in 2014 that Almaty occupies a leading
position with an index of 125, while the Almaty region has a minimum value of 54. This indicates
significant inequality in access to basic goods and services [39].

Social infrastructure is also unevenly distributed. In highly developed regions, such as the Almaty
region (at the level of rural areas), the provision of doctors and medical beds significantly exceeds
similar indicators in remote regions. In rural areas, there is a low provision of both medical personnel
and educational institutions. This limits the opportunities for the development of human capital and
increases social inequality. Internal migration flows play an important role in the redistribution of
population and labor force. The largest cities of Almaty and Astana attract internal migrants not only
from less developed regions, but also from all rural areas within the framework of intraregional
migration. This leads to population growth in large cities, where in 2017 the increase was 50.41
thousand people in Almaty and 59.78 thousand people in Astana [39]. Such redistribution increases
competition for jobs and resources in the receiving cities, creating new challenges for social policy
and urban development. The analysis of empirical data suggests that regional differentiation in
Kazakhstan is due to multiple factors, among which the features of economic specialization, the level
of infrastructure development and the nature of migration flows are of particular importance.
Megacities such as Almaty and Astana are centers of high economic concentration due to their
institutional importance, investment attractiveness, and well-developed social and transport
infrastructure. At the same time, a significant part of peripheral territories — especially agrarily
oriented and geographically remote areas — shows signs of structural backwardness, which is reflected
in limited access to resources, a high degree of dependence on government subsidies and limited
opportunities for sustainable growth.

Reducing regional imbalances requires an integrated approach, including targeted investments in
infrastructure projects, modernization of the education and healthcare systems as elements of human
capital, as well as the development of a balanced internal migration policy that promotes the
redistribution of labor and intellectual resources between regions. These measures will not only
reduce socio-economic imbalances, but also create conditions for the sustainable development of all
regions of the country.

2. Social Infrastructure and Human Capital in Kazakhstan

2.1. Regional Provision of Social Infrastructure: Education, Healthcare, Cultural and Sports
Facilities

Regional differences in access to social infrastructure play a key role in shaping socio-economic
inequality in Kazakhstan. The analysis shows that regions with a developed economic base, such as
the cities of Almaty and Astana, are provided with better quality and more accessible infrastructure
than remote or rural areas in the regions. Almaty and Astana have a high concentration of medical
facilities, qualified specialists and educational institutions. In particular, Almaty leads the country in
the number of universities, providing a wide range of educational opportunities. Rural areas in regions
with low economic activity, such as the Zhambyl and Turkestan regions, suffer from a lack of
hospitals, schools and cultural facilities. In rural areas, medical facilities are often overcrowded and
their equipment does not meet modern standards. This negatively affects the quality of service,
especially in remote areas, where access to qualified care remains limited. Cultural and sports

infrastructure is more concentrated in large cities. Megacities offer a wide range of cultural events
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and modern sports facilities, while rural areas in the regions are practically deprived of such
opportunities. This distribution increases migration flows from rural areas to cities, exacerbating the
burden on urban infrastructure. Kazakhstan is moving towards increased urbanization, which will
bring new problems for the entire country.

2.2. Housing provision, condition of the housing stock and availability of quality housing

Housing provision is an important factor determining the quality of life of the population and
social equality. The average housing provision in Kazakhstan is 15 square meters per person, which
is a relatively acceptable indicator [38]. However, the quality of housing varies significantly by
region. In megacities (Almaty and Astana), there is a high demand for rental housing, which increases
the financial burden on households. More than 50% of renters spend a significant part of their income
on housing, which reduces their purchasing power.

Most of the housing stock in rural areas was built before 1991 and has not undergone major
repairs. The current situation has a negative impact on the quality of housing conditions, especially
during periods of seasonal temperature drop. Limited funding for housing modernization programs
in rural settlements reinforces the structural gap between urban and rural areas. In particular, in Atyrau
region, despite the high level of gross regional incomes, there remains an acute problem of housing
provision for the population, which indicates a discrepancy between the economic indicators of the
region and the real level of well-being of its residents. The rapid growth of the extractive industry has
led to a sharp increase in the population, which has created a shortage of quality housing on the market
in this region. A similar situation is observed in other oil-producing regions, where a high influx of
labor increases the imbalance in housing provision.

2.3. Gender Inequality in Income and Access to Opportunities

Gender inequality in Kazakhstan, which remains one of the key social problems, exacerbates
existing imbalances in access to economic and social opportunities, especially in the context of
regional differences. According to the report of the Halyk Finance Analytical Center «Economic
Inequality of the Population in Kazakhstan” (January 2024) [40], women in Kazakhstan earn on
average 25% less than men. This is due to the structural features of the labor market, where women
are more often employed in low-paid sectors such as education and healthcare, and are less likely to
occupy leadership positions. The analysis also reveals the relationship between gender and regional
inequalities: in remote and rural areas of the regions, women face even greater limitations associated
with limited access to quality education, healthcare, and professional opportunities. Such disparities
exacerbate overall economic inequality, which, according to the report, is manifested not only in
income levels but also in wealth accumulation: the top 10% of citizens own almost 60% of all assets
[40]. To reduce gender and regional inequality, the report proposes comprehensive measures,
including tax system reforms, improved access to social services and infrastructure development in
the regions. These recommendations emphasize the importance of public policies aimed at the equal
distribution of resources and opportunities, which is a key condition for the formation of national
unity and sustainable development of Kazakhstan.

In addition, in rural areas of the region, women face even greater inequality. Limited access to
educational and professional opportunities increases their vulnerability. This is reflected in women's
participation in the economy and their ability to invest in the development of the human capital of
their families. Gender differences are also manifested in access to social infrastructure. Women,
especially in rural areas, are more likely to face a lack of health services, including access to
reproductive and maternal health. Limited access to resources and support exacerbates their situation,
which in the long term is reflected in the level of poverty.

The results of the Halyk Finance study show that regional differences in the provision of social
infrastructure, the condition of the housing stock and the level of gender equality are significant
factors in socio-economic inequality in Kazakhstan [39]. The largest cities (Almaty and Astana)
remain the centers of concentration of resources and opportunities, while rural areas and remote areas
or cities experience significant difficulties in accessing basic services. To reduce these disparities, it
is necessary to develop and implement comprehensive measures, including investing in the
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modernization of rural infrastructure, improving housing conditions and supporting women in the
professional sphere. It is also important to increase data transparency and strengthen the monitoring
of regional programs to more accurately understand and address existing problems.

3. Financial burden and indebtedness of the population: a sociological analysis

Socioeconomic inequality in Kazakhstan creates structural preconditions for deepening regional
disunity. One of the key characteristics of this phenomenon is the concentration of resources and
economic opportunities in large metropolitan areas such as Astana, Almaty and Shymkent, while rural
and peripheral regions remain largely dependent on centralized financial flows. For example,
according to data for 2024, about 60% of borrowers in Kazakhstan have debts of less than 1 million
tenge, indicating their limited financial capabilities [39]. This clearly demonstrates that residents of
remote regions most often apply for small loans, since their incomes do not allow them to count on
large loans. In the context of such disparities, regional identity is formed as a response to socio-
economic exclusion, strengthening local attachments and preventing the consolidation of national
identity (Habermas, 2002 [41]; Hall, 2003 [42]).

However, regional identity can play not only a destructive, but also a constructive role. In the
context of globalization and accelerated urbanization, regions with unique cultural and social
characteristics can become not only objects of assistance, but also resources for national development.
For example, the cultural heritage of the Turkestan region or the natural potential of the Almaty region
can be integrated into the national discourse, emphasizing the uniqueness of each region (Halyk
Finance, 2024) [39]. This requires not only infrastructure investments, but also changes in approaches
to shaping the image of the region in national and international narratives. As examples from other
countries show, the successful integration of local characteristics into the general discourse
contributes not only to economic growth, but also to strengthening national unity.

For Kazakhstan, an important step will be to develop strategies that will transform regional
inequality into a platform for growth. Programs are needed to equalize access to social and economic
resources, including the development of transport infrastructure, stimulation of entrepreneurship and
educational initiatives in rural areas. In addition, it is important to take into account the role of digital
technologies, which can serve as a tool for eliminating barriers between the center and the periphery
(Erlan Karin, 2023) [5]. The systemic integration of peripheral identities into the national space
should be based on the principles of «unity in diversity,” where regional differences are not
suppressed, but supported as an important component of national wealth (Hobsbawm, 2012 [17];
Etzioni, 1997 [22]).

3.1. Growing indebtedness and its consequences

With the growing indebtedness of the population of Kazakhstan, its impact not only on economic
stability, but also on the social behavior and identity of citizens is becoming increasingly obvious. As
of October 2024, more than 8.6 million Kazakhstanis have loans, with a significant portion of them
facing overdue payments exceeding 1.4 trillion tenge [43]. Such scale of debt is directly related to
feelings of social anxiety, a decrease in the level of satisfaction with life, and the formation of local
identity due to economic constraints. In the face of the need to repay loans or redistribute resources
to service debts, many citizens begin to identify themselves through their economic status, which
increases the feeling of vulnerability and alienation from the national discourse.

The problem of indebtedness also affects incentives for social mobility. Individuals who resort
to credit loans in order to cover current needs or socially determined obligations - including wedding
events, major housing repairs, or the purchase of necessary equipment — find themselves in a state of
financial wvulnerability that significantly narrows their prospects for sustainable economic
development and limits long—term strategic planning. According to the State Credit Bureau, about
60% of borrowers take out small loans of up to 1 million tenge, which, on the one hand [43], confirms
the availability of loans for a significant part of the population, but on the other hand, indicates their
limited financial resources. This situation leads to increased dependence on short-term solutions,
limiting the ability of citizens to invest in the development of education, entrepreneurship, or
improving housing conditions. As a result, economic constraints shape behavior aimed at maintaining
the current standard of living, rather than achieving higher goals.
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A special aspect of indebtedness is its impact on consumer culture and traditional values. In
Kazakhstan, the practice of holding large weddings (toi) with the use of credit funds is popular, which
raises questions about the rationality of financial behavior. These social norms have a dual impact on
citizens’ identities: on the one hand, they strive to maintain cultural traditions and confirm their status
in society, while on the other hand, they face the consequences of debt burden. In the long term, such
practices reduce the development opportunities for regions and families, since a significant portion
of resources is directed not to investing in the future, but to maintaining the current social status.

Indebtedness also affects migration processes and the formation of regional identity. Citizens
experiencing financial difficulties are more often forced to migrate to large cities such as Almaty,
Astana or Shymkent in search of higher-paying jobs and opportunities to pay off debts. This not only
increases the burden on the infrastructure of megacities, but also deepens the sense of alienation
among those who remain in peripheral regions, where access to credit and resources is limited. As a
result, indebtedness increases the gap between the center and the periphery, affecting the integration
of regions into the general national discourse and hindering the formation of a strong national identity.

In Kazakhstan, debt burden is becoming not only an economic but also a social problem, affecting
citizens’ self-determination, behavior, and strategic goals. To solve it, comprehensive measures are
needed, including improving financial literacy, regulating lending conditions, and stimulating social
trust. Removing debt barriers will be an important step toward creating a more cohesive society,
where citizens’ identities are based on unity and shared well-being, rather than economic constraints.

3.3. International Debt Burden Comparison

According to 2024 data, the ratio of household debt and loans to GDP in Kazakhstan is only
13.65%, which is significantly lower than in most developed countries, such as:

1 Canada - 102%;

1 Switzerland - 128.3%;

1 USA - 74.44%;

1 Great Britain - 83.2%.

Even in neighboring Russia, this figure is higher and is 21.1% [39]. This confirms that the level
of debt burden of the population of Kazakhstan remains relatively low. At the same time, the growth
of the debt burden in Kazakhstan is moderate, which reduces the risks of financial instability.

3.4. Problems and their impact on socio-economic development

Despite the low level of debt burden compared to other countries, there are serious social
consequences for our country:

1. Growing social vulnerability. High levels of indebtedness among vulnerable groups of the
population create additional pressure on their financial stability.

2. Insufficient housing affordability. There are 649 thousand people on the housing waiting list,
which increases social inequality and reduces the standard of living.

3. Hidden unemployment. The real unemployment rate, according to independent experts, is
about 12%, which is significantly higher than official data [44].

4. Limited access to financial resources. More than 70% of loan applications are rejected, especially
unsecured ones, which limits opportunities for financial support for low-income citizens [46].

3.5. Recommendations

To reduce the negative consequences of indebtedness and increase the financial stability of the
population of the Republic of Kazakhstan, it is necessary to:

1. Improve access to loans for low-income groups. Introduce subsidized lending programs to
support low-income citizens.

2. Improve financial literacy. Organize ongoing educational campaigns to raise citizens
awareness of financial products and their consequences.

3. Reform the employment system. Create jobs and support entrepreneurship, especially in rural
areas in regions with a high level of hidden unemployment.

4. Tighten regulation of the credit market. Limit maximum interest rates on loans and strengthen

measures to protect the rights of borrowers.
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An analysis of the situation with indebtedness in Kazakhstan demonstrates its multifaceted
nature. Despite the low level of debt burden by international standards, growing indebtedness among
the economically active population is accompanied by a decrease in income, an increase in social
vulnerability and limited access to credit products for low-income citizens. An integrated approach
to solving the problem of indebtedness and its consequences is a key factor in the sustainable socio-
economic development of Kazakhstan.

The results obtained fully allow us to assert that the main hypothesis of the study has found its
empirical confirmation. Indeed, regional identity in Kazakhstan is being formed in conditions of
pronounced socio-economic inequality, which reinforces the differences between the center and the
periphery, making it difficult for the peripheral regions to be institutionally and symbolically
integrated into a single national space.

First of all, it confirms the position that structural inequalities in access to education, healthcare,
infrastructure, and economic opportunities contribute to the entrenchment of local forms of self-
identification, especially in rural areas and remote regions. According to data on GRP, migration
flows, the level of social infrastructure and debt of the population, systemic underinvestment in
regions with low economic activity creates a persistent sense of marginalization and territorial
exclusion among the population. This, in turn, leads to the fact that regional identity begins to develop
in isolation from the official national discourse, often contrasting itself with it. These studies are also
consistent with the theoretical model of the center and the periphery (Wallerstein, 1979), where the
center accumulates resources, knowledge and political influence, while the periphery turns out to be
a source of cheap labor and migration resources. This spatial asymmetry in the national context leads
to an imbalance in the level of life expectations, symbolic recognition and social rights. In this
context, regional identity does not manifest itself as a local exoticism, but as a form of collective
adaptation to structural vulnerability.

However, at the same time, as the analysis of secondary indicators and sociological trends has
shown, regional identity has a serious potential for institutional integration, provided that an inclusive
public policy is implemented. For example, cultural, natural, and historical features of various regions
(Turkestan, Altai, and Western Kazakhstan) may become points of growth rather than markers of
exclusion if they are institutionalized within the framework of cultural and educational policies. This
perspective is consistent with the hypothesis that regional identity can become a resource of national
unity if the state strategy takes into account regional specifics not as a threat, but as a value.

The results confirm the importance of the transition from a unitary model of identity to a model
of «unity in diversity» (Etzioni, 1997; Hobsbawm, 2012), in which national identity is based not on
erasing differences, but on their recognition and institutional support. This implies the need to review
the principles of regional development, redistribute investments, develop mechanisms for regional
participation in shaping the state agenda, and decentralize cultural policy.

Special attention should be paid to the factor of the growing debt of the population, which was
identified in the course of the study as a marker not only of economic pressure, but also of social
disintegration. Debt of the population, especially in rural areas, not only restricts the economic
freedom of households, but also affects identification strategies: people begin to perceive their
identity through the prism of vulnerability, alienation and distance from the «center», which reduces
the effectiveness of any attempts to unify identity without taking into account the social context.

The proposed hypothesis has received multidimensional confirmation. Socio-economic
inequality not only reproduces asymmetries in living conditions and opportunities, but also generates
a fragmented identity map of the country, where different regions interpret their place in the nation
through the prism of structural constraints. At the same time, these studies allow us to conclude that
if there is a strategic approach including cultural policy, equalization of access to benefits and
recognition of regional peculiarities regional identity can be integrated into a sustainable model of
national unity.
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DISCUSSION

This study demonstrates that socio-economic inequality has a profound and multifaceted impact
on the formation of regional identity in Kazakhstan, which, in turn, forms a broader framework of
national identity. Regional differences caused by uneven distribution of resources, infrastructural
imbalances and economic specialization pose serious problems for cohesion in a State characterized
by sharp differences between urban and rural areas and the center and the periphery.

Empirical evidence confirms that regions such as Almaty, Astana, and Shymkent concentrate
economic, human, and infrastructural capital, while rural and peripheral areas remain excluded from
development priorities. These structural inequalities limit access to quality education, healthcare,
employment, and public services, reinforcing feelings of marginalization and reinforcing local
identity. Where socio-economic isolation is most acute, this local identity may conflict with the idea
of a unified national identity, weakening trust in State institutions and increasing alienation from
national discourse.

The results of the study are consistent with the core-periphery model, which illustrates how
central regions act as centers of the extractive economy, while peripheral areas serve as sources of
labor or resources with limited reinvestment. This dynamic leads to a self-reinforcing cycle of
underdevelopment, external migration, and the depletion of local human capital. The outflow of
skilled workers to urban centers - the phenomenon of “internal brain drain” - deepens regional
differences and further destabilizes the formation of identity in rural areas.

At the same time, globalization acts as a double-edged force.: It increases access to global ideas
and cultural norms, but also increases exposure to economic instability and cultural homogenization.
For Kazakhstan, located at the intersection of regional and global trends, the preservation of national
unity requires the strategic integration of various regional features into a common national vision.

Regional identity, if recognized and supported, can turn from a source of division into the basis
of inclusive nation-building. Cultural diversity, historical depth and territorial extent of Kazakhstan
are not obstacles, but an advantage. Strategic investments in underdeveloped regions, inclusive
education and cultural initiatives, as well as participatory governance structures are necessary to
unlock this potential.

