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CHILD WELL-BEING IN A SOCIOLOGICAL PERSPECTIVE:
PROBLEMATIZATION OF CHILDHOOD DISCOURSE

Abstract

The purpose of this article is a sociological understanding of child well-being in the context of
contemporary conception of childhood and new approaches to studying children's life. The authors
identified the phenomenon of childhood as an object of research, focusing on the concept of child
well-being in the context of difficult life situations. In contemporary research, childhood is regarded
as a social construct formed by the interaction of children with the surrounding cultural and social
environment.

Childhood is conceived as an active process of creating and interpreting social reality, where
children actively participate in shaping their own experiences. This is a discursive, pluralistic
approach, different from the usual universalism. Modern research on childhood actualizes the
question of the ethics of research involving and in relation to children.

The authors conducted desk research by analyzing data obtained from official Internet
resources, scientific articles, reports revealing the results of the analysis of the phenomenon of
childhood, including the database of peer-reviewed scientific literature Scopus over the past five
years. The method of obtaining primary sociological data was an expert survey, which was attended
by 111 specialists working with children: social workers, school and university teachers, medical
professionals, psychologists, lawyers, representatives of juvenile justice, government officials, as
well as employees of sociological research structures and NGOs.

The findings of the expert survey indicate that primary determinants of the well-being of
children in adverse life circumstances are institutional support, access to spesialiazed services, and
the resource potential of the family. It hase been determined that current social policy frameworks
fail to encompass all vulnerable child populations, thereby underscoring the necessity of revising
existing legislation.

The results contribute to the advancement of the sociology of childhood by conceptualizing
child well-being as a multidimential construct, contingent upon specific socio-cultural conditions.
The study also provides a foundation for the development of evidence-based recommendations
aimed at enhancing social policy in the best interests of children.

INTRODUCTION

From a sociological point of view, childhood is not just a certain set of children or a period of
development until adulthood, but a stable component of a social structure. It is formed through
children's relationships with adults, the social and cultural environment, and with each other.
Childhood turns out to be dependent on culture, social contexts, and the correlation of social forces
in society. Different cultures and societies have different ideas about the role, status, and functions
of children, which in turn determines childhood policy.

It should be noted that one of the central trends in children's research is the development of
issues related to the quality of life of children. In world practice, the concept of child well-being or
children’s werll-being is often used to describe the quality of life of children. In general, this
concept reflects the interaction of external factors (for example, socio-economic status, family
circumstances, the physical environment of the child) with individual characteristics (for example,
the child's personality, cognitive abilities, etc.). As a result, the child's needs are more or less met
and psychological resources, skills, and positive interaction with the outside world are combined.

Within thew framework of the research presented in the article, an analysis of existing
approaches to measuring child well-being was carried out and the difficulties of involving children
in such studies were identified. Under a difficult life situation, the authors mean circumstances or
conditions that significantly complicate a person's life, create stress, and threaten their physical,
psychological, or social being. In the context of children, difficult life situations may include the
lack of a stable life, lack of care and attention from parents or caregivers, abuse, neglect of needs,
and other factors that hinder their normal development.
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The problems of children, especially those who find themselves in difficult life situations,
require a very careful and delicate approach from a sociologist. In this case, one of the most
effective research methods is an expert survey. Referring to this method is primarily related to
ethical considerations. The purpose of the expert survey was to deepen understanding of childhood
in the context of difficult life situations and the role of adults in their well-being. The main question
of the study was formulated as follows: What factors determine the well-being of children in
difficult life situations and what is necessary to ensure this well-being? The hypothesis is as
follows: the well-being of children in difficult life situations largely depends on their ability to
access the necessary services and specialists, as well as on the availability of comprehensive
government programs to support children.

In the modern world, the subject of childhood has a very special meaning: memories of
childhood, a returning back to it and an analysis, the formation of its value and a call for children not
only to take care of them, but also to "hear their voices.” D. I. Mamycheva calls modern culture “the
culture of questioning childhood", showing various ways of addressing this phenomenon to academic,
institutional, everyday, personal views. From such judgments, the following questions arise, "why is it
so important for a modern person to find himself in discourses about childhood, is it "fashion” related
to this topic? or does it correspond to the deeper foundations of subjectivity?" [1, p.4].

The "discovery™ of childhood as a separate social phenomenon date back only to the twentieth
century, and until the 70s of the last centuries, children "it is not now."- they were considered in the
position that they have not yet received an education, are not yet an adult, and cannot yet have their
own views and opinions. In the 80s, criticism began to grow in science that there was a paradox
regarding the competence of children. On the one hand, institutions of socialization and methods of
socialization require from children social competence (in particular, the ability to reflect the social
world or oneself, an understanding of its basic provisions, participation in its creation) and its
constant development. On the other hand, the family or school ignores such competencies.

By the 1990s, when the popularity of "outsider™ trends in theory increased and the sensitivity of
social sciences to minorities increased, a direction called "New sociology of childhood” was
formed. The new sociology of childhood in its content, as an interdisciplinary approach, brought
together sociologists, psychologists, anthropologists, educators, historians and geographers.

In the spirit of feminist criticism, condemns traditional sociology for never seeing children as
full-fledged participants in social action. In rebuilding a world based on fundamental, different
principles, the voices and experiences of children, like women, have previously been trapped and
excluded from the patriarchal adult-oriented perspective [2, p.107]. Nikitina-den Besten, studying
the changing meanings of childhood, shows which positions are most criticized in traditional
sciences: 1) ignoring new types of intimate relationships and home structure, as opposed to the
"usual” or nuclear family; 2) the authority of adults over children, enshrined by the elitist positions
of socialization theory; 3) in traditional developmental psychology, insufficient attention is paid to
the socio-historical context of children's life, its maturity, and its acceptance as a standard for all
aspects of human life [3, p.9-10].

Although childhood is a well-known phenomenon, its reflection within the framework of
philosophical, pedagogical and sociological theories has long been insufficient. According to
theorists of the new direction, childhood was conceptually neglected, as if children "did not have
their own refuge in social theories" [3, p.10]. Today it is already clear that childhood is not just a
certain set of children or a period of development up to adulthood, but a stable component of the
social structure, an element of the architecture of a complex and independent society with its own
functional connections. As L6f notes in his study of "other" childhood, only recently children and
their actions were analyzed in the direction of psychological development, which gave universal
ideas about children. As a rule, it was explained that all children of a certain age behave the same
way, the internal characteristics, and individual experiences of children in this age-specific group
were of little interest to the researchers [4, p.147].
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From a new point of view, childhood is very discursive, it requires a pluralistic understanding
that is not universal. Such attitudes towards childhood indicate the existence of a social construct
that is formed through relationships with adults, the social and cultural environment and between
children (Jens Qvortrup, Alan Prout, Allison James). In this context, childhood turns out to be
dependent on culture, social contexts, and the ratio of social forces in society. Different cultures and
societies form different ideas about the role, status, and function of children, which in turn also
determine the policy regarding childhood. That is why cultural norms and values dictate what skills
and knowledge are important to children, how they should relate to others and what role they should
play in society.

Thus, childhood is variable, since the social and economic conditions in which children grow
up, even in the same country or culture, differ in their own way. In addition, children are actively
involved in creation their own experiences and as social agents, they build their own identity and
relationships by influencing the environment. In this context, even socialization is not seen as
internationalization, but as constructivism.

Defining the phenomenon of childhood as an object, we put in the center of research interest
the concept of child well-being. The purpose of the study presented in this article will be
sociological analysis of children's well-being in the context of modern understanding of childhood,
new approaches to the analysis of children's lives and the world of childhood.

Literature review

An analysis of the literature on the sociological problems of childhood suggests the need for
greater inclusion of sociology in the understanding of various childhood phenomena: from Neil
Postman's “disappearance of childhood” [5] to the virtually unexplored issues of the ability of
children to to overcome difficulties at an amazing level, and their constructions of childhood
culture, which have their own meaning in dramatic situations of ethnic discord and wars, migration
[6, p.1-2]. It should be noted that one of the central trends in children’s research is the quality of life
of children.

In world practice, the concept of child well-being or child welfare is often used to describe the
quality of life of children. In general, this concept reflects the interaction of external factors (for
example, social-economic status, family circumstances, physical environment of the child) with
individual characteristics (for example, the personality of the child, cognitive abilities, etc.). As a
result, the needs of the child are more or less met and psychological resources, abilities and positive
interaction with the world around them are combined.

There are two broad approaches to determining and measuring the well-being of children. The
first approach, to consider well-being as a multidimensional concept. Researchers, identify the most
important aspects (domains) of children's lives and complement them with indicators that include
mental/psychological, physical, and social dimensions. The source of data here is censuses, official
statistics, and special social surveys. In the second approach, asking the children themselves directly
about how they value their well-being can be a recognized "full children's perspective”. Therefore,
it is necessary to participate in the design and conduct of research to provide information on how
children understand their well-being [7]. But in this case, it is necessary to take into account all the
methodological features and ethical aspects discussed above.

An example of this approach is the research carried out within the framework of the program of
the British charity "The Children's Society" on the index of wealthy childhood (Good Childhood
Index) since 2010.

Specialists developed a brief questionnaire to assess general well-being and related to 10
aspects of life: the use of time, home, family, friends, health, making choices, future, things,
appearance, school. Each of the personalized aspects is arranged on a scale of happiness from 0
(completely unhappy) to 10 (very happy) and says "how much you yourself ....?" the questions are
asked. Based on these scores, the overall index was calculated [8].

In general, measuring the well-being of children is a very difficult task, as it requires
considering various aspects of children's lives, their age and context. In world practice, as a result of

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many years of research on child well-being, a sufficient indicator experience of calculating child
well-being indices has been accumulated. In most cases, a multidimensional concept is used
(identifying vital areas and filling them with indicators).

Child well-being in Kazakhstan in 2012, with the support of the UN children's fund (UNICEF),
a team of specialists prepared the report "Child well-being in Kazakhstan" [9], which became a
large-scale study. The authors of the study were from the UK (Keetie Roelen), the Netherlands
(Franziska Gassmann) and Kazakhstan (Saltanat Kazangapova, Yerlan Abil). As part of this study,
a quantitative analysis was carried out based on data from HBS 2009 (household budget study) and
MICS 2010 (many indicators of cluster study). The main sections are demographic profile;
monetary poverty; child welfare (nutrition, education, health, housing, water supply and sanitation,
social inclusion and protection).

In 2015, UNICEF experts proposed a methodology for implementing the "Child-friendly city"
initiative in the Republic of Kazakhstan with practical tools for monitoring and assessing the
situation of children in cities and districts [10]. Based on the study of the materials of long-term
studies of the well-being of children in European countries and the United States, a mixed
methodology for studying the well-being of a child was proposed, combining two assessment
approaches. As a result, two sets of indicators are obtained: 1) an objective system of indicators in
the official statistics database; 2) a subjective assessment of their own well-being by children
(considering age characteristics). In this case, special attention should be paid to the second group
of indicators, using the sociological methodological arsenal.

The first set of indicators is grouped into 10 domains or areas of life: 1) demographic profile; 2)
health; 3) ecology, water supply, pipelines; 4) education; 5) family environment, society; 6) leisure
activities; 7) economic aspects; 8) social protection; 9) child-friendly legal justice; 10) access to
information. The source of information is official statistics.

The second set of indicators reflects satisfaction with personal living conditions: wealth,
housing, nutrition, social protection, participation, etc., as well as the situation in the state:
availability of education and health care, safety of life, environmental well-being. The source of
data is sociological research based on survey methods with the participation of children.

In 2022, Kazakhstan adopted an official document established the Child Well-being Indez. The
Index was approved and enacted by the Decree of the Prime Minister of the Republic of Kazakhstan
dated February 1, 2022. The Index comprises four domains: “child”, “family and society”, “public
policy” and “national well-being”. The are also 14 components and 56 indicators. Of these, 36
indicators are based on official statistics, and 20 are derived from survey data [11].

