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FAMILY AS A RESOURCE OR BARRIER:
THE IMPACT OF TRADITIONS AND SOCIO-ECONOMIC STATUS
ON EDUCATIONAL OUTCOMES

Abstract

Amid growing educational inequality in post-Soviet countries, including Kazakhstan, the family
remains one of the key factors shaping a child's academic trajectory. This study aims to analyze how
family traditions, parenting attitudes, and the socio-economic status of parents can both facilitate and
hinder children's educational success. The research uses a mixed-methods approach: on the one hand,
semi-structured interviews were conducted with nine parents representing different regions, types of
settlements, and social strata; on the other hand, a survey of 132 parents of schoolchildren in Almaty
was conducted, providing quantitative support and confirmation of the patterns identified. Special
attention was given to cultural components such as gender roles in the family, perceptions of
education as a value, types of parental motivation, and strategies of interaction with schools. The
results show that the family can act both as a resource and as a barrier to a child’s educational
trajectory. Key factors that determine the nature of this influence include: family income level, type of
school, cultural attitudes toward the parental role in education, and internal motivation and
adaptability to new conditions. Particularly striking are the differences between families oriented
toward long-term educational investment and those whose strategy is limited to surviving under
current conditions. The article highlights the need for a comprehensive approach to educational policy
that considers not only families’ material resources but also cultural patterns, parenting practices, and
gender aspects of parental involvement. The practical significance of this work lies in its applicability
for the development of parent education programs, school-based support services, targeted assistance
for vulnerable families, and initiatives aimed at reducing the socio-educational gap in Kazakhstan.

Introduction

Educational inequality remains one of the most persistent social problems in contemporary
societies, particularly in countries experiencing rapid socio-economic transformation. In Kazakhstan,
despite the formal commitment to equal educational opportunities, students’ academic achievements
and educational trajectories continue to vary considerably depending on their family background.
Such disparities are associated not only with differences in parental income and educational
attainment but also with family traditions, parenting practices, cultural norms, and expectations
regarding education. Consequently, the family should be viewed not merely as a source of economic
support but as a complex social institution that shapes children's educational opportunities through
multiple mechanisms.

The significance of this issue has attracted considerable attention in international sociological
research. Contemporary studies demonstrate that socio-economic status remains one of the strongest
predictors of educational attainment, influencing access to high-quality schools, private tutoring,
digital resources, and extracurricular activities [1], [2]. Research on family structure further suggests
that children from single-parent or unstable family environments often demonstrate lower academic
performance compared to their peers from stable two-parent households [3], [4]. However, scholars
increasingly argue that educational outcomes cannot be explained solely by economic resources or
family composition. The quality of parent-child relationships, parental involvement in education, and
family expectations frequently have an equally significant impact on academic success [5], [6].

The theoretical foundation for understanding these processes is largely derived from Pierre
Bourdieu’s theory of social reproduction, which emphasizes the role of cultural and social capital in
maintaining educational inequalities across generations [7, p.71]. According to this perspective, families
transmit not only economic resources but also values, behavioural patterns, educational aspirations, and
cultural competencies that facilitate academic achievement. Empirical studies support this argument,
demonstrating that families with similar economic resources often produce different educational
outcomes because of differences in cultural capital and parental educational strategies [8-10].
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Consequently, educational success should be understood as the result of interactions between economic,
cultural, and social resources rather than as a direct consequence of financial status alone.

Recent studies have also highlighted the growing importance of contextual factors associated with
digitalization, migration, and regional inequalities. Research indicates that disparities in school
quality, access to educational resources, and digital technologies significantly influence educational
opportunities [11, p.32; 12]. The COVID-19 pandemic further exposed inequalities related to internet
access and digital competencies, disproportionately affecting low-income, migrant, and rural families.
Similarly, studies on migration suggest that educational outcomes are shaped not only by material
conditions but also by parental aspirations and family strategies aimed at social mobility [13], [14].
Migrant families frequently demonstrate high educational motivation and active parental engagement,
while economically vulnerable households may prioritize short-term economic survival over long-
term educational investments.

These issues are particularly relevant in Kazakhstan, where traditional family structures
characterized by strong intergenerational ties coexist with modern parenting practices and changing
gender roles. In many households, mothers continue to bear primary responsibility for children's
education, whereas fathers often remain less involved in everyday educational activities [5], [6]. At
the same time, processes of modernization, urbanization, internal migration, and increasing social
differentiation have transformed family practices and educational expectations. As a result,
contemporary Kazakhstani families combine traditional and modern approaches to child-rearing,
creating diverse patterns of educational support and socialization.

Despite the growing body of international and national research, important gaps remain in the
existing literature. Previous studies have generally examined socio-economic status, family structure,
cultural capital, parental involvement, and migration separately [15, p. 330]. Limited attention has
been devoted to understanding how these factors interact simultaneously within the family
environment, particularly in post-Soviet societies such as Kazakhstan. Consequently, there remains a
lack of integrative research that considers family traditions, socio-economic conditions, and parental
practices within a single analytical framework.

This study addresses this gap by examining the family as both a resource and a potential barrier to
educational success. The research hypothesis suggests that family influence on educational outcomes
is mediated by cultural and parental practices, whereby families possessing higher levels of cultural
capital and active parental involvement are more likely to promote academic achievement, even under
relatively constrained socio-economic conditions. Conversely, rigid traditional norms, limited parental
participation, and restricted cultural resources may increase the likelihood of educational
disadvantage.

The aim of the study is to analyse how family traditions and parents’ socio-economic status
influence students’ educational outcomes in Kazakhstan. By exploring the interaction between
structural and cultural factors, the research contributes to broader debates on educational inequality
and social reproduction while providing evidence relevant for educational and social policy. The
scientific novelty of the study lies in its integrated examination of economic and cultural capital and
their combined influence on parental strategies and children’s educational trajectories. Through the
combination of quantitative and qualitative evidence, the research seeks to provide a more
comprehensive understanding of the mechanisms through which family factors shape educational
opportunities and inequalities in contemporary Kazakhstan.

Research methodology
This study used a qualitative data collection method through semi-structured interviews. The use

of a mixed-methods design is justified by the need to capture both subjective meanings and
measurable patterns of parental behavior. While qualitative interviews allow for an in-depth
understanding of family values and educational strategies, the quantitative survey provides
generalizable insights and enables statistical verification of observed trends. The goal was to examine
how family traditions, values, and socioeconomic status influence parents' educational attitudes and

practices. This approach allowed for the documentation of individual interpretations and meanings
that participants assign to their parenting strategies. It also provided insight into how these meanings
connect to their wider social and cultural context. A total of nine parents took part in the study. They
lived in both urban and rural areas and came from different socio-economic backgrounds. The
sampling strategy was purposeful and focused on maximum variation. Selection criteria included type
of settlement (urban or rural), socio-economic status, presence or absence of migration experience,
and the types of educational institutions their children attended. Among the nine respondents:

1. Three participants live in rural areas. All of them share similar socio-economic conditions
characterized by limited financial resources. Their children attend district-level public schools.

2. Six respondents are urban residents. Among them, two families are internal migrants who
relocated from rural areas to major cities in pursuit of better educational opportunities for their
children. Despite financial constraints, these families actively invest in their children’s educational
trajectories. The remaining four families are long-term urban residents, representing relatively stable
family structures. Their levels of economic well-being and approaches to education vary.

From the perspective of social stratification:

1. Three families were categorized as belonging to the «upper class» based on a combination of
indicators, including income level, parental education, and enrollment of children in private schools
offering advanced curricula.

2. Two families fall into the middle class, characterized by stable incomes and pragmatic
approaches to educational decision-making.

3. Four families were classified as below middle class; while they prioritize basic education, they

face challenges in meeting their children's educational needs.
The interviews took place between February and March 2025, both in person and partially online
through Zoom. Each interview lasted from 45 to 70 minutes. We discussed family expectations,
educational strategies, approaches to discipline, understandings of success, and views on the role of
education in a child's future. The analysis used inductive reasoning and involved thematic coding. The
coding process involved the identification of recurring themes related to educational motivation,
perceived barriers, and family support strategies. These themes were then grouped into broader
analytical categories reflecting the dual role of the family as a resource and a barrier. Initial
transcription of the interviews helped identify key themes related to viewing education as a resource,
existing barriers in educational paths, and the symbolic meaning of traditional family roles. A partial
list of interview questions covering the main themes is shown in figure 1.

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The study also conducted a survey of parents to obtain information on the degree of involvement
of parents in the education of their children and what tactics they use in the process of teaching their
children. This survey was conducted in March 2025 among parents of students of Almaty schools,
where both public and private schools were included. As a result, through the parent networks and
through the school administration, 132 parents participated in the study, all of them agreed to
participate, moreover, all ethical norms of the study were observed. The main selection criteria for
respondents were gender, age of parents and type of school. The results of the study were then
processed with SPSS version 27. Descriptive statistics and comparisons were used to obtain the main
results of the study, which helped us to identify differences in parental involvement depending on
socio-economic and institutional factors. The Pearson’s chi-square (y 2) criterion to assess the
relationship between categorical variables, including gender of parents, level of education, income
level and parental involvement in children’s education. The chi-square test was applied to examine
the statistical significance of relationships between socio-demographic variables and levels of parental
involvement, allowing for the identification of structural patterns in educational behavior. Standard
thresholds were also used to measure statistical significance. Overall, the socio-demographic structure
of the sample suggests a predominance of middle-income and relatively stable households, which
should be taken into account when interpreting the results, as it may limit the representation of more
vulnerable population groups.

Limitations of the study. Despite the advantages of a mixed-methods study, this study has several
limitations. First, a quantitative survey was conducted among parents living in Almaty and its
surroundings, which limits the generalizability of the results to other regions of Kazakhstan,
particularly remote rural areas. Moreover, the quality component is based on a limited number of
interviews and reflects parents' subjective perceptions.

Results

The analysis of interviews with Kazakhstani parents indicates a strong link between a family's
socioeconomic status and parents' involvement in their children's education. This finding aligns with
earlier research [4], [9], [10], which highlights that educational inequality often stems from family
capital, as well as economic, cultural, and social factors. Parents from high-income families usually
show a high level of academic involvement. This pattern can be explained by higher-income families'
ability to convert economic capital into educational advantages, aligning with Bourdieu’s concept of
capital transformation. They can enroll their children in private schools and provide access to tutors,
online learning tools, extracurricular activities, and educational trips. In this case, families have higher
academic standards for children and they emphasize long-term planning of their educational path to
achieve better outcomes. In middle-income families, parents are typically more practical and reactive
in their approach to education. They help with homework, engage in discussions, and attend parent-
teacher meetings. However, they often have limited resources for extra investments.

«...we’d be happy to hire tutors, but for now were trying to manage on our own. I help my son
with math myself; sometimes the older son helps the younger one actually, that works really well.
Funny thing is, the older one explains things better than we do...» (Father, 40 years old, Konaev,
middle income)

Low-income families, especially in rural areas and among recent urban migrants, are most
vulnerable and have limited access to educational resources such as digital tools, tutoring and
extracurricular activities. At the same time, this finding highlights that economic disadvantage does not
eliminate educational motivation but rather limits the available tools for its realization. Financial
constraints and low level of education are factors that affect the support of children’s education, in this
case they do not have the opportunity to invest in children’s education. But still many parents are highly
motivated and try to compensate through available means such as free cups or free school programs,
which indicates the potential for educational growth, which could be further enhanced by targeted
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government and school support. The next aspect is how traditions and gender roles also affect parents'
participation, as in our country traditional family structures often place the primary responsibility for
education on mothers and in this case fathers, are generally considered to be the main source of financial
support for their children, which limits their role in children’s lives. However, some families are moving
towards more flexible forms of education and this shift involves joint decision-making on education and
cooperation, indicating a gradual departure from traditional roles.