International experience allows us to learn valuable lessons. The solidarity tax in Germany and
regional equalization measures, asymmetric decentralization in Spain, and the Canadian model of
cooperative federalism illustrate how recognition of regional diversity combined with targeted public
investment can promote unity and inclusivity. For Kazakhstan, this practice points to the need for
institutional reforms that empower regions, reduce inequality, and take regional interests into account
when developing national policies.

Based on the comparative analysis, several universal principles have been formulated.:

1. Institutionalize regional diversity through policies that recognize and reflect local specificities.

2. Fair allocation of resources through the introduction of transparent mechanisms for financial
equalization and investment in infrastructure.

3. Cultural and educational integration that supports both national values and local cultural
expression.

4. Develop regional human capital by supporting local economies, creative industries, and
decentralized innovation.

Returning to the Kazakh context, it is necessary to move from the outdated “center—subordinate
periphery” paradigm to a more horizontal, partnership-based management model. In times of internal
migration, rapid urbanization, and digital transformation, territorial inequality must be addressed not
only economically, but also symbolically and politically.

Regional identity in Kazakhstan is not a fixed structure, it develops at the junction of economic
realities, cultural heritage and institutional structures. The goal is not to homogenize identities, but to
integrate them meaningfully within a pluralistic and inclusive national project. A truly modern nation-
state is one that allows its regions to be co-authors of the national narrative.
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In conclusion, regional identity should be considered not as a problem that needs to be overcome,
but as a strategic resource that needs to be worked with. This study shows that national unity in
Kazakhstan can be sustainably strengthened only through recognition, institutionalization, and
investment in regional diversity. A thoughtful, multidimensional approach to managing regional
differentiation will lay the foundation for the formation of a sustainable, fair and far-sighted national
identity that corresponds to the unique geographical, cultural and socio-economic landscape of
Kazakhstan in the 21st century.

CONCLUSION

The formation of Kazakhstan's national identity in the context of pronounced regional differences
is a multidimensional and dynamic process driven by socio-economic inequality, income
differentiation and the accelerating processes of globalization. These interrelated factors not only
determine access to resources and opportunities, but also influence how people perceive themselves
within a national framework.

Empirical evidence shows that regions such as Almaty, Astana, and Shymkent concentrate most
of their economic power, infrastructure, and human capital, while rural and peripheral regions remain
underdeveloped. This spatial disparity leads to unequal access to quality education, healthcare,
employment, and digital infrastructure, exacerbating the income gap and creating a social divide
between the center and the periphery.

As a result, social stratification reinforces local and regional identity, often to the detriment of a
unified national identity. The sense of isolation experienced in rural areas weakens trust in
government institutions and limits civic engagement. Moreover, internal migration from rural regions
to urban centers, driven by the desire to improve living standards, often leads to social disorganization
and cultural tension. Migrants often face obstacles to integration, which leads to the formation of a
hybrid identity reflecting both local heritage and urban issues.

At the same time, globalization is having an increasing impact through digital media,
transnational cultural flows and economic liberalization, changing the symbolic boundaries of
identity. Although globalization opens up access to global ideas and values, it also creates risks of
cultural homogenization and fragmentation of identity, especially in regions that are already
experiencing socio-economic vulnerability.

In this context, regional identity is not inherently a threat to national unity; rather, it can serve as
a valuable resource for inclusive nation-building if properly recognized and supported. This requires
the intervention of the State, which promotes territorial equality, invests in peripheral development
and ensures the cultural attractiveness of various regions in the national consciousness.

The conclusions of this article emphasize that overcoming regional inequality is not only an
economic imperative, but also a socio-political necessity. Sustainable national unity in Kazakhstan
depends on eliminating the structural causes of inequality, promoting inclusive development, and
creating platforms for expressing regional views in national discourse. Ultimately, the “unity in
diversity” model, in which regional and national identities coexist and reinforce each other, offers the
most sustainable way forward in an era defined by both internal challenges and global pressures.

SOME PROBLEMS OF THE EXPERIENCE OF CIVILIZED COUNTRIES IN THE

Abstact

The problem of extremism and its most «extreme» form — terrorism is not a new phenomenon
aimed at confronting humanity.

Therefore, it is necessary to objectively study the factors that contribute to the
emergence of extremism and establish a «harmonious dialogue» with them.

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CHALLENGES AND PROSPECTS OF MODERN LARGE FAMILIES

Abstract

The article presents a theoretical overview of scientific works by foreign researchers who have
studied large families. This research aims to identify the main problems, opportunities, and limitations
faced by modern large families. Due to the sharp increase in the number of crises in large families in
the country, the relevance of studying such families has grown. The main problems of large families
are social, psychological, and economic in nature.

The goal of the study is to identify the main problems, opportunities, and limitations of modern
large families. A qualitative study of large families in Almaty (N=10) was conducted in the article.
The research was carried out using in-depth interviews. The study revealed that large families still
face material and household problems. The primary type of assistance provided by the state includes
government allowances and services provided in schools to school-aged children in the form of
“school meals.”

It was found that the financial situation of large families is only satisfied by the family income
(wages). Additionally, it was determined that a mechanism for providing systemic assistance from
public and charitable organizations is in place. These organizations play an important role in solving
material and household issues for large families. Moreover, economic factors lead to family crises in
large families.

The practical significance of the study can contribute to resolving crises in large families and
addressing related issues, as well as assisting in the development of state and local additional
programs aimed at improving social policies and the situation of large families.

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MAIN PART

Today, large modern families face several challenges, including economic difficulties, a lack of
time and resources, and issues with access to quality education and medical care, as illustrated in
Table 1.

This article addresses the aforementioned issues and proposes potential solutions. As a result of
the conducted research, it was identified that respondents’ speech often indicates that these families
usually live on a limited budget, making meeting their children's needs difficult. Parents of large
families are compelled to work harder to provide for their offspring, sometimes resulting in
insufficient time for meaningful communication and nurturing.

Nevertheless, information searches on official websites and literature reviews have allowed us to
underline that large modern families also encounter unique opportunities despite these challenges.
One of the primary advantages is that children learn early to interact with one another, share, assist,
and support each other. A strong family bond and a sense of responsibility develop within large
families. Furthermore, these families can rely on various social programmes and benefits that help
them navigate financial hardships. Modern technology is crucial, enabling parents to work remotely
and manage their time flexibly between work and family. Large families can effectively utilise the
resources provided by government and public organisations, such as free clubs and activities for
children, travel benefits, and cultural events. Thus, despite the prevailing issues, modern large
families hold significant potential for development and prosperity in contemporary life.

Thus, the practical significance resides in the article’s potential to inform and guide decisions
regarding social policy issues affecting large families, assisting in addressing the challenges they
encounter.

INTRODUCTION

In the history of humanity, the family has evolved from a primitive form of social development
to a fundamental social institution. In the current context, multigenerational families are closely tied
to the fundamental social problems faced by the population, often linked to material difficulties. In
society, assessing the family's significance has led to its classification into several categories.
Typically, in social states, the concept of a «<multigenerational family» is considered by the state as a
fundamental social group in need of state assistance. This is because each child's birth affects the
family and plays a significant role in society, as demographic issues and their solutions are key
concerns at the state level. The government emphasizes supporting multigenerational families to
increase the birth rate. Currently, demographic issues are addressed through multigenerational
families. Numerous studies have been conducted on the relationship between the number of children
in a family and the level of family income. The perception of multigenerational families in society is
often characterized by duality and negativity associated with poverty and the overall social status of
the family.
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Various circumstances characterize the genesis of large families. First, the number of children in
a family is often influenced by the family's and its members' religious beliefs and practices. Second,
low-income large families may result from parents' irresponsible behaviour, low education levels,
alcoholism, and other negative behaviours. Such families generally face numerous social problems.
Third, the birth of additional children may occur due to multiple marriages. Naturally, each family's
challenges vary depending on their structure and specific circumstances [1].

In Kazakhstan, the concept of a large family is defined explicitly in the «Marriage and Family
Codex». According to this Code, a large family is defined as a family with four or more children under
the age of majority (Marriage (Family) Code) (Marriage (Family) Code, 2011). There are several
legislative documents in the country related to the social protection and support of large families. The
state provides allowances to families with four or more children under the age of majority or full-
time students (up to 23 years old). The allowance amount is determined based on the number of
children in the family and the family's income. Additionally, if the family's average income is below
the poverty line, the large family may apply for targeted social assistance.

Large families are awarded «Silver Alka» and «Gold Alka» to elevate the status of mothers.
Recipients of these medals may receive state support for housing, with the government covering the
cost of renting an apartment if they live in a state housing fund or rented accommodation.
Additionally, large families may be exempt from certain state taxes. However, the social assistance
provided by the state and local authorities does not fully cover all the needs of large families.

As a result of the analyses, research hypotheses can be put forward:

1. the amount of financial support is not enough for their daily life expenses;

2. low efficiency of charitable foundations in providing social support to large families;

3. in large families, the conflict between spouses was influenced by socio-economic factors.

LITERATURE REVIEW

The concept of large families is multifaceted, and it has become the focus of various scientific
studies in recent years. The issues of large families are examined from psychological, pedagogical,
social, and other perspectives. Each scientific discipline brings unique methods and approaches to
studying the problems of large families. Researching large families is crucial for a country's social
and family policies and planning social security. This is because the problems these families face are
diverse, and understanding them requires an open-minded approach that considers economic, cultural,
social, geographical, and religious factors.

This section will explore foreign researchers' theoretical approaches and models regarding large
families. D.Stamoulis and G.Pierrakos investigate how economic, social, and cultural changes affect
large families. They examine how societal changes, such as women's widespread higher education,
financial independence from men, increased financial resources, and cultural shifts, impact family
composition and structure. They found that a large family is measured by socio-economic conditions
and described and interpreted within traditional and religious contexts. The concept of a large family
varies across different countries. For example, in many European countries, a large family is
considered one with three children, while in some countries following Islamic principles, a family
with six or more children is classified as a large family. Stamoulis, Pierrakos consider the status of a
large family, the size of the family. According to the researchers, the status of a large family is
measured in different ways for different countries. In this regard, the authors suggest the need for
legal and demographic aspects of accounting for the size of a large family [2].

J. Bergsvik and others have studied the lives of large families living in urban areas. The
researchers found that large families' choice of specific neighbourhoods is influenced by various
factors, including economic opportunities, access to specific services, and cultural and social
connections. The study, which was conducted using qualitative and quantitative methods, revealed
that the cost of renting apartments in high-standard, desirable areas is often too high for large families,
making them inaccessible. At the same time, neighbourhoods that match their social conditions often
lack necessary social services. This underscores the need for a comprehensive approach that considers
economic, familial, and cultural factors in social policy and urban infrastructure planning [3].
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According to geographical characteristics, large families are more prevalent in rural areas than
in urban areas. Kulu and Washbrook, in their research, found that large families living in urban areas
are mainly located on the city's outskirts rather than in the city centre itself. This is because it is more
convenient for such families to live in spacious homes on the outskirts of the city rather than in high-
rise buildings in the city centrer [4]. Large families are often associated with urban areas that have
well-developed infrastructure, such as kindergartens, schools, and playgrounds. As the number of
children in a significant family increases, the importance of such amenities in choosing a place to live
in the city also grows. This is because, for parents in large families, established social connections,
such as friendly neighbours and close acquaintances, are highly significant [5]. Large families are
often inclined to plan to have more children in the future, which can also influence their choice of
residence [6]. Of course, living in urban areas with high standards of infrastructure and services
designed for large families is also related to the financial situation of these families [7].

S. Desali, in his research, examines the accessibility and limitations of resources such as education
and health for children in large families across various countries. He finds that in countries with high
living standards, children from large families generally do not face significant difficulties, and the
living conditions for children in many large families are high. The research highlights the importance
of state policies and programs that have socio-economic impacts on large families and their children,
which are essential for the country's sustainable development and for creating a just society [8].

In Kazakh society and many post-Soviet countries, there is a stereotype that large families are a
vulnerable group requiring socio-economic assistance from the state or charitable organizations. In
contrast, in Scandinavian countries, the concept of a large family is not considered a vulnerable group
needing social support and protection. Instead, large families are regarded as having a high status in
society, with good material and social conditions, and their children have access to quality early
childhood education and high-quality education. In Norway, there are numerous state provisions to
encourage large families. For example, paid parental leave continues until the child turns one year old.

Financial support, also known as «state child care» is provided for children over one year old.
This financial aid covers the child's medical, social, and other needs. Such social payments and
guarantees reinforce the high status of large families and contribute to forming positive stereotypes
about large families in society. Despite the material difficulties in large families, there are also
positive aspects. Compared to children in smaller families, children in large families tend to be more
caring, empathetic, and responsible, and they can quickly establish communication with others. In
contrast, children in smaller families may often be more individualistic, less responsible, and have
difficulties interacting with people, resulting in lower diligence [9].

Large families face several problems compared to families with one or two children, including
socio-economic, housing, psychological, medical, and others. Each additional child requires extra
financial resources, attention, and time from the parents [10]. Among these problems, economic
issues are considered the most significant. The family's economic situation affects the psychological
and social environment. Since the concept of a large family is multifaceted, it is crucial to study the
issues such families face from a comprehensive perspective, not just from psychological, economic,
or social science viewpoints [11].

Parents often cannot leave their children alone, resulting in the need to stay at home with only
temporary income. Limited opportunities for children's development in rural areas force some
families to move to urban centres for better prospects. Single-parent families, in particular, struggle
with the problem of unstable employment. While families with many children have housing priority
in local areas, the speed of construction and progress in the housing queue are determining factors.
Some families move to cities hoping for more significant financial benefits from state aid, fostering
a sense of dependency[12].

The low-income levels of large families can lead to child poverty. Klimantova's works highlight
the impact of economic factors on the crises faced by large families. Today, as the primary unit of
society and a social institution, the large family is undergoing significant changes. In the current
economic and political climate, characterized by a general decline in living standards, there is a
consistent trend of decreasing material conditions, psychological health, and educational
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opportunities within large families [13]. Bukhtiyarova and Grudina present two contrasting
perspectives on large families. On the one hand, they are seen as unacceptable and associated with
numerous difficulties, such as disorders, harsh living conditions, lack of parental attention, and
various material challenges. On the other hand, having many children is viewed positively and
associated with respect, love, organization, and mutual assistance among family members [14]. Large
families are not only formed from adverse circumstances but also from positive attitudes. Scholars
such as M. Shlemko argue that in large families, children develop good relationships with each family
member, learn to adapt to order, assert their opinions and needs, get along well with members of the
opposite sex, and develop flexible behaviour. Children in such families learn from each other and
become socialized, and older children significantly influence younger ones [15]. While interactions
between parents and children, spouses, and siblings are well-studied aspects of family socialization,
considering only these units of analysis is insufficient to understand the family as an object of analysis
fully. Families evolve as units in response to changes in individual members, life circumstances, and
planned or unplanned changes [16]. They develop unique climates, styles of responding to events,
identities, and clear boundaries that provide different socialization situations for children. Family-
level processes such as myths, stories, and rituals are increasingly recognized as important for
understanding family socialization.

The number of large families in the country is increasing yearly, with variations in the count
across different regions. For example, official data for 2022 shows that the Republic of Kazakhstan
will have 300,241 large families. Turkestan, Almaty, and Zhambyl are the top three regions with the
most large families. Specifically, there are 86,585 registered large families in the Turkestan region,
40,428 in the Almaty region, and 30,040 in the Zhambyl region. In contrast, the lowest number of
large families is observed in the Karaganda region, with 12,670 registered large families (Figure 1).

According to Figure 1, large families in the Republic of Kazakhstan represent a social group that
warrants comprehensive research.

METHODOLOGY

The research aims to identify the issues faced by large families in a globalised society and
propose possible solutions for the identified problems. The object of the study is large families, while
the subject is the problems and opportunities of these families.

Based on these objectives, the central hypothesis of the study is that large families in the
Nauryzbai district face significant socioeconomic and emotional challenges that existing support
systems do not adequately address. It is also assumed that these families demonstrate unique coping
strategies and forms of resilience that should be recognised and supported. Housing issues are a major
challenge for large families, affecting their overall quality of life and stability.
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This study employs a qualitative research approach to effectively explore the experiences of large
families residing in the Nauryzbai district of Almaty. The qualitative approach is well-suited for
understanding the subjective meanings, emotions, and narratives that quantitative methods might
overlook. This research focuses not on generalisation but on gaining deep, nuanced insights into the daily
challenges and coping strategies of large families—topics that require open-ended, exploratory tools. We
gain valuable insights into their unique challenges and perspectives by conducting in-depth interviews.
The in-depth interview lets our participants express themselves freely, share personal experiences, and
discuss sensitive issues in a more comfortable and trusting environment. The research utilises the
«snowball» sampling method, allowing us to reach various respondents and enrich our findings. The
snowhall sampling method was selected because accessing a specific and relatively underrepresented
population—namely, large families who may not be easily reachable through random sampling- is difficult.
Through this interview-driven study, we aim to illuminate the voices of these families and contribute to a
deeper understanding of their lived realities. The study involved 10 participants, each with an average of
5 children of school age. The participants had an average age of 40 (the data on the respondents are
presented in table 2). The study was conducted from September to November 2023. With the respondents'
consent, the preliminary schedule, date, and location of the interviews were arranged. Ethical standards
were carried out in the study. Participants were informed that their responses would be used solely for
research purposes and that their names would be changed if necessary. The in-depth interview questions
were organised into four logically sequenced sections. The in-depth interview tool provides an excellent
opportunity to obtain answers to questions prepared during the conversation and analyse the respondent's
reactions and attentiveness. It allows for uncovering the root of the problem with various details. The first
section includes general information about the respondent, the structure and nature of the family, and
questions related to housing issues. The second block consists of questions about the types of social
assistance the state provides to large families. The third section addresses issues and difficulties large
families face, interventions, and crises. The fourth section is focused on suggestions for solving problems
within large families and gathering information on ways to motivate and support large families. Interview
duration: not less than 60 Minutes.