Why is this important? Subjective well-being is an important concept due to a number of
circumstances. First, research shows a limiting relationship between well-being and economic
prosperity, when the increase in wealth, subjectively, does not mean an increase in well-being.
Secondly, the study of subjective well-being can be useful to clarify the most important aspects and
factors in a person's life. For example, there are data confirming the importance of family ties and
feelings of autonomy, self-sufficiency in the life of a child or young person. Third, there is evidence
that low levels of subjective well-being, such as other mental health problems, may be precursors.

In addition, the subjective well-being of children is a phenomenon that is not well understood
today. In particular, there is no data on how it changes over time and between groups of children.
Until now, data sources have not been created that provide information on trends in the
development of subjective well-being. In addition, it is necessary to learn more about the children
and young people themselves, how they understand their own well-being. Children's responses can
make an important contribution to" indicator-based " information, especially in some areas, such as
the quality of family relationships or peer relationships, where it is difficult to determine and collect
a satisfactory indicator.

In modern research, the child is shown as a social actor, he/she acts, makes changes and
changes under the influence of the environment. This approach does not take into account the
differences between adults and children, as it is taken for granted. Addressing a child as a social

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actor is aimed at the importance of children's voices, at analyzing the social foundations of
constructs created by children. It mainly uses "soft " research methods [12, p.429].

Another modern approach determines the role of the child as a participant or joint researcher.
This approach has its roots in the past, it constructs children as active participants in both research
and social life. According to P. Christensen and A. Prout's definition, children are represented as
active citizens who "must participate, inform, consult and listen" [12, p.430]. The basic principles
are the participation of children in their lives, free expression of thoughts, the presence of advice to
the children themselves in making decisions related to their lives. In such studies, focus group
interviews with children, control with photographs are used [12, p.430-431].

It should be noted that the choice of methods, depending on the research questions, depends on
the age characteristics of children, socio-cultural and historical conditions in which children live
and interact. The combination of different research methods and the use of different data sources
allows for a deeper and more comprehensive understanding of childhood as a social phenomenon.
Researchers should also consider the ethical principles that ensure the protection of the rights and
well-being of children during the study.

Children require special attention and protection as research participants, so when conducting
research involving children, including involving parents or legal representatives, issues must be
addressed: consent and awareness; privacy and anonymity; risk assessment for children's physical,
psychological and social health; choose research methods taking into account their cognitive
abilities to understand problems and situations; prevent manipulation; justifying the importance of
research involving children and the relevance of its goals to public and scientific interests. In
addition, an expert review and the consent of the Ethics Committee may be required.

Linnea Boden [13] in her article “On, to, with, for, by: ethics and children in research” raises
questions about ethics in children's participation in research. Using the cartography method, the
researcher reveals three contexts of this problem: ethics as justice, ethics as inclusivity, and ethics
as the creation of new potential worlds. All ethical questions arise in the search for ways for
children to acquire knowledge about a competent social subject and "their own vision of everyday
life and experiences” [13, p.12-13].

Boden suggests that childhood researchers should be more open and have more opportunities in
scientific communities to analyze ethical questions, find their own ethical positions, refuse to
contrast “new” and “old” methodologies, expand interdisciplinary partnerships, and use multiethnic
perspectives. When there are such opportunities, there will be research projects that concern
children only when research concerns children in the first place, where children's ethical actions and
values are based [13, p.12-13]

In our opinion, a good example of research involving children was the experience of Dutch
scientists [14] conducting synchronous online focus groups during the COVID-19 pandemic. The
aim of this study was to explore children's perceptions of health, their experiences with physical and
mental health issues, and ways to address these problems.

According to the authors, “thematic guides are based on a special health tool" “tools of my
dialogue on positive health for children”, which allows you to get specific advice from children-to
children on improving health [14, p.4]. In total, 76 children aged 10-12 years from nine primary
schools, 13 online focus groups were conducted. As a result of the study, not only qualitative data
was obtained, but also technical means used, recommendations were obtained, aimed at solving
many problems: interaction between children and ethical issues.

Spanish researchers [15] conducted art-based research (ABR) under the positive parenting
assessment program involving children. "Listening to children: Evaluation of a positive parenting
program through art-based research™ presents data from a special assessment of families through the
program "we study together, we develop together" [15, p.312-315]. The program is being
implemented in 14 cities in Spain. It is based on an assessment using the ABR qualitative research
methodology with the participation of 86 children between the ages of 6 and 12 were. In total, 18
semi-structured group interviews with children were carried out. The target audience is families at
psychological and social risk.
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Through this study, it became known that children's understanding of improvements in their
learning and their interpretation of changes in their parenting roles is a very valuable source of
evidence for family interventions, program evaluation and a better understanding of the dynamics of
families at psychological and social risk [15, p.327]. The application of the ABR methodology has
made it possible to identify these perceptions and opens a new perspective on research related to
children. It will be especially effective in evaluating programs that contribute to the positive
education of children in order to prevent neglect.

The work emphasizes the ethical orientation of the proposed research. During the assessment,
all participants in the study were duly informed about the educational process. Informed written
consent only parents who agreed to the audio recording of the interview and the collection of
pictures of their children were interviewed. The oral version of the informed consent was obtained
from children who agreed to audio recording of interviews, collecting, and reproducing their
images. During the study, a protocol was put into effect that ensures the confidentiality and
anonymity of the information received, approved by the Ethics Committee of the University of La
Laguna [15, p.319].

Modern childhood researchers are actively involved in protecting children's rights: they study
social and structural factors that affect their well-being and development, which, in turn, helps to
formulate policies aimed at improving the quality of life of children. The change in the concepts of
childhood and children, in turn, led to the emergence of questions about the quality of life of
children, indicators and methods of measuring it.

METHODOLOGY

This article is considered the result of desk research or office (documentary) research by
analyzing data obtained from scientific articles, reports, internet resources that presented the results
of the analysis of the phenomenon of childhood. The authors have turned to the Scopus database of
peer-reviewed scientific literature over the past five years. The main method was a theoretical
analysis of the approaches proposed in the scientific literature to determining the content of the
concept of “childhood" and “child well-being”, as well as a review of research on this topic.

The method of obtaining primary sociological data is an expert survey, when specialists in a
specific subject area answer questions on certain problems. This method is used to obtain
information about complex or specialized topics where expert opinion have great value. The result
of the interview is "rich qualitative data on the experience and knowledge of the participants, as
they describe this experience and meanings, which they attribute to this experience” [16, p.3].

The object of the expert survey was the well-being of children. The subject was the well-being
of children in difficult life situation. The choice of this category of children was due to the fact that
most sociological studies of children's well-being and quality of life often do not focus on all
categories of children. The term "difficult life situation™ allows to go beyond the usual sociological
samples and approaches to the analysis of childhood, thereby expanding the sociological
perspective.

By difficult life situation (DLS) we understand circumstances or conditions that significantly
complicate a person's life, creating stress, a threat to his physical, psychological or social well-
being. It is important that in DLS, an individual or a family usually does not have enough of their
own resources to get out of it. In the context of children, difficult life situations may include lack of
stable living, lack of care and attention from parents or caregivers, abuse, neglect of needs, and
other forms of disadvantage that interfere with the normal development and well-being of children.

The purpose of the expert survey was to deepen the understanding of childhood in the context
of difficult life situation and the role of adults in their well-being. The main research question was
formulated as follows: What factors determine the well-being of children in difficult life situations
and what is necessary to ensure this well-being?
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The hypothesis is as follows: the well-being of children in difficult life situations largely
depends on their ability to access the necessary services and specialists, as well as the availability of
comprehensive state programs to support children.

The concept of "expert™" can include not only “professionals™ in the narrow sense of the word,
i.e. people with academic degrees and high-ranking managers [17, p.142-143]. The range of people
who are aware of the subject of interest to the researcher can be wider. Expert surveys are aimed at
obtaining knowledge, not opinion. Knowledge of certain problems can be possessed only by those
who have personal social experience in a particular area: personally acquired some experience or
were direct witnesses of situations that are the subject of research.

The number of experts to be interviewed is determined by the specific situation and the goals of
the study. The optimal number of experts may vary depending on the purpose of the study, the
complexity of the topic, and the availability of experts. Within the framework of the presented
study, 111 experts from various fields of activity were interviewed with a focus on children in
difficult life situations: social workers, school teachers, university professors, medical workers,
psychologists, educators, lawyers, representatives of juvenile justice, civil servants, as well as
employees of research structures and NGOs, including parents of children with disabilities.

In the selection of experts, target samples are traditionally used with an emphasis on the search
for carriers of experience / knowledge. But the researchers say that sounding is more important for
obtaining rich data, delving into the topic and hints, refinement (prompting), rather than the number
of interviews collected [18, p.11]. That is, a small sample with intensive probing of the topic will be
more productive than a large sample with superficial interviews without probing. Within the
framework of the presented study, the main criteria for the selection of experts were the availability
of professional knowledge about children, various aspects of their lives, experience in working with
children, including difficult life situations, and willingness to take part in the survey. Experts were
recruited by the snowball method, in compliance with the principle of anonymity and
confidentiality.

To collect data, a semi-standardized questionnaire was developed, which included questions
aimed at identifying the key factors of children's well-being, the role of the family and the state in
it, identifying the problems faced by children in difficult life situations, the extent to which the
needs of these children were met by the state and society; access to services; as well as assessing the
effectiveness of state programs aimed at the well-being of children. This format allowed for the
collection of both quantitative assessments and qualitative expert judgments.

Data collection was conducted online in compliance with the principles of voluntary
participation, anonymity, and confidentiality. The survey link was sent to experts individually via e-
mail or through professional and organizational channels (messenger apps, internal mailing list of
NGO and institutions working with children). Prior to receiving the questionnaire, each potettial
participant was provided with a brief cover letter explaining the objectives of the study, conditions
of participation, and assurances of confidentiality and anonymity. Participation in the survey was
entirely voluntary.

Qantitative data were analized using descriptivw statistical methods, while open-ended
responses were processed through content analysis with thematic categoriozation of key expert
perspectives.

It should be noted that conducting an expert survey on the problems of children in difficult life
situations is justified primarily by ethical considerations, age characteristics of children and
difficulties in interacting with parents. An expert survey provides accurate and reliable data while
minimizing potential harm and discomfort to children and their families. This research method
ensures the protection of the rights and interests of children, compliance with ethical standards and
obtaining quality information for the development of effective support and assistance measures.
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RESULTS

The problems of children who are especially in difficult life situations (DLS) require a very
careful and delicate approach from the researcher. As mentioned earlier, in this case, one of the most
effective research methods is to conduct an expert survey. The rationale for choosing an expert survey
is primarily related to ethical considerations related to the need to protect the rights and interests of
children in a difficult life situation, their increased vulnerability and the age characteristics of their
cognitive and emotional spheres. Another important argument in favor of turning to an expert opinion
is the difficulty of interacting with parents, their resistance, stress and anxiety.

As part of the expert survey, a happy childhood was defined as "a period in a child's life when
they feel loved and protected, when they have the opportunity to play, learn, explore the world around
them, develop physically and emotionally. Important components of a happy childhood include the
love and care of parents, a safe and stimulating environment, the opportunity to communicate with
other children, freedom for creativity and self-expression, and support in developing their unique
abilities and interests. A happy childhood leaves long-term positive traces in a person’'s life, forming
their personality, attitude to the world around them and the ability to be happy.”

According to experts, the family is a fundamental factor in a happy childhood: "the family plays
a central role in creating conditions for a happy childhood, providing not only material benefits,
but also emotional and psychological support necessary for the healthy development and well-being
of the child."” This position is confirmed by the answers to the closed-ended question of the
questionnaire "What factors, in your opinion, affect the well-being of the child?95.5% of the survey
participants chose the answer "family and parental support”, emotional support and upbringing are
in second place (49.5% of the elections), and socio-economic conditions are in third place (46.8%
of the elections). For more details, see Picture 1.