«My husband and | both graduated from university, so we understand how important education
is. We try to be involved together. He helps with the sciences I honestly don’t understand them at
all...» (Mother, 36 years old, Almaty, originally from Pavlodar).

The interviews also revealed statements showing the use of authoritarian parenting strategies in
some Kazakhstani families. These strategies often involve significant parental control, a focus on
obedience, and strict adherence to school and family demands. In these cases, children's motivation
may come from fear of punishment rather than from a true understanding of the value of education.
However, traditional norms do not always act as barriers. In families with a strong kinship or religious
identity, educational motivation may be deeply rooted in their value system. In these contexts, respect
for knowledge, teachers, and learning as a path to self-realization is actively encouraged and
culturally accepted.

«In our family, everyone is educated. My grandfather’s brother is an academic, and my father is
an engineer. I also completed my master’s degree abroad, and I explain to my son that education is
our path, our foundation...» (Mother, 38 years old, Almaty)

In families where educational strategies are passed down across generations, children are more
likely to have stable academic motivation, clear educational goals, and a positive view of school as a
respected institution. The cultural context affects both parenting style and the extent of family
involvement in their child's education. At the same time, the data indicate that many parental
strategies are shaped by parents' social and cultural backgrounds and their individual life paths. These
findings emphasize the need for more thoughtful, culturally aware teaching methods in schools, along
with social support that considers families' specific values.

Socio-Demographic Profile of Respondents

The study involved 132 parents living in Almaty and its suburbs. The gender distribution shows a
majority of women at 68.2%, while men make up 31.8% of the sample. Most respondents are in the
35 to 44 age group at 42.4%. Those aged 25 to 34 represent 31.1%, and individuals aged 45 to 54
account for 15.9%. The remaining age groups each have less than 10% of participants. In terms of
location, most parents live in Almaty city at 83.3%, while the suburbs make up 16.7% of the sample.
The highest number of respondents comes from the Nauryzbay district at 18.2% and the Bostandyk
district at 16.7%. This is followed by Medeu at 14.4% and Alatau at 11.4%. Data on marital status
indicates that most participants are legally married at 68.2%. Divorced individuals stand at 12.9%,
unmarried at 14.4%, and widowed participants at 4.5%. Regarding family structure, households with
one or two children are the most common at 62.1%. Families with three to four children make up
27.3%, while larger families with more than four children account for 10.6%. When it comes to
education, 69.7% of respondents have higher education degrees (bachelor’s level), 14.4% have
postgraduate qualifications, and 15.9% hold secondary vocational education. The ethnic makeup is
mainly Kazakh at 68.9%, followed by Russian at 17.4%, with other ethnic groups represented in
smaller numbers. The distribution of parents based on monthly income shows that most respondents
belong to the middle-income group. The largest share of participants, 33.3%, reported a monthly
income between 300,001 and 400,000 KZT. A significant portion, 26.5%, said their income was
between 400,001 and 500,000 KZT. Meanwhile, 13.6% of respondents reported incomes between
500,001 and 1,000,000 KZT. This means that 73.4% of respondents earn between 300,001 and
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1,000,000 KZT, indicating that a stable socio-economic group dominates the sample. Households
earning more than 1,000,000 KZT per month made up 11.4% of the sample, showing the presence of
high-income participants. Only 10 respondents, or 7.6%, reported a low income level of up to 200,000
KZT, while just 2.3% recorded an extremely low income of up to 100,001 KZT. These findings imply
that most parents have a stable income that allows for a standard or above-average quality of life. This
reflects the specific socio-economic profile of the studied population and the living conditions in
Almaty and its suburbs.

The degree of involvement of parents in educational activities was further examined with
emphasis on gender differences and how the results show differences between the roles of parents
(see Fig. 2).

The results show differences in how parents of different genders, behaviors and cultures
participate in their children’s education. Mothers are much more involved in the educational process
than fathers. This result reflects the persistence of traditional gender roles in Kazakhstani society,
where educational responsibility is primarily assigned to women. Almost half of women (47.7%)
reported active or moderate participation, compared to only 19% of men. Most fathers reported little
or no participation and the difference is significant (y2 = 22.710, df = 4, p < 0.001), indicating a
strong relationship between the gender of the parents and their involvement in education. In general,
there is limited control over children’s performance. Only 37.8% of parents reported often controlling
their children. No significant differences by sex (y2 = 3.636, p = 0.457) or age were found, indicating
that the level of involvement depends more on parental norms and trust in educational institutions
than on socio-demographic factors. Ethnic differences also indicate distinct patterns of family
responsibility for education. In Kazakh families, educational supervision is often a shared
responsibility within the extended family, with grandparents playing an important role, reflecting
traditional intergenerational practices. By contrast, Russian-speaking families report a partner model
or a lack of a clearly defined responsible adult, suggesting greater reliance on children’s autonomy or
formal education. Families of other ethnic groups exhibit greater uncertainty about roles, likely due to
migration, mixed family structures or economic instability.

Educational Attainment and Parental Involvement. Furthermore, the results demonstrate a clear
association between the educational level of respondents and the degree of their involvement in their
children’s educational process (see Figure 3).

The level of education of parents is related to how actively they participate in the education of
their children and most involved parents with higher education, more than half say that they are very
active, while about a third participate only occasionally. Parents with higher education show a
moderate level of involvement, combining active and episodic participation, but this group also has
the highest number of parents with low or absent involvement. Respondents with secondary
vocational education show an inconsistent level of involvement, and many report difficulties in
assessing their own participation. Ethnic differences underline variations in parental involvement.
Among the Kazakh parents, slightly more than half report active or moderate participation, and a
notable number are not sure of their level of participation. Russian parents show the highest overall
level of involvement: more report very active participation, and fewer experience difficulties in
assessing their role, which suggests that they have a better understanding of their responsibilities in
education. To examine the impact of family income on educational strategies, a correlation analysis
was conducted of key forms of parental investment such as supplementary education, study abroad
plans and willingness to pay for private tuition. The results show a significant relationship between
household income and parents' choices about education (see Table 1).

Parental income is closely linked to educational strategies. It shows a strong link between
household income and the planning of education abroad (p = 0.507, p < 0.001), followed by a
moderate link with the provision of additional educational resources, such as tutoring and
extracurricular activities (p = 0.391, p < 0.001). This confirms that socio-economic status directly
shapes not only access to resources but also long-term educational planning strategies within families.
There was also a weaker but still significant link with willingness to pay for private tuition (p = 0.265,
p < 0.001), indicating that economic resources influence families' ability to invest in their children’s
education. The survey also highlights different values in parenting. The most frequently emphasized
values were freedom of choice (37.9%) and adherence to family traditions (36.4%).

Figure 4 shows the distribution of key family values reported by respondents. The most
frequently mentioned principle was freedom of choice (37.9%), followed by following family
traditions (36.4%) and shows that individualistic views and the importance of cultural continuity are
still present in modern family upbringing.

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Religious upbringing was important to 31.1% of parents, pointing to the spiritual aspect of raising
children in many families. Other significant priorities included independence and critical thinking at
26.5%, as well as a focus on achievement and career at 28.0%. These reflect a societal shift toward
preparing children for a competitive environment and self-realization. More traditional values, such as
respect for elders at 23.5% and obedience and discipline at 22.7%, were chosen less often. This might
indicate a change in parenting styles, moving from an authoritarian model to a more collaborative and
conversational approach in parent-child interactions.

Discussion

The family is a complex and multi-level institution capable of both enhancing children’s
educational opportunities and reproducing existing forms of social inequality. The findings of this
study contribute to the theoretical understanding of how different forms of capital interact within the
family context, shaping not only access to educational resources but also the ability to effectively use
them. The duality of family roles is largely determined by the level of social and economic well-
being, but not limited to it, as cultural attitudes, gender roles, educational models and structure of
family relations significantly modify the influence of material resources. These studies allow to agree
with the concept of social reproduction by P. Burdje [9], according to which economic capital is
transformed into educational benefits through mechanisms of cultural and social capital. The
correlations between household income, additional educational investments and international
education strategies are supported by studies [1], [11] which also point to the key role of material
conditions for educational mobility in transition economies. However, limited economic resources do
not always imply low educational expectations or lack of involvement because parents from low-
income families, especially migrants and rural residents, often demonstrate a high level of moral
support and strategic motivation. This suggests that cultural capital can partially compensate for
economic disadvantage, although such compensation remains structurally constrained. This is
consistent with studies that highlight the compensatory role of cultural and value settings in
conditions of physical deprivation [2], [11]. The real educational potential of such families is limited
by a lack of knowledge, digital resources and institutional support, which corresponds to the
conclusions of Kopeyeva [4].

Further in families with a formed «educational culture» that includes respect for knowledge,
interstellar academic biographies, regular intellectual practices shows the combination of long-term
planning, involved behavior and career guidance strategies, and these results are correlated with
Cheung’s studies [8], which show that cultural practices within the family enhance economic resource
effects. The main burden of accompanying the educational process falls on the mothers, while the
participation of fathers is much lower and often limited to financial security and the trend is
confirmed by observations from Nurekenova [7] on the gender asymmetry in parental responsibilities
and is consistent with international studies that confirm that it is mothers who most often act as
mediators between school and family [12]. However, a number of families show signs of moving
towards a partnership model based on sharing responsibilities and joint decision-making, which
correlates with conclusions [3] about the importance of supportive relationships and the role of
«significant others» for children’s school involvement. Also further autonomy and critical thinking
highlighted by a large part of the respondents, indicates a gradual departure from authoritarian models
of upbringing. At the same time, a strong orientation to family traditions and religious values is
maintained, which is confirmed by the conclusions of Puzikova, S. [15] on the hybridity of modern
Kazakh family cultures, combining traditional and modernizing elements. The ethnic differences in
how responsibility for education is shared show that family organization varies. Kazakh families tend
to involve the extended family with shared responsibility. In contrast, Russian-speaking families often
follow a partnership model, but a higher percentage of them lack a responsible adult. These findings
align with international studies that highlight the link between family structure, cultural norms, and
educational inclusion, and they also add to research on internal migration in Kazakhstan [6], [14]. The
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results indicate that families play a crucial role in shaping a child's educational path. A family's
contribution is influenced not only by income but also by educational culture, gender norms,
participation of the extended family [1], [5], [13] and migration and regional factors. This is in line
with studies on how families affect educational outcomes. It also underscores the importance of
considering Kazakhstan's cultural specifics when developing educational policies. Moreover, the
results of the study provide an assessment of the proposed research hypothesis, which assumed that
the influence of the family on children’s educational outcomes is not limited only to socio-economic
status. On the contrary, it depends on cultural capital, parental practices and gender models of
participation. The results of analyses using mixed methods largely confirm this hypothesis. While
material resources are important for providing access to educational opportunities, they do not
automatically lead to academic success. Their effectiveness depends on how families use cultural
norms, educational values and parenting strategies. Meanwhile, the results show that cultural and
motivational resources can help offset limited economic resources, especially in migrant and rural
families. However, this assistance remains limited by institutional and structural barriers. Thus, the
hypothesis is confirmed by some contextual observations that emphasize the mediating rather than the
deterministic role of the socio-economic status of the family in educational outcomes.