The interview method was conducted anonymously, adhering to ethical principles in social
research. The data obtained during the interviews were transcribed and coded. The coded data were
processed using the MAXQDA 20 software, designed for text analysis. The information collected
during the interviews was analyzed using examples from social structural research, and the results
were determined. The use of MAXQDA 20 for coding aids in systematically organising and
interpreting data. It also helps identify themes and categories (like «financial strain», «ack of
housing,» «emotional stress», etc.).

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RESULT AND DISCUSSION

The increase in the number of children in a large family creates many issues and requires
additional needs. Among these, the main difficulties are financial and economic. In order to assess
the financial situation of the respondents who took part in the study, we asked them to answer the
guestion “do you assess the financial situation of your family” and received the following answers.

Our family's material situation is average. Our primary sources of income are the state
allowances for each child and my spouse's salary. The state allowance is 59,000 tenge for four
children, while my spouse's monthly salary is 150,000 tenge. The diaper allowance will stop after my
youngest child turns 1.5 years old. My spouse takes whatever job he can find, and since his work is
irregular, his income is very low. This does not cover our family's basic needs and our children’s
needs. Therefore, we register with charity organizations and receive assistance. We get food aid every
three months from the «Bakitty otbasy — Almaty» public foundation and various charitable
organizations. This food usually lasts only one month (Meruyert, 33 years old).

My spouse has a stable job and earns a fixed monthly salary of 180,000 tenge. Our family
situation is average. Additionally, we receive a monthly state allowance of 115,000 tenge for each
child. My spouse's salary and state allowances cover all our family's needs (Aisha, 43 years old).

I work, and my monthly salary is 200,000 tenge. My spouse earns 250 tenges as a security guard
at a private medical centre. Our family's average monthly income is 450,000 tenge. Additionally, we
receive a monthly state allowance of 60,000 tenge for each child. I do not buy costly items, so our
family's income is sufficient for our basic needs. Therefore, | consider our family's material situation
to be average (Roza, 41 years old).

When analyzing the data obtained, most of the families assess their financial situation as
satisfactory. The main resource of this type of family is wages. Families in which both spouses work
in large families rated their financial situation as «average» and showed that it is large enough for the
basic needs of the family. From the responses provided by the respondents, it can be inferred that
their families' economic situation is considered average. Large families where both spouses are
employed have significantly better material conditions than those where only one spouse works. This
is because the family's income source includes state allowances and the salaries of both spouses. In a
manufacturing society, the financial situation of children depends on the paid employment of both
parents. Justifying these data, we decided to present the economic situation of large families in the
form of a diagram (diagram 1).

Apart from material and financial issues, housing is one of the main problems for large families.
Although the government provides certain housing benefits, such as discounts, low-interest loans,
and social assistance, the existing social and state programs have not fully resolved the housing
problem in our country. Often, such families live in rented apartments or their tiny homes. It is well-
known that such small homes usually lack separate rooms and personal space for each child. The
absence of adequate housing conditions can affect children's development, potentially leading to
shyness, lack of confidence about their future, and even the formation of aggressive and hostile
behaviour. The performance of these works requires additional investments both financially and
morally.

Today, in order to ensure a socially comfortable life and social support for large families, the
state is carrying out certain work and measures, and an active state policy is being pursued in this
direction. In this regard, in order to obtain an assessment and effectiveness of the work carried out by
the state on the part of the families who participated in the interview, respondents should ask the
question: «What types of assistance provided by the state to provide social support to large families
do you use?» a question was asked.

My children attend public schools, which provide hot meals for children from large families. |
receive a state allowance of fifty-five thousand tenge designated for large families. Of course, this
amount is insufficient. Therefore, it would be helpful if the government considered additional types
of social assistance (Aisulu,39 years old).

From the government, in addition to the benefits provided at school, there is no other assistance
for large families. This year, our children started receiving free meals, and | periodically receive
food every three months from charitable organizations. Local authorities connected gas to our home
for free (Meruert, 33 years old).
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From the government, there is no assistance provided to us as a mother of many children. We
were not able to get free school meals because my husband should have an official income. He works,
but unofficially. He receives his salary in cash, not on a bank card, so we couldn’t get free meals. We
haven’t received any free medications, and there are no discounts for utility payments. | am registered
with the charitable organization «Ana Tili». | receive food from this organization every 3-4 months.
As a suggestion, it would be good if the school provided free hot meals and also offered free
extracurricular activities and sports sections for children to help improve their academic
performance. This would greatly benefit children’s development and education (Rosa, 41 years old).

From the government, as assistance, we receive child benefits. The government installed gas and
connected it to our home for free. I am part of a group formed by sponsors for large families. A
charitable foundation has been opened for large families called «Qaiyrymdylyq Keruen». Through
this foundation, we receive food every 3-4 months. Since my husband works, we have an income
source, and we did not qualify for free hot meals (Dina, 34 years old).

For large families with school-aged children, the government has provided free hot meals at
school. Based on data analysis, we observed that various charitable foundations, especially in terms
of providing material assistance to large families, are working effectively. Charitable organizations
provide food and, if necessary, offer legal, moral, and psychological support.

The problems in various socio-economic aspects in large families also directly affect
relationships between spouses. Issues arising from financial reasons can lead to crises in relationships.
In this regard, we asked the respondents to answer the question: «Have there been any crisis situations
in your family?».

Social and material problems lead to family crises. The lack of funds, low income, and the
absence of stable work cause disagreements between my husband and me. Of course, such situations
occur in every family. But to avoid this, I work on weekends. When crises arise due to material
difficulties, I have not turned to additional centers or psychologists. However, | believe that in such
stressful situations, it is better to turn to specialists who can offer advice, listen, and also go through
professional counseling courses. | think that instead of waiting for help from the state, every family
should work and act on its own. It would be good if the government organized free extracurricular
activities and sports sections for school-aged children (Rosa, 41 years old).

In our family, there is a lack of material resources. This causes conflicts and arguments between
my husband and me. | believe these situations happen because | am occupied with household chores
and taking care of the children. When | want to send the children to daycare and go to work, the daycare
fee is too heavy and expensive for us. In the summer, when the children are on vacation, I try to work.
When conflicts arise between spouses and there is psychological fatigue, | would like to visit specialists
or attend courses. But at the moment, | don’t have the opportunity (Meruert, 33 years old).

Several respondents noted that their families do not experience crisis situations, and all socio-
economic conditions do not cause conflicts.

In our family, there are no crisis issues. The only request is, since | am a mother of many children,
it would be helpful if the government and local authorities could assist by reducing utility payments
and providing free hot meals and clothing in school (Aisha, 35 years old).

There are no crisis situations in our family. There are no problems. This is because my husband
and | are religious people. We approach all difficulties with patience and try to understand each
other (Aysulu, 39 years old).

According to the results of the study, the main cause of crisis situations and conflicts in the family
is related to material and economic factors. Thus, it was found that an economic type of crisis arises
in large families. Additionally, respondents noted that religious factors play an important role in
families without crisis situations. Therefore, it can be concluded that crisis situations in large families
are primarily caused by economic factors.
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Based on the data analysis, we have presented the problems of large families in the form of a
table (Table 3).

Analyzing the data, it becomes evident that the primary focus of today's large families is not on
raising children but on prioritizing socio-economic activities to meet their essential needs. Therefore,
the practices of advanced countries must be implemented in the existing programs and types of
assistance provided by the state and local authorities.

Based on the findings of this study, the central hypothesis is confirmed: large families in the
Nauryzbai district face substantial socioeconomic and emotional challenges that current state support
systems do not sufficiently address. Interview data revealed that financial instability, limited access
to government benefits, and inadequate housing significantly impact the quality of life for these
families. Furthermore, emotional stress and marital conflict—often rooted in material hardship-
highlight the psychological toll of these conditions. Despite these difficulties, many families
demonstrated resilience through proactive strategies, including informal work, support from
charitable organizations, and personal or religious coping mechanisms. These findings validate the
hypothesis and emphasize the need for more responsive and comprehensive support policies tailored
to the specific realities of large families.

CONCLUSION

Analyzing the problems and opportunities of large families, we have observed that the institution
for assisting such families is not sufficiently developed. Although our country's demographic policy
is on the right track, more attention still needs to be paid to the main issues large families face. Many
large families participating in the study pointed out that the amount of state allowances is insufficient,
covering only basic needs and leading to a «survival strategy» rather than a «sufficient standard of
living». Considering the vital role of state social policy for large families, it is necessary to reconsider
the amounts of payments and allowances provided by the government. Only through state social
support can the socio-economic conditions of large families be improved. Although the volunteer
sector and charitable organizations are growing in our country today, it is evident that government
authorities provide stable social support and assistance.

During the analysis of the data, it was found that in large families, the father is usually the one
earning income, while the mother often handles household chores. Because the woman is engaged in
household management, she is economically and socio-psychologically dependent on the man. As a
result, their problems and needs often go unnoticed. The study revealed that family members with
higher education typically work in «stable» jobs and rate their situation as «good». This suggests that
the living strategies and opportunities of large families are also related to the educational level of the
family members. Large families, for whom state allowances are the primary source of income, rated
their socio-economic condition as «average». So, the 15t hypothesis was that the amount of financial
support is insufficient for their daily life expenses, which was proven.

Based on the interviews' results, we noticed that charitable and public foundations are becoming
increasingly important in Kazakhstani society. These organizations aim to address various material
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and household issues, such as clothing and food, faced by large families. As a result of the data
analysis, our 2nd hypothesis was not confirmed.

Today, many families face crises characterised by misunderstandings between spouses and
financial hardships, which result in stress within the family. Through interviews, two distinct types of
families were identified based on their perceptions of crisis triggers. The first type attributes conflicts
mainly to financial difficulties, while the second type does not view socio-economic problems as the
cause of crises. Instead, these families may be influenced by religious and spiritual factors, adopting a
mindset of contentment. Thus, we noticed that our 3rd hypothesis was also confirmed.

Nowadays, Kazakhstan provides various forms of government support to citizens in need of
housing: provision of rental housing - from the communal housing stock; rent subsidies are provided
for housing rented in the private sector; preferential mortgage loans are used to ensure housing
affordability for the general population. In addition to rental housing assistance, the government is
implementing various mechanisms to support large families in purchasing their own homes. This is
being carried out through government programs such as «Happy Family», «Affordable Housing», «7-
20-25», and others. However, despite social support, not all parents with many children have their
own housing and a stable income. The research respondents mentioned housing issues, which
supports our hypothesis regarding the housing shortage for large families. In conclusion, when
working with large families, it is crucial to introduce new methods, scientific approaches, and
modern, flexible programs to improve existing practices.

In conclusion, when we talk about large families, they are often described in a negative context.
However, the role of these families in forming stable demographic indicators in the country is
significant, and many problems also arise within such families. Therefore, large families can be seen
as a social group in need of social support. To address the issues large families face, it is necessary
to develop additional forms of assistance and implement the models of advanced countries. By
evaluating the effectiveness of the work of charitable foundations and volunteers, it is important to
introduce a system in the future where such organizations collaborate with government authorities.

Based on these findings, the following recommendations are proposed:

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These recommendations aim to shift the focus from temporary assistance to long- term
development and empowerment. Large families play a vital role in sustaining the country' s
demographic balance. Thus, addressing their needs is not merely an act of social welfare, but an
investment in Kazakhstan' s future.

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RELEVANCE OF MASLIKHAT EXPANSION IN THE CONTEXT OF IMPROVING
LOCAL GOVERNANCE

Abstract
According to the Constitution of the Republic of Kazakhstan, local government is carried out by
the akimat and the maslikhat of the respective administrative-territorial unit. In accordance with the
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legislation, the akimat is vested with the authority to perform the functions of a local executive body,
while the maslikhat fulfills the role of a local representative body. Previous academic studies have
identified several components requiring further improvement to enhance the effectiveness of the
maslikhat institution, which plays a crucial role in the country's local administrative-territorial
structure. One such component is the proposed increase in the number of deputies in the local
representative body to ensure broader representation of the social stratification within the
administrative-territorial unit. This article aims to examine the scientific validity of this proposal.
Utilizing the cube root model formulated by Rein Taagepera, the authors analyze the balance between
the number of maslikhat deputies and the number of citizens entitled to passive voting rights at the
local level. The findings of the study support the scientific and expert rationale for increasing the
number of maslikhat deputies. The results of this research hold practical significance in the context
of strengthening local governance structures, while their theoretical contribution is determined by
their impact on academic discourse in the field of local governance.

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DIGITALIZATION POLICY IN THE EDUCATION SECTOR OF THE REPUBLIC
OF KAZAKHSTAN: NEW CHALLENGES AND OPPORTUNITIES

Abstract

The research relevance is predefined by the intensification of globalization processes that affect
all spheres of social life, one of which is the learning process. The research aims to study the basic
requirements for teachers in these conditions. Among the methods used are the methods of logical
analysis, deduction, induction, synthesis, functional analysis, abstraction, and others. The concept of
“digital competence” was studied, which serves as a theoretical and practical basis for understanding
the requirements for teachers in modern conditions. An analysis of different types of models was
carried out, which implies identifying the most optimal and all-encompassing in the conditions of
digitalization. An important aspect was to survey teachers in Kazakhstan from different areas. This
allowed to provide an assessment of the current situation and identify the development of the
implementation of innovative communication technologies in the educational process. The main
problems faced by teachers in the implementation of digital technologies in the educational process
were noted. The state policy of the Republic of Kazakhstan in the studied industry was also studied.
Three groups of skills, which should have a teacher in today’s environment were identified. European
models of digital competence were studied, and their advantages were identified. The practical value
of the results is to propose the most optimal model, which covers all the necessary skills of a modern
teacher in the conditions of digitalization and will contribute to improving the quality and efficiency
of the educational process following public policy and accepted international standards.

MAIN PART

Digitalization of the educational process involves the introduction of innovative and
communicative technologies in all spheres of activity of the relevant organizations and makes it
necessary to train educators, namely, to form and assess their inherent digital competence, which
focuses on the development of digital literacy in students. Integration of technologies in education is
intended to improve the methods and approaches of teachers, as well as to open new opportunities
for students in the key to the personalization of the educational process.

Thus, the research aims to examine the modern requirements for the qualities and skills of the
teacher in a digitalization policy. On this basis, it is necessary to analyse the risks, problems, and
statistics among teachers and propose a model that will improve the effectiveness and quality of the
level of compliance of modern teachers to digitalization conditions.

INTRODUCTION

Following L. Amhag et al., the digital competence of teachers in the scientific doctrine is
considered a result of the evolutionary nature of their information and communication competence,
which is one of the necessary elements in the professional standard of the teacher in modern
conditions [1]. As it serves as a basis for the further development of digital literacy in students, the
teacher has an important role in adapting innovations to improve the quality level of the educational
process. That is, the teacher complements the learning environment, predetermining the character in
action and adapting new methods to achieve the goals of the didactic plan. But the determining start
for this is the digital competence of the teacher himself. As noted by M. Lindfors et al., it is advisable
to discover new meanings of teacher training in the context of digitalization policies in the educational
sector [2].

As A. Lund and T. Aagaard, digitalization policy creates global transformation processes, which
are an integral part of any professional activity, as it expresses the readiness to work with innovative
resources, create, master, distribute, and use innovative and communication technologies [3]. That is,
on the one hand, it is an integrative beginning, and on the other, it forms certain difficulties in
mastering completely new tools for the whole society. Following O. Erstad et al. the impact of
digitalization policy on all spheres of social life creates new requirements for the development of
personal qualities while changing cognitive functions and forming new requests for the development
of intelligence emotionally and socially [4]. In this case, it is appropriate to mention that emotional
intelligence is a tool for the new thinking of educators and professional activity, which allows to find

individual strategies for each of the students.
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Preparedness in psychological terms in a teacher in the conditions of digitalization of the
educational sector depends on emotional intelligence. That is, the professional readiness of the
modern teacher with a high level of emotional intelligence, which can implement the educational
process fully and effectively, is one of the most urgent tasks. J. Lopez-Belmonte et al. state that
emotional intelligence is characterized not only by the ability to act in a balanced way in different
situations but also by self-improvement and the constant introduction of something new in
professional and other types of activity [5]. At the present stage, dynamically and actively developing
digital tools in the educational segment provide new and effective complement the traditional tools.
Digital educational resources should be understood as a set of information sources that contain text,
digital, graphic, musical, photo, video, and other types of information, which aims to implement
fundamentally new opportunities in the educational process.

Following L.T. Zhanybekova and G.B. Zhukenova, the current state of the educational sector of
the Republic of Kazakhstan faces certain problems [6]. This position is also shared by
Z.M. Muldakhmetov and A.M. Gazaliev [7]. It is worth agreeing with these authors and noting that
the main problem is the insufficient level of digital competence of the teacher. Since the teacher is a
subject that influences the formation of competitive future specialists, it is quite important to improve
his skills and professional development following the processes of globalization. This is also
mentioned in the studies of G.T. Urazbayeva [8]. According to the abovementioned, special attention
should be devoted to the study of the skills of a modern teacher to improve the conditions of the
educational process in Kazakhstan. On this basis, the research relevance is predefined by the need to
improve the skills of modern teachers in Kazakhstan under the conditions of digitalization. Despite
the active introduction of digital technologies into the educational process, the scientific literature
does not provide a comprehensive overview of studies that reveal the relationship between the digital
and emotional competence of teachers in the context of the implementation of state digitalization
policy. This study fills this gap by offering a systematic approach to the analysis and modeling of
requirements for a modern teacher in the context of digitalization.

The hypothesis of the study is that the successful implementation of the state policy of
digitalization in the field of education in the Republic of Kazakhstan is possible provided there is a
comprehensive development of teachers’ digital competencies, modernization of infrastructure, and
systemic support at all levels of the educational process.

METHODOLOGY

This research was carried out using different types of methods of analysis. The functional
analysis method allowed to reveal the concept and the role of digitalization in modern conditions, as
well as to trace the sphere of its influence on the educational sector. The formalization method was
also applied to evaluate the aspects of the digitalization process in the educational segment. The
logical analysis method provided an opportunity to highlight a group of necessary skills for a teacher
in the context of digitalization. Different modern models of digital competencies were considered,
which allowed identifying their advantages and disadvantages. The analogy method was implemented
to identify the importance of the role of one or another component in the provided models and to find
the most optimal ones.