Child well-being and family well-being are closely interrelated, as the family is the primary
social institution in which children grow and develop. The family environment has a significant
impact on a child's physical, emotional and psychological well-being. Key factors that contribute to
the well-being of both children and the family as a whole include economic status, educational
attainment, social relationships, and the quality of interactions among family members. The family
is not only a nurturing environment for children, but also the mainstay for their healthy
development, and the state of well-being of parents and other family members directly affects the
vitality and success of future generations.
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Thus, the mass survey “Factors influencing the formation of a prosperous family”, conducted by
Kazakhstan Institute of Social Development [19, p.124-125], determined the following factors of family
well-being: the conditions of “mutual love and respect” - 88.8%; “relationship between children and
parents” - 85.2%; “absence of addictions among family members” - 83.3% were named as an obligatory
condition of a well-being family. At the same time, the factors “having many children” (37.2%) and
“having few children” (41.6%) were not important in the majority (see Table 1).

Most of the experts assess the efforts of the state to ensure a happy childhood as not very effective,
since "many children are left without proper attention and support™ (45.9% of elections). 23.4% of
experts define this policy as effective at an average level, noting that "much depends on specific cases
and regions». An equal number of survey participants believe that the state pursues an effective and
generally effective policy in ensuring a happy childhood (9.9% each). Details are in Picture 2.

Very effective, the policy successfully

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Of the programs listed in the questionnaire aimed at supporting children's well-being and
development, the most successful were the Damubala initiative (28.8% of elections) and the
national program "National Fund for Children" (18.0% of elections). Professionals commented that
the population is poorly informed about such state projects to support children, some believe that
the work carried out within individual institutions is a more effective tool for improving children's
well-being.

At the same time, according to professionals, the least supported by the state and society are
children "growing up in families that are in a difficult life situation, but do not have a certain status.
In such families, parents often do not know where, how and from whom to get support, they do not
know about their rights, services, existing programs, benefits."

During the study, we identified the following categories of children in a difficult life situation:

. Children left without parental care (orphans)

. Children with disabilities, with chronic diseases, including HIV-infection
. Abused children or victims of violence

. Children in family crises (divorce, domestic violence, etc.)

. Children living on the streets or in disadvantaged areas

. Children who abuse substances or alcohol

. Children who have committed offenses

. Children experiencing psychological or emotional difficulties

. Children experiencing difficulties in learning or adapting at school

10. Children in migration processes

Experts point out that the most common problems faced by children in a difficult life situation
are, first of all, difficulties in meeting basic needs "when parents cannot provide the child with
adequate daily food, stable housing, cannot dress and shoe their children; Then there are problems
with lack of attention and care from adults, children are left to themselves.” The lack of a
meaningful, stable and safe adult with whom you can honestly and frankly talk about your fears,
troubles, domestic violence, leads children to loneliness, leaving the family, initiation of substance
use and the formation of addictions. Participants in the expert survey write that "due to the
infantilism of parents, children, as a rule, are not covered by medical and other services, sometimes
there are even no documents for the child.”

Children in a difficult life situation experience difficulties with social adaptation, are bullied by
peers, stigmatized. At the same time, the system of psychological assistance so necessary for these
children is "either fragmentary or one-time". Experts point to the lack of qualified child
psychologists who are ready to work with difficult life situations. If we are talking about childhood
disability or serious illnesses, then help is often needed by adult family members: in accepting the
diagnosis, providing access to treatment, informing about the peculiarities of the course of the
disease, overcoming trauma. As a result, such an adult cannot always be a support for the child.

In the process of developing the toolkit, we identified 11 categories of the basic needs of
children in DLS: 1) good nutrition; 2) quality education; 3) prevention of diseases; 4) medical
treatment and supervision; 5) sanatorium-and-spa treatment; 6) rehabilitation; 7) adaptation; 8)
social benefits; 9) provision of necessary equipment or footwear for the child's health condition; 10)
the help of specialists necessary for the child; 11) interaction with other children, inclusion in
communication. When asked whether these basic needs and the needs of children in difficult life
situations are met by the state and society, the experts replied that most often this applies to "only a
certain group of children”. Details are in Picture 3.

In the opinion of most experts, children in difficult life situations receive the necessary
services, but not in full (39.4% of elections). This can be illustrated by the commentary: "only those
children who have a certain status receive certain services (not all), confirmation that they belong
to the category that has the right to receive services in accordance with the legislation of the
Republic of Kazakhstan™. Another 33.3% of survey participants believe that only the minimum of
services is provided (Picture 4).

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Experts point to legislative restrictions that cause barriers to obtain the necessary assistance: "...
There are many children in families who are in DLS and need a different range of social services,
but they do not officially belong to any category of service recipients (list in the Social Code). They
also do not have the opportunity to receive these services for a fee. Consequently, these families and
children are left behind." There is also such a factor that the condition for receiving a service is an
appeal to it from the family, which does not always happen.

It is difficult to assess the subjective well-being of children in a difficult life situation without
directly referring to communication with them. But the answers of expert psychologists and
teachers allow us to say that these children are characterized by psychological and emotional
instability, aggression, irritability, and stiffness. They experience loneliness, isolation and
stigmatization (up to suicidal intentions), do not trust adults, and are afraid to share their
experiences. Even more important in this case is access to those specialists who can compensate for
the negative impact of the environment on the well-being of children in DLS.

DISCUSSION

According to the results of the mass survey [19, p.146], the factors of aggressive behavior
especially during adolescence, are virtual games on a computer or phone most often lead to
aggressive behavior in adolescents (39.5%). A little more than a third of respondents (35.3%)
believe that the example of aggressive behavior in the family is the cause of aggression of
adolescents. Lack of parental warmth and attention to children was mentioned by 30.1% of the
survey participants. Other reasons that lead to aggressive behavior of adolescents are noted in Table
2 below.

The impact of digital content on the mental health of children and adolescents is no longer
disputed by anyone. According to research by the American Psychological Association, the most
important factors affecting the mental health of children and adolescents are the following [20, p.62]:

- the amount of time children and young people spend on platforms;

- the type of content they consume or are otherwise exposed to;

- the types of activities and interactions that social media provide;

- the extent to which they disrupt health-critical activities such as sleep and physical activity.
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It is important to note that children and adolescents are differentially affected by social media
depending on their individual strengths and vulnerabilities, as well as cultural, historical and socio-
economic factors. The results of a study by the WHO Regional Office for Europe [20, p.62] showed
the following the following groups of media users among adolescents in Kazakhstan (Picture 5).

Scientists and doctors have conducted many studies that show a link between the time teens
spend on social media and an increased risk of depression and anxiety.

A study from the American Academy of Pediatrics (2016) states that teens who spend more
than three hours a day on social media have an increased risk of mental health problems including
depression, anxiety disorders, and suicidal tendencies. This is due to the social comparison effect
and feelings of social isolation that come from observing the “perfect” lifestyles of others [21, p. 3].

A study by the University of Pittsburgh (2016) found “strong and significant association
between social media use and depression in a nationally-representative sample of U.S. young
adults”. Participants in the experiment who used social media less reported reduced negative
emotions compared to a control group [22, p.15].

A research report titled Status of Mind by the Royal Society of Public Health (2017) concluded
that platforms such as Instagram and Snapchat were the most harmful to young people's mental
health. They contributed to self-esteem issues, anxiety and depression due to the visual nature of the
content and the prevalence of idealized images of life [23, p.8-10].

A study published in JAMA Psychiatry, the medical journal of the American Medical
Association, found an association between increased time spent on social media and an increased
risk of depression in adolescents. The authors of the study argue that more time on social media
contributes to increased negative thoughts and comparing oneself to others, which can negatively
affect emotional well-being [24, p.1271].

In what direction should the efforts of the state and society be developed to improve the well-
being of children, especially in relation to children in DLS? Experts are unanimous that a
comprehensive approach is needed, including the following measures:

1. Raising public awareness of children's problems, bullying and violence, focusing on the
diversity of the concept of childhood and the diversity of children's groups.

2. Ensuring a safe and comfortable environment for the life and development of all children,
expanding access to services related to child development, increasing the number of specialists in
various fields working with children.

3. Development of the range of psychological assistance for children and parents, increasing its
accessibility.

3. Revision of the conditions for obtaining state assistance, expansion of the categories of
children and families in the DLS, development of regional family centers and programs to combat
child disadvantages.

4. Definition of the concept and methodology for calculating the child budget for further
decision-making in the country, as well as the development of the Child Well-Being Index.

It should also be added that in the context of the issues considered in the article, it is very
important to develop ethical rules regarding research related to children, their well-being, especially
those in DLS.

CONCLUSION

The study of childhood is currently a broad layer in the structure of sociological knowledge.
The complexity of the phenomenon of childhood presents sociologists with a number of difficulties:
from the need to justify the approaches to its study, the formation of an active social position of
sociology, to the problems of realizing children's rights, methods of expressing children's voices and
the need to solve ethical dilemmas.

It can be said that in the last decade, sociology has made significant progress in the issues of
involving children in research, the formation of interdisciplinary trends and understanding the
phenomenon of childhood in general. As mentioned, several times in this article, combining
different research methods and using different data sources gives good results.

Understanding the complexity of children's lives, the importance of protecting their rights, it
directs scientific communities to study such phenomena as the well-being of children. The history
of children's well-being research spans several decades. Most often, a multidimensional approach is
used, as well as objective and subjective indicators of the well-being of children are distinguished.

Today, the subjective side of this phenomenon is still not sufficiently studied, since it involves
the involvement of children in assessing their life, its individual aspects and personality. We present
a set of indicators, both for assessing the objective side of the well-being of children, and for its
subjective indicators. These indicators will be produced based on children's self-assessment of
aspects of their lives such as wealth, housing, nutrition, social protection, participation, education
and health, life safety and environmental well-being.

In the sociological study of children, through an objective and subjective assessment, we get to
know their daily practice closely, this set of knowledge allows us to truly know their well-being,
health, and, if possible, their worldview. By recognizing the well-being of children, the quality of
life, we can build assumptions, models of what future generations can be, which, in turn, means that
researchers determine the picture of the future society.

The results of the expert survey confirm the need to expand the concept of children's well-
being, show the heterogeneity of the concept of "children in difficult life situations", focus on the
role of specialists in ensuring their well-being and getting out of DLS. Kazakh sociologists need to
fill the existing gaps in understanding childhood and the needs of various categories of children,
develop methodological tools and address directly children's experience, including children's living
through difficult life situations.

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CHALLENGES OF SOCIAL ADAPTATION AND STRATEGIES
FOR SUPPORTING CHILDREN WITH AUTISM IN KAZAKHSTAN:
A QUALITATIVE STUDY

Abstract

This article examines the role of professionals — psychologists, speech therapists and teachers —
in the social adaptation of children with autism spectrum disorders in Kazakhstan. The aim of the
study is to assess how professional interventions influence the integration of children with autism
spectrum disorders into society and to identify the main challenges faced by both professionals and
families. The study is based on qualitative methods, including structured interviews with
professionals working in special education centers in the Almaty region. The results highlight
several key challenges faced by children with autism spectrum disorders, including communication
barriers, sensory processing difficulties, social misconceptions and institutional limitations. The
results support the hypothesis that specialized interventions have a positive impact on the social
adaptation of children with autism spectrum disorders. However, the study also highlights the
urgent need for raising public awareness, improving professional training and strengthening
institutional support. This study contributes to the scientific understanding of interventions for
autism spectrum disorders in Kazakhstan by providing empirical evidence on the effectiveness of
current practices and remaining gaps. The study highlights the need for a multifaceted approach
integrating education, health, and social policies to promote the development of an inclusive
society. These findings may be useful to educators and mental health professionals seeking to
develop comprehensive support systems for children with autism spectrum disorders and their
families, as well as to government officials working in this field.

Within the context of the Republic of
Kazakhstan, interethnic concord, the strengthening of mutual understanding, and the maintenance of
ethnocultural diversity constitute foundational principles of state policy. The entire socialization
apparatus of Kazakhstani society is oriented toward the ideal of «unity in diversity», fostering a
culture of mutual respect, tolerance, and peaceful coexistence among disparate ethnic groups.