Conclusion

The study's findings provided a clear answer to the research question. Analyzing interview and
survey data showed that the family can serve both as a strong resource and as a major barrier in a child's
education. The scientific contribution of this study lies in demonstrating that the influence of the family
on educational outcomes is not linear but mediated by the interaction between socio-economic
conditions and cultural practices. The research also provides empirical evidence from Kazakhstan that
expands existing theories of social reproduction by incorporating the role of family traditions and
gender norms in shaping educational trajectories. The socio-economic status of parents is a major factor
that affects children’s access to quality education, including access to private schools, tutors, language
schools and access to new technologies and digital resources. Subsequently, this influence is related to
educational expectations and in general on the involvement of parents and their support. The logical
conclusion is that families with a more stable financial situation have a more active position. However,
in the first case parents are motivated to use available free aspects and provide more emotional support
for their children, but due to time resources this support is not universal. The study confirmed that in
most Kazakhstani families, women usually bear the responsibility for education, while men often stay
away from the learning process. This situation not only perpetuates gender inequality but also restricts
the family's role in the child's educational development. Meanwhile, more flexible roles observed in
some families lead to better interactions with educational institutions. The influence of where families
live and their migration status is also important. Internal migrants, despite lacking resources, are very
involved in their children's education, using motivation and values as compensatory tools. In contrast,
rural families face structural, organizational, and cultural barriers that need focused attention from
educational policies. Therefore, in Kazakhstan, the family is a complex social institution. Its impact on
education is shaped not only by income but also by parenting culture, gender roles, family structure, and
educational goals. The family becomes a resource when financial stability aligns with a thoughtful
parental approach, high expectations, and cultural backing. However, when resources are limited and
parental involvement is low, particularly in light of traditional views on parental roles, the family tends
to act as a barrier, reinforcing educational inequality.

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CIVIL SOCIETY IN KAZAKHSTAN: AN EMPIRICAL ANALYSIS BASED
ON THE PERSPECTIVES OF SMALL BUSINESS REPRESENTATIVES

Abstract

Modern society is described through various concepts such as «civil», «post-industrial»,
«informational», and «inclusive». The comparative characteristics of these types of societies reflect the
specific features of each of them, while at the same time there is a certain interconnection between them.
It is of particular interest to analyze the historical, cultural, socio-economic, and political-legal
conditions shaping the regional characteristics of individual countries, taking into account the diversity
of development in modern societies.

Many studies examine the social responsibility of small businesses; however, insufficient attention
has been paid to the political views of small business representatives and the political aspects of their
social responsibility. The main objective of this study is an empirical analysis of the contribution of
small businesses to the formation of civil society in Kazakhstan, since the development of their social
responsibility is an important criterion of civil society. The study also aims to identify ideological
priorities and development prospects based on the perspectives of small business representatives.

The article examines the stages of civil society development in Kazakhstan, the features of the
market economy, the role of small business as an important potential of modern society, and issues
related to the democratization of society as a whole. The current state of civil society in Kazakhstan is
analyzed based on the results of a survey conducted among small business entities. The research was
carried out using a quantitative method, and 701 respondents participated in the survey.

The results of the study revealed that representatives of small businesses consider the development
of a society that fosters civic consciousness to be one of the most important ideological issues for
Kazakhstani society. The study also showed that, in addition to economic responsibility, small business
owners are concerned with issues related to civil society. Although small business entities differ in their
characteristics, they also engage with political criteria of social responsibility. It was established that the
social responsibility of small businesses is perceived as a comprehensive process aimed not only at
economic efficiency but also at social stability and the development of civil society.

Abstract

The article examines the development of e-commerce in the Republic of Kazakhstan as not only an
economic but also an institutional and social process. The purpose of the study is to assess
comprehensively the current dynamics, structural constraints, and long-term prospects of trade
digitalization. Methodologically, the research relies on secondary data analysis, including official
statistics of the Bureau of National Statistics of Kazakhstan for 2022—-2024, payment statistics of the
National Bank of Kazakhstan, and analytical reports of the OECD, the World Bank, and UNCTAD. The
data are interpreted through dynamic, comparative-institutional, and socio-economic analysis. The
findings demonstrate that in 2022-2024 the share of e-commerce in total retail trade increased from
12.5% to 14.1%, while market volume rose from KZT 1,963.5 billion to KZT 3,156.4 billion. At the
same time, the share of marketplaces expanded from 56.9% to 84.9%, indicating a clear trend toward
platformization. In 2024, 87% of the population’s payment transactions by volume were cashless,
reflecting the institutional maturity of digital payment infrastructure. However, the study also reveals
persistent digital divides between urban and rural areas, uneven logistics quality across regions, and
insufficient trust and legal certainty as factors constraining inclusive e-commerce growth. The article
concludes that sustainable development of e-commerce in Kazakhstan requires stronger competition
policy, enhanced data security, balanced development of logistics and telecommunications
infrastructure, and the improvement of entrepreneurs’ digital capabilities.

THE SOCIAL IMPACT OF DIGITAL MEDIA ON COMMUNICATION CULTURE
IN SCHOOL

Abstract

This article analyzes the characteristics of social media, messenger, short-video service, and
multiplayer gaming platform use among adolescents aged 10-17 in the city of Almaty. The study is
based on the Uses and Gratifications and Affordance theories; however, digital channels are not
viewed as an external force influencing children, but rather as a communication environment
integrated into everyday peer interaction practices.

In May 2025, a survey was conducted through Google Forms involving 65 respondents;
depending on the question, the number of valid responses ranged from 62 to 64. The empirical
findings showed that, for the surveyed group, the internet has gone beyond being merely a leisure tool
and has become a channel for obtaining information, self-presentation, communication with peers,
and participation in group activities.
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A statistically significant relationship was identified between participation in multiplayer games
and the evaluation of friendships (3> = 7.69; p = 0.021). At the same time, a weak but significant
correlation was observed between feeling more comfortable expressing oneself online and
experiencing loneliness more frequently (p = -0.279; p = 0.027).

The findings highlight the importance of ensuring that media education in schools is not limited
to technical skills alone, but is also combined with emotional support, digital ethics, and the culture of
safe communication.

DIGITAL RECONSTRUCTION OF ETHNIC IDENTITY:
DISCURSIVE PRACTICES ON THREADS

Abstract
The article analyzes the digital reconstruction of ethnic identity of Kazakhs in the city of Almaty
on the platform Threads. The aim of the study is to identify how urban environment, internal
migration experience and language practices participate in the discourse-based construction of social
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belonging. The empirical base comprised 139 public publications and 649 comments collected
between October 2025 and March 2026. Quantitative calculations are performed on the publication
array (N = 139), while comments are used for in-depth interpretation of interactive and evaluation
strategies. The methodology combines qualitative content analysis, elements of discursive analysis,
frequency distributions, cross tables, y 2-Pearson criteria, V Kramer, identity intensity index and
Shannon diversity index. The results of the study show that the most common form is a hybrid
identity combining traditional, urban and digital ways of self-positioning. There is a significant link
between language practice and the type of identity; the direct impact of migration status has been less
pronounced and requires careful interpretation. The evidence suggests that language choice in digital
communication serves not only a communicative but also a symbolic function, serving as a
mechanism for expressing cultural identity and social standing. Analysis of comments showed that
identity construction processes are interactive and formed through public negotiations on the meaning
of language, urban culture and perceptions of "kazakhstan". Research shows that Threads is not just a
channel of communication, but a space for public agreement "Kazakhstan", urban experience and
symbolic boundaries of belonging.

Abstract

The article examines the influence of artificial intelligence on youth employment strategies
through post-anthropocentrism, digital ontology, task-based labour analysis and career adaptability
theory.

The study does not present survey or experimental findings; rather, it offers a theoretical synthesis
of international scholarship and official analytical reports on the changing conditions of labour market
entry. The material was selected from peer-reviewed articles, monographs, OECD, ILO and World
Economic Forum reports, as well as official labour-market statistics of Kazakhstan published between
1994 and 2025.

The synthesis suggests that Al affects young jobseekers through three interrelated mechanisms: it
reshapes the task structure of entry-level work; it strengthens algorithmic visibility through CVs, online
profiles, portfolios and assessment scores; and it shifts youth strategies from diploma-centred job
seeking toward lifelong learning, Al literacy, portfolio-based self-presentation and data ethics. In
Kazakhstan, relatively stable unemployment indicators do not remove the risks linked to digital
mediation, regional disparities and unequal access to quality first jobs. The article argues that Al should
be understood neither as an automatic replacement threat nor as a universally emancipatory tool, but as a
socio-technical environment whose effects depend on institutional design and policy choices.

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MEDIA EDUCATION AND DIGITAL MEDIA SECURITY OF KAZAKHSTANI YOUTH

Abstract

The article analyzes the sociological role of media education in strengthening digital media
security among young people in Kazakhstan. The purpose of the study is to conceptualize media
education not only as a set of technical skills or fact-checking procedures, but also as a social
mechanism for developing informational resilience, responsible communication, and civic
participation in a mediatized society. The article is based on a scientific-analytical design that
combines conceptual analysis, problem-comparative interpretation, and theoretical model-building.
The theoretical framework draws on media literacy studies, critical media education, mediatization
theory, uses and gratifications research, communication power theory, and recent scholarship on
misinformation and digital risks. Publicly available analytical data on Kazakhstan’s digital
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environment are used to situate the argument in the national context. The analysis shows that young
people’s digital media security should be understood as a three-level phenomenon: cognitive security,
related to source evaluation and resistance to manipulation; institutional security, dependent on the
coordination of education, family, media policy, and digital platforms; and ethical-communicative
security, involving digital responsibility, personal data safety, and respectful online participation. The
article argues that the rapid expansion of internet and social media use in Kazakhstan creates new
educational and civic opportunities, while also increasing exposure to disinformation, emotional
manipulation, algorithmic enclosure, and unsafe data practices. The scholarly contribution of the
article lies in proposing a multi-level model of media education as a social infrastructure for youth
media security.

Introduction

Digital communication has changed the conditions under which people receive information, learn,
express opinions, build identities, and participate in public life. Kazakhstan is deeply involved in this
transformation. DataReportal's "Digital 2026: Kazakhstan" report states that there were 19.5 million
internet users in Kazakhstan at the end of 2025, with internet penetration reaching 93.4 percent of the
total population; the same report identifies 16.9 million social media user identities in October 2025 [1].
These figures should not be read as technical statistics alone. They indicate that digital communication
has become an everyday social environment in which young people study, maintain relationships,
consume news, respond to public events, and construct images of themselves and others.

The same process creates a new problem for sociology and education: media security can no
longer be understood only as protection of networks, devices, and state information infrastructure.
Technical cybersecurity remains necessary, yet it does not explain why young people trust misleading
information, repost emotionally charged messages, reveal personal data, or remain within
algorithmically narrowed information flows. Digital media security is therefore a question of social
behavior, educational preparation, institutional coordination, and communicative ethics. A young
person is not merely a recipient of messages produced by professional media. In the platform
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environment, he or she is also a distributor, commentator, content producer, and visible participant in
public communication.

UNESCO defines media and information literacy as a complex set of competencies that enables
citizens to access, evaluate, use, create, and communicate information critically and ethically
[2, p.112]. This definition is important because it moves media education beyond a narrow
pedagogical interpretation and links it with democratic participation, social responsibility, and
resilience to manipulation. Kazakhstan's cybersecurity agenda also emphasizes the importance of
awareness, human capital, and the formation of information security culture [3]. However, a secure
digital society cannot be built through infrastructure and regulation alone. It requires citizens who are
able to assess sources, understand media formats, recognize manipulation, protect their personal data,
and communicate responsibly.