The survey method was used to provide an assessment of the digitalization process in modern
conditions in the Republic of Kazakhstan. Thus, 227 teachers from Almaty, Atyrau, Karaganda, and
Aktobe regions participated in the survey. This allowed to investigate the issues related to the use of
digital technology in the educational process by teachers, the frequency of use of digital technology
by teachers, resources for professional development, the use of technology by teachers to prepare for
practice and group work, as well as the risks of active use of technology. The factor analysis method
allowed to identify similarities in the difficulties of teachers’ work with innovation and
communication technologies, as well as to trace their advantages and possible prospects for
improvement.
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The abstraction method allowed to focus on a particular aspect of the research problematic,
namely, digital competencies. This helped to identify their place and role in the process of forming
the necessary skills of a teacher in modern conditions. The hypothetic-deductive method consisted in
presenting statements as hypotheses and in empirical testing of these hypotheses, namely, in the study
of digital competence models and the evaluation of their effectiveness. The deductive method allowed
to characterize the range of important competencies and skills of the teacher based on the
requirements of digitalization policy. The induction method was used to generate a list of necessary
teacher skills based on the current conditions. The synthesis method, which is based on the theoretical
and practical information obtained, allowed to provide a model that will consider all the important
competencies for the formation of pedagogical activity under international standards.

As such, the functional and logical analysis methods, the analogy method, abstraction, and
hypothetic-deductive method allowed to study the theoretical aspect of the work for a greater
understanding of the digitalization policy, relevant necessary skills and to identify its role in the
educational sector. The survey method provided an opportunity to assess the success and
effectiveness of the digitalization policy in the Republic of Kazakhstan based on the responses
received during its implementation. Abstracting, deduction, induction, and synthesis methods were
used to study modern models of digital competence and to form one, which will consider everything
necessary to improve the effectiveness of teaching activities and the educational process as a whole.

RESULTS

Digital technologies play an important role in the educational process. They are a tool for
collaboration and planning active cognitive activities. Currently, the digital competencies of the
educator are universal and provide a mechanism for learners to adapt to the digitalization of society.
The teacher’s competence, in turn, is the basis for the full participation of all subjects of the
educational process in the knowledge society. The educator is at the center of the digital school,
whose purpose is not only to teach subject matter knowledge, but also to solve various learning,
developmental, and educational tasks, to act as a mentor, and to be responsible for building digital
literacy in learners. In general, the capabilities of digital resources in the educational segment can be
characterized by several specific functions. They should include the means of the operational plan for
visibility in the learning process, assistance in working out the skills of practical nature of students,
organization, and control of consolidation of knowledge of students, in particular, by providing
homework, independent and control works, work with diagrams, tables, charts, as well as editing text
format and error correction in the creative works [9].

It is important to note that the use of digital resources in the educational process also provides an
opportunity to achieve certain goals. For example, it is the development of the personality of students,
preparing individuals for life in the conditions of digitalization and informatisation of society, which
is revealed in the development of various types of thinking, abilities of the communicative character,
the use of computer graphics, the formation of information culture and skills in the implementation
of information processing. This allows intensifying all levels of the educational process due to the
active implementation and use of information and communication technologies, which allows for
deepening interdisciplinary links, improving the efficiency and quality of learning, increasing the
activity of cognitive activity, and increasing the level of optimization of the volume of search for the
required information [10].

It should be mentioned that digital literacy is a necessary quality for mastering the proper level
of digital skills for the SMART space. This should be interpreted as the skills through which the
teacher realizes digital consumption, the use of the Internet to evaluate, search, process, analyse and
synthesize information, and communicate with the teaching team to make constructive decisions [11].
In general, an educator in a digitalized environment should have 3 types of skills: Hardware Skills,
Software Skills, and Metaskills. The first refers to the “hard” skills that are related to a digital device
or hardware; the second refers to the “soft” skills to implement interactions with software to handle

information; the latter, in turn, are meta-skills that everyone must possess to successfully apply the
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previous two types. An important aspect for the modern teacher is the development of digital
competencies. This represents a set of skills and abilities to use digital technology and media in the
process of solving and setting tasks that are related to the processing and acquisition of knowledge
and information necessary to implement professional activities, learning, socialization, and expansion
of already provided opportunities.

On this basis, it can be emphasized that the digitalization of the educational process is justified
to create a basis for teachers who are fluent in digital competence and oriented to the education of a
continuous nature. It is worth noting that the main feature is to ensure the proper and necessary level
of the educational process and integration of students with special needs in the educational process
under conditions of inclusion. That is, the conditions provided by the process of digitalization allow
the creation of new opportunities for absolutely all categories of students. It should be mentioned that
a teacher with a high level of emotional intelligence can create a psychologically favourable
environment for the implementation of the learning process. The teacher’s mastery of digital
competence is important due to the activity of digitalization policy. Under the requirements of this
state policy, in modern information and communication conditions, the teacher is obliged to be able
to use services to work with digital educational content, conduct classes, laboratory, and practical
work with them using interactive electronic materials of the educational plan, to master professional
development programs digitally. That is, it implies an update of the didactic toolkit of the digital plan
teacher due to the introduction of digital technologies in pedagogical activities [12].

The services that most often must be used by a teacher from a personal device to implement the
educational process are the digital registry, digital schedule, services for working with digital
educational content, mastering additional educational programs, services for digital record keeping,
communication educational programs [13]. Since digital technologies are inherently dynamic, they
are constantly improving. In this regard, updating and developing digital competencies is integral to
their effective, safe, and appropriate use in a teacher’s professional activity.

The concept of “digital competence of a teacher” should be understood as a set of competencies
of the general pedagogical, general user, and subject-pedagogical nature and 3 levels of their
development, namely digital transformation, digital use, and basic level, which provide an
opportunity to characterize the cognitive, creative and functional aspects of this type of professional
activity. In this context, digital use refers to the use of information and communication technologies
and related services productively and regularly to solve a wide range of pedagogical tasks. In turn,
digital transformation is the creative use of information and communication technologies in
professional activity, improvement of digital skills, and realization of programming of own
educational environments. At the basic level, it is necessary to understand the general ideas of the
teacher about the potential of information and communication technologies, as well as their use in
solving individual tasks [14].

In this regard, the issue of surveying teachers to determine their assessment of skills and
knowledge becomes important (Figure 1).

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This survey was conducted among 227 teachers of Almaty, Atyrau, Karaganda, and Aktobe
regions. As it can be noted from the answers of respondents, 2.8% believe that they do not understand
digital technologies and therefore do not use them in the educational process. In turn, 28.6%
understand information and communication technologies but do not use them in professional
activities. Also, 28.6% regularly use them and own them at a sufficiently high level, but at the same
time sometimes there are some difficulties. 40% confidently use digital technologies in the
educational process and, importantly, are constantly improving their knowledge.

It is important to consider how long-ago teachers began to implement digital technologies in their
professional activities (Figure 2).

As such, the data provided show that more active implementation of digital technology began in
the period of 1-3 years. This allows to conclude that the current policy of digitalization of the
educational sector is implemented successfully, but the indicators should be much higher. In general,
teachers use a variety of resources to enhance digital competence. Often these are electronic
educational resources — 38.6%, discussions with more experienced colleagues on this topic — 12.5%,
experiments with various online services — 17.3%, have taken professional development courses —
21%, and plan to take such courses — 10.6%.

Statistics on the use of technology to prepare practical and group activities are shown on Figure 3.

An important aspect was to determine whether teachers use digital technology to prepare
practical and group projects. Thus, it was noted that 28.9% do not use them, while 37.5% provide
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students with the opportunity to create various kinds of projects, use information and communication
technologies, and exchange information. 29.7% encourage students to use digital technologies in the
implementation of the educational process, while 3.9% put it as a requirement.

The percentage of active technology usage risks is presented on Figure 4.

It is worth mentioning the possible risks associated with the introduction of digital technology in
the educational process in the opinion of teachers. As such, 43.7% expressed the position of
weakening of interpersonal communication skills, 38.9% — social motivation, 9.8% — weakening of
empathy, teamwork, and leadership skills, and 7.6% did not provide an answer.

The obtained results provide an opportunity to form prospects for further formation of such a
necessary skill for teachers as digital competence. In this case, it is advisable to note that it is
considered simultaneously as a result of the self-development of the teacher, synthesis of personal
and professional experience of the teacher, as well as an educational result of teachers’ professional
training in the conditions of digital educational space. Thus, the formation of pedagogical digital
competence occurs due to the implementation of three key blocks.

The first is the training modeling of the personal educational environment in the conditions of
digitalization following the passage of certain practices and taking appropriate professional
development courses. This includes the use in the educational process of digital educational resources,
materials of digital platforms, organization of projects in the online environment, application of
digital tools, and conducting propaedeutic work, which will provide an opportunity to form a
teacher’s skill to work in the digital educational space, demonstrate various options of work and
motivate students to use digital technologies.

The second aspect implies the professional development of teachers in the implementation of the
learning process, which includes the improvement of methodological training in the aspect of the
digital transformation of education through the introduction of modern online learning platforms,
participation in webinars. This provides an opportunity to create a practice-oriented environment for
the formation of digital competencies of the teacher.

The third aspect allows the exchange between positive and negative pedagogical experiences in
the educational environment in the context of digitalization. This also includes participation in various
competitions within the framework of national programs on digitalization of the educational process,
studying the experience of foreign advanced states, and drawing a parallel with the domestic one to
get a complete picture regarding the shortcomings and advantages of using information and
communication technologies in the educational segment, as well as determining the degree of
effectiveness of their implementation in practice.

Based on the results, it is worth concluding that one of the necessary skills for the modern teacher
in modern conditions is digital competence. The dynamic development of digital technology has
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actualized the question of identifying its essence. The indicators obtained in the survey provide
practical value for identifying and shaping the modernization of the educational sector and the
development of programs for professional development and retraining. Subsequent research will
focus on the study of the prospects of the implementation of artificial intelligence in the sphere of
education.

DISCUSSION

The increasing role of information processes and digital technologies is a global process that
affects all social relations. Their introduction and adoption of appropriate management decisions on
this basis are becoming an increasingly large-scale and dynamic process in the educational sphere of
Kazakhstan.

The digital transformation began in 2013 with the adoption of the program “Information
Kazakhstan — 20207, which included a comprehensive plan for the transition to an information
society, the creation of mobile government institutions, and the improvement of public administration
[15]. In December 2017, the program “Digital Kazakhstan” was approved. It aimed at the
development of the digital system, which provided an opportunity to effectively interact with the
state, business, society, and education, as well as to increase the competitiveness of the economic
system of Kazakhstan and the corresponding quality of life of the population [16].

On this basis, the relevant issue in modern conditions for teachers is to improve digital literacy
for the implementation of the transition to the digitalization of education. It is worth noting that this
process contains the main stages to implement the strategy. The first stage is digitization, which
should be understood as the transfer of received information from analog to digital form. The next
one is digital transformation, which implies the introduction of information and communication
technologies in the educational sector, namely, electronic diaries, portfolios, messengers to support
communication with students and teachers, interactive whiteboards. Thus, to obtain the requested
information in an objective and timely manner, the National Educational Database is used; it helps
the teacher quickly and promptly obtain statistical reports on the required request. The last stage is
digital innovation; it consists of the implementation of innovative and communication technologies
in the educational process.

Following F.M. Rokenes et al. and under the provisions of the European Union Framework
Convention of Core Competences, digital competence is one of the eight most important, which
includes the critical and confident use of information and communication technologies for leisure,
communication, work and other activities [17]. The authors also write that the Joint Research Center
has developed the first model of digital competencies for teachers in Europe; in each group several
competencies are distinguished, namely from 3 to 6, for a total of 21. It is worth agreeing with the
authors’ statements and adding that there are 8 levels of competence expression, which depend on the
independence of problem-solving (independently or with the help of something/someone), on the
complexity and complexity of tasks (from simple to indefinite), on the dominant cognitive domain
(understanding, memorizing, creating, and applying).

According to A. Anton-Sancho et al., this profile includes 6 areas of digital competencies of the
teacher, which focus on the mastery of innovation and communication technologies to assess learning
outcomes, the use of digital tools to empower the educational plan of students, the use of technology
in the professional environment, the development of such skills as searching, creating and sharing
digital resources in the educational sector, supporting the development of digital competencies of
students and the formation of necessary [18]. The position of this author should be more detailed to
get a broader view of it. So, the competence of a technological plan should include the ability to use
a different kind of technology, ranging from low-tech to digital. The latter should be understood as
the ability to solve technical and technological problems, knowledge of many technologies,
experience in implementing activities with technology, tracking innovations and trends in the
industry, as well as the presence of skills that are necessary in this regard.
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Based on the work of L.T. Muharlisiani et al., such a model as Technological Pedagogical
Content Knowledge is quite promising [19]. In this case, it is worth agreeing with the opinion of these
authors as this model includes 3 key components — technology, pedagogy, and content. That is, it
describes the basic skills and abilities that are essential for the implementation of pedagogical
activities regardless of the discipline taught. The competencies of technological nature should include
the ability to use various innovative and communicative technologies, including low-tech and digital.
The latter in this case should be understood as knowledge of the use of technologies and their large
differences, the ability to solve problems of technological plan, the availability of technical skills and
experience in working with different technologies, tracking innovations, conducting training to
improve the skill of working with technology. It is advisable to mention the relationship between
pedagogical, content, and technological competencies, which is the basis of many teacher competency
assessment models.

Drawing on the findings of S. Willermark and M. Gellerstedt and under the recommendations of
UNESCO, it is proposed to introduce the structure of information and communication technology
competencies of teachers, which consists of three approaches and six modules [20]. It is worth noting
that approaches are the degree of competence expression, and modules are their groups. Accordingly,
the first module denotes the teacher’s ability to apply technology independently and help students use
it, the second — is to use technology to solve complex tasks, and the third — is the production of new
knowledge using technology. These recommendations are used for more extensive implementation
of digital technologies for the organization of the educational process, rather than to identify the
competencies of the teacher directly.

As per J.K. Andreasen et al., there are four components in the structure of digital competence,
namely responsibility, skills, knowledge, and motivation [21]. Each of them can be realized in different
spheres of activity on the Internet. Therefore, under the position of these authors, 4 types of this digital
competence should be distinguished: informational, communicative, technical, and consumer. The first
implies the skills of the teacher, which are associated with the search, organization, and understanding
of digital information and its critical reflection, as well as the creation of objects using appropriate
resources. The second type contains the skills of the instructor that are necessary for various forms of
communication. The third, in turn, encompasses those skills that will enable the effective and safe use
of software tools for various kinds of tasks. The fourth type denotes the introduction of those skills that
will allow the teacher to solve with the help of information and communication technologies those tasks
that are related to specific life situations and meet different needs. It is advisable to mention that
consideration of aspects of the motivational and volitional nature of digital competence opens the way
to understanding the changes in the structure of modern society, which occur under the influence of
innovation and communication technologies and involve the development of digital citizenship, as well
as provides an extension of human capabilities.

Following S. Bader et al., the European model of digital competencies for education at the
moment is the most complete and all-encompassing [22]. It is worth agreeing with this and noting
that this model is aimed at the development of teaching skills that are needed in a transformative
environment, improving the application of digital technologies in the educational sector, as well as
the reliance on programming and data-based analysis in education. Hence, this model poses the need
in the form of a set of certain skills and competencies of the teacher, which are professional, digital,
pedagogical, subject matter, and cross-border.

Based on the above, it is proposed to improve and implement in general in the professional
activities of teachers a model that includes information competence as a teacher’s skill to work with
information resources, media competence as the skill to create information objects using technology,
communication as the ability of the teacher to communicate and work with cloud technology,
technological as the ability of the teacher to safely and effectively implement innovative and
communication technologies, as well as information security to provide a teacher to assess the risks
and threats when working in the digital space. Thus, it will allow teachers to implement their activities
under the requirements of the digitalization policy and increase the effectiveness of the educational
process.
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CONCLUSIONS

The research was conducted to explore the necessary skills of teachers in a digitalized
environment. Following this, the role of this kind of public policy was initially identified and traced
its impact on the education sector. Thus, it was noted that its active implementation and improvement
provides an opportunity to implement the educational process under the international standards and
conduct training in an innovative way to form competent future specialists. At the same time, one of
the main conditions for the embodiment of the goals set by state policy is the presence of several
skills that allow teachers to conduct the educational process with the introduction of innovative and
communicative technologies. To track the effectiveness of this aspect in the Republic of Kazakhstan,
a survey was conducted, which was attended by 227 teachers from different areas.

Based on the information received, it was found that the policy of digitalization is actively
developing, but there are several problems associated with the difficulties of using innovative and
communication technologies by teachers in the process of providing training. In this regard,
recommendations were offered to address the problems provided. It is to provide opportunities to
improve digital literacy and qualifications of teachers. It is important to consider different models of
digital competence. It is worth noting that it serves as a necessary skill for teachers in today’s
globalized environment. Even though most of the modern models of digital competence have
similarities with each other, each of them does not adequately cover the range of necessary skills.
Thus, a model has been provided in which all important aspects, namely information, media,
communication competencies, and information security, are included. It will provide an opportunity
to improve the effectiveness of education and the quality of its delivery. Subsequent research will
focus on the prospects of introducing artificial intelligence into the educational sector.