The aim of this study is to examine and analyse value orientations in an interethnic context, as
well as the level of knowledge concerning the culture, traditions, and customs of respondents’ own
ethnic groups within a polyethnic student environment. The research was conducted in accordance
with established methodological approaches to sociological surveying and is grounded in both
domestic and international literature on interethnic relations, ethnicity, ethnic identity, traditional
cultural practices, tolerance, and intolerance.

The research instruments comprised a standardized questionnaire administered in the state
(Kazakh) and Russian languages; empirical data were collected via an online survey. The analysis
reveals a stable relationship between educational attainment and the degree of knowledge about
one’s ethnic culture, traditions, and customs: one quarter of respondents rate their knowledge as
excellent, while one half judge it to be good. This positive dynamic manifests across the principal
social and ethnic subgroups of the sample. The significance attached to ethnocultural norms and
values is likewise high: for approximately one third of participants these norms are of priority
importance, and for another half they play a substantial value role. Over fifty percent of respondents
indicate a need for regular contact with members of their ethnic group, a need they predominantly
satisfy through family ties, communication in their native language, and participation in
ethnocultural centres. Moreover, an overwhelming majority express pride in their ethnic affiliation,
indicating a high level of positive ethnic identity, continuity of cultural transmission, and emotional
attachment to their ethnic community.

INTRODUCTION

Ethnic identity among Kazakhstani student youth is shaped by family socialization, the
educational environment, and the broader society’s cultural diversity. Differences are observable in
ethnocultural self-identification between Kazakh-speaking and Russian-speaking youth. Overall,
young people’s value orientations are characterised by a high level of tolerance: 80% of respondents
expressed respect both for their own people and for the cultures of other ethnic groups.
Ethnocommunicative activity - including the need for interaction with one’s ethnic group,
proficiency in the native language, and participation in ethnocultural events - is a crucial factor in
sustaining ethnic identity. Educational institutions influence students’ tolerant attitudes through
programmes and initiatives, though coverage and motivation remain insufficient. Risks of declining
ethnocultural awareness are most pronounced among Russian-speaking youth and students aged 22-
25, highlighting the need for targeted educational and cultural integration policies.

In the context of rapid social transformations and the growing ethnocultural diversity of
society, the study of interethnic relations acquires particular significance as one of the key factors of
sustainable and democratic development. An urgent problem is the necessity of finding a balance
between the preservation of ethnocultural identity and the creation of integrative mechanisms
conducive to the formation of a unified national identity. In this regard, the preservation and
development of the positive aspects of ethnic diversity become a priority condition for ensuring the
long-term stability and progressive development of the Republic of Kazakhstan. Moreover, under
these circumstances, the study of ethnic socialization processes among youth-who are especially
receptive to transformations and constitute a social group capable of both strengthening and
potentially destabilizing interethnic communications - assumes particular importance.

The contemporary system of socialization in Kazakhstan is oriented toward cultivating attitudes
of «unity in diversity». However, the degree to which these values are internalized among young
people, the level of their ethnocultural awareness, and the depth of interethnic interaction remain
subjects of scholarly debate. Student youth, being in an active phase of personal and civic
formation, represent a particularly valuable and representative group for analysing the current state
of interethnic attitudes and identities. The aim of this study is to analyse value orientations and the
level of ethnocultural awareness among students within Kazakhstan’s multiethnic educational
environment. The research addresses such aspects as knowledge of the culture, traditions, and
customs of one’s own ethnic group; the significance of ethnic norms and values; and the degree of
need for ethnic belonging and interethnic interaction. Questions in the field of interethnic relations
have been examined by both domestic and international scholars. A review of the literature
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encompassed research on interethnic relations, ethnicity, ethnic identity, traditions, tolerance, and
intolerance. The research tasks were formulated as follows: to identify the nature of value
orientations in the educational process among student youth (levels of tolerance/intolerance;
ethnocultural specificity of value orientations; attitudes toward other ethnic groups, etc.); to reveal
the relationship between ethnic identity and the value orientations of student youth; to establish the
influence of the educational environment (universities and colleges) on the formation of value
orientations. The methodological basis of the study includes sociological surveying using a
quantitative data collection method (online questionnaire), which makes it possible to identify
stable trends and correlations between educational level, ethnic self-identification, and attitudes
toward interethnic interaction. The research instrument was a standardized questionnaire prepared
in both the state and Russian languages. Data collection was carried out through an online survey
(Google Forms) among student youth in the Republic of Kazakhstan aged 18 to 34. The study tested
four hypotheses: the institutional orientation of the educational environment contributes to the
formation of positive value orientations; familial socialization patterns influence the level of
interethnic tolerance; voluntary participation in ethnocultural initiatives is associated with value-
based engagement; interest in interethnic interaction influences student’s educational and social
adaptation.

The sampling framework was based on official data regarding the student population of higher
and secondary vocational educational institutions in the Republic of Kazakhstan. The results of the
study reveal a consistent relationship between educational level and knowledge of the culture,
traditions, and customs of one’s ethnic group. One in four respondents rated their knowledge of
their ethnic culture, traditions, and customs as excellent, while one in two rated it as good. This
dominant trend was observed across most of the social groups studied. For one in three respondents,
the norms and values of their ethnic group are of paramount importance, while for one in two they
are significant. More than half of the respondents reported a need for regular communication with
members of their ethnic group, which they primarily fulfil through family ties, interaction in their
native language, and participation in ethnocultural centres. The overwhelming majority of
respondents expressed pride in their ethnic affiliation.

The analysis conducted has not only scientific but also applied significance, as it allows for an
assessment of the effectiveness of existing mechanisms of interethnic socialization among youth, as
well as the identification of problem areas requiring institutional intervention and the improvement
of educational and cultural strategies.

Literature review

Contemporary research on ethnic identity and interethnic relations in Kazakhstan is
predominantly oriented toward macro-level analysis and addresses issues of state policy, ideological
strategies, and collective historical memory. Several key theoretical approaches are evident within
the domestic scholarly tradition, each proposing distinct interpretations of the mechanisms
responsible for identity formation and interethnic communication.

First, the state-regulatory approach is widely represented; it concentrates on analysing
institutional mechanisms for the governance of interethnic relations within the so-called
«Kazakhstani model» (e.g., Babakumarov[1]; Kusherbaev[2]; lleuova[3]). Studies in this vein
primarily delineate the normative framework and conceptualise the principle of “unity in diversity”
as an instrument for ethnopolitical stability.

Second, within the politico-modernisation discourse (e.g., D’yachenko[4]), attention shifts to
the challenges of democratization, the transformation of national identity under conditions of
globalization, and political modernisation. Ethnocultural identity is here framed as an element of
modernisation-related tensions or conflict.

A value-idealist perspective also occupies an important position- notably within religious-
studies and philosophical traditions (e.g., Baitenova [5]; Nysanbaev and Bizhanov[6]) -
emphasising the spiritual and moral foundations of interethnic concord and national self-
determination. While these contributions establish important conceptual orientations, they are
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frequently deficient in empirical substantiation at the level of everyday practices. Research
employing the concept of multiple identity (e.g., Kadyrzhanov [7]), which posits the coexistence
and potential tension of several identity layers within a single individual, is likewise significant;
nonetheless, its empirical application in the Kazakhstani context remains limited.

Some authors (e.g., Zharkynbekova [8]) have undertaken empirical attempts to document the
value orientations of student youth in a polyethnic environment; however, such studies are commonly
geographically constrained (mostly situated in large cities) and insufficiently account for the influence
of the digital environment, new media, and transnational cultural patterns on identity formation.

The foregoing analysis highlights several substantive gaps in the domestic literature:
insufficient empirical investigation of microsocial mechanisms of ethnic identity formation (family
influence, peers, online contexts); a paucity of comparative regional studies (urban/rural,
north/south, etc.); a lack of longitudinal research capable of tracking dynamics in value orientations;
and weak operationalisation of constructs such as «ethnic tolerance», «ethnocentrism», and
«cultural alienation» into valid indicators and scales.

Accordingly, the present study seeks to address these lacunae by offering an empirically
grounded account of student youth value orientations within a polyethnic setting. Special attention
is given to regional diversity, educational attainment, the role of educational institutions, and the
influence of digital media on ethnocultural self-identification. The data obtained provide an
important resource for the refinement of educational and youth policies aimed at strengthening
interethnic tolerance and preventing cultural alienation.

METHODOLOGY

The study was conducted in accordance with standard procedures for rapid sociological
research. At the preparatory stage a research programme was elaborated in which the objectives,
tasks, hypotheses, operationalization of key concepts, and the logic of data collection and
processing were defined. On the basis of this programme a bilingual questionnaire (Kazakh - state
language and Russian) was developed.

Data were collected via an online survey implemented through the Google Forms platform. The
survey targeted student youth of the Republic of Kazakhstan aged 18 to 34 years. Sampling frame
and procedure: the empirical universe comprised young people enrolled in higher education
institutions and secondary vocational schools across various regions of Kazakhstan. The sample
was formed using a combined approach that integrated route, random, and quota sampling
techniques, thereby allowing the researchers to account for relevant socio-demographic
characteristics of the youth population. Quotas were established for the following independent
variables: sex (male/female), age (age group breakdowns), ethnic affiliation (Kazakh, Russian,
other), marital status (single/married, etc.), type of educational institution (university/college), and
region of residence. Representativeness was ensured on the basis of official statistical data on the
composition of the student contingent in the Republic of Kazakhstan (data provided by the Ministry
of Education of the Republic of Kazakhstan, the Ministry of Science and Higher Education of the
Republic of Kazakhstan, and the Bureau of National Statistics of the Agency for Strategic Planning
and Reforms of the Republic of Kazakhstan). At a 95% confidence level and a permissible margin
of error of £5%, the sample size comprised 1,200 respondents, which meets the requirements for
representative quantitative analysis. Statistical processing and analytical rationale: data were
processed using SPSS Statistics v.23. Descriptive statistics and correlational analysis were applied.
Correlational analysis was selected to establish statistical relationships among variables reflecting
(inter alia) the level of value orientations; institutional and familial orientations toward tolerance;
motivation to participate in interethnic activities; and the degree of social and educational
adaptation. This approach permitted quantitative testing of the stated hypotheses and an assessment
of the direction and strength of associations among key factors influencing interethnic relations.
Control of social desirability bias: to mitigate the influence of social desirability (the tendency of
respondents to provide socially approved answers), the following measures were implemented: the
survey was anonymous (respondents did not provide names or identifying information);
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questionnaire items were formulated in a neutral, balanced manner without evaluative wording; and
the introductory instructions emphasised voluntariness of participation and the absence of «correct»
answers.

RESULTS

1. Linguistic Identification and Knowledge of Ethnic Culture

According to the results of the study, the majority of respondents demonstrated a high level of
proficiency in their native language: 66% reported speaking it fluently, while a further 25%
indicated good proficiency. Only 7% reported partial proficiency, and 1% each acknowledged either
no proficiency with attempts at learning, or complete indifference toward the language. These data
suggest a relatively high degree of preservation of native language within the youth cohort, serving
as an indicator of the stability of ethnocultural identity. At the same time, knowledge of one’s ethnic
culture, traditions, and customs was distributed as follows: 25% rated their knowledge as excellent,
50% as good, 20% as satisfactory, 5% as insufficient, and 3% as absent. While positive evaluations
predominate, the presence of respondents with low awareness indicates a gradual weakening of
cultural transmission in certain social groups. Statistical analysis revealed a significant correlation
between educational level and knowledge of ethnoculture, thereby confirming the role of
educational institutions in sustaining and transmitting cultural norms, traditions, and values. Higher
levels of education are generally associated with broader cultural awareness and more conscious
attitudes toward one’s ethnic heritage. The results thus highlight the significance of both
institutional (educational) and familial contexts as crucial environments fostering not only stable
ethnic identity but also the development of intercultural tolerance.