The broader digital transformation of Kazakhstan strengthens the urgency of this issue.
International assessments point to rapid development of online services, public-sector platforms,
business digitalization, and connectivity in the country [4, p.13]. At the same time, the Bureau of
National Statistics regularly publishes indicators on internet use, ICT purposes, and the digital literacy
of the population, which confirms that digitalization is not only an economic or technological process
but also a social one [5]. The sociological significance of this transformation lies in the fact that
access to the internet does not automatically produce critical autonomy. A digitally connected young
person may still remain vulnerable to misinformation, manipulative design, peer pressure, aggressive
communication, or data extraction.

One of the most serious risks in this environment is the increasing complexity of disinformation.
Wardle and Derakhshan describe information disorder as a broad phenomenon that includes
misinformation, disinformation, and malinformation; each of these forms may damage public trust
and distort collective understanding [6, p.57]. For young audiences, misleading content often arrives
not through traditional news media, but through short videos, influencers, memes, messenger
channels, comment threads, or algorithmically selected recommendations. This means that media
education must go beyond the traditional task of teaching students to "read media texts". It should also
help them understand platforms, visual persuasion, emotional framing, the interests of content
producers, and the social mechanisms by which information circulates.

Scientific literature offers several approaches to this problem. Livingstone connects media
literacy with access, analysis, evaluation, and content creation in the context of new communication
technologies [7, p.9]. Buckingham argues that media education should not isolate young people from
media culture, but should help them understand and critically engage with it [8, p.117]. Hobbs links
digital and media literacy with classroom practice, civic participation, and cultural understanding
[9, p.123]. Critical media literacy emphasizes that media texts are not neutral containers of
information; they are constructed through social interests, power relations, commercial logic, and
cultural codes [10, p. 61]. Together, these approaches make it possible to understand media education
as a sociological mechanism that connects individual competence with institutional responsibility.

The purpose of this article is to analyze the role of media education in shaping digital media
security among Kazakhstani youth. The article addresses the following research question: how can
media education function as a social infrastructure that reduces digital risks and strengthens
responsible media participation among young people in Kazakhstan? The analytical proposition is that
media education contributes to media security only when it simultaneously develops cognitive skills,
institutional support, and ethical-communicative responsibility. To develop this proposition, the
article pursues three tasks: first, to clarify the conceptual relationship between media education and
media security; second, to identify key digital risks affecting young people; and third, to propose a
multi-level model of media education suitable for the Kazakhstani context.

Research methodology
This article is designed as a scientific-analytical study. It does not present the results of a new
survey or interview project. Instead, it develops a conceptual and sociological interpretation based on
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academic literature, international recommendations, official and open analytical data, and
contemporary studies of misinformation. This design was chosen deliberately because digital media
security is not a single measurable variable. It emerges at the intersection of technological
infrastructure, media policy, education, platform architecture, family practices, civic culture, and
everyday user behavior. Before conducting a narrower empirical measurement, it is necessary to
clarify the structure of the problem, the categories used to describe it, and the mechanisms through
which media education may influence youth media practices.

The empirical background of the article is limited to publicly available contextual data. The first
contextual source is DataReportal's 2026 country report on Kazakhstan, which provides current
indicators of internet penetration and social media use. The second contextual source is Kazakhstan's
cybersecurity policy framework, which places human awareness and information security culture
among the elements of national digital security. The third contextual source is the OECD analysis of
Kazakhstan's digital transformation, which situates the country's digital development within broader
institutional and economic reforms. The fourth contextual source is the Bureau of National Statistics,
whose ICT tables include indicators such as the share of internet users, the purposes of internet use,
and the level of digital literacy of the population. These sources do not replace field research, but they
help explain why youth media security has become a sociologically relevant issue in Kazakhstan.

The academic source base was selected according to three criteria. The first criterion was
theoretical significance. This group included works on media literacy, critical media education,
participatory culture, mediatization, audience motivation, and communication power. These sources
provide the conceptual framework for understanding young people not as passive recipients of media
influence, but as active subjects who interpret, produce, and redistribute media content. The second
criterion was explanatory relevance to contemporary informational risks. This group included studies
of misinformation, fake news, psychological susceptibility to false information, correction effects, and
media literacy interventions. The third criterion was applicability to educational and policy
discussion. This group included international recommendations and studies that can inform
curriculum design, media pedagogy, and civic education.

Three analytical procedures were used. First, conceptual analysis was applied to define the
relationship between media education, media literacy, media security, disinformation, digital
responsibility, and informational resilience. In this article, media education is understood as the
organized process of developing knowledge, skills, values, and habits necessary for critical and
responsible participation in media environments. Media literacy refers to the practical competencies
that allow individuals to access, analyze, evaluate, create, and share information. Media security is
understood as the condition in which individuals and institutions can participate in media
communication without being systematically exposed to manipulation, harmful content circulation,
unsafe data practices, or communicative aggression. Informational resilience refers to the capacity of
individuals and groups to resist, correct, and recover from misleading or manipulative information.

Second, problem-comparative analysis was used to classify youth digital risks into cognitive,
institutional, social, and ethical dimensions. Cognitive risks include false information, distorted
context, weak source evaluation, and emotional persuasion. Institutional risks arise when schools,
universities, families, media organizations, and public policy operate separately and fail to produce a
coherent culture of media responsibility. Social risks include polarization, group pressure, online
hostility, and the reduction of public discussion to emotional reactions. Ethical risks concern personal
data, digital footprints, online reputation, and responsibility for shared content.

Third, model-building was used to formulate a three-level model of media education as a condition
of digital media security. The model is not presented as a statistical typology. It is an analytical
framework that can guide future empirical research, curriculum design, and policy discussion. It
contains three interconnected levels: cognitive security, institutional security, and ethical-
communicative security. Each level has its own educational mechanisms and expected social outcomes.
This model is especially relevant for Kazakhstan because youth media practices are shaped by high
digital connectivity, multilingual information flows, and strong platform-based communication.
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The theoretical framework combines three lines of research. The first is media literacy theory,
which focuses on competencies needed to access, evaluate, interpret, create, and share media content
responsibly [11, p. 96]. The second is mediatization theory, which explains how media become
embedded in social institutions and everyday life. Couldry and Hepp argue that social reality is
increasingly constructed through mediated practices [12, p.110], while Hjarvard describes the media
as agents of social and cultural change [13, p.128]. The third line is uses and gratifications research,
which studies why audiences choose particular media and what needs these media fulfill [14, p.519].
This combination makes it possible to connect media security with youth motivation, institutional
structures, and the cultural logic of platforms.

The limitation of the study should be clearly stated. Since the article does not include original
respondent data, its conclusions should not be interpreted as statistical generalizations about all
Kazakhstani youth. They are conceptual and analytical propositions grounded in existing literature and
open contextual data. This limitation also defines the ethical status of the research: no personal data
were collected, no minors or students were surveyed, and no confidential information was processed.
The value of the article lies in clarifying the sociological logic of media education as a security resource
and in proposing a framework that can be tested and developed in future empirical research.

Results

The analysis identifies digital media security of youth as a three-level phenomenon. The first level
is cognitive security. It refers to the ability of young people to recognize the structure of a media text,
evaluate the credibility of a source, compare evidence, identify emotional framing, and distinguish
between argument, opinion, advertising, satire, manipulation, and deliberate fabrication. Tandoc, Lim,
and Ling show that "fake news" is not a single genre but a broad label that covers several forms of
problematic information, from satire and parody to fabricated content and manipulated context [15, p.
149]. This means that media education cannot teach young people to divide all information
mechanically into “true" and "false". It must teach them to ask where a message comes from, who
benefits from it, what evidence it uses, which emotions it activates, and how it circulates.

Cognitive security is especially important because false information often spreads through ordinary
social mechanisms. The study by Vosoughi, Roy, and Aral demonstrated that false news can spread
online more rapidly and widely than true news, partly because it is often more novel and emotionally
engaging [16, p. 1148]. This finding is crucial for youth media education. Young users may share
content not because they intend to mislead others, but because the content is surprising, humorous,
morally charged, or consistent with the expectations of their peer group. Media education should
therefore include exercises that help students pause before reposting, analyze the emotional architecture
of a message, and recognize the difference between social excitement and evidential reliability.

The second level is institutional security. Young people's media behavior is not formed by
individual choice alone. It is shaped by schools, universities, families, media organizations, state
policy, platform algorithms, and the broader culture of public communication. In Kazakhstan, where
digital participation is expanding and media consumption is multilingual, the coordination of these
institutions becomes particularly important. If universities teach academic integrity but ignore social
media literacy, if families warn children about online risks but lack practical knowledge of platform
settings, or if public communication uses emotionally polarizing language, media education remains
fragmented. Institutional security means that media education must become an integrated social
practice rather than an occasional lecture or campaign.

The third level is ethical-communicative security. A young person in a digital environment does
not merely receive information; he or she comments, shares, reacts, uploads, edits, and participates in
discussions. Every action may influence other users, leave a digital trace, or contribute to the spread
of harmful content. Therefore, media education should include digital etiquette, privacy awareness,
data protection, online reputation, cyberbullying prevention, and responsible disagreement. Guess and
colleagues show that even relatively brief digital media literacy interventions can improve people's
ability to distinguish mainstream news from false news [17, p.15540]. Yet sustainable effects require
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more than short interventions; they require a stable educational culture in which critical evaluation
and responsible communication become routine practices.

A major result of the analysis is that youth vulnerability to misinformation should not be
explained only by a lack of knowledge. Psychological research demonstrates that false beliefs are
shaped by familiarity, emotional resonance, identity-protective reasoning, cognitive shortcuts, and
insufficient analytical reflection [18, p.390]. Once a false belief is formed, it may resist later
correction because people often retain the original mental model even after receiving a correction [19,
p.17]. For this reason, media education should be preventive rather than merely reactive. Students
should be introduced in advance to common manipulation techniques, such as false authority,
misleading headlines, decontextualized statistics, emotional fear appeals, fabricated cause-and-effect
relations, and artificial amplification through coordinated sharing.

The second result concerns the practical translation of media literacy into habits. Kozyreva and
colleagues describe a toolbox of individual-level interventions against online misinformation,
including accuracy prompts, prebunking, inoculation, source evaluation, and friction mechanisms that
slow down impulsive sharing [20, p. 1048]. These tools are useful for media education in Kazakhstan
because they transform abstract critical thinking into repeated practices. A student should be able to
ask: Is the source identifiable? Is the claim supported by evidence? Is the image used in its original
context? Does the headline correspond to the text? Am | sharing this because it is reliable, or because
it confirms what | already believe? Such questions help media education become a daily habit rather
than a formal topic.

The Kazakhstani context adds several specific features to this model. First, young people operate
in a multilingual media environment where Kazakh, Russian, English, and other-language content
coexist. A single event may be framed differently across linguistic spaces, and these differences may
influence trust, identity, and political perception. Second, youth media consumption is strongly
platform-based. Short videos, messenger channels, influencers, and recommendation systems often
shape attention more directly than traditional editorial media. Third, digital participation is tied to
social visibility: students use platforms not only to learn or receive news, but also to present
themselves, maintain friendships, and belong to communities. These features make media security a
social and cultural issue, not only a technological one.

The third result is that media education must be linked with social inequality. High internet
penetration does not automatically mean equal digital competence. The presence of national statistical
indicators on internet use and digital literacy suggests that digital participation can be measured and
compared, but it also reminds researchers that differences by region, age, language, education, and
social environment may matter. A student in a large city may have stable access to diverse
information sources and educational support, while another student may rely mainly on a limited set
of social platforms or messenger groups. Media education should therefore be sensitive not only to
general youth culture, but also to unequal conditions of access, interpretation, and support.