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HUMANITARIAN ASPECTS OF INFORMATION SECURITY OF KAZAKHSTAN IN
THE CONTEXT OF DIGITAL TRANSFORMATION:
CHALLENGES AND PROSPECTS

Abstract

This scientific article talks about humanitarian aspects of information security in Kazakhstan in
digital transformation context. Social trends in the information space, consisting of a combination of
various contemporary pressing issues, have received significant attention in the last ten years, being
studied by various research institutes. These processes in information space sometimes go beyond the
state control. In most cases, new conflicts arise due to the large-scale dissemination of such unverified
information. Although these problems may be easy managed with close attention in the beginning,
we understand over time the ability to manage problems caused by information becomes increasingly
difficult. State programs digitalizing society are set to fully achieve their goal, and the Kazakhstan
ranks first among Central Asian countries in terms of digitalization. A statistical database has also
been created that informs Kazakhstanis about the level of implementation of important state
conditional programs implemented for the purpose of digitalization. In accordance with international
standard, favorable conditions have been created for the free spread of digital transformation in
Kazakh society. Digital transformation of Kazakh society will primarily benefit Kazakhstanis. Self-
awareness of Kazakhstanis has reached its goal, and national immune system will increase its vitality
based on world experience. Digitalization makes a significant contribution to the revitalization of
Kazakhstan economy and industrial progress. However, an unverified database in the information
space can lead to great social crises and difficulties. Thus we need to be very careful about threats
from digitalization, directly affecting national security.

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FOREIGN POLICY PRIORITIES OF THE CENTRAL ASIAN REPUBLICS AND

Abstract

The article focusses on revealing the primary orientations and priorities of Central Asian
countries' foreign policy in regional and bilateral diplomacy, while also evaluating the extent of
interactions between this region and the People's Republic of China. This article examines the
contemporary challenges of the foreign policy of Central Asian republics in recent years, their
objectives, and the evolution of state policy, as informed by normative documents. The strategic
programs for state development and foreign policy conceptions of regional nations facilitate the
identification of future developmental trajectories and international relations of the Central Asian
republics. The countries in the area, whose foreign policy emphasises its eastern neighbour,
predominantly determine China as their principal commercial partner. The paper analyses the
execution of the "One Belt, One Road" program, the active participation of Central Asian republics,
the collaborative establishment of a "Community of Shared Future for Mankind,” and the
advancement of particular solutions and phases of the "Central Asia + China" forum.

The choice of this
methodological approach was directly informed by the research hypothesis: the integration of digital
technologies into the educational environment significantly affects students’ cognitive, emotional,
and social development. In order to explore this complex interplay comprehensively, it was essential
to combine the strengths of both quantitative and qualitative research traditions.

The quantitative component was aimed at identifying measurable cognitive shifts and behavioral
patterns associated with the use of technology-enhanced learning environments. To this end, two key
methods were implemented. First, pre- and post-tests were administered to assess students’ analytical
thinking, problem-solving skills, and general cognitive readiness. These tests were specifically
tailored to the academic disciplines involved and were reviewed by subject matter experts to ensure
validity. The pre-tests established a baseline prior to the implementation of digital tools, while the
post-tests, administered after four months of exposure, allowed for the evaluation of potential gains
and statistically significant differences in cognitive performance.

Second, data derived from Learning Management Systems (LMS) — specifically Blackboard and
Moodle — were analyzed to observe students’ behavioral engagement with digital content. This
included tracking login frequencies, resource usage duration, interaction patterns, and assignment
completion rates.

This enabled the
identification of recurring patterns related to emotional resilience, adaptation to new learning formats,
and the evolution of interpersonal communication under the influence of educational technology. The
use of NVivo software ensured consistency in coding and categorization, while peer validation helped
increase the trustworthiness of the findings.

The decision to adopt a mixed-methods approach was grounded in the principle of
methodological triangulation. Quantitative methods provided statistical rigor and generalizability,
while qualitative analysis offered depth and contextual richness. Together, these approaches
facilitated a holistic understanding of how technology contributes to personality formation, aligning
directly with the central hypothesis of the study.

The research was conducted between September 2023 and February 2024 across three higher
education institutions in Kazakhstan. This six-month period was sufficient to observe both the initial
adaptation phase and the emergence of sustained behavioral and emotional patterns in relation to
digital learning tools.

Participants for the quantitative component (n=300) were selected using stratified random
sampling to ensure diversity in academic backgrounds, digital literacy levels, and motivational
profiles. The qualitative sample (n=30) was identified purposively to capture students with
meaningful engagement in the online learning environment. Data analysis for the quantitative phase
was performed using SPSS (version 25), employing descriptive statistics and paired-sample t-tests to
assess cognitive development over time. Qualitative analysis was conducted using NVivo (version
12), with a strong emphasis on thematic coding and cross-validation.

While the study provided significant insights into the short-term effects of digital technologies
on students’ personality development, it is important to note its limitations. The six-month duration,

although sufficient for initial observations, may not fully reflect long-term developmental trajectories.
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Furthermore, the sample, while representative across academic disciplines, may not include all
sociocultural or demographic subgroups, which could limit broader generalizations. Nevertheless, the
chosen methodology was well-aligned with the research goals and provided a robust foundation for
interpreting the influence of educational technologies on student personality formation.

LITERATURE REVIEW

The impact of digital technologies on personality development can be examined through various
theoretical and empirical lenses, including cognitive, emotional, social, and cultural dimensions of
student growth. Over the past two decades, the integration of digital tools into education has sparked
growing academic interest. Numerous researchers have explored both the transformative potential
and the unintended consequences of technology on learners. While much of the literature highlights
positive outcomes such as enhanced critical thinking and improved engagement, other studies draw
attention to risks associated with emotional well-being, digital dependency, and inequality. This
review synthesizes key insights from foundational and recent research, identifying major trends,
theoretical frameworks, and current gaps in the field.

Zh.K. Simtikov [12] emphasizes that technology-enriched environments promote cognitive
flexibility and independent learning among youth. His work demonstrates how access to digital tools
empowers students to take ownership of their educational journey. R.B. Absatatrov [1] explores the
influence of social and educational technologies on fostering civic engagement among youth. He
underlines the crucial role of interaction between governmental and educational institutions in
cultivating socially responsible individuals. Moreover, his research highlights that integrating digital
citizenship education into curricula helps students understand ethical implications of technology use,
ensuring responsible digital behavior and societal participation. In parallel, D.E. Prokudin [8-10]
explores how the development of information culture influences students’ ability to critically
evaluate, structure, and apply knowledge in complex environments. These insights align with findings
by N.Selwyn [15] and D.Buckingham [18], who highlight the growing importance of media literacy
in preparing students for lifelong learning in an information-saturated world. However, M.Bulger and
P.Davison [19] caution that the abundance of unfiltered digital content can lead to information
overload and hinder the development of deep analytical thinking, suggesting the need for more
reflective approaches to digital engagement.

In addition to cognitive outcomes, the emotional and social dimensions of personality
development are significantly shaped by digital learning environments. M.P. Lapchik and E.S. Polat
[7] analyzes the dual effects of technology use in education, noting that while digital tools may
enhance motivation and personalization, they can also heighten stress and emotional instability in the
absence of institutional support. J.M. Twenge and W.K. Campbell [24] provide empirical evidence
that excessive screen time correlates with anxiety and psychological distress among adolescents.
Conversely, C.R. Graham [25] and A.V. Solovyov [13] shows that blended learning models
encourage peer interaction and collaborative practices, which contribute positively to students’ social
adaptation. These contrasting findings indicate that the emotional impact of technology use is context-
dependent and must be addressed through well-balanced pedagogical strategies.

The global nature of digital education adds another layer of complexity. M.Castells [5] and
A.Toffler [14] describe the ways in which digital networks reshape communication and learning
processes across borders, opening new opportunities for knowledge exchange. Yet, S.Livingstone
and E.J. Helsper [16] reveal persistent digital inequalities, especially in regions where access to stable
internet and devices is limited. V.A. Kostina and E.G. Sokolov [6] argues that such inequality can
reinforce existing socio-economic divides, limiting educational outcomes for disadvantaged
populations. At the same time, international collaborations and virtual exchange programs — as
examined by P.Altbach and H. de Wit [28] — promote cultural competency and global citizenship,
demonstrating the transformative potential of well-designed cross-cultural initiatives.

As digital transformation accelerates, new demands are placed on students to acquire future-

relevant competencies. A.Giddens [3] links the rise of post-industrial society to a shift toward
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knowledge-based economies, where digital skills such as programming, data analysis, and
information security become critical for employability. This perspective is echoed by K.Schwab and
S.Zahidi [22] in their Future of Jobs report, as well as by C.B. Frey and M.A. Osborne [27], who
explore the impact of automation on workforce readiness. Educational institutions, according to
G.Biesta [23] and K.M. Kapp [26], must respond by embedding technological fluency into their
curricula, thereby preparing students not only for professional success but also for adaptive thinking
in a rapidly changing world.

Beyond skills, digitalization raises pressing ethical concerns. S.Bennett and K.Maton [17]
advocate for a more comprehensive model of digital citizenship education that incorporates moral
reasoning, ethical behavior, and civic responsibility. J. van Dijck, T.Poell, and M. de Waal [20]
expand this argument by analyzing platform society dynamics, which often concentrate power in
opaque algorithmic systems. B.Williamson, R.Eynon, and J.Potter [21] add that the COVID-19
pandemic exposed systemic weaknesses in digital education, including unequal access, digital
fatigue, and lack of emotional support. These findings point to the urgent need for inclusive,
transparent, and ethically guided digital strategies in education systems.

Despite the extensive scope of existing literature, significant gaps persist. Few studies have
adopted a longitudinal approach to evaluating the long-term effects of digital learning on personality
development. Additionally, although psychological risks such as digital addiction and emotional
disengagement are well documented, little attention has been paid to preventive interventions within
educational frameworks. There is also a notable absence of research focusing on Central Asian
contexts. Most available studies are based on Western models, limiting their applicability to countries
like Kazakhstan. This study addresses this gap by analyzing how digital technologies influence the
cognitive, emotional, and social development of university students in Kazakhstan, offering empirical
insights into the evolving role of education in the digital age.

RESULTS

The quantitative and qualitative analyses provided substantial evidence regarding the influence
of technology integration on students’ cognitive, emotional, and social development, directly
addressing the hypothesis proposed by the study.

Cognitive Development

The hypothesis suggested that integrating technology would enhance students' cognitive abilities,
particularly analytical and problem-solving skills. The collected data strongly supported this
assumption:

Improvement in analytical skills: Post-test scores revealed a 25% increase (from an average of
65% to 90%) compared to pre-test results, indicating significant enhancement of critical thinking
capabilities following technology integration.

Correlation between engagement and performance: Students who actively engaged with digital
resources exhibited more substantial cognitive growth. A strong positive correlation (r = 0.82, p <
0.01) was identified, confirming that higher interaction with digital tools directly contributed to
improved academic performance.

Engagement Metrics

In line with the hypothesis, technology integration notably increased student engagement and
productivity:

Increased student engagement: Learning Management System (LMS) data demonstrated that
engagement levels rose from 65% to 78% following the implementation of digital platforms,
highlighting their effectiveness in enhancing student interaction and academic involvement.

Enhanced assignment completion rates: The proportion of students completing more than 75%
of their assignments increased from 67% to 80%, validating the positive impact of technology
integration on academic productivity and task management skills.

Emotional Well-being and Adaptability
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The hypothesis further proposed that technology would foster emotional maturity and resilience,
which was also supported by the findings:

Adaptation to technological challenges: Qualitative interviews revealed that 85% of students
reported increased confidence in using digital tools, despite 25% initially experiencing frustration.
Over time, 80% of students successfully adapted, demonstrating significant growth in emotional
resilience.

Reduced academic stress: Many students noted a decrease in academic stress levels due to the
improved clarity and accessibility of digital learning environments, supporting the hypothesis that
technology positively influences emotional well-being.

Social Interaction and Isolation

The hypothesis anticipated both positive and negative impacts of technology on social
interaction:

Virtual collaboration: Technology facilitated enhanced virtual collaboration, as confirmed by
qualitative feedback that highlighted improved communication and connectivity across geographical
boundaries.

Reduced in-person interaction: Nevertheless, 20% of students expressed concerns about
diminished face-to-face interaction, indicating a preference for hybrid learning models. This finding
underscores the dual-edged nature of digital technologies and the importance of maintaining balance
between virtual and physical interactions.

Hypothesis Testing Summary

Overall, the study’s findings robustly supported the hypothesis:

Enhanced cognitive abilities were confirmed by significantly improved test scores (+25%
increase) and a high correlation between digital engagement and cognitive gains (r = 0.82).

Emotional maturity and resilience were demonstrated through increased student confidence
(85%) and reduced academic stress.

Mixed effects on social interaction were consistent with expectations, affirming the benefits of
virtual collaboration while highlighting concerns about reduced in-person engagement (20%
preference for hybrid learning).

Significance of Findings

These results highlight the transformative potential of technology in higher education,
emphasizing its capacity to enhance cognitive and emotional development while acknowledging its
inherent challenges. Educational institutions must strategically integrate digital technologies by
balancing their cognitive and emotional benefits with careful attention to social dynamics. Hybrid
learning models are recommended as an optimal approach, blending the strengths of digital and face-
to-face learning to support the holistic development of students.

The summarized findings from both the quantitative and qualitative phases are illustrated in
Table 1 and Figure 1, clearly demonstrating improvements across multiple dimensions following the
integration of technology.

Table 1 details the gains in cognitive performance (25% improvement in test scores), student
engagement (13% increase), assignment completion (13% increase), and emotional adaptability (85%
increase in confidence).

It also highlights nuanced changes in social behavior, with 20% of students expressing a
preference for hybrid learning models to balance the benefits and challenges of digital engagement.

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DISCUSSION

The findings of this study provide a comprehensive understanding of the multifaceted impact of
information technology on the cognitive, emotional, and social development of students in higher
education. While the results highlight the transformative potential of technology, they also reveal its
complexities, which require careful consideration in educational practices.

The cognitive benefits observed in the study demonstrate significant improvements in critical
thinking, analytical reasoning, and problem-solving skills. These advancements are not merely
reflected in test scores but also in the way students engage with learning. The integration of
technology has shifted the focus from traditional rote learning to dynamic, interactive methodologies.
This shift enhances the depth of knowledge acquisition and reshapes the cognitive processes driving
education, paving the way for a more engaging and effective learning experience.

However, not all studies fully agree with this positive perspective. For example, Selwyn [15]
cautions that unregulated use of technology can lead to superficial learning, fragmented attention, and
diminished ability to engage in sustained critical thinking. Thus, while the cognitive benefits are
promising, they depend heavily on structured and pedagogically sound integration of digital tools.

Emotional development emerged as a key area influenced by technology. Students displayed
heightened emotional resilience and adaptability, suggesting that technology, when implemented
thoughtfully, can serve as a tool for personal growth. The ability to navigate challenges posed by
technology fostered a growth mindset among students. This aligns with the broader understanding of
adaptive learning, where overcoming challenges becomes a cornerstone of personal and emotional
development.

Nevertheless, Twenge and Campbell [24] and Buckingham [18] argue that excessive screen time
and digital dependency may exacerbate anxiety, stress, and emotional burnout, particularly when
boundaries between academic and personal digital activities are blurred. These findings underscore
the need for careful monitoring of digital engagement to maximize emotional benefits while
minimizing potential psychological risks.

The impact of technology on social interactions presented a dual narrative. On one hand, virtual
platforms enabled unprecedented collaboration and connectivity among students. On the other, they
introduced challenges such as reduced face-to-face interaction and the potential for digital isolation.
Despite these challenges, the study indicates that technology is reshaping rather than diminishing
social dynamics. Many students expressed a preference for hybrid learning models, which combine
the benefits of digital tools with the richness of in-person engagement. This balanced approach
appears to address the shortcomings of a fully digital environment while maximizing its strengths.

Broader literature supports this nuanced view: while Graham [25] emphasizes that collaborative
technologies can foster global learning communities, Bulger and Davison [19] warn that prolonged
virtual communication may hinder the development of empathy and deep interpersonal skills.

The broader implications of these findings extend beyond the classroom. They emphasize the
need for educational institutions to redefine the role of educators and adopt strategies that integrate
technology without compromising the holistic development of students. Teachers are no longer mere
disseminators of knowledge; they have become facilitators who guide students through the
complexities of a technology-rich learning environment. This shift necessitates professional
development programs and curriculum redesigns that align with the demands of the digital era.

Equally important is the issue of equitable access to technology. The study underscores the
necessity of bridging the digital divide to ensure that all students, regardless of their socio-economic
background, can benefit from technological advancements. Policies aimed at providing affordable
internet access, robust infrastructure, and digital literacy programs are crucial for fostering inclusivity
in education [16].

The findings align with existing literature on the dual impact of technology in education. Previous
research consistently highlights the potential of digital tools to enhance learning outcomes while
raising concerns about their social and emotional implications. This study builds on these insights,

offering a holistic perspective that integrates cognitive, emotional, and social dimensions.
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Furthermore, the cross-cultural observations incorporated in this research contribute to the global
discourse on technology in education, emphasizing its diverse applications across different
institutional and regional contexts.

The integration of technology in higher education is driven by both the demands of a globalized
workforce and the pursuit of innovation. While the cognitive and emotional benefits are evident, the
risks associated with overreliance on technology, such as diminished interpersonal skills, attention
fragmentation, and digital fatigue, must not be overlooked. Institutions must strike a balance between
leveraging the advantages of technology and mitigating its drawbacks.

The practical implications of this study are significant. Investing in adaptive learning
technologies can personalize educational experiences, catering to the unique needs of individual
students. Additionally, embedding emotional intelligence training into the curriculum can help
students navigate the challenges associated with technology use, fostering resilience and adaptability.
Hybrid learning models, which combine digital and traditional methods, emerge as a promising
approach to addressing the complexities of technology integration while ensuring a comprehensive
learning experience.

Future research should explore the long-term effects of technology on personality development,
particularly as students transition from academic to professional environments. The rapid evolution
of emerging technologies such as artificial intelligence, augmented reality, and blockchain also
warrants further investigation to understand their potential in reshaping education. Expanding cross-
cultural studies can provide valuable insights into the universal and localized impacts of technology
on learning.

In conclusion, this discussion underscores the transformative potential of information technology
in higher education. While challenges persist, the findings advocate for a balanced and mindful
integration of technology, ensuring that it complements rather than compromises the holistic
development of students. As education continues to evolve, the interplay between technology and
human development remains a pivotal area of inquiry, shaping the future of learning in an
interconnected world.