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2. Value Attitudes toward Ethnic Belonging

The majority of respondents (80%) expressed pride in their ethnic affiliation. Conversely, 14%
reported an absence of such pride, predominantly among youth aged 22-25 from Russian-speaking
and other minority groups. A further 6% preferred not to disclose their ethnicity. These findings
point to the existence of a subgroup with weakened ethnic identification, which may signal risks of
cultural alienation or assimilation within a polyethnic environment. The evaluation of the
importance of ethnocultural norms and values reveals a significant trend: 33% of respondents
regard them as “very important,” and 50% as “important.” Only 11% considered them non-
essential, with the highest proportion among Russian-speaking and minority youth (15%). This
divergence suggests differences in the degree of ethnic involvement and orientation toward one’s
culture depending on sociocultural context. The results underscore the influence of both family
upbringing and institutional environments (schools, media, cultural institutions) on the formation of
ethnic identity and value orientations. The decline in ethnic salience among some youth groups
requires targeted integration strategies aimed at strengthening intercultural dialogue and preserving
cultural diversity.

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3. Need for Ethnocommunication

Analysis of indicators reflecting the need of student youth for communication within their
ethnic group revealed varying levels of ethnocommunicative activity, which in turn constitute an
important factor in either maintaining or weakening ethnic identity. Specifically, 56% of
respondents reported a pronounced need for ethnic communication, indicating strong ethnic
identification and a desire to preserve cultural and linguistic belonging. At the same time, 20%
reported a deficit of communication in their native language, pointing to insufficient conditions for
meeting this need within their social environment. Approximately one quarter (25%) indicated no
such need at all, with this tendency particularly pronounced among Russian-speaking youth aged
22-25. This suggests a lower level of ethnic self-identification or an orientation toward universal,
supra-ethnic values. Variations in ethnocommunicative activity thus reflect differing degrees of
integration into ethnic communities and may serve as indicators of tendencies toward either
assimilation or the preservation of ethnic identity.

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4. Family Context and Ethnic Conflict

Empirical data show that for a significant proportion of student youth (35%), the family
environment is free from negative conversations or conflicts related to the ethnic affiliation of one
parent. This suggests the presence of stable attitudes of ethnic tolerance within many families.
However, 9% reported periodic conflicts of an ethnic nature, indicating latent tensions in interethnic
interaction, particularly in mixed families where parents belong to different ethnic groups. Notably,
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such conflicts were three times more frequent among Kazakh-speaking youth compared to other
mixed families. Persistent negative attitudes, expressed through constant disputes of an ethnic nature,
were recorded in 5% of cases, again more prevalent among Kazakh-speaking students. These results
suggest that Kazakh-speaking youth more frequently encounter ethnic conflict within the family
context, possibly due to the greater salience of ethnic identity for this group, as well as differing
perceptions of cultural norms and values in mixed households. Overall, 73% reported no
manifestations of hostility toward other ethnic groups in their family environment. Nevertheless, 17%
indicated periodic discussions containing ethnic prejudice, particularly common among Kazakh-
speaking youth aged 18-22. These findings highlight the heterogeneity of the family environment in
relation to ethnic tolerance and its dual potential both to strengthen and to undermine interethnic
respect and acceptance.

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5. Influence of Educational Institutions

The analysis of educational institutions’ influence on the formation of value orientations among
students shows that 37% of respondents acknowledge a strong impact of their university or college.
In other words, one in three students recognises the active role of education in shaping personal and
social orientations. A further 50% noted partial influence, suggesting untapped potential within
educational environments. By contrast, 11% denied any influence of their educational institution,
with this position more common among Russian-speaking students, minority groups, men, and
youth aged 22-25. In these groups, the rate of denial was 1.5 times higher than the average, pointing
to lower levels of engagement or inadequate adaptation of programmes to sociocultural diversity.

The findings demonstrate a positive correlation between the degree of institutional influence
and the level of value orientations: the more active and targeted the educational programmes and
practices, the higher the students’ awareness of personal and societal values. However, the 11%
who reported no influence highlight the need to expand and improve the effectiveness of value-
oriented components in higher and vocational education.

6. Participation in Interethnic Initiatives

Responses to the question «Do you participate in activities aimed at strengthening interethnic
relations held at your university or college?» revealed diverse forms of student engagement in
interethnic interaction within the educational environment. Frequent participation was reported by
14% of respondents, occasional involvement by 23%, and rare participation by 22%. At the same
time, 31% reported never having participated in interethnic initiatives, which may reflect both low
motivation and insufficient informational outreach by educational institutions. Indeed, 10%
expressed willingness to participate but were unaware of the existence of such programmes. The
data on the nature of participation are also noteworthy: 33% reported voluntary and interested
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involvement, 15% indicated formal participation without genuine engagement, and 8% reported
administrative coercion. The positive correlation observed between interest and voluntariness
suggests the presence of meaningful intrinsic motivation among a portion of students involved in
interethnic initiatives. This underscores the effectiveness of approaches oriented toward the
cultivation of internal value orientations rather than mere formal compliance. At the same time, the
absence of a direct relationship between interest in participation and adaptation to interethnic
environments points to the need for further analysis of additional factors such as personal
experience of interethnic communication, ethnic affiliation, linguistic environment, and social
activity.

Overall, the findings emphasize the importance of informational accessibility, voluntariness,
and substantive appeal of initiatives aimed at fostering interethnic tolerance, as prerequisites for
increasing student participation in institutionalized forms of interethnic interaction.

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DISCUSSION

Within the framework of this study, four hypotheses concerning the factors influencing the
formation of value orientations, the level of tolerance, and the degree of ethnocultural involvement
in a polyethnic student environment were tested.
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1. Institutional orientation and value orientations. The findings confirm the hypothesis that
the presence of specialized university programmes aimed at promoting interethnic dialogue and
intercultural communication positively correlates with higher levels of tolerance among students, as
well as with the salience of ethnocultural norms and traditions. These results underscore the role of
educational institutions as key conduits of state policy in fostering civic identity and interethnic
concord. The evidence supports earlier international research on the effectiveness of institutional
mechanisms in multicultural education [9]. Universities that actively implement inclusive strategies
play a critical role in strengthening civic identity.

2. Familial orientation, socialization, and tolerance. The data demonstrate a consistent
relationship between family-based socialization and the level of interethnic tolerance among
students. In families that cultivate respect for other cultures and recognize the value of diversity,
youth display higher levels of acceptance of ethnocultural differences and reduced propensity for
conflict. This finding highlights the significance of the family as a primary channel of socialization
and a foundation for tolerant consciousness, aligning with international research on the influence of
familial socialization on values of tolerance [10],[11].

3. Voluntary participation in ethnocultural initiatives and value engagement. The results
indicate that voluntary student participation in ethnocultural and interethnic initiatives correlates
with stronger positive attitudes toward cultural diversity and greater intrinsic motivation for
interethnic engagement. This suggests that both the existence of institutional programmers and the
degree of internal motivation substantially affect the depth of value-based involvement in
interethnic interaction. This conclusion is consistent with findings emphasizing the importance of
individual agency in processes of cultural adaptation [12].

4. Interest in interethnic initiatives and social adaptation. Partial confirmation was obtained
for the hypothesis linking interest in interethnic initiatives with educational and social adaptation.
While some participants demonstrated high involvement, in other cases participation did not yield
significant improvements in integration indicators. This underscores the need for further analysis of
the substantive and motivational dimensions of such initiatives, consistent with theoretical
frameworks on acculturative stress and cultural fit [13].

Taken together, the findings point to the necessity of adopting a comprehensive, multi-level
strategy for cultivating ethnocultural tolerance among youth. The effectiveness of such a strategy is
contingent on the synergistic interaction of institutional (educational, cultural, informational) and
familial-social mechanisms of socialization, which significantly shape value orientations and
models of interethnic interaction. Moreover, the role of students’ internal motivation emerges as a
crucial dimension, reflecting levels of reflexivity, the internalization of tolerant norms, and
readiness to embrace sociocultural diversity as a social resource.

The results also have substantial applied implications. They justify the creation and integration
of academic modules focused on interethnic dialogue, tolerance, and respect for cultural diversity
(e.g., «Ethnic Diversity and Intercultural Communication in the Republic of Kazakhstan»). The
findings further demonstrate the significant influence of the family environment, which can serve as
both a source of tolerance and a locus of ethnic conflict. Accordingly, methodological approaches
should be developed to work with families in order to prevent the spread of xenophobia and ethnic
prejudice. In the domain of youth policy, the study highlights the importance of expanding
voluntary ethnocultural programmes that emphasize personal interest and self-development
opportunities. The results also point to differential levels of ethnic adaptation and tolerance across
linguistic and age-based groups, underscoring the need for integrative strategies such as
multifunctional ethnocultural centers at universities, as well as initiatives addressing barriers and
conflicts in mixed families and student groups with due regard for ethnic and linguistic specificity.
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CONCLUSION

The study demonstrates a relatively high degree of ethnocultural specificity in the value
orientations of Kazakhstani student youth. Eighty percent of respondents exhibited tolerant attitudes,
endorsing the statement: «I love my people, the culture of my people, and | respect the language and
culture of other peoples». This indicates a predominance of orientations toward interethnic respect
and peaceful coexistence in a multiethnic environment. However, it is noteworthy that 17% of
respondents expressed ethnocentric views, prioritizing only their own culture while showing
indifference to others. Furthermore, 3% declared a lack of affinity for their own people and culture,
signalling potential risks of weakened ethnic identity in the context of globalization and cultural
standardization. A clear correlation was established between educational attainment and knowledge of
one’s ethnic culture, traditions, and customs, underscoring the role of educational institutions in
developing ethnocultural competence. Comparative analysis with international research
(Eurobarometer, World Values Survey) [14], [15] indicates that Kazakhstan occupies an intermediate
position globally in terms of ethnic tolerance and identity. However, Kazakhstani youth report higher
levels of positive ethnocultural self-identification compared to peers in certain Eastern European
countries, likely reflecting the impact of deliberate state policies aimed at interethnic concord. The
recommendations derived from this research include: the development and integration of educational
modules in universities and colleges aimed at cultivating intercultural competence and tolerance;
systematic support for students displaying signs of cultural alienation, social maladaptation, or
disengagement from ethnocultural practices; professional development courses for educators,
mentors, and youth specialists focusing on ethnocultural sensitivity, prevention of xenophobia, and
creation of inclusive educational environments; regular monitoring of students’ ethnocultural
competence, including the incorporation of ethnocultural indicators into the evaluation of youth and
educational policy effectiveness. Future research directions include the study of factors contributing to
cultural alienation, particularly the role of social networks and digital media in shaping ethnic
identity; analysis of the relationship between ethnic identity and behaviour in crisis situations
(including protest activity, migration intentions, and susceptibility to radicalization); and assessments
of the effectiveness of existing interethnic programmes in higher education institutions in order to
enhance their design and implementation.

ISSUES OF SOCIALIZATION OF YOUTH
PRACTICING RELIGION IN A SECULAR STATE:
THE CASE OF KAZAKHSTAN

Abstract

The article reveals the influence of trends in the religious space of the Republic of Kazakhstan
on the socialization of young people-consumers of religion and the sequence of problems of its
further development. In particular, the legislation regulating religious policy in the country was
considered in a sociological context, and the connections between ideology and the spiritual image
of young people, formed by legal norms, were considered as an integral part of social processes.
The study analyzes the evolution of religious policy in Kazakhstan, the processes of religious
radicalization and the social consequences of religious practices among young people. The
problems of socialization of young people consuming today's religious values were also analyzed
from the point of view of the results of the situation on the religious platform in the first two
decades of independence of the Republic of Kazakhstan. During this period, a special classification
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and description of the differences in the religious affiliation of young people was given. This helped
to identify why the socialization process in them is slow, and where young people are marginalized.
In addition, the main channels of socialization processes were identified, steps were outlined to
determine the trajectory of their future development, and potential threats to the state and society
were predicted.

The authors propose joint actions by the public and private sectors to facilitate the social
integration of religious youth. As a result, it is concluded that maintaining a balance between
religious values and secular norms plays an important role in ensuring social harmony and stability.