The fourth result concerns the relationship between media education and trust. Digital media
security is not achieved by teaching young people to distrust everything. Total suspicion can be as
harmful as naive trust because it may produce cynicism, withdrawal from public discussion, or
attraction to conspiracy thinking. The educational aim should be calibrated trust: the ability to
distinguish between reliable and unreliable sources, between institutional information and manipulative
imitation, between evidence-based criticism and emotionally attractive misinformation. This is why
media education should combine critical analysis with civic responsibility. It should not only identify
risks, but also strengthen the capacity to participate constructively in public communication.

The results can be summarized in the following model. Media education contributes to digital
media security when it simultaneously develops cognitive skills, institutional support, and ethical-
communicative responsibility. If one of these dimensions is missing, the model becomes incomplete.
Cognitive skills without institutional support remain individual and unstable. Institutional programs
without ethical reflection become formal and bureaucratic. Ethical appeals without analytical tools
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turn into general moral instruction. The strength of media education lies in combining these
dimensions into a coherent infrastructure for responsible digital participation.

The table demonstrates that media education should be treated as a social infrastructure rather than a
narrow set of technical skills. Infrastructure here does not refer only to devices, networks, or digital
platforms. It includes curricula, teacher competence, university policies, family communication
practices, public information standards, platform transparency, and civic habits. In this sense, media
education is a soft but long-term security mechanism. It does not aim to isolate young people from the
media environment; it aims to make them capable of acting within it consciously, critically, and
responsibly.

Now let's give some recommendations for research. First, media education should be introduced
not only as a separate discipline but also as an interdisciplinary module. In sociology, students can
study digital communities, online inequality, and public opinion on social platforms. In political
science, they can analyze propaganda, information manipulation, political communication, and public
trust. In law-related courses, attention can be given to personal data, copyright, and digital rights. In
psychology, students can examine emotional persuasion, cognitive biases, and group influence. This
approach prevents media education from becoming a narrow technical topic and turns it into a broad
academic practice.

Second, universities should create practical media environments for students. Fact-checking
clubs, student media laboratories, podcast and video studios, public communication workshops, and
seminars on visual manipulation would allow students to develop media literacy through action. Small
tasks may be especially effective: checking the origin of an image, comparing a headline with the full
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text, identifying false statistics, analyzing the emotional tone of a short video, or tracing how a claim
travels across platforms. These exercises connect theory with students' everyday media experience.

Third, media education should be linked with family and civic media culture. Young people's
digital behavior is shaped not only in the classroom, but also in family conversations, messenger
groups, peer networks, and responses to public events. Open lectures, brief guides for parents, school-
university projects, and local information safety weeks can expand the social effect of media
education. The aim is not surveillance of young people, but the formation of a shared culture of
responsible digital communication.

Fourth, the effectiveness of media education should be assessed through practical indicators. It is
not enough to test whether a student knows a theoretical definition. Assessment should include the
ability to compare sources, detect questionable claims, explain emotional manipulation, protect
personal data, cite properly, and participate ethically in digital discussion. If such indicators are
adopted, media education can become a measurable and improvable element of Kazakhstan's media
security policy.

For practical implementation, the proposed approach can be organized as a sequence of three
educational stages. The first stage is diagnostic. Universities may assess students' initial media
practices through anonymous classroom tasks: comparison of two news items, identification of the
source of an image, recognition of manipulative headlines, or explanation of why a particular post
seems persuasive. This does not require collecting sensitive personal data; it is enough to observe
typical difficulties in source evaluation and argument analysis.

The second stage is formative. Students should work with real but ethically selected media
examples: public news, open social media posts, screenshots with personal information removed,
educational videos, and official data visualizations. The purpose is not to accuse young people of
being vulnerable, but to show how ordinary media formats can guide attention and emotions. At this
stage, the teacher's role is to move students from immediate reaction to reflective interpretation.

The third stage is evaluative. Media education should be assessed through applied outcomes
rather than through memorization of definitions. A student can be considered media-literate when he
or she can explain why a source is trustworthy or doubtful, compare several frames of the same event,
identify missing context, avoid spreading unverified information, protect personal data, and conduct
disagreement without verbal aggression. These indicators may be included in university quality
assurance systems, student project assessment, and civic education programs.

Such an implementation pathway makes media education suitable for the Kazakhstani higher
education context. It does not require the creation of an entirely new institutional system; rather, it
strengthens existing courses, student activities, and public communication practices. The key
condition is continuity: one lecture on fake news is not enough, while repeated analytical exercises
across different disciplines can gradually form stable media habits.

A further step is to connect media education with student research activity. Students may prepare
small analytical portfolios in which they compare media coverage of one social issue across several
platforms, languages, and genres. Such portfolios can include a short description of the source, the
type of evidence used, the emotional tone of the message, the possible audience, and the ethical risks
of reposting. This format is useful because it does not require complex laboratory equipment, but it
develops the central abilities required for media security: comparison, interpretation, verification, and
responsible judgment.

The proposed recommendations also require teacher training. If teachers themselves are not
confident in working with platform algorithms, visual content, Al-generated texts, and misinformation
techniques, media education may remain formal. Therefore, professional development programs for
university teachers should include practical modules on digital source verification, data ethics, visual
literacy, and responsible use of artificial intelligence in education. This would connect media security
with the modernization of higher education rather than treating it as a separate disciplinary topic.

Finally, institutional monitoring should be qualitative as well as quantitative. Universities may
track not only the number of media literacy events, but also the quality of student projects, the
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diversity of sources used in academic work, the ability to justify information choices, and the ethical
tone of online discussions. These indicators make media education visible as a real component of
educational quality.

Discussion

The findings support the view that media education should be treated as a core condition of digital
media security rather than as an optional educational addition. Traditional security thinking often
begins with the identification of external threats and the search for instruments of restriction, control,
or defense. In the digital media environment, however, risks do not always come from an external
adversary. They may also arise from routine user practices: rapid reposting, emotional reaction,
uncritical trust in familiar sources, weak privacy habits, and participation in aggressive online
communication. For this reason, media security policy should not be based only on distrust of youth
behavior; it should strengthen the autonomy, judgment, and responsibility of young users.

This argument challenges the outdated model of the audience as a passive object of media
influence. Young people use media for different purposes: to obtain information, relax, communicate,
construct identity, gain recognition, join communities, and express civic positions. Uses and
gratifications theory helps explain why a single platform can serve several social functions at once. A
student may open the same application for entertainment, news, academic communication, and
emotional support. If media education ignores these motives, it becomes abstract and moralizing. If it
starts from the actual media life of students, it becomes socially meaningful and pedagogically
effective.

The mediatization perspective further clarifies why media education cannot remain limited to
journalism or computer science courses. Media logic increasingly influences politics, education,
family communication, cultural identity, and public trust. In a mediatized society, citizens encounter
reality through screens, feeds, platforms, search engines, and recommender systems. Therefore, media
literacy is not only the skill of analyzing a media text. It is the ability to understand how social reality
is selected, framed, circulated, and emotionally intensified through media technologies. For young
people, this ability becomes part of broader socialization.

The works of Castells and Luhmann strengthen this interpretation. Castells argues that
communication power in the network society is exercised through the programming of networks,
control over attention, and the framing of meaning [22, p.571]. Luhmann shows that mass media
participate in the social construction of reality by selecting what becomes visible and communicable
[23, p.154]. Applied to youth media security, these ideas suggest that the most important question is
not only whether a young person can identify one false message. The broader question is whether he
or she understands how visibility, attention, credibility, and emotional resonance are produced in
digital communication.

For Kazakhstan, this question has practical urgency. The country has a high level of digital
connectivity, and young people are actively included in platform-based communication. At the same
time, the national digital context cannot be reduced to a single homogeneous audience. Linguistic
diversity, regional differences, variations in educational resources, and unequal family media
practices may shape how young people understand and evaluate information. The Bureau of National
Statistics' ICT indicators provide an important basis for future empirical analysis because they allow
researchers to connect digital literacy and internet use with broader social conditions. This article
therefore proposes not to speak about "Kazakhstani youth” as a completely uniform group, but to
analyze youth media security through differentiated social contexts.

The multilingual character of Kazakhstan's media environment deserves special attention. Young
people may consume Kazakh-language, Russian-language, English-language, and global platform
content within the same day. Each linguistic space may contain its own trusted voices, emotional
frames, political vocabulary, and cultural references. A news item, public scandal, or social conflict
can be interpreted differently depending on language, platform, and audience. Media education should
help students compare these frames without turning linguistic diversity into suspicion or conflict. For
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example, classroom tasks may ask students to analyze how the same issue is presented in different
language environments, what is emphasized or omitted, and which emotional strategies are used.

The educational system has a central role in this process. Yet it would be insufficient to assign
media education only to informatics, journalism, or pedagogy courses. Digital media literacy should
be integrated across sociology, political science, law, psychology, language education, cultural
studies, and civic education. Sociology can help students analyze online communities and digital
inequality; political science can examine propaganda, agenda-setting, and public trust; law can
address data protection and copyright; psychology can explain cognitive biases and emotional
manipulation; cultural studies can interpret symbols, identities, and representations. Such
interdisciplinarity corresponds more closely to the complexity of digital media risks.

International educational research confirms the importance of digital reading, source comparison,
and online information evaluation. OECD's work on 21st-century readers emphasizes that literacy in a
digital world includes the ability to navigate multiple texts, assess credibility, and deal with
conflicting information [21, p.216]. This is relevant for Kazakhstan because digital literacy is no
longer separate from academic literacy. Students increasingly work with academic texts, news
materials, social media posts, visual content, and generative artificial intelligence outputs. They must
learn to cite correctly, verify sources, identify fabricated references, evaluate data visualizations, and
use digital tools ethically. In this sense, media education becomes part of the broader culture of
responsible knowledge production.

At the same time, media education should not become a prohibitive or punitive practice.
Messages such as "do not trust”, "do not watch", or "do not share” may create fear but do not develop
stable judgment. More effective media education teaches students to ask questions: Who produced
this message? What evidence does it contain? Why does it make me angry or afraid? What is missing
from this frame? What may happen if | share it? Who may be harmed? Such questions transform
media education from a set of prohibitions into a practice of reflective citizenship.

The family and platform dimensions should not be ignored. Many media habits are formed
outside formal education: in family chats, peer groups, entertainment platforms, and influencer
communities. Universities can strengthen media security only if their efforts are supported by wider
civic media culture. Public lectures, parent-oriented guides, student media laboratories, fact-checking
clubs, and partnerships with media organizations can extend media education beyond the classroom.
Platform accountability is also important: privacy settings, transparent recommendation logic,
reporting mechanisms, and age-appropriate safety tools influence how young people experience
digital space. Media education is therefore most effective when it becomes a shared responsibility
rather than an individual burden placed only on students.

The proposed model has a policy implication. If media education is treated as a single course, its
effect will remain limited. If it is treated as a cross-institutional infrastructure, it can connect
curriculum development, teacher training, youth policy, public communication, and digital platform
regulation. This does not mean replacing free communication with excessive control. Rather, it means
creating conditions in which young people are able to participate in digital life without becoming easy
targets of manipulation, hostility, or unsafe data practices. In this sense, media education supports
both security and freedom: it reduces vulnerability while preserving agency.