CONCLUSION

In the dynamic landscape of higher education, the integration of information technology has
emerged as a transformative force, influencing not only academic practices but also the formation of
students' personalities. This comprehensive exploration of the influence of information technology
on student development has illuminated its multifaceted impact. Through qualitative and quantitative
analyses, this study provided a holistic understanding of this complex interplay.

The key findings of the research highlight diverse emotional responses among students, ranging
from motivation and excitement to anxiety and resistance. Students demonstrated remarkable
adaptability in the face of technological challenges, developing problem-solving skills and resilience
crucial for thriving in the digital academic environment. The study also underscored the strong link
between emotional well-being and students' experiences with technology, emphasizing the
importance of institutional support. Recognizing individual narratives and unique perspectives
emerged as another critical aspect, highlighting the value of personalized approaches to technology
integration. Finally, the evolving nature of emotional experiences over time illustrated that students’
adaptation to technology is a dynamic and ongoing process.

To harness the full potential of technology in higher education while mitigating its associated
risks, this study suggests several key strategies:

1. Implement hybrid learning models that combine digital and face-to-face methods to balance
cognitive development with interpersonal skill formation.

2. Promote digital well-being programs that support healthy technology use, emotional
resilience, and stress management among students.

3. Personalize the integration of technology by adapting educational approaches to different

levels of digital literacy and emotional readiness.
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4. Provide continuous professional development for educators, emphasizing digital pedagogy
skills alongside the cultivation of emotional intelligence.

5. Expand initiatives to bridge the digital divide, ensuring equal access to technological
resources for students of all socio-economic backgrounds.

6. Foster student agency by encouraging learners to take an active role in shaping their
educational experiences with digital tools.

Looking ahead, future research should explore the long-term effects of technology on personality
development, particularly as students transition from higher education into professional
environments. It would be valuable to investigate the influence of emerging technologies such as
artificial intelligence, augmented reality, and blockchain on emotional and social dimensions of
learning. Moreover, expanding cross-cultural comparative studies could provide deeper insights into
the interaction between cultural context, technology use, and personality formation. Understanding
the psychological impacts of prolonged digital engagement, including digital fatigue and cognitive
overload, also remains an important avenue for further investigation. Future studies should pay
special attention to how adaptive learning technologies can not only enhance academic success but
also foster emotional intelligence and social adaptability.

The influence of information technology on the formation of personality in education is neither
static nor unidirectional; it represents a dynamic and evolving process. This research emphasizes the
importance of a mindful, holistic approach to digital integration — one that nurtures the emotional,
cognitive, and social development of students rather than compromising it.

By fostering adaptability, supporting emotional well-being, valuing the individuality of each
student, and ensuring strong institutional support systems, higher education institutions can create
learning environments where students are empowered to thrive. As the digital era continues to unfold,
maintaining a thoughtful balance between technological innovation and human-centered
development will be crucial for shaping resilient, emotionally intelligent, and socially engaged
graduates ready to meet the challenges of the future.

MAIN PART

The main part of this article is structured to provide a comprehensive examination of the political
and cultural relations between the Republic of Kazakhstan and the Arab states of the Gulf region. It
is divided into several interrelated sections, each of which addresses a specific dimension of bilateral
cooperation within the broader framework of international relations and regional diplomacy.

The first section explores the historical background and evolution of Kazakhstan’s foreign policy
orientation toward the Arab world, focusing on key milestones in diplomatic engagement, official
visits, and institutional mechanisms. This is followed by an analysis of political cooperation and
Kazakhstan's positioning within the Organization of Islamic Cooperation (hereinafter referred to as
the OIC) and other multilateral formats that include the Gulf states.

Subsequent sections examine the cultural and religious dimensions of cooperation, emphasizing
Kazakhstan’s use of soft power, Islamic identity, and intercultural dialogue as tools of foreign policy.
Special attention is given to bilateral initiatives in education, heritage preservation, and religious
diplomacy.

INTRODUCTION

The interaction of the Republic of Kazakhstan with the states of the Arab East within the
framework of political and cultural ties occupies a significant place in the modern scientific
discussion, representing a relevant field of research. In recent decades, there has been an increased
interest in the development of mutually beneficial relations in this region, against the background of
globalisation and rethinking of geopolitical alliances. Concurrently, however, an exhaustive
examination of the extensive political and cultural connections between Kazakhstan and the Arab
states has remained conspicuously absent from the existing scholarly discourse, underscoring the
imperative for a comprehensive and detailed investigation of this subject.

The current research aims to examine the nature and characteristics of interstate cooperation
between the Republic of Kazakhstan and the countries of the Arab East. Central to this analysis are
the political and cultural dimensions of their mutual interactions, particularly focusing on how shared
cultural identities and political perceptions shape respective foreign policy strategies. The primary
objective is to explore how these political and cultural connections have evolved and intensified over
time, as well as their potential trajectories in the coming years.

To systematically achieve this objective, several specific research tasks were defined:

Firstly, it is essential to analyze the historical context and assess the contemporary status of
relations between Kazakhstan and the Arab states, identifying key milestones and current trends.
Secondly, the study evaluates the extent to which political and economic factors influence the shaping
and progression of these international relationships. Finally, it explores Kazakhstan’s and the Arab
East countries' positions in both regional and global politics, emphasizing their collaborative projects
and initiatives.
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The central hypothesis of this study is that the observed political and cultural convergence
between Kazakhstan and the Gulf states is predominantly driven by aligned strategic interests. These
common interests include matters of regional security, shared Islamic cultural heritage, the pursuit of
diversified economic strategies, and enhanced cooperation in energy sectors. The validity of this
hypothesis is supported through a detailed analysis of the current patterns and outcomes of
interactions between Kazakhstan and the Arab East nations. Simultaneously, cultural diplomacy and
religious proximity function as instruments to fortify soft power, whilst economic initiatives serve as
a pragmatic foundation for interaction. The hypothesis is tested on the basis of a comprehensive
analysis of bilateral initiatives, foreign policy steps and investment flows.

The present study aims to address the existing lacuna in understanding political-cultural
interactions between Kazakhstan and the countries of the Arab East, which is pertinent in the context
of current international processes.

METHODOLOGY

This study adopts an interdisciplinary analytical framework, integrating both qualitative and
quantitative methodologies, to provide an extensive examination of the multifaceted interactions—
political, cultural, and economic—between Kazakhstan and Arab East nations. Central to the research
methodology is an in-depth content analysis of various primary sources, including diplomatic
correspondence, official policy statements, bilateral treaties, and strategic documents outlining plans
for enhanced interstate collaboration. This method enabled the identification of core themes,
objectives, and discourse patterns that shape mutual cooperation and foreign policy orientations of
the involved states. This methodological approach facilitated the identification of key priorities,
discursive emphases and rhetoric of cooperation in the political-cultural domain. In particular, the
policy statements of the President of the Republic of Kazakhstan at the Central Asia-GCC summits
(2023), the strategic memoranda on cooperation with Saudi Arabia and the UAE (2022-2024), and
the materials of the Eurasian Intergovernmental Council, which highlight Kazakhstan's participation
in projects in the Middle East, were analysed. The analysis encompassed speech markers of priorities
such as 'strategic partnership’, ‘Islamic solidarity', 'cultural exchange', 'infrastructural integration’,
which facilitated the identification of stable ideologemes of foreign policy discourse.

In the subsequent phase of the study, a comparative analysis was employed to compare the
features of Kazakhstan's bilateral interaction with the leading countries of the region, namely Saudi
Arabia, the United Arab Emirates, Oman and Kuwait. Furthermore, an analysis of statistical data
from 2015 to 2023 on indicators of mutual trade turnover, investment activity, humanitarian projects
and the volume of Islamic finance was conducted. This analysis was derived from open sources of
the Eurasian Economic Commission, the Ministry of National Economy of the Republic of
Kazakhstan and the International Islamic Development Bank (hereinafter - IDB). In order to illustrate
specific partnership formats, a case study was used, covering the implementation of infrastructure,
cultural and financial projects. These included the construction of Abu Dhabi Plaza in Astana, the
launch of the Islamic bank Al Hilal and the creation of joint cultural centres. The selection of these
methodologies is predicated on the necessity for a comprehensive analysis of the subject,
encompassing not only the political context, but also the cultural and economic dimensions. This
approach facilitates an evaluation of the efficacy and prospects of interaction between Kazakhstan
and Arab countries.

LITERATURE REVIEW

The study of the political and cultural relations of the Republic of Kazakhstan with the countries
of the Arab East is an interdisciplinary endeavour, encompassing several important conceptual
directions.

The initial direction encompasses the analysis of geopolitical factors and strategic interests of
Kazakhstan and Arab states. The primary focus of B. Ergashev's research endeavours lies in

underscoring the pivotal role of transport and communication initiatives, energy security, and
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ecological concerns as pivotal factors in fostering regional collaboration and exerting influence on
global dynamics [1].

The second direction emphasises economic interaction and investment activities between
Kazakhstan and Arab countries, in particular with the UAE and Saudi Arabia. In this study, L.
Parkhomchik analyses the prospects of economic and cultural cooperation, stressing the importance
of new forms and mechanisms of interaction [2].

The third direction is devoted to the role of Islamic finance and economic diplomacy. The works
of L. Alaev, V. Akhmedov, R. Bekkin and others consider the peculiarities of Islamic banking, its
socio-economic impact, as well as the specifics of the implementation of projects of the IDB in
Kazakhstan, such as the development of water infrastructure and support for small and medium-sized
businesses [3].

The fourth direction pertains to cultural and humanitarian relations, as well as inter-parliamentary
cooperation. The studies emphasise the importance of exchange of experience and regular meetings
at the parliamentary level, which contribute to deepening mutual understanding and strengthening
bilateral relations.

The theoretical foundations of the presented studies are based on various scientific approaches.
Geopolitical analysis employs the concepts of realist and neo-realist theories of international
relations, which emphasise the role of states, national interests and power resources. Theoretical
underpinnings of economic integration and international cooperation are critical components of
economic interaction and investment activity studies. These theories emphasise the interdependence
and mutual benefit of economic ties. Works on Islamic finance are based on the concept of economic
diplomacy, where finance and investment are regarded as instruments of foreign policy, as well as on
the theory of Islamic banking based on Shariah principles. The analysis of cultural and humanitarian
tiesis facilitated by the theoretical frameworks of 'soft power' and cultural diplomacy. These theories
posit that cultural initiatives represent a significant component of international influence, with the
potential to fortify bilateral relations.

Despite the considerable interest in the study of these aspects, the influence of cultural diplomacy
and the religious factor on the development of Kazakhstan's bilateral relations with Arab countries
remains under-researched in the literature. The present study addresses this lacuna by offering a
comprehensive analysis of political-cultural interaction, with a particular focus on identifying the role
of religious and cultural initiatives as tools to strengthen bilateral ties. The scientific novelty of the
work lies in the integrative approach, which allows for a comprehensive review of the mechanisms
of interaction of cultural, religious and economic components in international relations between
Kazakhstan and the countries of the Arab East.

RESULTS

The foreign policy of the Republic of Kazakhstan is focused on ensuring national interests, building
confidence and cooperation with international organisations and the states of the Arab world. The
strategy's key priorities are as follows: the attraction of foreign investment, the strengthening of
transport and transit infrastructure, and the stimulation of export activity in the medium and long term.

In the current global economic environment, the Republic of Kazakhstan and the broader Muslim
world, notably Arab states, have established themselves as significant actors, particularly through
enhanced trade and economic partnerships. These interactions greatly benefit from the countries'
mutual historical heritage, shared cultural traditions, and converging economic interests, all of which
facilitate deeper integration. An in-depth examination of their international economic engagements
identifies multiple pivotal dynamics that warrant detailed consideration. Foremost among these is the
role and influence of globalisation processes, significantly reshaping the structure, content, and scope
of interstate cooperation. Secondly, the necessity for legal regulation of these relations in the context
of new geo-economic and geopolitical realities. Thirdly, the imperative to nurture qualified
diplomatic personnel in Kazakhstan who are adept at safeguarding national interests and assessing

the extent of the country's economic interaction with the global community.
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The updated Foreign Policy Concept of the Republic of Kazakhstan, approved on 6 March 2020,
clearly outlines the strategic guidelines of the state. The primary objectives encompass the
preservation of autonomous foreign policy decision-making, the cultivation of mutually beneficial
bilateral and multilateral international relations, and the enhancement of the nation's standing on the
global stage [4]. These objectives are aimed at strengthening the sovereignty and improving the
international image of Kazakhstan, which in turn contributes to a more active participation in global
processes.

Following the attainment of independence by the Republic of Kazakhstan, the country
commenced a period of active exploration in regard to novel foreign policy directions, including the
deepening of ties with the countries of the Arab East. During the period of the Soviet Union, contacts
with the Muslim world were limited, and the Middle East was perceived more as a region of risk
associated with Afghan transit through Tajikistan.

However, with the advent of change in the geopolitical environment of Eurasia, Kazakhstan
discerned significant prospects for cooperation from the south-east, particularly in the context of
diversifying its transport and logistics infrastructure. For a landlocked country, such diversification
is of particular importance.

The country's current involvement in the activities of prominent international Islamic
organisations, including the OIC, the IDB, and the World Islamic League, among others, underscores
its commitment to fostering ties with its Islamic neighbours. The presence of Kazakhstan within these
organisations enables the country to play a central role in events within the Islamic world.

This multidimensional strategy has proven instrumental in fostering deeper mutual understanding
and productive collaboration between Kazakhstan and Islamic countries. At the same time, it has
positioned Kazakhstan as an engaged and constructive actor in addressing pressing international
challenges. These include contributing to conflict resolution efforts in the Middle East, supporting
the post-conflict reconstruction of Afghanistan, and participating in global initiatives to combat
terrorism, violent extremism, and illicit drug trafficking.

Bakhtiyor Ergashev, Director of the Mano Centre for Research Initiatives in Uzbekistan,
emphasises the significance of several pivotal domains that are instrumental in shaping the future
trajectory of Central Asia. These include transport and communications projects, energy, which is
closely linked to water resources, and environmental issues. Ergashev further contends that these
domains will determine the trajectory of the region's economic advancement, both within local
contexts and in a global perspective. According to the expert, the states that can offer the most
attractive initiatives and solutions in these areas will take the lead in the region [1].

Lidia Parkhomchik, an expert from the Institute of World Economy and Politics, has asserted
that the contemporary era is characterised by the aspiration of Central Asian countries, notably
Kazakhstan, to enhance interregional relations with Arab states. This trend is gaining new momentum
against the background of deepening economic and cultural ties, which puts the countries of the
region in search of new forms and mechanisms of cooperation [2].

In the context of globalisation and evolving international political dynamics, the Central Asian
states recognise the necessity to expand their diplomatic and economic horizons. Interaction with the
Arab world is regarded as a priority, as it facilitates access to substantial investment resources and
novel trade routes, which is particularly salient in the pursuit of alternative markets and financial
sources.

Kazakhstan, leveraging its geopolitical position, has proactively engaged in the process of
developing relations with Arab countries. This initiative has not only contributed to the strengthening
of the country's economic potential but also enabled it to assume a more prominent role in the
international arena. The enhancement of collaborative endeavours can be evidenced by the initiation
of joint ventures in domains such as energy, investment and technological exchange. These
endeavours are poised to foster the growth and development of both Kazakhstan and its Arab partners.

The role of Arab countries in the global economy, particularly within the energy sector, is

significant. The countries of the Arab Gulf region hold some of the most substantial proven oil
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reserves globally, collectively accounting for nearly half of the world’s total. This immense resource
base positions them as pivotal suppliers of raw materials on the international stage. Among them, the
Arabian monarchies have emerged as dominant players in the global energy trade, a status reinforced
by their exceptionally low production costs and advantageous geographical positioning at the
crossroads of key maritime and overland trade routes. These structural advantages enable them to
exert considerable influence over global energy markets.

The International Energy Agency (IEA) forecasts that oil will continue to play a significant role
in the global energy mix, maintaining a share of around 40% of total energy consumption in the
medium term. This highlights the importance of Arab countries not only as major exporters, but also
as active participants in international investment processes offering high-tech products to the market.

In recent decades, the Arab East has undergone significant transformation, evolving into not only
a prominent exporter of energy resources but also a noteworthy international financial centre. Experts
have observed the rapid development of the financial sector in the Arabian monarchies, where
globally competitive financial services have emerged in recent years. The lack of key components of
a national financial system in the 1980s has since been overcome by the rapid growth of central banks,
stock exchanges, and insurance institutions.

Despite the fact that Arab countries still do not rank highly on the Composite Index of Economic
Freedom, they have significant advantages in creating a favourable business environment. The
presence of low taxes and minimal corruption has been identified as contributing to a more favourable
business environment, thereby rendering them attractive for international investment and commercial
initiatives.

It is noteworthy that certain Arab countries have come to exemplify the process of modern
economic modernisation. In a relatively brief historical period, the group of states: Saudi Arabia,
Kuwait, the UAE, Oman, Qatar and Bahrain, united within the framework of the Cooperation Council
of Arab States of the Persian Gulf, have become an authoritative actor in international relations [5].

The United Arab Emirates (UAE) is widely regarded as one of the leading states in the Arab East.
Since 1 October 1992, the United Arab Emirates has been one of the earliest states in the Persian Gulf
to formalise diplomatic ties with the Republic of Kazakhstan. This cooperation was further
institutionalised with the opening of Kazakhstan’s Consulate General in Dubai in 1997. The
diplomatic engagement between the two nations deepened with the inauguration of the UAE Embassy
in Kazakhstan in 2005, followed by the establishment of the Embassy of Kazakhstan in the UAE in
2006.Since 26 February 2019, the position of Ambassador Extraordinary and Plenipotentiary of the
Republic of Kazakhstan to the UAE has been held by M. Menilbekov. Starting from September 2021,
the same role in Kazakhstan is fulfilled by M. Al-Ariki, representing the UAE.