BULLYING AND ANTI-BULLYING:
SOCIAL AND LEGAL ASPECTS

Abstract

The problems of bullying as a social phenomenon began to emerge in various countries,
including Kazakhstan, at the beginning of the 21st century. Its manifestations among minors are
particularly alarming because they take forms and reach proportions that pose a hidden threat to the
physical and mental health and lives of the younger generation. In the current environment, there is
an urgent need to study its origins in order to gain a deeper understanding of its roots and, on this
basis, to develop appropriate measures for subsequent pedagogical and legal responses by
authorised bodies, teachers and educators, as well as the wider legal and pedagogical community.

Research and
assessment of the genesis of bullying will make it possible to determine the most significant
forecasts of the further dynamics of processes related to this phenomenon.

The relevance of the research topic is determined by social demand and the significance of the
negative consequences of bullying for personality development. The task of science is to determine
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the social significance of measures to prevent and reduce bullying in schools by examining specific
issues related to bullying.

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THE IMPACT OF PRIVATIZATION POLICY ON THE FORMATION OF CIVIL
INSTITUTIONS IN KAZAKHSTAN

Abstract

This study examines the impact of privatization policies implemented during the early years of
Kazakhstan’s independence on the development of civil society and broader democratization
processes. By focusing on the political dimensions of privatization, the authors identify causal
relationships and critically evaluate the trajectory of socio-political transformations that unfolded
during this period. Given that these processes took place within the broader context of political
system transition, the study situates its theoretical framework within the paradigm of modernization
theory.
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The purpose of the study is to explore the dynamics of civil society formation and the
centralization of political power in Kazakhstan. The study highlights the inherent tension between
these two institutional developments, arguing that the strengthening of one often impedes the
progress of the other. Special attention is given to the long-term effects of patron-client relations,
which, despite originating in the early post-independence years, continue to shape Kazakhstan’s
political landscape. By drawing on historical and political analysis, the study seeks to provide a
nuanced understanding of the intricate interplay between privatization, state consolidation, and
democratization in post-Soviet Kazakhstan.

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CHINA'S CULTURAL DIPLOMACY IN THE XXI CENTURY:
CONCEPTS, CHALLENGES AND INTERNATIONAL IMAGE

Abstract

The article is devoted to the study of cultural diplomacy of the People's Republic of China as
one of the strategic mechanisms underpinning soft power application in the transformation of the
global international order. The relevance of the topic is determined by the growing importance of
culture in the formation of a positive international image and strengthening the influence of the state
in the foreign policy arena. The aim of the study is to analyse the PRC's strategic approaches to
cultural diplomacy, to identify the specifics of its functioning, and to assess its effectiveness in
terms of both China's official discourse and international perception. The scientific novelty of the
paper lies in the attempt to comprehensively understand cultural diplomacy as a synthesis of
ideological, institutional and communicative mechanisms. Methodologically, the paper relies on an
interdisciplinary approach, including discourse analysis, systemic method and comparative
approach. The paper concludes that while China's model of cultural diplomacy is large-scale and
institutionalised, its effectiveness is limited by the contradictions between its stated values and the
country's actual domestic policy. The study contributes to a deeper understanding of the specifics of
Chinese soft power and represents a contribution to the development of academic discourse in the
field of international relations, foreign policy and public diplomacy. practical significance of the
results lies in the possibility of their application in shaping foreign policy strategies and analysing
China's international image.

INTRODUCTION

Cultural diplomacy of the PRC is seen as one of the central instruments in putting soft power
into practice in the conditions of transformation of the global order and increasing international
competition. The increasing importance of culture in world politics makes the topic particularly
significant within the framework of international relations. The article examines and analyses such
concepts as ‘soft power’, public and cultural diplomacy, national image, Confucian revival, Chinese
specificity and their correlation with real political practice.

China has been found to emphasise the spread of traditional culture and formalised mechanisms
of influence, including initiatives by the state and the ruling party. China has developed a large-
scale model of cultural diplomacy aimed at building a positive international image. However, the
implementation of this strategy faces limitations due to the mismatch between official discourse and
domestic political practice.
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A peculiarity of the Chinese approach is its state nature and emphasis on traditional culture, in
contrast to Western models that rely on civil society. “The One Belt, One Road” initiative serves
not only as an economic project, but also as a cultural and diplomatic project.

It was found that despite quantitative successes — such as the expansion of cultural centers and
increased media activity — the effectiveness of China’s soft power is constrained by several internal
contradictions, including human rights issues, the situations in Taiwan and Xinjiang, and the
international community’s perception of Chinese soft power as a form of instrumentalized
propaganda.

This paper contributes to the understanding of the phenomenon of Chinese ‘soft power” within
the framework of global discourse, highlights the distinctive features of its development in the
Chinese context, and can serve as a useful resource for analyzing foreign policy strategies in Asia
and international communication practices.

In recent decades, culture has evolved from being solely a sociological subject to becoming a
pivotal element within political dialogue. As part of this shift, it has been increasingly utilized as a
tool of cultural diplomacy, designed to support national strategic objectives through non-coercive
influence. In the context of a rapidly globalizing and multipolar international environment, this
form of diplomacy plays a critical role in shaping international engagement and perception. It
serves as a vital tool for promoting national interests, shaping a positive image of the state, and
implementing foreign policy strategies on the global stage. The term “soft power” in the Chinese
context is closely related to topics such as cultural leadership and national identity. It is mainly
realized through public diplomacy, which is seen as a form of cultural diplomacy. The tools of
cultural diplomacy include television, radio, cultural and educational exchanges, academic
cooperation and media activities. All of these are considered part of the cultural approach [1,
p.104]. Over the past decades, the focus of China's foreign policy discussions has shifted from the
economic aspect to soft power strategy. Culture has become a key way for China to influence the
world stage, and cultural diplomacy has become an important tool for building a positive image,
developing diplomatic ties, and expanding the country's global presence. This growing interest in
cultural diplomacy reflects China's realization of its importance in the face of intensifying
international competition and the rapid development of communication technologies. Examining
China's approach to cultural diplomacy provides valuable insights into how the country builds and
projects its soft power both regionally and globally.

In recent years, China has put a stronger emphasis on cultural diplomacy as a central part of its
soft power strategy. The goal is to present itself as a stable, secure, and constructive player on the
global stage. This strategy helps China solidify its role not just regionally but also as a key global
actor. Consequently, discussions about China’s foreign policy are increasingly focused on soft
power, with its impact especially noticeable in Asia and particularly important in Central Asia. In
this regard, the article aims to examine cultural diplomacy as a key and innovative instrument of the
People’s Republic of China’s foreign policy in the context of the evolving global order. Special
attention is given to its interconnection with China’s broader international integration strategy in the
21st century, which is directed toward shaping and promoting a favourable national image on the
global stage.

To achieve this aim, the research outlines the following key tasks:

- To provide an in-depth examination of China’s cultural diplomacy, viewing it as a core
component of the country’s foreign policy framework and a means of advancing its strategic
positioning on the global stage;

- To explore the distinctive features and underlying principles shaping the development of
China’s cultural diplomacy strategy, particularly through the lens of the “soft power” concept;

- To determine the primary focus areas and strategic objectives of the PRC’s cultural
diplomacy, especially in relation to enhancing its national image and fostering stronger international
engagement;
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- To assess the principal obstacles and constraints that influence the impact and reception of
China’s cultural diplomacy across diverse regional and sociopolitical environments.

Literature review

Many political scientists conceptualise power as the capacity of one actor to influence or direct
the behaviour of another. Within this framework, states employ various strategies to achieve their
objectives in the international arena, including hard power, soft power, and smart power. American
political scientist Joseph Nye was among the first to articulate a revised understanding of power,
particularly in light of the evolving dynamics of the global order [2]. Nye articulated the idea of
“soft power” as an alternative to coercive strategies, embedding it in academic thought. The term
has since permeated international relations discourse and catalyzed a shift toward influence based
on appeal rather than dominance.

Since cultural diplomacy is regarded as one of the key diplomatic tools for expanding state
influence through the mechanisms of “soft power”, the study of its peculiarities as a phenomenon of
modernity is of particular relevance. An assessment of the relevant academic literature reveals a
primary focus on the discursive construction of soft power, the strategic role of cultural diplomacy
in China's foreign relations, and the instruments leveraged by Beijing to project its cultural identity
globally. While numerous studies have examined China’s soft power initiatives in regions such as
Africa, Latin America, and Central Asia [3-7], or analysed its strategy within the broader global
context, comprehensive research specifically focused on the manifestations of China’s cultural
diplomacy and the evaluation of its effectiveness remains limited.

A number of studies have sought to conceptualise and critically assess the development of
China’s soft power strategy in recent decades. Notably, chinese analysts H. Lai and Y. Lu (2012) in
their collective work offer both theoretical and empirical analyses of Chinese soft power, focusing
on its peculiarities, differences from the Western model and the PRC's pursuit of peaceful rise
through cultural diplomacy [8]. This perspective is particularly valuable in understanding the
ideological and practical dimensions of China’s foreign policy discourse.

Expanding on this perspective, M. Barr’s article «Chinese Cultural Diplomacy: Old Wine in
New Bottles?» (2015) explores the evolution of China’s cultural diplomacy from its traditional
foundations to contemporary strategies shaped by the shifting global order [9]. By examining
historical trajectories and drawing comparisons with Western approaches, the author argues that
China’s modern cultural diplomacy possesses distinctive characteristics. These reflect not only
changes in the international balance of power, but also China's strategic aspiration to enhance its
soft power and reshape its global image.

The launch of the «Soft Power 30» index in 2015 by the Center for Public Diplomacy at the
University of Southern California, in partnership with leading analysts, marked a significant step in
quantifying countries’ soft power capabilities on the world stage. According to the annual reports,
China demonstrated notable progress, rising from 30th place in 2015 to 25th in 2017 — a
development that signaled positive momentum and the growing effectiveness of its soft power
strategies. However, by 2019, China’s position declined to 27th place, reflecting a drop in global
trust and confidence in the country’s international image [10].

D.P. Sterling (2018), in his work, examines China’s use of cultural diplomacy as a means to
promote “The One Belt, One Road” initiative across Asian countries [1]. He argues that effective
cultural diplomacy facilitates not only the dissemination of Chinese culture but also contributes to
the positive perception of China’s broader economic and political agenda in the region.

Building upon this regional perspective, Xin Liu's monograph «China's Cultural Diplomacy: A
Great Leap Outward?» (2019) shifts the focus toward a global analytical framework [11]. The
author offers an alternative approach that moves beyond traditional Western interpretations of soft
power, drawing on the concepts of Orientalism, cultural hegemony, and nationalism. Through
comparative analysis of Confucius Institutes and other state and non-state initiatives, Liu explores
how Chinese cultural diplomacy is perceived across different regions, highlighting the complexities
of its reception and implementation.
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Complementing this external perspective, Chinese scholars Qin Lijie and Guo Genshan provide
an in-depth theoretical analysis of the foundations of the Chinese Communist Party’s cultural
diplomacy [12]. Their study identifies three core dimensions: philosophical and ideological
reflection, historical and cultural heritage, and practical adaptation, that together constitute the
unique model of China’s cultural diplomacy. By drawing upon the foundational concepts of
harmony and respect for diversity, this framework is articulated as a deliberate strategic tool in
navigating global ideological tensions and is becoming ever more influential in directing China's
external policy priorities.

While academic discourse increasingly addresses the concept of China’s soft power, there is
still a notable lack of comprehensive studies that examine cultural diplomacy as a structured and
intentional foreign policy instrument, particularly in terms of its regional applications, strategic
objectives, and operational constraints.

METHODOLOGY

The research methodology aims to identify discrepancies between the stated goals and
perceptions of Chinese cultural diplomacy, which allows us to critically assess its effectiveness and
identify factors that limit the attractiveness of Chinese soft power in Asian countries.

The methodological framework of this study is grounded in a comprehensive interdisciplinary
approach, enabling an in-depth analysis of China’s cultural diplomacy as a soft power instrument
within the context of contemporary international relations. The research critically engages with key
conceptual categories, including soft power and public diplomacy, examining their relevance to the
Chinese case. The study focuses on the differences between Western theoretical approaches and the
Chinese understanding of cultural diplomacy, in which it is viewed as a mechanism for
strengthening international influence and promoting the concept of a "peaceful rise.” Since cultural
diplomacy encompasses both ideological and institutional elements, the research employs discourse
analysis, comparative methods, as well as institutional and content analysis.