Conclusion
This article analyzed the role of media education in shaping digital media security among
Kazakhstani youth. The main conclusion is that media security should not be understood only as a
technical or administrative issue. It is directly connected with the ability of young people to
understand information, evaluate evidence, communicate responsibly, protect personal data, and act
consciously in digital environments. Media education is therefore not an auxiliary instrument of

security; it is one of its social foundations.
The analysis identified three key functions of media education. The first is cognitive: source
evaluation, recognition of manipulation, and assessment of evidence. The second is institutional:
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coordination between schools, universities, families, media organizations, platforms, and public
policy. The third is ethical-communicative: online responsibility, discussion culture, digital footprint
awareness, and safe data practices. In Kazakhstan, a model that combines these three dimensions can
strengthen young people's informational resilience and contribute to the development of civic media
culture.

The scientific contribution of the article is the proposed three-level model of media education as a
social infrastructure of youth media security. The model connects individual competencies with
institutional conditions and ethical norms of communication. Future research should move in two
directions. The first is empirical study of youth media practices in Kazakhstan across regions,
languages, educational levels, and social groups. The second is evaluation of existing media education
programs in schools and universities. Such research would make it possible to measure the actual
effectiveness of media education and to transform it into a stable component of national media
security policy.

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THE ROLE OF POLITICAL PARTIES AND SOCIAL NETWORKS IN THE
DEVELOPMENT OF INCLUSIVE EDUCATION

Abstract

The article examines the role of political parties and social networks in the implementation of
inclusive education policy in Kazakhstan. Inclusive education is approached not only as a pedagogical
arrangement, but also as a matter of social justice, civic oversight and the transparency of public
policy. The empirical basis of the study includes national legal and policy documents, programmatic
statements and public communication of political parties, reports of the Ministry of Education and
international organizations, and search-interest dynamics from Google Trends. The study applies
documentary analysis, content analysis and a comparative descriptive approach. The findings show
that political parties usually address inclusion through the broader agendas of educational quality,
infrastructure, social protection and support for parents. At the same time, party documents do not
always contain clear indicators, monitoring mechanisms or measurable commitments related to
learners with special educational needs. Social networks increase public visibility, reveal local
problems more quickly and provide feedback to public authorities; however, they cannot be treated as
a fully representative measure of public opinion. The article concludes that the development of
inclusive education requires regular civic monitoring based on open data and sustained dialogue
among political parties, civil society organizations, parents’ associations, educational institutions and
state bodies.

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Abstract

This article examines cultural and humanitarian cooperation in Central Asia as a politically
meaningful field of competition among China, Russia and the United States. The argument developed
here is that cultural diplomacy in the region should not be read as a harmless extension of friendship,
nor as a mechanism that automatically converts attraction into geopolitical loyalty. It works through
concrete institutional channels: language policy, scholarships, university partnerships, expert forums,
heritage projects, development narratives and public diplomacy. The study is based on a qualitative
comparative analysis of academic literature, official statements and publicly available policy materials
from 2013 to 2025.

The analysis identifies three partly overlapping models of influence. China links cultural
cooperation to the Belt and Road logic of connectivity, modernization and people-to-people exchange.
Russia relies on historical memory, Russian-language infrastructure and post-Soviet institutional
continuity, although this model has become more contested after 2022. The United States frames its
engagement through sovereignty, resilience, educational exchange, English-language competence and
the C5+1 platform.

The article concludes that Central Asian states are not passive recipients of external rivalry. Their
multi-vector diplomacy turns cultural and humanitarian cooperation into an arena of selective
bargaining, where external soft-power projects are accepted, adapted or limited according to domestic
priorities, social expectations and sovereignty concerns.

Introduction

Central Asia is often described through the vocabulary of a renewed Great Game. The metaphor
is attractive because it captures rivalry, geography and the presence of outside powers. Yet it is also
misleading. Kazakhstan, Uzbekistan, Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan and Turkmenistan are not empty spaces
into which external strategies are simply projected. Since independence, these states have built their
own diplomatic routines, identity policies and development agendas. Their central dilemma has been
practical rather than abstract: how to use external resources, markets, educational opportunities and
security partnerships without allowing any one external actor to define the limits of sovereignty.

This dilemma makes cultural and humanitarian cooperation more important than it first appears.
Unlike military cooperation or large infrastructure loans, cultural diplomacy usually enters the region
through less dramatic channels: language programs, scholarships, university networks, cultural
centers, expert roundtables, development projects, media cooperation and heritage initiatives. These
instruments are not always visible in daily political debate, but they shape what may be called the soft
infrastructure of influence. They affect which languages are associated with professional mobility,
which universities educate future specialists, which historical memories circulate in public
institutions, and which external partners are considered useful for modernization.

The topic has become more urgent in the context of accelerated geopolitical fragmentation in
Eurasia. China’s Belt and Road Initiative has made Central Asia one of the key corridors of
continental connectivity. Russia’s war against Ukraine has changed the regional perception of post-
Soviet dependence and made sovereignty discourse more sensitive. The United States, after a period
in which Afghanistan dominated its regional agenda, has renewed its diplomatic language through the
C5+1 format, educational programs and resilience-oriented cooperation. As a result, cultural and
humanitarian diplomacy is no longer a secondary decorative layer of foreign policy; it is part of the
competition over legitimacy, access and long-term social influence.

The research problem addressed in this article is that studies of great-power competition in
Central Asia often privilege energy, security, military cooperation and transport corridors. These
dimensions remain essential, but they do not fully explain how external projects become socially
credible or politically acceptable. Cultural diplomacy is the field in which geopolitical interests are
translated into educational aspirations, language choices, symbolic memory and professional
networks. The main research question is therefore formulated as follows: how do China, Russia and
the United States use cultural and humanitarian cooperation to project influence in Central Asia, and
how do Central Asian states mediate this influence through multi-vector policies?

The aim of the article is to conceptualize cultural and humanitarian cooperation as a strategic but
negotiated instrument of geopolitical competition. The objectives are to clarify the theoretical
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relationship between soft power, public diplomacy and cultural diplomacy; to identify the principal
instruments used by China, Russia and the United States; to compare their narratives and institutional
channels; and to show why regional agency limits any automatic conversion of cultural cooperation
into geopolitical alignment. The working hypothesis is that cultural-humanitarian cooperation
becomes geopolitically significant when external narratives are connected to local institutional needs:
education, language training, infrastructure, professional mobility, cultural recognition and social
development. Its effects, however, are filtered through domestic politics and the multi-vector
strategies of Central Asian governments.

Research methodology

The article uses a qualitative comparative methodology. It does not attempt to measure public
opinion statistically or to calculate the exact volume of cultural influence. Instead, it identifies the
narratives, institutional channels and strategic functions through which cultural-humanitarian
cooperation becomes politically meaningful. This design is appropriate because the object of analysis
IS not a single program but a set of discursive and institutional practices distributed across several
external actors and regional contexts. A purely quantitative approach could count scholarships,
centers or events, but it would not explain how these instruments are framed and why they acquire
geopolitical meaning.

The empirical material consists of three groups of open sources. The first group includes
academic literature on soft power, public diplomacy, Central Asian geopolitics and multi-vector
foreign policy. The second group includes official documents and policy statements, such as China’s
2023 Belt and Road white paper [1], Russia’s 2023 Foreign Policy Concept [2], and C5+1 statements
published by Kazakhstan’s Ministry of Foreign Affairs and the United States Department of State [3],
[4]. The third group includes analytical materials on educational exchange, Confucius Institutes,
Russian-language promotion, cultural heritage cooperation and public diplomacy programs in Central
Asia [4],[5],[6], [7,p.241]. All sources are publicly available; no confidential materials, personal data
or interviews were used.

The period from 2013 to 2025 was selected for substantive reasons. In 2013, China publicly
launched the Silk Road Economic Belt in Kazakhstan, marking a new phase in Beijing’s regional
strategy. The following decade also saw the institutional consolidation of C5+1, the greater visibility
of China-Central Asia summits, the post-2022 transformation of Russia’s image and the growing use
of cultural, educational and heritage diplomacy. This time frame therefore captures a cycle in which
cultural cooperation became increasingly linked to larger geopolitical projects.

The analysis was conducted in three stages. First, the sources were grouped by actor: China,
Russia and the United States. Second, each source was examined according to four indicators:
legitimacy narrative, institutional channel, targeted audience and expected geopolitical effect. Third,
the results were compared across actors in order to identify similarities, differences and zones of
overlap. The coding was not designed to produce numerical scores. It was used as an interpretive
audit trail that makes the comparison more transparent and reduces the risk of impressionistic
generalization.

The main limitation of the study is its reliance on public documents and secondary literature. The
article can analyze institutional narratives and strategic designs, but it does not claim to represent the
full range of public perceptions across Central Asian societies. This limitation is partly addressed
through triangulation: official texts are read together with academic studies and regional analytical
materials. Future research could extend the argument through interviews with students, cultural
administrators, diplomats and participants in educational exchange programs.

The operationalization presented in Table 1 serves as a conceptual framework that structures the
comparative analysis and ensures analytical consistency across different external actors. The selected
dimensions were derived from the literature on soft power, public diplomacy and cultural diplomacy,
which emphasizes that influence is rarely produced by a single instrument but emerges through the
interaction of narratives, institutions, audiences and strategic outcomes. The dimension of legitimacy
narrative makes it possible to identify how states justify their presence and activities in Central Asia
and how they seek to construct a favorable image of their regional role. The institutional channel
dimension focuses on the organizational mechanisms through which cultural-humanitarian
cooperation is implemented and sustained over time. This allows the analysis to move beyond isolated
events and examine the formation of long-term networks and platforms of interaction.

The target audience dimension is important because different actors address different social
groups and therefore employ distinct strategies of influence. Educational exchanges, language
programs, expert dialogues and cultural initiatives are often directed toward specific segments of
society that are expected to become intermediaries of broader political and cultural narratives. Finally,
the geopolitical effect dimension connects cultural-humanitarian activities with wider foreign-policy
objectives. Rather than assuming that cultural cooperation is politically neutral, the analysis examines
how such initiatives contribute to attraction, trust-building, agenda-setting and the strengthening of
regional partnerships. Together, these four dimensions provide a systematic basis for comparing
China, Russia and the United States, while preserving sensitivity to the particular historical and
institutional contexts in which their cultural-humanitarian policies operate. This framework also
increases the transparency and replicability of the research process by making explicit the criteria
used in the comparative assessment.

Results

The comparative analysis reveals that China, Russia and the United States use cultural-
humanitarian cooperation through different logics of influence. The instruments often look similar on
the surface: scholarships, cultural centers, expert forums, public statements and exchange programs.
Their political meaning, however, differs. China embeds culture in a broader narrative of connectivity
and development. Russia connects cultural influence to historical memory and the Russian-language
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space. The United States links its engagement to sovereignty, resilience and professional
modernization. Central Asia therefore appears not as a single soft-power market, but as a plural arena
in which several ideas of legitimacy compete.

China’s model can be described as connectivity-based cultural diplomacy. Since the
announcement of the Silk Road Economic Belt in Astana, Beijing has presented Central Asia as a key
corridor in a wider Eurasian project. The 2023 Belt and Road white paper emphasizes policy
coordination, infrastructure connectivity, trade, financial integration and people-to-people bonds as
mutually reinforcing dimensions [1]. In this framework, culture is not detached from roads, railways
or investment. Language training, scholarships, university partnerships and media cooperation help
make economic connectivity socially intelligible. Educational diplomacy supports the same logic by
encouraging regional students to acquire Chinese-language competence and professional experience
in Chinese institutions [4],[5].