The enhancement of bilateral relations between Kazakhstan and the UAE has been facilitated by
a series of official and working visits. The first President of Kazakhstan, N. Nazarbayev, visited the
UAE many times between 1998 and 2019, including in 1998, 2000, 2004, 2005, 2006, 2008, 2008,
2009, 2009, 2010, 2010, 2011, 2012, 2012, 2013, 2013, 2014, 2016, 2017, 2018 and 2019. Itis evident
that these visits have played a pivotal role in fortifying the bonds of interstate cooperation. In 2008,
Kazakhstan received an official visit from the late President of the UAE, Sheikh Khalifa bin Zayed
Al Nahyan, who also made private visits in 2004, 2006, 2007, 2009, 2010, 2011 and 2013.

President of Kazakhstan K. Tokayev has actively participated in diplomatic engagements with
the United Arab Emirates, having conducted four visits: two official ones inJanuary 2020 and January
2023, and two working visits in May 2022 and December 2023. The commitment to high-level
dialogue was reciprocated in July 2018, when the Crown Prince of Abu Dhabi, Sheikh Mohammed
bin Zayed Al Nahyan, undertook an official visit to Kazakhstan, reflecting the mutual respect and
growing strategic interest between the nations' leadership. Furthermore, inter-parliamentary
collaboration between Kazakhstan and the UAE continues to intensify, as demonstrated by the
working visit of Amal Al Qubeisi, Chairperson of the UAE Federal National Council, to Kazakhstan
on 23-24 September 2019.This visit served to emphasise the importance of strengthening bilateral

relations at the parliamentary level. A significant meeting was held on 17 June 2021 in the format of
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videoconference between the Parliamentary Cooperation Group of the Majilis of the Parliament of
the Republic of Kazakhstan and the Federal National Council of the UAE. This inaugural meeting
signifies a shared commitment to fostering further development in the realm of inter-parliamentary
relations between the two nations. This commitment was further reinforced by the visit of M.
Ashimbayev, Chairman of the Senate of the Parliament of Kazakhstan, to Abu Dhabi on 6-7
November 2023, which exemplifies the dynamic engagement at the highest levels of the two
parliaments.

The volume and dynamism of trade and economic cooperation between Kazakhstan and the UAE
is demonstrably significant. In 2023, the trade turnover between the two nations amounted to $328.9
million, with Kazakh exports to the UAE accounting for $210.3 million. Furthermore, from 2005 to
2023, the gross direct investment inflow from the UAE to the Republic of Kazakhstan totalled $3.7
billion, indicating the UAE's significant interest and confidence in the Kazakh economy.
Concurrently, investments from Kazakhstan to the UAE amounted to $1.2 billion, underscoring the
reciprocal nature of investment flows between the two nations. In 2022, Kazakhstan recorded a gross
inflow of direct investments from the United Arab Emirates amounting to $416.7 million, reflecting
a notable 27% increase compared to the previous year. In contrast, outbound investments from
Kazakhstan to the UAE totaled $59 million during the same period [6].

The scale and diversity of investment cooperation between the two countries are evidenced by a
number of high-profile projects. Among them, the construction of the Abu Dhabi Plaza
multifunctional complex in Astana stands out, with a total investment of $1.1 billion, serving as a
prominent symbol of deepening economic engagement.

One of the key actors in bilateral investment relations is the Abu Dhabi-based Mubadala
company, which has made significant contributions to the Kazakh economy, particularly in the
exploration of oil fields in the Caspian Sea—highlighting the strategic relevance of energy
collaboration. In addition, the establishment of the joint investment fund "Falah,” with an initial
capital of no less than $500 million, reflects a shared commitment to supporting a wide range of
development projects across Kazakhstan.

The United Arab Emirates has shown considerable involvement in Kazakhstan’s banking sector.
A prominent example is Al Hilal Bank, which maintains successful operations in key cities including
Almaty, Astana, and Shymkent. Another major development was the acquisition of a 28.5% stake in
Kazkommertsbank—Kazakhstan’s largest bank at the time—by the Emirati investment holding Alnair
Capital, owned by Sheikh Tahnoon Al Nahyan, the brother of the UAE President [7]. This move
marked a significant milestone in the financial integration between the two countries.

Additionally, a substantial number of enterprises with Emirati capital have been established in
Kazakhstan, functioning across diverse sectors such as tourism, logistics, and consumer services.
Trade relations also continue to grow, with the UAE exporting automobiles, construction materials,
and clothing to Kazakhstan, while Kazakhstan, in turn, supplies foodstuffs and agricultural products
to the Emirates—highlighting the reciprocal and complementary nature of the bilateral economic
partnership. The above data indicates a persistent enhancement in the strength of economic ties and
the reciprocal benefits of investment activities between the two nations.

This study explores the evolution of bilateral cooperation between the Republic of Kazakhstan
and the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia (hereinafter - KSA), beginning with the establishment of diplomatic
relations on 30 April 1994. Since then, notable advancements have been made in strengthening
interstate ties. A key milestone was the opening of the Embassy of Kazakhstan in Riyadh on 13
December 1995, followed by the inauguration of the Saudi Embassy in Astana in March 1997. Further
institutional expansion occurred with the launch of Kazakhstan’s consular office in Jeddah in
December 2007, which was subsequently upgraded to a consulate general in August 2019.

The first President of Kazakhstan, N.Nazarbayev, made several visits to KSA, including official
visits in September 1994, March 2004 and October 2016, as well as a working visit in May 2017. The
current President of Kazakhstan, K.Tokayev, has also visited KSA, making an official visit in July
2022 and a working visit in July 2023.
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Inter-parliamentary co-operation is also an important part of relations between the two countries.
In 2015, the Speaker of the Senate of the Parliament, K.K. Tokayev, visited KSA to attend the funeral
ceremony of King Abdullah bin Abdulaziz. In September 2019, Astana played host to the IV Meeting
of Speakers of the Eurasian Parliaments, with the Saudi delegation being led by Abdullah bin
Muhammad bin Ibrahim Al Al Al-Sheikh, Chairman of the Consultative Council of the KSA. In
October 2021, an official visit was made by the Saudi parliamentary delegation to Kazakhstan, led
by A. Al-Sheikh, who held talks with the top leadership of Kazakhstan, discussing ways to deepen
inter-parliamentary dialogue.

Available data indicate that trade and economic relations between Kazakhstan and the Kingdom
of Saudi Arabia reflect a substantive and multifaceted level of engagement, supported by targeted
investments in key sectors. Saudi Arabia has financed several notable infrastructure and social
projects in Kazakhstan, including $15 million allocated for the construction of the Senate building of
the Parliament, $12 million for the rehabilitation of the Osakarovka—Vishnevka highway, and $2
million for the construction of a mosque in the city of Petropavlovsk. These investments are bolstered
by the sustained presence of the Saudi Central Asia Investment Company, which has operated actively
in Kazakhstan since 1997 and played a central role in expanding Saudi capital participation in the
national economy.

Additionally, a major contribution to Kazakhstan’s healthcare sector was made by Prince Sultan
bin Abdulaziz, who founded the construction and furnishing of a modern cardiac centre in Astana.
Equipped with advanced medical technology, the centre became, upon its opening in 2006, one of the
most technologically advanced cardiology institutions in Central Asia.

In terms of trade, the turnover between the two countries in 2023 reached $15 million, including
$7.9 million in exports from Kazakhstan and $7.1 million in imports from Saudi Arabia. This figure
represents a slight decline from the $16.4 million registered in 2022, indicating the need for renewed
efforts to expand bilateral trade volumes. However, it is important to note that the pattern of trade is
changing, with an increase in exports from Kazakhstan and a decrease in imports, which may indicate
the development of production capacity in Kazakhstan. It is also noteworthy that in 2021, trade
turnover was substantially lower than current levels, totalling $8.6 million, thereby underscoring the
prevailing trend towards the enhancement of trade relations between the two nations.

The Intergovernmental Commission on Trade, Economic, Cultural, Humanitarian, Scientific, and
Technical Cooperation functions as the principal institutional platform facilitating economic
interaction between the Republic of Kazakhstan and the KSA. This body plays a key coordinating
role in identifying priority areas, aligning strategic interests, and overseeing the implementation of
joint initiatives across various sectors of bilateral engagement. The commission's mandate is to
develop and deepen bilateral relations in various domains. The formation of the Kazakhstan-Saudi
Business Council constitutes a pivotal platform for the enhancement of economic ties between the
two nations.

The establishment of this council signifies a significant milestone in the evolution of bilateral
business relations. The inaugural meeting of the Business Council was convened on 21 December
2023 in Riyadh, underscoring the commitment and enthusiasm of both parties to broaden the scope
of their collaboration.

The Business Council is co-chaired by prominent figures from the business communities of both
countries. Representing the Kazakh side is K. Kudaibergenov, General Director of Grey Wolf
Management LLP, while on the Saudi side, the role is held by Ahmed Al Dakhil, General Director of
Al Rajhi International for Investment (RAII). These leaders serve as the primary liaisons between
their respective companies and countries on the global stage, playing pivotal roles in the advancement
of commercial relations, as well as facilitating cultural and technological exchange.

The operation of such a council facilitates regular discussions on promising areas of cooperation,
the development of strategies to attract investment and improve the trade balance, and the
organisation of business missions and specialised economic forums, which contributes to the

strengthening and development of economic ties at all levels [8].
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The establishment of diplomatic relations between the Republic of Kazakhstan and the Sultanate
of Oman on 27 April 1992 marked the beginning of a constructive and steadily evolving partnership.
Since then, both sides have undertaken consistent efforts to deepen bilateral cooperation. A significant
milestone in this process was the inauguration of the Embassy of Oman in Kazakhstan in August
2006, which became an important channel for promoting political dialogue and expanding
collaborative efforts. The subsequent opening of the Embassy of Kazakhstan in Oman in October
2010 served as a reciprocal step, highlighting the shared commitment of both countries to fostering
stronger diplomatic ties.

Political engagement between the two nations has been further reinforced through high-level
exchanges, including the official visits of Kazakhstan’s First President, Nursultan Nazarbayev, to
Oman in September 1997 and again in March 2008, which contributed to the institutionalisation of
political dialogue and the identification of new avenues for cooperation. In January 2023, Deputy
Prime Minister and Minister of Foreign Affairs M. Tleuberdi also made an official visit to Oman,
emphasising the continuing vibrancy of diplomatic relations.

Parliamentary diplomacy has also played a significant role in strengthening relations, as
evidenced by the participation of Khalid Al-Mawali, Chairman of Oman's Advisory Council, in the
IV Meeting of Speakers of Eurasian Parliaments held in Astana in September 2019. This event
contributed to the exchange of experiences and the strengthening of inter-parliamentary ties.In
December of the same year, the Deputy Chairman of the Senate of the Republic of Kazakhstan, B.
Beknazarov, visited Oman.

In the context of analysing trade and economic relations between the Republic of Kazakhstan
and the Sultanate of Oman, it is important to highlight Oman's active involvement in Kazakhstan's
energy sector. A key example of this engagement is Oman's initiative to participate in the Caspian
Pipeline Consortium, formalised through an agreement signed in Muscat in 1992. This underscores
the Sultanate’s strategic interest in supporting the development of regional energy infrastructure and
enhancing Kazakhstan's role as a transit hub for hydrocarbons.

In addition to energy cooperation, Oman has demonstrated a commitment to supporting
Kazakhstan's cultural and infrastructural development. In 1998, the Sultanate granted Kazakhstan $10
million in non-repayable financial assistance for the construction of the Saltanat Sarayy Palace in
Astana. This gesture not only contributed to urban development but also reinforced the cultural and
diplomatic ties between the two nations.

Since 1994, the Omani state oil company, Oman Oil, has been actively involved in the
development of oil fields in Kazakhstan, indicating long-term investment cooperation between the
two countries.An analysis of trade relations reveals a significant growth in business activity between
the Republic of Kazakhstan and the Sultanate of Oman. Specifically, the volume of trade turnover
increased from $472.6 thousand in 2019 to $10.2 million by 2023, signifying a substantial
enhancement in economic interconnection and an augmentation in bilateral trade.

According to the National Bank of the Republic of Kazakhstan, from 2005 to 2023, gross direct
investment inflows from Oman to Kazakhstan reached USD 253.4 million, emphasising the
significant interest and contribution of Oman to the economy of Kazakhstan [9].

The data presented is pivotal in understanding the depth and scope of the economic partnership
between the two states. The formal establishment of diplomatic relations between the Republic of
Kazakhstan and the State of Kuwait on 11 January 1993 marked the beginning of a comprehensive
and steadily deepening bilateral partnership. This cooperation was further institutionalised through
the successive opening of diplomatic missions: Kazakhstan inaugurated its embassy in Kuwait in
2014, followed by the opening of the Kuwaiti Embassy in Kazakhstan in 2015.

The development of bilateral ties between the two nations was significantly advanced by the First
President of the Republic of Kazakhstan, N. Nazarbayev, who paid an official visit to Kuwait from
31 August to 1 September 1997. This visit signalled the commencement of an active political dialogue
between the two countries, and in the subsequent years, contacts at the highest level persisted. For

instance, on 15 February 2020, the President of Kazakhstan, K. Tokayev, held a meeting in Munich
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with the Prime Minister of Kuwait, Sheikh Sabah Khalid Al-Sabah, which emphasised the constant
interest of the parties in strengthening bilateral relations.

A particularly noteworthy event was the meeting of the President of Kazakhstan, K. Tokayev,
with the Crown Prince of Kuwait. On 19 July 2023, during the first Summit 'Central Asia + Gulf
Cooperation Council', initiated by the Kuwaiti side, Tokayev met with the Crown Prince of Kuwait,
Sheikh Mishaal Al-Ahmad Al-Jaber Al-Sabah, on the margins of the event. These talks facilitated
discussions on topical issues of regional and international politics.

Within the broader context of the academic study of inter-parliamentary relations between the
Republic of Kazakhstan and the State of Kuwait, it is noteworthy to mention several significant visits
that have contributed to the strengthening of bilateral ties.

In October 2002, a delegation from the Kuwaiti National Assembly visited Kazakhstan as part
of a tour of Central Asian countries, which led to the initiation of a parliamentary dialogue. A follow-
up visits by a Kuwaiti parliamentary delegation, headed by a member of the National Assembly of
the GC, Waleed Musaid Al-Tabtabaghi, took place from 25 to 26 June 2010, highlighting the interest
in deep cooperation.

The participation of the Kuwaiti parliamentary delegation, led by the Speaker of the Kuwaiti
National Assembly, Marzouk Ali Al-Ghanim, in the Meeting of Speakers of Parliaments of Eurasia,
which was held in Astana from 22 to 24 September 2019, was of particular importance. The event
provided a platform for the exchange of views on international and regional policy issues, as well as
for the strengthening of parliamentary ties.

With respect to the analysis of trade and economic cooperation, the volume of trade between
Kazakhstan and Kuwait amounted to $3.6 million in 2023, with Kazakh exports accounting for $2.9
million, thereby indicating the presence of active trade ties founded upon mutual benefit and strategic
partnership.

A significant milestone in the international cooperation between the Republic of Kazakhstan and
the State of Kuwait occurred in May 2000 with the ratification of the loan agreement for the Aralsk
city water supply project. This initiative was financed by the Kuwait Fund for Arab Economic
Development, which allocated approximately 24 million US dollars to support the project. The
agreement underscored Kuwait’s commitment to assisting Kazakhstan in addressing critical
infrastructure and environmental challenges, particularly in the socially sensitive Aral Sea region
[10]. The implementation of this project has been identified as a key factor in the enhancement of the
water supply infrastructure in Aralsk, with broader implications for the enhancement of living
conditions in the region.

The allocation of funding from the Arab Economic Development Fund is indicative of the
significance attributed to cooperative endeavours in the development and support of socially
significant projects, thereby underscoring the strengthening of bilateral relations on the basis of
mutual benefit and cooperation.

A pivotal stage in the advancement of bilateral economic relations was the first meeting of the
joint Kazakhstan—Kuwait Intergovernmental Commission, which took place in November 2008 in
Astana. This event laid the foundation for structured intergovernmental dialogue between the two
nations. Subsequent sessions of the commission—held in January 2010 in Al-Kuwait and in September
2013 in Astana—further demonstrated the shared commitment to broadening cooperation, extending
beyond economic and trade matters to include cultural, humanitarian, and scientific-technical
collaboration [11].

The Gulf States and the Republic of Kazakhstan demonstrate significant convergence in the areas
of energy, transit, security, combating international terrorism and drug trafficking. In the context of
these mutual interests, the development of the North-South international transport corridor, which
provides new opportunities for economic and cultural interaction, is of particular importance.

The Eurasian Agro-Express project is a key element of that corridor, helping to strengthen trade
ties between the Eurasian Economic Union and the countries of the Arab East. The initiative is being

implemented under the auspices of the Eurasian Intergovernmental Council and is coordinated by the
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non-profit organisation Eurasian Agrologistics, which was established by Russian Railways
Logistics.

The project has two main objectives. Firstly, it serves to strengthen existing trade routes.
Secondly, it opens up new directions for agro-product supplies to such countries as Iran, UAE,
Vietnam and India. This, in turn, contributes to expanding the export potential of Kazakhstan
producers.

In February 2023, the Eurasian Intergovernmental Council reached a strategic decision to expand
the route network of the Agroexpress project, thereby enabling a substantial increase in the
geographical coverage of deliveries. Later, in April of the same year, the Agroexpress project was
expanded to include additional transport routes within the framework of the North-South
international transport corridor, covering destinations such as Turkmenistan, Iran, the United Arab
Emirates, and India. These trains are travelling along the eastern route of the corridor, ensuring
efficient connection of key EAEU countries such as Belarus, Kazakhstan and Kyrgyzstan.

The realisation of extended transport routes under the Agroexpress project can be significantly
enhanced through cooperation with the Emirati logistics company Abu Dhabi Ports Group. The
company has expressed a keen interest in the development of maritime and port infrastructure on the
Caspian Sea, which has the potential to play a pivotal role in the acceleration of logistics processes
in the region.