Discourse analysis is used to study official speeches of the Chinese leadership, state strategies,
programme documents and publications that shape China's foreign policy and cultural narrative.

The institutional approach allowed us to study the structure and functions of key institutions of
China's cultural diplomacy, as well as to analyse the mechanisms of state support for cultural
exports.

The study also uses a qualitative content analysis method to identify key concepts, tools and
challenges of China's cultural diplomacy in the 21st century. The analysis covers about 30 sources
for the period 2015-2024, including official speeches of Chinese leaders, strategic documents and
media materials. The content analysis was conducted manually and based on an inductive coding
approach, with a focus on identifying recurring narratives, terminological patterns, reflecting the
projection of soft power and China's international image formation.

The methodological tools outlined above provided a comprehensive examination of the topic
under study, making it possible to identify not only the peculiarities of the Chinese model of
cultural diplomacy, but also its strengths and weaknesses in the context of global competition for
influence.

It is important to note that this study is accompanied by a number of limitations that may affect
the completeness of the analysis. The main sources of information are official statements and
strategic documents of the People's Republic of China, access to which is limited and often
accompanied by one-sided interpretation. The ideological orientation of Chinese sources reduces
their objectivity and complicates independent content analysis. In addition, the open source
materials poorly reflect the regional specifics of perception of China's cultural diplomacy at the
local level. A significant part of the materials used are academic articles, news publications and
official speeches, which may contain elements of political bias, which was taken into account when
interpreting the data.
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RESULTS

The analysis has shown that China’s cultural diplomacy in the 21st century is institutionalized
and has become an integral component of its soft power strategy. The key stages of the formation
and implementation of China’s cultural diplomacy were identified, ranging from the concept of the
"harmonious society” and the rehabilitation of Confucianism to the large-scale expansion of
Confucius Institutes and projects within the framework of “The One Belt, One Road” initiative. The
Confucian tradition, emphasis on national cultural identity, and centralized cultural policy have
become defining characteristics of the Chinese model.

China's rapid economic development and the growth of its military potential at the beginning of
the 21st century led to the formation of a wary attitude towards Beijing on the part of the
international community. The perception of the “Chinese threat” was particularly acute in the
countries directly bordering China. Recognising the high degree of sensitivity to its own
international image, the Chinese leadership came to understand the need to build a foreign policy
strategy aimed at mitigating external concerns. Within this framework, China introduced a renewed
foreign policy narrative centered on fostering mutual understanding, positioning it as a crucial
element in persuading the global community of the non-threatening and cooperative intentions
behind its ascent on the world stage. In 2000, the concept of “peaceful rise” was introduced, which
was subsequently complemented by the concept of “harmonious development”, emphasising the
neighbourhood policy. This policy was focused on maintaining harmonious relations with
neighbouring states and reflected China's desire to deepen regional integration [8, p.14]. The
concepts of ‘soft power’ and cultural diplomacy have firmly entered the political discourse of the
Chinese leadership.

The concept of “soft power” formulated by the American political scientist Joseph Nye in 1990 was
an explanation of the transformation of mechanisms of influence in the international system - from
direct coercion to attraction and persuasion. J. Nye identifies culture, political ideals, and the conduct of
foreign policy as the core pillars of a nation's soft power as elements that contribute to shaping a
favorable international image and fostering goodwill among foreign publics. [13, p.2]. Describing “soft
power” as the ability to influence others without coercion, but through attraction, Nye contends that in
the realm of global politics, “soft power” is gaining prominence over “hard power,” the latter often
proving too expensive and unsustainable for many nations. A central instrument in advancing soft
power, as he notes, is public diplomacy — a practice that plays a vital role in cultivating international
relationships and shaping a supportive external climate for achieving national policy goals [13, p.3].
Involving interaction with the general public, including individuals and non-governmental
organisations, public diplomacy is aimed at conveying a country's ideas, cultural characteristics, national
interests and foreign policy goals to foreign audiences. In this context, public diplomacy is often seen as
a form of national branding or even as a kind of propaganda aimed at forming a positive image of the
state abroad. The concept of “cultural diplomacy”, in its turn, is also closely related to the concept of
soft power. Although scholars have yet to reach a consensus on a single definition, this research draws
on the perspective introduced by Milton Cummings, who characterizes cultural diplomacy as «the
exchange of ideas, information, values, systems, traditions, beliefs and other aspects of culture in order
to enhance mutual understanding between peoples» [14, p.1]. China, in an effort to mitigate the
perception of the “China threat” and change anti-Chinese sentiments, has begun to purposefully use the
tools of public, cultural diplomacy and soft power in combination - as a single strategic mechanism of
foreign policy influence.

After the introduction of the concept of soft power by J.Nye, this discourse began to actively
penetrate the Chinese academic environment as well. growing number of Chinese scholars began to
regard culture as a critical resource capable of serving as an instrument for the expansion of China's
soft power. Within this framework, cultural diplomacy started to be conceptualized both as a form
of soft power and as a distinct tool of public diplomacy. In the Chinese context, the primary
objective of the soft power strategy was to achieve international recognition and to enhance the
country's positive image on the global stage. During this period, Chinese scholars increasingly
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engaged in discussions about the so-called “Chinese model” of development as a means of
attracting global attention. Notably, in 1993, Chinese political theorist Wang Huning emphasized
that «if a country possesses a culture and ideological system worthy of admiration, other nations
will naturally seek to emulate it... thus obviating the need to rely on hard power, which is both
costly and ineffective» [15]. Many Chinese intellectuals have embraced this idea, arguing that
China’s traditional values based on virtue, benevolence and moral authority have high appeal in the
face of globalisation and growing cultural diversity. In this context, cultural diplomacy is
recognized as a valuable strategic asset with diverse advantages. Cultural diplomacy plays a vital
role in establishing positive international relations and promoting long-term harmony among
diverse ethnic and cultural communities. Through cultural exchanges, it creates an atmosphere of
mutual respect and understanding between peoples. The trust established between countries
becomes a foundation for deepening political cooperation and expanding opportunities for
economic collaboration. Moreover, this trust supports the development of security coordination
mechanisms, which is of key importance for China as it pursues its long-term strategic goals.

In May 2006, leading Chinese newspapers such as People's Daily and China Daily published
editorials titled «China promotes its culture abroad to dispel perceptions of its threat» and «Fear of
‘China threat’ is levelled by culture». These publications illustrate both the domestic and
international dimensions of China's cultural diplomacy. Domestically, there is a focus on
constructing a national identity aligned with society's evolving perceptions of China's role in the
international system. Externally, China aims to promote the Confucian principle of “harmony in
diversity” and to position itself as a major cultural and political actor amid the processes of
globalization, political multipolarity, and increasing cultural diversity [9, p. 185]. Nevertheless,
although academia has significantly contributed to shaping the discourse on soft power, the majority
of concrete initiatives in this sphere have continued to originate from the Party leadership.

The significance of soft power in China is determined by the Chinese leadership and its
assessment of the role of this strategy in foreign policy discourse. Hu Jintao was one of the first
Chinese leaders to initiate a movement towards the active use of cultural diplomacy and the
strengthening of China's soft power potential. Hu Jintao associated the great renaissance of the
Chinese nation with the prosperity of national culture, which emphasises the important role that the
Chinese leadership assigns to culture as a strategic resource for building a positive international
image through soft power mechanisms. Developing this line, Prime Minister Wen Jiabao
emphasised the need to focus on harmony as a key principle of traditional Chinese culture [9,
p.187]. The first large-scale projects to promote the image and demonstrate the cultural aspect of
China were the Olympic Games in Beijing in 2008 and the Shanghai Expo in 2010.

By the mid-2000s, the Chinese Communist Party had reached the conclusion that soft power
constituted a critical component of the country's foreign policy strategy. Strengthening cultural
influence and promoting the concept of the harmonious coexistence of nations were identified as
key means of constructing a positive international image. One of the principal objectives was to
counter the “China threat” theory, which, according to the Chinese leadership, stemmed from a lack
of understanding and the predominance of Western media narratives within the global information
space. In this context, Chinese leadership has sought to “better explain” the unique characteristics of
the PRC's domestic and foreign policies by promoting the image of a peace-loving, responsible, and
developing global power. Enhancing China's international image has also been viewed as an
instrument of domestic political regulation, aimed at strengthening the legitimacy of the Chinese
Communist Party (CCP) and mitigating the influence of Western ideologies within the country. In
2010, Hu lJintao introduced a sweeping reform agenda targeting the cultural sector, aiming to
modernize the governance of cultural affairs and enhance China’s soft power on the world stage.
This led to the rollout of multiple initiatives designed to elevate Chinese cultural presence abroad.
These included expanded cultural and academic exchange programs, the global outreach of Chinese
media, and the widespread establishment of Confucius Institutes across numerous countries [8, p.
17]. Additionally, in 2012, the China Public Diplomacy Association was founded, bringing together
leading scholars and experts in the field.
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DISCUSSION

The discussion of the results leads to the conclusion that China's cultural diplomacy strategy
constitutes a hybrid model that integrates ideological, cultural, and foreign policy instruments aimed
at constructing a positive international image of China and mitigating global apprehension
regarding its rise. However, a comparative analysis reveals significant differences between Western
and Chinese approaches to the implementation of soft power strategies. Unlike Western models,
which primarily emphasize the cultivation of an external image, the Chinese interpretation of soft
power includes a crucial inward-looking aspect: many Chinese academics emphasize that
revitalizing national culture is essential to the country's soft power strategy. Zuo Xuejin of the
Shanghai Academy of Social Sciences, for instance, argues that for a developing nation like China,
soft power plays a dual role: serving not only as a diplomatic tool abroad but also as a driver of
domestic progress and a means of reinforcing cultural identity [9, p.191]. The idea underlying the
concept of “soft power” in the Chinese context suggests that the promotion of Han culture helps to
increase its attractiveness among national minorities, which, in turn, facilitates their integration and
acceptance of Han Chinese as part of the general community. Beyond the goal of fostering national
unity, China’s soft power agenda is increasingly framed within domestic policy debates. It is
viewed as a means to promote social equity, elevate ethical norms, combat corruption, and advance
the social sciences and humanities. Together, these efforts aim to enhance the nation’s overall
competitiveness on the global stage [16, p.26]. As Barr points out in his study, another distinctive
feature of the Chinese model of soft power implementation is the emphasis on traditional rather
than modern culture as the main tool of cultural diplomacy [9, p.194]. This choice is of analytical
interest because it emphasises the specific approach of the Chinese leadership. From the point of
view of the Chinese authorities, reliance on China's many thousands of years of cultural history
allows them to demonstrate the continuity and stability of Chinese civilisation, which existed long
before the formation of modern Western states. This approach reinforces the narrative of China's
cultural identity and historical depth as an important element of its international image.

In order to promote a positive international image and gain recognition through the dissemination
of its own culture, China has been actively investing in the establishment and development of cultural
diplomacy institutions in recent decades. The Ministry of Education plays a key role in China's
cultural diplomacy system by coordinating international educational cooperation and academic
exchanges. It develops and implements programmes for Chinese students studying abroad and for
foreign students in China, including joint educational initiatives with foreign universities. Confucius
Institutes serve as key platforms for disseminating Chinese language and cultural heritage
internationally. Their primary aim is to foster mutual understanding and build positive perceptions of
China, thereby strengthening its cultural ties and diplomatic relationships with other nations. Their
activities are aimed mainly at the general public without in-depth knowledge of China and include
language courses, exhibitions, film screenings and cultural lectures [17].

Alongside the Ministry of Education, the Ministry of Culture plays a key role in advancing
cultural diplomacy. It oversees major international cultural programs, such as the Chinese Cultural
Years, which feature a diverse array of activities including art exhibitions, concerts, fashion
showcases, and sports events. The Ministry also oversees the activities of more than 20 Chinese
cultural centres abroad. These institutions serve both educational and informational purposes,
facilitating the spread of Chinese language and culture while fostering global cultural connections.
This network includes Confucius Institutes, Chinese language centers, museums, exhibitions, and
Chinese Cultural Centers. Considerable attention is also paid to supporting Chinese studies to
disseminate knowledge of China abroad.