The strength of China’s strategy is its material credibility. Cultural cooperation is attached to
visible projects, transport corridors, development promises and the language of modernization. This
allows Beijing to appear not only as a distant civilizational actor but also as a provider of opportunity.
Yet this advantage contains a limitation. The attractiveness of Chinese cultural diplomacy is
constrained by concerns about economic asymmetry, debt exposure, labor practices, Xinjiang-related
sensitivities and the fear that connectivity may reduce local autonomy. China’s cultural appeal is
therefore inseparable from debates over China’s economic power.

Russia’s model is based on historical-linguistic continuity. Unlike China, Russia does not need to
build a cultural presence from the beginning. Russian remains an important language of education,
media, professional communication and mobility in several Central Asian societies. Soviet
institutional memory, family biographies, labor migration and common cultural consumption continue
to produce everyday familiarity. Russia’s 2023 Foreign Policy Concept emphasizes humanitarian
cooperation, support for compatriots abroad and promotion of the Russian language and culture as
parts of its international role [2]. Rossotrudnichestvo and other institutions operate within this broader
humanitarian framework [6].

The main advantage of Russia’s strategy is depth. Russian-language infrastructure has been
accumulated across generations and remains embedded in schools, universities, media practices,
bureaucratic routines and labor migration networks. This gives Moscow a cultural influence base that
cannot be quickly reproduced by other external actors. The same depth, however, creates
vulnerability. After 2022, Central Asian states have become more cautious about narratives that
connect language, historical memory and political loyalty. Nation-building, language reform and
diversified partnerships increasingly limit the automatic authority of post-Soviet references. Russia
retains influence, but its cultural position has become more politically contested.

The United States follows a more selective model that may be called resilience-oriented public
diplomacy. Washington does not possess China’s geographic connectivity or Russia’s inherited
linguistic presence. Its instruments are therefore concentrated in specific fields: educational exchange,
English-language prestige, development assistance, entrepreneurship programs, cultural heritage
projects, civil-society cooperation and C5+1 diplomacy. The 2023 C5+1 Ministerial statement
emphasized sovereignty, territorial integrity, economic security, energy, environmental cooperation
and regional resilience [3]. In 2025, C5+1 countries also issued a statement of intent on cultural
heritage cooperation, linking culture to heritage protection and the prevention of illicit trafficking in
cultural property [4].

The U.S. model is influential where it is associated with professional mobility, university
prestige, English-language competence, technological modernization and international recognition. Its
weakness is continuity. American engagement in Central Asia has often fluctuated according to
broader strategic priorities, especially Afghanistan, energy security and competition with Russia and
China. As a result, U.S. cultural diplomacy is attractive for certain educational and professional
groups, but it does not have the everyday social penetration of Russian-language infrastructure or the
infrastructure-development coupling of China’s Belt and Road diplomacy.
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A further result is that all three models target future elites. Scholarships, language programs,
expert forums and professional exchanges are not merely symbolic gestures. They are investments in
networks of interpretation. A student educated in Russia, China or the United States does not
automatically become politically aligned with that country. Nevertheless, educational experience
shapes linguistic capital, professional contacts, institutional trust and familiarity with particular
models of development. Cultural-humanitarian cooperation can therefore produce long-term

geopolitical effects even when immediate political outcomes are not visible.

Table 2 summarizes the comparative findings of the study and demonstrates that cultural-
humanitarian cooperation in Central Asia is structured around distinct models of influence rather than
a single regional pattern. Although China, Russia and the United States employ broadly similar
instruments, including educational exchanges, cultural programs, language promotion and expert
dialogue, these instruments are embedded in different strategic narratives and institutional contexts.
China combines cultural engagement with economic connectivity and infrastructure development,
thereby linking cultural attraction to tangible modernization opportunities. Russia relies on
historically accumulated linguistic, educational and cultural ties that continue to shape everyday social
interaction across the region. The United States, by contrast, emphasizes sovereignty, resilience and
professional development, seeking influence primarily through educational prestige, innovation and
institutional cooperation. The comparison also indicates that the effectiveness of each model depends
not only on the availability of resources but also on its ability to address local expectations and
regional sensitivities. At the same time, all three actors invest in long-term relationship building
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through educational mobility, cultural exchange and the formation of professional networks. This
suggests that cultural-humanitarian cooperation should be understood not merely as a supplementary
component of foreign policy, but as an important mechanism through which geopolitical influence is
legitimized, reproduced and adapted to changing regional conditions.

Discussion

The results support the central hypothesis: cultural-humanitarian cooperation becomes
geopolitically significant when it links external narratives to local institutional needs. The effect,
however, is not automatic. Central Asian governments and societies compare external offers, use them
selectively and place them within their own hierarchy of priorities. This point helps avoid
deterministic readings of soft power. A Confucius Institute, a Russian cultural center or a United
States exchange program can create contacts and preferences, but its meaning depends on the
domestic political and social context into which it enters.

The first implication concerns the relationship between soft and material power. In classical
theory, soft power is distinguished from coercion and payment [8,p.191], [9,p.300]. Central Asia
complicates this distinction. China’s cultural diplomacy is persuasive partly because it is linked to
infrastructure, trade and financing. Russia’s cultural influence is durable because it is embedded in
labor migration, education systems and media markets. United States public diplomacy is attractive
because it is associated with global university prestige, English-language skills and professional
opportunities. Culture in this context is not purely symbolic; it is tied to pathways of mobility,
employment and institutional access.

The second implication concerns the politics of memory. Russia’s position shows that historical
familiarity can be both an asset and a liability. Shared Soviet experience, Russian-language
competence and long-standing educational ties continue to support Russian influence. Yet the same
historical frame may also generate anxieties about sovereignty, especially when language and
memory are interpreted as instruments of political hierarchy. This explains why Central Asian states
may maintain cooperation with Russia while simultaneously investing in national language policies,
alternative partnerships and diversified historical narratives.

China’s case reveals a different tension. For many years Beijing’s regional presence was
interpreted mainly through energy, trade and infrastructure. The Belt and Road Initiative broadened
this image by integrating people-to-people bonds into the language of connectivity [1]. Yet China
faces a paradox. Its economic scale gives credibility to the development narrative, while the same
scale can produce suspicion. Cultural diplomacy can reduce social distance only when it is perceived
as reciprocal and respectful of local agency. Otherwise, it risks being interpreted as the cultural
accompaniment of economic dependence.

The United States offers another type of symbolic vocabulary. Through C5+1, educational
exchange and cultural heritage cooperation, Washington emphasizes sovereignty, regional problem-
solving, economic resilience and professional modernization [10],[11,p.428]. These themes are
attractive for Central Asian governments seeking diversified external relations. Still, United States
public diplomacy is limited when it lacks sustained institutional follow-through or when its regional
agenda appears reactive to Russia and China rather than grounded in long-term Central Asian
priorities.

The broader theoretical implication is that Central Asia should be understood as a region of soft-
power bargaining. External actors compete to define what modernization, security, culture and
partnership mean. Regional states convert this competition into diplomatic resources [12]. They can
use China’s infrastructure and scholarships, Russia’s language and labor networks, and United States
educational and professional programs without accepting the complete geopolitical worldview of any
one actor. This is the cultural dimension of multi-vectorism.

For Kazakhstan, this logic is especially visible. Multi-vector diplomacy has served as a strategy
for protecting sovereignty while maintaining constructive relations with several major powers
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[13,p.986]. Cultural diplomacy fits the same pattern. Kazakhstan can cooperate with Russia in
education and language, with China in development and connectivity, and with the United States in
professional mobility and cultural heritage without presenting these choices as mutually exclusive.
This does not remove dependency risks, but it creates room for negotiation and policy diversification.

From a policy perspective, Central Asian states can strengthen their position by making cultural-
humanitarian cooperation more transparent and reciprocal. Scholarship agreements, cultural-center
activities, heritage projects and expert exchanges should be evaluated not only by the number of
participants but also by their contribution to local academic capacity, linguistic plurality and
institutional autonomy. External partners, in turn, need to avoid paternalistic narratives that treat the
region as a vacant field of influence. Sustainable cultural diplomacy is more likely to succeed when it
recognizes local priorities: sovereignty, youth education, social stability, environmental resilience,
development and cultural dignity.

An additional observation concerns the changing nature of influence in the digital era. Cultural-
humanitarian cooperation is no longer limited to universities, cultural centers or official exchange
programs. Digital platforms, online education, social media environments and transnational
information networks increasingly shape perceptions of external actors[14]. This development is
particularly relevant for younger generations in Central Asia, whose understanding of China, Russia
and the United States is influenced not only by official diplomacy but also by digital communication
and online cultural consumption. As a result, the effectiveness of cultural diplomacy depends not
merely on the existence of institutional programs but also on the ability to communicate narratives
through contemporary media environments. States that fail to adapt their cultural engagement to these
changing conditions may find that traditional instruments become less effective over time.

Another important issue is the growing role of agency among Central Asian societies themselves.
Earlier interpretations of regional geopolitics often portrayed Central Asian states as passive recipients
of external influence. The findings of this study suggest a more complex reality. Governments,
educational institutions, experts and civil-society actors actively evaluate foreign initiatives according
to their own interests and development priorities[15,p.252]. Cultural-humanitarian cooperation is
therefore better understood as a process of negotiation rather than one-directional influence. External
actors propose narratives and opportunities, but local actors determine how these resources are
interpreted, adapted and institutionalized within national contexts. This perspective highlights the
importance of domestic capacity in shaping the outcomes of international cultural engagement.

The findings also contribute to wider debates on regional order in Eurasia. Rather than producing
exclusive spheres of influence, cultural-humanitarian interaction in Central Asia increasingly
generates overlapping networks of cooperation. Educational mobility, language acquisition,
professional exchanges and cultural projects create multiple channels through which individuals and
institutions engage with different international partners simultaneously. Such overlap reduces the
likelihood that any single external actor can monopolize the symbolic space of the region [16].
Instead, influence becomes relational, competitive and continuously renegotiated. This condition
reinforces the strategic relevance of multi-vector foreign policy and explains why cultural diplomacy
has become an important component of contemporary regional politics.

Taken together, these observations indicate that cultural-humanitarian cooperation should not be
viewed as a secondary or purely symbolic dimension of international relations. It functions as a
mechanism through which legitimacy is constructed, partnerships are institutionalized and
geopolitical preferences are gradually shaped. The significance of culture lies not only in its
immediate effects but also in its capacity to influence long-term patterns of trust, communication and
cooperation. In the Central Asian context, where multiple powers seek to expand their regional
presence, cultural-humanitarian engagement has become one of the key arenas through which broader
geopolitical competition is expressed and managed.

Conclusion

This article has examined cultural and humanitarian cooperation in Central Asia as a strategic
field within broader geopolitical competition among China, Russia and the United States. The
analysis has shown that the three actors use different but overlapping models of influence. China links
culture to connectivity and development. Russia relies on historical memory and Russian-language
infrastructure. The United States emphasizes sovereignty, resilience, educational exchange and
regional cooperation through C5+1.

The main conclusion is that cultural diplomacy in Central Asia does not operate as a simple
instrument of attraction. It works through institutions, languages, educational mobility, heritage
politics and expert networks. Its effectiveness depends on whether external narratives are compatible
with local priorities and whether Central Asian states can preserve their own agency. The region is
therefore not merely an object of great-power rivalry. It is a diplomatic space in which external
influence is negotiated, adapted and sometimes constrained.

The scientific contribution of the article is the interpretation of cultural-humanitarian cooperation
as a form of soft-power bargaining. This approach connects the study of public diplomacy with the
literature on multi-vector foreign policy and regional agency. Future research may develop the
argument through interviews, student mobility data, media analysis and country-specific case studies,
especially Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan, where educational and cultural partnerships are becoming
increasingly important for foreign-policy diversification.