The strategic partnership between Abu Dhabi Ports Group and the national company
KazMunaiGas, as evidenced by the signing of the relevant agreement, underscores the commitment
of Abu Dhabi investors to allocating resources towards enhancing Kazakhstan's infrastructure
capabilities.

Consequently, the 'Eurasian Agro Express' emerges as a pivotal instrument in the execution of
strategic economic initiatives within the Arab countries and the Republic of Kazakhstan, thereby
contributing to the enhancement of international cooperation and the fortification of economic
stability within the respective regions.

In the context of the global financial crisis, the IDB's activities merit particular consideration as
they introduce unique principles of Islamic banking that significantly impact the economies of Muslim
countries. According to expert L.B. Alaev, Islamic financial institutions contribute to national
economies in distinctive ways due to their strict adherence to Shariah norms. These countries, for
instance, operate interest-free banks, a prevalent practice in Islamic banking. The absence of interest, a
practice that is strictly forbidden by Shariah, does not imply an absence of profit, as financial institutions
derive income from commissions and participation in the profits of the projects they finance. Moreover,
Islamic funds embody a dual role, combining economic and social functions. They are not merely large
holding companies, but also a substantial source of charity for disadvantaged segments of the
population, reflecting one of the fundamental principles of Islam — care for the needy [3].

Since joining the IDB in 1995, the Republic of Kazakhstan has participated in numerous projects
financed by this significant international institution, with 67 projects totalling approximately $1.8
billion being implemented in Kazakhstan with IDB participation (Islamic Development Bank, 2024).
These projects encompass diverse sectors of the economy and infrastructure, including the
construction and modernisation of water supply facilities, the development of transport infrastructure,
the support of the agro-industrial complex, and the implementation of educational and health
programmes [12].

A series of studies conducted by the Astana International Financial Centre in early 2024 have
identified a number of key findings that highlight the significant prospects for Kazakhstan in Islamic
finance. The studies indicate that the country has a number of advantages that could favour the
development of Islamic banking and finance, including a favourable legal environment, a dynamic
economy, ambitious infrastructure development plans and a significant Muslim population.

The country's strategic focus on post-resource economic development, with a particular emphasis
on expanding the services sector, is particularly relevant in the context of its rapidly growing

population. Statistics demonstrate that small private sector enterprises contribute significantly to the
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services sector, creating favourable conditions for the dissemination of Islamic financial products,
particularly in the domain of retail lending.

The potential for the implementation of Islamic finance in Kazakhstan is particularly promising in
the trade sector, which accounts for approximately 17 per cent of the economy, and in the emerging
creative economy sector. Islamic financial products that adhere to Shariah principles of non-interest and
prohibition of speculation have the potential to contribute to job creation and support for SMEs [13].

The IDB has demonstrated a notable commitment to the sustainable development of water
infrastructure in Kazakhstan, with substantial investments in this sector. At the recent UN Climate
Change Conference (COP29) held in Baku, a landmark agreement was concluded for a major project
financed by the IDB, allocating $1.15 billion for the development of Kazakhstan’s water sector. This
initiative is anticipated to significantly bolster the country’s resilience to climate change by
modernising and expanding its water supply and irrigation infrastructure, thereby addressing critical
environmental and agricultural challenges.

Moreover, the IDB has allocated a $3.5 million grant to further develop the water sector, thereby
emphasising its commitment to sustainable water management in the region. The Deputy Prime
Minister and Minister of National Economy, Nurlan Baibazarov, has acknowledged the importance
and scale of this project for the country.

The project includes the construction of new water reservoirs, the reconstruction of existing ones,
the comprehensive renovation of irrigation canals, and measures for replenishing the Astana
reservoir. Its implementation is planned across several regions, including Akmola, Almaty, and other
provinces. These initiatives aim to improve the efficiency of water resource distribution, ensuring
greater availability for agricultural needs and local communities—an especially critical objective for
Kazakhstan's arid and water-scarce areas.

The IDB has assumed a role in technical cooperation with the Ministry of Water Resources and
Irrigation of Kazakhstan, including water basin studies and the evaluation of early response systems
for preventive responses to water crises. Plans are in place to technically equip the Republican State
Enterprise Kazvodkhoz and to build an automation centre, which will significantly improve the
efficiency of water management [14].

Consequently, the IDB and its affiliated financial institutions are playing a dual role in stabilising
the economy in crisis conditions and promoting a model of economic development that considers
financial, moral and ethical aspects, emphasising sustainability and social responsibility. These
activities demonstrate the IDB's strategic approach to supporting our country in water management
and adaptation to global climate change, which will undoubtedly have a positive impact on the
country's environmental and economic stability.

The structure of GDP in the countries of the Arab East displays distinct features, as highlighted
in the analysis by the Eurasian Economic Commission regarding the access of agricultural products,
raw materials, and foodstuffs from EAEU member states to Gulf markets. In nations such as Bahrain,
the UAE, and Oman, the services sector constitutes the dominant share of the economy. Conversely,
in countries like Iran, Qatar, and Saudi Arabia, industrial production plays a more prominent role.
The agricultural sector, though generally underdeveloped across the region due to unfavourable
natural and climatic conditions, shows relatively higher contributionsin Iraq (3.0%) and Saudi Arabia
(2.2%) [15].

DISCUSSION

The Republic of Kazakhstan, in particular, is poised to benefit from emerging prospects for agro-
industrial exports, particularly in the context of the Arab East, where there is an acute shortage of
agricultural land and water resources. The need to import staple food commodities, such as wheat,
due to high costs and unsustainable domestic production, is a growing challenge for countries in this
region.

In this context, Kazakhstan, which possesses substantial agricultural resources and production

capacity, perceives a strategic advantage in leveraging Iran's transit capabilities to access Persian Gulf
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markets. Plans to utilise the port of Bandar Abbas as a pivotal transit point for flour and other agrarian
products are part of a broader strategy to expand export opportunities.

In turn, Iran functions not only as a transit hub, but also as a strategic partner in the development
of joint ventures and the expansion of trade in grain, meat products, vegetable oils and confectionery.
The Iranian shipping company Golden Line has offered Kazakhstan the opportunity to construct a
terminal in the port of Bandar Abbas, with substantial areas designated for container transportation.
The President of the company, Ali Akbar Ehsani, has emphasised the company's readiness to invest
in construction and the provision of necessary infrastructure to strengthen logistics links between the
two countries.

Such initiatives have the potential to significantly strengthen Kazakhstan's position in the
international agro-industrial market, improve transport conditions and product availability, and
contribute to the development of economic cooperation in the region. The investment in port
infrastructure and the establishment of a Kazakhstani terminal in Iran will be a significant step
towards the realisation of these ambitious plans.

However, it is important to recognise that the advancement of foreign economic relations in the
Arab region continues to face several persistent challenges. Although recent years have seen a
moderate economic recovery—driven by rising exports of oil, natural gas, agricultural products, and
tourism services—these positive trends are still constrained by structural and geopolitical factors that
limit the full potential of external trade and investment expansion. Nevertheless, this recovery has not
been accompanied by a similar improvement in the living standards of citizens. It is evident that GDP
growth does not directly correlate with the well-being of the population; rather, it is more influenced
by factors such as inflation and exchange rate fluctuations.

A plethora of factors hinder the development of political, cultural and economic relations. Among
these, the ongoing sanctions policy, rising interest rates, high inflation and new waves of the COVID-
19 pandemic. The disruption to logistics chains, the risk of a food crisis, the instability of national
currencies and unilateral grain export bans also significantly limit economic activity. Furthermore,
geopolitical tensions have been identified as a significant factor impacting foreign policy, with the
potential to lead to deterioration in the Arab countries and Central Asia.

The challenges encountered in foreign economic relations have been further compounded by the
difficulties in political dialogue, stemming from the divergent positions of the involved countries.
Kazakhstan has consistently prioritised the expansion of its foreign trade, aiming to leverage the
economic and industrial-technical capacities of the Arab East countries. However, the growth of trade
relations has been hindered by a range of commercial factors. Among them is the noticeable decline
in interest from foreign business communities in engaging with Kazakhstan, particularly in the
exploration and development of new raw material deposits. This trend is largely attributable to the
global economic realignment that occurred in the 1990s, marked by the stabilisation of supply and
demand for raw materials and energy resources, which redirected the strategic focus of many
international investors away from Kazakhstan.

The countries of the Arab East have thus far been unable to provide a clear definition of their
position within the geopolitical structure of the 21st century, which consequently makes it difficult
for them to compete with the West. This situation complicates the undertaking of a comprehensive
analysis of the prevailing academic challenges within a single study.

Serious socio-economic problems continue to persist in the Arab world, as well as in the Islamic
community as a whole. Unemployment in the region remains high, affecting more than 15 per cent
of the population. Despite the implementation of economic reforms in recent years, which have led
to an average annual GDP growth of 7.5%, the situation remains challenging. According to official
data from Egypt and international organisations, a significant proportion of the population lives below
the poverty line. According to data from Egypt and international organisations, in 2018 (based on the
2017/2018 income survey), the percentage of the population living below the national poverty line
reached 32.5%. The government has been providing food subsidies since 2011, and the poverty rate

in Egypt fell for the first time in two decades in 2020. Egypt's economy, akin to numerous other
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Muslim countries, is heavily reliant on foreign aid, including substantial financial assistance from the
United States, amounting to a total of $47 billion over the past two decades. The rise in global food
prices in 2007-2008 exerted a negative influence on the domestic situation, and a similar trend is
evident in the present day. While oil-exporting countries were able to temporarily allay popular
discontent by introducing one-off cash payments (for example, in Kuwait, each citizen received
$3,500), Egypt's financial resources for such populist measures had been exhausted.

In the context of a dynamically developing world, Kazakhstan emphasises the need to abolish
outdated restrictions that hinder innovation and technological progress. This position is founded on
the understanding that advancements in science and technology impose novel demands on the
regulation and management of the economy. The continuous emergence of new technologies and
solutions necessitates a constant process of revising and adapting legislation in order to maintain an
appropriate level of competitiveness in the international arena.

Concomitant with technological changes, Kazakhstan advocates for the enhancement of dialogue
in trade and economic relations against the backdrop of a gradual reduction in geopolitical tensions
between East and West. The restoration of trust and the defusing of tensions contribute to the creation
of a favourable atmosphere for dialogue and cooperation, which is important for deepening economic
ties and mutually beneficial partnerships.

In this context, Kazakhstan underscores the necessity for a flexible response to the novel
challenges and opportunities presented by globalisation and technological progress, emphasising the
pivotal role of international economic cooperation in fostering peace and prosperity for national
economies.

The results of this study corroborate the hypothesis that Kazakhstan's political and cultural
relations with the Arab East are intricate, embodying a combination of pragmatic and identity-based
methodologies. In contrast to Kazakhstan's traditional orientation towards Eurasian or Western
vectors, the direction towards the Arab East is designed as part of a 'multi-vector' strategy, where
Islamic community, joint cultural codes and the experience of political modernisation in the Gulf
countries are of particular importance.

A pivotal element in the process of rapprochement is 'soft power', a concept defined by the joint
organisation of cultural events, religious initiatives (for example, Kazakhstan's participation in the
OIC) and educational exchanges. Conversely, the economic component, encompassing Islamic
finance, joint infrastructure projects and trade diversification, serves as a stable foundation for
rapprochement.

It is important to acknowledge the challenges that are present despite the positive dynamics.
These include limited institutionalised platforms for cooperation, competition from other major
powers in the region (primarily China and Turkey), as well as differences in the forms of governance
and the pace of reforms. The utilisation of Islamic banking as a tool of economic diplomacy is a
subject of particular interest, as evidenced by the cases involving Al Hilal and the IDB.

The analysis clearly indicates that the political and cultural engagement between Kazakhstan and
the countries of the Arab East requires deeper strategic institutionalisation. This interaction should be
supported at the level of systemic cultural diplomacy and economic cooperation, with a focus on the
Islamic world.

CONCLUSION

A key outcome of the research is the confirmation of the initial hypothesis that, despite various
challenges - including geopolitical volatility and economic uncertainty - there remains substantial
untapped potential for the advancement and intensification of Kazakhstan’s foreign policy
engagement with the countries of the Arab East. While the bilateral relations are already grounded in
strong political, historical, cultural, and economic linkages, they stand to be significantly reinforced
through the development of strategic partnerships and the exploration of new areas of cooperation,
such as renewable energy, technological innovation, education, and sustainable development.
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The study emphasised the significance of cultural dialogue and mutual understanding in this
context. The Arab East and Kazakhstan share numerous cultural and religious values, which have the
potential to serve as the foundation for more active cultural exchange and joint educational projects.
These initiatives contribute to the establishment of trust and mutual respect, which is critical for the
successful overcoming of political and economic barriers.

Moreover, the economic cooperation between Kazakhstan and the countries of the Arab East has
considerable potential in areas such as energy, investment and trade. The development of direct
investments, joint ventures, and the strengthening of trade relations have the potential to contribute
to economic growth and stability in the region. In this context, political will, the adoption of
international agreements, innovation and technological cooperation are of particular importance, and
can ensure the transition to a more sustainable and diversified relationship.

The study also emphasises the importance of geopolitical strategy in strengthening international
cooperation. Kazakhstan, with its unique geostrategic position, has the potential to function as a
bridge between the Arab East, Asia, Europe, and Russia. Such a role is predicated on the premise of
comprehensive political, economic and cultural cooperation, with the overarching objective being to
stabilise the region and resolve international conflicts.

The following strategic directions for enhancing and developing relations between Kazakhstan
and Arab countries are suggested on the basis of the analysis:

1. The deepening of economic cooperation. In order to strengthen economic ties, it is
recommended to establish joint business incubators and technology parks, which will allow
companies from both sides to develop and implement innovative projects. The establishment of direct
investment funds to support start-ups and small businesses is also recommended, with the aim of
enhancing entrepreneurial activity and economic interaction.

2. The expansion of cultural and educational exchange is also recommended. The development
of academic and cultural exchange programmes between universities in Kazakhstan and the Arab
East is recommended, including the increase in the number of scholarships for students and
researchers, the organisation of joint scientific conferences, cultural festivals and exhibitions. These
measures will help to strengthen mutual understanding and respect between the peoples.

3. The promotion of political dialogue is identified as a key objective. The promotion of political
dialogue is of paramount importance. The establishment of bilateral and multilateral platforms for the
discussion and resolution of regional issues has been identified as a potential mechanism for the
reduction of tensions and the enhancement of stability within the region. This may be facilitated by
regular summits and working-level meetings, in addition to the utilisation of international
organisations to coordinate peace and security efforts.

4. Renewable energy integration. Cooperation in the development and exploitation of renewable
energy sources has the potential to be a key area of bilateral relations. The development of solar and
wind energy, in conjunction with collaborative research and projects in this domain, has the potential
to contribute to economic development while concurrently enhancing environmental quality in the
region.

5. The development of transport infrastructure is another area of potential cooperation. The
implementation of joint projects to develop transport infrastructure, such as the construction of new
seaports, railway and road routes, improvement of port services and logistics chains, can significantly
facilitate trade and economic interaction between Kazakhstan and the countries of the Arab East.

6. The enhancement of the legal framework for cooperation is also imperative. In order to prevent
legal obstacles and strengthen mutual trade, it is necessary to work on harmonising trade, investment
and visa legislation. Simplification of procedures for business and tourism will serve to strengthen
economic and cultural ties between the regions.

7. The development of joint programmes in the field of healthcare is also recommended. In the
context of global challenges, such as pandemics, cooperation in the field of health may prove to be
an important aspect of interaction. The exchange of experiences and technologies, as well as joint
scientific research in medicine and pharmaceuticals, has the potential to significantly enhance public
health and preparedness for new medical challenges.
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The present study has confirmed the existence of significant potential for the development and
deepening of bilateral relations between Kazakhstan and the countries of the Arab East.
Notwithstanding the inherent difficulties caused by geopolitical and economic challenges, there are
vast opportunities for cooperation in economic, cultural and political spheres. Utilising its strategic
position and multi-vector policy, Kazakhstan is well-positioned to serve as a conduit between the
Arab East and the Eurasian Economic Union. Conversely, the Arab East offers Kazakhstan access to
capital, technology and new markets, thereby contributing to the diversification of the Kazakhstani
economy.

To capitalise on these opportunities, concerted efforts are imperative from government agencies
and the private sector to establish a conducive investment environment, streamline visa and customs
regulations, and harmonise trade standards.

The conclusion of this analysis indicates that the deepening of political and cultural ties between
Kazakhstan and the countries of the Arab East will engender new horizons for both regions in terms
of sustainable development, peace and prosperity. Achieving this potential necessitates a strategic
vision, resilience, and creativity in addressing emerging challenges.

CONTROVERSIES AROUND DIASPORA AND IRREDENTA
IN THE PAST AND PRESENT

Abstracts

Discussions around the two related concepts of "diaspora™ and "irredenta” do not subside, but
acquire a new wave of controversies in the current world, in which globalization trends have been
replaced by disintegration processes. The collapse of multi-ethnic states, Brexit, regional wars, "color
revolutions™ caused an acute migration crisis that engulfed Western European countries and led to an
aggravation of the situation of transnational ethnic groups. In the paper, based on a critical
understanding of modern discourses of diaspora and irredenta are analyzed the common features and
distinctive features of key concepts. The erroneous perception of the synonymy of the terms diaspora
and irredenta, as well as the substitution of one for the other, lead to theoretical errors in the study of
ethnic groups that have negative consequences in real life. The article examines theoretical and
methodological aspects of research into diaspora and irredenta, their loyalty to the country of
residence and country of origin, attitude to the territory of residence, as well as the ethnic network
and connections with co-ethnics on different sides of state borders. Particular attention is paid to
threats and risks associated with separatist and secessionist sentiments in the irredenta, which, unlike
the diaspora, claims to have lived in border areas since time immemorial. Suggestions and
recommendations made in the paper may be important for practical activities in the field of ethnic
policy and university education.