Despite the achieved growth in global awareness of Chinese culture, the strategy being
implemented has failed to fully achieve one of its key objectives - to reduce the perception of China
as a potential threat in the international arena. This is due to the perception of the concept of soft
power and cultural diplomacy in the country's leadership circles and the level of state involvement
in soft campaigns. In China, efforts to enhance soft power are primarily guided by top leadership,
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with the unique characteristics of the Communist Party's governance shaping how the concept is
understood and applied. Chinese soft power largely relies on public diplomacy, which is closely
linked to cultural diplomacy, since many elements of public diplomacy in China are framed within
the realm of culture. China interprets cultural diplomacy not as an autonomous cultural
phenomenon but as an integral part of state ideological strategy. Recognising the key role of
cultural diplomacy in realising its own soft power, the Chinese side actively uses the term “cultural
soft power” [18, p.7]. In this context, Marxist-socialist ideas with Chinese characteristics are
regarded as an integral component of the nation’s cultural values. In contrast to the Western
approach, particularly J. Nye’s model, the People's Republic of China does not draw a strict
distinction between culture and politics, but rather views them as interrelated elements within a
unified state strategy. This integration results in the active and systematic use of cultural diplomacy
as one of the principal instruments of China's broader diplomatic efforts. In one of his works, J. Nye
criticized the Chinese approach to soft power implementation, noting that in China, the primary
sources of soft power are the state and the Communist Party, rather than civil society [19]. Such
centralised management reduces the effectiveness of cultural diplomacy, since a genuine exchange
of cultural values should come from the initiative of the civil sector and not be implemented solely
in a top-down format. Despite the Chinese Communist Party’s stated goal of making China a
dominant cultural power, their interpretation of culture is distinct within Party ideology. They see
culture as a resource that must be carefully managed, controlled, and intentionally developed. This
perspective highlights the Party’s institutionalized approach, treating culture not merely as a form of
self-expression but as a strategic instrument for strengthening internal unity and extending influence
abroad [9].

The Confucian revival can serve as a prime example of how Chinese leaders seek to manage
culture both at home and abroad. Criticism of the sage as well as his rehabilitation in Chinese
history has always been accompanied by a fair amount of official scrutiny. For instance, in 2006,
the China Confucius Foundation released a standardized image of Confucius to establish a
consistent and easily identifiable representation of him globally. Working on the advice of
Confucian scholars and even the philosopher’'s descendants, art historians, with the support of the
government, developed a portrait that would set standard criteria for the image of the sage [9]. In
addition to the image of the sage, Confucian philosophy also began to spread widely among the
masses. The reasons for the revival of interest in Confucius in contemporary China can be explained
by the socio-economic context: with the rapid growth of inequality, Confucian ideas about social
hierarchy, respect for authority, and the importance of education as a means of harmonising
relations between rich and poor become particularly attractive to the political leadership. The
Confucian tradition can partially fill both the ideological and spiritual vacuum that has emerged in
the face of large-scale transformations. Chinese leaders have successfully integrated elements of
Confucian philosophy into contemporary political discourse, emphasising its values of collectivism,
social order and moral stability as opposed to growing individualism and materialism. In this way,
China is turning to the past as a tool to comprehend and correct the challenges of the present.

The promotion and institutionalization of cultural soft power gained particular prominence
during the administration of Xi Jinping, when this dimension was elevated to the status of one of
the central instruments of China's foreign policy strategy. Emphasizing the priority of soft power
deployment, Chairman Xi stressed as early as 2014 the necessity of strengthening China’s cultural
presence. He highlighted the importance of shaping a favorable international narrative and engaging
in meaningful dialogue with global audiences [20]. Within this framework, China has actively
employed specific soft power instruments to consolidate its image as a reliable and predictable
regional leader capable of promoting sustainable development across the Asian region. A key
mechanism for advancing this strategy is the “One Belt, One Road” initiative, announced by Xi
Jinping in 2013, which functions not only as an economic undertaking, but also as a cultural and
ideological project aimed at deepening humanitarian ties and strengthening China's international
standing. Scholar Winter (2016) argues that culture and economics help to reduce suspicion and
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promote shared prosperity, and therefore it should be recognised that it is culture that forms the
basis of Chinese economic initiatives, strengthening regional ties and cultural ownership, thereby
creating conditions for mutual trust, loyalty and positive perceptions of China in Asian countries
[21]. All this together stimulates the country's economic growth.

In May 2016, Chinese President Xi Jinping emphasized that, having overcome historical
challenges such as famine and external interference, China should no longer serve as a target for
international reproach. In this context, he underscored the necessity of developing a new rhetorical
system aimed at fostering mutual understanding between China and the outside world, thereby
enhancing the influence of Chinese soft power on the global stage [18]. Considerable efforts have
been undertaken by China in pursuit of this objective.

China's economy and its soft power initiatives, particularly in Asia, have grown significantly
over time. It is important to recognize the changing perception of China in the region, where it is
seen not only as a leading lender and investor, but also as a state increasingly open to dialogue and
attentive to the interests of other countries. This transformation has helped create, strengthen and
expand broad economic partnerships while promoting cultural diplomacy through various soft
power tools. Such efforts have helped improve communication, promote cultural exchanges, and
enhance China's reputation in Asia. Currently, “The Belt and Road” Initiative serves as a major
platform for deepening the internationalization of Chinese culture, not only through the acceleration
of economic integration, but also through the expansion of interpersonal exchanges, infrastructure
development, and other initiatives. Through the strategic application of cultural diplomacy as a soft
power tool, China has significantly fostered cultural awareness and generated growing interest in its
development model and cultural heritage.

However, as Barr notes, the deployment of soft power resources cannot be equated with the
actual attainment of soft power outcomes [9]. Despite China's active promotion of the soft power
concept and its efforts to cultivate an attractive international image, a number of domestic issues
significantly undermine confidence in its foreign policy narratives. The dissonance between the
official discourse portraying China as a "harmonious and peace-loving neighbor” and internal
realities, such as the Uyghur and Tibetan issues, human rights violations, the existence of so-called
"re-education camps,” and the unresolved status of Taiwan, raises serious doubts about the sincerity
and coherence of Chinese diplomacy. When declared values and actual practices diverge, external
audiences increasingly perceive the PRC’s public diplomacy not as a genuine manifestation of
cultural dialogue, but rather as a form of propaganda. This gap creates major challenges for
enhancing China’s favorable global reputation and reduces the impact of its cultural and public
diplomacy efforts. As J. Mattern points out, soft power is fundamentally relational: its success relies
not only on a country's goals but also on how these are received and interpreted by foreign
audiences [9]. In other words, for a force to be recognized as “soft”, both the initiator and the
recipient must acknowledge it as such. In the context of China, there exists a noticeable imbalance
between Beijing’s subjective perception of its strategy and the actual international reception of its
efforts. Although China actively promotes a narrative centered on peaceful development, cultural
exchange, and good neighborliness, it often neglects to adequately account for the reactions and
expectations of external audiences — particularly against the backdrop of acute domestic political
issues. This divergence between proclaimed values and the external perception of Beijing’s actions
undermines confidence in China as a responsible and respectful international actor, thereby
diminishing the credibility and overall effectiveness of its soft power strategy on the global stage.

CONCLUSION

With the beginning of the policy of reform and openness, peace and development became the
main trends for China, which actualized the need for cultural exchange and integration. Against this
background, the role of cultural diplomacy has intensified, especially in the context of deepening
globalization. The expansion of cultural exchanges with different nations is reshaping international
cultural relations, making the role of “soft power” increasingly significant within China’s foreign
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policy framework. Building friendships and fostering mutual understanding among peoples are
viewed as key elements in safeguarding national security and upholding the principle of peaceful
coexistence, which forms the foundation of China’s diplomatic approach. Importantly, the long-
term success of Chinese soft power depends on its ability to articulate a positive vision. However,
various challenges make it difficult to promote the Chinese concept of cultural diplomacy based on
the principle of harmony, and are exacerbated by the lack of a mature theoretical base within the
PRC itself.

In response to these challenges, the Chinese side must strengthen cultural diplomacy on the
basis of openness, mutual benefit and respect for civilizational diversity. It is necessary to adapt the
promotion of “The Belt and Road” Initiative to the cultural and historical characteristics of partner
countries, as well as promote Chinese culture as a platform for intercivilization dialogue.

Thus, the analysis of the strategies and mechanisms for the implementation of China’s cultural
diplomacy as an instrument of “soft power” demonstrates the steady desire of the PRC to form a
positive image on the world stage and strengthen its influence in the context of global competition.
The peculiarity of the Chinese approach lies in the close relationship between politics and culture,
as well as in the institutionalized model of managing cultural initiatives, where the state plays a key
role. Despite large-scale efforts, challenges related to internal contradictions and international
criticism continue to limit the effectiveness of Chinese “soft power”. By consistently advocating the
principles of collectivism, harmony, and mutual respect, alongside enhancing transparency and
accountability, China’s cultural diplomacy strategy holds the potential to evolve into a vital
component of enduring foreign policy influence in the 21st century.

Future research may concentrate on the comparative effectiveness of Chinese cultural
diplomacy across diverse regions and the transformative role of digital technologies in shaping soft
power instruments. Particular attention to non-state actors could also yield new insights into the
evolution of China’s international image.

THE POLICY OF MODERNIZATION

Abstract

The research is devoted to understanding the meaning and content of the political science
foundations of the modernization processes of value orientations in the public consciousness. The
importance of approaches of socio-cultural influence on the policy of modernization of values is
emphasized, the main content of the category “values” is revealed, technologies for comparing
international experience in valuing values are developed. The necessity of a modern attitude of
public consciousness to the processes of modernization is substantiated and moral principles that
could become the basis of a new value system of a modernizing society are proposed. A significant
aspect is the revised version of modernization theory, which integrates socio-economic
development, cultural changes, and democratization into a single process of human development.
The article also examines the socio-cultural framework of any community, which defines moral
norms, customs and forms of behavior, forming the cultural paradigm of society. The relevance of
the research is determined by the need to transfer values from generation to generation, creating the
basis of a social organization. The purpose of the study is to examine the policy of value
modernization in the public consciousness, as well as a comparative analysis of international
experience.

The authors conducted an analysis of global changes caused by modernization, which led to a
revision of traditional values and the formation of new patterns of behavior. This article examines
the key aspects of value modernization based on international practice and theoretical approaches.

The authors of the article consider combinations of traditions and innovations, the role of
technological progress, social values and ethics, as well as the influence of the West and the
preservation of identity. The work highlights the role and place of the evolution and modernization
of values on the processes of “Ruhani Zhangyru”.

TRANSFORMATION OF THE SYSTEM
OF POLITICAL VALUES OF KAZAKHSTANIS:
CONCEPTUAL ANALYSIS OF THE RESULTS OF R.RONALD INGLEHART'S
SOCIOLOGICAL RESEARCH

Abstract

The process of globalization and socio-economic changes at the present stage have a significant
impact on the system of political values of states and societies. Especially for the countries of the
post-Soviet space, the transformation of political culture and value orientations has become an
urgent object of study. The political values of Kazakhstan's society have also undergone significant
changes in recent decades and are undergoing a process of adaptation to a new political reality.

This article analyzes the transformation of the system of political values in Kazakhstan and the
level of civic activity. The study used the results of the World Values Survey (WVS) social surveys
conducted in 2011 and 2018 and the Friedrich Ebert Foundation. Based on the conceptual
methodology of Ronald Inglehart, changes in the political values of Kazakhstanis and their
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manifestations in society were evaluated. The results of the study show the conservative nature of
political values in Kazakhstan's society, where family values, hard work and social justice prevail.
Although the indicators of political activity are low, in recent years there has been a development of
online petitions and forms of civic participation. The fight against corruption and economic growth
remains the main priorities for the population.