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THE TURKISTAN SUMMIT: CULTURAL DIPLOMACY AND POLITICAL INFLUENCE
OF THE ORGANIZATION OF TURKIC STATES

Abstract

This article examines the institutional role of the Organization of Turkic States in transforming
cultural unity into political influence through the case of the 2026 Informal Summit in Turkistan.

The study aims to explain the relationship between the shared historical and cultural code of Turkic
peoples, the symbolic status of Turkistan as the spiritual capital of the Turkic world, and the emerging
agenda of artificial intelligence and digital development. The materials and methods are based on
qualitative document analysis, a comparative-institutional approach, and constructivist interpretation;
the empirical corpus includes official statements of the Organization of Turkic States, the Turkistan
Declaration, strategic documents of the organization, and materials of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of
the Republic of Kazakhstan. The findings show that cultural unity within the OTS space is increasingly
becoming not only a symbolic resource, but also a mechanism for agenda-setting, diplomatic
coordination, digital project development, and the formation of a shared institutional language. The
discussion argues that the OTS should be understood not as a military-political bloc, but as a
multidimensional regional coordination institution grounded in cultural legitimacy.

The conclusion evaluates the Turkistan Summit as a new stage that linked historical heritage and
technological future within a single political discourse.

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CHINA'S ECONOMIC DIPLOMACY IN CENTRAL ASIA:
THE C5+CHINA FORMAT AND REGIONAL COOPERATION

Abstract

This article provides a comprehensive analysis of the economic diplomacy of the People's
Republic of China toward the countries of Central Asia in the context of regional cooperation, geo-
economic interdependence, and the C5+China format. The purpose of the study is to identify the main
instruments of China's economic diplomacy in Central Asia, the institutional mechanisms through
which it is implemented, and its differentiated impact on the countries of the region. The
methodological framework combines comparative institutional analysis, a structural-functional
approach, content analysis of documentary sources, and the interpretation of secondary statistical data
covering the period from 2013 to 2025.

The findings demonstrate that China's economic diplomacy in Central Asia is implemented
through four key dimensions: the expansion of trade and logistics connectivity, the development of
investment and infrastructure projects, the strengthening of energy and resource partnerships, and the
promotion of multilateral institutional formats. The analysis reveals that Kazakhstan serves as a major
transit and industrial partner for China, Uzbekistan functions as a strategic platform for industrial
cooperation, and Turkmenistan remains a key partner in the energy sector. Kyrgyzstan and Tajikistan
are characterized by a high level of dependence on infrastructure development and external financing.
Furthermore, the study shows that China's economic diplomacy has a significant influence on the
foreign economic strategies of Central Asian states and on regional integration processes. The
scientific novelty of the article lies in interpreting the C5+China format not merely as a supplementary
platform to the Belt and Road Initiative, but as an independent mechanism of regional economic
diplomacy that enhances the bargaining capacity of Central Asian countries and facilitates the
management of asymmetric interdependence.

UNDERSTANDING THE ELECTORAL PSYCHOLOGY AND DECISION-MAKING
OF VOTERS THROUGH SOCIAL MEDIA IN THE DIGITAL AGE

Abstract
The aim of the study is to analyze changes in electoral psychology in the digital age and the
impact of social media on voter decision-making. This study examines the mechanisms through
which social media influence voter behavior and electoral choices in the context of the rapid
development of digital communication technologies. The aim of the study is to determine the impact
of social media on political participation and election results in the context of Kazakhstan from the
point of view of the theory of cognitive dissonance, the model of electoral influence and the concept

of an echo chamber. Comparative analysis, content analysis, and psychological analysis of electoral
behavior were used as the methodological basis. The empirical base included a content analysis of
750 posts, a survey of 185 respondents, and in-depth interviews with 12 experts. The results of the
study showed that social networks play an important role in shaping the opinions of voters through the
mechanisms of cognitive dissonance and selective influence. It was found that 78% of respondents
choose content that confirms their views, and 45% are in complete information isolation. During the
discussion, the formation of "echo chambers" and their impact on democratic processes were
considered in comparison with international studies. In conclusion, it was emphasized that digital
technologies are fundamentally changing electoral processes, and specific recommendations were
made to improve media literacy and ensure algorithmic transparency.

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DIGITAL PLATFORM OF THE PARLIAMENT OF THE REPUBLIC OF KAZAKHSTAN:
A MECHANISM FOR INTERACTION BETWEEN GOVERNMENT AND CITIZENS

Abstract
This article examines the digital platform of the Parliament of the Republic of Kazakhstan not
merely as a collection of fragmented electronic services, but as an institutionally embedded mechanism
connecting the legislative branch with society. The relevance of the study stems from the fact that the
digital transformation of public administration is reshaping not only the technical dimensions of
communication but also the very structure of public intermediation. The COVID-19 pandemic
accelerated this transition, transforming online tools from supplementary communication channels into
a sustainable infrastructure for everyday interaction. The purpose of the study is to identify the
functional capacities, institutional constraints, and political effects of the digital instruments employed
by the Parliament of Kazakhstan to ensure transparency, facilitate feedback, and promote elements of
citizen participation. The methodological framework combines an institutional approach, content
analysis of official digital resources, comparative analysis of international practices, case-study
methodology, and SWOT analysis. The empirical basis of the research includes the parlam.kz portal, the
digital services of the Mazhilis, the e-Otinish system, official documents, and statistical data on citizens’
appeals and parliamentary inquiries. The findings demonstrate that the digital platform enhances the
accessibility of parliamentary information, reduces transaction costs associated with citizen—government
interaction, and expands feedback mechanisms. At the same time, it predominantly supports an
informational and service-oriented model rather than a genuinely participatory model. The article argues
that the further development of digital parliamentarianism in Kazakhstan requires strengthening
analytical capacities, introducing public monitoring mechanisms for citizen engagement, and ensuring
closer integration of digital channels into parliamentary agenda-setting processes.

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DIGITAL FORMS OF CIVIC PARTICIPATION AS A FACTOR IN THE
TRANSFORMATION OF POLITICAL ACTIVITY IN KAZAKHSTAN

Abstract

This article examines the impact of digital forms of civic participation on the transformation of
political activity in the Republic of Kazakhstan within the context of the development of the digital
society and the expansion of electronic interaction between the state and citizens. The relevance of the
study is determined by the growing role of digital technologies in socio-political processes, the
transformation of traditional mechanisms of civic engagement, and the emergence of new channels
for public communication. The aim of the research is to analyze the influence of digitalization on the
transformation of civic participation and political activity in Kazakhstan, as well as to identify the key
trends, opportunities, and challenges associated with the development of digital citizenship.

The methodological framework of the study is based on institutional and systems approaches,
methods of literature review, content analysis of legal documents and digital platforms, case study
analysis, and a sociological survey. The empirical basis of the research consists of the results of an
online survey involving 156 respondents, primarily young people aged 18-25.

The findings demonstrate that digital platforms, social media, electronic appeals, and online
petitions have become important instruments of civic participation and public oversight. The study
reveals that the most widespread forms of digital civic engagement are the dissemination of socially
significant information through social networks and participation in online petitions. At the same
time, the development of digital civic participation is constrained by insufficient public awareness,
limited trust in the effectiveness of digital participation mechanisms, and the persistence of digital
inequality.

The article concludes that digitalization contributes to the formation of new models of political
behavior, expands opportunities for interaction between citizens and the state, and serves as an
important factor in the modernization of political culture. The practical significance of the study lies
in the possibility of applying its findings to the development of digital citizenship, the improvement of
public participation mechanisms, and the enhancement of digital interaction between government
institutions and society.

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CONDITIONS FOR FORMING A HEALTHY LIFE CULTURE IN YOUNG STUDENTS IN
A UNIVERSITY ENVIRONMENT

Abstract

Modern social and economic instability, the deterioration of environmental conditions, and young
people’s indifferent attitude toward their own health have made the issue of promoting a healthy
lifestyle among youth increasingly relevant. The importance of this phenomenon goes beyond
physical health, as it directly affects a person’s social responsibility and spiritual development. In the
course of the study titled “The Importance of Promoting a Healthy Lifestyle among Youth”, a review
of scientific literature was conducted. It was determined that health should be regarded as an integral
phenomenon, closely related to an individual’s way of life, and that both biological and social factors
must be taken into account. The purpose of the study was to identify the socio-pedagogical and
cultural prerequisites for forming a healthy lifestyle culture among university students. The research
applied theoretical analysis (of psychological, pedagogical, and social works), surveys, observations,
and comparative-analytical methods. A total of 400 students from Abai University and Dulaty
University participated in the survey — 50% male and 50% female. The results showed that 75% of
students try to monitor their nutrition, and more than half understand the importance of maintaining a
healthy lifestyle. Moreover, the study revealed the significant role of the university environment and
its system of educational activities in shaping students’ attitudes toward a healthy lifestyle.

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TRANSFORMATION OF KAZAKHSTAN’S DEMOGRAPHIC POLICY AND
SUSTAINABILITY PROSPECTS

Abstract

The article examines demographic policy in the Republic of Kazakhstan as a process that is
moving beyond narrow sectoral regulation and gradually becoming a space of multi-level governance
linked to the strategic architecture of national development. The aim of the study is to assess the
content of demographic changes during the independence period, their institutional logic, and their
potential contribution to long-term demographic sustainability. The methodological framework
combines a mixed research design with national statistics, international comparative data, strategic
policy documents, and structural-comparative analysis. Demographic change in Kazakhstan is
interpreted not as a mechanical sum of fertility, migration, urbanization, and ageing trends, but as an
interconnected system in which each process amplifies or constrains the others. We argue that the
current stage should be understood as a transition from growth to sustainability: population increase
and relatively high fertility create a favorable window of opportunity, yet this advantage cannot
become a durable demographic dividend without stronger social infrastructure, lower regional
disparities, higher-quality migration governance, and institutional adaptation to population ageing.
The article shows that the new substance of demographic policy must be tied to the reproduction of
human capital, the mitigation of spatial imbalances, the strengthening of the care economy, and the
development of data-driven regional governance. The findings demonstrate that Kazakhstan’s
demographic sustainability depends not on the mechanical preservation of population size, but on the
qualitative balance of demographic structure and the adaptive capacity of social institutions.

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KAZAKH ANIMATION IN DIGITAL SPACE AND YOUTH CULTURAL
IDENTIFICATION

Abstract
This article examines the social functions of Kazakh animation in the digital environment and its
role in shaping the cultural identification of young people.
The aim of the study is to determine the potential of national animation in preserving and
transmitting cultural values, revitalizing historical memory, forming value orientations, and engaging
youth in digital cultural participation from a cultural-sociological perspective.
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The relevance of the research is associated with the growing influence of digital media on the
worldview and cultural experiences of young people, as well as the increasing importance of producing
national content. The methodological framework includes qualitative content analysis, visual-semiotic
analysis, and observation of audience activity across digital platforms. The analytical corpus consists of
Kazakh animated works characterized by distinct folklore-based, historical, and value-oriented content.
The findings demonstrate that the influence of Kazakh animation on youth is realized through three
main mechanisms: emotional identification with national characters, recognition of linguistic and visual
cultural codes, and participation in the production of cultural meanings through commenting, sharing,
and reinterpretation of content in the digital environment. The study also reveals that the effectiveness of
national content depends not only on thematic features but also on artistic quality, natural language use,
sound design, visual aesthetics, and platform distribution strategies. The scientific novelty of the article
lies in conceptualizing Kazakh animation as an independent social resource contributing to the cultural
socialization and digital identification of youth.
